We publish elsewhere the letter of President
i>u HANANlo Queen YICTOTUA, inviting the Prince
of Wales, on his approaching visit to Canada, to
extend his tour into the United States. ThePresi-
,li nt's letter arid the Queen's reply are both in ex-
cellent taste, and will lend, we trust, to confirm
and consolidate those cordial relations which ex-

ist between the two countries upon all subjects,
with thcsingle exception of the occupation of tho
Island of San Juan. The controversy that lias
arisen with respect to the latter, w ill no doubt, in
line course of time, meet willi quite as satisfactory
n solution as other and graver issues have previ-
ous!! done? for we hold it scarcely within the
range of possibility that two nations, having

so many interests in common, should nttempt to

eide. Iv an appeal to arms, a dispute which, if
diplomacy fails to adjust it, may be much more
easily settled by arbitration. This, however, is a

matter with which at present we have -nothing
to do. and it certainly should not preclude us

from extending to the heir-apparent to the Eng-

lish throne those international courtesies which it
equally become? u? lo render and him to accept.?

We are glad therefore that the opportunity has

been offered to us, inasmuch as it is one

that may he improved to Ibe advantage of both

countries. Apart from the fact that "Wood is
? 'thicker than water. as Commodore TATNALL
nobly demonstrated when the English gnn-boats

were so terribly cut up by the fire of the forts at

the month of the Peiho. there are other consider-
ations that are not whollyunworthy of being
taken into account at this time, and which derive
singular importance from the progress of events

in the near future. All the signs of the times
point to a change of dynasties, and to a re-con-
striiction of the map of Europe The unbroken
series of victories which GARIBALDI has achieved
in Sicily have not been without their effect else-
where. We may hear at any moment that the

kin . 'iom of Naples, from Catania to the Abruzzi,
is in a state of insurrection. Austria well knows
how uncertain, with the spirit that is now abroad,
is her hold upon t enctia, and how little progress
she lias made in securing, hy her promise of re-
forms, the attachment of her Hungarian and other
Sclavonic provinces The presence of LAMORI-
CIERK and an army of mercenaries scarce-
ly suffices to keep down revolution in the
Southern States of tlie Church. Germany, cut
up a? she always lias been into a number
of petti principalities, is divided against herself.
France keeps up her immense standing army, and
is actively engaged in organizing and giving in-
creased efficiency to her already powerful steam
marine. Piiissia, with a fine army of one hundred
and fifty thousand men released from service in the
Caucasus by the capture of SCHAMYL and the oc-
cupation ot his strongholds, is once more turning
her attention to Turkey, and is protesting, with
at least the partial concurrence of France, against
the ill treatment experienced at the hands of Mos-
lem fanatics by the Christian s.nbjeets of the Porte.
And, lastly, England, whilst entering into a com-
mercial treaty with France?and whilst seeking
the co-operation of the latter Power in the war
against China?hits so little confidence in the loy-
alty of her imperial ally, that she is fortifying
against him her naval stations, increasing her
Channel fleet, and calling upon her citizens to
form rifle corps, for the defence of the Island
against invasion. Il is in the midst of these Eu-
ropean complications that the PRINCE OF WALKS,"
dropping all royal state, and travelling under the
name of Lord RENFREW?one of the many heredita-
ry titles that he hears?visits us, not simply from
motives of curiosity, but, as Queen VICTORIA'S letter
announces, " to mark the respect which he enter-

tains for the Chief Magistrate of a great and
friendly State and kindred nation,"' and through

him for the people whom lie represents. He has
also accepttd an invitation to visit New York, and
we notice the Mayor of Boston is about to tender
him the hospitalities of that city. In otlipr places
we have no doubt that Ids reception will be
equally cordial. Such courtesies are due to our
own sense of self-respect. They will certainly he
deeply felt by England, and especially at this
time, when ner constitutional form of government,
and the encouragement that her press has given
to those nations which have sought to assert the
iigi.liu self-government, tnreaten to Dring aoout

a complete severance of her old continental alli-
ances, and to draw down upon her an armed coali-
tion. Ifsuclia movement were successful, it would
necessarily endanger not only our own commercial
prosperity, but also the perpetuity of those insti-
tutions under which we have become populous,
wealthy, and powerful.

