and very littledoing. The importations are very light for
the season, but this feature is expected to disappear beforethe month closes. The diminution in the imports is more
marked in linens than in any other article. The import-
ers are not showing samples yet; and there is little doing
in the staple silk goods at wholesale. The domestic goods
market is not so markedly inactive as the foreign, but
stilldullness picrails. The receipts nf fall goods are be-
ginning to be large. There is a sprinkling of Southernand M estern buyers here, but they are not making any
purchase of note. Staple cottons?namely, sheetings, I
shirtings and drills, are in steady demand at firm prices.
Prints, however, are dull. The export of cotton goods islarge. In wollen goods the clothiers are still hangiug
hack in their purchases. Some demand prevails forfancy
cassimers, which is to be the favorite material for gar
ments.

PHILADELPHIAMARKETS, July 12.?For Flour the

NEW CHANNEL INTO BAPOLA SOUND, GEORGIA.
The new channel crosses the bar three quarters ofa mile to (he southward of the old one now in use. andlias much the appearance as if itwas forcing itself through

the liar, which at this point is only about iwo hundreod
feet in width, ami with eighteen feet water upon its
shoales-t part, the soundings showing twenty feet oneither side and deepening gradually both to seaward andinshsre .along the channel course. There is eighteen feet
water upon the bar, hut only seventeon feet in the oldchannel. In the latter the bar is fully a mile in width,
and the slighest deviation from the the Channel course
would carry a vessel into sixteen or fifteen feet. The newchannel, on the contrary, is wide, and the bar being so
narrow alTords great advantage to vessels of large
draught.
