THE \Y ATER GAS.?On Monday night a large
party, consisting of business men" and the edito-rial corps, attended at the Girard House, by invita-tion, to witness the result of the manufacture and
introduction of water gas, at a cost of not more
than fifty cents per thousand feet. The manufac-
tory, containing three retorts, has been fitted up in
the rear of the hotel, and the process of production
is now attended by some of the regular employees
of the house. Monday three weeks the water was
was first lighted in theliotvl. Five out of the sevensections of the hotel are now supplied with watergas tlie number of lights now burning every night
are three hundred. The gas is pure .white, and in-
odorous, and very brilliant in combustion. It. is
burned, not in the ordinary jets, hut in double-slitburners, and every one was gratified with the pu-rity, steadiness, and intensity of the light. In the
bar-room, which has chandeliers as well as sidelights, the latter alone were used in the early part
of the evening, and gave as great an illuminationas has usually been witnessed from all the burners,
with the ordinary gas. \Yr hen the water gas was
turned on into the chandeliers arid side lights, theeffect was remarkably brilliant, and gave great sat-
isfaction to the beholders. The gas is the product
of rosin and water. The reservoir of the Girard
House contains 3,000 feet of water gas, which has
to be renewed once during the course of the even-ing The peculiar merit is pure light, produced
with a minimum of labor, and, in this city, at five-
sixth of the cost of the ordinary consumption. It
is made under the patent of Dr. Sanders, of Cincin-nati, the inventor.? Phil. Press.

A UNIFORMED POLICE.? The City Council of NewOrleans has reported in favor of uniformed police
ol that citv. Nearly every city which is tryino- to
establish a better police system, has required thepolice to be uniformed. There is not the least
doubt that the uniform adds to the efficiency of the
service. The mere presence of a police officer isoften a check upon disturbance. The frequ ncy ofhis appearance is a safeguard and protection aga'inst
crime. This being the case, the more conspicuous
he becomes, the more sure is his presence of being
generally known, and the more easily he may becalled upon if his servicesare needed. The uniform,
a? an indication of his presence, is not only a pro-
tection to others, but it is a guarantee of a morefaithful discharge of duty on the part of the officer,
lie is known, and therefore he cannot neglect hisduty. If self-respect does not keep him out of im-
proper company, his uniform will, fie cannot, ashe now may do, by simply hiding his star, doff his
official character, and idle away bis time with loose
associates. If the police is to be purified and ele-vated as a profession, the uniform is one of thenecessary means to make it so; and those who areopposed to adopting it proclaim their own unfitness
for the service. The opposition must come either
from shame or a fear of too much exposure. The
false pride in the one instance is as great a disquali-
fication for the peculiar duties of the service, as thewish to do acts not compatible wit'u official pro-
priety is in the other.? Phila. Ledger.

wards Levy while the latter held the pistol in hishand, anu caught at him. Levy struck at English
several times with the pistol and once or
twice with his fist, and at the same timekept backing across the street, until he reach-
ed the dnor of his drinking-saloon, which ho en-
tered. and English stopped. By this time, police-
man Brown and others came up. and would haveentered and arrestee Levy, hut English told them
not to do so. In a few minutes, Lieut. Gradvcameto the scene, and entered the drinking-honse, but
Levy was not to be found. Deputy Marshal Gil-
ford also entered tho house and searched it from
the top to the bottom, (tho apartments of the cele-
brated "coop" included,) but without finding
Erasmus. A warrent was then issued for his ar-
rest, but up to midnight he had not been found.

NEW PCDLIC SCHOOL HOUSE.? The Board of Com-missioners of Public Schools intend, during thesummer, to tear down the old Grammar School

School No. 1, but more recently by Male and Fe
male Primary Schools No. 3, and erect on the lot a
new and convenient pubLc school honse. Thepremises have a front on Fayette street of 102 feet,
with depth of 64 feet on Green street. The new
building will be about 31 feet front on Fayette
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street, with a depth of about 50 feet, allowing on
each side ample room for play-grounds, and in the
rear an avenue between the buildings on Greenstreet, affording plenty of ventilation, which is so

RIOTINO AT MAGNOLlA. ?Yesterday the American
Protestant Association had a pic nic at Magnolia
grove, on the Philadelphia, Wilmington and Balti-
more Railroad, and a riot took place about twoo clock in the afternoon, which was participated in
by a number ot the roughs and one police officer.
It appears that at the hour named, lieputy Sheriff'Carroll, of Howard county, arrested a man forbeing drunk and disorderly. The party arrestedproved to be one of the friends of a policeman
named David Barrett, of the Western district. Af-
ter the disorderly man had been tied by thel>epu-
tv Sheriff, Barrett (who was drunk) walked up
and assailed the Sheriff*, knocked him down and
kicked him. Policeman Steven Jay and anotherpoliceman interfered for the protection and assist-ance ot the Sheriff, which was the signal for a num-ber of drunken men to attack them. Jav wasknocked down and kicked into the cre k, hut finally

THE DRILL AT THE INSTITUTE.

