Fanruer Poist, August 7.—The steamer Cana-
dian from Liverpool for Quebec, with advices to
the 27th uit., passed here this morning.

It was reported that the Great Powers signed a
convention relative to intervention in the affairs of
Syria, at Paris, on Thursday.

The Goodwood Cap was won by the horse “Sweet
Sauce.” “Starke” was the fourth.

The Atlantic Telegraph Company report that the
efforts to restore the cable bave failed It invaria-
bly broke at short distances, the outside covering
of iron wire being eaten away, though the gutta
percha and copper wire was as good as new. £

The Prince Regent of Prussia arrived at Toplitz
on the 25th.

Letters from Faris say that Lord Palmerston’s
speech created a great sensation. Some writers
say that serious alarm was felt as to the mainte-
nance of peace between France and England.

The correspondent of the London Herald states
that all the French naval efficers on furlough were
ordered to report without delay—that the naval
service was called out, and that the French fleet in
the Mediterranean would be raised to twenty ves-
sels.

The preparations for the Syrian expedition were
progressing actively. It will consist of 25,000 men,
besides artillery and cavalry.

There is nothing new from Sicily. It is stated
that the Pope has refused to adopt any of the mea-
sures recommended by the French Ambassador, and
has declared that if these changes are forced on
him, ke will abandon his States.

Fears were entertained that Garibaldi would sud-
denly land on Papal territory.

Two Sardinian war vessels had gone to Syria.
It was reported that the Vice Roy of Egypt had
placed his troops at the disposal of the Sultan to
punish the Druses.

Great excitement existed in Russia against the
Turks on account of the massacres.

The Paris Constitutionnel says the expedition of
France to Syria, will as a matter of necessity be
carried oat, but the part of France will be that of
occupation rather than intervention.

It is reported that the Porte has given acquies-
ence to the terms of the Syrian Convention.

THE LATEST.

Orders have been transmitted to Toulon to em-
bark the expedition at once. According to the
Tinies’ correspondent it is surmised that Garibaldi
has landed on the main land; and no one would be
surprised to learn that he has reached Naples with-
out striking a_blow, and that even royalists have
fraternized with his volunteers.

In the House of Commons on the 25th, in refer-
ence to Sicilian affairs, Lord John Russell said that
the Neapolitan Government had requested the me-
diation of Great Britain for the purpose of stop-
ping Garibaldi, on the condition that if Garibaldi
refused the proposed truce, the forces of France
and England should be used to compel him. To
this proposition, government, he said, declined to
accede,

A “Miracurovs ImaGe” AT Rome.—A letter from
Rome in the Parisultramontane journal, the Monde,
gays: “The Cardinal Vicar has published, by order
of his Holiness, an invitation to the clergy and peo-
ple of Rome, 10 accompany professionally, to-mer-
row evening, the miraculous image of the Virgin,
which is to be conveyed from the basitica of St.
Mary to the church of Gesu. According to tradi-
tion this image was painted by St. Luke the Evan-
gelist. It was held in great veneration so far back
as the time of St Gregory the Great, who had it
carried to St. Peter’s when a terrible pestilence
afflicted the city. Pope Paul V. had recourse to
the same meanson a similar occasion, and he fol-
lowed the image on foot, accompanied by the whole
Sacred College, in which there were then three
celebrated Cardinals-—Bellarmine, Baronius, and
Toledo. Gregory IV. in 1835 and 1837 only obtain-
ed the cessation of the cholera, which was commit-
ting gren ravages, by the same pious exercise.
Now that a moral pestilence, more terrible in its
effect than those which have already taken place,
is ravaging Kome and Italy, his Holiness Pope
Pius IX. is following the example of his predeces-
sore.” —European Times.

FIRST THOUGATS ON BOARD.

Your correspondent, having been up since half-
past three, thought it very extraordinary that
everybody on board of the “Iron Monster® was not
out of bed by five, and like ail early risers felt a very
strong contempt for, and indignation against slug-
gards in general, and these Englishmen in particu-
lar. “The early bird findeth the worm,” and the
early correspordent soon thinks of his breakfast.
In spite of what the reporters of Gotham had said
of theculinary arrangements on the Cape May trip,
and the unfavorable vaticinations and the prepara-
tions of his ‘fair friend,” he had made up his mind

| to be “agreeably disappointed,’” as the phrase goes,

and was secretly indulging in hopes of a meal
worthy of Hampton Roads. [Ie had fancied a long
perspective of mahogany, in some splendid saloon,
covered with the fairest linen, ornamented with
the clearest of cut glass, the whitest of English
china, and the brightest of cutlery and plate. He
had a mental bill of fare, including hog-fish, sheep-
head, soft crabs, stewed clams, and possibly
stewed oysters from the salt coves. There would
be hot rolls and muffins, cold bread and toast. Be-
ing on Euglish ground, e felt perfectly sure of a
beefsteak and chop, hot coffee and English break-
fast tea, of course. Your correspondent had made
such a spread as this in his own mind, but
did not imagine that he was able to do full justice
to the names and numbers of the coming dishes,
though he felt sure that he cou!d play the part of a
man in the discussion thereof. He expected every
moment to hear a gong about thirty feet in diame-
ter, worked by the donkey engine, announce the
titanic treat.

