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Tae Decay oF AMericAN Orcnarps.—Dr. John
A. Warder, the eminent Ohio pomologist, writing
in a late number of the Cincinnatus upon the deca-
dence of orchards in this country, gives the promi-
nent causes of the failure in the following sum-
mary :—

“In this essay I have passed in rapid review,with
some occasional simplifications, the chief causes of
the premature decay of the apple orchards, which
may be attributed to a want of proper selection and
preparation of the soil; to neglect of cultivation;to
exhaustion of the =oil; to want of manures judi-
ciously applied, under guidance of analyses that in-
dicate the special manure or plant-food required;to
excessive fruitage and early maturity ot the trees;
to old age; to the effects of grafting and use of bad
stocks; to our breeding trees for frait, rather than
for hardiness, vigor and wood growth; to sickly
sorts being propagated; to cold and sudden altera-
tions; to excessive humidity; to diseases inthe trees
and fruoit; to the ravages of insects of various
kinds upon the trees and fruit, and, lastly, to bad
and injudicious pruning.”

With all these evils, to which our orchards are
so generally subjected, it is not surprising that we
should often find them in a state of premature de-
cay, nor that we should hear complaints of their
being no longer profitable; but who would expect
a crop of corn or wheat to be remunerative under
similarly unfavorable circumstances, or when sub-
jected to snch bitter neglect ? No sensible farmer,
surely. Of these thirteen cases of decay, at least
nine are simply due to the shiftless management of
orchardists.

head, on Monday night, which fractured her skull, |
from the effects of which she died yesterday at one
o’clock, P. M. The facts of the case are as follows:
Gray was clected a constable for the 15th ward,
and at the May term of the Court he was indicted
for malfeasance in office, and to avoid arrest he fled
to the city of Richmond, Va., in which place he re-
mained until Monday last, when he returned to this
city. During his absence his wife moved to the town
of Brooklyn, Anne Arundel county, situated at the
end of the Light street bridge, where she opened a
small confectionary and cake store. On Gray reach-
ing this city he went to the house of the parents of
his wife, when he learned where she was living. It
does not appear that he went immediately to
Brooklyn, but put off his visit to his wife until a
late hour in the night. He had suspected his wife
of infidelity, and had charged it to her on several
occasions, but she promptly denied it, and upbraid-
ed him for his suspicions. These suspicions were
of a character, however, to cause much trouble,
and made their married life a very unhappy one. It
issaid that on more than one instance they separated
and agreed to live apart, but again united, when |
a few weeks would demonstrate that the old subject !
of rust and quarrel would be called up, and they
again separate. Between ten and eleveno’clock on
Monday night, Gray went to Brooklyn in search of
iis wife.  Oan reaching her house, he found it
closed up, and on knocking, received no re
sponge.  He then procured a piece of scantling
with which he battered down the door and entered,
As he did so, he states that a man rushed past him
and fled from the premises. He continued on in the
house, and when he met his wite, he struck her
over the head with the piece of timber with which
he had broken in the door. While she was lying
on the floor, he repeated the blows, which crushed
in her skull, and he left her in a dying condition.
He fled immediately to the city, where he remained
until he surrendered himself to the authorities,
Mrs. Gray remained in the unconscious condition
in which her husband left her, apparently suffering
greatly, until one o’clock yesterday, as previously
stated, when she died.

AN EXCITEMENT IN RUS:
SYMPATHY WITH THE SYRIAN CHRISTIANS—TIHE
LACE DEMANDING WAR WITH TURKEY.

Times of the 25th, from St. Petersburg, dated 16th
July:
I cannot de

be to you the increasiug excite-
ment which prevails here in consequence of the
news from Syria. The French and German jour-
nals which contain them are read with an avidity
which surpasses all that could be imagined. The
recital of the massacres, prolanations and atrocities
of which the Druses and Turks have been guilty
e xcite an irritation which is earried to an extreme
of fury. I thoughtl knew the R ns, but I was
deceived as to their character. The merchant holds
certain religious opinio but with the English,
French and Germans he is mild and tolerant, and
the difference of religion does not prevent him from
showing them great kindne to the people,
they are possessed of a superstitious faith, but
they live on good terms with all Christian sec
Both merchants and people entertain a violent f
natical hatred against all Mussulmans, but par
larly against the Turks. The upper classes
different in matters of religion, but politics and na-
tional traditions have accustomed them to execrate
all that is Mahommedan.

