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Our usual Weekly Review of the Baltimore mar-

kets, printed on letter sheet, will be ready for

delivery from our counter this afternoon.

Our readers doubtless have seen it stated, from

time to time, in the public journals, that we are on

the verge, if not of a war with Peru, at all events

of a suspension of diplomatic intercourse. Vague

rumors have been afloat, of a determination on the
part ofour Government to send a vessel of war to

Callao, with orders to settle the questions at issue

with the strong hand, and the least that is threat-
ened is a demand of liis passports on the part of
our Minister, should Peru refuse to comply with

the demands which Mr. CLAY is directed to press.

As only a portion of the correspondence illustra-
ting the matter ha 3 been published, we have taken
some pains to inform ourselves as to the true state

of the negotiations which wear so serious an as-

pect, and we have no doubt it will interest our

readers to know how fur they authorize the grave
proceedings menaced

The only claims particularly involved in the
present controversy between the Governments, are

those preferred by the owners of the Georgiana and
Lizzie Thompson, two American vessels, which
were seized at small ports on the Peruvian coast,
in January, 1858, in the act of loading guano in

violation of the laws of that Republic. The revo-

lution headed by VIVANCO was at that time in pro-
gress and as the officers commanding the only

war vessel of any size belonging to Peru were in
league with VIVANCO, the revolutionists had con-
trol, for the most part, of the coast. As the chief
object of the revolution was to obtain possession

of the guano deposits, which are the principal
wealth of the country, VIVANCOavailed himself of
his opportunities to seize and sell as much as pos-
sible of the valuable commodity in question, and
the Georgiana and Lizzie Thompson had been
chartered by bis agents, or under their authority,
to carry off cargoes of the same. As our readers
are aware, the exportation of guano from Peru is
conducted exclusively through parties contracting

with the government therefor. It is, in fact, a

government-monopoly, and any interference there-
with. and particularly the unauthorized removal

of guano, was a high crime, punishable by law
as robbery, and involving the confiscation of the
vessels concerned. The laws affixing these penal-
ties were of many years standing, and were noticed
in the published "Report on the Commercial Re-
lations of the UNITED STATES with Foreign
".Nations," transmitted by our Executive to Con-
gress, as far back as 185G. There could be no

pretence, therefore, of ignorance of their provi-
sions on the part of the masters of the vessels,
even if ignorance were any excuse in such cases.
A cruiser of the regular government at Lima
having received information that the Gcorgiana
and her companion were engaged in the prohib-
ited trade at the designated ports, proceeded there
and captured them in succession. They were
then duly libelled, condemned and sold, and it is
for a very aggravated estimate of their value that
the existing claims have been urged. Our Gov-
ernment, acting upon an opinion of the Attorney
General?which is said not to coincide with
that of the veteran Secretary of State?assorts the
doctrine, that in a civil contest, such as existed
at the time in Peru, foreigners may lawfully deal
with either one of the contending parties as a
government tie facto, where such party is actually
in power and exercising the functions of a gov-
ernment; and that the captains of the vessels in
question, finding VIVANCO master of the situation
in the particular localities, were authorized to
deal with hi 3 government as the lawful govern-
ment, and to load the guano, if he recognized
such loading as legal. The Peruvian government
replies?first, as matter of fact, that if VIVANCO
had been tic facto in power at the points desig-
nated, his rival would not have been able to
capture the vessels by the exercise of a superior
power; and secondly, as matter of law, that the
doctrine of defacto governments does not apply
to the case. The Peruvian Minister sets up, as
the true doctrine of international law?and cites
many authorities, and especially decisions of our
own Supreme Court, to show?that where a revolu-
tion takes place in an existing State, the citizens
of friendly States are bound to regard the recog-
nized government as the legitimate one, until
their own respective governments decide other-
wise. He argues that no private individual has a
right to decide for himself the existence of a civil
war, or to assert rights thereunder. Such matters
are left exclusively to the arbitrament of govern-
ments, and until the UNITEDSTATES should officially
recognize the existence of a civil war in Peru, the
citizens of the UNITED STATES would have no au-
thority to deal with the unrecognized governmentof
VIVANCO, as authorized to dispose of the national
property, or act as the representative of the nation
?and if they did so, they took the chances of
being arrested and made subject to the penalties
of the lairs which they undertook, on VIVANCO S

