Cot
ton?The liberal demand which characterized the market
for some weeks past has, ina measure, subsided, giving
place to a spiritless feeling, and declining tendency in
prices, amounting inmost cases, where sales are affected,
to a concession on the part of holders of *d. on the quo-
tations oMast Friday. In consequence of late advices
from the United States, continuing to speak most favora-
bly of the prospects for another very large cotton crop,
holders have evinced greater desire to realize, while spin-ners, from the same cause, have adhered more rigidly to
their policy of buying only to meet immediate and press-
ing wants; and speculators seem inclined to wait for fur-
ther developments before entering upon operations of any
magnitude. The imports for the week have been 45,000
bales, and the sales 48,000, including that sent from the
quay direct to spinners. The trade have taken 35,000,
speculators 2,000, and exporters 11,000 bales. To-day
8,000 bales were sold?the market closing very flat. We
quote;

HE , ARTHQUAKE AT EVANSVILLE AND HENDERSON?-ITS FJFFECTS ON THE EARTH AND ATMOSPHERE.?
EVANSVILLE, Ind., Aug. 7. ?We were visited this
morning at 9.22 A. M. by an earthquake which con-
tinued about 15 seconds, though there were wide
differences as regards the duration ofthesbock. Itwas accompanied by a sound similar to that made
by a heavy laden train of cars running slowly
through the depot. Doors and windows rattled,
and buildings jarred as if agitated by tbe moving
of heavy goods on the same floor. In one hard-
ware'store on Main street, the shock was so severe
as to throw over a large circular saw standing
against the wall at an angle of 25 degrees.

The shock was still more severe in the coalmines, about one mile west ot the city, on the banks
?' ? e *)h'o .r'ver . The employees say it continued
lully five minutes. The workmen were very muchfrightened?more so than hurt, there not being alump of coal or earth disturbed.

At Henderson, Ky., the shock was even moresevere, though not of so loDg duration. The peo-
pie left their houses and ran into the streets, though
no damage was done. I am under the impression
that the shock was heavier further South. The
waves seemed to come from the Southwest. Up tothe time of the shock the heat was very oppressive?not a breath of air stirring. Since that time thewind has gradually increased, and the thermome-ter is sinking fast. Now (9.30 P.M.) the ther-mometer stands at 63. At 9 o'clock this morning
it stood 91 in the shade. The sky is not clear;neither is it cloudy. There appears to be a sort of
a mist that makes the stars appear dim. The breeze
is still increasing. I understand the aurora borealiswas visible at 3 o'clock this morning.

10 P. M.?The wind is increasing, and the atmos-phere growing cooler.
Onr citizens will be able to sleep and rest well

to-nigbt. It is the first cool evening we have had
for three weeks, and we have reason to be thankful
for tbe change the eartbqnake and aurora borealis
have occasioned.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 13.?Judge Arny, of Kansas,

has tiled in the General Land Office the necessary
papers to obtain the right of way for the construc-
tion of a railroad through Southern Kansas, to
connect with the Galveston Railroad in Texas. The
Commissioner of the General Land Office has, in
conformity with the laws of Congress, granted the
necessary instructions to the land officers having
control of the lands through which this road will
pass, to reserve the right of way and lands for de-
pots and water stations. Mr. Arny left this city
to-day for Kansas, and with a corps of engineers
willat once proceed to make a survey through
Kansas and the Osage and Cherokee Indian coun-
try, with a view to the permanent location of the
road through this Indian territory. The construc-
tion of this road willconnect the Western country
with the Gulf of Mexico, and open the travel and
resources of a large portion of country in Kansas,
the Indian Territory, and the State of Texas,
Arkansas, and other States, which is now of com-
paratively little value. By the construction of
railroads from Atctiison, connecting with the Ilanni-

-1 bal and St. Joseph Railroad, to Lawrence, and from
Leavenworth to Lawrence, and thence south through
the Indian Territory, to connect with the Texas
roads, it is believed that millions of dollars will be
added to the wealth of the country from the mine-
ral resources which have not been and cannot be
developed without the means of travel and tran-
sportation, which the present enterprise is designed
to supply.

