Qur readers may perhaps remember that upon
the 28th day of June, there appeared in our re-
port of the proceedings of the Criminal Court, of
the preceeding day, the following paragraph :—
“SraTe vs. GREGORY BangeTT, indicted for rioting
‘at the 14th ward polls the 2d ¢f November last.
““Plea of not guilty confessed by State.”” Asthis
announcement was published in no other journal,
such an omission was pretty conclusive evidence
that the case had Leen dispoted of in a manner
somewhat different from that in which similar
matters are usually settled. And this, we have
reason to know, was the fact, for the public and
the reporters supposing the business of the Court
to be over for the day, had mostly or altogether
withdrawn from the room, when the StaTe’s
ArrorNey seized the: opportunity to abandon, in
the StATE'S name, the prosecution of the case in
question. When we were mnotified of Mr. Wmr-
NEY'S action, although we were prepared, from
our knowledge of all the parties councerned, to
suppoese some underhand trickery had heen
practised, we could scarcely believe that so au-
dacious a mode had been taken to relieve Barrerr
from the consequences of the crime he had so open-
1y perpetrated.  We were disposed to think, until
the contrary was proved, that our report was
somehiow erroneous, and that it was only an in-
dictment for some minor offence, which Mr.
Wmrsey acknowledged his ivability to sustain.
We determined to investigate the affair, and we
now lay before our readers the information

we
have obtained, and tor which we are under no
obligation whatever f{o the clerks of the Court,
who have manifested every disposition to prevent
us from gaining any knowledge of the contents of
the publie, official records. On the 29th of No-
vember the Grand Jury presented GreEGory Bar-
reTT, ANDREW McGUNNIGAN and others unknown
for “‘riot and disorderly conduct and for intimida-
‘‘tion and prevention of voters from approaching
*“the polls by firing pistols and by other lawless
‘“‘acts.’”” Upon the back of the presentment ap-
peared the names of Messrs. Cater Dory, Dr. H.
W. Baxtey, Micuaer WaeNEr, Cuas. D. Hinks
and M. M. Ece, as witnesses for the State. The
next day the indictment was filed, charging Bar-
rerT, McGUNNIGAN and others, unknown, with
riot on the 2d of November, 1859. On the 31st
of May last McGu~NNI1GAN was tried, and found
guilty by the Jury, and fined $100 by the Court.
Mr. Hivks festified inthe case, and detailed

to the Jury, in the hearing of the
Court and Srate's Artrorsey, the riotous
proceedings he had wiftnessed in  the 14th

ward, distinetly stating that BARreTT was one of

the leaders of the murderons crew who took
possession of the polls, and that he was
not less guilty than McGuxyican. Notwith-
standing this, we find, on the 27th of
June, the entry upon the docket, ‘‘plea of not
“auilty to Banrrerr confessed by the State.”

The endorsement also upon the back of the in-
dictment reads, ‘“‘enter plea of not guilty as to
“BARreTT confessed by the State.””  Now it would
have been an act of almost unparalleled hardi-
hood in Mr. Wmrsey to discharge, without
an open and thorough examination, any one of
the notorious participants in the most atro-
cious outrages of the last election day, and simply
allege his failure to procure proof enough to conviet
the traverser, even if the public was unable to detect
the falsehood. But it is tempting the forbearance
of the community too far—it is trampling too
recklessly upon the laws it has established for its
protection to turn loose, not only unpunished but
unquestioned, an offender against whom the testi-
mony is so clear, so abundant, and so conclusive.
The evidence was, and is now, to be had at a
moment’s notice, and every man knows bow ir-
refutable it is, for all have been long familiar with
the tenor of it. Three of the five witnesses
whose names are upon the presentment referred
to, have already spoken, and there can be no
misunderstanding about the nature of the proof
at Mr. Wmrsey's command in this case. In his
examination before the Magistrate who took the
necessary cvidence when the seats of the members
of the Legislature returned for Baltimore city were
contested, Mr. HiNks said :

