This informa-
tion came from negroes, butin such ashape that
Justice Boyd was induced to dispatch the officer to
ascertain whether it was reliable or not.

Sanders did not deny that he had the
boy with him, and allowed the officer to see the
negro, who was at the time handcuffed. Chisholm
then returned to the magistrate’s office, procured
a warrant, and took Sanders, with the boy, from
the boat.

of Revised Ordinance No. 69, entitled ‘‘an ordi-
nance for the better regulation of selling anthra-
cite and bituminous coal in the city of Baltimore.
Judgment was rendered in favor of the city, and
a fine of $10 and costs, ($13.74) in each case im-
posed upon Mr. Robins, who gave notice of his in-
tention of appealing from the magistrate’s decision.
As this case is of some interest to the public at
large, it may as well be seen what are the provis-
ions of the ordinance in question, which are as
follows :

Be it enacted and ordained by the Mayor and City
Council of Baltimore, That it shall not be lawful
for any person or persons to sell anthracite or
other coal (except bituminous) in any other way
than by the ton, half ton, quarter or fraction of a
ton established by law, which is 2,240 pounds,
under a penalty of $10 for each and every offence,
one half of said fine to be paid to the ‘informer;
and should it be deficient in weight at the time of de-
livery, an additional penalty of $10 for each and
every offence, one half to be paid to the informer,
and the other halfinto the treasury of the city, pro-
vided that nothing herein contained shall prevent
the selling of coal by the single bushel, half buzhel,
or peck.

VERY LARGE MEETING OF THE
CITIZENS OF ALLEGANY COUNTY
IN REGARD TO THE AFFAIRS OF
THE CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO
CANAL.
We have received a slip containing the proceed-
ings of a large mecting of the people of Allegany,
at Cumberland, on the 10th inst., to protest against
the proposed advance of the toll on coal, of twen-
ty-five cents per ton. Col. Charles M. Thurston
was called to the chair,Samuel M. Lemmes and John
Humbird, Esqs., made Vice Presidents,and C. Slack
and Thomas F.White, Secretaries. A committee,of

which George A. Pearre was chairman, reported

a preamble and a series of resolutions expressive of

the sense of the meeting, which was also addressed

by Messrs. Gordon, Pearre and Devecmon.

On motion, a committee of ten, of which John H.
Gordon, Esq., was chairman, was appointed to
prepare a remonstrance, to be laid before the
President and Directors of the Chesapeake and Ohio
Canal Company, and the Board of Commissioners
of Puablic Works, which was signed by the officers
of the meeting, and placed in charge of a commit-
tee, consisting of Messrs. George A. Pearre, chair-
man; Alexander King, George W. Clabaugh, J.
H. Gordon, John Humbird, Thomas Devecmon, W,
G. Sprigg, Henry Thomas Weld, John T. Edwards,
and J. W. Magrnder.

On motion, the President of this Convention was
added to the committee,

We regret that we have not space for a full re-
port of the proceedings of this meeting. All the
points of interest in the resolutions are embodied
in the remonstrance—which we give below
in full. It will be seen by ourletter in another
column, from Berkeley Springs, that the remon-
strance was presented to the Canal Board on the
14th, inst., which voted, by five to two, against the
proposed advance.

The Chesapeake and Ohio Canal was constructed at a
cost amounting in 1857 to $22,000,000, of whi sum the
State had furnished in stock, loans and interest, about
$13,000,000, and the balance had bzen supplied by other
corporations and individuals, in the shape of stock sub-
scriptions, produce and labor. At an early day, in the
history of this work, *the State had become the owner of
a majority of its s and it b kept the control of its
affairs in the hands of its own agents continuously from
that to the present. Sometimes pursuing a liberal and
generous policy towards it, and at others adopting a
course directly the reverse, owing to the character of the
individuals who happened for the time to represent the
S

