This new light, which is fixed and of a natural color,

Official information has been received at this office thata new light house lias recently been put in operation onthe south east coast of the above named islandThe light apparatus is dioptric, or by Fresnel of the 2dorder, and the light-illuminates an arc of 2!I0 deg. to theseaward. The light is white, and revolving, eclipsedevery minute. '
The focal plane being elevated 170 feet above the sealevel, the light should be seen from the deck ofa commonsized vessel at a distance or about twenty nauticalmiles.' Ihe astronomical positions of the station is asfollows, viz:
