Prom Washington.
\V ASBINGTON, August 16.?Inquiries are fre-

quently made at the proper Department of the
Government as to the removal of the restrictions
on the importation of firearms into foreign coun-
tries. It may be recollected that among the ad-
dresses presented to the Emperor of France on the
subject of customs reform, was one from St. Etien-
ne, the centre of the firearms trade, in which was
expressed the pleasure of having the English mar-
ket thrown open to ribbons, and praying such
measures be taken as might confer the liberty to
export thither muskets and other militaryweapons.
The petitioners were assured by the Emperor that
he would do everything in his power, in this re-
spect, for the advancement of their interests.
Should his efforts be successful, the manufacturers
of France willnot be the only persons benefitted,
for according to treaty provisions, as explained by
those well acquainted with the subject, a new and
profitable business in the export trade of the
United States to Great Britain, in these articles,
willbe developed.

Senor Jose Herges, the Paraguay Commissioner,
the object of his mission having been accomplished
to his satisfaction, and a decision given that the
United States and Paraguay Navigating Company
is entitled to no damages from Paraguay, as stated
in this telegraphic correspondence several weeks
ago, is on the eve of leaving Washington for a
brief northern tour. He will take passage in the
steamship Adriatic on the '2lst instant for England,
whence he will return to Paraguay.

Heretofore American merchants, anxious to set-
tle in Russia, and open mercantile houses, have en-
countered difficulties in being ruled out by what
are called the trade guilds, but official information
has been received of concessions recently made by
the Government at St. Petersburg, namely: that
foreigners may enter these guilds on the same
terms as natives, and may purchase, inherit and
enjoy all their rights, excepting such as are pecu-
liar to nobles and privileged foreigners.

Governor Ntophono, Chairman of the ltrenkin-
ridge Executive Committee, to-day received a let-
ter from Mr. Breckinridge of such a character as
warrants him in giving an emphatic contradiction
to the rumors of his desire to be relieved from his
position as a candidate for the Presidency. The
Committee have just began sending out an address
to the Democracy and people of the United States,
mainly in reply to that of the Douglas Executive
Committee.

VIEWS OF THE CHARLESTON MERCURY
ON DISUNION.

The Mercury, recognized throughout the United
States as one of the most able Southern journals,
discusses tliequestion of separate secession in its
issue of the 10th inst., as follows :

Messrs. Keitt and Boyce have expressed the
opinion that, should the Black Republican party
obtain possession of the General Government,
South Carolina should secede alone from the Union,
rather than submit to it. When this alternativeis forced upon us, it will be attended with circum-
stances; and what course it will be wise to pursue,
will, necessarily, be affected by these circum-
stances, within and without the State. At present
no forethought can ascertain them. They are hid
in the future. Secession, therefore, by South
Carolina alone, cannot be fairly considered, until
events shall make up the issue. At present, the
Southern States are engaged with the Northern
States in the great matter of electing the Chief
Magistrate of the United States for four years aftertlie 4th ot March next. The election turns on the
rights of the South. These rights should be freely
discussed; and all the consequences of their being
over-ridden in the Presidential election should be
fairly disclosed.

We have no sympathy, and less respect for those
who are dodging the question, of its effect upon
the Union. Ifwe mean to submit to the rule of
Black Republicanism, (decidedly the most probable
result of the Presidential election,) we ought to
say so ?for that willhave an influence on the re-
sult. If we do not mean to submit the rule of Black
Republicanism, we ought also to say so?for thai
also must influence the result. Such a course of
frankness and decision is not only pertinent to the
result, but, in our opinion, it gives us the only
chance which exists, for success in the Presidential!
election. If the Northern people believe that the
Southern States willnot submit to the election of
Mr. Lincoln to the Presidency, be will not be elect-
ed. Dodging, therefore, the issue or the Union,
which does incidentally arise in the Presidential
election, and laboriously eschewing dlsnnionism?-
is a course as impolitic in its hearing on the Presi-
dential election, as it is injurious to the South. But
the remedy is not now belore us for consideration,
because the evil is not yet upon us.

When we fail in the Presidential election, and
(he Black Republican party is to be installed into
power at Washington, then will arise the question
of remedies. We presume all statesmen of the
South will go for a union of the Sonth, as our first
best remedy. United Southern action, for the vin-
dication of Southern rights. Even at this farther
stage of our contest for our rights, itmay not be
politic to thrust forward, as a remedy, the separate
and independent action of South Carolina. We
should go for the co-action of all the Southern
States. Ifthis cannot be obtained, then we should
support the co-action of the cotton States. If this
fails, then we should strive to get the co-action of
four, three, or two of the Cotton States. Should
all these expedients fail?then, and not until then,
fairly comes up the question?shall South Carolina
ssbrnit to the rule of the Black Republican party
in possession of the General Government, or shall
she secede alone from the UnioD? When this alter-
native arises, we will be prepared to meet it. The
P? r

st cour se of the Charleston Mercury, we presume,
aflords some assurance of its fidelity to the South
and to the State, in all emergencies. At present,
such an issue, is premature, its agitation can do
no good, and may do a deal of harm. Let us hon-
est y exhaust all our efforts to carry the Presiden-tial election. Ifsuccessful, there is an end, for four
years at least, of Southern action to enforce South-
"V'Khts.. Ifwe fail, then let us take up, as eachshall arise in^succession, the various expedients for

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
CHAHOE op ASSAULT?A HEARING. ?On last Friday

night, near the hour of 9 o'clock, an elderly man
named Daniel Tobin, was violently assaulted on the
Calverton road, near the city limits. He charged
the assault upon a butcher named Henry Cook,
who lived near the spot where the assault was com-
mitted. Upon this information Cook was arrested
by officer Keefer and taken before Justice Logan,
where he gave security to appear at a further hear-
ing, which took place yesterday afternoon before
Justice Logan. A number of witnesses were ex-
amined, but no testimony was adduced to show that
Cook had any connection with the assault, which,
judging from the appearance of Mr. Tobin's eyes,
was of a very violent character. Cook was dis-
charged by the magistrate.

EXCURSlON. ?Yesterday there was an excursion
of the St. John's Beneficial Societv, to Galesville,
on board the steamer Georgia. A \*ounp lady
named Blackwell, living on Monument street,
danced excessively, and was seized with spasms of
a most violent character, and suffered greatly on
the return trip. On reaching the city she was placed
in charge of policeman Gorman, who procured a
hack and took her to her home. She had four spasms
from the time she left the boat until she reached
her dwelling. The officer left her in a state sufer-
ing with them. Captain Pearson is indebted to
some adroit theif for the loss of his spy glass, which
was taken from the steamer after she reached her
wharf.

