" incontinently, Lorkz and Bowriy began to play at
hattledore and shuttlecock with compliments, in
which very pleasant pastime Bowriy asserts that he
beat his fit competitor all hollow. We know
further, that. it was finally settled that Lorez
should make the amende honorable for the
insult offered to flag, and that he con-
sented to pay ten thousand dollars to the widow
of the seaman who was killed on board of the
Water Witch. Tt was moreover concluded to
refer the claim for damages which had been set
up by the United States and Paraguay Navigae
tion Company to the arbitration of a Commis-
sion, and Washington was the place chosen at
which the adjustment was to be made. These
conditions being acceptable to both parties,
an agreement to the same effect was drawn up
and signed, and when negotiations were thus
happily brought toa close, President Lopez en-
thusiastically embraced Mr. Bowriy, and Mr.
Bowniy in turn embraced—no not embraced, for
the extraordinary dimensions of Lorez precluded
the possibility of achieving that feat—tried®to
embrace the President; and when both of them
had embraced Urquiza, Mr. BowuiN, in conclu-
sion, “made a little speech, which,”’ says he,
“my modesty will not permit me to record.”’
This “immense trinmph of diplomacy,’”’ as Mr.
Commissioner BowLiy exultingly prouounced it
to be, when fairly considered, turns out to be no
triumph at all.  Tn regard to the difficulty grow-
ing out of the firing upon the Water Witch, Lorrz
conceded nothing more than he had expressed
himself willing to yield three years previously to
Mr. Frrzeatrick; and in regard to the treaty stipu-
lations, they do not differ in any essential parlicular
from those which were entered into in”1853 with
our minister plenipotentiary to Paraguay, Mr.
PexpreroN.  Though emphatically denying that
the United States and Paraguay Navigation
Company had any just claim upon him for dama-
ges, and asserting, on the contrary, that the Com-
pany was indebted to him for certain mouneys
which he had advanced to Consul Hopkins, its
agent in Paraguay, President Lorrz was never-
theless disposed to adjust matters amicably, and
offered to pay over to the Commissioner the sum
of two hundred and fifty thousand dellars as a
final settlement. The Company demanded half a
million of dollars, and as no agreeinent could
be reached, the amount that onght to be awarded
was left to the decision of the Commission which
has jost terminated its labors at Washington.
That Commission, after an examination of all the
facts submitted by the claimants, has reported ‘‘in
“favor of Paraguay, and against the claimants,”’
who, it is asserted, ‘‘have not established any
“right whatever to the damages'’ which they had
demanded. The decision of the Commissioners is
in exact accordance with the opinions which have
been frequently expressed by persons who were
conversant vrith the operatious of the Company in
Paraguay, and shows how profoundly both Houses
of Congress and the Administration have been
wisled by exparte representations. The Hon.
Cave Jomsson—the American Commissioner in
the case—characterizes the whole affair as
little better than a direct swindle, in support
of which the demands put forth by the Com-
pany ‘“bave been enormously, if not ecrimi-
‘‘nally, exaggerated,’”’ and the laws and deerees
of Paraguay studiously perverted. Mr. Jomxsox
is justly deserving of unqualified praise for the
patience with which he unravelled the complica-
tions in which this case was designedly involved,
and also for the out-spoken frankness with which
be has exposed the manner in which the President
