EXCITEMENT IN  ALEPPO, SMYRNA AND CoONSTANTI-

NOPLE—FEARS OF AN OUTBREAK AT THE CAPITOL.

[ Correspondence of the London Times |

CoxstANTINOPLE, July 25 Rt 2By
the lastaccounts from Aleppo it appears that great
excitement prevailed. Murders in the strect were
of frequent occurrence, and there was reason to ap-
prehend an outbreak at any moment,

In Smyrna, too, men’s minds have been moved
by the occurrences at Damascus, and each of the
Consuls has written to his own Government re-
questing that a vessel of war may be placed on the
station. The Mussulman population of Smyrna
amounts to about 41,000 souls. The Christians are
some 100,000 in number. Of the latter nearly
three-fourths are Greeks, and these seem to be the
only source of anxiety. They have been buying
arms and ammunition, and although this was, in
its origin, merely a defensive measure, it is
thought possible that it may assume another char-
acter, as the possession of weapons of offence shall
increase the consciousness of their own- power in
the minds of the Greeks. The massacre of Chios
has not yet been forgotten.

Even here, in Constantinople, the probability of
arising of the Mussulman people has formed the
staple of conversation during the last few days.
There are doubtless reasons why every precaution
should be taken, and Ministers appear fully awake
to the fact. In the Fanar and at Ayoub strong pa-
trols of troops have been going their rounds during
the last two nights. The same course has been
adopted at Kadikeui, and I believe at Scatari also.
I do not believe that any alarm should really exist,
but every street row is exaggerated into a collision
between the Turkish police or troops and the Chris-
tians. Throughout yesterday it wassaid that arms
and powder were being eagerly bought up, and that
there was none of the latter article to be had for
love or money. To test the accuracy of this, I
walked into a shop in the High street of Pera this
morning, and asked for some. Several different
qualities were at once pr d, and I possessed
myself of a pound case of Curtis and Harvey at the
usual price.

The Constantinople correspondent of the New
York World writes on the 24th ult. :

On Saturday last, the American residents here
received farther notice from their Minister that the
greatest cantion was necessary to be observed as
affairs here were in a very troubled state, and an
outbreak might occur at any time.

On Sunday, under the pressure of outside influ-
ences, the Armenia Patriarch went to Hasskey to
quiet the outbreak there. He preached to the peo-
ple inthe Armenian church of the quarter, and ex-
horted them to be quiet and to go about their busi-
n Jut the mob outside was so violent that he
did not dare to leave the church without a police
force to protect him. The mob cried out “You
stirred us up, you urged us on, and now you say be
quiet and go home. We won’t be quiet or go home
unless you pay us for all the time we have lost.”

Since Sunday I have heard of no serious outbreak
anywhere in the city; but it cannot be denied that
all classes are in a most excited state. You need
not be surprised to hear of still more serious trou-
bles.

Tue Drovrm 1vy Texas.—A Texas correspondent
of the New Orleans Picayune, writing under date of
theGth inst., says:

Until the middle of the month of May there was
every indication, in this region of Western Texas,
of a bountiful harvest. Our last rain_of any con-
sequenco foll on the 25th of April. Since that pe-
rind the progress of the most unparalleled drouth
with which we have ever been visited,has been slow
but sure; its deadly, withering influence is seen, is
felt, for the “heavens have become brass and the
earth iron,” the crops of waving corn, just ready to
set for the earing, have had to succumb before its
baleful influence, and thousands of acres will not
give back the seed with which they were sown.—
Many planters, however, will maketrom one-fourth
to one-half a bale to the acre of cotton. From twelve
acres of cotton which gave fine promise in the
spring, I shall gather perhaps one Enln, the same
ground last year produced a bale to the acre, and
from the same number of acres of corn, which gave
equal promise, we did not gather one mature full
ear. In Northern Texas so severe has been the
drouth ihat the people have called upon the Gov-
ernor of the State to convene the Legislature for the
rnrpnsc of devising ways and means for their re-

ief.

LATER FioM R1o JANEIRO.—Rio de Janeiro, July
20th.—The new line of French steamers have began
very well. The first, the Guyenne, arrived out on
the 16th of June, making the run in 22 days, the
second, the Navarre, arrived on the1Sth instant, in
23 days. They are very fine boats, and are superior
to the English in accommodations. The Milford
Haven line is little thought of, and will fall through
sooner or later. Their sailings now from Liverpool
will give them more importance on account of
freight; but they will never be able to compete
with the Southampton and Bordeaux lines. Prince
Alfred touched here on his way round the Cape of
Good Hope, and was received with all the bonor
due to his station. The Emperor went so far as to
go on board the ship to see him: brought him on
ehore, and took him out to his palace at St. Chris-
tova, giving him the seat of honor in his carriage, a
circumstance much remarked upon. He visited all
the principal public establishments, Coriovado,
Petropolis, &c., and left after a stay of three days.
The Emperor and Empress were much pleased with
him, if report speaks true, and could not have
ehowed him more attention. So much for being a
Prince of England.

