EUROPE.
THE MAILS OF THE VANDEUIMLT.

By the arrival of the Vanderbilt, we have the
following additional news from Europe.

GREAT BRITAIN.
In the Commons, August 13th, while in Com-

mittee on the India Loan bill, there being at the
time less than forty members present, Sir C. Wood
showed the state or the India finances. The non-
taxes are expected to produce £1,000,000 this
year, and in the year ending April
IBC2. This indicates a deficit of £3,111.000 in theyear 1861-62. Sir C. Wood then moved the reso-
lution empowering him to raise a sum not exceed-ing £3,000,000 byway of precaution only.

The consolidated fund (£10,000,000) passed
through committee.

The Paris corrrespondent of the London Timessavs: Lord Dutlerin, the Commissioner ofthe Eng-
lish Government in Syria, carries with him an or-der to Admiral Martin to land 1.500 seamen and
marines to co-operate with the French troops inmaintaining order in the district of Beyrout.*

the London Times says: There can be no doubt
of the injury done to the hops by the unwenialweather, and the intelligence of each day confirms
the opinion that in many districts it willprove atotal failure.

T.he Court Journal says: It is expected that Her
Majesty will not remain at Balmoral longer than a
month, and that the Queen and Prince will thencross to Hamburg in the royal yacht, proceed to
Coburg, and after a short stay at Rhineleitsbrun,go to Gotha. It is here that it is expected themeeting between the Princess Royal and her Ma-jesty willtake place.

Tiie Joint Standing Committee on Internal Improve-
ments having had referred to them the memorial of Geo-
Williams and others, asking the enforcement of the ordi-
nance relating to the running of the Passenger Railway
cars, beg leave to report that they have carefully examin-
ed the subjects, and find that by seel ion 2 of the ordi-
nance creating the Passenger Railway Company, and ap-
proved March 28,1859, the company had twelve monthsfrom the passage of the ordinance to complete their track
to tiie city limits on West Baltimore street, and in case offailure, they sliouid forfeit and pay the sum of five liun
dred dollars for every month until the track is completed
to the western limits of tiie city. And your Committeefurther find that the representations of the petitionersare true; that tiie track on West Baltimore street has not
been completed and laid down as provided for inthe section above referred to, the time limited in the ordinancehaving expired on the 28th of March last. The following
resolution is respectfully submitted: Resolved , by both
brandies of the City Council, That the Mayor be respect-
fully requested to examine the second section of the ordi-
nance approved March 28,1859, authorizing the City Pas-senger Railway Company to lay down tracks along the
beds of the streets of the city of Baltimore, and if in his
judgment the provisions of the section have been violated,that he have the same enforced. Also, to inquire if thesixth section of the ordinance, relating to the running of
the cars, is carried out; and if not, to have the same en-
forced.

Ihe census is to be laid before Parliament within
twelve months after next June.

The leading article ot the Times of August 13thsays: "By this time the Plenipotentiaries and ar-

has had for one month the services of the Verypowerful army and navy bv which he is supported.
Henceforth we must expect the arrivals from Chinawitli very great interest."

FRANCE.
The embarkation of troops of all arms is being

pressed forward with the utmost rapidity at Tou-lon.

Post says, according to the despatches from Naples,
which reached Paris on Sunday, the King is likely
to abandon his dominions. Neither the armv northe navy tis said, willfight for Francis 11.

'lhe / flies' Paris correspondent says a private
telegram from lurin states that the foreign minis-
ters at Naples were sending their families on board
tiie ships 01-war. No official confirmation of this
has been received.

'The general tenor of recent advices leads to a
belief that Garibaldi's operations against the main-
land will not be long deferred, but up to the 12th,no fresh authentic or important intelligence had
reached Paris.

