retained as witnesses. The Triton is a verv fastsailer, and had been chased by several English and
American war vessels.

MOVEMENTS OF THE PRINCE OF WALES.
HIS VISITTO TNE UNITED STATES.

MONTREAL, Aug. 27.?The illumination on Satur-
day night was very successful. The Prince drove
through the town incognito, and attended Divine
Service at the Anglican Cathedral yesterday. He
was met at the entrance by the Clergy. The build-
ing was crowded but the arrangements were good.
The sermon was by the Bishop of Montreal. This
morning the Indian games came oft'at the cricket
grounds. The Prince arrived at 10 o'clock. The
first match was at Lacross between two parties of
Indians, and thesecond between Indians and whites,
in which the former won. This was followed by a
war dance in full costume. The Prince was much
amused. There were several thousand spectators,
including the Boston Fusileers, whose band played
"God Save the Queen," the men uncovering, and
then "Yankee Doodle," the Prince uncovering.

The games were interrupted by a heavy shower
of rain.

The levee commences at the Court-Ilouse at noon.
A ball has been tendered by the New York depu

tation to the Prince of Wales and accepted. Itwill
take place on Friday evening, October 12. In con-
sequence of engagements already entered into by
the Prince he can onlv spend Friday, Saturday and
Sunday in New York! He will embark from Port-
land.

The following is a copy of the address:
"His Royal Highness, the Prince of Wales : May

it please your Royal Highness: On behalf of the
citizens of New York, we have the honor to request
your acceptance of a ball upon the occasion of your
visit to our city, at such time as may suit your con-
venience.

We hope that in view of the deep and universal
admiration felt throughout our land for the public
and private virtues of your royal mother, and for
the high respect entertained for yourself, as the
heir to the throne of a great country united to our
own by so many ties of history, language, consan-
guinity and common interests and principle, you
will accept the invitatioG which we now tender you.

The address was beautifully engrossed upon
parchment, and handed to the Prince, who, rising,
made, in extempore, the following reply :

Gentlemen?l thank you very much for your in-
vitation to the ball, and accept it with great plea-
sure. For any details I must refer yon to Lord
Ljons and the "Duke of Newcastle, who will be most
happy to confer with you.

The interview between the committee, Lord
Lyons and the Duke of Newcastle was a most
pleasant one, and marked by everything to make it
agreeable, without formality, it will be observed
that the invitation is addressed to the Prince, and
not to the Baron Renfrew, and he thus accepted the
invitation. It is not yet decided, however, under
what title lie will travel through the United States.

The Prince will reach New Y'ork on tlio 11th of
October, and remain until the 14th.

He goes from Hamilton, Canada West, to Chica-
go, where he will stay one day, then across the
prairies to St. Louis, where he will stay one day.
Returning, he willstay two half days at Baltimore,
two days at Washington, and one day at Philadel-
phia. Details of the journey are arranged almost
to the hour.

About one hundred Americans wore presented.
Mayor Wentworth, of Chicago, had an interview
with Lord Lyons, during the leveD, through the
American Consul. Thenoble lord entirely concurred
with bis ideas regarding the Prince's visit to the
West, but said that his stay at the West would en-
tirely depend upon the quiet allowed him. He
would everywhere insist upon paying his own bills.
Ifdisplays were gotten up like that here, the object
of the Prince's visit to America would be defeated.

Soum CAROLINA AND DISUNION. ?The letter of

Major B. F. Perry, of South Carolina, opposing a
dissolution of the Union without an overt act of a
Republican administration, is attracting much at-
tention both in his own State and at the North. The
following extract relates to the position of South
Carolina:

