The private letters by the Africa draw a very gloomy '

picture. The depression occasioned by the unfavorable
weather was increased by political uncertainties. A lead-
ing circular says :

The unfavorable appeaiam cur uui crops and t/ie tin it-

ening complications in the Mediterranean have had an
effect upon the public funds and will probably aflect the
money market nxt. Until something more positive can
be Judged of our harvest, business will be pursued with
great caution. We have had a few days of fair weather,
but they have been succeeded by heavy rains and a close
atmosphere. As the blooming season of the wheat was
on the whole favorable, the crop would have been a good
one if it had not been for the very ungeni&l weather.
Much of the crop is lodged, a brisk wind and dry weather ;
are required to raise it. There is a good deal of talk

about the potatoe disease but thus far only the early
kinds have been attacked.

The MarkLane Express by this arrival, says:
"The past week has shown little improvement inthe

weather, the nights all being cold, the days cloutty, and
very heavy falls of rain being experienced on Wednesday
and Friday nights, llutfor this some Talavera wheat,
which is now ripe, would have heeu cut. A good deal of
barley has nearly reached maturity; but the bulk of the
growing wheat ripens very slowly, and creates more fear
as to the ultimate yield. Very many of the best pieces,
in the fens and light land, have been sadly knocked
about. Much of the hay got up this week lias been seri-
ously damaged, and a great deal is still out, with very
poor chance of its being well carried. Potatoes, as might
have been expected from the unfavorable season, threaten
to be as bad a crop as ever was known.

"Many places there were looking fair last week have
been seriously attacked by disease, both in this country
and in Ireland. Allthe surplus wheat of foreign coun-
..ries would so seem likely to he required to make up the
void of this season, though the liberal shipments now on
their way from America and Europe may, on arrival, pro-
duce dull markets. In the country, supplies in many
districts have been very short, and the average rates very
little altered, the reduction noted in some localities be-
ing about made up in others. The same uncertain
weather, with rain, having been experienced in Northern
Europe at a time when harvest was commencing, has
created some uneasiness, and produced an increased firm-ness in the prices of wheat. Odessa lias also been inOu-enced upwards by advices from the West, notwithstand-ing the favorable character of the harvest in Southern
Russia. Rut America, more especially the Western
States, being unusually well offthis season, prices therehave somewhat given way."

In relation to American slocks Messrs. Baring Brothers
k Co. remark:

American stocks without much variation invalue, and
with little business, except in railway bonds. The prices
of State stocks and of the Colonial securities have shown
a declining tendency for the last few days.

E. F. Satterthwaite says;
We have had an active market since our last in Ameri

can Securities, the di maud having become more general
InIllinois shares a further advance of 2 per cent, has

been established. United States 6 per cent, bonds are
rather more offered.

New 1 ork Central bonds and shares tire in good demand.

ST. JOSEPII, Aug. 31. ?The pony express, with
the following summary of news,arrived last night.

GENERAL NEWS.
Reports are in circulation that the Tehnantepec

route is soon to be opened and a line of steamers
established between San Francisco and New Or-
leans. The authority for these reports is supposed
to he the Hon. J. P. Benjamin, who arrived hereby the last, steamer.

The pony which should have brought the express
letters, with St. Louis dates to August Ith, arrived
at Carson rirer on the morning of the 15th inst.,
without rider or letter hags. The supposition is
that the horse threw the rider and got away, or
else that the Indians killed the rider, took the let-
ter hags, and allowed the horse to escape, the lat-
ter part of the theory not being probable, as the
lndians'would have kept the horse also.

The pony arrived at the station only a few hours
behind time, so that the accident, or whatever was
the matter, must have happened but a short dis-
tance east of Carson Valley; and yet, alter an in-
terval of nearly three days, no further explana-
tion of this strange interruption is given.

Another express with St. Louis dates to the 7th
is duo to-day. Its arrival will be telegraphed to
overtake the outgoing express at Carson Valley to-
morrow evening, if it comes in sutticiently early.

The outgoing pony express of the 15th, passed
through Carson Valley on the 16th, and departed
t hence for the East, the same as though nothing had
happened. The last two expresses have taken their
usual supply of letters. All the political parties
are actively preparing for their respective Conven-tions to nominate electoral tickets, and politics in

11 the interior counties engross the general public
attention.

