A STrANGE ProceepiNg.—During the session of
the National Democratic Convention in this city,
(about the 22d of June last,) while a meeting was
progressing in Monument equare, the cry of fight
was raised at the corner of Calvert and Fayette
streets, The oflicers rushed to the scene and ar-
rested a young man named Goldsmith and two
others, and conveyed them to the station honse. A
few minutes after the arrest had taken place it
was discovered that a young man named Garvey,
had been stabbed, and that he had sought refuge in
the billiard saloon of Mr. Henry Hemling, on Fay-
ette street. Garvey had not participated in the
fizht: had no companions or even acquaintanc
near him. IIe was taken to the station house for
the purpose of having his wound dressed which
was avery severe one, the blade of the knife
having entered at the side of the spinal column,
justabove the hip. Goldsmith and his companions
reached the station house some minutes before Gar-
vey was carried in. Before they were put back they
were searchad, and on Goldsmith was found a
six inches long in the blade, the point of
ch, for a distance of nearly two inches, was cov-
ered with blood. In answer toa guestion as to how
the blood got on the knife, he replied that he had
been eating crabs during the evening, and had
used the knife to cut them.  When the wounded
man was brought in, he was asked if he thought he
could identify the peason who stabbed him, and he
replied that he had received the wound from the
rear, but believed that he could identify the party
whom he supposed did it, as he suspected a ycusg
man who had been following him, and who had ac-
costed him rudely. Without the knowledge of
Garvey, the Captain ordered Goldsmith to be
brought out and placed among other persons.
Garvey was lying on his face when the accused was
brought out, and he did not see him until asked if
he could identify the party who he supposed
stabbed him, in the crowd before him, and without
the slightest hesitation he pointed out Goldsmith.
Goldsmith was committed to jail by Justice Hiss
on the charge of stabbing with intent to kill. This
was on the 22d of June. On the 3d of July, the
last day of the sitting of the Grand ury, while
young Garvey was lying on his bed suffering from
the wound, the Grand Jury issued a discharge for
Goldsmith, on the ground that there was no evi-
dence to retain him. Some people might think
that it was the duty of the State’s Attorney to see
that the evidence, which would have held Gold-
smith, should have been furnished the Grand Jury,
but this was not done, and he was accordingly dis-
charged. Garvey, who has now recovered, has
been waiting patiently to be summoned to testify
in the case. Goldsmith was set at large, and a few
evenings since was arrested near the Richmond
market, on the charge of rioting and disorderly
conduct, and in default of security committed to
jail.

Fire.—A little after nine o’clock last night, an
alarm of fire was sounded from box No. 9, corner
of St. Paul and Hamilton streets, and at about the
same time, a fire broke out in the second story of
a frame house on Saratoga street, occupied by a
negro named James Davis. This unusual occur-
rence divided the attention of the members, some
thinking that the bells were ringing home, causing
the officers of the different apparatus to proceed
in different directions. The fire in Saratoga street
was extinguished with a few buckets of water. It
originated by the accidental burning of some cloth-
ing hanging in a closet,where Davis’ wife was en-
gaged stopping a rat hole. No cause for the alarm
from box 9 could be dizcovered, the policeman on
the beat and the party holding the key of the sig-
nal box knowing nothing about it. It was after-
wards ascertained that the original alarm was given
from box 17, Paca and Franklin, and proceeded
from the burning of a bed in a2 house in Eutaw
Court, between Mulberry and Frauklin, Eutaw and
Howard streets,

At eight o’clock in
the morning the following societies met at Tarner
Hall on Pratt street, near Eutaw street, when they
formed into procession, and the line of wmarch was
taken up for the (lardens:—Liederkrantz, Ilarmo-
ny, Arbeiter, Gesang Verein, Germania, Turner
Liedertafel, and Arion. The procession was headed
by Linhardt’s band, and Smith’s cornet band was
in the centre. Throughout the entire line of march
these bands performed excellent music. On reach-
ing the grounds, the different gocieties formed a
circle and opened the ceremonies of the day with a
grand chorus, which was sung with marked ability.

At
two o’clock dinner was eaten, and the crowd was
increasing every moment in numbers. After dinner
the sncieties formed into procession and marched
} to the dancing arbor where, in combination, several
tunes were sung. They then proceeded to the main
stand, where each society sung separately for the
annual prize. While the societies were thus en-
gaged the minor portion of the erowd were climb-
ing polls for prizes, playing in the kissing ring or
running races in bags. The grounds were spotted
with stands at which lager beer and lemonade were
sold to the hundreds who crowded around, while at
each of the society positions the free keg of the
non-intoxicating beverage was dealt out liberally
and generously from the mammoth horns and other
curiously wrought cups and bowls. Assoon as the
societies left the dancing arbor, th~ instrumental
music commenced and the merry dance began.

