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At the ensuing Mayoralty election a question
will be tested which lias been often and anxiously
debated by those who watch the working of our
political system, but which this community has
seldom before been so distinctly challenged to an-
swer. Those who deny the capacity of men for
self-government are beginning to refer to the
Democratic inslitutions of this country in confir-
mation of iheir views. They admit that, accord-
ing to the theory of our Constitution, every citi-
zen is supposed to enjoy absolute politicaLfreedom,
but they insist that this principle amounts to noth-
ing as practically illustrated. The American
people, are told, do not use the privilege of
thinking for themselves to such an extent as is
generally imagined. Everyone votes it is true,
hut whenever he does so he is restricted in the ex-
pression of his opinions within the narrowest pos-
sible limits. Instead ot the unbounded discretion,
which he believes himself to be wisely exercising
when lie goes to the ballot-box, lie is simply indi-
cating, at the dictation of party leaders, his pre-
ference for one of two men, or one of two conflict-
ing measures, none of which may perhaps com-
mend themselves to his judgment. In other words
it is asserted that the people are incapable or grow
weary of giving to political affairs the constant
and intelligent consideration which these require, I
and that consequently they soon devolve the duty
upon a very insignificant minority. Thus some
nations when they tacitly delegate authority to an

autocrat or an oligarch}', renounce all idea of in-
terfering directly with the course of the govern-
ment: while others, though they tenaciously re-
tain the right to control the rulers whom they
have temporarily chosen, unconsciously suffer
their unrelinquished power to he habitually wielded
by the few, through the instrumentality of party
organizations, fc'ucb, it i 3 said, i 3 the condition of_
things here, and that being the case, the only differ
ence between the masses in this country and else
where lies in the fact that it requires more hands to
manage Hie machinery by which the will of the peo-
ple is supposed to he registered, than are employed
where the form of taking the sense of the nation is
never gone through. Nay, our crilics go farther
than this, and assert that there is really less
independence of thought and action in America
than in England. They assume that where, as in
England, many distinct classes or interests are
represented, as such, in the government, numerous
points are always presented, around which inde-
pendent opinions of every shade can rally. But
where the people are generally divided, as here,
into two great parties, we are compelled to choose
between such few issues and candidates as the
leaders 011 either side may br: ng forward, or occupy
an isolated position with which only an individual
here and there will sympathise. While wedo not ad-
mit the soundness of all the views which we have en-
deavored thus briefly to reproduce, itwould he folly
to deny that in some particulars they areunforluu-
atcly too well founded. We need not look beyond
our own city for examples to show how blindly
men are wedded to party, and how rare a thing
it is to see them assume an independent stand in
any instance. How many men dare to step out
of ihe party lines, and determine for themselves
what course it is their duty t 0 pursue? How
often does a candidate, though acknowledged to
be the ablest and the purest in the field, receive
any support worth speaking of, except when he
is the nomine. ~f a partisan convention? It
has been the fortune of li.c Democratic party
of this city?whether of its own accord or from
the force of circumstances, it is not necessary now
to discuss?to have been identified for the last four
yeats with the cause of law and social order.
It has been, during that period, arrayed in
unavailing opposition to an organization which
has had perjury and murder for its allies.
But notwithstanding this, numbers of people
who rejoice most in their enlightened capacity
for self government, have been unwilling to
vote, even for the right, in Democratic
companionship and have preferred, prac-
tically to sustain the clubs. Shackled with
old party prejudices, they couli not lift a hand
even byway of protest against the anarchy
which they affected to deplore. With our expe-
rience, tnerefore, of the past, it does not become
us to boast 100 loudly of our independence,
or to plume ourselves 100 much upon the dis-
cretion with which we ordinarily exercise it.
But our business is now Jess with the past than
with the present. We have alluded to the failure
of the people to follow heretofore what was so ob-
viously the right, in defiance of party dictation,
because the relative strength of party ties and pa-
triotic duty is again to be tested. Fraud and ruf-
fianism and extravagance have, it is conceded,
marked the course of our municipal government
for several years past, in opposition to the ruling
powers, a candidate lias now been nominated for
the Mayoralty, who is admitted on all hands to
be capable, energetic and honest He was
not nominated by any political party, nnd
he cannot expect Ihe undivided support of
any. His name has been simply presented to the
consideration of the people by a number of res-
pectable citizens who certainly have no private
ends to serve. That portion of the press which
has advocated the election of a Mayor without re-
gard to party has given honorable evidence of the
integrity with which it assumed such a position,
by advocating Mr. BROWN'S election. The jour-
nals representing the DOUGLAS and BRECKINRIDGE
wings of the Democratic Party have redeemed the
pledge they gave to support a fit man, regardless
of his political proclivities, and the independent
and neutral papers have assumed the same no.
sition. Only those people who have hitherto,
through party spirit, refused to co-operate with their
former opponents even in a good work, have hesi-
tated to endorse the nomination ; and those jour-
nals only, which, animated by the same motives,
have hitherto sustained a party which has brought
us to the verge of ruin, have declined to partici-
pate in an independent movement to redeem the
reputation and advance the prosperity of our city.
Most men have recognized the necessity of a re-
form of some sort in the administration of onr mu-
nicipal affairs, ami all concede the ability and
integrity of the man who is willingto inaugurate
it. Will the citizens of Baltimore shake off party
trammels, and, spurning the advice of the interested
politicians who appeal to their partisan prejudices,
take the course that patriotism and duty so mani-
festly dictate? This is one of the questions the
answer to which is awaited by all good citizens,
not without anxiety, but with still greater
confidence.

