‘‘benefits to be received from their completion.”’
How accurately this promise bears prospect of ful-
filment the following statement will show. The
Lake, with the exception of mowing off and burn-
ing the herbage upon ils surface, is already in a
condition to be flooded with water to such a depth
as may be necessary to fill the conduit, whilst that
portion of the work which is still to be done can,
it issaid, be finished before the 1st of January.
The Dam is also sufficiently advanced towards
completion to admit of storing fourteen feat of wa-
ter at the point where jt enters the conduit,
and the work upon the Gate-House is in a state
of forwardness which will enable it to be put
to use by the first of November next,
The unfinished masonry upon the Dam and Gate-
House, will not, in all probability, approach com-
pletion until next Spring, as stone work of this
kind cannot safely be done during the winter
season; but this will not interfere with the use of
both for a water supply, As regards the conduit
connecting the lake with the Hampden reservoir,
with the exception of a short link at the mouth
of the waste weir, it has been ready for use
