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In concluding, yesterday, our review of the

defence presented by Mr. GARRETT himself, to the
charges which have recently been made, in this

paper, against that gentleman in connection with

sundry other officers of the Baltimore and Ohio

Railroad Company, we reserved to ourselves the
privilege of considering, in their order, certain
editorial observations, upon the same subject,
which appeared in the Baltimore American of
Monday, ' ''e discussion, it is true, has already
occupied our columns more extensively than we

should have permitted, had the matter been of
lc3S commanding public interest We regard it,
however, as one which involves not only the
integrity of the most powerful and wealthy cor-
poration in the State, but in a large degree, also,
the reputation of our wliole community; and
standing alone, as we do, among the presses of
the city, in the vindication of wh it we conceive
to be the plainest principles of every-day fair

dealing, ns applied to the transaction in contro-
versy, we feci that we have no right to abandon
the subject, while a single misrepresentation or
mis-statement, in connection with it, remains un-

exposed .
The article of The American divides itself into

two parts : the one discussing THE EXCHANGE, the
other defending Mr. GARRETT. We take up the

1 alter part first, as it more particularly concerns
the public. It lias, in its turn, two branches
also: one touching upon the main question in
dispute?the talcing of the notes, by Mr. GARRETT
and his associates; the other, expressing the views
of The American in regard to the stock-jobbing
of corporation officers in general, and the possible
transactions of the President of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad in particular. We begin with
the matter of the notes.

Quoting, from our article of Saturday, the call
which we made upon our brethren of the press, to

take notice of the "true issue' ?the fact that
"the President and some of the other confidentia'
"officers of the Company, unknown to the scrip-
"holders and the rest of mankind, had helped
"themselves to the hills payable of the corpora-
"tion"?The American proceeds :

"In our brief reference to the statement of President
Garrett, we considered this such a trilling and untenable
point as to be scarcely worthy of notice. When the Com

lany gave its note to the city the fact was published in

the afternoon papers of the same day, and we should
presume, to any person of ordinary business knowledge,
that announcement was sufficient to inform him that if
he held any of the dividend scrip he was entitled on de-

mand to receive a l.ote also. The Company could not
refuse to any of its acripholders what it had granted to
one of them. It had no power to make the city a pre-
ferred creditor, and all who demanded their rights ob
turned them."

Ifthe facts stated by cur neighbor, in this ex-
tract, were as entirely true as they are precisely
the contrary, we ran hardly suppose that any
man fit to go at large, without a committee, could
possibly be deceived by such a fetch. Ifall the
papers in Baltimore, morning as well as afternoon,
had published, over and over, that the city had
received ones-half of its interest in cash, and the
remainder in a note, would that have been any
notice to the stockholders at large that they could
obtain the same thing by asking for it? Suppos-
ing it true, in point of law, that all the stockhold-
ers were "entitled to demand" the same treatment
as the city, does it follow that they would have
received it. simply because they were "entitled"
toil? Why, the very point of the very matter

now in dispute is, that although every shareholder
was as well "entitled" to a note as Mr. GARRETT
or Mr. HOPKINS, only these gentlemen and their as-
sociates obtained notts, notwithstanding. The de-
fence of The American therefore merely begs the

question on this point. Everybody knows that
the State and the City were the only formidable
parties whose injunctions prevented the distribu-
tion of the extra dividend, and that in order to
get them out of the way, even concession was
made to them and their counsel. Mr. DLI.ANY
states, in his letter, that, in addition to the cash
and the note, and the cosls of the suit, he demand-
ed the counsel-fees of the city, likewise, and would
have insisted on having them, if he had not been
over-ruled. What position did any of the private

stockholders occupy, that would have enabled
them to force such terms? It is a farce, therefore
?as no one knows better than The American and
Mr. GARRETT?-to say that if the stockholders
at large bad seen the good luck of the City and
the State reported in the papers, they could have
gone, straightway, and drawn the same prizes.
But it is whollyuntrue, as stated by The Ameri-
can, that "when the Company gave its note to the
"City the fact was published in the afternoon pa-
"pers of the same day." There was no such pub-
lication at all, in any paper. Not having been
able to find any such, ourselves, we took special
UCUUHtDII to UHIIill. lllHitllifH 'J' it* t'*sf
us. The true history of the case is, that the com-
promise with the City and State was not consum-
mated until the afternoon of the 18th of July. The

