THE LADY ELGIN DISASTER.
FINDING OF CAPTAIN WILSON 8§ BODY—THE HULL OF THE
STEAMER AFLOAT—THE LATE MR, INGRAM.
The Chicago Press and Tribune of the 15th gives

| the following :

It excited a thrill of emolion among the speria-
large throng, 2s the

late gallant commander of the ill-fated steamer, was
borne from the wagon into the dead-rrom. 1t was
recovered in a special trip of the steamtug Mec-
Queen, about three miles off Winetka, and nearly
off' the place where he fell a vietim to his sublime
heroism. A gold watch and chain were taken from
the body by Captain Prindiville, and the remains
were placed in the hands of one of our undertakers,
to be placed in a metallic burial case, ready for re-
moval to the desolated home of the late brave
sailor, in Coldwater, Mich.

There was little in the features that could be
identified, decomposition having been rapid, and
the violence with which the body was made the
sport of the sarf destroving all semblance to the
countenance in which nature had not written one
line of aught but manliness, courage and a devo-
tion tc duty, nobly exemplified in the fate of him
who could not seek his own safety in the raging
surf while women and children claimed the exer-
tions of his gallant arm.

Captain Wilsin’s widow and other friends are
expected to reach the city to day.  Captain Prin-
diville, owner of the McQueen, who was out with
that gallant Jittle steamer yesterday, informs us
that about six miles off Winetka, and manifestly
not far from the exact spot of the disaster, is the
entire forward portion of the hull of the Lady Elgin,
partially submerged and riding at anchor. It is
stripped of all the upper works, and on the lar-
board side cut off’ just where the fatal blow came,
on the other side l\]m frames and planking running
further back. The hull is of course empty and
naked. Jt was doubtless carried down with the
engine, and becoming released, has risen to ride at
the anchors bent to the chain cables at the bow.—
It floats to mark the spot where many a brave and
loving heart perished from earth.

The remains of the late Hon. Herbert Ingram,
M. P., of Boston, Engiand, were escorted from the
Briggs Ho o the Michigan Central depot by the
St. George’s Society. The following explains itself:
‘A Carp.—W. H. Stansell, of the office of the ITlustrated
London News, begs, on behalf of the relatives of the late
much lamented Herbert Ingram, Esq., of London, to ex
press his sincere and heartfelt thanks to the gentlemen of
Chicago who so kindiy and disinterestedly took charge
anu care of the body of the above named gentleman; and
while thanking all, especially feels grateful to the follow
ing gentlemen, viz: ayward, Esq., Mr. French. of
Briggs's Hotel, T. Hudson, ., and —— Andrews, Esq.;
and also to the British Consul, J. R. Wilkins, Esq.. for
assistance to W. H. S. personally.

‘To those who are merciful, God will extend mercy.”
Eighty bodies have now been found, and vessels
on the lakes report having seen over a hundred
floating bodies. A steamtug has been sent from Chi-
cago to collect these bodies and take them to land

for recognition and interment.

THE CAPTURE OF WALKER CONFIRMED.
By the steamer Empire City, which arrived at
New York on Tuesday, we have confirmatory ac-
counts from Honduras, of the capture of General
Walker, together with some seventy of his followers
on the Rio Negro. The telegraphic despatches
mention the name of a ““Col. Kudler,” who was to be
shot, along with Walker. ‘The Prensa prints the
name “Ruttler,” and the Diario de la Marino has
it “Rutter.” We take the following account from
the issue of the last named for September 12:

By the steamer Francisco de Asis, which arrived
this morning from Truxillo, we have received im-
portant letters, according to which the famous fili-
buster chief has finally fallen into the power of the
Jentral Americans, and at last accounts was, to-
gether with Rutter, his next in command, in the
castle of that port, about to be shot. Let us takea
glance at the progress of events in the order of the
news alreadv published, according to'which Walker
was a fugitive, and detached parties of troops, as-
sembled by the Hondurian General, Alvarez, had
started in pursuit.,

The evacuation of Truxillo being intimated to
Walker by the commander of the English screw
corvette lcarus, for the reason that the Custom-
house of that port was mortgaged for the payment
of the debt to England, Walker left there, going in
the direction of Imon, distant some ten leagues
from Truxilln, the city immediately returning into
the possession of the government.