M hen Mr. BUCHANAN addressed the Democracy
on Monday night he said "this is probably the last
speech I shall ever have occasion to make. It
would not do forme, in my position, to make po-
litical speeches throughout this canvass." We
wish the PRESIDENT had pledged himself still more
decidedly to abstain from political speech-
making in future, and we regret that he did
not see the propriety of coming to some
such sensible conclusion before he harangued
a mass-meeting in front of the White
House. We have so profound a respect for the
oflice which Mr. BUCHANAN now fills that it is al-
ways to us an nnwelcome task to record any act
011 the part of its incumbent which is calculated
to impair its dignity in the eyes of our own or
other people. But it must be confessed that (he

proceedings of Monday night could not fail to be
productive of such a result. The spectacle which
the public then assembled to witness, would have
been an absurd, if it had not been a painful one.
When the PRESIDENT of the UNITED STATES stood
up to make a stump speech, and, amid "applause
and cries of "go it old man," assured the multi-
tude that he ' never struck a political ticket in his
life, there must have been more men in the crowd
who experienced a feeling of deep mortification
than would probably care to acknowledge the fact.
Strangers too must have been greatly puzzled as
they followed the brass-band and transparencies to
the Presidential Mansion, and heard the Chief Mag-
istrate of the nation explain to a crowd Hie wisdomof the ' two-tlnrds rule," and protest that he had

ever been a friend of regular nominees." Underany circumstances it would be difficult for a
PRESIDENT to address a political meeting in sup-
port of hi 3 party and its candidate without in-
fringing those rules or decorum to which it so well
becomes those iu high station to adhere. But as
matters stand at jtresent, ii was absolutely impos-
sible that Mr. BUCHANAN could publicly interfere
in the canvass unless lie had determined iu liis per-
sonal and official conduct to disregard altogether

the dictales of propriety and good taste. It is
humiliating enough to us to see the PRESIDENT
upon the hustings at ail, but, when we remember
his known and bitter hostility to the candidate at
whom his remarks were especially levelled, it be-
comes a matter of equal astonishment and disgust
that he should have placed himself in so indefensi-
ble a position before the country.

NEXT FAIR or THE UNITED STATES AGRICULTURAL

al Fair of the U. S. Agricultural Society,at Cincin-
nati, Ohio, in September next. In view of the
prevalence of the plenro pneumonia among the
cattle in some sections of the Union, it is thought
advisable not to exhibit that class of stock at the
approaching Fair, and consequently increased pre-
miums will be given for horses, agricnltnral imple-
ments and machines. In order to test thoroughly
the machinery to be exhibited, the fair will remain

open len days. Itis a very wise and timely con-

sideration in view of the fatal cattle disease, that
the exhibition of that class of animals is discoura-
ged. .tn

Rnß: , n s£ Te ' of Cecil county,in the State of Maryland. Their forefathers hadsettled in that neighborhood early in the last cen-turyas farmers; my father's ancestors being fromScotland and my mother's from England."

His father, who was a remarkably ingenious
mechanician, established himself at Philadelphia asa watch-maker, and his business prospering, hefound it expedient to take a partn >r, and went
himself, w.th his family, to London, to make pur-
chases for Ins house. It was there that his son
Charles as well as others of his children, was
born. This event occurred on the 19th November,
1794. On the death of the partner, Mr. Leslie re-
turned to Philadelphia, where lie, also, soon after-wards died. The voyage from Loudon out, con-
tributed some of the artist's earliest and most re-
maskable experiences. They sailed from Grave-send on the 18th September, 1799, in the ship Wash-ington, a large vessel which, in consequence of the
short war at that time existing between Franceand the United States, was heavily armed andmanned with a large crew to protect her from theenemy's privateers and small vessels of war I nconsequence of head winds and other diflicultiesthey were only clear of land when they'
had been aboard thirty-four days, .andbad been but a short time at sea when thevwere chased by a French privateer?a ship which"appeared new and in every respect like a frigate
except in size." The Washington was commanded
by a Scotchman, Captain Williamson, an old-fash-
lonrd salt, who considered one Englishman a
match for four French. Finding themselves out
sailed, the Captain laid by to wait for the enemy,
who soon came up and commenced a brisk engage-
ment, but after a fruitless struggle sheered off to
re-fit, haviDg killed but one man on board of the
American vessel. This suspension of hostilities
gave our friends aiso,a chance to renew their prep-
arations for defence, especially enabling them to
right up theik big guns which, being ingeniously
mounted on a newlv-invented and patented carriage,
had nearly all tumbled over on the first fire, and so
become useless for the time. The privateer, not