INCIDENTS, dj-0., $-e.

The long expected ZOURVCS have arrived, and
public expectation, which was on tip toe, has been
gratified to a partial extent. The excitement at-
tendant upon this event has onlybeen exceeded by
that which waited on our Oriental friends, the Ja-
panese, and promises to continue while the famous
corps of the West remains in our city. The Zou-
aves enjoy an enviable reputation in the city of
Chicago, and that reputation has not suffered
during their present visit to the Northern cities;
on the contrary, every day has added to their high
character as soldiers and gentlemen. The discip-
line of the corps is very severe, and every pleasure
whicli tends to overrate the phvsicat frame is care-
fullyeschewed and strictly prohibited. The fol-lowing resolutions, which were adopted bv thecorps at its formation, will give a correct idea of
part ot the objects and aims of the company.

Resolved, That as want of occupation and amusementare the chief causes of dissipation, we will at once com-plete our reading and chess rooms, and add, by every
means in our power, to the attractions of our armory.

Resolved , That hereafter, in the event of the sickness ofone ofour number, we will, if circumstances require it,take care of him and afford him all the assistance in ourpower.

Resolved, That each member of the company provide
himself as soon as possible, with the company's badgeconsisting of a gold star sheildwitha tiger's head in the
centre, and name of the corps engraved on the star, whichshall be worn conspicuously on the vest or watch chain
that the public may know them as Cadets, and judge for
themselves of the manner in which the foregoing resolu-tions are observed.

Resolved, That in case ofone of our number losing his
situation, each member of the corps shall he bound to
make all reasonable effort to procure him employment,
and if his necessities require it, he shall, as long as heremains in good standing, and out of employment, re-
ceive from the company an allowance weekly, sufficient
for his subsistence.

Ihe corps is composed of young men, all of whom
are in active business, either as members of firms or
clerks in the city of Chicago. As has heretofore
been stated, by their rules they are prohibited fromentering, at any time, a drinking or gambling sa-
loon, or disreputable house ofany kind, on pain of
dismissal from the company. Any member who isaware of any of the rules being transgressed by
another, is bound, in honor, to give information of
the fact, and a failure to do so, if detected, is sub-
ject to the same penalty. While at Boston one of
the members became intoxicated, and he was imme-diately disgraced by a dismissal and sent home.
The character of the corps stands high in Chicago,
and previously to their leaving on their tour sfo,-
000 were subscribed by the merchants of that city
towards defraying their expenses. By a special
act of the Legislature of Illinois, they were made
the body guard of the Governor.

THEIR DRESS.
Their dress consists ot bluejackets, embroideredwith yellow braid, with rows of brass buttons oneach side of the breast; wide scarlet colored trow-

sers with a blue stripe down the sides; red skull-cap, with a blue and gold hand; blue shirt fanciful-
ly embroidered, and patent, leather boots with
yellow leggings. The members of the hand wear
scarlet coats, blue breeches and blue caps.

TIIE PKEI'AIIATIOXFOU THEllt RECEPTION.

Boon after dinner the Independent Greys assem-
bled at their armory on Iligbstreet, near Gay
street. A streamer was stretched across the street,
composed of red, white and blue stripes, on which
were the words?"The Independent Greys welcomethe United States Zouaves." Athalf-past 2 o'clock
they formed in line, Capt. J. Lvle Clarke, com-
manding. There were sixty muskets cut, and
never before did the Greys make a more imposing
or elegant appearance. The line of march was
taken up down Gay street to Baltimore street, and
thence to Monument Square, where the Maryland
Guards, who were to assist in the escort, had as-
sembled, under command of Col. S. S. Mills. Theline of march was taken up, and they proceeded
to the corner of Broadway and Pratt street, wherethey came to a halt.