All the above reflections passed through your
“special’s” mind much sooner than he has been able
to write them. He must not be imagined to have
stood still until all this mental operation was per-
formed. On the contrary, he was strolling about,
making use of bis eyes, even while something with-
in him, or possibly nothing within him, was
prompting these speculations. He turned his eyes
in every direction—to the bow and the stern—he
looked up into the rigging, and down upon the
deck, and he saw what, the Lord forbid he shall
undertake to describe. He fully realized then and
there, and subsequently and promiscuously, that he
was at last on board of the “Great Eastern,” the
“‘Leviathan,” the “Great Ship,” the “Big Ship,”
the “Monster,” the ““Iron Monster,” the “Mam-
moth,” the “Elephant,” the “Ark,” St. Peter’s of
the Waves,"” the “Wonder of the Age,” the “Tloat-
ing Island.” To these well chosen terms he is now
preparea to add two more; one suggested by a po-
etical friend well up in his mythology, to wit,
“Neptune’s Yacht!” and the other overheard ina
soliloquy, pronounced by (your “‘special’believes)
an Eastern Shore-man, ‘‘she is a Gall-buster!”—
This last epithet is perhaps the best of all, as in its
figurative sense indicating something truly tre-
mendous, and in its literal acceptation a great
spiller ot bile, which hits the case exzactly.

Your correspondent counted the masts several
times and ascertained there were six—one of them
he imagines playing the part of Kkitchen chim-
ney, which being a hollow iron tube it may well
do, without interference with its more obvious
functions. At all events, he saw a reek coming
out of it near the round top, and in the condition
of hismind,he naturally though possibly incorrectly

coanected the smoke with the preparation of
breakfast.
THE SAILING OF THE GREAT EASTERN.

Every furnace on board was now in fall blast.—
The steam was up and your correspondent is grati-
fied to state that steam may be got up, in quanti-
ties suflicient for the purpose of this ship of 25,000
tons, without any fizzing, whistling, tur. ing of the
cranks and noises and confusions of other kinds, The
screw had made a few turns before we came on
board, and the side wheels were prepared to move
as soon as the signal might be given. In thedim
perspective of the region of the bows, a large par-
ty were perceived engaged in some circular per-
formance. On reaching the spot be found they
were working the capstan to get up the anchor.
Thé appearance of the handspikes with which the
men were heaving, indicated scarcity of tim-
ber quite as much as their pauntaloons, shirts and
countenances showed a want of soap. A most un-
gainly and dirty party of fifty they were. Oneof your
special’s “crowd’’ pointed out a'particalarly nasty
pair, as the ship’s pastry cook and mate, but your
correspondent suspected a sell, and trusted not the
tale. Your correspondent admits the anchors to
be ‘““unprecedented,” but he did not see the cable,
each link of which is thick as a man’s thigh.

THE MACHINERY IN MOTION,

Those who make the excursion to Annapolis and
back will get the worth of their money, but they
will not see the machinery in motion, which your
correspondent congratulates himselt that he did.
There is a first rate opportunity for inspection, as
it is fixed in an open space near "the centre of the
ship, guarded by a brass railing, over which you
look down upon " its movements. There is, also, a
stairway by which yon may descend to a closer
view, an investigation which, in the present state
of the thermometer, most people will decline. The
engines working the paddle-shaft are oscillating,
dispensing altogether with the tall, gallows-looking
apparatus which is so conspicuous in our common
boats. Although of the most ponderous weight
and size, they move almost without noise, and are
under instantaneous and perfect control. Further
aft are placed those which work the screw. These
can only be approached by a tunnel, which passes
along through the centre of the vessel, somewhere
near the water-line or below it, and your “special”’
supposes right between the fucrnaces. The
plates on each side are too hot to touch, and
if the D—1 ever comes aboard the Great Eastern he
will _make this tunnel his favorite promenade. All
the jar which is felt ia the ship grows out of the
screw engines. They are very powerful, but work
in a rapid and jerking manner, very uslike the os-
cillators. The vessel passes from a state of perfect
repose into the most rapid motion almost uncon-
sciously to the passenger. She rolls up no water in
front, and leaves no waves in her wake. She
moves through water aslarge and dignified people
are apt to move in society, without the fuss and
swell of smaller ones.

THE BARBER’S SHOP AND THE WASHING ARRANGEMENTS.

Your special correspondent turns now from such
matters to details of which he was part, and
which he therefore flatters himself will be of great-
er interest. 1t did not take him long to discover
that he was in an iron labyrinth to which he had no
clue. Asa general rule on steamboats he avoids
the“Captain’s office,”’as a place connected with what
Rabelais calls the most painful moments of man’s
existence, those of liquidation—payment ot bills. He
would now, however, have hailed such an institu-
tion, but none was in sight, if any existed.