All classes are unanimous in stigmatizing—curs-
ing is the word—the cruelties of the Turks. The
passions of the people are excited tc a pitch I could
not have suspected, and at this moment one might
believe that cvery Russian is a fanatie, which is
certainly not the fact, but the old hatred so
strongly resembles fanaticism that one might mis-
take it. There is but one voice, one cry, “We
must succor the Christians, exterminate their bar-
barous oppressors, revenge religion and outraged
humanity, finish with the Turks, and drive them
out of Europe.” The army appears to experience
even more violently than the people this paroxysm
of anger. These soldiers, =0 mild in their relations
with the people, have for some time past assumed a
martial attitude; their features have become har-
dened and their eyes flash fire. One should
see this metamorphotis to believe it. It is par-
ticularly at the camp of Krasnoe-Selo that the
spirit of the army shows itself with the greatest
energy.

When the peror makes his appearance the
acclamations, which were always warm and sin-
cere, are now enthusiastically frantic, of which
the meaning can escape nobody. The Emperor
appears to be perfectly well satisfied with them,
and the soldiers bave received more presents than
they had for a long time. The army appears to be
convinced that they are on the eve of a war, anc
this feeling communicates an ardor which forms a
strong contrast with that species of languor and
carelessness which were remarked duriog the last
three years. At Moscow it isstill worse, and what
is remarked here cannot bear a comparison with
the demonstrations which have taken place in the
old capital of the empire. Accoraing to the best
authenticate¢ accounts we receive every day, the
rage of the people there is unbounded. The ortho-
dox population demand why troops are not already
on the march against the miscreants—the infidels
—who murder old men, women and children, and
who drink Christian blood. The people crowd their
churches, and listen attentively to their Popes,
whose sermons are allusions to the atrocities com-
mitted by the Turks, and who pray to God
that His just anger may not fall on the heads of
those cold and inhuman politicians, who hear with
out shuddering the cries of the victims immolated
by the Mussulman’a scimetar, and who are not
affected at seeing the palpitations of the smoking
entrails of so many thousand Christians, their
brothers in Jesus Christ. They say that holy
Russia_cannot long remain an accomplice to that
cowardly indifference—to that hideous egotism—
that treason to the Christian religion. These ser-
mons, sometimes eloquent, inflame the multitude
and excite them to a pitch which we, in our scepti-
cal societies of Western Europe, can scarcely com-
prehend. Here the people believe firmly, and one
wust not offend their opinions, unless one wishes to
degrade himself in their eyes. For these reasons
the authorities at Moscow, either because they
ceincide in opinion with the people, or that they
have received orders to thateffect, will not interfere
with these manifestations. The soldiers, who are
to be seen in the churches mixed with the people,
make the sign of the cross when they hear of the
acts of barbarity which the priest narrates from the
pulpit, exclaiming at the same time, ‘When is the
holy war to be commenced.” Old men, who recol-
lect the excitement which existed in the year 1812,
declare that the irritation was then less terrible and
less implacable.”

Texas Items— The Insurrection Krcitement,—The
excitement consequent upon the late abolition dis-
turbances has not entirely died out. A meeting of
slave owners was held in the town of Anderson, on
the 26th. A Vigilance Committee was organized
and resolutions adoped recommending the expulsion
of all white persons suspeeted of entertaining aboli-
tion sentiments, reprobating the practice of giving
general passes, and selling liquor and arms to
slaves.

A meeting, with a similar object in view, was
beld in Hampstead on the same day, at which pre-
cautionary measures were taken.

In Wood county a public meeting was held on
the 19th, and a Vigilance Committee was appointed,
as well as a watch for the town of Quitman.

It has been ascertained that the negroes of Grimes
county have held secret meetings, and many of
them are supplied with arms.

A mass meeting of the citizens of Lamar county,
was held at Paris on the 28th ult., for the purpose
of taking steps to ferret out persons suspected of
abolitionism in that vicinity.

A orner Mereor.—A beautiful meteor was dis
covered in Louisville, Cincinnati, Chillicothe and
other places in that vicinity on the evening of
Thursday Professor Preston, of Antioch Col-
lege, sends the follow g description to the Cincin-
nati Gazette: “Between nineteen and twenty min-
utes past ten o’clock on the evening of the 2d inst.,
s tting on the step of the entrance to thesouth
Wing of the college, engaged in conversation with

During
the phenomena the moon was fully obscured by a
heavy cloud, which rendered the spectacle more
brilliant.

There was no
report, but a faint hissing sound, as if produced
by the concussion of air, was distinctly heard.”

Inquiries
were made to find whether anybody was missing
from any of the hotels or boarding-houses; and it
was discovered that two negroes had disappeared
from the National. Measures were at once taken
to ascertain their place of destination, but nothing
had been learned at the time of the leaving of the
steamer Rip Van Winkle for New York city. The
footprints were observed leading from the scene of
bloodshed, evidently made by bare feet. This
heightens the mystery. The coroner is making a
thorough examination. Itis supposed that the
victim was one of a party of excursionists that
visited Long Branch, taking the Delaware and
Raritan Railroad from Newark, and did not return
until a late hour. The path of the murder was
traceable by clots of blood from the scene of the
crime to the water’s edgre.