responsibility, to violate. Mr. DE OSMA further
shows, that our government not only never recog-
nized \IVANCO, or the existence of a civil war, in
any way, but was actually, at the time, negotia-
ting with CASTILI.A S government at Iima, through
Mr. CLAY himself, a modification ot the existing
treaty, Mr. CLAY being accredited to CASTILLA,
and CASTII-LA'S Minister recognized and received
at Washington. Mr. DE OSMA adds, with much
force and justice, that humanity, equally with in-
ternational law, repels the doctrine that the
unhappy discords of weak nations are a justifica-
tion to the citizens of friendly States, in availing
themselves of the opportunity to commit spoliations
under cover of neutral rights. We have reason to
know that in the grounds assumed by him in the
controversy, Mr. DN OSMA is supported by most
distinguished professional opinions in our own
country and abroad. The Hon. REYERDY JOHN-
SON, and the late Hon. JOHN NELSON are mentioned
as having sustained the principles contended for
by the Peruvian government, in elaborate argu-
ments of great ability. Several Chilian vessels
having been taken at the same time and in the
same act witli the American ships referred to, the
government of Chili at once refused to interfere on
behalf of its citizens, and formally recognized
the justice of the principles advanced by
Peru in connection with the subject. The
French Consul at Iquique, being interested
in the charter of the "Lizzie Thompson invited
the interference of the Minister of his nation at
Lima to protect his interests. The Charge of
France, however, not only refused to interfere,
but suspended the Consul until the orders of his
borne government could be taken in the matter. The
case was referred by the Emperor to the tribunal
of eminent publicists attached to the department of
Foreign Affairs at Paris, and the result was an
elaborate opinion, affirming the right of the Peru-
vian Government to confiscate the vessels, and to
maintain the other proceedings which had been
adopted. Thus fortified by the highest authori-
ties, Peru has naturally refused to abandon a posi-
tion, the maintenance of which is absolutely essen-
tial to the integrity of her territory and posses-

sions. Ifcivil war legalizes robbery, it is easy to
perceive that civil war will never cease to desolate
her coasts; and two out of three of the nations in-
terested having admitted her doctrines on the sub-
ject as legitimate, Peru is well justified in planting
herself upon tliem. To avoid all ground of com-
plaint, however, Mr. DE OSMA and bis successor,
Mr. ZEGARIIA, have repeatedly offered to submit
the matter to the arbitration of any European
power. This our government has refused, and it
is in this case, and under these circumstances, that
the compulsory measures referred to in the begin-
ning of thig article are suggested, and, we fear,
contemplated. Considering the power of this
country and the weakness of Peru, we should re-
gard the settlement of such a controversy by in-
timidation or violence, on our part, as a deep dis-
grace.to us, under any circumstances whatever-
But in view ot the particular features of this case;
the recognition of the Peruvian government's pro-
ceedings in the premises, by two governments
equally interested with our own in the identical
controversy; and the offer to arbitrate, made and
reiterated; we should deserve and receive the rep-
robation of the civilized world, if we were to shed
one drop ofblood on such an issue, or enforce sub-
mission to our pretensions by threats or spoliation.
Even if our government is right in its views of
public law as connected with the controversy, it
cannot be so indisputably right as to be above the
judgment of an impartial tribunal in the premises-
Ifit is wrong, the shame of enforcing that wrong,
under the circumstances, could not easily be wiped
away. If our readers will only imagine the citi-
zens of a foreign nation purchasing UNITED STATES
arms from JOHN BBOWN, or UNITEDSTATES territory
from BRIGHAM Yoi'NG^ftnd? when deprived of the

same by our government?setting up a claim to in-
demnity, on the score ofa civil war, a dt facto jn-

risdiction, and neutral rights; their own sense of
the absurdity of such a demand and the outrage of
supporting it by hostile proceedings on the part of
the government of the claimants, will, we think,
give them a pretty fair idea, of the impression which
our present position must produce in Peru, and
wherever else the facts are known.