THE LAST OF THE ATLANTICCABLE.? Captain Kell

and Mr. Varley, who went out for the purpose of
endeavoring toraise the American end of the At-
lantic cablt, report that, "although they have on
many occasions been able to raise the bight, and so
get on board at different times pieces of cable, in
all amounting to about seven miles, they have in-
variably found it broken again a few miles off*."
Attempts were made at various points, but all were
unsuccessful, the rope in almost every instance giv-
ing way. It was, therefore, found " necessary to
abandon" it. Speaking of the state of the rope be-tween Tickle Point and Copper Island, Captain
Kell and Mr. Varley say: "Although mud is shown
on the charts, there are unquestionably rocks also,
as was too plainly indicated by the state of the ca-
ble, rock weed and sea animalcules adhering to and
surrounding it in many places, showing that it had
been suspended clear of the bottom. The cable was
invariably hauled in by hand to avoid unnecessary
strain. The recovered cable varied in condition
very much, and what is most important is, that
even those portions which came out of the black
mud were so perished in numerous patches that the
outer covering parted on board during the process
of hauling in, and but for the dexterity and cour-
age of the men in seizing hold of it "beyond the
break, where the iron wires stuck out like bunches
of highly sharpened needle points, we should not
have known so much of its condition. In a word,
it was evidently something imbedded in mud, some-
times onsmall stones, sometimes half imbedded, and
sometimes whollyexposed over rocks, as was appa-
rent from the condition of the outer covering. The
iron wires in many places often appeared sound;
but, on minute inspection, were found eaten away
and rotten. The sewing was also decayed. Insome places the iron wires were coated with metal-
lic wires, and much eaten, they having most proba-
bly rested upon copper ore, for there are veins of
it in TrinityBay. The gutta perclia and copper
wire are, however, in as good condition as when
laid down."

Those portions of the cable recovered at Break
Heart point, that were wrapped with tarred yarn,
were sound; the tar and hemp having preserved the
iron wires bright and free from rust.

EXAMINATION POSTPONFD. ?Yesterday at twelve
0 clock was the hour appointed for the examina-tion of Erasmus Levy, Wesley Gade, and Joshua
Mulley, on the charge of having murdered Frank-lin H. Naff", the first named as the principal, and
the two last as accessories. Justice Hiss remarkedthat the State was not ready for the examination.
Messrs. Coleman Yellott and John H. Ing, Esqs.,
appeared as counsel for the accused. They in-
formed the magistrate that they were ready to proceed, all their witnesses being present, and they
felt confident that they could conclusivelv prove
the innocence of Levy. Marshal Kane stated'that the
case had passed out of his bands during the morn-
ing, the officers ot the State now having the matterunder consideration. He had no disposition to delay
the examination, but the ends of justice demanded
that the case should be postponed. The State au-
thorities, he had been informed, could be ready by
Friday or Saturday, but could not examine the
cases before that time. The counsel for the priso-
ner then asked that he might be admitted to bail,
and requested the Justice to name the amount.
Justice Hiss doubted his power to bail the princi-
pal, the charge being murder, which was not a
bailable offence. The counsel contended that the
charge was, not that the accused had committed
the murder, out tnai mere was good reason to be-
lieye that he had committed it. The charge not
being direct, the accused was bailable. The Jus-
tice still remained of his first opinion, that he had
no authority to admit the accused to bail, but in-
formed the counsel that if they would procure an
order from the State's Attorney, directing that bailshould be taken for Levy, be would release him,
but not otherwise. It was then agreed that the
examination should take place on Friday at 12
o'clock, M., or sooner if the State could get ready,
ot which the defendant should receive notice.

1 esterday afternoon, about 4 o'clock, as a freight
cat of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad was passing
up I'ratt street it came in contact with an express
wagon driven by a man named Stewart, who, by
the collision, was thrown from bis seat and quite
badly injured. He fell upon the street, his head

It was found that their de-
composition might prove injurious to health, and
yesterday, by direction of Dr. Houck, Cotnmission-
er Health, men were placed at work removing
them. This is a thing which happens almost every
year in the basin.