“I saw Gregory Barrett draw his pistol and fire five
tim

bat bei intently engaged watching him, I did
at whom his pistol was pointed; after he had dis-
charged all the barrels of his pistol he called for rifles; he
and some of his party raved like madmen, swearing that
they would kill the Reformers; and 1 heard McGunnigan,
one of the taps, swear that no Reformer should vote,
his dead body; this he said with horrid oaths
tions, which I do not care to repeat in givirg
¥ % ¥ % When Barrett commenced his
behavior, before the firing, T seized him, and
called on Sergeant Hough to arrest him; 1 demanded his
arrest because he was interfering with voters and disturb-
ing the peace; Sergeant Hough refused to arrest him.”

In the same case, Dr. H. W, Baxuny testified:

“The erowd ecattered in different directions, so that I
conla » nize individuals; I at once saw Gregory Bar-
rett, a man known to me as Gregory Barrett, at least, in
the act of firing a revolver: aw him fire three times,
one of his shots taking effect in Daniel Duffy, another in
Mr. Stiles.”

In the contested election case between Messrs.
HarrisoN and Davis, Mr. Micnmaer, WARNER said:

“I saw a man by the name of Gregory Barrett, T think,
flourishing a pistol two or three or four times; T do not

know how many; after the first series of interruptions in
the morning, firing two or three times right and left.”

Iathe face of these sworn statementswhich had been
printed six months before, and scattered broadcast
throughout the State and city, the StaTe’s ATron-
NEY has discharged Grecosy Barrert without trial,
and pronounced him “not guilty.”” Whether the lat.
ter and his friends were compelled to contribute to
the fine imposed upon his accomplice we of course
do not We will presume, however, that
the one hundred dollars which McGusyicAN had
10 pay came from the exchequer of the gang, and
that Mr. WirrNey considered the forfeiture of such
asum by the club a sufficient punishment to every
individual Rip Rap whose name figured on the
criminal docket. He had evidently no desire to
ruin an organization which had rendered him sig-
nal services—he had not the heart to annoy GREG-
ony Barrerr who had headed the delegation from
the fourteenth ward to the very Convention which
gave him the office he has so abused.

Mr. Waresey, doubtless, thought his action in
this instance would pass unnoticed, and that he
could manage if the case was forced upon his at-
tention, to postpone it from time to time until the
Dublic should ceise to jog his memory about it,
and eventually forget it altogether. We trust the
Grand Jury will remind him of this and other de-
linquencies hefore long.  We cannot believe he
will be allowed for the future such immunity as
has been accorded him in the past.  Are not the
American people se ively alive to misrule in
Naples, and the mal-administration of justice in
Rome? Are they not prompt to denounce the in-
solence or ineficiency of officials in France and
England? Do they not hold the ‘‘enforcement of
““the laws"’ to be the noblest rallying cry of Ameri-
can patriots? We will presume, then, that they will
look a little after their own affairs, and that Mr.
Wrirsey will be called on to give an account of hig
stewardship. Upon the transaction we have men-
tioned should be based another count in the indict-
ment, which the people of Baltimore are preparing
to prefer against him, and having here published
the facts, any further comment upon them on our
part would be superfluous.

A disgusted volunteer, of thg famous Trish Bri-
gade, after travelling to Rome and back again, has
published in the London Z'imes a narrative of the
trials and tribulations to which he has been sub-
jected. Mr. J. O’Briex—the volunteer in ques-
tion—sorrowfully acknowledges that he ‘‘was one
“‘of those fools” who, seduced by the “‘glow and
‘glitter of the sweeping assertions of the Dublin
““Nation,”” imagined that it would be ‘“a grand
“‘thing for Treland to send out the pride and chi-
‘“valry of the country for the noble purpose of
‘‘supporting the temporal sovereignty of the
‘Pope.”” With a pardonable vanity, Mr. O’Briy
recognized in himself one of the pride and chivalry
so pointedly appealed to, and accordingly set out
for Macerata, on the Adriatic, within whose walls
be speedily fourd himself, with several hundreds
of others, “after performing,”” as he expresses it,
“‘a journey of thousands of miles in an incredibly
“‘short space of time.”” The ““thousands of miles’
is of course an exaggeration, but not quite somuch
S0 as was the story told in the Nation, of “the
“thousands”” of Americanized Irishmen who had
preceded Mr. O'Briey to Italy, and whom that
Eemh‘mnn diligently sought for, and declares him-
8elf ‘“thunderstricken’ at not meeting with any
atall. Disappointed in one respect, he hoped yet
to oonsolckhxmselr in another. Accordingly, he
':t to work to losk about him “for that flourish-