This uncertain and vacillating line of policy, aided
greatly to the difliculties and embarrassments under
which the work was carried forward, and increased very
much the cost of its construction, and the repairs that
have been made upon it. In consequence of this policy,
the indebtedness of the Canal Company is now so large,
and the canal itself so much out of repair, and requiring
a large amount of means to put it in good navigable order,
that there is no hope of its being able to pay anything Into
the treasury of the State, for many years to come.
This condition of things has alse destroyed tk
dence, which the shippers of coal ought to hav
canal, and has prevented them to a great extent from
g contracts for the delivery of coal, and other ar-
rangements, necessary for securing an increase of its
trade. Under these circumstances, it was found neces-
sary some years ago for the Company to reduce the tolls
cn coal to the present rate, for the purpose of building up
* that would develop the coal region of Allegany,

lish a market for its products, and enable the Com-
pany to put the work in good navigable ord nd enable
itin the end to pay its debts and return someth to the

ion had the desired effect. The parties en-
gaged in the coal trade commenced active preparations
for an increased business, and the revenues of the canal
indicated a state of rapid improvement. But its pros-
pect was suddenly blighted by a freshet, which destroy
ed a large portion of the work, before its means had suf-
ficiently increased to meet the demand again made for
repairs. This threw it into a worse condition than it was
in before, and from which it has ne since recovered.

These facts alone ought to s y any reflecting
mind that there can be no danger of injurious competition
between this Company and the Railroad Company in the
transportation of coal. A bankrupt company, whose work
is greatly out of order, and therefore liable to continual
interruptions in its trade, which necessarily destroy con
fidence in its ability to farnish an outlet for coal, to sup-
ply the demand of a market, that has to be made by active
competition with other coal regions, is not likely to be an
injurious competitor with a company like the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad Company, in the height of prosperity,
making large profits and declaring regular dividends.
But we do not rest on the probabilities ot the case; the
facts show that there is no such competition, and that
there can be none.

The history of the coal trade shows that the railroad
ways had the largest and only profitable share of
its transportation. During the year 1859 the railroad car
ried ,000 tons to market, and the canal 297,000 Dur-
ing the first half of the present year the railroad has car-
ried 000 and the canal 92,000, showing that the ad-
vant; is decidedly with ti railroad, and against the
canal. It is alleged however that the canal has a great
advantage in the low price at which it can deliver coal
in the Eastern market. But this is not the fact. The
cost of transportation on the canal is as follows.

But it must be remembered that the coal is not at mar
ket when it reaches Baltimore and Alexandria, and the
cost of transportation from those points to Philadelphia
anl New York or Boston have to be added before we have
the cost of delivery as follows :

To cost of delivery at Alexandr
Add transportation to Philadelp!

And to cost of delivery at Baltimore. .
Add cost of transportation to Philadelphia

And it leaves only 19X cents difference.

The difference between Baltimore and Alexandria in
sending to New York is about the same. It must be re-
membered tco that the Railroad Co., is responsible for
all losses when the coal is sent by that route, and the loss
falls on the shipper when it goes by canal, and that the
coal sent by Railroad is less liable to injury, and reach-
es the market in bettor condition by railroad than by
canal, these advantages are fully equal to the 19% cents
difference in the cost of transportation.

But assuming that the present rates of tolls on the ca-
nal, and the restoration of confidence in it among ship-
pers and consumers of coal, should at some future day
make it the preferable channel of transportation, there
are many reasons why the State of Maryland should pre-
fer a reduction of tolls on the Railroad, rather than an
increase on the canal.

A committee on the part of the city of Baltimore, after
after a careful examination of the subject last year, re-
ported that the cost to the Railroad Co., of carrying
coal from Cumberland to Baltimore, did not exceed $1
24-100 per ton, leaving a net profit of $101-000 per ton
to the Railroad Co , and the Railroad Co. must there-
fore have derived a net revenue from this branch of its
trade alone of $426,000, while the whole revenue of the
Canal Co. amounted only to the sum of $193,32843. The
State of Maryland has many other interests, which it is
the duty of the Commissioners of Public Works to regard,
in establishing the rate of tolls on the public works, as
required by the constitution. The agricultural interest
is mentioned, by way of example, but the Commissioners
in acting for the State, should have respect to all its in-
terests.