THE CHARGE OF KIDNAPPINO.? Captain S S.
Sanders, mentioned in yesterday's Exchange as
having been held to bail on the charge of having
illegally attempted to convey a free negro out of
the State, with a view of selling him to slavery,
called at this office yesterday and exhibited the in-
dentures of the negro, by which it appears that he
was bound to him to learn the art and mystery of a
mariner. Captain S. alleges that the boy was un-
ruly, and that he was taking him in irons to put
him on hoard of his vessel, somewhere down the
bay. The true state of the fact will he made to
appear when the case comes to be properly investi-
gated before the Court. In the meantime the ac-
cused is entitled to the benefit of this explanation.

THE CASE OF ERASMUS LEVY?HEARING
JN THE HABEAS CORPUS, BEFORE THE
HON. ,T. L. JIAHTOL, JUJJGt! Of TH K

COURT OF APPEALS.
The habeas corpus in the case of Erasmus Levy,

arrested on the oath of George P. Kane, Marshal
of Police, charged with the shooting of Franklin
H. Natf, in Lovely lane, on the night of the 26th of
December last, came up for a hearing yesterday at
11 o'clock, before Judge James L. Bartol, of the

Court of Appeals, in the City Circuit Court room.
Frederick Pinckney, Esq., DeputyState's Attorney,
appeared for the State, and Coleman Yellott and
John H. Ing, Esqs., for the petitioner. There was
a very large crowd in the Court room, composed of
the friends of the accused and deceased, and muchanxiety was manifested to hear the proceedings.

Before any testimony was taken Mr. Pinckney
said that the State's witnesses, with few exceptions,
were not present, they having been held to appear
at an examination to be held on Friday, and the
State being unrble to obtain their attendance, he
asked a postponement until they could be pro-
cured.

Mr. Yellott objected to any delay; the party had
been in jailnow tor twelve days, and it was import-
ant that the hearing should go on.

Mr. Pinckney said he was prepared to show by
affidavit of George P. Kane, Marshal of Police, that
there was one witness who would prove that he saw
the latal shot fired by Levy. Wesley Woodward,
he said, had been indicted" for the murder, tried
and acquitted, and Robert Miller had been indictedfor the same offence and had removed his case to
Anne Arundel county, where the case now pends.
Since these proceedings additional testimony had
been procured, which had induced the Marshal of
Police to believe that Levy was the guilty party,
and therefore he had been arrested.

Mr. Ing desired to know who the witness was
who would testify to the shooting?
Mr. Pincknev, after speaking with Marshal Kane,

stated that Joseph Riley was the important wit-
ness who would testify to seeing Levy fire the shot,
but since the issuing of this habeas corpus the State
had been unable to procure his attendance.

The Judge inquired of Mr. Pincknev whether
this case had been postponed for a hearing before a
magistrate on to-morrow (to-day?)

Mr. Pinckney replied that it had been so post-
poned; that Mr. Whitney, on Monday last, when a
hearing had been iixed to take place before Justice
Hiss, proposed a postponement until Friday, as ho
deemed it necessary for the interest of the State
that further time should he allowed. Itwasac
cordingly postponed. In the meantime this writ
of habeas corpus had issued, and now the State was
here without all the testimony. The State, he had
been informed, was prepared to show, by one wit-
ness, that Levy fired the shot which killed Naff, and
that also there were other suspicious circumstan-
ces which would be developed in the investigation.
There was some further discussion relative to a
postponement of the case, pending which the absent
witness(Joseph Riley) appeared in Court, and the
examination was proceeded with as follows:

Joseph Riley sworn.?Live in South street,
near Lovely lane; on the night of the killingof
Naff witness was tending bar for his father, and
heard several shots fired in Lovely lane; it was the
26th of December last, between 0 and 10 o'clock at
night; witness went into South street, out their
alley, which is opposite Lovely lane, and saw
Erasmus Levy and two or three others come down
South street, on the east side and cross over when
opposite Mrs. Whitney's, towards Mr. Eely's; Lew
asked Eely, who was at the door of his house, if
Naff was in there, when Eely replied "No," that
his house had been shut up since 12 o'clock that
day; Levy and the others then went up Lovely
lane, and witness saw Levy and another go up on
the steps of a bawdy house near the corner, and
heard them kick at the door and heard Levy say,
open the door, you d?d b?; they did not go'in; in
a few ininu'es Natt'came up the alley bare head-
ed, when Eely and another person went into
the house, locking witness out; Naff talked
to witness in a blowing way and said he
could whip any man in the city; Naff then went up
the lane and three men came up to him (Naff) from
the bend of Ihe lane, near Watkins' shop; alter a

few moments a shot was hied by one of these three
men, who was dressed in dark clothes and dark
slouch hat; Levy was dressed in that way when he
went up the alley; knew Levy by sight, had no per-
sonal acquaintance with him; witness was not able
to distinguish the countenance of the man who fired
the shot, or of his companions; witness was about
fifteen yards off when the shot was fired; the three
men then ran towards South street; witness also
ran in the same direction; went into father's place
and locked the door; the man who tired the shot was
of the same size and dress as Levy; did not know
Woodward; did not see Miller; saw' Joshua Mully;
only saw three men at the time the shot was fired
and did not know either of them; thinks all three of
the men were dressed in black.

Mr. Pinckney here stated that Marshal Kane was
very busy, and he would like to put him on the
stand, to allow bim to retire after be had given his
testimony.

Marshal Kane was then sworn, and in reply to
\u25a0counsel, stated substantially that he was not pre-
sent when Naff was shot; that he knew nothing of
the affair personally, all his knowledge came
through other parties; he supposed the State would
have been able to have made out a case upon the
examination on Friday before Justice Hiss.

The examination of Joseph Riley was then con-
tinued :

By Mr. Ing.?Saw the man fire; did not know
him; can't say who fired.

15y Mr. Pinckney.?He was about the size of
Levy.

By Mr. Ing.?Saw others of the same size as
.Levy in the alley; there was eight or nine men up
the alley; there was a crowd.

By the Judge.?Was ten or fifteen yards off when
the shot was fired; did not speak to Levy that
night.

By Mr. Yellott.?Do not say under oath that
Levy fired the shot; took the man for Levyrbut did
not see his face; he was of the size of Levy; all
those in the alley were dressed in dark clothes; sev-
eral had dark slouch hats.

By Mr. Pinckney.?Onty saw two go up the alley
with Levy.

By Mr. Yellott.?Can't say whether the lamps
were lit or whether jtwas moonlight; it was not a
wrkitv night; knew it was Levy kicking at the door;
knew his voice; heard Levy say "let's don't leave
them," as they went up.