Tug Prixce’s Tour.—The programme of the
Prince’s movements in Canada has been prepared.
It extends over a period of one month, from the
17th inst. to the 17th proximo, and leaves him at
Niagara. His subsequent movements have not yet
been determined upon, but it is probable that he
will go thence to Cincinnati and Pittsburg, taking
the Baltimore and Obio Railroad to Baltimore, and
on to Washington. From Washington he will
probably come northward again, stopping a day or
two in Philadelphia, and making his last visit to
New York, when he will embark again for Eng-
land—the fleet meantime having been sent round
here to meet him.— . Y. Times.

The address of the Baltimore Republican Execu-
tive Committee to the citizens of Baltimore, signed
by J. P. Creager, Wm. L. Gleeson, Theodore Hoop-
er, Wm. Lockbart, Wm. P. Kimball, H. J. C. Tarr,
John 8. Speight, G. W. Martenet and James T,
Wagner, was then read by the President: also the
Republican platform of 1860, adopted at Chicago.
This address and this platform were, the President
eaid, now to be adopted by the association of the
18th ward, and he would” put the question upon
their adoption.

When the question was put to the meeting, the
‘‘ayes” who were in the room responded unani-
mously; when the ¢ noes” were demanded the out-
siders in the entry and on the stairway answered
almost as earnestly *no,” Upon this ‘demonstra-
tion of the ““entry’’ men, Mr. Gregory Barrett, Jr.,
who was participating in the deliberations, looked
up and said, ““What do you fellows mean out
there,” and rising from his seat walked towards the
door, followed by four or five others, who seemed
to be his companions. Those assembled about the
door gave way for Gregory, when that individual
addressing the oulsiders said—* What do you fel-
lers mean? did yer come here for a fight? for if yer
did, you can get it, as soon as yer please. We don’t
want none o’ this. We know our rights, and mean
to sustain them—we’ll let yer know that.”

Gregory having delivered himself, no one res-
ponded, and the outsiders during the further pro-
gress of proceedings, kept remarkably quiul, many
oppressive and they would go down. = Barrett took
his seat, and an executive committee of five
for the association was then voted for. After the
fourth individual was selected, a member proposed
the name of Gregory Barrett, when a_voice said,
“‘he don’t belong to the ward.” Mr. Barrett rose
and declined. After the selection of the committee,
a member moved that a committee be appointed to
draft a constitution and by-laws for the govern-
ment of the association.

The Secretary hoped that the motion would be
withdrawn. A Republican City Convention would
soon be organized, which would adopt a constitu-
tion and by-laws to meet the views of all members
of the party; if this association would go to
work now-to form a constitation of their own, they
would only perhaps have to undo what their com-
mittee had done. The suggestion of the Secretary
was approved by the meeting, which after transact-
ing some unimportant business, adjourned to meet
at the same place next week. A considerable num-
ber of persons were collected outside of the house
where the meeting was held, but every thing was
very quiet, notwithstanding there were no special
police present.

A Suaark Cavear.—During the last two weeks,
at different times, sharks have been seen in the
river at Spring Gardens, and on one occasion, when
several young men were in bathing, they were
compelled to make a hasty retreat to the beach, on
account of the presence of a shark, who introduced
himself to the company, and appeared desirous of
making the acquaintance of the bathers. Yestbr-
day morning Mr. F. X. La Cross, the proprietor of
the “Vineyard” on the Spring Garden shore,
stretched his seine for the purpose of catching some
fish for the day’s use, and on drawing the seine
ashore, a shark, between seven and eight feef
long, was found to be entangled in the netting. Af-
ter considerable trouble the monster was secured
alive, and is now chained to the wharf at the ¢Vine-
yard.” Persons who desire to get a sight of his
fishship, can do so by taking the cars to the Broad-
way ferry, crossing the river in the ferry boat, and
a short walk will bring them to the “Vineyard.”