The Patrie mentions that letters from Turin
assert that in order to avoid the grave complica-
tions which might result for Italy from the oc-
cupation of the Kingdom of Naples by Garabaldi,
there was a question of sending a Sardinian corps
d'armee to Naples in virtue of a Convention be-
tween the Governments of Naples and Piedmont.

been placed in a state of siege, and the proclama-
tion is now being posted. The regular troops
and the National Guards are exhorted to do all in
their power to maintain public order.

THE TWO SICILIES.
NAPLES, Aug. 7, (via Marseilles.)? Garibaldi is

said to have been in Naples on Saturday last, and
to have conferred with the principal inhabitants.He left again on Sunday. It was decided to await
the assembling of Parliament, the elections to whichwill take place on the 19th. Refugees are candi-
dates preferred by the electors. Thev openly de-
clare themselves for the annexation o'f Naples to '
Piedmont. One electoral district has elected Gen.Cosenz as its representative.

The Sardinian Admiral has arrived in Hi- "Rip
from Palermo, and lias been visited by the Count
of Syracuse, who pronounced himself i'avorable to
annexation.

SARDINIA.
TURIN, Aug. 12.?The subscription to the new

loan is closed. Three times the amount required
has been subscribed.

The official gazette of Turin says that 27,194,240

livres of Rentes were subscribed.
A circular has been published designed to repress

illegal interference in the affairs of the State, and
to prevent the undertaking of hostile steps against
the neighboring governments, as well as to punish
the instigators of desertion. The same circular
announces the formation of a corps of volunteers
to join the National Guard.

RUSSIA.
CHRISTIANITY IN THE CAUCASUS?IMPERIAL RESCRIPT.

The Emperor of Russia has addressed the follow-
ing rescript to the Lieutenant-Governor ofthe Cau-
casus :

"The orthodox Christian faith once prevailed in
those parts of tiie Caucasus where Islamism now
reigns. Numerous traces of Christianity still exist
injthe mountains of that region, where some rem-
nants of the faith have been preserved. Wishing,
now that the Caucasus has been subdued, to re-
establish the orthodox creed, but by persuasion,
and propagating the Gospel in the mountain dis-
tricts, we have deemed it advantageous to call all
those who have the orthodox cause at heart to
co-operate in the great work. F'or this purpose
we have instituted a special Association, under tiie
name of the Society for the Re-establishment of the
Orthodox Christain Faith in the Caucasus, and
have sanctioned the statutes of the Society, a3
drawn up by you, and examined by the Council of
the Caucasus. Her Majesty the Empress, warmly
interested in the progress of orthodoxy in the Cau-
casus, has taken this Association under her special
protection. In transmitting to you the rules of
the Society, witli our sanction, we confide to vou
the duty of taking the measures necessary for com-
mencing its operations, hoping that under your di-
rection it will happily effect the object for "which it
was instituted. We invoke the protection of the
Providence of God upon the efforts of the Society.

THE GERMAN CONFEDERATION.
BERLIN, Aug. 13.?It is certain that Austria has

abandoned the idea of having the possession of Ve-
nitia guaranteed by Germany. Nevertheless, at
the interview at Toplitz a perfect understanding
was established between Austria and Prussia rela-
tive to the basis of the principle of non-interventionin reference to the affairs of Italy.

The following will explain the nature of this un-
derstanding.?There is no doubt that Garibaldi,
aided by the Neapolitan fleet, which he hopes
shortly to possess, intends to attack Venice. Yet
Austria feels strong enough to sustain a conflict
alone, even against the whole of Italy. As long as
the conflict is only between Austria and Italy,
Prussia will observe the princiDle of non-interven-
tion, but if other powers interfere, and thus violate
that principle, Germany would not hesitate to sup-
port Austria in the maintenance of rights guaran-
teed to her by treaties.