It is proposed for South Carolina to march out of
the Union solitary and alone. That if let alone we
shall do very well, and if an attempt is made to
force us back, the South will rally to the rescue.
YVe had better not depend on being let alone, if we
oppose the collection of duties. We may withdraw
our members of Congress, and no one will disturb
us. In 1851 President Fillmore did not manifest
any disposition to let us alone. He sent troops to
Charleston. General Jackson did the same thing
in 1831. We must not, therefore, expect to be let
alone. Will the other Southern States rally to our
assistance in doing that which they themselves
think it advisable not to do? Would it not bo more
prudent to get them to unite with us beforehand?
And if tbey will not unite in our action, for us to
stay with them till some act is done which will
unite the South? There is no doubt at all that, if
the whole South were united in any course, they
would take care of themselves in any emergency.
The proper course for South Carolina to pursue is
to say to the other Southern States she is ready to
act with them, and to wait their action, whatever
that may be. This will prevent her playing before
high Heaven a ridiculous larce or a bloody tragedy.

RESURRECTION OF HICKS. ?The newsboys of Satur-
day made their cry "The Resurrection" of Hicks!"
to some profit. The article in the Leader was trans-
parent enough to convince any one that it was of
the sensation character, since his stay at Pough-
keepsie, &c., iffacts, would not have been permitted
to transpire. Reporters, however, took the matter
in serious earnest, and scoured the Metropolitan Po-
lice district for the doctors having surnames Bimilar
to those in the article. The deputy marshals were
also interrogated, but all that could be elicited WRS
a statement that the writer of the biography of the
pirate had corroborated the story. This would make
it seem probable that the latter was made up of ma-
terial like the former, but would not add much to
its credibility. It may not be necessary to add that
the resuscitation of a man after having been sus-
pended as long as Hicks was, is wellnigb impossi-
ble.? N. Y. Post.

By the last arrival from Vera Cruz, letters fromhigh authorities at that place, containing exceed-

lm Portant intelligence, were received hereIheir contents, which are of a highlyexciting na-ture, have been communicated to us by persons
every way worthy of credit. We have already
noticed the fact, that the Spanish Commander at
\ era Cruz had made a demand on the Constitu-
tional Government for the restoration of the barkConcepcton, and that the demand had been re-
jected by President Juarez. It now appears that
this demand was made in a peremDtorv form, and
accompanied with a threat of immediate hostili-ties in case the demand should not be complied
with in 24 hours.

In consequence of this threat, and the anticipa-
tion that it would be followed by some practical
demonstration on the part of tiie Spanish squadron,
tiie Constitutional Government immediately made
preparations for defence. Everything was placed
in readiness to repel the expected attack. Theguns were kept loaded, the artillerymen attheir posts, the garrison under arms, anil the peo-
ple ot the town were set to work preparing ammu-
nition. At tiie last accounts it was expected mo-
mentarily that the Spanish tleet would commencea bombardment.

We are informed that the greatest enthusiasmprevailed among the population of the city. So farfrom dreading the attack, it was universally de-sired that the Spanish fleet should carry its threat
into execution.

" TM3 f® e,in K was produced and stimulated by the
confidence that the United States wonld embracetue opportunity of coming to the assistance of the
Constitutional Government. In fact, immediatelyon the occurrence ot these events, President Juarezdispatched letters to this country, which have sincegone on to Washington, and have before this timebeen laid before the Administration, asking Ameri-can al the privilege of raising
volunteers and procuring arms and munitions of
war within our territory.

There can be no doubt, likewise, that, should our
Government, through these means, become involvedindifficulties with Spain, an excellent opportunity
would be afforded for realizing our Cuban aspira-
tions. It is understood, moreover, that the JuarezGovernment, in case it get into a war with Spain,
will not confine its etlorts to purely defensive oper-
ations. If it can possibly raise the requisite means
and forces, it will fit out an expedition against Cuba.In such an event, itwould not be disadvantageous
for us that the possession of that island should be
transferred from the unfriendly Government ofSpain to the friendly Government of Mexico.