In San Francisco the Republican organization
manifests much force and zeal. The leaders of that
party are very sanguine in regard to the proba-
bility of carrying the city for Lincoln, and possi-
bly the State.

Everything indicates that this is to be a year
of great political excitement throughout Cali-
fornia.

Col. Fremont has issued a notice to the Chinese
who are working the gold mines on his grant, for-
bidding them to pay any more license tax under
the Htate law taxing foreign miners. lie claims
that all the gold contained in the soil belongs to
him, and the State has no control over the disposi-
tion of private property.

The question arising" is whether the owners of
land uuder our Government, are also the owners of
the minerals, gold and silver contained in the soil?-
a question never yet, determined by the Supreme
Conrt of the United States.

The schooner Caroline U. Foote, which recently
brought the camels from Liberia, sailed yesterday
for the Amoor river via Ilakodadi, Japan, taking
home several Japanese who were left here sick by
the Japanese steamer Candinmurrah.

The National Rifles, Capt. Schaefer, of Washington
city, will pass through this city, en route for the
encampment, in full uniform, where they will re-
main until Friday night and then return.

All the military of this
city have received invitations; but the Law Greys,
Capt. Thomas Bowers, will he the only company
which will visit the encampment as a company.
Delegations of tho other military corps, together
with most of the commanding officers of the differ-
ent regiments, brigades and divisions, will visit
York, but not in their official capacity.

5 were harnessed and attached to the engine, the
tire started, and the apparatus on its way to the
fire before the alarm was given. This is not the
first time that the alarm has been detained at No. 5
engine house, and the Chief Engineer (who can not
possibly be aware of such misconduct) should see
that it willnot occur again, as serious results will
follow such action, if generally practised by the
different companies.

MILITARY AFFAIRS. ?The Battalion of Baltimore
City Guard is rapidly increasing jn numbers, and
was never more prosperous or in better condition
than at present.

CLEANING THE STREETS.? The Board of Health
have given orders to all the superintendents of
streets to rigidly enforce the law which requires
property-holders to keep the gutters and side-
walks in front of their property clean of grass.
This order had become necessary from the fact that
in streets composed entirely' of dwellings, the
grass has been allowed to grow until in some lo-
localities it is more than a foot in length. Its de-
composition would no doubt bring injurious effects
upon those neighborhoods, and therefore its re-
moval is necessary. Persons should have it pulled
out by the roots and thrown in heaps near th.-
ters, Irom whence it will tie removed by the city
carts.

dorses, in the most emphatic manner, the nomina
tion of George Win. Brown, Esq., for the Mayor-
alty. From its article of that day we translate a;

follows :

Previous to the nomination, the finger of Ihe
community pointed to Mr. Brown as the suitable
man tor the nomination. His nomination, there-

Those men may desire very earnestly to see their
favorite elected, but willconsider it beneath their
dignity to use improper means to accomplish their
purpose. They are at all times willingto bow to
the decision of the majority.

BLONDIN AND FAIUNI AT NIAGARA
The Buffalo Express of the 30th instant recounts

the feats of the rival rope-walkers over the Niagara
river as follows:

The announcement that these notorious individ-
uals would each carry a man upon their respective
backs over their respective cables drew a crowd to
the Falls yesterday. At least one thousand persons
went from this city, illondin's performance was
witnessed by, we should say, four thousand people,
stationed within his enclosures on the American
and Canadian sides, and upon the Bridge.

Precisely at four o'clock the Frenchman made
his appearance, and ran out upon his rope. Having
proceeded perhaps two hundred feet, he commenceda series of gymnastic exercises that we venture to
say no other man in the world would dare attempt,
hirst he lay at full length upon the rope; then he
turned a number of back somersaults; then he
hung by both feet; then by one foot; then by one
leg crooked at the knee joint; then he stood upon
his head. These feats were performed with amaz-
ing rapidity?a rapidity that was fearful to witness
or would have been hut for the perfect self-posses-
sion that was apparent in every motion.

Having readied the centre of the rope, Blondin
laid aside his balance-pole, placed his stomach upon
the cable and went through the motions of swim-
ming, after which lie descended the swing, which is
a permanent fixture at that point. This swing
hangs abont thirty feet below the cable. Here he
set himself whirling,making eighteen revolutions
in about as many seconds, and performed various
other surprising feats, concluding and climaxing
the whole by hanging to the swing with his head
downwards. He then ascended to the cable, picked
up his pole and trotted to the Canada side. The
time occupied in the whole journey was a litte over
fifteen minutes.