The reverse side is of
splendid blue silk, on the top the coat of ar of
the Seventh Regiment. The statue of Washington
then occupies the entire centre. The size of each

color is six feet six inches fly and six feet deep on
the pike. The length of the pike, including the

MEETING OF THE DOUGLAS DEMOCRATI(
CITY CONVENTION—DIVISION OF SEN
TIMENT ON THE QUESTION OF THE
MAYORALTY — ALMOST A RUPTURE—
THE CONVENTION ADJOURNS WITH-
OUT COMING TO A DECISION.

Last evening the Douglas wing of the Democra-
cy met in Rechabite Hall, in response to a special
call, for the purpose of making arrangements to
receive IHon. Stephen A. Douglas on Thursday
next, and to transact any other business. It was
generally understood that the question of nomi
nating a candidate for the Mayoralty would be in-
troduced, which had the effect of bringing out
most of the members. Previous to the Convention
being called to order, it was manifest that a decid-
ed division of sentiment prevailed on the propriety
of a nomination, and there would be warm times
before the question could possibly be settled.

Ateight o’clock, John S. Wright, 1., called
the Convention to order, and John M. Tormey was
appointed Secretary {:ra tem. h

Mr. Wright said that the meeting was called for
the purpose of appointing a Committee to receive
the Hon. Judge Douglas, the National Democratic
candidate for the Presidency. He desired to see a
committee appointed who would reflect honor on
the Democracy of this city, and convince the dis-
tinguished statesman that he has some friends in
this city, il not a great many.

Mr. 1. Gosnell moved that the Democratic City
Convention be appointed that committee, and that
the Chair be empowered to increase the number.

Mr. Ballard said that he earnestly desired to have
an opportunity to vote for a good D2mocrat, but it
would be suicidal to nominate under the present
state of political affairs. If a Douglas man was
nominated and defeated, it would be blazened
abroad that it was a Doug defeat. If a
Breckinridge ‘'man was nominated, every Demo-
crat who is a friend of Mr. Douglas would feel im-
pelled from a sense of henor to support the nomi-
nee, and if that candidate was elected, it would be
heralded abroad as the trinmph of Mr. DBreckin-
ridge.

LETTER FROM SAM HOUSTON WITHDRAWING FROM THE

, August 18, 1860,

To my Friends in the United States :—1 withdra
my name from the list of candidates for the Pr
dency. I consented to its use because the call came
from the spontaneous voices of respectable num-
bers of the people themselves, not because I desired
the office. But the time has now arrived when it
betiooves every patriot to act for himself,and to do
all in his power to save his country from -
ous war of sectionalism and a reckle
union, North and South. The responsibility now
devolves upon the candidates themselves, whether
called into the field by the untrammelled will of
the people, or by the several conventions, which
have unfortunately destroyed all harmony and
threatened the stability of the Union itself. "I can-
not hesitate in my belief that it is the duty of the
candidates to sacrifice their hopes upon the altar
of our common country. It may be said that I
yield least, as my chances of sue are not so ap-
parent: But with four opponents of the nomince
oi’ the Republican Convention in the field, the de-
feat of all is equally certain. In such a scramble
the pleasure or mortification of getting more pop-
ular or fewer electoral votes would only be com-
parative, and neither candidate would stand re-
lieved before the country, from the charge of hav-
ing recklessly tampered” with the liberties of the
best government in the world.

Let not those who rely upon carrying theelection
into the House of Representatives deceive them-
selves. The people have been taught to dread such
a consummation. Neither four, three, nor two op-
ponents to the Republican candidate can carry it
there; and if they could, the strife which is being
engendered among the different factions, would
render the result very uncertain. There must be
an abandonment of specious dogmas, clap-trap
platforms, and electioneering cant; and a concen-
tration upon a common principle, for a common
purpose, or else the factions which, united, wouald
constitute a majority, must make up their minds to
the elevation of a sectional President, whose claim
to success is based upon opposition to the institu-
tion, whose existence should never have been
brought into national politics. A timely union of
all national Union men to defeat this scetionalism
would put an end to discord and a clamorous ten-
dency toward union.

I call upon my countrymen to forget me, and to
forget the claims and endorsements of all
men, as well as the hopes of the mere office seekers
who expect to profit by the elevation of one man
or another, They should remember the farewell
address of the Father of his Country, and the im-
mortal sentiment of the hero of New Orleans and
sage of the Hermitage, “the federal Union, it must
be preserved.” Could the spirits of Jackson, Clay
and Webster be recalled to take part in t otiv
transactions of the political arena, the Union
would be preserved. Laboring through life to
perpetuate its glory, they knew its value and ap-
preciated its blessings.