First class American Hotels arc institutions
which are, in some important respects, peculiar to
this Continent. Palatini in their style of construc-
tion, and palatial nlso in their interior adorn-
ment, they are nevertheless conducted on the
strictest principles of Republican equality. Mer-
chants and nrtizans, largo landed proprietors and
smalt farmers, lawyers and doctors, actors and
clergymen, naval and military officers, specula-
tors, clerks, and people of every grade of intelli-
gence and of every class in society, except perhaps
the very lowest, all meet and mingle together in
these huge caravansaries; receive the same atten-
tion, partake of similar viands; drink of the same
wines?if they can afford to pay for them?and are
provided, without any marked distinction of per-
son, with all those luxurious appliances for which
American hotels are famous. It requires no little
executive ability to manage successfully a public
institution of this kind. The guests of a hotel
constitute a mixed community, chance or-

dered, constantly coming and going, and
each individual of the shifting multitude
entertaining a sense of his own importance
which will not brook neglect, and which demands
that every whim and vagary shall he gratified, and
that every want, however extravagant and absurd,
shall meet with prompt attention. The BONIFACE
of the old Dramatists was a portly and jovial host
who stood at his tavern door to welcome the arri-
val of travellers; greeted them as they entered the
house with a roguish twinkle of the eye and a merry
jest; saw to their wants in person, and stood ready
to share in their potations upon the least intima-

tion that his company was desirable. But the old
race of BONIFACES has disappeared with the old
fraternity of stage coachmen?the white apron, and
the knee-breeches of the one being deposited in

the same limbo where repose the drab overcoat,
with its multiplicity of capes, nnd the bird's-eye
bandanna, or the voluminous woollen muffler, "of
the other. They are relics of a by-gone ftge. The
world has swept onward along "the"ringing
"grooves of change." Ancient customs have been

revolutionized. A new order of things has sprung
up. Science has economized labor; brought
places that were once remote into close juxtaposi-
tion, and, by facilitating travel and traffic, has,
not only vastly increased both, but has concen-
trated them mainly upon the larger commercial
points. Out of the necessity for providing ade-
quate accommodation for the immense number of
persons that are thu3 induced to visit the great
cities, on pleasure or business, the American Hotel
system has originated. Its success everywhere
has been found dependent upon two things?the
perfection of the internal arrangements of the ho-
tel itself, and the attractions afforded by
the city to strangers, not only as a market, but
in the way of amusements and objects of interest.
When people travel even upon business, they aim
to make their journey one of pleasant relaxation
also. Merchants from the interior look forward
to their semi-annual visit to the citie3 on the sea-
board as a relief from the dull routine of their
livc3 at home. They need diversion; are
not averse to some little excitement; and,
moreover, they desire to live well whilst they are
away, and to mix with the best society which is
to be found in the most stylish of hotels. In New
York this characteristic peculiarity of the travel-
ing public has long been recognized, and liotel
after hotel, each more sumptuous than its prede-
cessor, has been built to keep pace with the stream
of travel and to gratify the new wants that have
arisen in consequence. All these hotels, under
under judicious management have turned out to be
profitable investments. Each has been an ad-
ditional feature of attraction to the'city, and,
what is more remarkable still, the number of
guests at the older hotels which have adopted all

the modern improvements under the stimulus of
competition, has not been lessened. The new
hotels have served as provocatives to travel, and

?'"lncrease of appetite has grown
By what it fed on..'