Pa/rial of that alternoon, referring to the subject,
said, rejoicingly: "By this movement, the City
"willreceive over 3200,000, in cash." The Ameri-
can itself, next morning, said not one word in re-
gard to notes, but, on the contrary, inlorined its
readers explicitlythat "Duringyesterday, JNO. A.
"THOMPSON, City Register, received," in conse-
"qnenee of the settlement of the suit on account o'
"the City of Baltimore, the sum of 3189,000, that
"being the amount to which the City is entitled."
If, therefore, The American knew the whole
facts, it garbled them. If it did not know
them, it. has no right to suppose that
others were better informed. But, be that
as it may, not one syllable in regard to the

delivery of a note to the City was breathed to the
public, in any paper, until July 23d, when it was
disclosed for the first time, in Mr. DULANY'S let-
ter, that 3189,000 had been received, "one-half in
"cash and the other half in a note, payable 29th
"September next, to be immediately cashed, if de-
'sired.'' On the identical day?July 23d?on

which the public thus became first acquainted with
the desired fact, the Railroad Company closed its
Treasury and suspended all further action in the
premises, notice of the contemplated injunction
having been received. No matter, therefore, what
information the announcement communicated
to "any business mau," it was not
nidtie until too late for any man, not
in rite secret, to be able to take ad-
vantage of it. Tlie only defence, there-
fore, .which our neighbor has set up for Mr. GAR-
RETT, is thus not only puerile in the abstract, but
wholly untrue in point of fact, and we leave it,
in company with Mr. GARRETT'S personal denial,
in the classification to which it belongs. But
even if ' the fact" had been really published, as
so untruly averred by The American)- and even if
such publication would have been, as that paper
has argued, a (si-notification to the general
stockholders, to go and demand the note 3 of the
Company likewise; and even if Mr. GARRETT did
really give his "instructions" to Mr. ATKINSON,
to issue notes to all who might ask for them; we
appeal to all candid and honorable men to say,
whether it became Mr. GARRETT and his brother
officers, who feathered their own nests, to act
upon the knowledge which they themselves had
officially acquired, as the trustees of others, and
leave their constituents to find out what they
Could about so vital a matter, from the reporters
of "the afternoon papers?" Mr. GARRETT and
his brethren were on the inside of the treasury,
and their constituents were on me outside. MI.

GARRETT and his brethren had cooked up the com-
promise with the City and State, and they knew its
opportunities and advantages. Their constituents,
on the contrary, knew nothing but what was ru-
mored on the streets. Mr. GARRETT and his asso-
ciates, therefore, had but one of two tilings to do
?either to abstain from using tlieir private knowl-
edge, and take no notes themselves?or give open
and public notice to the stockholders, that they
too could have notes for the asking. Anything
short of this fell sadly short of what should
have been dictated to gentlemen in their position,
by every instinct of personal propriety and the
simplest rudiments of official obligation.?
They adopted neither the one course nor the other,
but pocketed their own notes and told nobody.
They thereby obtained, through their position as
trustees, an advantage over those whose trustees
they were. It is adding insult to injury to say
that they had given "instructions" to Mr. ATKIN-
SON to give notes lo "all who might proler aud
apply for them." The fact that no one "applied"
but themselves?when everybody entitled would
have certainly "preferred" the securities of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad to nothing at all?-
is absolute demonstration that nobody but the
President and his associates had any idea of the
existence of the "instructions" in question. We
repeat, therefore, once more, that every attempt

at palliating or excusirtg the conduct of the par-
ties, only plunges the thing more deeply from bad
into worse, and that in every aspect in which we
can regard the whole affair, it is as painfully in-
defensible a transaction as ever tended to lower
the standard of personnl and official morality
among us. And we protest, now as before,

against ils being mingled or confounded
with any considerations which proper-
ly regard the road or its management.