On the 2d inst., the Icarus and a mail steamer,
both carrying native troops under the command of
General Alvarez, left the harbor for the Rio Negro,
up which the boats of the Icarus proceeded, and
there captured Walker, Rutter, and seventy other
individuals, many of whom were sick, and nearly
all in a deplorable condition. All were then taken
back to Truxillo, with their arms and baggage,
and there placed by the commander of the Icarus
at the disposal of General Alvarez, on condition
that Walker and Rutter were to be treated con-
formably to law and right, and that the 70 other
persons, officers and =oldiers, shall be permitted to
return to the United States, on their taking an
oath never to serve again in any expedition against
Central America, the Anglo-American Commercial
Agent undertaking to provide a passage home for
them.

General Alvarez immediately took charge of the
prisoners, who were placed in the castle, and it was
generally believed that the two chiefs would be im-
mediately shot. 2 1

Great Storm at Mobile.
Wasmixgron, Sept. 19.—The Mobile papers of
Sunday, received here by the Southern mail, re-
port the particulars of the terrible storm which oc-
curred there on Saturday. The steamers and other
shipping in those waters sustained much damage.
The water covered the sidewalks half way between
Water and Royal streets, and several walls of build-
ings and warehouses were s0o much damaged as to
fall. About 40,000 sacks of salt were destroyed.

A fire occurred at the same time in Goodman’s
cotton warehouse, and burnt 3,000 bales. Pomeroy
& Marshall’s warehouse also caught fire and burnt
with impunity, being inaccessible to the firemen.

It is feared that great damage has been sustained
by vessels on the coast. The estimated loss here is
$£500,000.

Tue Storm 18 NEw Orreans.—The New Orleans
papers of Sunday have but little in reference to
the great storm of Saturday last, the extent of the
damage there not being known. The Delta says:
The terrible equinoxial gale felt Lere yesterday
had dreadful effects upon the town of Milneburg,
Lake Pontchartrain. The waves broke up the
wharves and destroyed a great many small crafts,
One schoonor was badly staved by running against
the wharf. The streets were flooded and the rail-
road track covered with water for some distance.
A fishingboat, with a young lad aboard, was cap-
sized at some two hundred yards distance from
shore. Four men jumped into a boat and went to
the rescue of the lad. One of them, a Frenchman,
named Henry LeBrenton, jumped overboard, and,
catching hold of the lad, had him safely transferred
to the boat; but a huge wave swept off the frail
craft, and he could not get on board. He held on
to the keel of the capsized boat and cried out to
the men to take the lad ashore and come back for
him. They obeyed, but return was impossible, and
their boat and three others that attempted to go to
the rescue were alternately swamped. The poor
feilow held on to the keel for two hours and was-
finally washed away perfectly exhausted. His genl
erosity cost him his iife.

On Tuesdav, in the Coart of General Sessions,
New York, William H. McSorley was convicted
of burglary in the first degree, in entering the
dwelling house of Mr. James S. Lyons with intent
to rob.

He bribed: he bullied: he darkly dissembled on oc-
casion: he exercised a slippery perseverance, and a
vindictive resolution, which one almost admires as
one thinks his character over. Ilis courage was
never to be beat. It trampled North under foot: it
beat the stiff neck of the younger Pitt: even his
illness never conquered that indomitabie spirit. As
soon as his brain was clear it resumed the scheme,
only laid aside when his reason left him: as socn as
his hands were out of the strait-waistcoat they took
up the pen and the plan which had engaged him up
to the moment of his malady.