satisfied witb the reception he bad first met,
came on a second time, after a short interval, but
with no better luck; being again beaten off, and hav-
ing done no further damage, except so cutting up the
hull and rigging ol the Washington, that she was
compelled to put into Lisbon, Portugal, to refit. It
is not often we have an opportunity to hear the
impressions of an intelligent child, of live years of
age, of a naval battle, derived from personal expe.
rience. All the non-combatants had been placed in
the hold?

cases of murdfcf, suicide, etc. The madness of Don
ljuixote is of the first clasp, his intention being al-ways to do good, and his delusion only as to themode of accomplishing his object." It was said ofColeridge by one who knew him intimately, and !
was indeed one of his most active friends, that "he

ft S°°d man, but whenever anytliing present- fed itself to him in the shape of a moral dutv hewas utterly incapable of performing it." He had,no doubt, great faults and weaknesses, but this was !
unquestionably a sweeping exaggeration, utteredperhaps in a moment of irritation. At Salt Hilland 011 some other occasions, J witnessed his per-
formance of the duties of friendship in a manner
which lew men of his constitutional indolence couldhave roused themselves to equal. * * * *

1 had frequent opportunities of seeing and heal-ing Coleridge. He delivered a course of lectureson Shakespeare, to which he gave me tickets, hutI was sorry to see his Condon audiences muchsmaller than those at Bristol. The following notefrom him marks the date of these lectures:
.... T "Highgate.

Mr DEAR LESLIE,
"Mr. Colburn lias entreated my influence withyou to have intrusted to him for a" weels or tendavsyour last drawing of my phiz to have it engravedor his Magazine. I replied that 1 had no objec-

tion, and thought itprobable that you would havenone, and have in cotisequence given him this note
lousee alas! by my scanty audiences that there
cannot be the least objection to your taking withvon halt a d. Zen friends to my lectures, who arelike ourselves, with more in our brains than in ourpockets. Why, my dear Leslie, do von so whollyneglect u* at Highgate? Are we not alwayslighted to see you? Now, too, more than ever:
since, in addition to yourself, you are all we haveof AHston. "S. T. COLERIDGE.""Ist March, 1819."

On looking back to the time when this note waswritten, I grieve to think that 1 should have allow-ed inv natural indolence, the distance, and occupa-tions, often triflingin comparison with the privi-lege ol enjoying Coleridge's society, to give groundtor the charge in the latter part of it.It is not the lot of any one, twice in his life tomeet with so extraordinary a man. I now readover and over again what his nephew lias recordedol his conversation, and I can vouch for the exact-ness with which his manner i- preserved in those
precious little volumes. The remarks there given,
on Othello and Hamlet, formed part of his lectureson Shakespeare:?

"The clue tu the inconsistencies of Hamlet min-ht
be found," lie said, "in the undue predominance of
the inner over the outer man."

Coleridge did not consider that the passion ofjealousy was the subject of the tragedy of Othello,but that Shakespeare had displayed it fully andtruly in \\inter s Tale." "Othello is anything but
jealous in his nature, and made so only bv the ma-
chinations of lago, while Leontes requires noprompter but his own suspicious mind." He ob-
served, that the difficulty was great in imagining
an expression adequate to the feelings or Othello
wheni he first sees lago, after having discoveredhis villainy, and he thought it a master stroke ofShakespeare to surmount it as he has done:

*'l look <lown towards his feet; but that's a fable.
If that thou be'est a devil I cannot kill thee."