THE ARRIVAL OP THE ZOUAVES.
Athalf-past three o'clock, the booming of cannon,

fired by a detachment of the Eagle Artillery, from
the heights at the Eastern section ofthe city, announ-
ced the approach of the train. The escort, at this
time, had come to a halt, the commander thereof
being under the impression that the cars would
not arrive until four o'clock, but the train was
more than fifteen minutes ahead of time, and con-
sequently, on its arrival at Broadway and Canton
avenue, there was no military to receive them.
The people, several thousand of whom had gather-
ed in the streets, gave them a hearty welcome.?
The Zouaves were in the two rear cars, which were
detached from the train, and left standing on
Cantou avenue. The Zouaves promptly lumped
from the cars and filed in the streets. The" escort
had reached a point on Broadway, between Bank
street and Eastern avenue, when they were drawn
up in line, and Capt. Clarke, and Lieutenants
Kerchner and Stone left the command, and pro-
ceeded to where the Zouaves had taken position,
and relieved Col. Ellsworth and the corps. At
the word, the company moved up Broadway, and
were received bv the escort and took a position
near Bank street, their fine band playing some ex-
cellent music. In a few minutes the order was
given, and the escort proceeded in front of thevisiters, and took up

THE LINE OP MARCH
Along Broadway to Baltimore street. The pave-
ments were thronged with people, and almostevery window exhibited an array of beauty,
while the porches were crowded with anxious
gazers. The line proceeded up Baltimore street to
Calvert street, and all along the route the same in-
terest was manifested, the crowd increasing innumbers as the line moved on. On reaching Cal-
vert street a most animated scene was presented.
It appeared aa though half the population had

gathered at this point, and a passage had to be
cleared to allow the procession to pass.

MONUMENT SQUARE.
All the .1 venues leading to the square were

thronged, and the square itself was densely
packed with an eager and excited crowd. The
route, a3 previously published, was here changed,
and the military then proceeded out Calcert
street to Monument street, and up Monument street
to Howard street. Soon after entering Monument
street the command was given for the Zouaves to
march with open ranks. The instantaneous and
precise execution of the order exhibited the pro-
ficiency of the corps. Tn a moment the ranks
opened, the muskets were thrown across, betweenthe knapsack and the shoulders, and each man fold-ed his arms. The dress of the tiles was so precise,
that in looking from the rear no part of the menin advance could be seen except the top of theircaps. The procession turned down Howard to
Baltimore street and thence to Hanover street,when it came to a halt.

TIIE NEW ASSEMBLY UOOMB.
The New Assembly Rooms, the headquarters of

the Zouaves, has been decorated with llags, and is
admirably arranged for their accommodation,
u rom the front is suspended a national flag, at-
tached to which are the words?"Headquarters
United States Zouaves." On the appearance of
the procession the doors were thrown open, andthe large crowd which had gathered in the vicinity
attempted to gain ao entrance, but the prompt
action of the police (who, we may here state, act-ed most efficiently along the entire route) pre-
vented them. The Greys inarched down, filedright and left, and pressed hack the crowd, forcinga passage lor the Zouaves, who, as soon as the
space was cleared, preceded by a number of police,
marched down and entered the building. They
were immediately followed by the Greys, and then
came another rush of the populace to force them-selves into the rooms, but Sergt. McComas, with a
detachment of men, pressed them back, and closed
the doors to all save those entitled to enter.hit Zouaves proceeded to the main room, andwere drawn up in line at the east end. The Greys
entered, made a circuit of the room, and returnedto the vestibule. The Zouaves stacked arms, andresumed their positions. At the command of Col.Ellsworth, Capt. Clarke, of the Greys, was compli-
mented with cheers, which consisted of a quick
repetition ot the exclamation ah! followed by a
tiger, and finishing in the same breath with theword Zouave. Other officers were similarly com-plimented. The Greys, who were in the vestibule,
in response to a command of Capt. Clarke, gave
three cheers and a tiger (such a one as the Greys
can give, a perfect Bengal,) for Col. Ellsworth and
his command.

The order was then given for the Zouaves to re-
lieve themselves of their knapsacks and coats. The
benches used in the hall had been arranged on
either side of the room, two together, which forms
an excellent couch. At the word the corps divid-

marc ',ed ' n military order to these conches,
and again at the word each man relieved himself ofhis knapsack and coat. This done they were again

red ' nf" "ne, alld cheers were proposed by Col.
Ellsworth for the military of the city, and respond-
ed to with a will. They marched around the room
several times, and went through some manceuvres,when order was given to repair to the wash-room,
wmch was promptly obeyed, each apparently eager
to cleanse himself of the dust of their dav'sridc andmarch.