He inguired of some functionaries,
but he discovered that these individuals had each a
‘‘department,” and that the “barber’s shop’ was
not in any of them, nor was “‘general information’”
their “‘epecialty.” Your correspondent was, how-
ever, fortunate enough to meet with a courteous
countryman, who introduced him to a Baltimore
detective, who, in his professional character, had
detected the ‘‘saloon,” and volunteered to show
your correspondent to it. He had not yet divested

imself of illusions. The dressing-saloon of the
Great Eastern would be, asheexpected to find it, an
institution of itself, If a steamboat 200 feet long,
40 feet wide, 20 feet deep, and of 1,000 tons bur-
then have a barber’s shop 15 feet by 12, with 4
seats, and 4 dressing-glasses, and 4 wash-stands,
and 100 towels, what kind of a ‘barber’s shop”
should a steamer 700 feet long, S0 feet wide,
60 feet deep and 25,000 tons burthen have?
Your correspondent takes this to be a question in
the double rule of three, capable ot solution
which although he is not prepared to work it out,
would produce a result altogether different from
the one which the detective had so cleverly discov-
ered. Your special waschiefly interested in the
water supply, having been compelled to leave his
bucket at home as hereinbefore stated. He found
one permanent water-stand fed by cocks of curious
construction, whereby the fluid came in and went
out of the same hole. There was beside, a tin
wash-hand basin of great size, supplied by a small
hose with a rose nozzle. To this your correspon-
dent addressed himself, turning on the water and
rejoicing therein. He had got quite a quart
and a half in the large bowl when the chef stepped
up and turned it off saying, with pathetic politeness
“beg pardon sir; but we ’ive to lexercise a
little economy. Your eorrespondent afterwards
learned that the water then on boajgd was brought
out from England, and presames this care was ne-
cessary to cause it to last until that blessed land
shall be reached again. If it should give out be-
fore leaving New York, the consequences would be
truly painful, as the Directors would be compelled
in that case to resort to the Croton. ‘“Hexercise a
little economy,” seems to be the key note to the
whole management of the ship. There being no real
leaks in the sbip to stop,the Directors seem to devote
themselves to the figurative ones. They are keep-
ing a sharp look out for the pence. Your corres-

ondent baving brightened his countenance

v this copious  ablution, venture to
seek his way alone to the wupper deck,
and got there upon the first trial. He soon
discovered that something was going wrong. The
various ‘“‘crowds” were holding meetingsand dis-
cussing a grievance. It was ascertained that
a placard had been posted in the eating saloon to
the effect that the passengers who had come round
from New York, alone, would be admitted to the
first table, (for breakfast,) and that all the rest
would have a second table, to be prepared for them
a quarter of an hour after the first had risen. Here
was a go. The first meal at nine o’clock, and the
next a quarter of an hour after the first meal was
over. l‘!Vhat should constitute the end of the first
meal? people asked themselves. Was the first man
of the last table not to take his seat till the last
man of the first table had abandoned his? A Suan-
day breakfast too is proverbially a slow one. The
strongest symptoms of mutiny began to mani-
fest themselves. It was a sectional issue. Was the
North always to have the lead of the Sonth? There
was an impending crisis, evidently. Hungry men
bave no ears. Reason herself appears unreasona-
ble when urging patience under the indefinite post-
ponement of a late breakfast. Although John Bull
deserves the credit of inventing the most famous
imprecation—¢‘‘ platonic blasphemy, the soul of
swearing” —if his ears were open at that time, he
must bave found that his offspring on this side had
made considerable improvements on his original
model. Your correspondent having his retreat se-
cured by the carpet bag, determined to watch the
developments and make due report upon them. He
had quite surrendered his ideal. Certain smells
had however, by this time undeceived him, as to
the nature of the preparations on which he had
so fondly dwelt in his conception of a breakfast
aboard the Great Eastern in the Chesapeake Bay,

THE PRIVATE BAR.

The great excitement about something to eat
seemed to dispose several of the “crowds” to
take something to drink, and it was announced that
a bar had been discovered in the neighborhood of
the great saloon. Your special was not thirsty,

but it was proper that he should see things as they
were, 20 he joined a anl_v,whn(hlh-rud themselves
that if there was really a bar on board they were
able to find it. After many doublings and turnings
it was actually discovered in a small lane or alley,
with a sliding glazed door, like an old-fashioned
country tavern, which opened about wide enough
to allow two fair drinkers to stand abreast before
it. It was evident that those who planned that bar
did not understand the progress of the age in some
particulars. It is not necessary to repeat the arith-
metical problem suggested by the barber-
shop, but putting such a drinking saloon
in such a vessel seemed very much like
attempting to water the people of Baltimore with
the City Spring. While your correspondent was
anxiously gazing upon that innocent and primitive
contrivance, he missed a man who had been oflici-
ating within, and feeling something against his
legs, discovered that he had passed on a'l fours
through some unperceived thoroughfare, and come
up outside. This bar, however, was only one to
begin the day with. It was a semi-public bar till a
certain hour, after which another bar was opened
in an impromptu and temporary style, evidently a
suggestion of the moment, acrossone end of a
large saloon. After this time this little bar
was mnot closed, but became inexorably “private.”
that is to say a large individual, whom vour spe-
cial has reason to believe was the veritable Cox,
caterer and caitiff, took his seat across the front,

and refused to listen to all applications for “‘arf’

and arf,” or any other compound or simple what-
ever.
THE BREAKFAST.