On Friday, the 3d instant, we published an
article, in which we took the liberty of asking
The Sun for an expression of its opinion
on certain questions of great interest to "the
"masses" of litis city, which we ventured to pro-
pound in the following terms:

We merely beg to know what our neighbor thinks of a
policy on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, which charges
freight, delivered at Baltimore, more per lb. per mile be-
tween the Ohio river and this city, than the same freight,
beticeen the some points, when it goes through to N'ew
York? Or, ifit would prefer to discuss the abstract prin-
ciple, we ask The Sun to say what it supposes to he dis-
crimination ia favor of Baltimore, what discriminationagainst Baltimore, and what, discrimination neither fornor against Baltimore, but equal justice to all customers?

But for The Sun's explanation that its article,
published yesterday, wa3 written on the day when
ours, to which it seems intended as n reply,
appeared, we should infer that in consequence of
lapse of time, the above, which is the
only matter our editorial which needed
any notice, had been forgotten. We have
no controversy with The Sun about BROCK
A- Co., or, if we differ at all, it is only about the
manner in which we manifest-our opposition to
that iniquitous concern. There is further, we con-
ceive, no substantial difference between us, even
on the subject of a Park. The Sun preferred and
outlined one of five hundred acres of ground
which it admired, perhaps, on account of its fa-
miliarity with the neighborhood. We indicated
another five hundred acres, which, according to
the best of our judgment, was the most desirable.
The Commissioners to whom the duty of selection
was confided, and who had the best opportunity
of forming a correct judgment under all the cir-
cumstances, took neither The Sun's advice nor
ours, and upon their report we acquiesced in tlie
conclusion to which they unanimously came. Itis,
therefore, only a question of choice among sites

and that is a matter of taste abort which there
should be no dispute. It was further unnecessary
for The Sun to explain that it3 editorials are some-
times a long time iti type before the public is per-
mitted to enjoy them. Their frequent state-
ness and insipidity would indicate that they
had been kept on hand even longer than our
neighbor asserts. This is not, we think, a lively
way of editing a newspaper; but we defer to its
longer experience, and beg that in any an-
swer it may have to make to our inqui-
ries, now or hereafter, it will take its time.
In defence of its rehearsal in editorial lan-
guage of an alleged opinion of the Commis-
sioners of Public Works, that "the officers of
"the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, from the Pre-
sident down, are of the best in this country," it
says: "Surely TUB EXCHANGE would not have us
"challenge the opinion of the public commis-
sioners, with no sort of means by which to sus.
"tain an adverse one." The Sun is at liberty, so

far as we are concerned, to publish either
officially or officiously, the opinions of those
functionaries as editorial or news matter, but
having done so, we now respectfully ask that it
will give us its own on the points to which we
again call its attention.

OBITUARY.?The Rev. Doctor Edward Dainphoux,
whose death, at an advanctd age, took place on
Tuesday, was at one time prominent in his profes-
sion in this city, and extensively known as a man
of piety, accomplishments, and copious learning.?
He was for many years President of St. Mary's
College; afterwards pastor of St. Joseph's church;
and more recently Professor at the College of
Mount St. Mary's, at Emmittsburgh. Born of a
noble family, in the South of France, and inherit-
ing considerable fortune, lie dedicated himself and
bis means, without stint, to the advancement of
religion, and the dispensation of a largo and open-
handed charity. His personal habits were peculiar
and somewhat eccentric, but his life was full of
self-denial and good works, and he has left behind
him an enviable name. Many of our citizens, dif-
fering from him in religious opinions, were edu-
cated under his care, and all who had that advan-
tage will cherish his memory with gratitude and
affection. He died of paralysis, at the Baltimore
Infirmary, having reached his seventy-second year

INTERESTING TRADE STATISTICS.?As an evidenc'
of resuming animation in the general commercial
transactions between the United States and the va-
rious countries of Europe, recently received otti-
cial'statistics show the state of the trade between
Great Britain, the great emporium of European
commerce, and this country, in two of the leading
exports of the latter, for the first five months of
the present year. Of the G,297,057 cwt. of cotton
imported into England from January Ito May 31,
5,384,131 were from the United States, while in
1859, for the corresponding period, the amount
was only 3,738,512 cwt., of which from the United
States, 3,199,606 cwt.; tobacco entered for home
consumption from January 1 to May 31, 18G0, 14,-
648,119 lbs., while during the correspondingperiod
of the year previous the amount was a third of a

million of pounds less.