A BALTIMORE INVENTION IN EUROPE.
It is known that Mr. D. A. Woodward,

the Principal of the Maryland Institute School
of Design, is the inventor of the Solar
Camera, an ? instrument which has become a
necessity in the photographic art?enabling
the picture of an object to be taken instanta-
neously, and of any size desired. In getting the
portraits of children or animnls, whose restlessness
renders it necessary that the operation should be
performed in the least possible point of time, this
Camera accomplishes all that is desired, without the
distortion usually produced by the magnifying of
the lenses peculiar to the old article in use. The
instrument has been introduced into Europe, and
we copy the following notices of it from the most
influential scientific journals :

A late number of the Paris Lit Lumiere, says :
At the last meeting of the French Photographic

Society Count Agnado presented several pictures
obtained by means of Woodward's Solar Camera,
and representing animals taken instantaneously on
quarter plates. It is impossible to produce any-
thing more perfect of this kind. Animal painters
after this must despair. There was in particular a
front view of a cow, with the body foreshortened,
and the head erect, which makes the most charm-ing picture that can be imagined. It is so full of
life, that you expect every instant to see the ani-
mal walk out of the picture."

M. l'Abbe Moigno, editor of the Paris Cosmos,
thus alludes to it in his journal:

"We are certainly the first to call attention to an
important application of photography, which con-
sists in producing upon canvas a photographic
sketch rigorously exact of Ihe subject, whether his-
torical, or landscape, or portrait, which the artist
wishes to illustrate. It appeared to us beyond a
doubt that in giving to the artist material truth to
work upon, whether as regards accuracy of form, or
fidelity ot perspective, we should double, or rather
centuple his powers ; he would be put in a much
better position for displaying his talents, and would
almost be on a par with the old masters, provided he
understood the secrets of the palette, and knew how
to give life-like expression to his figures. AllParis
has lately flocked to view for the last time the nu-
merous and great works of Ary Scheff'er. We fol-
lowed the crowd, and up to a certain point partook
of its enthusiastic admiration. But how many de-
fects there are which lessen the merits of this cele-
brated artist 1 How many startling imperfections
seem to crowd together in the shadow of his ex-
cellencies. Ary Sclieffer, in fact, owe 3 his success
solely to the expression ofthe heads inhis pictures;
in sentiment he is the first of painters; but he
draws badly,?groups badly,?and scarcely knows
what is meant by "perspective," or "atmosphere."
Sometimes the arms of his figures appear to have
their origin in the head or behind the back; ?how
shapeless and vulgar the hands are; ?how prepos-
terously long the legs?and how awkwardly are
tbey staffed into the frame which appears too nar-
row to contain them ; and how ill at ease one some-
times is, even in presence ol amiable or inspired
faces which enchant you ! But suppose that to
Scheffer, who only realized a sort of passable ma-
terial truth through difficulties which are ill con
sealed, a skilful photographer had furnished a
sketch correct as regards form, perspective and at-
mosphere, nothing would evidently have opposed
itself to the production of perfect" chefs-d'ameres,
and it could not afterwards have been truly said
that the engravings from these immortal works
were better in some respects than the originals.

" But how are we to obtain upon eanvas or pa-'
per, images of nearly the natural size, or at least as
large as the painter's easel usually carries? This
capital problem has already received many solu-
tions. Some artists have had recourse to the mon-
strous lenses of Lebrun, Jamin, and Yoigtlander,
and have demanded from them absolute impossi-
bilities. With them Bissod, Disderi, and others
have first obtained negatives, and from these posi-
tive prints which are not without a certain merit.
But these monstrous lenses are enormously dear,
and they require a very long exposure in the
camera because the image is always feebly lighted.