ing state of affairg which,” says Mr. O'Brisy,

His investigations impressed kin, viih the convio-
tion that not only was Italy not flourishing, but
that “her poor devoted children are g, de,serv-
tedly dissatisfied with the government, qpnq are
“‘only prevented from overturning it by t},q bayo-
¢‘met’s point.”’ It was not until after Coming tq
“‘this unsatisfactory conclusion that he and hig
companions made the notable discovery, that they
had left home, “not to fight for religion, but for a
temporal government”’ against which the people
were ready to rebel. ~ We learn, therefore, with-
out surprise, that on the march to Rome —which
is described as “‘a tiresome one’’—the ardor of the
volunteers commenced to cool off, and that it
finally reached that point of frigidity which led
‘them to wish themselves ‘‘once more at home.”’"
‘At Rome, also, they were subjected “to many
ftrials and privations,’ but of what nature is not

stated. Perhaps they expected to participate in
symposiums with the Pope; or perhaps they only
looked to be provided with feather beds, curtained
apartments, fuir damsels to wait upon them, viands
of the daintiest, lackryma christi of the choicest
vintage, silver forks and finger glasses, nap-
kins, and table linen to match. But whether
their expectations took a higher or a lower range,
they were equally disappointéd. The officers were
young and inexperienced, and among the rank and
file there w's “nothing but confusion, ’tossication
“and dismay.” The malcontents ook measures
1o obtain their discharge from the service, and six-
teen of them succeeded in accomplishing their de-
sire. At Civita Vecchia, where they were to em-
bark for home, they met ‘‘a batch of men’’ who,
in Treland, had belonged to the Constabulary; but
who, full of enthusiasm and zeal, had thrown up
their appointments and were then c¢n route for
Rome. Two or three days later, this whole body
of Constabulary were back in Civita Vecchia, dis-
gusted with their officers, and eager only to get
back to Ireland ““without a moment’s delay.” A
few pieces of coin were doled out to them on the
quay at Civita Vecchia, to enable them to pur-
chase food while on the voyage from that port to
Marseilles; but the captain of the steamer—*‘a
“‘rampant Frenchman’’—gave orders that neither
bread, meat nor vegetables should be sold to the
Irishmen; so “for forty hours they were without
food or sustenance. At Marseilles they were sent
supperless to lodge, for the night, on hard straw
pallets in what Mr. O’'Briex calls, with delicious
naiveté, “‘an empty French garrison;’’ but which
he soon discovered to be tenanted ‘‘with a swarm
“‘of fierce and ferocious bugs which, after the man-
“ner of the fabled harpies, did all in their power
“‘to make us supremely miserable.” With ‘tears
‘‘of desperation’” in their eyes, the exiles indig-
nantly demanded of the French officer in whose
charge they had been ‘placed, “‘If this was the way
‘‘the boasted Emperor of France was accustomed
“‘to meet Irishmen?’ They recalled to his remem-
brance the glorious exploits of the Trish Brigade at
Fontenoy, and bade him reflect how nobly the
honor of France was preserved, on that occasion,
“‘by the generous effusion of Trish blood.”” Ta all
of which the malignant Frenchman responded
with a running fire of Sacre's and Diable's, and
finally wound up by intimating that if the remon-
strants did not hold their peace he should be obliged
to accommodate them with those decorative ad_
Jjuncts which are vulgularly known as handcuffs
and fetters. Either that threat, or the ferocity of
French bugs, or the determination evinced by the
French authorities to keep their unwelcome guests
at starvation point whilst they remained, and to
get rid of them as soon us possible, brought about,
in a Marseilles street, one of those remarkable re-
vulsions of feeling which, if properly appreciated
by Naroreox IIT, may have the effect to deter
him from undertaking his rumored invasion of
England, and ought certainly to induce Lord
PALMERSTON to abandon all further thought
either of strengthening the Channel fleet, or
of fortifying exposed points upon the coast.
Mr. O'Briew, his fifteen companions. and the
whole body of that Irish Constabulary force who
went abroad to fight for the Pope; who gloried
in the defeat of the British at the famous battle
of Fontenoy, and who, smitten with Gallo-mania,
would have welcomed the appearance of a French
fleet off the coast of Ireland, were suddenly con-
verted into enthusiastically loyal defenders of the
Protestant throne of “‘that illustrious lady, Queen
‘“Vicroria.”  After abandoning our quarters to
the bugs, says Mr. O'Briex, “we laid down, de-
‘jected and exhausted on the pavement of the
“street, Dbitterly bemoaning our hard fate, aad
“loudly reproaching ourselves, and we one and
“all swore, that if the day should ever come
“when the liberties of Great Britain might be
“threatened by the armies of France, we would
‘““come forward ourselves, and beseech our coun-
‘““trymen to come on also, and generously sacrifice
‘‘our lives in defence of the most glorious Consti-
‘“tution in the whole world.”” Whether the
recital of this vow alarmed the French officer
who was charged with sceing them safely out of
the country, or whether he only redoubled his
sacre’s and diable’s, we have no means of know-
ing. All we learn is, that the exiles were finally
put on the train for Paris, which they reached in
two nights and one day—the whole allowance of
food to each man, during the journey, being
“a penny worth of dry bread and a small bit of
‘‘cheese.”” From Paris they were sent to Bou-