The increased value of the real estate, and other prop-
erty along the line of the canal and its terminus in Alle-
gany county, resulting from the construction of that
work, and the prospect of its success in carrying coal to
the Eastern market, would, if it could be fairly estima-
ted, amount to more than the whole investment which
the State has made in it, and there are now in Allegany
county alone, about 12,000 persons who are immediately
connected with the coal trade, and entirely dependent
upon it for their subsistance. In addition to these there
are about 1,200 boatmen owning boats and other property
tothe value of about $450,000, all of whom are depend-
ing on the canal for a support for themselves and their
families.

The coal trade on the canal during the last year
amounted to nearly 300,000 tons, requiting an expendi-
rure of $750,000, which, at an average of §1 per day, re-
presents 750,000 days work in this trade upon the canal.
On the other hand, the railroad carried 426,000 tons
to market. But when we take into consideration the
low cost at which it can transport coal, the fact that all
its machine and workshops, except those at Baltimore,
have been placed in the State of Virginia, and that for

more than half its length it passes through that State, it
will be evident that the citizens of Maryland, especially

I

the Western part of it, derive comparatively little advan-
tages from the trade.

It cannot be denied that the wealth and prosperity of
industrious and ener-
getic population, and it is the interest as well as the duty
of the State by all 1-gitimate means to foster every im-
provement which lends to increase the number of its in
dustrious and law-abiding citizens. In this respect then
the State has a much larger interest in caring for the
canal than the railroad. 1t ought to be remembered, too,
that this expenditure of money goes directly to the labor-
ing and agricualtural portion of our population, and not to
stock-jobbers and speculators.

The Railroad Company, also, discriminates against the
canal, and against other roads in Maryland, for the pur-
pose of forcing the coal trade to Piedmont, in Virginia,
and upon its own road, by refusing to carry coal for some
of the largest companies, unless they would send their
coal by the longest route through Virginia, rather than
by the shortest route in Maryland. And by charging
thirty-five cents more from Piedmont to Cumberland on
coal to go by canal, than on the same coal to go by rail-
road to Baltimore. But the main questien is, will the
increase of the toll increase the revenue of the canal? To
this question, we reply: Cumberland coal has to ¢ ompete
with Broad Top coal, in Philadelphia, and New York,
and with Pictou and Sidney coal in Boston. Broad Top
fc”i in Philadelphia at $3.80, and New York at $4 60 per

on.

Under the present rates of transportation by the railroad
and canal, the trade from Broad Top increased fifty per
cent. in 18590, sending 132,000 tons, and is incr. rasing at
the rate of fifty per cent. in 1860, while the increase of the
Cumberland coal trade in 1859 over 1858 was about eleven
per cent., and the most sanguine do not expect as large
an increase this year. Showing conclusively that
DBroad Top has great advantages over Cumberland,
notwithstanding the difference in quality in favor of the
latter, which are enabling it to work its way to market,
and take the place of Cumberland coal.

The anthracite trade also increased nearly 800,000 tons
in 1859, and is estimated at an increase of 1,000,000 of
tons in 1860. These facts show that Cumberland coal is
laboring under some disadvantages, which ought to be re-
moved rather than place others in its way, and we most
respectfully ask whether a reduction \might not be made
of the freights on the railroad, which would turn greatly
to the advantage of the State, the Railroad Company, and
especially to the city of Baltimore. Such a reduction
woald send to that city a portion of the trade which she
ought to have and which she neyer can have by an in-
crease of tolls on the canal. i

The railroad now ca'ries coal to supply its own con-
sumption, the city of Baltimore, points along the road,
and manufacturing and other establishments in the
neighborhood of Baltimore, besid2s the Cunard steamers
and other parties who preter Cumberland coal to Broad
Lop.at.higher prices, while the $rade by capal, sueplies, a
quality is not of so much importance, and who would not
pay an advance over the present prices, unless there
should be a corresponding increase in ti price of Broad
Top and anthracite coal, of which there is no proba-
bility.