Daniel Broderiek sworn.?This witness was ex-

lamined upon the trial of Wesley Woodward, and

repeated his testimony given on that trial, which
ha* been published in regard to the assault, Ac.,
by Woodward and his party. The witness stated

yesterday that Woodward was dressed in dark
clothes, with high silk hat: did not see Levy at all
in the crowd; knows Levy; witness was not in the
alley when Naff was shot; he had ran oft' when he
(witness) was fired at.

By Mr. log.?When the three men came up to
Naff, Levy was not with them; knew Ley well.

By Mr. Pinckney.?None of the party appeared
to be disguised; there were no hats pulled down
over the face.

By Judge. Saw no one kick at the door.
By Mr. Yellott.?One of witness' party rapped

at the door; when Nail's party went in the alley
there were two on the steps, they had high hats on;
neither was Levy.

Charles Carroll sworn.?This witness also testi-
fied on Woodward's trial, and repeated his testi-
mony yesterday. Neither of the three men who
came up the alley was Erasmus Levy; did not see
Levy in the lane that night; know Levy.

Mr. Pinckne.v here stated that he had no more
testimony t i offer; there were other witnesses who
were to appear to morrow, (to-day) but they were
not present and the State would have to close.

Mr. Ing read the published testimony of Dr.
Baxley, given on the trial of Wesley Woodward,
wherein the doctor stated that Naff had always
accused Woodward with shooting, and then called
the following witnesses for the defence:

Mrs. John Hinesley sworn.?Live on the corner
of Calvert and Pleasant streets; on the night of the
26th of December last Erasmus Levy eatne home to
tea at 6 o'clock, and did not go out that night; he
retired at P2 o'clock; Levy boards at witness'
house; has boarded there a year and up to the time
he was arrested; there were present that night,
witness' brothers, sister and Mrs. Ilinesley; the
party were all in the dining room untill twelve
o'clock; they were celebrating Christmas; it was
Monday night, Christmas coming on Sunday; they
were not allowed to sell any liquor; at about 9
o'clock Mr. Ilinesley came in, and said he was go-
ing down town, that he had heard Naff'was shot,
and lie was going to see about it; when
Hinesley said this, witness turned to Levy,
and said, "Has?we always call liim Has
?you're out of this scrape for once;" am positive
Levy did not go out that night; witness asked him
to spend the evening at home, and he said he would
if witness would give him a pair of slippers, which
h° got, and took oil' his coat; Levy went to bed at
12 o'clock, and witness thinks be could not have
gone out alter that without her hearing him, as his
room is next to hers; he dressed on that day with
a grey overcoat and brownish slouch hat, with a
round top.

Miss Jeannetlo Russell (sister of the last witness)
sworn?Live with my sister; spent the evening
with heron the night of the 26tli of December;
Mr. Levy w'as tbere with the company in the dining
room from 6 until 12 o'clock, when he retired; wit-
ness' brothers, sister and Mr. Levy were thete; am
positive Mr. Levy did not leave the premises that
night.

Thomas Temperly (brother of Mrs. Ilinesley)
sworn.?Was at Mr. llinesley'son the night of 26th
December lust; staid there from 6 until 11 o'clock;
Mr. Levy, sisters, brother, Mr. ninesley and Mr.
Hipsley were there; Levy wore a light slouch hat
that time; witness staid until 11 o'clock; heard of
the shooting of Naff from Hinesley; Levy was there
then, and when witness went away.

William Russell (a half brother of last witness)
sworn.?This witness corroborated the testimony
of the former witnesses as to Levy remaining in
the house during the whole evening, Ac. He also
stated that he had telegraphed to Philadelphia for
Mr. Hipsley, but he had not arrived.

The petitioner's counsel then remarked that it
was useless to proceed further with the examina-
tion of any other witnesses; it was perfectly clear
that Levy could not be connected with the uiurder,
and asked his discharge.

Judge Bartol.?There seems to be no ground of
suspicion attached to the prisoner to connect him
with the shooting, and the Court will therefore
order his discharge.

The following order was then passed :
In the matter of the Petition of Erasmus Levy for Habeas

Corpus:
Having heard the evidence of the State and of the ac-

cused, and there appearing no sufficient evidence to au-
thorize the detention of the prisoner, it is hereby this
lfith day of August, 1860, ordered that he shall be im-
mediately reteascd from custody. ( .?- ?.

STATE CONVENTION OF THE DOUGLAS
WING OF THE DEMOCRACY.

Yesterday, at 12 o'clock, M., the delegates to the
Douglas State Convention assembled in the Mary-
land Institute hall. The Convention was called to
order by Tbos. M. Lanahan, Esq., who stated that
as a member of the State Executive Committee, it
was his duty to call the Convention to order, and
was ready to receive a nomination for a temporary
l'resident of the Convention. Col. W. P. Maulsbyi
of Frederick county, moved that Col. Edward
Sbriver, of Frederick county, be called to the chair.
Carried. Dr. 11. S. Hunt was elected assistant
chairman, and A. L. Knott, Esq., of Baltimore
city, and Lewis Lamar, of Frederick, were chosen
secretaries.

Thos. M. Lanahan moved that a committee of
two be appointed to select permanent officers for
the Convention. Carried.

The chair appointed the following committee :
T. M. Lanahan, J). Stottleineyer", .lames M. Park,
Charles Mealey, Thos. E. Martin, John R. Drown,
Dr. Joshua Nelson, Dr. William 11. Uale, H. C.
Alackey, and H. P. Fasku.

The committee retired and in a few minutes re-
turned, and, Mr. I.anahan as chairman, reported
the following oflicers:

Col. Shriver rose and said that he returned bis
thanks for the honor which had been conferred on
him in his selection to preside over the delibera-
tions of the Convention, lie had hoped that some
other member better able to discharge the viuties
of the position would have been selected, but he
would endeavor to conduct the deliberations of the
body satisfactorily, and hoped he would receive the
support of the members of the Convention.

Thomas Devecmon, Esq., of Allegany, moved
the appointment of a committee, to consist of two
from each Congressional district, to prepare and
report business for the Convention. Carried.

The President requested the different delegations
to hand in a list of the delegates.

The following gentlemen were appointed a com-
mittee to report business:

Ist district, Thos. E. Martin, J. Hopkins Tarr;
2d district, Dr. J. Nelson, John S. Given; 3rd
district, H. W. P. Norris, Dr. Henry S. Hunt; 4th
district, L. W. Gosncl, L. Ballard; sth district, W.
P. Maulsby, Win. Walsh; Gth district, Gen. Ham-
mond, Jas. Rawling.