AssavLr.—A German named George Brown was
arrested yesterday by oflicer Crangle, charged with
assaulting and choking his step-daughter, Mrs.
Mary Whitney. It was alleged on the hearing be-
fore Justice Showacre, that the assault was very
violent and unprovoked, whereupon the Squire
committed the accused to answer before Court.

Rarsig Toe Wixp axp Secvrive A Panace.—For
several days pasta number of vagrants, well-
known as what are called *‘brier birds”’—from the
fact that they sleep in the brier bushes—have as-
sembled along the beach, near Canton, ostensibly
for the purpose of “crabbing,” but in fact for the
purpose of stopping persons on the highway and
compelling them to hand over small sums of money.
Yesterday George Dashiel, George Swann, and
Edward Hall, were arrested on the charge. When
arraigned before Justice Griffin, before any wit-
ness was examined, the accused were allowed to
make their own statements. Each one denied the
“soft impeachment,” indignantly repelling the foul
suspicion, and earnestly protesting against having
their fair reputations injured by such groundless
charges. The witnesses were then called, and it
was proved that during Tharsday not less than one
dozen persons had been stopped on the highway
and forced to contribute in asmall way. The
money thus secured was spent in the purchase of
liquor by the wholesale, on which the “brier
birds” got gloriously drunk, uniil finally they were
unable to get up off the ground. After hearing
the case Justice Griffin gave Mr. Hall and Mr.
Dashiel certificates of admission to Mr. Swann’s
(not the ““brier birds,” but the Mayor,) new build-
ing, on the falls, for ninety days, and Mr. Swann
(the “brier bird”) for thirty days.

Fire 1y Cuestertows.—About two o’clock on
Tuesday morning a fire broke out in Chestertown,
which proved of a destructive character. It orig-
inated in the store of Mr. Edward Mansfield, which
was entirely destroyed. The flames communicated
to the dwelling and store of Mr. Samuel Usilton,
and they were both destroyed. The dwelling of
Mr. Ashley adjoining that of Mr. Usilton, was also
destroyed, together with all the furniture. The
flames next communicated to the dwelling of Mr.
Raigin, and it was soon in ashes. The dwelling of
Captain Thompson was also on fire,but by great ex-
ertion was saved. The fire was discovered by Dr.
Whalen, who was in town attending a patient, and
was about leaving for his home in the esuntry.—
From evidences discovered about the premises of
Mr. Mansfield, it is supposed that the store was first
robbed and then fired. The loss is from $12,000 to
$15,000; Mr. Mansfield was insured for $2,000,—
None of the others were insured.

AN Assavrr witH A Brick.—Yesterday a man
named Constantine Englehart was severely injured
by being struck on the spinal column by a brick.
It appears that iinglebart is a scissor-grinder, and
yesterday afternoon stopped at the grocery store of
Thomas Carmine, corner of Ann street and Eastern
avenue. Carmine handed Englehart a butcher
knife to sharpen, which was done, and when Car
mine demanded the knife Englebart refused to give
it, but drew the knife on Carmine, and threatened
to eut him. Carmine picked up a brick and threw
it at Englehart with great force. The brick struck
him on the spinal column, injuring him very se-
verely. He was taken to his home, 366 Eastern
avenue, where Dr. Evans attended him. Carmine
was arrested, and Justice Whalen held him to bail
for Court.

AN EXAMINATION BEFORE JUSTICE HISS
OF JOSHUA MULL Y, WESLEY GADE,
AND WILLIAM DIX—MULLY AND GADE
COMMITTED FOR THE ACTION OF THE
GRAND JURY.

Yesterday at 12 o’clock M. Wesley Gade, Joshua
Mully and William Dix, had an examination before
Justice Hiss, on the charge of being accessories to
the murder of Franklin H. Naff, on the night of the
26th of December last. Robert Morrison, Esq., ap-
peared for Joshua Mully, and F. S. Hoblitzell
for Wesley Gade. Two of the accused, after the
following evidence was elicited , were held for the
action of the Grand Jury.