The Independence Hedge of the 12tli says:
"Our correspondence from Paris treats of the ap-

proaching issue of a manifesto by the Emperor of
Austria. Our accounts state that there is, in fact,
some question of the publication of a document of
this kind on the ISth, the anniversary of the impe-
rial birthday?a publication which would coincide
with the promulflratinn <>r noar enneosaions to public
opiulon. Francis Joseph, forseeing an early attack

on Venetia, wishes, it is said, to make all possible
concessions to his Magyar and Slave subjects, so
that he may not lind himself pressed at the same
time by two revolutionary currents in Hungary
and Italy. According to other accounts it willnot
be a manifesto, properly so called, but an allocu-
tion, in which the Emperor will declare himself
freed from the engagements of Villat'ranca, adding
some threatening words for Piedmont.

"At Turin there is a report of an approaching
declaration of war by Austria against Sardinia,
arising out of the letter of Garibaldi to the King,
in which the Dictator of Sicily openly announces
his intention of attacking Venice. Explanations
on this head have been demanded of Count Cavr-ur,
whose reply has been deemed unsatisfactory. The
enrollment of the classes of 1838 and 1839 by the
Sardinian Government has also given new umbrage
to Austria. Although these rumors seem to us at
least premature, they agree with a communication
which we are assured has been made by the Empe-
ror Napoleon to King Victor Emanuel" on the dan-
gers of too aggressive an attitude against Austria.
The French sovereign has especially shown the im-
possibility of his interference in case of a war, so
long as Austria remains on the defensive."

SALZBURG, Aug. 12. ?The inauguration of the
railway from Salzburg to Munich, took place to-
day.

FOREIGN INTERVENTION IN MEXICO.

We have the best authority for stating that the
Mexican question is on the point of being peremp-
torily settled by a decisive intervention of fourof the Great Powers most deeply interested in
the restoration of order throughout the dominions
of our distracted neighbor. France, England, Spain
and Prussia have Bigned a convention for the paci-
fication of Mexico, to which they invite the adhe-sion of the United States, hut which they propo.se
to carry into effect without that adhesion shouid
the United States refuse it.

The basis of toleration for all religious opinions,
and of a modified establishment for the Roman Ca-
tholic Church, are understood to have been already
accepted by the Constitutionalists under Juarez on
the one part, and by the Clerical patty under Mira-
mon on the other. Anarmistice of twelve months'
duration is to be declared between the respective
leaders, and during this period those portions of
Mexico occupied by each are to be held without
dispute by the actual occupants, joint action being
taken to secure the carrying* on of the necessary

business ofthe public administration and the main-
tenance of order. At a time to be hereafter fixed,
the people of Mexico are to be called upon to elect
between the principles represented by the two fac-
tions, and the respective leaders pledge themselves
to resign all their authority and arms into the
hands of the Government thus designated under the
sanction ofthe intervening Bowers.

The grounds of this action, already submitted to
the Administration at Washington, are that the
party of Juarez, which might have been established
as the .Supreme Executive more than a year ago,
under the terms ofthe treaty proposed by Senor
Ocampo through Mr. McLane to the Washington
Government, has demonstrated its incapacity of
conquering power, and that the United Slates
have definitely abdicated their pretensions to aid
it in this conquest; that the party of Miramon in
like manner has proved itself dependent upon an
isolated intervention by Spain, which is in every
point of view undesirable; and that the interests of
the subjects ofthe intervening Powers and of civili-
zation generally, can no longer be left at the mer-
cy ofthe partisan warfare which has rageu for six
years in Mexico, and has reduced the country to
the very brink of chaos.

It is unnecessary for us to point out to our read-
ers the gravity and importance of this act on the
part ofthe European States. Our own Government
is understood to have announced that while a pacific
intervention of the sort contemplated, if it fails to
Command the assistance, cannot provoke the hos-
tilityof the United States, no armed interference to
enforce its provisions must be made without due
previous notice, communicated to the Administra-
tion at Washington.