There can be no doubt that the Spanish Govern-
ment does actually entertain the design of seizing
on the first plausible pretext for making a hostile
demonstration against the Constitutional Govern-
ment. This is plainly manifested by the recent re-ply of Gen. O'Donneil, President of the Spanish
Congress of Deputies, to the interpellations of Sr.
Sagasta. He stated that in case the Mexican Gov-
ernment (Constitutional) should refuse to fulfill thestipulations of the Convention framed between theSpanish Government and Miramon, Spain would
possess the right of making reclamations, that she
would have justice, and with her fleets and her
armies wou'd know how to obtain it.

The Picayune, of Saturday, publishes news from
the interior of Mexico, received by the schooner
Red Fox:

The dates from Zacatecas are to the 28th ult.,
several days later than the news brought down by
the conducta. IJoth parties were fast bringing up
their respective forces, in expectation of a general
engagement. '1 he Defensor dc la Reforma express-
es confidence in another victory of the Liberals,
under Gen. Ortega, whose army had been strength-
ened by the union with it of the commands of Car-vajal, Berriosabal, Pueblita and Antillon, and wassaid to be in the best condition, and confident of
victory. the city of Guadalajara con-
tinued vigorously and closely besieged, and the
Defensor entertained no doubt that it would soonbe taken.

The same paper also says that the cities of Iguala
and Taxco, in the South, bad fallen into the handsof Arteaga and Alvarez, who were closely besieg-
ing Cuernavaca. Other important towns had been
taken by the Liberals, who were marching on thecapital from every direction. The Defensor enter-tains confidence in the speedy triumpliof the Lib-
erals everywhere.

MR. DOUOLAS AT NORFOLK.

llie Norfolk Herald gives the following synopsis
of the speech delivered by Mr. Douglas in that city
on Saturday night last:

Mr. Douglas entered fully into the discussion of
the principle of non-intervention by Congress with
the local affairs of the territories?that Congress
could not legislate slavery into territories where it
was unprofitable, nor legislate it out of those in
which it wa3 profitable. He believed that the peo-
ple ot this country were free to govern themselves
and make their own laws?if tbev should make bad
laws they must suffer the consequences until they
got sense enough to make better ones?-ifn-qr uouie
good one. P'"," ~r' ? iUlcu to tile benefits they
conler. Ho had derived his Democratic principles
from the Virginia school, and he still held thoseprinciples. The seceders from the Conventionwhich nominated him, had in 1852 subscribed to theprinciple of non-intervention as contained in thecompromise measures of 1850. Now, however,they were acting with the abolitionists, and like a
pair of shears, congressional intervention being thepivot, were cutting in the same direction but fromdiliercin. On tins suLj.o, a Southern seces-sionist was as daimcrous to the pc? ? n(1 wei[ttrcof the country as a Northern abolitionist.

He said that this was his first visit to this city,
and ho had justbeen handed a slip from a newspa-
per in which two questions had been propounded
to him, and although he felt under no obligation,
under the circumstances, to do so, stillhe would an-
swer them, but claimed at the same time that they
should also be put to the candidate of the secession-
ists and answered by him. These questions were :

"If Abraham Lincoln be elected President of the
United States, willthe Southern States be justified
in seceding from the Union?

"It they secede from the Union upon the inaugu-
ration of Abraham Lincoln, before he commits an
overt act against their Constitutional rights, will
you advise or vindicate resistance by force to their
secession ?"

He emphatically and unhesitatingly responded
to the first in the negative. In regard to the sec-
ond, he frankly declared that he would counsel the
adoption of precisely such measures as were taken
by "Old Hickory" in the case of the South Caro-
lina nullifiers. The right of revolution he fullyrecognised, but would recommend it only as a
last resort from oppression, and to be appealed to
after every other means of redress should fail, and
when the oppression became more intolerable than
the consequences of a revolution.