After a delay of about, half an hour, which was
mainly occupied in adjusting the guys, Monsieur
Blondin made his appearance on the Canada end of
the cable, bearing his agent, Mr. Harry Colcord,
upon his back. Considering the fact that Mr. Col-
cord weighs one hundred and forty-five pounds,
and that Blondin himself weighs but one hundred
and twenty-five, it may be imagined that he had a
pretty good load to carry. It was perfectly won-
derful to witness the ease with which Blondin
achieved this most dillicult and dangerous under-
taking. Colcord left his perch?we cannot think
of a better word?but twice during the entire walk,
and then merely stood upon the rope lor a half
minutenrso, for the purpose of "straightening out."
In exactly fourteen minutes from the time they left
the Canada shore, they were received upon the
American side with the hearty plaudits of the as-
sembled thousands.

Farini started with liis man?a Canadian by the
name of McMullcn?at five o'clock. He entered
upon his task with evident fear and trembling, and
proceeded with it in a bungling and awkward
manner. Having gone about fifty feet, he com-
pelled bis animate load to descend from its position,
sireteh out its respective legs, place its bands upon
his shoulders, and trudge along after him. it was
carry and uifload, unload and carry for the three-
quarters of an hnnr that he occupied in his "per-
formance"?which is acknowledged by all to have
been an exceedingly sorry one. It was witnessed
by less than fifteen hundred persons. Farini may
have pluck, but he lacks tact and experience. He
may aspire to be called the rival of Blondin, but at
present be must consent to be known merely as his
imitator.

DISASTER AT SEA.

The brig Zurich, Capt. Baxter, left Havre for this
port on the I-ith of July, with a number of passen-
gers, generally German immigrants, and a cargo of
coals. The voyage was uneventful until last Sun-
day morning, 20th ult., when, at 2 o'clock, blue
lights were seen to windward, off" George's Shoal.
These signals were presently followed by a flight of
seven rockets. The watch of the brig took this for
a call for a pilot. At daylight, however, a ship was
seen ahead on her beam ends, under lower topsails
and reefed foresails, and quire unmanageable, shift-
ingall round the compass. The wind hauled to the
southward, and at 10 o'clock the boats of the dis-
tressed vessel were got out, and the long boat came
alongside the Zurich with baggage and two ladies.
Returning, it brought the balance of the baggage,
and the life-boat transported to safe decks 27 per-
sons?all the unfortunate crew. The boats were
then cast adrift, and at 5 o'clock in the afternoon
the deserted hull went down.

It was the packet Roscius, in the Liverpool
trade. She was built in the year 1838, and after
serving as one of the pioneers' in the Collins line,
and passing through the hands of several owners,
became the propertv of Messrs. Ilowland & Froth-
ingham. She left Liverpool for what proved to be
her last trip to New York on the Bth of July, com-
manded by Captain Ilallett, who has made many

voyages. Iler cargo was coal. On Saturday last
a violent gale sprung up. Its fury was spent in four
hours. The sea rose and raged tremendously. The
officers of the Roscius and the Zurich concur in say-
ing that in all their experience they have never
seen such rage. While the storm was at its height,
the cargo of the packet was shifted, and it was
found that a plank was started. When the worst
was over there were four feet of water in the hold.
The pumps were worked hard, and the relief came
none too soon. The great joy of deliverance of the
people was heightened by the kind treatment they
reeeived from the crew and passengers of the
Zurich.

The brig was detained at Quarantine a few hours,
and anchored off Castle Garden about noon yester-
day. The owners of the Rosciu3 compute their loss
at $30,000. Three fourths of the sum are saved by
insurance. It is estimated that the packet left
Liverpool in a leaky condition, and that the pumps
were in use before she was struck by the gale off
George's Shoal. It is admitted that a crank vessel
might not have weathered that gale, and there is
fear that there will be tidings of other loss or ex-
treme peril.

The English papers say that the works at Cher-bourg are being prosecuted with great activity, as
a reply, it is supposed, to the recent vote of theHouse of Commons lor national defences.

GREAT BRITAIN.
In the House of Commons on the lGtli, Mr. Hon-nessy called cttention to a letter from Col. Styles,

aid-de-camp to Garibaldi, which was published in
the Time, inviting volunteers to join Garibaldi.?
He called on government not to sanction this viola-
tion of international law.