Tae Deara or Commanper Mclsrosi.—The tele-
graph announces the death, at Pensacola, Florida,
of flag-officer James Meclntosh, Commandant of the
navy-yard at that place. He had been ill for some
time, so that the intellizence of his deceasa was not
unexpected. Commander Mclntosh was a native of
Georgia, from which State he received an appoint-
ment in the navy in the year 1811, a few months
preceding the occurrence of some of the most
eventful incidents recorded in our naval ann;
He was, consequently, 49 years an officer, of which
20 were spent at sea. The shore duty credited to
him is eleven years and eight months. He was
thirteen years and three months idle. The partic-
ulars of  the Commander’s services embrace remi-
niscences of every vessel in the navy, and of every
squadron. e bas been actively engaged on them
all, and was considered an authority on matters
relating to the proper distribution of men-of-war on
foreign stations. His death elevates a single step
the 58 captains whose names follow his on the Naval
Register, his relative position on which will now
be occupied by Com. Tatnall, late Commander-in-
chief of the China fleet. In compliance with the
usual naval custom, in deference to the memory of
the dead, every United States national ship in com-
mission will fly her flag at half-mast “from flag-up
until sundown,” and fire a salute of 21 gun noon
on the day succeeding that on which news of the
Commander’s death shall be officially communicated
to her commander.

A SECOND ATTEMPT TO ARREST
THE FUGITIVE.

Mr. .\lc(_’nrly, United States Marshal, then asked
the man his name, but, instead of replying, he made
another effort to strike the officer, who suddenly
caught him and held him fast. McCarty then
again demanded his name, and asked him why he
endeavored to assault his visitor without provoca-
tion. He replied that his name was Pickett. The
Marshal then asked him if Booth w secreted in
!_ns hu_usv, and informed him that he had a warrant
for his arrest. Pickett replied that he had been
there, but had gone away. At this time, Pick
shnu(ctl_“llclp, for God’s sake ! ”” when a terri
commotion began to be heard in the house, and
ll.m'lu('n other mer, armed with guns, pistols and
pitchforks, came from the interior of the dweliing
and surrounded the officers, threatening their lives

if they did not leave the premises.

Th demonstrations aroused the suspicions of
the officers, who now began to doubt the truth of
Pickett’s assertion that Booth had ieft the house.
They were proceeding to search the house, when
Pickett desired that he mizht be permitted to put
on some more clothes, and upon being released,
E d a horn hanging near, and gave one blast
upon it. It was immediately taken from him, but
was answered in a dozen different directions, and
men were seen coming from all quarters, armed
with guns and pitentorks. They immediately add-
ed themselves to the force already collected, and
commenced threatening the fives of the officers and
aiming their guns at their breasts.

/ery soon after armed men began to arrive in
wagons, and in the short space of one hour and a
half, sixty-two men had gathered together, thus
outnumbering the officers nearly twelve to one.
Some twenty five men then ranged themselves in
order, and pointing their guns at McCarty and his
men, ordered him to leave. One of them had his
gun cocked, and became so much excited that he
dizcharged it, the ball entering a barn near by.

The mob then demanded of McCarty what he in-
tended to do? He boldly and emphatically replied
that “he came there to take Booth, and that if he
could get sight of him, he should accomplish h
purpose or die in the attempt. That the me
were with him were determined men, and i
lence was offered, it must be done at their peril.”
Mr. McCarty then asked them their purpose. They
replied that Booth should never be taken, except
over their bodies. That they defied the govern-
ment, and that no power on earth could get him
from them. Again they demanded that the Mar-
shal should depart, but he cooly informed them that
he was not yet ready, and asked their names, A
large number immediately stepped up and gave
them,together with their places of residence, coupled
with the assertions that they would “lynch, shoot
and guarter”” every Government officer who at
tempted to accomplish Booth’s arrest. McCarty
did not deem it advisable to risk the lives of

Moust Nor Arrest SuspecTeD PErsons Too Hasriny.
—A correspondent of the New York Heraid writes
to that journal as follow

I was for many years connected with the London
police on detective service, but am now a resident
of New York city. Permit me briefly to say that,
in my judgment, the reason why some of our mys-
terious crimes are not ferreted out is that too great
haste iz used in arresting suppesed offenders and

locking them up when the evidence is slight. In-
stead of this course being pursued, let the police,
the coroner and magistrates exercise for a time

surveillance only. Offenders are apt to grow bold
when permissively unmolested. Itisan old pro

verb, “give a rogue rope enough and he will hang
himself.” Our police and coroners, the moment
they suspect a2 man let him know it, and shut him

up, and he is straightway on his guard. Suppose
Mrs. Cunningham had been let out on bail very
early, or not arrested at all, but had been watched
night and day, or, as we say, “spotted.” The re-
sult of this kind of man@uvre appeared in the baby
sequel, which was successful. Take the recent
case of Charles Jefferds, He wassuspected, and he
gave himselt up, Instead of being placed under
surveillance and allowed his rope, he is locked up
and put on his guard. Suppose he had not been
placed in custody, then he would have been forced
to become a witness, The coroner’s jury could
have pronounced on the mere cause of death, And
if Jefferds be the murderer, I venture say that,
by his words, his acts, his letters, his visits, his in-
comings or outgoings, or in a very few weeks rea-
sonable detective surveillance, would have been
found (which now has been perhaps prevented)
some tangible legal evidence of his guilt. These
illustrations will show my ideas.