A similar result is observable in Philadelphia.
Within a few years pas! three firsi-class hotels, the
Girard, La Pierre, and Continental, have been
built there, and all these, as well a3 those that
were the favorite places of resort previously, are
doing a successful business. As like effects spring
from like causes, we may safely assume that a
new hotel in this city, adapted in every respect to
modern requirements, and occupying a central
situation, would pay a handsome per cent age on
its cost, attd would be of great advantage com-
mercially and socially by inducing many mer-
chants and travellers to stop here who now are
attracted elsewhere.

IHE NEWS. ?By the arrival of the steamer
America, off Cape Race, and the Prince Albert
at St. Johns, N. F., with Liverpool advices to
the 27th, we learn that Garibaldi has succeeded in
disembarking his forces on the mainland of Naples
and has followed up his successful evasion of the
Neapolitan fleet by the capture of the town of
Reggio, situated on the east side of the Straits of
Messina, and in the province which was formerlv

known as Calabria Ultra, lteggio is a walled town,
and is defended by a citadel, but of no great
strength. It is one ot the oldest cities in Italv,
being originally founded by the Chalcidians. Its
prominent position on the Straits has rendered it a
frequent object ofattack. The Romans plundered
it several times, and, after the Romans, it suffered
even more seriously from the Turks. In 1543, it
was laid in ashes by Barbaroasa. In 1558, it was
pillaged by Mustapha, and in 1593 it was again
saciced. In later times, its weakness and insignifi-
cance have protected it from assault. Ithas carried
on for many years a limited hut lucrative trade
with France and Genoa. The distance from Reggio
to Naples is about one hundred and ninety miles.

The commercial news show a steady Breadstuff's
market, with an advance of 6d. in Corn. Cotton
was firm.

By the way of New Orleans we have intelligence
from the seatof Walker's war to the 23d ult. Anarmy
of seven hundred men, under Guardiola, had sur-
rounded Truxillo, and an English man of-war had
arrived, whose avowed purpose was to protect the
citizens, and return the possession of the town tothe rightful Authorities.

A heavy cannonading was heard at Kuatan on the
morning of the 24th, lasting till noon, which was
believed to be from the combined attack of the
British ship and Guardiola on Walker.

THE DIFFICULTY BETWEEN STAIN- AND MEXICO.?A
Washington correspondent states that the news
from Mexico creates much sensation in diplomatic
circles. Scnor 1 assara, tho Spanish Minister, has
notified mlr government that Spain will coerce re-
dress for her grievances from the Juarez govern-
ment at \ era Cruz. He has now gone to New York
to confer with a commissioner from the Captain-
Genet al of Cuba now there, on his way to
Madrid, upon Mexican affairs, and to inform
him of the disposition of the United States
government in the exigency of foreign inter-
ference. Meanwhile, Captain Pendergrast,who goes
out in the Paicncc on the lath to relieve Captain
Jarvis of the command of the Home Squadron, is
said to be a man who will not fear to assume such
responsibilities as are necessary to the practical en-
forcement and illustration oi the Monroe doctrine, in
case of undue interference on the part of Spain. Mr.
McLane will also leave in the Pawnee on the 15th,
and wiii act in concert with Captain I'endergrast.
They will be instructed to give full protection to
the rights and interests of American citizens in
Mexico, and will probably be allowed a very wide
discretion in construing these instructions. The
recent reverses of Miramon, added to the Italian
complications in Europe, may very likely lead to
reflection on the part of the Spanish authorities,
and possibly also to a change of programme.

Judge Douglas
willleave Frederick city to-day at one o'clock, and
arrive at Camden street station at 4.45. The Com-
mittee of Reception will be present to receive him,
through their Chairman, Charles F. Mayer, Esq.
He willbe conducted in an open barouche from the
Railway station to the Gilmor House, where he
will remain during his stay in this city. At dusk,
the Judge will be serenaded by the Blues' Band,
when he will address the people from the balconv
of the Gilmor House. lie will leave for Jlarrisburg
at eight o'clock on Friday morning, and address
the people of that city on Friday night.