We protest against its being called "The Extra
"Dividend Question," (as The Armrienn chooses
to style it,) or any other question of policy.
About those, opinions may differ, but this is a

question of mere fair dealing, and nothing else, as
between man and man; on the one side of which is

simple rectitude, and on the other?what certainly
j does not recommend gentlemen for the high places
of a powerful and wealthy corporation.

And now, as to the ideas of The American in !
regard to the amount of jobbing in which the offi- j
cers of a corporation may legitimately indulge, in
the stock of the companies they govern. Our J
neighbor's moraliy on the subject is condensed ,
into the single proposition, that if Mr. JOHN \Y.
GARRETT, as President of the Road, publishes fairly 1
to the world his views in regard to the Extra Div- j
idend and gives no private information to the j
firm of ROBERT GARRETT & SONS, of which he is a

member, there is no reason why that firm (inelud- !
ing Mr JOHN W. GARRETT himself) "should be!
"debarred from purchasing dividend scrip, because
"one of the firm happens to be President of the
"Road." We admire the exquisite delicacy of
perception which this scrap of editorial ethics
involves. Does it not occur, only the least in the
world, to our neighbor, that a President may
fairly publish his official intentions and [dans to

" the world, and yet that these very intentions and

\u25a0 plans may themselves be the execution of a stock-
jobbing purpose and the result of a stock specula-

? lion? Suppose that a President was more deeply
interested in dividend orders than in the stock of

the Company, would he not be likely to press and

advocate the Extra Dividend with all his influ-
ence, let the consequences to the stock be what

i they might? Suppose that he was more interested
in the price of the stock, at the stock-board, on a

particular day, than in the permanent prosperity
of the road, would he not be sorely tempted to run

up the stock on that day, and let the prosperity of
the Road take care of itself? Nay?but says our

neighbor, "We always regard it as a good evi-
dence ofhone3ty, when a man is willing to show
"faith in his views and opinions by the investment
"ofhis money." So it is, we grant, when a man

really makes an "investment"?but when he buys,
not as an "investment," but as a speculation;
when he buys to-day, to sell to-morrow; when it is
his interest to run up the stock to-day, and bring

it down to-morrow, according as he has bought or

sold; when in fine he is a stock-gambler or a

stock-jobber?he may be as "honest" as any one,
while he enjoys no advantages over other people,
but the instant he occupies an official position,

which gives him the control of the game on which
he is betting, his honesty may resist the tempta-

tion, but not even our neigh' or will say that it is
safe to trust him. We intimate the existence of no
such facts as these in the present case, because we

know of none such, and we mean to state, as we

have already stated, nothing but what we know
or believe we know. We only mean to illustrate,
by supposable cases, the laxity of the principles by
which our neighbor is willing to stand. For our-
selves, however, we mean distinctly and emphati-
cally to say, that while Jxo. W. GARRETT is Presi-
dent of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, the firm
of ROBERT GARRETT k SONS "ought to be debarred''
from speculating in any way in its stock or its se-

' curities. We apply the doctrine to the parties
named, because they are before us, but we do not

mean to confine it to them. It is a leading fact in

1 the history of corporations, that where one has
collapsed because of the fiilureof its legitimate
objects, a thousand have sunk into ruin through
the stock-jobbing of their officers; and we should
therefore hail, as the wisest and most beneficial

legislation, a provision punishing the stock-jobbing
! of corporate officers with the severest, and, if need

be, the most degrading penalties.
Having thus disposed of the merits of the transac-

tion in controversy, we shall endeavor to atone to

our readers for the length of the discussion, by re-

curring 110 further to the subject, unless other de-
velopments shall furnish us with sufficient rea-

' son We may be allowed, however, before we

close, to make a few remarks upon that part of
The Americans article which relates to ourselves.
Its mis-statement of fact, upon the main question,