He pointed out the great dramatic beauty of theopening scenes o( Hamlet, and the admirable skill
with which the ghost is introduced. Although
Marcellus and Bernardo are expecting its appear-ance, and Horatio has joined their watch with thesame expectation, and they are ever talking aboutit, its entrance is startling, and every succeedingappearance alike thrilling. In reading passages
from the first scenes of this play, Coleridge noticedShakespeare s respect even for the superstitions
connected with the mysteries of Christianity, abeautiful instance of which occurs in these lines,

"It faded on the crowing of the cock.Some say, that ever 'gainst that season comes,
W herein our Savior's birth is celebrated,
This bird of dawning singeth all night long-
And then, they say, no spirit dares stir abroad;The nights are wholesome; then no planets strike,No fairy takes, ncr witch hath power to charm;So hallow'd and so gracious is the time."

He said the reply of Horatio was, he believedexactly that which Shakespeare himself would havemade:
"So have I heard, and do in part believe it."

He could never read, he said, any of those scenesin which children are introduced, "without laving
the book down and loving Shakespeare over
again." He said the anachronisms noticed hyShakespeare's critics would not, perhaps, havegiven the poet himself any great uneasiness had
they been pointed out to him, as possibly they
were; and this may have given rise to that curious
intentional anachronism in the third act of "Lear,"
where the fool, after fourteen lines of a burlesque
prediction, says:
"This prophecy Merlin shall make, for Ilive before his

lime."
I wish I could recollect what Coleridge said of

the character of Falstafi. I only remember, withcertainty, his opinion that Shakespeare, in theMerry Wives of Windsor, had departed from theoriginal conception of the character, and that the
Falstaffin that play, though very amusing, wasmuch below the Faistaff of tlie two parts of Tienry
the Fourth. I ain not sure whether it was Cole,
ridge who remarked, that in the scene in the first
part of Henry the Fourth, in which Falstafl' brags
of his feats at Gadshili, he begins with the intention
of imposing on the Prince and I'oins, but quickly-
perceiving that they do not believe him, he goes
on buffooning, and adds to the men in buckramuntil they amount to eleven, merely to make the
Prince laugh.

"1 had often," says Leslie, "looked with awedown the hatches into the gloomy region in which
we were confined during the battle, and had seen
indistinctly the upright post with notches for thefeet, by which we children were carried down.?My wonder and admiration were excited by thesteward, who seemed to me almost to fly up and
down this post by the help of the hand rope, hisfrequent visits having no other object than to see
that we were as comfortable as circumstances per-mitted, to tell us all the best news from the decks,
and to bring us reinforcements of gingerbread, or-
anges and wine. All mv notions of war were as-
sociated with the then popular piece of music,
the' Battle of Prague,' which 1 had heard my eldest
sister play on the piano, and accordingly "when I
heard the groans of the poor man whose leg was
crushed, and who was brought some where near,

exclaimed 'there are the cri'e? of the mounded.'
The burial of the man who was killed made a deep
impression on me, for I saw his messmates carrv
him to the bow of the ship, and 1 could distinctly
trace the human form through the white canvas
in which it was tightly sewn up; and this to
mo?the first image of death lias never
been effaced from my recollection. Often
as children are frightened without cause,
they are as often in moments of real danger less
alarmed than their elders; and I, tho' constitu-
tionally timid, have no recollection of being terri-
fied with what was going on, perhaps because I
believed the hold to be a place of perfect safety. I
remember that my brother and I amused ourselves
for a gieat part of tho time, with playing at hide
and seek among the water casks, with some of the
other childien of the passengers. Mv brother, in-
deed, who was more heroic than I, wanted a little
pistol, that he might go on deck and shoot the
'naughty Frenchmen.' My two eldest sisters were
of an age to understand and feel alarmed for our
situation, and mv youngest sister was dangerously
illwith an attack of the pleurisy, and in that state
was taken out of bed and carried below. What,
must my poor mother have suffered ? * * * *

On the :>Oth we took a Lisbon pilot, who came onboard with a cocked hat and a hiffh plume of' red
feathers, laced ruffle* to hie thirl and a sicord Inf his
tide."