SUPPER AT THE 01LMOR HOUSE.
A few minutes after seven o'clock, the Cadetshaving refreshed themselves at their quarters, theAssembly Booms, after their long ride and dusty

march, formed into company, and preceded by
martial music, marched to the Gilmor House,
where they disencumbered themselves of their
knapsacks, and stacked arms in the basement ofthe hotel. They then marched in double file from
these apartments to the dining-hall of the hotel,where Col. Stone had provided them a bountiful
supper. It is unnecessary to say that the Zouaves
did lull justice to the repast, showing that a weari-
some railroad ride and a long march were greatsharpeners of the appetite. After a short time thecommand was given by Col. Ellsworth to form com-
pany for parade, and, in a very few moments, thecorps filed into line on Calvert street, and underescort o( the Independent Greys, marched to the

MARYLAND INSTITUTE.
Here a very large assemblage of ladies and gen-

tlemen bad occupied the galleries and the platformat the south end of the hall, presenting a most en-livening appearanea. The main floor was entirely
reserved for the military companies of the city,
who encircled the entire hall. There were present
the Independent Greys, the Battalion Baltimore
City Guard, the Maryland Guard, the ShieldsGuard, the Caw Greys, the Baltimore City Rifle-men, and a detachment of the Eagle Artillery
Company. The field and statf otlicers of the differ-ent regiments of Maryland volunteers were also
present in uniform. When the Zouaves enteredthe hall they were greeted with loud cheers, bothby the military and the occupants of the galleries;
the ladies waving their fans and handkerchiefs. TheCadets, after entering the Mall, marched to aboutthe centre, and at once commenced their drill by
going through the Scott auid Hardee infantry
movements. The first exercise was an exhibitionof the drill in the manual of arms. This drill it is
unnecessary to describe, lor it has so often receivedthe notice of the press that it would be superfluity
to record it here. Suffice it to say that the celeri-
ty* precision, and unanimity of the movements, and

V*MIAS ' ON 'S'.L ' NF rapidity of the changes in thedull, called forth from the military and the specta-tors in the galleries loud and long continued
cheers. The corps then went through anotherportion of their drill?the loading and firing.?
1 hey tired by tiles, fours aud company inline,
which was executed in beautiful style, callingforth loud cheers from the spectators; the loading
and firing at will was excellent. Tho company
movements then followed, and consisted of open-
ing, doubling and closing ranks, at quick and
double quick time, on right by files into line, for-
mation ot fours, one rank formation, marchingin column and platoons, and in the oblique step,
right and left, wheeling and turning; these move-
ments were all done in double-quick time, and
elicited great applause from the audience. A short
rest was then taken, the Zouaves stacking arms in
their peculiar and original manner?a work of a
second. Gapt. Clarke, of the Independent Greys,
here proposed three cheers for the Chicago Zouave
Cadets, which were given with a will, winding upwith a "Tiger." The Zouaves then returned the
compliment by three peculiar cheers, begin-
ning with one, two, three, four, five andcounting up to thirty, when they scream out
"/war," making a terrific sound In a walled room.
This seemed to excite the crowd uiio-htily,and
three cheers were given for Col. Ellsworth, and
responded to in like manner by the Cadets. Anoth-
er part of the drill then commenced, consisting of
the disposition against cavalry or skirmishing.?
First they deployed in open "single file, then by
formation in fours, then in single tile again,
advancing firing, then by file, and again by
fours. They then deployed the right pla-
toon,. the left forming the reserve, ad-
vancing and falling hack by files andfours, and then formingagain on the reserve. They
then deployed as skirmishers by fours, advancing,
firing and retreating, and then squatting. Rising,
the order was given to form on the centre bv fours,
when a deployment was made by files, all lying flaton the floor. The odd tiles fired while the even filesarose and advanced, at once throwing themselves
flat on their stomachs, while the odd files rolled
over on their backs and loaded again in that posi-
tion. These movements were loudly cheered by
the immense crowd in the hall.

Another short rest was taken, when the Cadetsclosed the exhibition with the bayonet exercise, in
which they have become most proficient, and
which, ol all their other drills, exacts more of thephysique. The corps first deployed in open ranks,
by fours, and in this formation' went through the
parry and thrust, receiving a charge, repelling a
charge, charging, forming in a circle of two ranks,
officer in the centre, and then going through the
same manoeuvres by platoon and company. They
then rallied in the centre, the outer rank'kneeling
with the bayonet up, as if to receive cavalry, the
inner with the rifle to the shoulder. They then
charged and rallied, making a charge to the
front, giving the Zouave "yell" which brought
down a storm of applause.