At the the table, in the breakfast saloon, there
now began to gather groups of men, with clouded
countenances; many took up positions at the table,
and among these your special recognized some of
the Southern ““crowds,” who had made up their
minds to be ““first served,” in right of being ““first
come.” Some gentle remonstrances were hinted
tothese intruders about the rules of the boat,
and the prospects of a second table. They
fell on deaf ears, and it soon became
evident that the powers of the ship had issued
a decree which they would not attempt to enforce.
The seats were soon promiscuously filled,being only
about half enough for the guesfs, and as fast as
one got through and left his place another took it.
The whole affair soon became an immense muddle.
The servants came and went like men utterly con-
founded—bringing what they had, and suffer-
ing it to be taken from tht-ir_ hands by any one who
pleased. None ol the debris were cleared away.
A supply of clean plates was not to be had, so the
dirty ones with their contents were thrown into the
centre of the tablesand bread plates and small dishes
substituted. Your special finally got a seat near a
military friend and commenced his breakfast with
a slice of a very warm and wilted watermelon
and with long intervals between, he got, in the
order named,a piece of tongue,two pieces of tongue,
a piece of bread, a slice of mutton, a spoonfull of
butter, a cup of coffee, a piece of chicken,a piece of
bread, a cup of coffee without milk or sugar. Upon
this statement he becomes conscious, for the first
time, that he could not be said to be stinted,
though his assortment of edibles was rather mis-
cellaneous. The great peculiarity of his repast
was that he only had one thing at a time. Your
correzpondent saw much human nature developed

in the progress of this memorable breakfast.
Many who * swore they would not eat on
board the ——— humbug, after gazing for some

time on others of a different mind, gave in.
He remembers a pale and sedentary gentleman, to
his knowledge of dyspeptic habits, who took his
seat at the breakfast table with the avowed pur-
pose of victualing for the entire voyage. He would
never eat another meal on board, come what might.
He was utterly disgusted, and ate a tremendous
breakfast toshow the state of his mind. Joining him
afterwards on deck, he expressed the most deroga-
tory opinions about the management. If he were
a special correspondent he would feel it to be his
duty to denounce such proceedings, &e., &c. Ycur
correspondent, however, had the pleasure of per-
ceiving, as the day wore on, some symptoms of
relenting. The gentleman began to manifest much
interest in the dinner hour. By four he had quite
digested his anger and his breakfast, and managed
a very comfortable dinner indeed.

Your correspondent must now close, and in dving
so will seriously remark that therc was never
such antithesis as that presented by the grand con-
ception and the paltry management of this mag-
nificent ship. Upon such expanded decks men
naturally expect the most liberal treatment; with
such vast evidences of human genius acd skill on
every band,we are led to expect an administration in
some degree sympathizing with the creative spirit.
In this there is a perpetual disappointment. The
grandest outlines are marred by the most objec-
tionable details. Those who control the Great
Eastern are manifestly incompetent to manage so
expanded an enterprise. There isgreatinherent
difficulty, it is true, but one which these men greatly
aggravate by their timidity and want of percep-
tion. They spoil the Great Eastern even as a show,
by their want of knowledge of the people they are
among, and of the business thev are engaged in.
In such hands she can ouly prove to be an utter
failure. ltis a structure intend d for giants over-
run by pigmies.

A LETTE

R FROM JOHN BROWN, JR., TO THE
PRESIDENT OF HAYTI.

The Moniteur Haitien, of July Tth, contains the
following letter, translated in French by M. ce
Doucet, Secretary of the Police of Hayti
“To his Excellency General Fabre (ie A

“President of the Republic of Hayti:

“Words full of consolation have come to me and
those who in this country cherish liberty, equality
and fraternity. They inform us that the good peo-
ple of your republic have given a unauimous mani-
festation of their grief on the occasion of the exe-
cation of my lamented father, Captain Jobn Brown,
and his companions in arws. Allow me, in behalf
of the members of my family who are not yet fallen
victims beneath the iron rod of the slaveholders in
America, to say to you, and through you to all the
good Haytians, that we entertain for you a most
cordial sympathy. Although your country is tar
from ours, and though we speak different languages,
we nevertheless feel that hearts can meet notwith-
standing intervening distances; we remember that
God has formed of one blood all the inhabitants of
the earth.

“Haytians, brothers and sisters, here in this land
of slaves, the warmest friende of your race are
watching you to observe how you refute the de-
famation that the African is incapable of self-
government. You have given proof of your ability
as soldiers. Without other assistance than that
you found in your own energy and valor, you have
thrown off’ and broken the yoke of the tyrant, and
obliged him to seek refuge on the ocean. Your
cnemies themselves call you brave; your friends
know that you are humane and magnanimouns. The
entire world to-day beholds in you the sublime
spectacle of people who, knowing ‘the value of the
liberty they have conquered, have arrived at that
stage of progress which permits them to extend a
generous sympathy to their oppressed brethren in
a foreign land. In this you have proven that
spirit of progress which is the omen of your future
grandeur and the guaranty of the accomplishment
of our most brilliant hopes—the reign of universal
emancipation.

““We have heard how aslave-power seized one of
your most noble champions (Touissant L’Overture)
and cast him into a cold, damp dungeon, where he
died of hunger. In our country, fies, imprison-
ment, hot iren, or the gibbet is the portion of those
who will not prostrate themselves before the Moloch
of slavery. Nevertheless, in spite of all these chas-
tisements, we were not discouraged. The mutila-
ted body can disappear; but the soul survives it.—
So it is then only the body of Toussaint I’Overture
which sleeps in the tomb; ‘his soul visits the cabins
of the slaves of the South when nightisspread over
the face of nature. The ears of our American
slaves hear his voice in the wind gusts which sweep
over the prairies of Texas, or of Arkansas and Mis
souri; bis voice finds an echo in the immense val-
leys of Florida, among the pines of the Carolinas,
in the Dismal Swamp and upon the mountain tops,

roclaiming that the despots of America shall yet
know the strength of the toiler’s arm, and that he
who would be free must himself strike the first
blow. Long live Fabre Geffard. Long live the
Republic. Such is the aspiration of the sincere
friend of both.