THE GREAT EASTERN.?Thi3 is positively the last
day of the exhibition of the Great Eastern in our
waters, as she takes her departure for New York to-
night. Such of our citizens as desire to board this

It is guaranteed, we understand, that there shall
be no cause of complaint of the "kitchen depart-
ment" of the ship on this trip.

THE CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO CANAL.?A meeting
of those most interested in the management of the
Chesapeake and Ohio Canal will be held in Cum-
berland to-day. The Convention "will take into
consideration the present and prospective condi-
tion of the work, and consult as to the steps
proper to be taken for the advancement of its in-
terests."

OPEN PORTS IN THE PHILLIPENE ISLANDS.?Official
intelligence has been communicated to the State De-
partment that the only ports open to foreign com-
merce,in the Phillipine Islands, are those ofManilla*
Sual, Holla, Zamboauga, and that no foreign flag
will be allowed to carry on a direct trade with Jolo,
or the ports adjacent thereto.

HEAVY IMPORT OF SHOES.?Two thousand nine
hundred and eighty-two cases of boots and shoes
have been broughtinto this market during the past
week, mostly from Boston.

TIIE ZO UA YES.

Editors of the "Exchange:" ?The recent visit of
this line corps, and the excitement created by their
drill, discipline and appearance, seem to me to pre-
sent a favorable opportunity for a few remarks
upon military matters, and a few suggestions to
our own military, to enable them to discriminate
between what is useful and necessary and what is
merely showy, if not positively mischievous. I
wish particularly to call the attention of the newly
formed battalion of Maryland Guard to the excel-
lencies, and particularly to the very few defects of
the so-called "Zouave drill." The high tone, the
steady discipline, the mechanical precision, and es-
pecially the excellent materiel of the Zouaves, can-
not be too highly commended. I think that no
small portion of all these excellencies are due more
to their steady adherence to temperance than to any
other one quality. An experience of many years,
and an active participation in military duties, both
in garriton and in the iield, has proven to me be-
yond dispute, that in physical endurance alone the
absolutely abstemious soldier can endure double
the fatigue and hard labor that his comrade can
who drinks liquors in any form. I am not writing
a treatise, however, on temperance, so we willpass
on to other matters.

The drill proper, of the Zouaves, is precisely
what is taught in the systems of Scott & Hardee,
as practiced at West Point and in the regular ser-
vice. The bayonet practice, the manual of arms,
the formation from two ranks to four, for flank
movements and back again, and the entire system of
of company drilland manoeuvre of the Chicago sol-
diers, so far as it conforms to the regular systems
in use inthe United States service, is not only most
creditable to those troops, but evinces a thorough-
ness of training and an individual application on
the part of each man that I have seldom seen
equalled. 1 have heard many spectators say that
their performances have never been equalled, but
those of my readers who remember the performances
of the famous Light Battery under Major Ringgold,
as it was when stationed at Fort Mcllenry some 1C
years ago, will be slow to say that much. Even that
famous body of men, however, certainly never sur-
passed,even ifthey equalled the Zouaves in lightness
elasticity, and what the French call elan. In all
these respects I commend cordially the perform-
ances of the Zouaves to the close imitation of our
own volunteer military.

Having said this much in praise, and as my sole
object in penning this communiction is to be of
some use, ifpossible, to our own volunteers, permit
a word or two of criticism, in no invidious temper.
Many of the "fancy" manoeuvres of the Zouaves,
though showy, and very captivating, merely as
displays, are mere surplussage, and in one or two
instances that I noticed might become absolutely
hurtful. For instance, in marching by the right
flank, the formation on the right by file into line,
was executed with all the precision and excellence
of drill and training that characterized nil their
other evolutions. But, for the sake of avoiding the
apparent confusion attendant upon this manoeuvre,
" executed strictly in accordance with the rule as
laid down in the school for the Company, the rear
rank marked time a little too long, thus lengthening
slightly the time as well as slightly increasing the
space required, or technically, taking up too much
ground. This, in a single company ot twenty or

&v. ' is a,most inappreciable, but the evil
would be propagated and extended to such a de-
gree as to be hurtful in a battalion of eight hundred
or a thousand men, and as companies hardly ever
act in service, except as component parts of a bat-
talion, nothing should ever be tolerated in a com-
pany drill which is not to be practiced in battalionmanceuvres.