"Itis time to turn to Mr. Woodward, whose in-
vention forms the subject of this article. He is an
American painter, and his invention principally
concerns his brethren of the brush, but photo-
graphers may nevertheless profit richly by it. We
saw it in operation on Wednesday last, at the studio
of M. Badie, in presence of Mr. Thompson, Mr.
Bingham, Mr. Duboscq and M. H. Soleil. This im-
provised trial of the new process satisfied every one
present. We say improvised because the appara-
tus was hastily adjusted.

" Mr. Woodward has deposited in the atelier of
M. Badie a number of specimens of his charming in-
vention ; two portraits of men, one life-size, the
other half as large again as life; and both superior
to anything of the kind that has yet been dune;
two landscapes upon canvas, which are very fine
specimens; and a portrait of a little girl, whole
plate, copied from an extremely small negative."

The London Photographic Notes notices the in-
vention as follows:

VIOLATINGTHE LOTTERY LAWS? Descent on Policy

Going through, how-
ever, to a back-room, they found the proprietor of
the place, a German named George Aman, sitting
at a table with three darkies, to whom he was
distributing their "hits" and writing their lucky
numbers. Another German, named Geo. Y'eagle,
was assiting. As soon as the party discovered'the
officers they attempted to escape, "but were unsuc-
cessful, each being grabbed. The police secured
the policy book, some lottery tickets of the "Sus-
sex county, Delaware, Lotteries," France, Broad-
bent k Co., managers, a number of lottery draw-
ings and all the papers connected with the' busi-
ness. The two Germans and the negroes, who gave
the names of Bill Smith, Peter Robinson and Joseph
F'rishie, were taken to the Southern station bouse
and locked up. At 6 o'clock, a hearing was held
before Justice Showacre, when Aman was held in
SI,OOO security to answer the charge of selling lot-
tery tickets and policies. J. D. Hussling becom-
ing his bondsman. Y'eagle was released on the
security of George Aman, in SI,OOO, and the negroes
were required to give bail in the sum of S3OO each.

A POOR MAN'S FUNERAL. ?The funeral of Jacob
Conrad took place yesterday from his house on
Pennsylvania avenue. Although a very poor and
humble man, he was so endeared to tbe neighbor-
hood by his many good qualities, and his services
were so esteemed by the conductors and drivers of
the railway, that a large concourse followed his body
to the grave inWhatcoat burial ground. During the
last agonizing moments of his life he was delirious,
and was continually giving orders relative to spong-
ing, watering and changing the horses. The char-
acteristic of his unpretending life was faithfulness
to his duty, and his death (lowly as he was) hasleft a void that will, for a time, remain unfilled.
During his last moments he was attended by Drs.
Burneston, Brewer, Clendenen, Knight, Montgom-
ery, and Prof. Miltenberger. The last two were
called in by the order of Mr. Brock. The conduc-
tors and drivers are arranging to erect a tablet
over his grave, and to do something more for the
widow and fatherless. Poor Jake! "We shall not
look upon his like again."

CHARGED WITH HORSE STEALlNG. ?Yesterday
morning an examination took place before Justice
Hiss, of Thomas Riley, George and James Gordon,
on the charge of stealing a horse and wagon, the
property of John ICidd, from the Belair Market, on
the night of the 4th instant. It was in evidence
that George Gordon alone was implicated in the
theft. His brother James Gordon was in the wagon
as it was driven from the market, but it was proved
that he was thrown into it when he was so much
intoxicated that he was not aware that the vehicle
was stoleD. The horse was driven to Mr. WilliamWares, on the North Point road, but all trace of
animal or vehicle is lost after leaving that place.?
George Gordon wes committed to jailto answer the
charge of horse stealing. There was no evidence
against Riley, and he and James Gordon were dis-
charged.

BURGLARIES.-^- Yesterday morning, about four
o'clock, the house of Mr. Thomas H. Davis, No. 173
East Pratt street, near Caroline street, was entered
by thieves and robbed of S2O and a quantity of sil-
ver ware. An entrance was gained by forcing open
the shutters of one of the rear windows. Mr. Da-
vis' family are in the country, and he had left the
house just after 6 o'clock to attend to his business
as a carrier of a morning paper.