‘logne, living on air and water by the w. A
benevolent Frenchman purchased some necessaries
for them when they were put on board the steam-

er bound for London, and the narrative ends
with their disembarkation on English ground.
The moral of this story was inculeated centuries
ago by a venerable physician who figures in the
Arabian tales. That sage, but unfortunate coun-
outury dmntotua o niuy, as
follows : “Never,”” said he, “‘begin anything of
“which you have not well considered the end.”
Had Mr. O'Briexy and his ill-starred companions
conformed to this injunction, /%e would have been
spared the trouble of drawing up a narrative of
his and their sufferings, and they might still have
been in the exercise of the ‘‘brief authority’
which is delegated to the members of the Irish
Constabulary force.

REFORM MOVEMENTS.

We publish this morning the paper announced
yesterday—iunviting citizens of all parties to sign a
call, which will be put in circulation immediately,
for a town meeting at an early day, to consider the
issues involved in the next municipal election, and
to present proper candidates for the same. We also
publish another call numerously and respectably
signed, inviting the members of the late Reform
City Convention and Central Committee of twenty-
one to re-assemble at the saloon of the Law Build.
ing on Saturday evening next, to consult upon
proper steps for efficient organization of Reformers
for the October election. These are independent
movements gotten up without preconcert, but both
ldoking to the same end. So far from regarding
them, as in any degree inconsistent with each other,
we look upon them as conclusive evidence of the
wide-spread and earnest feeling which exists in
this community in favor of rescuing the city gov-
ernment from corrupt and partizan control, exhibit-
ing itself in an unmistakable manner. We are
confident that the movements will be controlled by
the wisdom and moderation which have heretofore
characterized the course of the Reformers. The
only question of real importance, is to find suitable
men for the places to be filled. The manner of doing
this is of secondary consideration.

A letter from Rio Hacha, a small town at the
mouth of the river of that name, in New Granada,
describes a most outrageous insult to the United
States Consul and flac by the liheral party. now
in possession there. The flag was cut down and
torn up, the house of the Consul broken into, and
be himself obliged to fly on board an English ves-
sel in order to save his life. The letter will be
found in another column.