The increase of . the anthracite trade over ours, which
has already been noticed, is oWing to the fact that a
large portion of our coal goes to furnish the European
steamers, running from New York, whose boilers are
built and adapted to its use, while all the steamers built,
or owned in New York, consider anthracite coal the more
economical fuel, and prefer it to Cumberland at the pres
ent prices. If this cause continues to operate, the con-
sumption of Cumberland coal must decrease, and the con-
sumption of anthracite increase, in proportion as the com-
mercial marine of this country is enlarged, and takes the
ocean trade from foreign vessels.

Tt has been contended that the present rates of toll
Will not produce revenue enough to keep the canal in
repair, but we most respectfully dissent m that con-
clusion. Thereare now 250 boats on the ca , With an
average capacity of 112 tons, and allowing nine months
of ravigation per annum, they can carry 500,000 tons of
coal to Alexandria. Atd46 cents per ton, this would

does not
breaks, etc., $50,-
, and leaves a surplus of £95,000,
and in corroboration of this, we may here obsery , that
in the spring of 1857, when the ice freshet de royed
dams 4 and 5, (the cause of all subsequent troubles.) that
the Company had at the same rate of tolls, and a much
less tonnage of coal, actually accumulated a large sum of
money in their treasury.

From all these considerations, we are led to the inevi-
table conclusion that an additional export duty of 25 cents
per ton imposed on coal carried on the canal, would di-
minish the trade by that avenue to the full extent of the
capacity of Broad Top and other coals, to supply the de
mand for that fuel in the Northern cities, without any
corresponding advantage to the railroad, the city of Balti-
more, or the State of Maryland. But on the othe hand,
it would drive the capitalists who are interested in the
coal fields of Allegany, to find a new outlet for their
trade, by connecting themselves with the railroads of
Pennsylvania, by means of a railroad from Cumberland
to Bedford, which will require the construction of about
23 miles of road over an easy route, and when adopted,
will enable them to deliver their coal in Philadelphia and
New York on terms of equality with Broad Top and other
Northern cos

The difference in the cost of transhipments, handling,
commissions, and the condition of the coal on its arrival
in the market, would more than pay for transporting from
Cumberland to Broad Top. And a matter for your
serious consideration, whether you will drive the trade
from the public works of Maryland, and deprive her citi-
zens of the benefits of the la sums of money that are
annually expended within her limits, to gratify the rail
road company in its ambition to make large profits, or to
enable the stockholders to obtain better pricesat the Stock
Board, without any permanent or real advantage to any
of the great interests of the State. N

We respectfully hope that no such motive could govern
you in your action, and weappeal to yon because we have
an abiding confidence in your disposition to perform your
duty independently of all such c: nsiderations, and with
a view to the great interest committed to your charge by
the State. It isalso of importance to the coal trade that
the policy of the Canal Company should be settled, and
not held in a e of uncertainty, for the agitation of the
question of a change in the tolls has already operated
against the trade, and the number of boats now on the
canal has decreased from 337 last year, to 280 the preseut
season.

BLOODY DOINGS ATD

MURDEROUS ATTACK UPON AN EDITOR
FULL FORCE.

Yesterday about noon, great excitement was
created in this city, by an assault upon the printing
affin kg Reola. Mari o | TR ) N S P
as we have been able to ascertain, are as follows:

Some days since, a man known as Charley Harri-
son, shot a negro named Stark, at “Cibola Hall,”
in this city. The News of last week published a
version of the affair, which was not agreeable to
the feelings of Mr. Harrison and some others. Har-
rison on seeing the paragraph referred to, repaired
to the News office and demanded a retraction from
Mr. Byers, the editor. Immediately appeared a
small handbill, headed ‘Justice,” signed by the
Hon. 8. W. Wagoner, Judge of Probate, giving an
entirely different version of the affair from that
published in the News, and appended to said hand-
bill, was a note which read as follows:

“‘In justice to Mr. Harrison, we will say that the
statement above, made by Judge Wagoner, pre-
sents (uite another complexion to the unfortunate
transaction on the 12th inst. We await the result
of the investigation instituted to day, hoping that
Mr. H. will be acquitted of all blame, and shall in
our next give a reportof the same.— Eprror News.”