Dr. H. 8. Hunt moved that the Convention take
a recess until four o'clock. Carried.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
At 4 o'clock the President called the Convention

to order, and Col. W. P. Maulsby, as Chairman of
the Committee to prepare business for the Conven-
tion, reported the following resolutions :

Resol-ed, That the Democratic party of Maryland re-
cognize its fealty to the Democratic party of the nation,
and is part and parcel thereof, and disclaims all intention
to segegate itself in any manner from the national organi
zation, and as it has intimes past, so it will in future
sustain whatever nominations may he made by it.

Resolved, That the Democracy of Maryland heartily
approve the platform adopted by the Democracy of the
United States, assembled in Convention in Charleston and
Baltimore, known as the Cincinnati platform, with the
additional resolutions declaring the purpose to abide by
the decisions of the Supreme Court of the United States
on all points touching the slavery question, whereon dif-
ferences of opinion have been entertained amongst mem-bers of our party.

Resolved, That a united Democratic party is essential
to the maintenance of the Union of the States, and that
no proper mode ofattaining unity has been or can be de-
vised other than acquiescence by the minority in the views
entertained by the majority.

Resolved, That Stephen A. Douglas was, on Saturday,
the 23d day of June last, unanimously declared by the
delegates in National Convention, representing two hun-

dred and twelve electoral votes (over two-thirds of the
whole electoral vote) to be their choice for President of
the United States, and therefore was nominated in ac
cordancc with the established usages of the Democratic
party.

Resolved, That the Democracy of Maryland acquiesce
in and will to the utmost ofits power sustain the nomina-
tion of Stephen A. Douglas and Herschel V. Johnson for
the Presidency and Vice Presidency of the United States,
made by the National Democratic Convention in June
last. And whereas, the Democracy of Maryland, by its
State Convention in March last, appointed a full electoral
ticket, pledged to the support of whatever candidates for
President and Vice President might be nominated by the
National Convention, thereafter to assemhl*-; and whereas
six of the electoral candidates, so appointed and pledged,
have recently refused to support the National Candidates
so nominated, and have accepted positions on an electoral
ticket pledged to the support of candidates proposed for
the purpose of opposing the election of the candidates of
the National Democracy, and have created a necessity
for the Democracy of this State, which avows itself an
integral point of the National Democracy, to supply the
places so vacated by them; therefore,

Resol ed, That whilst this Convention views withdeep
regret the necessity thus imposed by the defection of
those in whom the Democracy of this State reposed its con-
fidence, itcannot shrink from the discharge of any duty
however devolved.

Resolved, That this Convention proceed to nominate
electoral candidates in the stead of E. Louis Lowe, James
L. Martin, John Ritchie, James S. Franklin, John B. Bo-
gle, Elias W. Griswold, Esqrs , who have refused to dis-
charge the trust assumed by them in March last.

Resolved, That the delegates to this Convention from
the Eastern Shore be requested to recommend an Elector
at large to supply the place vacated by James L. Martin,
Esq., and the delegates from the Western Shore be re-
quested to recommend an Elector at large to supply the
place vacated by E. Louis Lowe, Esq., and that the dele-
gates from the respective Congressional Districts in which
the remaining vacancies exist, be requested to recom-
mend electoral candidates to supply those vacancies.

Resolved , That the Democracy of Maryland hereby re-
news an expression of its heartfelt devotion to the Union
of the States, and of its fixed determination to repel all
assaults, open or covert, and from whatever quarter upon
the true principles and wise compromises on which that
Union reposes.

Resolved , That this Convention hereby authorizes and
requests those members of the State Central Committee
who adhere to the National Democratic organization, to
fill all vacancies in said committee, caused by defection
of the members who have, since their appointment,
avowed their hostility to Douglas and Johnson its regu-
lar nominees.

Resolved, That the Convention adopt for its govern-
ment the rules of the House of Representatives of the]
United States.

Resolved , That inall votes to be taken in this Conven- '
tion each county shall be entitled to cast the'same num-
ber ot votes to which itis entitled in the General Assem-
bly of the State.

Resolved, That a committee, to consist of one member
from each Congressional District, be appointed by the
chair,to issue an address to the Democrats of Maryland.

The resolutions were read by Col. Maulsby, and
on being put were carried unanimously withcheers.

On motion, the Convention proceeded to select
electors to till the vacancies occasioned by the
withdrawals.

A recess of ten minutes was taken to allow the
different delegations to consult, at the close of
whicb the following nominations were made:

Electors at Large ?Western Shore?Col. W. P.
Maulsby, of Frederick. Eastern Shore?John 11.
Kowan, of Worcester.

District Electors? First District?G. W. P. Smith,
of Worcester. Second district?Col. William B.
Stevenson, of Harford. Fifth district?William
Walsh, of Allegany. Sixth district?Henry E.
Wootton, of Howard.

These nominations were received with a tumult
of cheers, and were unanimously confirmed by the
Convention. There were loud cries for Col. Mauls-
by, and that gentleman ascended the rostrum. He
Bald;

Mr. President and Gentlemen of tU Convention: It can-
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not he a pleasant reflection for us, who have heretofore
keen with a united Democracy against the common ene-
my, to now find our party divided. There is before us no
chance of success in the canvass. Truth compels us to
say that there are no prospects of success. Yet, sir, we
work for success. We are not engaged in a forlorn hope.
The motive which impels me to accept the position is the
hope to succeed in frustrating the designs to dissolve the
Union. It is folly to be blind to what is apparent to all.
T attribute to the struggle in which we are engaged the
single question of the preservation or dissolution of the
Union. What are the facts surrounding the canvass??
The Democratic party, that was wont to present a com
bined front, is now distracted. The party is not divided,
hut there is disaffection among its members. There are
scores of thoie who battled at our sides in the past who
are not now with us.

They have left our organization. They have gone
where? Let facts answer the inqniry. I pass the pro
ceedings at Charleston to come to the crowning proceed-
ings in this city. If the secession of the delegates had
not taken place in the Convention, Stephen A.Douglas
eould never have been nominated; and, therefore, those
who seceded knowing this, did not secede for the purpose
ofdefeating the nomination or Stephen A. Douglas. Theirpower to prevent that, wliile'inthe Convention, was para-
mount, and made it impossible. With that knowledge
before them they secedtd. For what? They tell us on
account of their hostility to his nomination. I regret to
say that Icannot ascribe to their action truth and sincer-
ity. Then what was the secession for? I would rather
not answer the question. 1 would rather that my old
triends who have joined this secession movement should
answer it. I have not the time and inclination to inves-tigate political questions, hut if question is the preserva-
tion of the Union, Iwilldedicate my services to the con-
test, as wilt every other man who loves his country.There is but one object and aim in the movement of the

secessionists.
Maryland is a border Slate, and willbe the first to re-ceive the assaults of the Abolitionists. Everv man ofall

parties professes that his chief object is the defeat of Lin-coln. The Democratic party since the starting of the ag-
itation of the Slavery question,in 1846, by David Wilmot,
have been the advocates of non-intervention, and until
the disruption of the Democratic Convention in June last,
there was no difference of opinion on the question. Is

there a man in Maryland who has withdrawn from the
Democratic party who will say that he ever thought of
intervention for the protection of Slavery previous to its
being mooted at Charleston. There is not one. But I
have wandered from subject. What do the Breckinridge
supporters say? Do they expect to elect their candidate
by the people? No, they have nosuch expectation. They
say that they hope to prevent an election by the people,
and thus carry it to the House of Representatives.