Heory P. Duhurst sworn.—Witness was on Bal-
timore street, at the corner of the Sun building,
when he heard the first reports of pistols or guns;
walked down South street until he was in front of
the Franklin bank building,and directly opposite the
mouth of Lovely Lane; saw private watchman Ad-
ams come out of the lane and run along South street
until he reached the door of Mr. Pittman’s office,

1010 which he thraw himself, and stood lean.
ing against the frame; when the watchman
came out of the lane, and as he turned

the corner he gave the rap for assistance; witness
could see all the way up the alley, as the gaslamps
were burning brightly; while standing in front of
the bank, Nafl approached and said he had been
beaten, and that his bat was up the lane, and he
was going up for it; Naff' was then bleeding about
the head; witness told him that if he (Naff) would
remain, he (witness) would go up the lanc and get
his hat for him; Naff refused to remain, and start-
ed up the lane for his hat; witness saw him until
he reached a point near the pump in the lane, dis-
tant some forty or more feet from the mouth of the
lane; then a crowd gathered round him; they ap.
peared to witness to be in a circle, and while in
that position the pistol was fired; saw some person
fall; think there were two pistol shots fired; a crowd
came running out of the lane; witness recognized
Wesley Gade and Robert Miller; can’t say that
Levy was with the crowd; the party came running
out after the shot was fired.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hoblitzell—Witness was
one hundred and fifty feet from where the crowd
was standing in a circle in the alley ; there were
five or six persons came running out of the alley
immediately after the shot was fired; am pretty
certain there were two shots fired; there was a
bright gas lamp on the corner of South street and
the lane; don’t know that Wesley Gade fired the
shot which killed Naif'; don’t know who did fire it;
did not see any person run up the lane from where
the shot was fired; parties might have left the lane
by that direction; can’t say that either of the party
who run out fired the shot.

Marshal Kane—Mr. Justice, it isnot my intention
to elicitmore evidence at this examination than will
be necessary for holding the aceused for the action
of the Grand Jury.

Mr. Hoblitzell said that evidence more pertinent
than that adduced was necessary to warrant the hold-
ing of his client as an accessory, and if it could
not be producea he would demand bis discharge.

Col. Kane.—Mr. Justice, call George Shafner.

Mr. Shafner sworn.—Wesley Gade told me that
he was alongside of Erasmus Levy when Naff
was shot, and that Levy fired the shot, and

he (Gade) saw him do it; this conversation
took place some six weecks ago; Gade was

about half drunk at the time, but not so much s
asnot to know what he was saying; the conversa-
tion occurred on the evening of the day on which
English and Levy had their difliculty; Gade ap-
peared angry at Levy and taiked about fichting.

Samuel McElwee sworn.—On the night of the
26th of December Wesley Gade came to where wit-
ness was standing at Centre market space, and told
witness that Naff had been shot, and he thought
fatally wounded; he requested witness to go up or
send some person to Naff; witness told Frederick
Konig to go; Gade said that he was in the alle
at the time, and saw the man who did it; witne
asked him whao it was wha firad tha chat whan

The caze of Joshua Mully was then called, and
John H. Witman, reporter of the Daily Exchange,
was sworn, \\'hvn

Mr. Morrison, counsel for the prisoner, ask
what it was the design of the State to prove ?

Col. Kane said that he wanted to prove that
Mully, on oath, acknowledged being present when
the pistol was fired.

Mr. Morrison said that he would admit the fact
of the accused being present. He then continued
to argue the case, contending that the mere fact of
Mully’s presence did not prove him an acee:
The accused might have been there by accident, or
might have accompanied the principal in the mur-
der to the spot, without the knowledge that the
murder was to be committed. The mere fact that
he ran from the alley when the shot was fired did
not prove complicity, or if it did the State had bet-
ter arrest one of its own witnesses, (Riley who tes
tified in the case of Erasmus Levy,) as the witne
swore that he was present and run out of the lane.
Before the State could ask for a committal it had
first to prove that an understanding existed be-
tween the principal in the murder and the other
parties before they could be held as accessories.—
He asked for the discharge of Mully.

Mr. Hoblitzell followed in a similar argument for
the discharge of Gade, at the close of which Col.
Kane said that while he had other evidence of a
most important character, it was not his design to
produceit. He acted in this manner for the pro-
tection of the State’s witnesses, for if they were
known, and also the character of their testimony,
there was no guarantee that they would not be
shot down in the streets. Parties had been so
dealt with, and even officers of the law had bee
killed in the streets, because they were to be wit-
nesses against noted criminals.

Mr. Morrison contended that the State was bound
to produce the evidence if they desired to hold
Mully as an accessory. He could be held as a
witness, for the State was entitled to his evidence,
but not as an accessory. While Mr. Morrison was
thus engaged John H. Ing entered in rather an un-
ceremenious manner, and presented himself in
front of the Mustice, whom he informed that he
been retained in the case of Mully.

This information was news to Mr. Morrison, and
also to Mully. Mr. Ing rubbed the top of his
head, and, ‘addressing the Justice very blandly,
asked if any witnesses had been sworn?

Mr. Moraison objected to the interruption, but
on Mr. Ing begging for a few minutes time to un-
derstand the case, Mr. Morrison waived his right.