The results reached are attributed principally to
the activity of the Prussian Minister in Mexico,
whose countrymen are largely represented in the
foreign population of the Republic, and to the influ-
ence of Lord John Russell.
WEST COAST OF AFRICA?A STUPENDOUS

HUMAN SACRIFICE.
The British steamer had arrived in the Mer-

sey with late intelligence from the West Coast
of Africa. From Lagos we learn that the King of
Dahomy was aboHt to make an immense sacrifice of
human life to the memory of the late king, his fa-
ther. The West African Herald of the 13th ult.,
referring to this intention, savs:

"His Majesty Badahung, King of Dahomey, is
about to make the 'Grand Custom* in honor of the
late King Gezo. Determined to surpass all former
monarchs in the magnitude of the ceremonies to
be performed on this occasion, Badahung has madethe most extensive preparations for the celebration
of the Grand Custom. A great pit has been dug
which is to contain human blood enough to float a
canoe. Two thousand persons will be sacrificed on
this occasion. The expedition to Abeakonta is
postponed, but the King has sent his army to make
some excursions at the expense of some weaker
tribes, and has succeeded in capturing many unfor-tunate creatures. The young people among these
prisoners will be sold into slavery, and the old per-
sons will be killed at the Grand Custom. Would to
God this might meet the eyes of some of thosephilanthropic Englishmen who have some feeling
for Africa! Oh! for some man of eloquence and
influence to point out to the people of England the
comparative usefulness of their expensive squadron
out here, and the enormous benefits that must re-
sult to this country, and ultimately to England her-
self, morally and materially, if she would extend
her establisments on this coast. Take away two-
thirds of your squadron, and spend one-half its
cost in more stations on shore and greatly
strengthening your old stations."

" The sentiments of unity which, as neighbors,
we bear towards each other, I apply to all German
Sovereigns. I cannot but joyfully direct my
thoughts to the day on which 1 grasped the hands
of the Prince Regent, to strengthen the unanimity
of sentiment which brought us together. Long live
the unity of the Princes and people of Germany 1"

THE PRINCE AT MONTREAL-A MAGNIFI-

CENT RECEPTION, PAGEANT AND ILLU-
MINATION?THE GREATEST DAY YET-
INAUGURATION OF CRYSTAL PALACE
AND COMPLETION OF VICTORIA BRIDGE.
MONTREAL, Aug. 25. ?This has been the great

day of the Prince's visit to Canada, for to-day he
has inaugurated that immense bridge which hasliuked England with her provinces and brought
royalty to loyalty. Had the bridge never beencompleted it is not likely that any of the royal
family would ever have come to Canada.

The morning was sunshiny, and as like that of a |summer day in America as Canada can afford. '
THE DISEMBARKATIONOF THE PRINCE AT MONTREAL.
The Prince is losing his reputation for punctu-

ality, however, for he disembarked at ten insteadof nine o'clock, ianded at the wharfand was received by the Mayor and city'
officials. The steamers near the dock and in al>the surrounding neighborhood were gay with (lass
and crowded with humanity. Over sixty thousand
people were present. The" Prince took his place
upon a dais, with his suite in a semicircle around,
and Mayor ltodier advanced in a robe of scarlet,
trimmed with otter, and along sword which tripped
him as fie walked. He expects to be knighted, and
every moment seemed ready to drop upon his knees
and receive the tap of the royal sword. Finding
no chance of this, he unfurled a parchment and
read, in English and French, the address of wel-
come, to which the Price read his reply, the Mayor
standing with bowed head and clasped hands, thevery picture of a devout listener.

1 he Prince was received with immense cheering
and a salute. As soon as his reply was finished the
procession formed and marched through the prin-
cipal streets to the Crystal Palace, where the In-
dustrial Exhibition is to be held.

The streets and windows were filled with people
and the Prince was loudlycheered as the procession
splashed drearily along through mud ankle deep.
TUE INAUGURATIOn OF THE CRYSTAL PALACE EXHI-

BITION.
The Crystal Palace is a sort of imitation ofthat in

Hyde Park, but is quite small. The Prince was re-
ceived with tremendous cheers. The bands and
organs played, and the Oratorio Society sang "God
Save the Queen," with added stanzas, and also ahallelujah chorus when the Prince left.