The following letter from Senator Hammond was
written in reply to an invitation to attend the late
political gathering at YVilliamston:

REDCLIFF, August 5, 1860.
* * * * * * * *

I have ha# the pleasure of a somewhat intimate
acquaintance with the Vice President and General
Lane during the last three sessions of Congress,
and while I deem them eminently qualified for the
exalted positions for which they have been named,
Ido not believe that any two men could be found
in America who would so promptly, and without a
second thought, lay down their lives, if needed, for
the preservation of the Union. I confess lam my-
self very far behind them in that particular. In
my hunible judgment every vote given to them i 9 a
vote for the Union, and every vote given to any
other candidate in the field is, whether intended or
not, a vote against the Union. And it is to me
passing strange, that, while every sensible man in
this country must know that the election of Mr.
Lincoln willput the Union in imminent and instant
hazard, and that neither Mr. Bell nor Mr. Douglas
can lay claim to one single authenticated and as-
sured electoral vote, any Southern man, or any
Northern, Eastern or Western patriot, should,
under any pretence, withhold his ardent support
from the only men who, in this greatest of all the
crises which our country has known since the
adoption of the constitution, can, under the cir-
cumstances, prolong, and perhaps make permanent
this confederacy. I cannot help believing that
they willbe elected. It is the next best step, for
llaC ouoOca avoryiKing but principle
should be sacrificed.

Ih e f°rt was attacked on the morning of the 6thinst., at daylight. Three of Gen. Walker's menwere slightly wounded. Fifteen of the enemy werereported killed and a number wounded. The ad-
vance guard of the expedition encountered a picketot the enemy two miles from the fort and drovethem in, with the loss of several killed. The mainbody rapidly followed up this advantage, and after
half an hour's hard fighting, drove the enemy fromthe fort. The Hondurean forces were reported by
the citizens to have amounted to 400 men.

Gen. Walker took prisoners the Collector of theI ort and a Lieutenant, hut afterwards released
them. He also took sixteen cannon?among themone twenty-four pounder and a brass twelve-pounder which commands the i'ass?one
hundred and twenty-five stand of arms, eighteen
hundred pounds of powder and a large"quan-
tity of munitions, including clothing, provi-sions, etc. Gen. Walker feels confident of being
able to hold Truxillo for the next four months
against any force that can be brought against him.
He is assisted by Gen. Cabanas, who is opposed tothe present President, Gen. Guardiola. The latter
has applied to Gen. Carrera, Dictator of Guate-
mala, for assistance, which has been refused.

A large number of the natives are joining Gen-eral Walker's standard.
The schooner Clifton was not seized by the au-

thorities at Belize; but her hatches were forcibly
broken open, and in consequence slie was aban-
doned under protest of her commander, Captain
McCormick. The Clifton had a regular clearance
trnm this port, and her cargo was not contraband
at Ruatan, the place of her destination. Several
masters and merchants have frequently carried
arms and ammunition from this port and Belize to
Ruatan, under regular entry, after paying duties.

PROFESSOR LOWE'S BALLOON TRIP TO

EUROPE.
The aerial commander, Prof. T. S. C. Lowe, still

indulges in confident hope that he will yet reach
the shores of the Old World, by a passage through
the upper air. llis darling project is not to begiven up. The Professor is a man of unbending
perseverance, and resolute determination. He cal-
culates calmly and serenely the future <>/' events,
and is not frightened nt Hie'past failures of others.
He has certainly a degree of recklessness in his
character, without which it would be impossible
to conceive him as the bold and daring adventurerthat he is. Success in every ascension which he
Has made in bailuoons of ordinary size, has filled
htm with a degree of confidence that admits of noidea ot defeat. From the tone of his conversation,
one is apt to infer that he finds it not a great deal
more difficult to cross the ocean in a balloon than itwould be lor Philadelphians to cross to Camden in

. i'T.i°?'' i'he public view this expedition withbut little favor. The word impossibility is heardinstantly, when the subject is broached.
This want of confidence in 'fie scheme of Prof.