Sir .). Shelly said it was unfortunate Mr. lien-
nessy did not raise his objections when Irish subjects
lelt Ireland to enter the service of the Pope. He
trusted the gallant fellows who joined Garibaldi
would be better treated and more fortunate than
those who went to the defence of the Pope.

Lord Palmerston said government had no knowl-
edge of any enlistment in England for the service
of Garibaldi; but ifthe fact ot any such enlistment
was discovered, immediate steps would be takenfor putting a stop to it. Lord Palmerston also said
that government had received no information as to
the alleged landing of Garibaldi in Calabria.

On the 17th, in the House of Commons, Mr. Glad-
stone moved for an additional vote of £2,000,000 for
government requirements byway of Exchequer
bills. He said this increase in the estimates was
attributable to the present prospects of theharvest,which, ifbad, would entail considerable additionalexpenditure on government.

After some opposition the resolution was agreed
to.

Mr. Laing explained the failure of the Red Sea
Telegraph, and stated that although it had given
out in several places, government were nevertheless
bound to pay the guaranty. He stated that a con-
vention had been concluded with Austria for a sub-
marine line between Kagusa and Alexandria, for
which England was bound to pay £15,000 for
twenty-five years.

Lord Palmerston, in reply to inquiries, said that
government would do all in their power to prevent
the King of Dahomey from carrying out. his con-templated sacrifice of human life. His Lordship
also stated that the British Commissioner to Syria
had received instructions to demand the restora-
tion of the Christian women carried off and sold by
the Druses.

l'ho wheat harvest had partially commenced inthe south of England, and the crops were reported
good. The weather, however, continued wet and
unsettled, and hot sunshine was much needed.

The Times announces that Lord Stanley, of
Alderley, will succeed Lord Elgin as Postmaster-
General.

The ministerial white-bait dinner, the prelude to
the close of the session, was fixed for the 22d of
August.

It is stated that contracts had been concluded in
England for the construction of eight lirst-class
war steamers for the Spanish Government.

A long and interesting report by the special Par-
liamentary Committee on the subject of the mer-
chant shipping had been published. It reviews all
matters connected with the shipping interests.
The restrictions on foreign shipping are enlarged
upon, and a more liberal system is recommended.
The question of reciprocity, in the absence of di-
rect evidence, is treated as an open question, but at
the same time the Committee advocate reciprocity.

FRANCE.
The weather in France continued very variable,

With much rain.
It was stated that the French Government had

sold to Piedmont, at a reduced rate, 50,000 riflesand a certain number of heavy guns, with powder
and ammunition, and that a further quantity wouldalso be supplied.

The Paris Uonstituiionnel, in an article on the
military precautions of England, asks whether it is
wise to persevere in that svstem of conciliatory nr-
ragement, which meets with no response, and
points to the fact that the Emperor alone has hitherto
stood aloof from the passions and impulses of the
multitude, and shown himself more moderate than
his country.

The Constitnlionnel publishes a letter from Turin,
bearing the signature of M. Grandguillot, commen-
cing as follows:

"Italy is now entering the most critical and most
decisive period of her regeneration. Henceforth
she stakes on a single card either her ruin or her
salvation. Engaged as she is inthe path upon which
she has been thrown by the expedition of Garibaldi,
Italy will within two months be either free ami
completely independent, or Austria will again
reign, and this time from Messina to Turin."

The letter then details the course of past events,
and states that the negotiations between Naples
and Piedmont were unsuccessful by reason of Gari-
baldi's refusal to arrest his course, and on account
of the enthusiasm prevailing throughout Italy hav-
ing paralyzed the measures which Piedmont might
otherwise have taken to prevent further.complica-
tions.

The Superior Council of Commerce had closed
its inquiry relative to cotton manufacturers, and
had commenced its investigations relative to the
silk trade.

NAPLES.

On the 10th the Castiglia attempted, but without
success, to capture a Neapolitan steamer. The
Fulrninante tired upon the Castiglia.

Five hundred names have already been received,
many of the highest respectability, and some of in-
dependent means. His object was also to collect
money to equip the battalion, as all the money and
ammunition which Garibaldi had at his command
he reuuired for the troops be now has.

A Naples despatch of the 14th announces that the
electoral committees had been dissolved.

Naples despatches of the 10th state that tranquil-
lity still prevailed in that city,alsoin Calabria and
the Abruzzis.