1 which we have already exposed, might perhaps
; render this unnecessary; but we prefer to rest upon

the strength of our own position, rather than the
1 weakness of our adversary's. The charge that the

" course which we have pursued in this controversy,
' "savors more of personal feeling than devotion to

1 "any public interest," is one which was stereo-
typed against us in the columns of The American
long ago, when that journal, as yet unconverted
by the pressure of public opinion and the loss of

public favor, was the apologist ofall the abuses of
Mr. SWANN'Sadministration. It is as untrue now,
as it was then. The American lived to see, in its
own columns, denunciations of what it had previ-
ously applauded in our municipal affairs, quite as

wholesale as any for which it had previously
quarrelled with us; and Mr. GARRETT may rest satis-

fied that when the tide of his influence aud patron-
age shall turn towards its ebbing?under the

1 ruling of a public opinion which is sure t<> over-
' take hint?our neighbor will not only be
' rtTirnu *TTTTtr~*ourr" ih ; ~ rogmv/TO""'^".
' UETT, we have no "feeling" whatever, further
' than that which belongs to the merits of the con-

troversy itself. We differed from him in regard
to the policy of the road, and we did not rely on

his reports of its practices?but we had, and we

could have, no "personal" reason whatever for
criticizing him. lie is an officer entrusted with
the government of a great public work. We had
a right to discuss his administration as such, and
we did so, freely and fairly. He chose to pursue,
in return, the enlightened course of withdrawing
his advertisements from our columns. We thought
this a small business, and laughed at it. Mr.
GARRETT does not forgive a laugli any more than
a criticism, and what he takes in malice, he sup-
poses must originate in the same. Tins is his
fault, not ours. That The American should con-
cur is its nature also?for it always
thinks with what it considers the strong side. ?

This, simply stated, is the history of the whole
matter. If, like The American, we had followed
our merely pecuniary interests, we should probably
be on the right hand of Mr. GARRETT and next
to our neighbors. Until we criticized Mr. GAR-
RETT we shared the business of the Railroad Com-
pany with our contemporaries. It is not strange,
therefore, when we found that Mr. GARRETT
withdrew the business of the road from the only
paper which criticized bis individual policy, and
bestowed it upon those journals only which echo-
ed his personal praise, that we should have thought
there was some connection between the praise
and in the mind, at all events,
of Mr. GARRETT, if not in those of our contem-
poraries. The American, in particular, must
excuse us, if its wholesale and open recantation,
in its article of Sept. 14th, of all the views which
it had entertained aud expressed for three years,
in regard to the extra-dividend, should have
seemed to us, under the peculiar circumstances,
neither a miracle nor a mere coincidence. Nor is
our neighbor nearer the truth in charging ns with
being used for "the promotion of personal pique
"or private interest," than in accusing us of

malice. The opinions asserted in this paper and
its editorial course, are the opinions and course of
its editors, and of no one else. They are asserted
and taken on onr responsibility alone, and they
echo the passions and interests of ne man.
We persuaded ourselves, when Tire EXCHANGE
began its career, that the real and per-
manent interests of a public journal are
best promoted by an honest, persistent effort

I to get at the truth, in regard to public affairs, and
publishing it fearlessly when found. Such a
course, we are gratified to say, has given us no
reason to complain, down to this time, and
are willingto rely on it in the future. It may
provoke temporary hostilities, and subject us to
powerful antagonism, and unworthy reputations,
its in the present instance; but, in the long run,
we think it may be trusted to sustain us, even
against the powerful odils of Mr. GARRETT and
The American combined. It is doubtless impossi-
ble for our neighbor to understand bow we can
decline being influenced by Mr. GARRETT, without
having been bought upon the other side, but wc-
assure The American from our personal experience
that there is such a thing as being purchased by
neither, and we commend it to a better school of
morals than that which reduces all the motives of
journalism to hatred and greed, and itself prac-
tices altogether upon the one motive or the other.