A most interesting portion of Coleridge's lectures
consisted^ n tiis pointing out the truth and refine
ment of Shakespeare's women, beyond those of all
other dramatists; and how purified his imagination
was from everj-thing gross, in comparison with
those of his contemporaries.

Coleridge's lectures were, unfortunately, extem-
poraneous. He now and then took up scraps of
paper on which he had noted the leading points of
his subject, and he had books about him for quota
lion. On turning to one of these (a work of hisown), he said: "Asthisisa secret which Icon-
tided to the public a year or two ago, and which,
to do the public justice, has been very faithfully
kept, I may be permitted to read you a passage
from it."

His voice was deep and musical, and his wordsfollowed ouch other in on nnhrnten fl.or yt froo
from monotony. There was indeed a peculiar
charm in his utterance. His pronunciation wasremarkably correct; in some respects pedantically
so. He gave the full sound or the lin talk, should,
tcould.

Sir James Mackintosh attended the whole course
of these lectures, and listened with the greatest
interest. This was heaping coals of fire on the headof Coleridge, who had iampooned him with great
severity for his political apostacy, as it was consid-
ered. I remember many years aiterwards, when I
had frequent opportunities of seeing Sir Jameshearing him say that the best thing ever said ofghosts was by Coleridge, who, when asked by alady if he believed in them, replied, "No, Madam1 have seen too many to believe in them.Among the fragments of his conversation that I
remember, are the following:

"How natural is the exaggeration in the account
the woman of Samaria carries to her friends of out-
Savior- 'Come, see a man which told me all things
that crer J did;' when, in reality, our Lord had
only told her that she had had five husbands, and
that he, whom she now had was not her husband."

He said he did not doubt but fthat in the 12thchapter of St. Matthew, the 40th verse was agloss:

in a long foot note there is an extremely amusing
account of their residence at Lisbon, which, in consequence ot the very slow and dignified pro.
ceedings ot the ship-wrights of that enterprising
port, lasted till the olstof March, taken from the
Recollections of Lisbon by Miss Leslie. We cannot
forbear to give our readers the following charac-
teristic sketch :

"A large house was building next door to ours.Immediately infront ihe street was chiefly occupiedby a wide deep slough, or mud hole where the
paving stones had sunk or died away; and the
councilmen or aldermen, or selectmen (it there are
any such persons in Lisbon,) had taken no account
of it. W hen the weather was uncommonly bad,
the carts that brought stone for the building gen-
erally stuck fast in this capacious hole. The Lisbon
carts were of very primitive structure. They hadno close sides; neither had they iron stanchions
like those of drays to keep things from falling;
there were only a few crooked sticks stuck in here
and there along the edges. Though wood is so
scarce _in Portugal, there was a great wasteof it in the wheels which had no spokes
hut which were solid and massy, like
grindstones; and the axletree revolved withthem groaning or rather shrieking dismally all
the time. The carts were drawn by a pair of oxen
which it always required two men to urge along.
The dress of these carmen began by cocked hats and
powdered hair tastefully queued with blue or pink
ribbons-, cotton velvet jackets with tarnished tinsel
looking ornaments; faded breeches open at the
knees; and their bare Portuguese legs ended, as
usual, in old shoes with large showy buckles.
Each driver carried a goad, and when the cart load
of stone got into the slough, while one man goaded
the oxen shouting violently something thatsounded like shah! the other went to their heads
and endeavored to frighten the poor beasts out of
themudholeby making ferocious laces at them,
shaking also in a loud voice and brandishing hisstick. The workmen came out of the house to as-
siskin extricating the cart, and they always had todo in the end what they should have done at the
beginning?unload it of the slabs of stone, afterwhich the oxen and the empty cart were generally
shahed out of the hole in less than half an hour.''

On the 11th May they arrived inPhiladelphia,
forty-two days from Lisbon, and seven months and
twenty-six days from London.