Last night the Zouaves drilled with twenty-seven
men, who, during the manual drill, wore their
knapsacks, which, however, were unslung during
the latter part of the exhibition. The entire drill
was gone through with without music or signal of
any kind. Col. Ellsworth giving the command for
every change and movement. After the drill, the
military guests marched from the hall and were
followed by the Zouaves, under charge of the
Greys, who escorted them to the Assembly Rooms,
where a bountiful collation awaited them. Of the
drill last night, but one opinion was expressed,
and that was, that nothing of the kind had ever
before been witnessed in Baltimore.

COLLATION AT CARUOL HALL.
From the Institute the Zouaves and Greys re-

turned to Carrol Hall to partake of a collation. ?

When the company had gathered around the
table, Capt. Lyle Clarke said that he felt compelled
to apologize for the character of the collation. It
had been prepared hastily, and was not such as the
Greys should have liked to have invited their
guests to partake of. He hoped it would be re-
ceived by them, not for what it was, but for the
spirit and kind feelings which prompted it. He
spoke in the highest terms of the proficiency of the
Zouaves as soldiers and their character as gentle-
men. In conclusion, he called for a hearty round of
cheers for the visiting corps, which was responded
to by the Greys to the very echo.

This brought Col. Ellsworth out. He said that
he was free to say that the Zouaves felt more at
home in Baltimore than in anv city they had vis-
ited. They had received the first invitation from
this city to make the visiting trip, and had been
corresponding with the military of the city uutil
they felt like old acquaintances. He thanked the
Greys for the reception which had been extended
them, and referred to the tact that until they got on
board the Philadelphia and Wilmington cars, they
had been kindly and amply provided for. That
railroad company, however, had treated them bad-
ly. The car accommodations had been poor in the
extreme, as the entire corps; band included, had
been compelled to get in one car. He spoke of the
kindness with wbieh the Press of Baltimore had
heralded their coming, and thanked them for their
courtesy.

After he had concluded he proposed seven cheers
for the Greys and the same for the Baltimore Press.

This morning, the Cadets, in company with theirmilitary brethren, will visit many points of inter-

est, in and about the city. In the afternoon at 4
o'clock, they will drill on the ground at the termi-
nus of the route of the Madison avenue railwav.?

tliinkof visiting Washington, by the early trainof cars on Saturday morning, and return at night,
spending a part of Sunday in Baltimore, and leav-
ing for Cincinnati at 4 o'clock, P. M., by the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railroad.

THE GREAT EASTERN AT CAPE MAY
DISSATISFACTION OF TIIE PASSF.NQF.US.

CAPE MAY, August I.?The Great Eastern arrived
off Cape May at about 8 o'clock this morning. She
had 2,087 passengers aboard.

Most of the steamboats which accompanied her
down turned back when off Bedloe's island, after
giving parting salutes. The excitement on
her departure was even more intense than that
which accompanied her arrival at New York. One
of the steamboats accompanied the a?earner to the
bar.

When crossing the bar the engines of the Great
Eastern were slacked. The bar was safely crossedat high water at twelve minutes past seven, last
evening, the steamer having two feet to spare un-
der her keel.

Ihe steamer then set offon her voyage at lullspeed, the band playing several livelyairs.
On her arrival at Sandy Hook the great eightv-ton anchor was secured for sea-service. There wasgreat difficultyingetting it up. The hook of thecat-block having been broken, it had to be re-placed. *tt'he capstan was too small fur the cable,

the slack of which was pulled out by the weight of
tile anchor. This jarred the bow very heavily
about a dozen times.

The sea was smooth, hut the ship bad a slight
though graceful roll, which sent many of the pas-
senders to the basins.

At BJ4 o'clock land was lost sight of in a haze;
the Highland lights were last seen. The voyage
was commenced auspiciously, with a splendid moon-

Many used liquor
instead, and considerable drunkenness was the re-
sult.

A third aggravation was experienced in thesleeping accommodations, which were on a par
with the others. Five hundred slept on the deck,on cheap straw mattresses, and during the nin-ht
they were burned with cinders and drenched with
rain. Fortunately, there were only a hundred wo-men present.

water to be had to quench thirst, and ttiat the whole ar-rangements were contemptible and disgraceful.Jttsoleed, also, That we would advise our friends whopropose to go to Norfolk and Annapolis in the GreatEastern to stay at home, for fear ofsimilar treatment.