A New Mexican Forest oN Fire—Awful Seene—
Two Men Burned to Death.—A friend just arrived
from Santa Fe states that four Mexican herders
were driving a herd of cattle through the moun-
tains North of that place, a short time since, when
the following incident occurred, which I giveas ]
received it:

The mountains were on fire at the time, but
thinking the way clear before them, they proceeded
up a valley until they found their way barred by
an impenetrable wall of fiire; in alarm they has-
tily retraced their steps, in the vain hovoe that es-
cape might still be possible. But alas! they were
too late; fire had closed the avenue by which they
had entered the valley, and a broad 'belt of flame
encircled them on every side, the area of which
was rapidly diminishing every moment. The long
drouth had rendered the rubbish and undergrowth
below as dry as tinder, and the flames licked them
up with fearful rapidity; and springing upward,
caught the pine leaves above, glossy with rosin,
and then leaping from tree to tree, formed a billow
of fire awfui to bebold. The affrighted herd, bel-
lowing with fear, dashed through the flames, the
most of them escaping badly burned, but sume per-
ished. Two of the herders attempted to follow
them; but who can breathe in such an atmosphere,
lwnlk on burning coals, enveloped in flame, and
ive?

A few steps only were taken, when their nerves
became contracted with the intense heat, their
limbs refused to perform their office, and they sunk
shricking on a bed of fire, never more to rise.—
Their comrades heard the dying groans of their
companions, and the wild bellowing of the herd, as
they dashed through the sea of fire, and the roar-
ing and the crackling of the flames, as they came
surging onward, and maddened by despair, they
dashed wildly from side to side, eagerly seeking
that which they dared not hope to find,and already
suffgping in anticipation, the agounies of adeath too
fenrﬁ:l to think of, when a buge rock barred their
way, and they saw with a thrill of joy, that a small
spring of water gushed out atits foot. Hope re-
vived within them at the sight, and with an energy
such an emergency only could inspire, they im-
proved the few remaining moments ere the flames
should reach them in preparing to resist them.—
Every thing combustible was removed, until the
increasing heat forced them to desist, then insert-
ing some dry branchesin the crevices of the rock
above the spring, they saturated their blankets
with water, and spread them out upon them, and
seating themselves under their shelter, continued
to apply the water as fast as the scanty supply per-
mitted.

Ashes, coals and burning branches fell thickly
around thent, and their hopes fluctuated rapidly be-
tween hope and despair, as their chances of escape
increased or lessened. Moments seemed lengthened
into hours, and doubtless nfore than the agonies of
death were passed by these poor herders, ere hope
ripened into certainty, and they knew they were
ndeed saved as “‘brands from the buruing.”

A ON THE

BRITISH DEFENCES.
In the House of Commons, July 21, the order of
the day being the report of the Special Comwittee
on the National Defences, Lord Palmerston made a
speech upon the Defences of England. He first
spoke of the decay of the English defences, and of
the revolution in naval affairs caused by the intro-
daction of steam. [He alluded to the warnings of
the late Duke of Wellington, and stated that the
sum required for the defences would be £11,000,-
000, which it was proposed to be raised by govern.
ment annuities terminable in thirty vears. He then
proceeded as follows :

My opinion is that il these works are necessary,
and I think common sense shows you they are ne-
cessary—[hear, hear]—if they are necessary, they
are necessary as soon as we can get them. [Hear,
hear.] They arc necessary for time present—
[hear, hear]—and it would be folly to postpone for
eighteen or twenty vears the completion of defen-
ces against dapgers which I hope may not arise
but dangers which we may contemplate as possi-
ble, and which, if possible, may be possible in the
course of a comparatively short space of time.—
[Hear, hear.] Now, that is a course which I know
is to a certain degree a departure from ordinary
usage; it is contrary to principle to raise money
by loaus for the annual expenditure of the coun-
try. * # * * % * 1 *
By raising money by terminable annuities we
could prevent that loan from becoming a perma-
nent addition to the debt of this country. I think
that ought to be avoided in all cases where it is pos-
sible, and in the present case I am convinced it is
possible.

Now, as to the necessity of these works,I think it
is impossible for any man to cast his eyes over
Europe, and to see what is passing there, without
being convinced that the future is not free from
danger. It is difficult to say whesge the storm may
burst, but the horizon is charged with clouds which
betoken the possibility of a tempest. [Hear, hnnr.}
The House, of course, knows that in the main
am speaking of our immediate neighbor across the
Channel, and there isno use disguising it. [Hear.]
It is in no unfriendly spirit that I am speaking. No
one has any right to'take offence at considerations
and reflections which are purely founded upon the
principles of self defence. [Hear, hear.] We have,
itis true, recently concluded a commercial arrange-
ment with France. [A laugh.] These are not
matters to be treated with levity. [Hear, hear.]
These are not arrangements without great value,
[hear, hear,) for it is well kcown that nations
which have with each other great commercial in-
tercourse—nations between which great mutual
interest are involved in the maintenance of peace—
are less likely to fall out and become antagonists
than nations between which those ties are not
cemented. [Hear, hear.] But at the same time
these things are not brought about at once.