The firing at will, or "by file," also shows the
same sacrifice of rapidity to effect. Most of thetiring in battle is by tile?after the first discharge,
commencing on the right, each man loads and Area
independently, without waitingfor his neighbor, A

battalion of a thousand men, loading and firing like
the Zouaves, would deliver at least five thousand
bullets fewer in ten minutes than one loading and
firing, each man independently of bis neighbor.?
The great pains taken by the Zouaves when de-
ployed as skirmishers, to keep up a supee precision
of dress, and entire harmony ("ensemble") of mo-
tion in the loadings, firings,"and other portions of
the manual, are also at the expense of rapidity
and individual self-reliance. In short, infantry
troops, when in mass, or in close order, must movein harmony, to move or act efficiently. When,
however, acting as chasseurs, or skirmishers, the
rule is, while a general uniformity and harmony ispreserved, the greatest individual liberty of action
consistent with that general uniformity must be al-
lowed. The skirmisher, for example, must move
a little forward or backward, to the right or left,
to avail himself of accidental irregularities of theground, of a rock, a bush or tree which willafford
him a cover. He must fire when he has taken aim,
and has an object to lire at, not because his neighbor
has tired, and has reached a certain point inthe loading.

It is this individual self-reliance, and the neces-
sary concomitant coolness, which makes the Ameri-
can light troops and riflemen the most formidable
skirmishers in the world, and is by BO means in-consistent with that steady discipline which
marched up I.undv's Lane' without drawin"
trigger?which stood for honrs on the field of Pa.o
Alto, in square, to receive the fire of the enemy's
artillery without firing a shot in return, or which,
at Churubusco and the gates of Mexico, marchedsteadily forward against the long, bristling lines
of intrenebments, with regular tramp and in sternsilence, which was never broken until bv that
fierce hurrah which announced to friend and foe
that the hostile bayonets had clashed and thebloody ramparts were won. The new battalion of
Maryland Guard now being organized and drilled,
in materiel is no whit behind the standard of their
bright exemplers, the Chicago Zouaves. If to
these they superadd the careful, constant drill, the
abstinence, and the esprit du corps which have
characterized our visitors for the last eighteen
months, they need not fear for the result, fn Col.
Brush they have a commander equal to any
emergency, and the result depends upon them-
selves. 1 hope these remarks will not be misun-derstood, especially in the very few cases in which
I have felt bound to criticise the performances of
the Zouaves. Their fancy drill, though it adds
nothing to their efficiency as soldiers, is showy and
does no harm; and while I only point out to our
own volunteers a few very trifling defects to be
avoided, I cannot say too much of their zeal, their
intelligence, their alertness, (a most invaluablemilitary quality,) their sobriety and their -ood
humor, as models for emulation."

AN OLD SOLDIER.

FLOODS AT STAUNTON, VIRGINIA*?On Saturday
last, a heavy rain fell in Staunton, Virginia, by
which houses were undermined, walls driven in,
goods swept away, pavements torn up, gas-pipes
broken, hogs drowned, fences washed away, gar-
dens and crops destroyed. The streets presented a
spectacle similar to the rapids above the fails of
Niagara. The winds blew, the rain descended andthe flood came in terrible violence. Stones weigh-
ing hundreds of pounds were borne upon the flood
some distance, and drays, tables, boxes, hogsheads,
barrels, children's carriages, lumber and furniture
of various kinds, were seen floating down the
streets upon the bosom of the violent current.?
The corporation and individual losses are immense.The individual loss is very great?much more than
it has ever been on any former occasion of a simi-
lar kind.

A correspondent informs us that another heavy
gust passed over the town on Wednesday after-
noon, doing much damage, and estimates the loss
to the town, byboth floods, to amount to over
$25,000.

The schooner Corinthian, Capt. AlcClanahan,
laden with 1,100 bushels of wheat belonging to the
estate of Robert H. Montgomery, of Westmoreland
county, Va., was overtaken by a storm one day last
week and put into Wycomico creek, for safety, but
bilged. The vessel and cargo were both lost.?