Essinger, Warren
Wallers and F'ountain Morgan, the parties arrested
last week, charged with gambling on board the
steamer Pocahontas, during a trip to tbe Great
Eastern, had a hearing yesterday afternoon before
Justice Showacre. There not being sufficient tes-
timony to connect Sauoer and Essinger with the
"Bank" they were discharged. The judgmeut in
the cases of Wallers and Morgan was deferred until
to morrow.

Captain Lav Held, or the
steamship Mount Vernon, from .New York, reports
the schooner Ariola, Capt. Foster, of Staten Island,
ashore off the Sinepuxent. She had a signal of
distress out, and" Capt. Laytield sent a boat and
took oft' the Captain's wife and son, whom he
brought to this port. Capt. Foster and crew re-
mained aboard the schooner. The Ariola is laden
with grain, and went ashore at 3 o'clock A. M.,
Sunday morning. She was from Norfolk for New
fork.

| is a very fortunate circumstance. We imagine
that the bend piven to the axes of the oblique pen-
cils by refraction through the excentrical part ot
the back lens of the portrait combination is counter-acted in a great measure by a contrary bend given
to them on emerging from the front lens.

The introduction of the Solar Camera, by the
ready means it affords of producing life-size por-
traits from small instantaneous negatives, will no
doubt effect a revolution in photographic portrai-
ture.

THE SECRET TREATY BETWEEN FRANCE
AND SARDINIA.

The Piedmontese ministerial organ at Turin,
(The Opinions) has published what purports to be
the text of a secret treaty between Victor Em-
manuel and the French Emperor, but which itpro-
nounces all a sham. The English papers sav that
this is a ruse on the part of the Oninione, and
that there is nothing in the treaty that does tot
confirm Count Cavour's extraordinary speeches
when the annexation of Nice was before the Turin
Chamber. Itwill he 'recollected how much stress
he then laid upon the "assistance of France,''
which he described as indispensable to the success
of the policy of the Turin Cabinet.

The treaty runs thus:?
"1. The Emperor of the French consents that theKing of Sardinia shall, in continuance of the na-tional unification of Italy, proceed to annex by

any means he thinks fit, either directlv or indirect-ly, that part of the peninsula known under thename of the Kingdom of the Two Sicilies. The Em-peror of the French undertakes to use all his diplo- 1matic influence, and eventually, if it should be ne-cessary to do so, to have recourse to arms, to causethe principles of non-intervention in Italy to bemore than ever severely respected, the offensive and
defensive alliance between the two countries re-maining in force.

2. Ihe King of Sardinia undertakes to respect
absolutely the Papal States, such as they exist at
present, and will abstain from doing anything,
either directly or indirectly, which might lead toannexation, or even to agitation; the Emperor ofthe French cannot tolerate on that double groundany deceit. But inthe case of a breaking outof a real-ly spontaneous agitation on the part of the inhabi-tants oi those provinces, that is to sav, without any
direct or indirect intervention of parties belongingto the other provinces of Italy-in such a case theLmperor of the French willconsent to the annexa-tion of Ombria and the Marches under the form of aunion with the Southern provinces of King VictorEmmanuel's dominions. In this case the Cabinet of
Turin will come to an understanding with that of
the Tuilleries, for the re-establishment of order in
the other disturbed provinces, both povemments
undertaking to maintain and guarantee in perpetui-
ty, the temporal power of the Holy Father at Rome,
and in the patrimony of St. Peter.

"3. 1n exchange of, and as a compensation forthe assent, condescension, and co operation inques-
tion, and the armed assistance to be eventuallygranted by the Emperor ofthe French to the King
ot Sardinia, this latter, alter having effected theannexation of the two Sicilies, the Marches, and
Ombria, and only after the annexation of the twoSicilies, shall cede to France the islands ofSardiniaand Liba, and the whole of Liparia, includinp
Genoa and La Spczzia, thus extending the frontiersof the F'rench empire to the utmost range ofthe
Maritime Alps. Such cession to be pure and sim-
ple, and without consulting the population.