The steamer Anglo Sazon brings us European
advices one day later. The conventionof the Great
Powers had assembled at Paris, and agreed upon
the conditions of the European intervention in the
affairs of Syria. The loss of Garibaldi’s forces at
the battle of Melazzo was one thousand men. Bat
little other news of interest.

Tur Grear Easters.—The Great Eastern was
opened for visitors at New York on,Monday. She
laid out in the stream and was visited by consider-
able numbers. She will sail for Europe to-morrow,
taking out some, but not a large number, of passen-
gers.

CONVENTION OF AMERICAN ISRAELITES,—About one |
year ago, asociety was organized among the de-
scendants of Israel in this country, under the name |
of “The Board of Delegates of American Israel- |
ites,” for the purpose of a more effectual co-opera- i
tion with their brethren in other lands, and for the
Eromotion of the interests of the Jewish people
ere and elsewhere.

The Board held their first annual meeting last |
evening at the Cooper Institute. Delegates from |
about thirty congregations were present. The
President, Mr. Henry J. t:art, (of the firmof Solo-
mon & Hart) in the chair. o

The Executive Committce made their first annual
report. They state that they have collected and
remitted to Sir Moses Montefiore the sum of $20,-
000 for the relief of the Morocco refugees. They
call attention to the difficult negotiation necessar
to establish their rights under the treaty witg
Switzerland, and also to the fact that no provision
was made for any privileges to citizens of Jewish
faith in the treaties with China and Japan. They
refer to the fact that no Jewish citizen can hold
office under the Constitution of North Carolina,
and suggest the propriety of memorializing the
Legislature of that State for the abrogation of this
obnoxious provision.

A short time since the Baroness de Rothschild |
presented to the Society, for gratuitous distribution
among the schools, 500 copies of ““Addresses to
Young Children,” written by the Baronmess, and
originally delivered by her eldest daughter to the
children of the Bell lane school, London. These
books will be distributed among the various schools
in the United States, in proportion to their num-
bers. The committee recommend a more thorough
organization among the Israelites of the United
States, and the compilation of reliable statistics of
the congregations, members thereof, schools, and
pupils among the Jews of this country.

The report of the committee was received and
adopted. The Board will probably be in session
to-day.—N. Y. Tribune, Aug. 14.

AN ACCIDENT 1N THE CHESAPEAKE.—The steamer
James Jeiome, Capt. Jerome, arrived at this port,
yesterday morning, somewhat damaged from 2
collision, which occurred on Sunday morning last
in the Chesapeake Bay, off the mouth of the Sassa-
fras river. Before the break of day, the pilot dis-
covered a schooner ahead, in the path ot the steam-
er. Every effort to clear the vessel was made by
changing her course, stopping the engine, &c.,
without effect. The headway of the steamer was
tooggreat to stop her, and she collided with the
schooner. The boom of the vessel sweeping over
the steamer, broke down the heavy mast of the lat-
ter, used in hoisting goods from {he hatchway.—
The falling mast stove in the pilot-house, passing
near the pilot, crushing down the upper pilot’s
bonk, and breaking the ncse of one of the steamer’s
hands, who lay asleep in the lower bunk.

The steamer immediately rounded to, to aid the
schooner, but the vessel had sunk, her masts alone
remaining above water, aud no human belng was
to be seen. Upon arriving at this port, Captain
Jerome received a despatch from the agent of the
line in Philadelphia, stating that the schooner run
over, was a sunken schooner off’ Sassafras, and not
a moving vessel, as was, at first,supposed.— Alexan-
dria Gazette, Aug. 14.

A Secrer For A CexTURY.—The treasurer of Am-
herst College, Mass., has lately received from Mr.
Daniel Sears, of Boston, a heretofore liberal bene-
factor of the college, a small and carefully seaied
box, with the instruction that it is not to be opened
for one hundred years, on pain of a forfeiture of
the gift which it'contains. Speculation is at fault
as to the contents and the reasons for the accompa-
nying condition. The shrewdest guess is that the
box holds deeds of real estate in Boston, now under
lease for one hundred years, but then to be trans-
ferred to the college.