It seems that the hardbill and the accompanying
remarks of the editor of the News were not satis-
factory to some of the friends of Mr. Harrison. The
consequence was, several men went to the News of-
fice yesterday forenoon, and with revolvers pre-
sented, forced Mr. Byers to accompany them to a
saloon known as the Criterion, on Larimer street,
where, with demonstrations’ of violence, they
threatened his life.

At this juncture, Charley Harrison appearcd, and
interceded for Byers, aiding him to make good his
escape through a back door, when he returned to
the News office. Soon after a man, named George
Steel, rode by the News building, and fired twice at
it with a revolver, both shots passing into the
building, but fortunately injuring none of the in-
mates. Oneshot—and some say more—was fired at
Steel in return, and a ball passed into his back and
out again, shatteriug his left shoulder blade. Steel
put spurs to his horse, and rode rapidly across to
Ferry street, down which he dashed, and was soon
seen coming up Cherry Creek, at full speed.

Hardly had the smoke of his revolver died away,
when at least half a dozen armed men on horseback,
were in close pursuit. A large crowd on foot fol-
lowed, crying “Shoot him, shoot him—he has killad
Byers—kill him!” As the assassin reached Blake
street, he was overtaken by Thomas Pollock, a citi-
zen in pursuit, just above G street; when the latter
presented a double barrelled gun loaded with buck
shot at Steel, who at the same time raised a re-
volver; but Pollock was too quick for Steel—who,
at the discharge of Mr. Pollock’s gun, dropped
from his horse and was taken. Steel was immedi-
ately removed to the City Hospital, and his wounds
were examined by Drs. Hamilton and Cass, when it
was found that he was wounded in the back as
above described; and that one shot had passed into
his right eye, another into his temple, and several
others in close proximity, a number lodging in his
brain. Although breathing, no hopes could be
entertained of his recovery. Thus he fell, a vietim
to his own rash act.

Several others are accused of complicity with
Steel in the attempted assassination. Carl Wood
who was on horseback flourishing a gun, was pur-
sued, but not taken until sometime afterwards; re-
turning to hisresidence in the city, he was captured
and is now in custody, awaiting his trial, at nine
o’clock this morning.” John Rooker,who is also ac-
cused of being concerned in the matter, is under
arrest. Parties are now out in search of a man
named Enas, who is likewise implicated.

The next morning a court was formed by the
people by selecting some of the most prominent
citizens to act as judge and jury. The trial lasted
two days and the case was given to the juiy whu
could not agree. Both prisoners were discharged
and escorted out of the town, and ordered never to
eater it again.

ing from one of our agricultural exchanges:

Those who are so fortunate as to have small
streams running through their places, should fix
the precise position of their pasture fields upon both
sides of the stream; because the irregularity of the
banks will not admit of very profitable cultivation,
and if sodded with blue-grass will improve every
year. Trees should be'left standing for shading the
cattle in summer, and in some degree for protection
from the wind in winter. A field laid out in this
manner is so convenient, that searcely any but those
who have tried the experiment are aware of its ad-
vantages. Streams of this kind are almost invalu-
able, as they supply water constantly for the stock
—which is much better than watering them regu-
larly, or irregularly, asit may happen; in which
cases their thirst may sometimes become so great
that they will drink more than is beneficial, and will
distend their stomachs to an extent which is injuri-
ous. Tt is better always for stock to be allowed to
drink when their inclination prompts, and to have
water always before them, they would then drink
no more than they really need.