The onlyquestion is, then, can a sufficient number of
free States be carried against Lincoln. There is not aBreckinridge man in the State who will assert that their
candidate can carry one rree State. Who alone is abu to
compete with and defeat Lincoln in the North ? Why
Stephen A. Douglas. The Breckinridge party aware ofthis fact?perfectly convinced that their candidate has nostrength in the North, and yet this party is nominating
electoral tickets in all the Northern States, with no otherpurpose than to take strengtli from Mr. Douglas. In the
face of this truth, they assert that they are exerting
themselves for the defeat of Lincoln, when the inevitable
result of their course willbe to elect the Black Republi-
can candidate. This Breckinridge party, doing what
they can to bring about the deplorable result of Lincoln's
election, openly declare that if this result does follow the
election, they will cbnsider it sufficient cause for a disso-
lution of the Union. They will receive no assistance
from the National Democracy in their designs upon the
Union. Every lover of his country willfrown down the
treasonable efforts, and those who make them willreap
hitter fruits for their folly.

Col. Maulsby closed with a strong appeal to the
National Democracy to work faithfully for their
cause.

Col. Maulsby was frequently interrupted by ap-
plause, and at the close of his remarks John B.
Rowan was called for, and spoke as follows:

I will say to the Democracy, that I wiltcarry the war
into every county in the State. It is said that the post
of honor is the post of danger, and as such I accept the
position. 1 look upon this contest as a struggle between
national sentiment on the one side and Black Republi-
canism and secession on the other side. I believe that
the disruption of the Democracy was caused by Yancey
and others for no other purpose than to secure the elec-
tion of Lincoln, and thus have a pretext for a dissolution

of the Union. lam aplain spoken man, and this I be-
lieve, and I intend to charge it home to them. The se-
cession did not take place on principle. And the asser-
tion that it was owing to the man was equally false.?Then what is the reason for this disruption? It was to
take an important step towards the dissolution of theUnion, which they have been endeavoring to do since
1850. There is not a Breckinridge man in the State can
give another reason for it. They willmiss their mark.?
The recent election in Kentucky proves that there is no
love for dissolution there. It was not a triumph of the
Opposition. It was the Hon of conservatism beating baek
the fiend ofdisunion. It is convincing evidence that the
South herself willtake care of secession. fCheers.)

The best friends of the South are those who contend forthe principle of non-intervention. It is our duty in this
contest to oppose all other doctrines.

Francis Gallagher, Esq., was next called for, and
on taking his stand upon the platform, three
cheers were proposed and heartily given for FrankGallagher. He said:

Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Coneenlion I
thank you sincerely for this cordial reception. Ihave
but a few words to say. I have heard the resolutions
read as reported by the Committee, and listened with
pleasure to the eloquent speeches which have followed,
and can only say that the resolutions embody the true
national creed, and the speeches re affirm the principles
of the Democratic parly. Where this body of men stand
to day, I stood in the year 1856, as the elector for my dis-
trict, the advocate of the same principles. 1 then held
the Buchanan flag in my struggled with all
my ability for its triumph, t lam advocating the
same principles and read; tie inthe same cause.
A few years since Mr. Douglas ..cood at the very front of
his party. For his fidelity to the Constitution and the
South lie was denounced by the Northern people. Even

the ministers of the gospel stood up in their pulpits and
preached "crucify Douglas." Now. without any cause?-
for standing precisely where he stood four years ago?the
South demand that he shall be sacrificed, and that, too,for a mere abstraction.

Those who are crying for his destruction will find that
everywhere throughout the length and breadth of the
land hosts of his defenders willspring up. If Douglas
must be ostracised; ifhe must be read out of the party; if
he must be guillotined, a half a million of.'men willknowthe reason why. Rally, Democrats, around Douglas not
for Douglas, hut for the sake of the principles of which he
is the representative. lam opposed to secession, and par-
ticularly to Yancy secession. Would that an AndrewJackson lived. In the days of that veteran patriot an
abler man than William 1,. Yancy attempted disunion,
hut the old hero swore hy the eternal that the Unionshould be preserved, and it was. There will be an An-
drew Jackson for William 1,. Yancy. Whatever strength,
and energy, and taleDt Ihave willbe freely given in this
contest, and I pledge myself to labor unceasingly fromthis time until the sun goes down on the day of the elec-
tion for the Constitution, the Union and Douglas. Dm
inense cheering ]

M. T. Gosnell moved that the delegates from each
Congressional district name a gentleman to act as
an assistant elector, and that in case of death or in-
ability, or disaffection, the alternate will act as
principal. Carried.

THE SECRET OF TAMING HORSES.?A correspon-

j dent of the New York Express submits the follow-
i ing method of horse taming:

For the oil of cummin the horse has an instinctive
passion, and when the borse scents the odor, he is
instinctively drawn towards it. The oilof rhodium
possesses peculiar properties?all animals seem to
cherish a fondness for it, and it exercises a kind of
subduing influence over tbem. To tame horses,
procure come castor, and grate it fine; also get
some oil of rhodium, and oil of cummin, and keep
the three separate in air-tight bottles -rub a little
oil of cummin on your hands and approach the
horse in the field on the windward side, so that he
can smell the cummin. The horse willletyou come
to him without trouble. Immediately rub your
hand gently on the horse's nose, getting a little of
the oil in it. You can then lead him anywhere.?
Give him a little castor on a piece of loaf sugar or
apple. Put eight drops of rhodium into a lady's
silver thimble; take the thimble between the thumb
and middle finger of your right band, with vonr
forefinger stopping the mouth of the thimble, to
prevent the oil from running out while you are
opening it, tip the thimble on his tongue and he is

eis now your servant and friend. You can teach

him anything, if you are gentle and kind to bim,

HEENAN IN PHILADELPHIA.?Great numbers of
the "governing classes" of Philadelphia turned
out on Wednesday to witness the pugilistic exhibi
tion of Heenan and his friends. The Inquirer thus
describes the last sham fight:

THE LAST CONTEST.
This was supposed to be an exact representation

of the light at Farnsborougb. Of course we can
not say whether it was or not.