The Justice informed Mr. Ing that no witnesses
had been examined in regard to Mully, and that
the case was now being argued.

Mr. Ing took great pleasure in assuring the Jus-
tice that he was determined to be heard. He asked
that Mr. Kane should be sworn.

Justice Hiss administered the oath to Col. Kane.

Mr. Ing.—Col. Kane, did you make the oath upon
which the warrant for Mr. Mully was issued?

Col. Kane.—I doubt your right to question me
relative to that matter, as I am acting in my capa-
city of Marshal of Police.

Mr. Ing, (very much excited.)—Mr. Justice, I
ask for a suspension of proceedings, and for the
committal for contempt of this refractory witness.
I know my rights and duty, sir. 1 ask for the com-
mittal of Col. Kane for contempt. I hope the dig-
nity of this tribunal will be sustained.

Col. Kane.—I did not refuse to answer, sir. I
only doubted your right to place me on the stand.

Justice Hiss.—Mr. Ing, this case was closed, and
you have opened it again; but you can proceed.

Mr. Ing.—Will Mr. Kane, as a citizen, take the
witness stand and answer my questions in a respect-
ful manner?

Col. Kane.—I cannot receive a suggestion as to
what is respectful, or what is mot, from such a
source, nor can I accept suggestiins from him ou
any subject. 3

Upon this Mr. Ing only rubbed the top of his
head and looked wise. Col. Kane testified to swear-
ing that he had reason to believe that Levy com-
mitted the murder, and that Mully and Gade were
arrested on warrants issued on that oath. He had
no personal knowledge of the fact.

Mr. Whitman testified to Mully having sworn
that he was present when the shot ‘was fired which
killed Naff.

Mr. Ing then went into an extensive argument
to prove that his client could not be held on the
evidence, and at the close of his remarks the follow-
ing conversation ensued:

Justice Hiss.—Are you done ?

Mr. Ing.—1I am, sir.

Justice Hiss.—I will hold Mully and Gade for
the Grand Jury.

Mr. Ing.—And TI’ll have him out before a week.
He then started for the door, and as he passed his
client he said—Never mind, Maully, I’ll have you
out before a week.

The case of Wm. Dix was then taken up, but
there being not sufficient evidence he was dis-
charged. The following is the evidence of ex-po-
liceman John Mor gan.

John Morgan sworn—Heard the firing of pistols
and went to the corner of Calvert street and
Lovely lane; among a erowd of men recognized
Manly, Mully, Gade and Erasmus Levy, and thinks
Dix was also there. J

Inreply to a question asked by Marshal Kane,
Morgan repeated that he saw the parties whom he
named at the mouth of the alley.

Morgan was a police officer under Mayor Swann,
and was acting in that capacity on the night of the
murder.

DeaTH FroM VIOLENCE IN PHILADELPRIA.—Albert
Stevens, for a ber of vears attached to the
Girard Bank as a runner and watchman, died at
his residence yesterday morning, in Madison street,
from the effects of a heavy slung-shot blow on the
head, which he received on Saturday night, on
Chestnut; strect, above Third. It seems that on
Saturday evening Mr. Stevens was on his way to
the Girard Bank to relieve the watchman there,—
While passing down Chestnut street, and when
within a short distance of Third street, some music
struck up near Fourth and Chestnut. Mr. Stevens
turned around to face the music, to see what was
going on, when, almost at the same moment, he
was struck from behind, and feil senseless to the
pavement. He recovered in a few moments, reach-
ed the bank and told the watchman what had hap-
pened.

We are writing amidst the most intense excite-
ment this town hasever experienced. At 6 o’clock
this evening, according to previous notice, a youth
of the town had arranged to walk a wire extended
across the street, near the canal bridge, on the
main thoroughfare of the town. The feat was ac-
complished; but, sad to relate, in the midst of the
rejoicing, the canal bridge, containing men, boys,
girls, and women with babies in their arms, gs
way in the centre, without a moment’s w arning.
and then a most terrible scene was prese
Screams rent the heavens, both from thos
struggle and those who gathered, as the news
spread. Mothers, fathers, brothe sters, rushed
to the scene of terror, wringing their hands and
crying for their little ones. To add to the danger of
drowning, there was peril from the falling timbers
and from the general confusion and fright.

At first it was supposed that many lives were
lost, but after many persons had jumped into the
canal and heroically labored at getting the people
out, it was hoped that all the missing bad been
safely restored to their friends. Search is, how-
ever, still being made.