Sir Edmund Head made an address to his Royal
Highness, asking him to inaugurate the exhibition,
to which the Prince read a reply, and then declared
the exhibition open, and walked round inspecting
the articles. The exhibition has been very much
hurried, and was not at all complete, especially in
the mechanical department. The articles were
those usually found at country fairs.

None of the aristocracy were present in the au-
dience except Lady Franklin and a few attendants.
LAYING THE CORNER-STONE OF THE VICTORIA BRIDGE.

The Prince then rode over the worst road in the
world to the depot of the Grand Trunk Railroad,
where a great crowd had assembled to witness the
laying of the corner-stone.

The approach to the bridge was lined with
seats, to which persons were admitted only by
ticket. Inside tiie abutment were seats for thehigher classes, covered with red cloth, while the
gallery above was reserved for the families of thelegislators.

A scaffold was erected for the Prince near the
corner-stone, which was slightly raised, together
with an apparatus for lowering the stone. Trains
with invited guests came first.

The Prince and suite having ascended the plat-
form, the builder of the bridge handed him a silver
trowel, the handle of which was made of Canadian
beaver and connected with the blade by the Prince'sfeather. On the blade was an inscription com-
memorative of the completion of the bridge by the
Prince. On the reverse was a representation of
Victoria Bridge.

The mortar having been placed under the stoneby the masons, and the Prince having received di-
rections from the Duke of Newcastle, took a little
mortar ofl the trowel and spread it under the stonein fine style. The stone was then slowly lowered,
and the Prince tapped it three times with a woodenmallet.

The ceremony being completed, cheers ami sa-
lutes thundered out upon the air. The Prince
then entered the car, proceeded to the centre arch
of the bridge, fastened two rivet-, men pro-
pee<toJ ...... oi. iiamberts, returning in time
for the dejeuner.

TUB VICTORIA BRIDGE.
The Victoria Bridge is a part of the Grand Trunk-

Railway, and spans the river St. Lawrence a short
distance from Montreal. It was commenced in 1851
and finished in 1859; but undoubtedly its progress
was impeded by the monetary crisis of 1857, whichaffected the affairs of the company, or it might
have been lully two years earlier completed. Thus
thdrjny/wVijrrM'iatitf tws.-' Tn llSsr"Bar-a Veiiv
trifling addition was made to the amount of the
previous year, whereas, in 1858 as much work was
done as in the two preceding years.

THE BRIDGE?DESCRIPTION.

The hiidge contains tweuty-five openings of 242
feet, with the exception of the centre span, which
is 330 feet, hence the length of tube is 0,000 feet,
approached by embankments, the Montreal end
being 1,200 feet, the southern shore of 800 feet,
which, includingthe abutments, makes a total of
9,084 feet, or one and three quarter miles nearly.
The abutments are, at the base, each 278 feet long,
divided into cells of twenty-four feet, with inter-
vening tie walls of five feet, but at the top they cor-
respond exactly with the length of a tube 242 feet
in length, and indeed are carried up to the same
height, the cells being filled with gravel.

To resist the thrust of the ice, both the abut-
ments and piers are furnished with a cut-water,
which meets the pier proper thirty feet above sum-
mer water, the whole height of the abutment be
ing thirty-six feet above summer water, the centre
pier being sixty feet; hence the bridge rises in a
grade of one inch in 132, or forty feet to the mile,
the centre again being a pure level. The centre
pier is twenty-four feet in width, the remaining
piers are but sixteen feet. These dimensions are
directly under the girder, for at the foundation the
piers are twenty-two feet in width, and at summer
water sixteen feet. Transversely the piers are
thirty-three feet under the girder. Thus the di-
mensions at the junction with cutwater, sixteen by
thirty-three feet, extending outwards to the foun-
dation up stream, make the area of the course
whence the cutwater is commenced sixteen by nine-
ty feet.

The Governor-General proposed three regular
toasts?"The Queen," "The Prince Consort," and
"The Prince of YVales," all of which were received
with immense cheering.