Lowe is in part to be attributed to the innumerable
postponements of his trip which had been an-
u.inced to take place from New York, lie
however, mat on, v?, v Yorkers would not support
him. He has been receiveu Philadelphia with
mote cordiality, and is hacked by a number of
scientific men. For the past two or three months
he has been laboring upon the "Great Western,"now spread upon the ground at Point Breeze gas
works, and covering nearly four acres of space.
Ilis balloon has been thoroughly varnished, andeverything necessary for the voyage has been pro-
cured. His ascent will take place about the end of
the week. It will be conducted in a very quiet
manner. No announcement will he made on the
previous day, but the signal of his departure will
be the ringing of a city bell three or four hours he-
fore he bids us good-bye.

On Saturday afternoon he reeeived from New
Y'ork the metallic life-boat which is to be attached
to the boat, to provide for exigencies should any
danger arise while in the air ship. The boat is
named the Leontine, in honor of the wife of Prof.
Lowe. Its dimensions are: Length, 22 feet; depth,
2% feet; breadth of beam, G feet. The Leontine is
provided with two air-chambers, having a capacity
three times greater than that ol the chambers
usually constructed inthese boats?in each a screw-
valve is placed for the convenience of stowing away
supplies of provisions and clothing, to be used in
cased of necessity. The outfit for the voyage in-
cludes a supply of water and provisions sutficient
for the consumption of ten persons for six months;
and the sea-worthy character of thelife-boat,which,
the Professor states, is endorsed by the most com-

patent nautical authority, insures the safety of
the voyagers in any event, even should they be
compelled to abandon the balloon.

In order to provide for possible contingencies,the
boat has been fitted with a mast, twenty feet high,
bearing a large "mutton-shoulder" sail; two rud-
ders, with cords and tiller attached; four oars; two
India-rubber buckets, for water; a vapor-stove, and
an India-rubber covering extending from stem to
stern. The Professor stepped into the boat on Sat-
urday, dressed himself in his sub-marine armor, and
out he plunged into the water and floated like a
feather. There was a large number of persons as-
sembled on the wharves, many of whom, on being
told the nature of the boat and its captain, exclaim-
ed "foolish man," "guess his life isn't dear to him,"
etc. Should Lowe make his ascension to Europe
successfully, he will secure the praise, in exchange
for the pity, with which many now view him.

SAD AFFAIR?THREE PERSONS DROWNED?EXCITE-
MENT.?Between one and two o'clock yesterday af-
ternoon, a dreadful affair occurred npon the banks
of the Schuylkill, a short distance above Girard
Avenue Bridge, which resulted in the drowning of
a man and two boys. It appears that there was a
large pic nic of German and American families at
Schuylkill Heights. A lad named William Poot,
and two other bovs, proceeded to the banks of
the river, and the former went in to swim. He had
gone but a short distance from the bank when he
called aloud to his companions that he was drown-
ing. Charles Lengis rushed into the water in his
clothes, and catching the drowning lad by the hand
attempted to rescue him. But his efforts were un-
successful, and both sank to the bottom of the
river. The affair created the most intense .excite- -
ment among the excursionists, and several hundred ,
soon assembled upon the banks of the river. Boats
were procured, anu an attempt made to recover the
bodies. At this time the steamboat Frederick
Graeff passed up the river. The passengers on
board of her rushed to the western side of the boat
for the purpose of ascertaining what was the mat-
ter, when a young man named William Fite, who
was sitting upon a board projecting some distance
from the side of the boat, fell overboard and was
drowned. The captain of the Frederick Graelf in-
stantly stopped the boat, and backed her, but his
efforts to catch the drowning man before he sank
were unavailing. At a late hour in the afternoon,
the bodies of the unfortunate lads were recovered
and conveyed to their parent's residences. Wil-
liam Fite resided at No. 513 S. Third street, below
Lombard. He leaves a wife and several chil-
dren. Up to a late hour last evening his body
had not been recovered. A most singular circum-
stance in connection with this matter is the fact
that three years ago, yesterday, a son of Mr. Wil-
liam Fite lost his life by drowning.? Philadelphia
Inquirer of Tuesday.