Garibaldi continued to reconnoitre the Neapoli
tan Littoral.

THE SICILIANREVOLUTION.
A correspondent, writingfrom Point Faro, near

Messina, Aug. 10th, says that a number of expedi-
tions sailed from that place.

The first of them was directed to land between
Azzerello and Villa San Giovanni. The second suc-
cessfully landed at Fiumara Zaccherella. The third
reached Cannamiele. In ail, these three expeditions
did not number more than three hundred men. I
hear, though 1 do not vouch for the correctness of
my information, that a more numerous expedition
sailed last night from Milazzo for the Gulf of Gioia,
the intention being to land at a point between Pal-
mi and Nicotera. You may be surprised that,
though lam writingfrom the very camp of Gari-
baldi, I am not in a position to state the facts in a
more positive manner; but, the truth is, that no-
body knows what happens except the General him-
self and a few of his principal ollicers, secresy being
one of Garibaldi's militaryqualities.

I should not be surprised if all the preparations
made here for crossing over to Calabria should
prove to be intended only to deceive the enemy.
As matters stand now five or six thousand men are
encamped here. Some of them have been shipped
on board steamers anchored opposite to the house
from which 1 am now writing. Mcnotti, Garibaldi's
eldest son, arrived here last night from Palermo,
with eight hundred of the volunteers of Bertani's
last expedition. On the whole 1 think that the
force which the Dictator commands may be fairly
estimated at between '20,000 and 25,000 men. His
army has been formed into four divisions. One of
these divisions, that of .Medici, is at Messina.watch-
ing the movements of the Neapolitans who still
hold the citadel; the other three are partly concen-
trated in this place, while a brigade is posted at
Melazzo and Barcelona, and another, under Bixio,
has been sent to Bronte, in the province of Catania.

I do not know whether you are aware that the
most disgraceful anarchy prevailed in the province
of Catania, and especially at Bronte. A set of ruf-
fians had taken it into their heads that the day of
bloody revenge bad come, and were disgracing the
cause of liberty. As soon as Garibaldi was in-
formed that wholesale assassinations were commit-
ted at Bronte, he ordered General Bixio to hasten
thither with his brigade and put matters to rights.
On his arrival at Bronte, Bixio immediately or-
dered the arrest of thirty-two of the ring-leaders of
the assassins, and he had them shot within twenty-
four hours. He then issued the following procla-
mation:

"In virtue of the powers received from the Dic-
tator, General G. N. Bixio decrees:

"The town of Bronte, which has become guilty
of offences against humanity, is declared in a state
of siege

"Within three hours, beginning at nine o'clock
A. M., the inhabitants of the town shall give up
tbeir fire arms and other weapons, under pain of
being shot if they disregard the order.

"The municipality is dissolved, and shall be re-
constituted according to law.

"The authors of the perpetrated crimes shall be
handed over to the military authorities, and shall
be tried bv a court-martial specially appointed.
The town shall pay a war contribution of ten onzas
an hour tillorder "is restored, and the lirst instal-
ment of that contribution shall be paid to day.

"Bronte, August 6."
The consequence of this proclamation has been

that order and tranquillity have been restored in
the town.

MESSINA, Aug. 12.?Last nigbt four sailors be-
longing to her Majesty's ship Scylla deserted, in
order to join Garibaldi. Capt Lambert, the com-
mander of the Scylla, did all that was in his power
to recover the deserters, but he completely failed.
When the seamen belonging to the men-of-war
lying inthe harbor of Messina desert, for the pur-
pose of joining Garibaldi's troops, they enlist under
assumed names; and for this reason the Sardinian
admiral at Palermo, and the English commander
and vice-consul in Messina have been unable to
find the deserters from their ships.

All last evening fires were seen on the Calabrian
Mountains behind Pizzo. They were evidently
signals made to Garibaldi by the Calabrian bands
which have joined the expedition of Major Missori.
From about 10.30 firing was beard in the direction
of Fort Scylla; but as that place is hidden from
view by the land about Torre del Cavallo, nothing
could be clearly distinguished except the heavy
boom of artillery. The Neapolitan steamers were
cruising all night as usual, but they did not fire,
and only made signals with rockets. It is supposed
that the firing heard was caused by an attack made
by Major Missori's party on Fort Scylla. At 145the firing altogether ceased. It is reported that amore numerous expedition landed on the Calabrian
coasts during the night

The Messina correspondent of the Morninq Pontwriting on the 7th inst.. says : '

On the evening of the sth of August Garibaldi
caused the Bishop of Messina to be put under ar-rest, in consequence of the intrigues and plots whichthe prelate, at the instigation of the Court of Romewas carrying on against the Provisional Govern-ment. His house was at once searched for papers
and there was found a letter from l'ius the Ninth'denouncing with the greatest possible vehemencethe character and policy of Garibaldi.