The spirit which actuated Mr. Leslie in writing
the work before us, he has thought proper to ex-
plain for himself:

"My object has been to preserve in these
some recollections of those chiefly whom J could
praise, and of them not the faults and foibles, that
are more or 'ess common to all men, but the meritsthat are rare, and on which alone their claims to
distinction rest. I mention this that I mav not becharged with dealing too inuch in panegyric."

This amiable resolution evidently proceeded
neither from a want of discrimination nor from atendency to toadyism, but must be attributed to arehned and beautiful taste, which in literature,as well as ,n art, rejected all disagreeable and
unl.armonious contrasts. lie had the amplest op-
portunities for cultivating his naturally sharp pow-
ers of observation by association?in some instances
on the most intimate terms?with many of the most
distinguished men of the last fifty years. We have
glimpses, new and attractive, of Coleridge and
Lamb, Walter Scott, Washington Irving, Sidney
Smith, Samuel Rogers, Luskin, John" Howard
Payne and Wilson.the ornithologist,among authors;
Sir Robert Peel, the Duke of Wellington, Lords'
Melbourne, Holland and Egremont, among states-
men and peers; and Fuseii, Westmacott, Flaxman,
Canova, Chantrey, West, Constable, the two Cha-
lons, Stothard, Newton, Wilkie, Sir Martin Shee,
Turner, Eastlake, Landseer, Haydon, Allston
Morse, Ac., Ac., among painters and sculptors. Of
each of these distinguished men there is some trait,
anecdote or bon mot recorded, not elsewhere to be
found and well worth the reading. We had marked
many of these for quotation, but prefer to give our
remaining space to the recollections of Coleridge.
Leslie's acquaintance with him commenced at Salt
bill, where Coleridge had followed his friend All-
ston, who had been stopped there by sudden ill-ness. Think ot sleeping in a double-bedded room
with S. T. Coleridge for a companion 1

"For as Jonas was three davs and three nights
in the whale's belly; so shall 'the Son of Man be
three days and three nights in the heart of theearth."

Now, as our Savior was crucified on Friday, androse again on Sunday morning, he was but one en-
tire day and two nights in the tomb; besides which
the following verse shows sufficiently what was
intended by the refusal to give any other sign thantbe sign of the prophet Jonas.

"The men ot Nineveh shall rise up in judgment
with this generation and condemn it, because thevrepented at the preaching of Jonas, and behold, a
greater than Jonas is here."

Speakiug of tbe utilitarians, Coleridge said, "tbe
penny saved penny got utilitarians forget, or do not
comprehend, high moral utility? the utilityof poe-
try and of painting, and of all that refines and

Coleridge's want of success in all worldly mat-
ters may be attributed to the mastery possessed
over him by his own wonderful mind. Common
men as often succeed by the qualities they want, as
great men fail by those they have. Coleridge couldnot direct his extraordinary powers to the immedi-ately useful occupations of life, or to those exer-
cises of them likely to procure him bread, unlesshe was perpetually urged on by some kind friend,the tragedy of 'Remorse" was written whilst helived with Mr. Morgan, and I believe weuld neverhave been completed but for the importunities ofMrs. Morgan. A few days after the appearance of

Now it is respectfully sngge.sted, withoutany intention of imputing unfair motives to anyclass of persons, or to anybody, that, so long as theinspection of tobacco is con'ided to officers of theState, and so lonw as the existing practice of sel-ling tobacco bv samples continues, it is obviously
Pl'.'P®' to remove those officers beyond the reachot influence calculated to effect them. The city ofBaltimore is already one of the largest tobaccomarkets in the Lnion. Its naturnl advantages only
require tube unproved to secure for it. the reputa-tion of being the most desirable point for the saleand shipment of tobacco. The law of the last ses-sion, it carried into effect upon the comprehensive
scale of which it is capable, willfurnish a depot forthe storage and inspection of tobacco which will beabsolutely without an equal in the woild. The fa-cilities which it will supply for the receipt, stor-age, inspection and shipment of the tobacco of Maryland, \ irgmia, Ohio and Kentucky, all from be-neath a single roof, and at the least p'ossible expenseto the planter, cannot fail, so soon as realized tnexcite universal wonder that the expediency of siichan improvement should ever have been doubted."