A great nation which has nothitherto been much
addicted to commerce, whose mind, whose feelings
and whose glories have chiefly been in relation to
warlike operations—such a nation cannot be ex-
pected on a sudden to be entirely free from its for-
mer habits,and at once to comprehend all the bene-
fits and advantages that would arise from peaceful
and commercjal relations. I bope much from this
treaty, but that treaty alone would be a frail secu-
rity to a great nation like this, with extensive
interests, with great wealth, and whose shores are
more open to the attack than the land frontier of
any country, [bear, hear,] because, whereas, upon
a land frontier the points of attack can be pretty
well guessed, and can be guarded; a country whose
frontiers are the sea is open to attack at any point
to which an enemy able to command the sea may
choose to direct his opposing force. Therefore T
say it would be folly to rely upon the future effects
of the commercial treaty when we know that we
have vulnerable points which require artificial de-
fences, and that we have the means of providing
those artificial defences. [Hear, hear.] Is there
nothing in the state of Europe that leads us to think
that we might by the course of events be called
upon to defend ourselves against hostiie attack?
We see in France an army of six hundred and odd
thousand men, of which four hundred and odd
thousand are actually under arms, and the remain-
der are merely on furlough, and can be called into
the ranks in a fortnight. That army is greater
tban France requires for the purpose of defence.—
[Hear, hear.]

No nation 1n the world would think, unprovoked,
of attacking France. Nothing could be gained by
it; no one could expect to dismember France, and
no one would fare otherwise than ill who ventured
upon an unprovoked attack upon France; and,

therefore, for the defence of France we may pro-
nounce that vast army unnec; I do not mean
to say that that army is raised for the deliberate

purpose of aggression. I trust that it is not, but
the possession of power to aggress frequently gives
the desire to do so. [Hear, hear.] You cannot,
you are not entitled to rely on the forbearance of a
stronger neighbor. You are bound to make vour
defensive means proportionate to his means of ag-
aggression. [Hear, hear.] But it is only on land
that the arrangements of I'rance are disproportion-
ate to her necessities for defence? We know that
the utmost exertions have been made, and still are
making, to create a navy, [hear, hear,] very nearly
equal to our own—a navy which cannot be re-
quired for purposes of defence of France, and which,
therefore, we are justificd in looking upon as a pos
sible antagonist we may have to enconnter—a navy
which would give to our neighbors the means of
transporting within afew hours a large and formi-
dable number of troops to our coast. [Hear, hear. ]
While, on the one hand, the French navy has in-
creased far beyond any amount that it has reached
since the end of the last war, our navy has, on the
other, from the changes that has taken place from
sailing ships to steam, necessarily diminished in
numbers. [Hear, hear.]

We had at one time, as I have stated, eighty-
four sail of the iine, al! sailing vessel nd  they
have been necessarily greatly reduced. he Right
Honorable Baronet ‘opposite, (Sir J. Pakington,)
when he was at the head of the Admiralty, did
good service in proceeding to substitute steam line-
of battle ships for sailing line-of-battle ships. 1
trust we are going on in the same course, and that
in a short time we shall establish our navy on such
a footing of superiority to that of any neighboring
Power as is absolutely necessary for our existence
aga nation. [Hear, hear.] [ say, however, that
in the present state of things we have no right to
rely for our security on the mere forbearance of a
rival power. [Hear, hear.] Our interests are
spread over the whole surface of the globe. Agents
in every quarter are at all times liable through an
excess of zeal or a mistaken sense of duty, to lead
the nations they represent into difficulties; and no
one can answer from day to day that something
may not happen in some part of the world that will
lead to disagreeable communications between dif-
ferent Powers. [Hear, hear.]

With the utmost desire that these matters may
be amieably adjusted, yet, ifone country is obvious-
ly greatly thestrongest and another country great-
ly the weakest, it is very difficult for any arrange-
ment to be made. [Hear, hear.] The stronger
power naturally exacts conditions which the weaker
may not be disposed to grant, and though, in the
case of an arbitrary monarchy and despotic gov-
ernment things might be easily arranged, yet where
the power consists of a high-spirited and patriotic
nation, with free institutions and with the popular
feeling manifested on every public event, you may
be quite sure that the bulk of the nation, who are
not responsible for consequences, and who do not
know very often the difficulties and dangers that
a certain course might produce, would revolt
against the concessions made by the government;
and if they were told that those concessions were
rendered necessary by the absence of the means of
defence, or by the neglect of former governments
to provide for the security of the country, they
might be tempted to vent their indignation against
those in power, and lay the seeds of future dissen-
sions. [Hear, hear.] Thus, for the sake of peace,
it is desirable that we should not live upon for-
bearance, but that we should be able fully and
effectually to defend ourselves. [Hear, hear.]—
When that is the case no foreign country will,
without ample reason and provocation—which I
trust we never shall give—disturb the state of
peaceful relations that may exist. [Hear, hear.]

What are the dangers to which we are exposed ?
They are of two kinds—I speak now only of the
United Kingdom, and say_nothing of the colonies
or our various foreign possessions. The danger to
which we should be exposed would be that of in-
vasion, for one or two, or I may gsay three pur-
puses—either with the hope of conquest, which I
think no country would imagine to be possible
[hear;] or, next, to get possession of the metropo-
lis, and there levy heavy contribations, and by
overbearing the spirit and hopes of the country,
dictate in the capital terms of peace that would be
ignominiouns to the country and advantageous to
the invader. [Hear, hear.] The third, and, asI
think, the more probable attempt, would be by a
sudden attack, by sea and land, or by land if the
sea defences were too strong to take possession of—
on our naval arsenals, the cradles of our navy,
which is our national strength, and by destroying
at the root our naval forces, to lay us open af-
terwards to other measures of aggression which
they might be enabled to carry out. [Hear, hear.]
1 dismiss from my mind the idea that any foreign
power would dream of conquering this country
with the view of permanent possesszion, as I do not
believe it would enter the mind of any one. [Hear,
hear.] No doubt London might be open to inva-
sion, but London is too vast aspace to be surround-
ed by fortifications. [Hear, hear.]