"4. IT, at a later period, the King of Sardinia
wished to deliver Venitia, by entering into a warwith Austria and other I'owers, the Emperor ofthe French will not oppose that fresh annexation,but it is understood that the King of Sardinia
would engage in such a war at his own risk andperil, without even claiming that France shouldfollow and support him in such an undertaking.

A LINE OF TELEGRAPH WORKED WITHOUT BATTE-RIES.?The wires between this city and Petersburg
have been interrupted daily for some weeks past
for perhaps two hours at a time, by atmospherical
electricity.

1 esterday evening the usual interruption tookplace, but was succeeded at 6 o'clock, P. M., by apowerful and somewhat steadier current than hashappened heretofore; so strong was it indeed, that
the operators were induced to throw out of use thebatteries and try the current sent ready made to
their hands. The result was that the line 80 mileslong was successfully worked for a few minutes by
this remarkable, and to them, unknown current.
At intervals of a few minutes, the current wouldreverse the magnets, causing the writing to come
backwards; in a moment, however, it would again
workright, enabling the operators to converse in-telligiblyfor tbe space of 15 minutes. This is a

. The usual effect of lightning is to paralyse for a
time the magnets, and it is accompanied with asounding snap, like the explosion of a percussion
cap.

TIDE-WATER CONVENTION AT POINT LOOKOUT?-

THE OYSTER MONOPOLY, kc.? Pursuant to notice,
the Convention of tide-water counties on the Poto-
mac, met at Point Lookout on Friday, the 10th of
August, at 1 o'clock, P. M., and on motion ofCol.
James T. Biackiston, organized by appointing Col.
Samuel 11. Berry, of Prince George's, President,
and Joseph Forrest, of St. Mary's, Secretary.

The object of the meeting being briefly stated by
the President, after some remarks on the part of
Geo. Thomas, Col. J. T. Blaekiston, E. L. Spald-
ing, Col. Berry, and others, on motion of George
Thomas, Esq., a committee of five was appointed
by the Chair to take into consideration and report
some definite plan for the action of the Convention.

The Convention then, on motion of H. G. S. Key,
adjourned until o'clock, P. M., in order to give
time to the committee to report.

At 4)4 o'clock, P. M., the Convention re-assem-
bled. The committee, through their Chairman,
George Thomas, Esq., made the following report:

St Mary's and Prince George's, and whereas, we feel quiteequal to the protection of the rights which appertain to
our immediate localities, andean safely pledge our own
immediate constituencies to that end; therefore, be it

Resolved, That we the people of St. Mary's and Prince
George's counties, do hereby mutually pledge ourselves,
the one to the other, that we will resist any attempt to
appropriate exclusively the lands covered by tide-water
by any party or parties, whether such attempt spring
from legislative fraud or selfish speculations, and that
we willuse all necessary means to defeat the accomplish-
ment of such purposes, "peaceably ifwe may, forcibly
ifwe must." But since we are willing to attribute the
lack of attendance on the part of the delegates appointed
from other counties to peculiar circumstances, temporary
in their nature; therefore.

Be itfurther resolved, That a committee of five from St.
Mary's and five from P. George's be appointed, whose
duty it shall be to communicate withpersons ofthe several
tide-water counties, and who, in conjunction with said
persons, shall be empowered to call meetings in said coun-
ties to appoint delegates to a Convention to be held in

Baltimore at such time as may by them be deemed fitand
appropriate, to take this matter into further consideration.

This report, on motion of Col. Biackiston, was
unanimously adopted.

On motion of George Thomas, Esq., the corres
ponding committee was increased to six, and to in
elude the President of the Convention in the num
ber.

On shipboard they were more fortunate. Dur-
ing the totality, a momentary rift in the cloudsrevealed the spectacle to the sailors. They saw
the corona, and described it precisely as ifthey hadread a description in an astronomical work.

He attributed
to them a similar cause which is assigned for mirage.
The passage ot the shadow created the same ine-quality ot density in the atmosphere as that which,
on the principle of refraction, produces mirage.