STING QUESTION FoR SHIPOWNERS,—A
very curious case, which cannot be devoid of in-
terest to the owners and masters of ships, occurred
recently in the port of Bremerhaven to the Ameri-
can bark Sarah Park, According to a law a sea-
man voluntarily discharged by a shipmaster in a
foreign port is entitled to three months’ wages, and
the United States Consul is required todemand the
same from the ' captain before furnishing his clear-
ance papers. Inthis case, however, a scaman was
arrested and imprisoned by the municipal authori-
ities of Bremerhaven for wounding a cisizen of that
place while drunk, by pushing him oft the plank,
and the captain of the bark, after a fruitless appli-
cation for his release, was compelled to go to sea
without him. The United States Consalar Agent,
acting under the instructions of superior, the
United States Consul at Bremen, demanded and ob-
tained from Captain Pendleton, the master of the
bark, three months’ wages for the imprisoned sea-
man, and twelve dollars due to him at the time of
his arrest, which sum the shipmaster paid under
protest, because unless he complied with th
mand he could not obtain his I
sulate.

1860 :

““On Monday, thelOth inst., children who had
been making crosses in the mud, and otherwise in-
sulting the Christians of Damascus, were arrested
by the Governor, and after a short imprisonment,
were sent to sweep the streets of the Christians.
This step was the alleged ecause of the outbreak,
and every Frank considered it but a part of the
general plan to produce the result which I am
about to communicate. A mob of about five hun-
dred persons rushed to the reliet of these children,
and attacked the Christian quarter at two o’clock
P. M. At this hour the Christian merchants were
away from their homes in the business part of the
city, and were unable to reach their families after
the breaking forth of the insurrection. The signal
for death and destruction having thus been given,
the work of slaughter commenced, and at the date
of the latest advices, yesterday, at3 P. M., the
work of murder and pillage was still going on.

Moses S. Friend against Samuel H. Blac By the
decree recently settled in this action, before Justice
Sutherland, it appears that the suit was brought to
dissolve a copartnership then existing under the
firm name of Friend & Black, composed of the par-
ties to this suit; that the firm were carryi
business of electrotyping in the city of
the defendant (Black) being the operator, and the
plaintiff (Friend) contributing most of the capital;
that during the night of 9th June last, the defend-
ant secretly removed the entire stock of geods of
the firm, consisting of valuable silver and other
wares to the city of Newark, but which was found
by a New York detective, and brought back. In
the meantime a receiver was appointed in this ac-
tion, and the stock placed in his hands. The Court
held that the fraud of the defendant in removing
and secreting the property was sufficient cause for
dissolving the copartuership, and that the defend-
ant should pay for the costs of the action person-
ally, because of his fraudulent conduct as partner.

From Bermupa.—By the arrival at New York of
the bark Eliza Barss, we have Hamilton, Bermuda,
papers of August 7. A comet, which had been vis-
ible at Hamilton nearly a week, disappeared on the
10th. A census of the island is to be taken. A pe-
tition of the Roman Catholics for pecuniary aid in
support of a priest was refused by the Assembly.
At Barbadoes the agricultural interests were suffer-
ing severely from continued drought. Prepara-
tions are making by the government and citizens of
Bermuda to receive the Prince of Wales in an ap-
propriate manner on his arrival at that island, the
Assembly appropriating £1,000 to defray the ex-
penses. The postmaster of Bermuda recommend
the enactment of a law compelling masters of sail-
ing vessels to carry the mails between that island
and the United States. The present rate paid to
the masters is two pence per letter.

AN AntArcric Exproratioy.—Commander Maury
has addressed a letter to Lord Wrottesly, which
was read at the recent meeting of the British As-
sociation, at Oxford, in which he proposes an expe-
dition, to start from Melbourne, for the purpose of
investigating the continent [surrounding the South
Pole. He thinks the circumstances which favor
the existence of an open sea at the North Pole, are
not so strong and direct as the proofs and indica-
tions of a mild pelar climate in the Antarctic
regions. He promises to do all in his power to pro-
mote the sailing of a South Polar exploring expe-
dition from the United States,