The Professor, the opponent of Heenan, is from
New Y'ork, where we believe he is the manager or
proprietor of a gymnasium. He was of immensecalibre, weighing bver two hundred pounds, but
nevertheless endowed with muscular power. He
tossed up a copper (alias nickel) with the champion,
to see who should have the choice of places, orrather corners. Both parties finally arranged
themselves.

In one corner were Prof. Ottingnon, Price and
Aaron Jones. In the other were Heenan, McDonald
and Cusick.

On one side of the platform was Wm. McMnllin,
who, with watch in hand, kept "time" for the
combatants.
- The sun was shining brightly in the faces of all
those who were in the open space in the centre of
the woods.

One, two, three, four and five rounds were fought,
Heenan almost always having the advantage. The
men were both in what members of the prize ring
would call "good condition," and laughed and
seemed to enjoy the blows in their faces amazingly.
After the fourth round, the Professor, who repre-
sented Savers, gave signs of failing, and retired to
a corner, in which was found a small black bottle,
which was not labelled strychnine.

_ This failing on the part of the stout representa-
tive of Sayers, was greeted with cheers by tlie en-
thusiastic populace, who saw in his defeat the
triumph of their favorite boy.

This was the cue for the entree of the friends of
the sham Sayers, who proceeded en masse to assail
Heenan. As in duty bound, he attacked them all,
and aecordingto the programme, thev were knocked
down, of course not being injured. 'This free fight,
which everybody understood as being an exact pic-
ture of the termination of the affray in England,
was loudly applauded and closed the entertainment.

THE TWO QUEENS. ?The mission of the India
Queen Nah-nee-bah-we-qua to her Majesty, Queen
Victoria, has been consummated. She was received
by the royal head of England, Tuesday, June 29th
at Buckingham Palace. The Indian Princes, ina let-
ter, thus describes the interview :

"So you see I have seen the Queen. The Duke
went before us, and made two bows, and then I was
left in the presence of the Queen. She came for-
ward to meet me, and held out her hand for me to
kiss, but I lorgot to kiss it, and only shook hands
with her. The Queen asked me many questions,
and was very kind in her manners and very friend-ly to me. Then my Quaker friend spoke to the
Duke, and said, 'I suppose the Queen knows for
what purpose my friend has come?' The Duke
said all my papers had been explained and laid be-
fore her Majesty, and I have her Majesty's com-
mands to investigate the Indian affairs when I go
to Canada with the Prince of Wales. Then the
Queen bowed to me, and said, ?! am happy to prom-
ise you iny aid and protection,' and asked me my
name. The Queen then looked at her husband,
who stood at her left side, and smiled. She receiv-
ed me with so much kindness as to astonish me,
when I saw her come smiling and so good to a poor
Indian. My Quaker friend has been in the habit
of visiting the itoyal family for ten vcars back . I
expect to return home in September", if all be welt.
May God bless us all 1 M v love to you all."

A SHIP DESTBOTED BY FIRE.? Rio de Janeiro,July 20.?The American bark Gleaner, Chandler,
from New Orleans, with a cargo of cotton, bound
to St. Bias, Mexico, was completely destroyed by
fire on the 4th inst., in lat. 16.58, ion. 37.10. Thecaptain and crew arrived here in the Braziliansteamer Ceres, on the 18th inst., from Cararillos,
which port his men succeeded in reaching. The
captain states that at C P. M. of the 4th inst., he
'irst discovered smoke proceeding from the fore
hatch, when every endeavor was made to pour
water down the hold, but of no avail. The ship
was battened down to keep the air out, but the
flames soon burst through the deck, and caught the
mainmast and rigging, and about 2 o'clock in the
morning he abandoned her. When last seen she
was burnt to the water's edge, three boats and
three sails were all that were saved. Capt. Chand-
ler proceeds to New York in the first ship. The
Gleaner was built at Yarmouth, Me., in 1859, 491
tons, rated A I}4, and owned by E. Buckman and
others, at Yarmouth.? By letter to Elhcood Walter,
Bsq., Secretary Aew York Board of Underwriters.

PEA VINE HAY.?To make hay of pea vines, Mr.
Edmonston, of N. Carolina, recommends the follow
ing simple plan of curing:

As an article of forage or fodder, there is none
superior to the pea vine. Horses and cattle will eat
it with avidity, and in preference to any other kind
of fodder. The difficulty of saving these vines has
constituted the chief objection to their use. The
writer believes that they can easily be saved, by
cutting them off close to the ground with sharp
hoes, in the month of September; and then, having
first provided forks and poles, plant the former in
the ground in a straight line, and so place the poles
upon the forks, that a common-sized man can clasp
his bands over the pole, (i. e., they must be about
six feet above the ground.) Place rails, with one
end resting upon the pole, about six or eight inches
apart, after the manner of a top stack for a fodderhouse, as it is called, leaving both ends open, and
upon these rails throw the vines, until they are
about one foot deep; throw over all some straw or
grass, and a good supply of the best fodder for milk
cows, or any other kind ofstock, will be obtained.

KKOM MEXlCO. ?Letters from the city of Mexico,
published in the Neiv York Times of yesterday, are
lullycorroborative of the advices which have al-
ready reached us by telegraph relative to the des
perate position of Miramon, and the continued suc-
cesses of the Liberals. No doubt seems to be enter-
tained that the Church Party is on its last legs, and
that it must speedily become incapable of open ac-
tion. Miramon, to get rid of the difficulty in which
he finds himself involved with the diplomatic corps,
by Zuloaga's decree, depriving him of his title ol
President Substitute, was endeavoring to raise
money sufficient to enable him to declare himself
Dictator. In this, however, he wasnotlikely to prove
successful. He was at Leon, at last advices, having
retreated from Lagos, the Liberals harassing him
on the way. Two thousand men at most constituted
bis army.

ACCIDENT AT DANVILLE, PA.?The bridge over
the canal, on Hull street, fell on Wednesday even-
ing, carrying with it a crowd of people who had
assembled to witness the performance of a voung
man named Carr, on a wire stretched across the
canal. There were about two hundred persons on
the bridge at the time, including a number of wo-
men and children. The affair caused great excite-
ment. A child is missing, and is supposed to be
drowned. Two other children were taken out ap-
parently lifeless, but were subsequently resuscita-
ted. A woman had her hip dislocated, and a man
received a fracture of the arm.

FROM EUROPE.
THE PERSIA'S MAILS.
The Koi'lificntioii Qiieatlnii illParliament?

The Syiimi Mnssnrrrs? Progress of the Con-
ference?(.nrihnhli at Messina.