The Prince bowed in response, and then in a clear
and audible voice proposed "The Governor Gen-
eral of Canada, and the prosperity of the Grand
Trunk Railway."

These were received with tremendous cheering,
during which the Prince bowed and retired, lie
then walked about inspecting the works, guarded
by his suite, but followed by a rabble like that
which used to gather around the Japanese in the
streets ol New York. He seemed very much an-
noyed, as this i 3 the first time such a thing has
occurred. Soon after he entered a carriage and
drove to his quarters, the house of Hon. John
Rose, which is now occupied by Sir Fenwick Wil-
liams.
. gentlemen of the New York committee were
introduced to the Prince by Lord Lyons, and they
were well received and treated with every possible
attention. They rode in the royal car, and are tohave an interview with the Duke of Newcastle onMonday, when the subject of their mission will heconsidered.

To-morrow the Prince will attend the cathedral,
to which admission can be obtained only by
ticket.

During the Prince's absence a great scramble, in
which the ladies joined, occurred at the bridge,
over the flowers, evergreens, gold fringe and other
decorations, as memorials ol the occasion. All the
curtains and llowers were thus torn down.

The Boston Fusileers took a prominent part in
the reception, and were heartily cheered. Lastnight they serenaded Ladv Franklin and were in-
troduced to her.

Xhe Grand Trunk Railroad Company gave a sup-per to its employees and many invited guests at six
this afternoon.

At night the city and shipping in tbo harborwere splendidly illuminated The display was as
brilliant, but not so general, artistic and effec-tive an that at Quebec.

.The same description will apply to both. The ef-fect was spoiled by rain. The people blockaded thestreets so that carriages could not pass. The splen-
did display at Y'ictoria Bridge did not take place
until after eleven o'clock.

Three millions of cubic feet of masonry in the
Victoria Bridge! That is to say, if turned into
lineal measure it would reach 510 miles, or, as a
solid, would form a pyramid 215 feet high having
a base of 215 feet square. These figures will give
some idea of the solidity of the structure, and the
warrant that exists for its endurance for all time.
The stone itself was mostly quarried from Fointe
Claire, and forms the first in the series ofthe Low-
er Silurian, and is known by the geological term of
Chazy, resting immediately on the calciferous sand
rock and the Potsdam sandstone. Atthe quarry
the stones were taken out in as large masses as in
anyquarryin the world. We shall be borne out
in the statement of this fact in the dimensions of
the piers. The courses being 3 feet 10 inches and 3
feet to 2 feet C inches to above water level, and
thence verging into a course 18 inches under the
plates, being in length from 7to 12 feet. One
course of ashular of 3 feet 10 inches was examined
by the engineer during the progiess of the work.

The perimeter of the pier at this point measured
200 feet. It consists of 32 stones, the lightest of
these weighed 7 tons, the heaviest 17, the average
weight of the whole was 10y, tons. Each course,
to the top of the cutwater is fastened by a dog-
wedged bolt of I} 4 inch iron?that is to say a bolt
with the base slit to receive a wedge into which an
iron prism is inserted. Thus prepared, they were
passed down until it reached the bottom ofthe hole
drilled to receive it, when the bolt itself was driven
upon the wedge?thus widening out the end of the
bolt, so that it never can be again drawn out, pass-
ing through the whole courses into the third below
it. Thus every three courses are distinctly dowelled
together, and the whole mass of work being like-
wise laid in the best water lime, and carefully
grouted, is formed into one solid mass, for horizon-
tally the joints are likewise kept clamped together
Dy plalia 1- inches by D luclies uT /"} lutliliuu.