?At present it is not known what course Gari-
baldi will pursue in the matter, but it seems proba-
ble that the Bishop will be exiled.

AUSTRIA.
According to the Elberfeld Gazette , the report

that Austria had directed her ambassahor at Paris
to declare that she would not sutler any further

revolutionary proceedings in Italy is unworthy of
credit.

It is stated that equality in civil and political
matters is to be proclaimed for all Austrian sub-
jects, of whatever creed, on the anniversary of theEmperor's birth.

SARDINIA.
It is affirmed that Sardinia continued her war

preparations with much activity.
The fortifications of Ilologna arc now in a for-

midable state, and Plaeentia, which Austria evacu-
ated, is now a first-rate stronghold. Lucca and
Floience have revived their old gun foundries,
and France had furnished 50,000 rifles from the
government arsenals. The hum of military prepa-
tions in Northern Italy is loud and incessant.

THE EAST.
The Levant Herald of the Bth instant states that

the Turkish Government, on the representation of
Fuad Pasha, has determined on replacing all the
officers of the army of Arabistan by others fromthe army of Anatolia. Those who have been im-
plicated in the late events will not be included in
this arrangement, hut be dealt with separately.

Kurschtd Pasha, the late Governor of Beyrout,
was placed in arrest, it appears, on the express de-
mand of Admiral Martin. Two of Kurschid's sub-
ordinates, his ICehaya, and Cavis-Uasbi, are both in
prison at Beyrout. From the fact that they are
kept, in irons, it would seem that the displeased
Turkish officials have less influence in the province
than they would be able to command at Constan-
tinople.

Ahmet Pasha was the Commander-in-Chief of the
Army of Arabistan, the Governor-General of Da-
mascus. Before being sent back to Beyrout, for
trial, he was, according to an order from the Sul-
tan, publiclydegraded from his rank in the great
square of the Seraskeirat. A largo body of troops
and civil functionaries were assembled on the
ground to witness the ceremony of degradation,
which was performed with all the humiliating pre-
cision usual on such occasions. The Imperial or-
ders having been read aloud, the brass feztbutton,
epauletts and sword of the degraded General wereroughly taken from him, and liis deprivation of all
rank and honors proclaimed to the spectators. He
was then marched back to his prison, and the
troops withdrew to their quarters. This well de-
served act of Imperial severity reduces the roll of
muehirs to 84, which will doubtless be further cut
down by the similar degradation of Kurschid Pasha,
of Beyrout.

ALEXANDRIA,Aug. C.?Since the arrival of Fund
Pasha at Damascus, on the 30th ultimo, the only
news is that he refused to receive the members of
the Divan w hen they called upon him; that the
Christians had received permission to leave theplace, which they were prevented from doing be-
fore; and that some 2,000 persons had availed them-
selves ot the liberty, and were seeking refuge at va-
rious places on the coast, chiefly at Beyrout.

From Jafla we learn that the panic lately preva-
lent there hail likewise subsided since the arrival of
the British and French vessels of war. Allpersons
entering the town were disarmed at the gates. The
French rear-admiral and the French commander
had paid a visit to .Jerusalem, where Turkish soldi-
ers had been placed to keep guard over the Christ-
ian churches and convents. Detachments of troops
had likewise been sent to Caipha, Xablous and
Bethlehem; but, as may naturally be supposed after
the recent conduct of" the Turkish soldiers, these
measures do not contribute much towards the estab-
lishment of any sort of general feeling of security.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. B.?Yesterday intelligence

of a massacre at Baalbec, and in the surrounding
villages of the Bckaa, reached us. The Metualis
of the district, assisted by a number of Kurds, and
also, as it would appear, by some irregular troops
sent to preserve order, rose and attacked the Chris-
tians, murdering the men and violating the women.
The despatches make no mention of the number of
victims, but twenty churches and two convents
have been burnt.