You cannot fortify London as you can Paris.—
London must be defended in the field. [Hear,
hear.] There are strong natural positions between
the coast and London, which, skilfully taken ad-
vantage of,might enable even asmall force to repel
a larger force, and successtully drive back an inva-
sion. [Hear, hear.] Andthere is this tobe eaid,
that whatever amount of force an enemy might
land on our shores, so long as we retain our naval
power, that force must ultimately be lost, because
its communications would be cut off, its supplies
rendered impossible, and sooner or late, it would
be compelled to surrender. [Hear, hear.] It
might do great mischief; it might cause extensive
destruction of life and property, and entail great
migery on the country; but the ultimate success of
such an operation would not,1 apprebend, enter
the mind of any military man or be regarded as
one likely to be attended with permanent _u(qun-
tage to an enemy, except in so far as it might in-
flict injury on this country. [Hear.]

The speaker then urged the necessity of protect-
ing the dockyards and arsenals, In regard to
London he said :

Bastions and works are not a defence for a great,
vast city like London, surrounded as itis by dis-
tricts as large and as thickly populated as any of
the villages in the interior. Really; the only de-
fence for London is an army in the field, and anv
means which enable you tomake that army as
large as your military establishments will allow are
directly subservient to the defence of the capital
itself. [Hear, hear.] Then we are told that we
ought not to confine our arrangements to our dock-
yards, and other such points—that there are other
points of great importance —Liverpool, for instance,
a port of great wealth and importance, Bristol,
Newcastle and other points.

My answer to those who make this objection is,
that we have not neglected these outposts, but that
the defence of these great commercial towns need
not be of the same kind and character as those re-
quired for your dockyards. These towns partake
in a great degree of the nature of London. They
contain vast populations, for whose supply it would
be difficult to provide if they were surrounded by
walled inclosures, covering a vast space of ground,
with suburbs extending far beyond them; and tor-
tifications, unless they stand on a np.ée entirely
free from houses, would be of no uge. To defen
those towns, therefore, by land against & foree
once landed, would be as difficult as to provide &
similar defence for London. These towns are "lf:'

We have taken mea-
"“‘,"‘“.‘“‘.\‘ ight honorable friend the Secretary for
I AT 1S DOw pursuing them—to protect not merely
siverpool and Bristoi, but several other commercial
ports, from the only kind of attack to which they
are liable—the attack of small squadrons for the
purpose of mischief and levying contributions, with-
out any large force being landed. That protection
can be given by batteries, either permanent or in
the nature of earthworks, for which means can be
provided in a different manner from that to which
we resort in this case. We have therefore thought
it right to follow the recommendation of the Mili-
tary Commissioners, and confine these defensive
works to the points which they have indicated.

ST. THoMAS AND A MARKET.—We frequently see
the announcement, under the head of “Ship News,”
of vessels cleared for “St. Thomas and a market.”
It is well known to business men, and even to
schoolboys, that St. Thomas is one of the West
India Islands. A flourishing trade is carried on
between our portsand that island, and many hon-
orable business men and shipping merchants are
transacting business there; yet, strange to say, not
more than half the vessels which clear at our Cus-
tom House for St. Thomas, with regular papers, go
to that Island. Let us loek for a moment at a
chart of the West Coast of Afriea, and we shall
find, a little north of Loando and Ambriz, above
the mouth of the Rio Zaire or Congo river, in the
Bight of Biafra, a little island called St. Thomas.
Under the lee of this little island, screened by its
lofty palm trecs, many a bark has cast anchor,
having cleared for St. Thomas and a market. The
stars and stripes have waved there many a time in
the breeze—not from the !and of the free, but from
the land of the slave trader. The great kingdom
of Dakomy lies not far to the north. The young
King, who not long since sacrificed two hundred
slaves on the grave of his father, part of that num-
ber being borrowed from the baraccoons on tha
coast, immediately set out on a royal slave hunt,
to obtain chattels to pay his debts, and renew the
infamous traffic which his father had to some ex-
abandoned. The zeal displayed by his Royal High-
ness of Dahomy for trade, has probably been one
cause why so many vessels have cleared during
the last six months for “St. Thomas and a mar-
ket.” If a naval station was established on that
island, so near the outlets of the large rivers,
perhaps the traffic might be checked to some ex-
tent, and the stars appear brighter than the stripes.
—N. Y. Times.