'

Dr. B. stated some interesting facts connectedwith the voyage. His ideas of icebergs were en-tirely corrected. He had no conception of theirenormous height. One was measured to be nearly
tour hundred feet in height. This, too, was in lat-
itude 52°, oft' the coast of Belle Isle. Other re-
markable features of these high latitudes were
great number and brilliancy of auroras and great
disturbances of the magnetic needle. What was
quite as remarkable, too,' the latter became quietduring the totality of the eclipse. The almost total
absence ot animal life, with the exception ofquitoes, was also remarked.

POLITICAL.
SPEECN OF GOV. JOHNSON.

Ex-Governor Herscbel V. Johnson, the Demo-
cratic candidate for Ar

ice President on the Douglas
ticket, passed through Augusta, Ga., on Tuesday
last. He was serenaded in the evening, and being
called out thanked liis friends for the honor and
then spoke as follows :

We have been accustomed, fellow citizens, to hear
the expressions, at every recurring Presidential
campaign: "this is the most important that we
have ever had." But I think we can now use the
expression with more force, and greater emphasis,
than we have ever done. There are in the field
four candidates for the Presidency. Two of these
are contending for principles which are the same in
effect. Lincoln claims for Congress the power to
interfere with the subject of slavery in the Territo-
ries; Breckinridge, by liis platform, claims for
Congress the power to interfere with the subject of
slavery in the Territories?the first for prohibition,
the second for protection.

I do not mean to charge any ofmy fellow citizens
of the South with sympathy for the Black Repub-
licans of the North?but I simply mean to show
that they are virtually contending for the same
principle of Congressional intervention; while Mr.
Douglas takes the intermediate ground of non-in-
terference?hands off by Congress; and leaves the
question to the people of the Territories to be set-
tled by themselves, subject only to the Constitution
of the United States.

As a Southern man, I would prefer to leave my
rights with the people of the Territories, rather
than to trust them to the present Congress of po-
litical gamblers. As a Southern man, I would pre-
fer to trust to the people of the Territory to
protect my property, than to trust to the protec-
tion of the present Congress. As well might the
lamb ask the lion for protection.

But, said the speaker, I willnot detain you long-
er. At an early day, I will address the citizens of
Augusta more fullythan at present; and to those
who may honor me with their presence, I shall
show the unreasonableness, of the indignation
against Judge Douglas, which has been fanned into
a llame by a hired press and an army of federal
office holders.

Governor Johnson was frequently applauded
during the delivery of this speech; and after a
couple of lively airs from the band, the crowd
quietly dispersed.

MR. BRECKINRIDGE'S SECOND ACCEPTANCE.
We now find in the Alabama journals the sub-

joined communication from Mr. Breckinridge,
written, it will be seen, in reply to a letter address-
ed him by Mr. Erwin. the President of the Rich-
mond Convention. The letter of Mr. Firwin, to
which Mr. Breckinridge was called to respond, is
not given.

DEAR SIR : In answer to your letter of the 26th

ultimo, containing official information of my nom-
ination for the Presidency of the United States by
the Democratic Convention assembled at Rich-
mond, 1 have to say that I accept the nomination,
and shall strive to merit the confidence implied bv
the action of the Convention.

IMPORTANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BALTI-
MORE AND OHIO AND PENNSYLVANIA CENTRAL RAIL-
ROADS. ?An agreement subordinate to the Sara-
toga compact of the Five Trunk Lines, has been
made between the Pennsylvania Central and the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Companies,entered into
on the 31st ult., for the regulation of the traffic
peculiar to those two roads, as distinguished from
from the business common to the Five Lines, em-
bracing some wholesome provisions which go to
strengthen the hope of a maintenance of rates, and
the prosecution of the transportation business with
a due regard to the legitimate rights of others.

revenue received under such violation shall be paid
by the receiving Company to the other party.

That
vein is now known as the Old Mariposa or Fremontvein, near the town ot Mariposa. When I left Cal-ifornia, in 1847, the gold placers had not been dis-covered. I heard of it as I was leaving the western
frontier of tiie United States, in 1848, to return to
California, where I arrived in the spring of 1849.