The Cunard mail steamer Persia, Capt. Judkins,
arrived at New York on Wednesday morning. She
lelt Liverpool on the morning of Saturday, August
4tli, and Queenstown on the evening of the sth.

Ihe steamer Arabia arrived at Queenstown at 5
o'clock of the afternoon of the 3d.

Aug. 4, passed ship Wnt. Tapscott, bound in.
Same day, at 11.15 A. M., passed the steamer Ara-
bia bound in. 13th, lat. 51 38, lon. 02 40, passed
steamer City or Washington, front New York for
Liverpool. Same day, east of Nantucket, spoke
ship Emperor, ofSearsport, hence for Glasgow,
had lost her three topgallant masts in a squall, on
that day.

GREAT BRITAIN.
In the House of Commons, on the 2d inst., the

Government proposition in regard to fortifications
was considered. The pending question was that a
vote of two million pounds be granted Tor the works
in question.

Mr. Lindsay moved as an amendment that the
defence of the country chiefly rested on the navy,
and that itwas inexpedient to spend a large sum on
land fortifications.

A general debate enfued, in the course of which
Mr. Bright made a long and characteristic speechin denunciation of the proposed scheme, and of the
increasing burden upon the people for warlike pur-

poses.
Lord Palmerston earnestly appealed to the Houseto sanction the Government plan for the interestsof peace and the security of the country.
The amendment was rejected bv a vote of 39against 268, and the vote was agreed to.
In the House of Lords on the 3d, Lord Brougham

presented a petition from the Anti-Slavery Society,
praying that immediate steps be taken to compel
Spain to carry out her engagements for the suo-
prcaion of tl.o cl.iro trail..

The affairs of Syria were debated in both Housesand Ministers explained that a protocol had been
drawn up at l'aris, by the Ambassadors of the
Great Powers, in which it was determined that on
the requisition of the Porte, a force of 12,000
troops should be sent to Syria, half of which wouldbe furnished by France. It was provided thattheir Stay should not exceed six months. Anotherprotocol was also signed, calling upon the Porte to
carry out its engagements with respect to theChristians, which it had entered into in 1856, but
it was provided that no right of intervention should
be granted on future occasions.

Mr. Bright deprecated interference in the affairsof Syria.
Lord Palmerston replied, and asserted that Tur-key had made great progress of late, and if left

free from interference, except good advice, ho be-
lieved her dissolution was not so near as pre-
dicted.

On the evening of the Ist instant a public meet-
ing was held in iSpalield's chapel, London, in cele-
bration ot the anniversary of negro emancipation
in the West Indies. A resolution was carried,
welcoming Dr. Cheever, of New York, to England,
and expressing the highest admiration for and
sympathy with bis anti-slavery labors in the
United States. Dr. Cheever returned thanks, and
in a long Bpcech dwelt upon the support which is
given to slaverv by the churches of America.

THE AFFAIRS OF SYRIA.
Nothing certain was know as to the state of the

negotiations>t Paris for intervention in Syria. It
is assert, d by various authorities that the points ofdisscntion were so marked and important that the
Conference could not grapple with them, and the
Ambassadors were compelled to adjourn, and refermatters to their respective governments.

According to some writers there was little pros-
pect of the Congress re assembling, but others say
that after an exchange of communications between
the various governments, another meeting willtakeplace.

A Paris despatch of the 2d says :
"In addition to the plan ola convention in six

articles which the Conference drew up, the mem-bers of the Conference have, at the request of the
Turkish Ambassador, drawn up a protocol, which
at this moment is being submitted to the approval
of the Great Powers.

"The protocol is for the purpose of precisely de-
fining the object of the intervention in Syria: and
sets torth that as the co-operation of the Great1 owers takes place by the desire of the Sultan, and
in concert with the" Sublime Porte, the foreign
troops shall act at all times in unison with the
Turkish forces. The protocol stipulates that, asthe Great Powers in giving their assistance to the
Sultan, do not seek vengeance, but merely wish to
discover the guilty parties, who are to be punished.
No rigorous measures shall ho taken except affer acommon inquiry, in which the Porte will jointly
assist. The above prrt >col necessitates an exchange
of communications between the Great Powers, and
consequent delay in the definite signing of the'con-vention."

Advices from Beirut to the 16th July, state thattile majority ot the Mussulmen had not taken partin the massacres at Damascus.
News from Damascus to the 17th July announces

that the massacres had ended, The Kurds and Be-douins had retired into the interior, but the Chris-
tians were still concealing themselves.

Faud Pasha arrived at Beirut on the 17th inst.Sir Henry Ilulwer has advised the Sultan to re-
call the Grand Vizier.

A Paris despatch of the 3d savs the following no-tice was posted up at the Bourse:
"All tlie powers have agreed upon the condition

of an European intervention in Syria. The Confer-
ence will assemble at three o'clock to sign the con-
vention in reference to the measures to be taken in
common."

Another despatch gives the following summary of
the contents ot the Convention, as agreed upon atthe Conference:

The intervention will last only as long as the
Porte shall deem it advisable.

A previous agreement is necessary for the regu-
lation of all the military operations, and in order
to determine the effective strength of the expedi-
tionary forces, who are to lie maintained at thecharge of the respective powers.

A separate article stipulates that the French
troops already on the point of embarkation shall
start without waiting for the contingents of the
other powers, unless the representative of the Sul-
tan should receive information from Syria which
would render all intervention unnecessary.

It is stated that Prussia had demanded that the
stay of European troops in Svria should be limited
to six months. This proposition being verbally
supported by England bad been accepted, and
12,000 men, half of them French, were to be des-
patched to Syria. The force will be under orders
of the Commissioners of the Powers and the Porte.Russia had receded from her claims as to the occu-
pation of Bulgaria.

FRANCE.
In the debate on thearmy estimates in the French

Corps Legislatif, on July 16, M. Picard said:
"France is at peace, and does not wish for war.

Our finances are prosperous. Peace is so assured
that thesystem of our customs and our finances has
been reconstructed. This is all in lav or of peace.
But, then, why peace in the situation and war in
the estimates? M. le General Allard himself, in
replying to M. d'Andelarre, said, in a previous sit-
ting, that ifwar should break out, it would be use-
less to ask for 40,000 men, and that the estimate,
happily during many years providing for 100,000,
would furnish the necessary resources. He (M.
Picard) declared that when, by the side of the in-
troducer of the budget, he found so confidential
and energetic an organ of the Government as M.
Granier do Cassagnac, who proclaimed the holiness
and usefulness of war, and invoked the God of Ar-
mies, he was alarmed. He demanded a categorical
explanation, in default of which he should be com-
pelled to believe in a want of sincerity. If the
chamber is called on to vote a war budget, let it be
said so clearly. He was not an advocate of peace
at any price, but in presence of a state of peace he
was in favor of a reduction of the estimates, and
should accordingly vote against the measure.