Each tube covers two openings, that is to say, it
is fixed in position in the centre, and is free to ex-
pand or contract on the adjoining two piers. They
are sixteen inches bv nineteen inches at the ends,
but they gradually increase to the centre, at which
point they are sixteen feet by twenty-one feet eight
inches. The length will accordingly be :

The expansion rollers are seven in num-

ber, set in a cast iron frame rolling
on planed bed plates, the rollers themselves
being turned and the beds plated, they run as
smoothly as on glass. The weight of each tube,
with all its appurtenances of 516 feet, is about G44
tons, that is to say for each opening 622 tons. The
construction of this character of work is now so
well known that much allusion is not necessary.
Moreover it is simple in the extreme, being formed
of boiler plate riveted together with angle irons
and lateral and transverse braces. The skill laid in
reducing this boiler iron to such dimensions that
there was no unnecessary material, to add to the
weight and to the expense, and yet obtaining a suf-
ficiency of strength.

The immediate part of the tube resting on the
pier is strengthened by increased lateral bracing.

The tubes themselves were constructed in posi-
tion, and the ditlicult and expensive process of
floating them from the shore and lifting them by
hydraulic pressure was then dispensed with.

THE COST OF THE ERIDOE.
When we say that the cost of the bridge is

$7,000,000, we give only a faint idea of the respon-
sibility in directing so great a work. The force
on the river during the last season of its construc-
tion was a small army. It consisted of six steam-
boats, seventy-two barges, besides several small
craft. These measured about 12,000 tons. The
steamboats were in the aggregate 450 horse power.
They were manned by 500 men-
In the two stone quarries were 450 "

On the various works, engaged as artisans and
laborers 2,090 "

Total laborers and artisans 3,0-10
TO this strength must be added 142 horses, vari-

ously employed, and four locomotives?the amount
of wages being daily $5,000.

In round figures, there are 3,000,000 cubic feet of
masonry, 10,000 tons of iron in the tubes, 2,000,000
rivets, each one fastened by a peculiar process, and
168 acres of painting. The tubes are painted four
times, in oil and color, and each coat covers an area
of 32 acres.

Much disappointment is felt and expressed by allthat the I'rince did not knight Mr. Hodges, as was

On the contrary, Ulemas. Mollahs, and Sheikhs of
the different religious orders of Islam ism, and many
of the notables of the place, were active in saving
Christian lives wherever an opportunity of so doin
offered itself.

Fuad Pasha arrived at Beyrout on the 17th of
July. All the field ollicers whose conduct had
given rise to complaints were immediately placed
under arrest, and all the other oflicers of the regi-
ment which was at Deir-el-lvauimar were sum-marily dismissed the service. Fuad Pasha has de-clared openly that he will make free use of the
powers with which he is invested, and that he will
not hesitate to inflict capital punishment where he
sees cause for the exercise of such severity. The
Vice Admiral of the Turkish fleet had been des-
patched on a visit to all the towns on the coast.
Ia those which he had already visited the Sultan's
firman, giving unlimited powers to Fuad Pasha,
was read, and also an order, signed by the latter,
directing the immediate bombardment of any town
in which the slightest disturbance should occur.
8,000 infantry and artillery had left Beyrout on
the 24th for Damascus, and Fuad Pasha was to
follow and take command of them on the following
day. His Excellency, during his stay in Beyrout,
has over and over again asserted his determination
to show in Europe that the Porte has both the will

and power to compel all her subjects to live in
peace one with another.

DISASTEH ARBLoss OF LIFE ON A LOUISIANA RAIL-
ROAD. ?The seven o'clock express train from the
Lake ran into the seven o'clock way train from
Carrollton, on St. Charles street, at the corner of
Jackson, at twenty minutes before eight o'clock
last evening. The rear car of the way train was
entirely destroyed at the rear end, its front plat-
form and coupling broken, and it was thrown off
the track. Nearly every person in it was hurt in
some manner, but there were no serious injuries
to but one adult and four children, one of the lat-
ter being killed.

Mr. Amedee Choppin, younger brother of I)r.
Samuel Choppin, had both bones of his left leg
broken just above the ankle, the bone protruding
through the skin. lie was brought to his brother's
residence on Canal street. Mrs". Samuel Choppin
and her little son, who were seated beside Mr. A.