Our lastest news from Damascus is of the 27tli of
July. The Mussulman population had again as-
sumed a menacing attitude. The general disarma-
ment attempted by Mohamed Pasha, the new
Governor, has not succeeded; and a largo body of
fanatics were parading the town, crying out for
the surrender of the Christians who had taken re-
fuge in the citadel. No mention is made of the
arrival of the troops despatched from Beyrnut on
the 24th of July.

In my last letter I mentioned that Fuad Pasha
had sent Ahmed Pasha under arrest to Constanti-
nople. He seems to have been disposed, for some
reason with which 1 am unacquainted, to deal
more leniently with Kurschid Pasha, of Beyrout;
this latter functionary having, inthe tirst instance,
been merely removed from his office.
Martin and Mr. Moore took a different view of *he
matter; and it was. 1 am informed, only on a
strong expression of opinion on the part of the
Admiral that the Imperial Commissioner placed
Kurschid Pasha under arrest, and sent him also to
Constantinople. Both these prisoners have been
committed to Fuad Pasha's hands. The fact is,
there is a general cry for their heads, and the
Porte and her Commissioner are equally desirous
to avoid the responsibility of dealing with these
men.

POLITICAL^
NON. A.IR. STEPHENS ON THE STIIMP FOE MB. DOUGLAS.

AUGUSTA, Sept.. I.?An immense audience of
ladies and gentlemen assembled at the City Hall
Park to day to hear Hon. .Mr. Stephens, lie said
he appeared before the people reluctantly, but
could not refuse the invitation of his old constitu-
ents. The signs of the times, he says, portend evil,
and everything seems to he tending to nationaldisruption and general anarchy. Whether thistendency shall be arrested depends on ihe virtue,
intelligence and patriotism of the people of all
parts ol the country in the present great crisis o!
our history.

He declared that he was infavor of Messrs. Doug-
las and Johnson, the regular nominees of the Dem-ocratic party. He said that whether Mr. Dou"las

received two-thirds of the electoral vote or no*,' ac-cording to the usages of the party, he received two-
".f . 'I "-nvention. WL? ?hvo-thirds rule wasadopted upon the p<>. K-?>entary urn,-.
such as provided by the Constitution to pass a law
over the veto of the President by two-thirds of those
present voting for it. Anv other construction of
the Charleston and Baltimore Conventions was an
interpolation and wrong. And whether Mr. Doug-
las got 212 votes, as asserted on one side, or 154, asalleged on the other, he received more than two-
thirds after the seceders left.

He said he supported the Douglas ticket because
it was placed on the time-honored platform of non-
intervention?the onlyprinciples which can pre-
serve the Union. The objections urged against
Mr. Douglas by the seceders were that Mr. Doug-
las refused to say it was the duty of Congress to do
what they would not do themselves. Mr. Douglas
refused to say it was the duty of Congress to pass
laws to protect slavery in the territories; hence
they oppose him and refuse to vote such a law
themselves.

Mr. Stephens defended Mr. Douglas against the
charge that he would not yield to the decision of
the Supreme Court. He said Mr. Douglas agreed
with every principle decided by the Dred Scott
case, but insisted that the point, how far a terri-
torial Legislature might constitutionally regulate
slavery, had not been decided. No case involving
the principle had been before the Court; Mr.
Douglas' position being the perfect equality be-
tween the citizens of all the States with the rights
of persons and property. He said that Mr. Doug-
las believed a territorial Legislature might, by a
system of laws, virtuallyexclude slavery.

Ho (Mr. Stephens) differed from Mr. Douglas in
this point, hut he said it was a matter of vital or
essential importance, because if a majority of the
people of a territory opposed slavery itwould not
go there. He saw no injury to the South resulting
from it. He believed that slavery will go to the ex-
tent of its capacity to expand. Beyond this, no law
of Congress or territorial Legislatures can ex-
tend it.

He dwelt upon the advantages of the Union and
the importance of preserving it. It was the best
government in the world ever established, and if it
falls we shall never see the like again.

He concluded by calling on the patriots of all
sections to unite to save it. He said the Union had
enemies at the North and at the South but he was
not one of them. He said he knew Mr. Breckin-
ridge's abilityand patriotism and would have sus-
tained him had he been nominated bv the National
Democratic Convention, but he would not sustain
him in his present position which divides the party
and increases the chances of the Republican candi-
date, so fearfully close before. He did not regard
Mr. Breckinridge as a disunionist, but his running
endangers the union notwithstanding, and he has
no chance of an election before the people.