Tne Sewine Macnine Case— Decision on Joint
Inventions.—The chief interest, in a legal point of
view, which attaches to the recent decision of
Judge Dunlop in the matter of interference be-
tween the application for a re issue of the patent
granted to Akin T. Alhonsen and I. M. Singer &
Co.’s patent for improvement in sewing machines,

is that which grows out of the question of joint
inventorship. The Patent Office held that to give
two or any other number of persons this character
of joint inventors, they must proceed en passant
and each contribute something to the thing claimed
as new. Or they might be assumed to be joint in-
ventors if the separate and independent inventions
of each were joined and claimed as & new combina-

tion. This Judge Dunlop decides is not the law.
He says, in cffect, thut he sees no reason why two
or more persons, strangers to each other and to

each other’s inventions, may not be subsequently
brought together—club their contrivances in a
joint application, and receive a joint patent with
| separate claims to the separate inventions. So
that it seems that all that is necessary to constitute
ioint inventors is that the parties should be joint
applicants. It is understood that if Wilson, the
assignee of Akin T. Alhonsen, and who in this
capacity receives the patent, should undertake to
operate under it, Singer & Co. will bring eunit for
infringement, when, if the United States Circuit
Court affirms the decision of Judge Dunlop, both
as to the question of priority of invention, and
that of joint inventorship the case will be carried
up to the Supreme Court.

Puinaverpaia ANp A Paip Fire DepArRTMENT.—
Some of the prominent citizens of Philadelphia
have published a card, requesting the signatures
of the citizens to a petition to the City Councils,
for the establishment of a Paid Fire Department.
The card says ‘‘that among much pecuniary gain,
there will be moral gains of still more importance.
All our interests will be under the protection of
the law, which will then only in fact be supreme
among us. We shall bave orderly streets by day
and by night, on week days and on Sunday.—
Thousands of our youth will be annually rescued
from the demoralizing influences of fire-running,
with its rivalries and feuds; and we shall be re-
lieved from the vice and crime which, by the ad-
mission of respectable firemen themselves, and the
evidence of our criminal records, are the legiti-
mate fruits of a voluntary Fire Department, and
believed to be inseparable from it.”

Armost A Duen.—The New York Exzpress of Mon-
day evening says: This morning, at about three
o’clock, a party from the Pacific Hotel proceeded
with their friends to the Elysian Fields, Hoboken,
to adjust (with pistols) a slight difficulty existing
between two of the boarders—William E. Shields
and John 8. Stiger, George Allen, Jr., acting as
second for Shields, while George Williams repre-
sented Stiger. Both parties came forward man-
fully, Shields manifesting great eagerness, and re-
questing his second to hurry matters up, thgt he
might get back in time for the 6 A. M. train to
Easton. Stiger, after preparations were fully made,
grew quite nervous, turned pale and troubled
somewhat. It was’'the general impression that
Shields would drop his man, although both are
said to be excellent marksmen, as well as young
men of rare promise. Ope of Eve’s fair daughters
is said to be the cause of the trouble. The vigilant
police of Hoboken, however, got wind of the affair,
and made a_descent upon the parties just before
the word “Fire’” was given, thereby preventing
any fatal consequences, and causing a general stam-
pede in the direction of the ferry, Shields leading
the party, and Allen, his second, following in close
proximity. Thus, fortunately, was the affair ended,
without bloodshed.

Axorner.—The Washington States says a day or
two since two gertlemen trom the South had an
altercation, and one of them, conceiving his honor
wounded, wrote a challenge demanding a meeting
outside the district limits where the “affair”
might be settled. The police got wind of the af-
fair, and arrested beth parties, one of whom was
held by Justice Donn in the sum of $5,000 to keep
the peace; the other was released on his own re-
cognizances to keep the peace.

CuriosiTies oF THE NATIONAL Acxcours.—We

learn from the accounts for the past financial year
that the annuities to the royal family amounted to
£143,788, including the charge of £50,000 a year
to the King of the Belgians. Among the political
pensions are payments of £2,000 a year to Mr, Dis-
raeli, Sir G. Grey, and Lord Glenelg, on retire-
ment from the Cabinet. There are five pensions of
£5,000 a year to ex-Lord Chancellors, and six of
£3,600 to English ex-judges and an ex-Vice-Chan-
cellor. There is a very long list of compensations
charged upon the Consolidated Fund, some of them
remarkable for the length of time they have been
paid, for among the beneficiaries are the doorkeep-
er and housemaid of the Irish House of Lords; other
cases are conspicuous for the amount charged, for
there is a round sum of £130,000 a year for officers
of the late Ecclesiastical and Prerogative Courts.
The Earl of Ellenborough takes £7,700 a year, as
having once been Chief Clerk of the Court of
Queen’s Bench; the Rev. T. Thurlow has £4,028 an=
nually for being deprived of the Ol]'lCL‘ of kecpgr of
the hanaper, and Lord Avonmore .L»L‘.’(_N) as retired
principal registrar of tha Irish Court of Chancery,
— European Times.

Tue Cuiriqui Expenition.—The different assist-
ants of this expedition have received orders to re-
port immediately at Norfolk. The United States
steamer Brooklyn is at Hampton Roads to convey
the expedition to Chiriqui. The Brooklyn will sail
from Norfolk on Saturd he 11th instant.

York on Monday, we notice Lewis Cass, Jr., Esq.,
ex-Minister to Rome; Colonel Axel Gadolin, of the
Russian army, and Monsieur R, de la Sange, Vice
Consul for France at Richmond.

Mr. Thaddeus Hyatt has a new hebby. He offers,
in the columns of the Scientific American, a reward
of $1,000 for the invention of a practical flying ma-
chine, adapted to individual locomotion. He is
sure the thing can be done.

The catalogue of books to be sold at the present
trade gale in Boston embraces books from one Aun-
dred and twenty book firms. The sale c-'_mmt’"ced a
few days ago, under very favorable auspices, buyers

from almost every State in the Union being present.
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