"M. le Genera! Allard, Government Commission-
er, said it was asked if the measure proposed was
one ot war or peace ? lie replied most plainly
that it was one of peace. He had already explain-
ed that all experienced military men, all who had
most carefully watched over the organization of
our army, had constantly affirmed that it was ne-
cessary for France to have at a given moment six
hundred thousand men under arms. Let Austria
and Prussia he asked why they take measures to
keep six hundred thousand men on a war footing.
Peace exists, it is true, but is there nothing in the
State of Europe to warn us- that it i3 necessary to
prepare for a case in which war might break out,
and that it is necessary to be sure of being able to
assume at any given moment an attitude worthy of
France ?"

M. le Marquis de Pierre said M. Granier de Cas-
sagnac had invoked the God of Armies. He (M.
de Pierre) and the orator were on that point by no
means of the same religion. The religion which
said "the God of Armies" was the Jewish religion.
The Christian religion said also "God," but added
"peace and good willamong men." If God was,
aa has been said, the God of Armies, he (M. de
Pierre) should feel a strong tendency to Atheism.
He maintained that the budget did not cost merely
445,000,900f, but 1,341,348f. War, ideas of war,
material of war, comprise four-fifths ol the entire
budget of the country. With regard to anxieties
about Europe, he said, "You are afraid of Eu-
rope "

Several members rose and protested.
M. de Pierre said he expected as much. No,

France is not afraid of Europe, but Europe is very
much afraid of Fiance. Now he wished neither to
be afraid of any one, nor to make any one afraid.
Their armv of 600,000 men was causing great dis-
quietude in Europe. They might have a national
guard of 400,000, and thus much reduce their
army. They ought to strive to counteract that
prejudice in France, that the finest title a man
could obtain was that of a soldier. Cbataubriand
has said, "France is a soldier;" but even if France
were the best soldier, would not the title of the
"best cultivator," the "best manufacturer" be bet-
ter worth having?

NAPLES AND SICILY.
The text of the Conventions, signed at Messina

between General Clary and Colonel Medici, is pub-
lished in the Paris Moniteur. It is merely a mili-
tary Convention for the evacuation of Sicily from
motives of humanity. Four thousand Neapolitans
would guard the citadel of Messina, but would not
bombard the city unless Garibaldi attacked the ci-
tadel. The outer posts were occupied by Colonel
Medici. Garibaldi, on entering Messina, was re-
ceived with great enthusiasm.

The Neapolitan government was occupied with
Convocations of Parliament.

The Naples correspondent of the London ATeics,
under date of July 29, says:

Here, in Naples, we are in perfect repose; and
judging from tacts on the surface, one might sup-
pose that things are settling down. Talk there is
enough of and tn spare, and great nnmbers are in
favor of annexation. Still the party for the con
stitution, to which rally many of the'old royalists
is very powerful. Unless, however, Garibaldi lands'
or material assistance comes to them from some
other quarter, I leel assured that the Neapolitans
will do nothing for themselves. They have fromnecessity long fallen into a habit ot inaction, and
are always looking beyond themselves and out of
the country for redemption. Their principal occu-
pation at present, therefore, is in talking largely,
and creating panics, and exaggerating and distort-
ing facts so as to interfere seriously with the course
of things, and hamper the ministers, who arc, 1 be-
lieve, desirous of carrying out the principles of the
constitution.

I have spoken highly of the intentions and hon-
esty of the ministers, but at the same time 1 cannot
but acknowledge that they are weak, not from any
want of inherent force, but from the intrigues of

the reactionists, and the suspicions and panics of
the liberals. Their efforts to do good are almost
paralysed, Orders are given and not executed, or

tlrntf their weary length along. Men high in office
oppose the constitution, and are simply removed,
soldiers rush through the streets and cut down
peaceable citizens, ami we hear nothing more ofbringing them to justice. The camarilla were to boremoved, but they still hang about Naples.

Ihe following intelligence, on which you may
uepend, will be likely to produce a great raove-

Without assuming any great merit as a prophet,
theupshotof it all willhe that revolution will be
permitted to march forward until it arrives here,
and then the French will step in and arrest it and
play their game, whatever that may be. Such has
been the aim of our neighbors, 1 believe, from thebeginning. Without this impulse from without, Iam of opinion that things would have gradually
settled down into tranquility and confidence; as it
is, 1 think a disembarkation of Garibaldi and his
forces may be expected as certain, and of course
there will he other combinations.

BOMB, Aug. 2.? 1 he Pope has addressed an ener-
getic letter to the Bishops of Syria.

INDIA, CHINA AND AUSTRALIA.
The overdue mails by the steamer Simla, which

had reached Aden with her main shaft broken, had
been telegraphed via Trieste, and would reach
England in two or three days.

The dates are Shanghai, Mav 30; Hong Kong,
June 7; Melbourne, June 19.

There had been a great panic at Shanghai
among the natives, owing to the approach of the
rebels. The native banks were closed and tradewas suspended.

The steam transpart Assistant bad been totally
lost, but all on board were saved.

The commercial depression at Melbourne con-
tinued. The crops were promising. The gold
shipments since last mail were over 130,000 ounces.No active measures had been taken against the
rebels in New Zealand.

LIKE IMPRISONMENT PRODUCTIVE: OF INSANITY.?
The Columbus Journal states that there are now in
the State prison of Ohio sixty-lour convicts who
are serving out lifetime sentences. There are three
out on writs of error, having had new trials grant-
ed. Two of these from- Hamilton and one from
Putnam county?which would make the number
now under sentence for life sixty seven. Of the
above six are negroes and mulattoes, and twenty
foreigners. One of the number has been confined
24 years; one 17, one 14, two 13. one 12, one 11,
three 10; one 7, six 6, five 5, eleven 4, five 3, nine
2; and ten less than one year. Of the above num-
ber ten are hopelessly insane, and others verging
upon insanity, and we think four insane persons
have died within two years. From this fact it ap-
pears that life imprisonment has an inevitable ten-
dency to insanity, if the prisoner has mind enough
to be crushed.

STEAM MILL EXPLOSION IN SOMERSET COUNTY?

Loss of Life. ?On the 7 h instant one of the boilers
in the steam millof Greenleaf Johnson, Esq., sit-
uated at Rehoboth, in this county, exploded with
terrible effect scalding to death a valuable negro man
belonging to Mr. Lit.lt-ton Long, Sr., of this place,
and injuringseveral other persons, besides destroy-
ing the milland other property in the vicinity.