One child had its skull
fractured so that its brains oozed out,and has prob-
ably died during the night; another was severely
cut in the neck, and a third had its ankle bone dis-
located.

Shortly alter the affair, Rill Sullivan, the engi-
neer of the express train, reversed bis engine,
which had its reflector and smoke stack knocked
off, and ran his train back to Carrollton, after
which it is reported that he cleared out for parts
unknown, probably impelled by a condemning con-
science. We were told that he had been much in
the habit of drinking lately, and a number of slight
accidents have happened which were the results of
his careles-ness?or misfortune, as some term it.?
It certainly seems that he must have been drunk
or impelledbv a demon to have wantonly run into
the train last evening.?jV.

SYRIA AND THE POPE. ?The Pope lias addressed to
the Patriarch a letter in reference to the massacre
of the Christians in Syria. Their calamities, how-
ever, are made less prominent than the troubles of
the different Italian Governments. The Pope com-
plains that in Europe more sympathy is felt for the
seditious disturbers of peace and order than for the
fate of the Christian populations that are subjected
to the yoke of the Turks. lie does not name Gari-
baldi, but laments that terms of praise should have
been formally and publicly bestowed on "a man
who, in contempt of all right and justice, is every-
where endeavoring to overturn public society and
destroy religion."

Rut the Syrian expedition awakened in his heart
the hope that the powerful Princes of the West
willalso unite their force to check the designs of
men who, "confounding every idea of justice and
injustice, turn human society into a gathering, of
ferocious beasts." The Pope, in announcing to the
Patriarch of Antioch and the other prelates of the
East, the transmission of a sum of money in aid of
the Christians, laments his "own poverty," which
precludes him from contributing a large amount.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.?ID consequence of the
immediate retitting of the United States steam
frigate Powhatan, ordered to Vera Cruz, Mexico,
additional measures have been taken to have her
ready for sea without a moment's delay. Orders
have been telegraphed from the Navy Department
to Commodore Breese, commandant of the Brook-
lyn navy yard, to muster all the available force that
can be conveniently spared from the United States
ship North Carolina, and forward them with all
possible despatch to the Powhatan, at Philadelphia.
The whole force on board the North Carolina, in-
cluding the ship's company, does not average over
one hundred and fifty men, and as the Powhatan
carries over three hundred, a sutiicient number to
make up the deficiency will be detailed from other
stations.

Supposing the importation the last six months of1860 to be equal to that of the first six months,Great Britain would realize, in one year, on the ar-

ticle of tobacco alone, a revenue of $26,465,366.YY ith these figures before us, we need not be sur-
prised at the tenacity with which the different ov-
ernments of Europe still cling to their tobacco mo-nopoly systems, while the great free-trade kingdom
or (treat Britain holds out to their view so liberal
an example of fiscal moderation.

These official reports, however, are pregnant
with useful lessons, if studied carefully, to ourshippers and mercantile readers generally. YY'e
find that during the first six months of 1860 Great
Britain re-exported, chiefly to Russia, Prussia,
Hanover, Hanse Towns and Holland, of raw cotton,
1,084,920 cwt., against 632,009 cwts. the corres-
ponding period of J859; and of tobacco, unmanufac-
tured, the first six months of 1860, 4,7X8,331 pounds,
against 5,651,352 pounds the corresponding period
ol the preceding year.

YVhyshould we not be ourselves the direct car-
riers of our own products to these different coun-tries? Our shippers most certainly could afford to
carry our cotton and tobacco to the ports of Russia

to Bremen, Hamburg, Swinem ind or elsewhere,
on as safe terms as British shippers can re-export
them to these markets. What has become of the
direct European trade associations of which we beard
so much last year? There is a wide field for prac-
tical suggestions and profitable operations in thisline; and we hope soon to see something more sub-
stantial, in the way of beginning, than lengthy
protocols and exaggerated circulars,
