Krom Washington.

WasniNgron, Sept. 20.—The War Department
has relieved Captain Meigs from all the duties
assigned him in the Special Orders of July last. He
is directed to immediately turn over to Capt. Ben-
ham, Chief Engineer of the Washington Aqueduct,
all the books, money, plans, &c., pertaining to the
same in his possession. Captain Meig: is also re-
lieved trom the charge of the construction of Fort
Madizon, and is assigned to the charge of the con-
structiou of Fort Jefferson,at Garden Key, Florida,
and will enter upon the duty as soon as practicable.
The disbursements on account of the Washington
Aqueduct and Potomac Water Works will hercafter
be made by Capt. Benham.

Mr. Sibley’s bid for the construction of the Pa-
cific Telegraph is the only one now before the
Secretary of the Treasury, the others having been
withdrawn. His was the highest, being the maxi-
mum limit of the act of Congress. Some prelimi-
nary legal question, however, remains to be decided,
but the probability is, the contract will be awarded
to bim. The Secretary, it is known, is desirous of
placing the work in such hands as will at once un-
dertake and complete the line. The receipts into
the Treasury last week amounted to $1,177,000, or

MEETING OF THE BRECKINRIDGE CITY
CONVENTION.

The Breckinridge City Convention met last night
at their head-quarters, Taylor Building, Fayette
street, near ‘Calvert street—Benjamin C. Presst-
man, President, in the chair. The roll was called
and a quoru » was found to be present,

Wm. H. Cowan, Esq., of the Executive Commit-
tee, reported that the Committee had inquired into
the expediency of printing twenty thousand copies
of Mr. Breckinridge’s speech. To do so would cost

THE COTTON STATES.

The following correspondence has passed between
Lord Lyons and a number of the citizens of the more
Southern States, assembled in New York in refer
ence te Lord Renfrew’s visit to the United States :

THE SOUTHERN COMMITTEE TO LORD LYONS.

To the Right Hon. Lord Lyons, H. B. M.’s Envoy
Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary in the
United States:—

The undersigned, citizens of Southern States of
the Union, learning that it is the purpose of his
Royal Hignness the Prince of Wales to visit some
parts of our ceuntry, respectfully request your Ex
cellency to tender to him a cordial invitation on our
part to extend his tour through the several States
which we represent. It is true we hold no official
relation to those States in extending the invitation.
We are private citizens, brought together in this
city, casually in our travels, seeking recreation or
health; but we are confident that we represent
the true sentiment of our section in inviting
his Royal Highness to visit us, and in assuring him
will find with us a warm welcome and a full
ation of his claims to consideration as the
son of a Queen entitled to our highest respect for
her own virtues, and as the sovereign of a great
and kindred nation, from which we derive our
lineage, our laws and our religion, and as a Prince
destined to rule that great realm atsome fature day.

That broad and fertile agricultural region where
we reside will present to the Prince an extended
picture of wealth, prosperity and- happiness, such
as he has not observed elsewhere; for the spectacle
of a great planting region, inhabited by gentlemen
who own the soil and the laborers who caltivate it,
is not to be:seen outside of the Southern States of
the Union. The plantations of the South, with
their peculiar system of labor, and their abounding
wealth, may well be looked upon by the future
sovercign Of the Iiriush empire with deep interest,
The cotton fields of that fertile and extensive
region supply the material from which much of
the wealth and power of the British empire is de-
rived, and we are confident that, nowhere in this
republic does there exist a higher appreciation of
that great nation than in the plantation States.
We regard without jealousy the power and pros-
perity of a kindred people, with whom it is our
wish at all times to live on friendly terms.

By visiting us the Prince will be able to judge
for himself of our social condition, and h- will, we
trust, bear with him when he quits our shores an
increased respect for our institutions, It is a most
happy result when the leading minds of the great
nations are fully instructed as to the real condition
of their respective States; when they overthrow
the barriers which prejudice or misguided philan-
thropy seeks to build up, and when they exert their
energies to bring about as far as possible a friendly
and)unrustrimud commerce between the people of
each,

We should be happy to receive the Prince of
Wales and his suite in our miast, and we repeat
our request that your Lordship will extend to him,
in cur behaif, an invitation to visit us at such time
as he may find it agreeable to do so.

We tender to your Excellency the assurance of
our high consideration.

Toroxto, Sept. 10, 1860.

Ste—I have the honor to acknowledge the re-
ceipt of the letter dated the 23th ultimo, by which,
in common with other distinguished gentlemen,
you have invited his Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales to visit the Southern States of the Confed-
eration. I assure you that the kindness and cordi-
ality of your invitation have been most highly ap-
preciated, and that his Royal Highness has re-
ceived with the most lively satisfaction your hearty
expressions of respect for her Majesty ‘the Queen,
aad of regard and aftection for her people. His
Royal Highness regrets extremely that the short-
ness of the time which he has at his disposal, ren-
ders it impossible for him to visit, upon this occa-
sion, the more Southern portions of the United
States.

His Royal Highness hopes to be able to go to
Richmond, in Virginia, but he is so much pressed
for time that he will be unable to extend his tour
farther South. In fact, the necessity of his Royal
Highness’ being in “England by the end of next
month at latest, precludes his being able to proloug
his stay in the United States until the season when
travelling in the South becomes healthy to European
constitutions. Your courteous and cordial invita-
tion will not, however, be forgotten, and will be
regarded as an additional proof of the kindly senti-
ment entertained towards Great Britain in all parts
of the great kindred nation.

IriTisa HArvest Prospecrs.—The weather has
not materially damaged the harvest. That conclu-
sion, which two experienced correspondents have
announced in our pages, seems now confirmed by
the daily reports trom the country and the uner-
ring indications of the markets. It bas been even
said that the wheat crop will be as good as that of
1859, and although other authorities have predicted
a certain deficiency, it is agreed on all hands that
the failure will be nothing like what was antici-
pated, and that a fortnight’s fair weather at this
Jjuncture will see us well through the crisis
ready, indeed, in some parts of the country there
hasbeen a good week of sunshine, and manv an
acre’s crop must have been securely housed. When
we turn for an explanation of this apparent anoma-
ly, we are not long in obtaining it. A'though the
rain was excessive, it has not been ofte.. continuous,
every third or fourth day brought a little respite;
and the showers, too, though almost tropical in
violence, were very partial in extent. One parish
was often dry, while another, five miles off, was
drenched. This gave the crops time to recover
themselves, and the opportunities were providen-
tially furnished just when thay were most urgently
needed. When the wet first set in it was very
timely, and the land was all the better for it.—
When the short burst of fine weather followed in
July, the wheat was just blossoming, and that erit-
ical process was favored by an unusually brilliant
month. Then came the rain again, but not without
such glimpses of sunshine as permitted the erops
to ripen; and now, just as they are ripe, we are
blessed with a return of such weather as will ena-
ble us, we trust, to get them safely in. It is as-
serted, indeed, that ii this year’s harvest can cnly
be well secured, it will be of particularly good
quality. The ears are said to be full and the grain
heavy—unshriveled by excess of heat, and not ri-
pened before its time.—London Times.

LETTER OF THE AKCHBISHOP OF BALIT-
MORE, AND THE BISHOPS OF THE PROV-
INCE OF BALTIMORE, A MBLED 1N THIS
CITY ON JULY 5tn, 1860, ADDRESSED TO

HIS HOLINESS, PIUS IX.

Hovry Faruer:—We have often had occasion to
declare by letter the reverence and affection which
we bear to your person and your See. We wrote
from time to time to seek favors for ourselves and
for the flocks committed to our charge, or to im
plore you to confirm by your authority the laws
enacted by us. It was meet that we should express
the deepest feelings of respect when, as suppliants,
we approached your throne, seeking the aid of your
wisdom or authority.

A weightier and more pressing cause now impels
us to express, in writing at least, (would that we
could do it orally!) our high reverence for your
person and your See, and our intense sorrow at
witnessing the storms which toss the sacred bark of
Blessed Peter. For we know well, Holy Father,
the wretchedness of the times. We know the evils,
troubles, distress, dangers, which you have already
undergone, or which at this moment beset you, as
also the more direful calamities which seem to im-
pend, and we shudder in contemplating them. We
have seen abandoned men, unmindful of your clem-
ency, revolting against you, their Father and
Prince. We have seen others, comparatively few
in number, led on to revolt by wicked artifices and
incentives. We have seen your faithful subjects,
whose number was great, violently withdrawn,
against their will and inclination, from their allegi-
ance, and prevented from rendering it. We l}:u.:
seen flourishing cities and provinces separated from
your dominion by base fraud or by force of arms.

The slander, railiery, contumely, with which im-
pious men, countenanced by princes who claim the
name of Catholic, venture to assail your person and
your office, are not unknown to us. The machina-
tions and nefarious plots, already formed and partly
executed, are,within our knowledge,directed to strip
the Chief Bishop of the patrimeny of St. Peter, in
order that, being reduced to want, he may be an
object of scorn to the world, or may appear to de-
pend on the capricious favor of earthly prinees, to
the detriment of his dignity and authority.

Having these facts before us, how could we, Holy
Father, be without feeling intense sorrow and just
indignation against the authors of these crimes?
The bond of charity, which connects all the mem-
bers of this mystic body, over which you preside,
is s0 strong, that all have one mind, all share in
the same sufferings.  Nor can the Head be smitten
without pain to all the members.

It is, however, specially to be deplored that these
wrongs are perpetrated against you, Holy Fnther,
not by the declared enemies of the Christian faith
and of your See, but by audacious men who boast
of their Catholic protession. Hence, we greatly
rejoiced When, Ou a late occasion, you drew forth
the sword of the Spirit, which you wear by Divine
appointment, and cut off entirely from the Catholic
communion these shameless men. By this act you
have showed that there still remains in the Catholic
Church that Divine Power, by which she can
oblige her children to walk rightly in the Lord,
under penalty of being punished for their rebellion
it they prefer disobedience. The event will doubt-
less show that it is easier to mock this exercise of
authority than to escape its effects.

We pray, nevertheless, Holy Father, (which we
know is mostin accordance with your own paternal
feeling,) that these members now cut off may be
soon healed by Divine grace, and restored to the
body—that these wretched men may repent, and
evince by their actions the happy change of their
dispos s—in a word, that they may serve for
examples of Divine clemency rather than of jus-
tice ; for one or the other must be the case.

It becomes us not, Holy Father, to exhort you to
bear with equanimity the calamities which God
has willed to fall on the Church and on your per-
son. All who have had the good fortune to see or
hear you, agree in testifying to your tranquillity,
nay joy, amidst so great sufferings. Besides, all
know the fortitude and patience with which you
bore the inconveniences of flight and exile ten years
ago. We shall rather implore with earnestness
Christ, the corner-stone and invisible foundation of
the Church, whose person you represent, to pre-
serve you firm and constant to the end, to change
for the better these sad and calamitous times, to
save you from the power of your enemies, and to
grant you and your See glory and triumph even
before the world, so that the memory of past evils
may be entirely effaced.

SERIOUS TROUBLE IN THE ILLINOIS EPIS. |
COPAL DIOCESE.

The Chicago Journal of the 15th says: |

The controversy between the Episcopalians of this |
Diocese and their Bishop, the Right Rev. Henry |
Whitchouse, D. D., has at last burst out in a voi-
canic cruption. The Convention of the Diocese, |
which has been in session at Quincy for three days |
past, broke up in confusion yesterday. i

There have been two questions of importance be- |
tween the Bishop and the Diocese —one as regards |
the Bishop’s residence, (he now residing in New
York, and the Diocese insisting that he shall reside
here, which he has finally agreed to do,) and the |
other in reference to the lot donated to the Diocese,
in this city, some time since, by E. Beers, Is ., for
the purpose of building a cathedral and rector’s
mansion for the Bishop, which lot the Bishop, against |
the wishes of the Diocese, has sold for $6,000, which
money he retains in his possession, insisting that he
has the right to keep itin trust, and appropriate it
to the building of the cathedral when and where
he chooses. And thisis the matter at issue that
caused the rupture yesterday, the Convention hav-
ing attempted to vote the $6,000 out of the Bishop’s
hands to be returned to Mr. Beers, the
lot.

The scene in the Convention as given by the re-
porter of the Journal was an exciting one, as alter- |
cations in religious bodies always are. A resolution |
relative to the $6,000 in dispute was under dis- |
cussion, Bishop Whitehouse veremptorily ordered
the Rev. Mr. Cowell to take his seat, and permitted |
a Rev. Mr. Gilbert, a young deacon just ordained,
to vote, which vote decided the resolution as the
Bishop wished,by one majority. This created great
excitement, as many claim that the young deacon
was not entitled to a vote.

We give one scene in full :

A protest was offered by Mr. Parks, signed by
many Clergy and Laity, against the Bishop’s arbi-

donor of the |

trary decisions. He ruled it out of order. Great
confusion arose. Mr. l\ul_'!'nnt got the floor to intro-
duce a resolution requesting the repeal of the law

which incorporated the Bishop as sole Trustee. The
Bishop decided it out of order, and would not hear
him read it. Mr. Kerfoot said, “You need not be
afraid, sir, there is nothing in it about the £6,000,”
(This created quite a laugh in the Convention. )

Rev. Mr. Hodges, of the Chicago Church of the
Holy Communion, rose and demanded the right to |
speak.  The Bishop insisted that he could not
speak.

Many members rose and protested against the
Bishop’s setting men down in that way. The con-
fusion here became very great. Rev. Mr. Pratt
moved that Mr. Hodges be allowed to speak; the |
motion was seconded by Rev. Dr. Clarkson, and |
after great attempts by the Bishop to silence him,
the Convention, by a vote of 23 to 11 of the clergy,
allowed him to speak, and he took the floor amid
profound silence, and spoke out with a loud and
eloquent voice that thrilled every one present—
somewhat as follows: ‘

“I am unwilling, Right Rev. Sir, to go back to
my home in Chicago without expressing my solemn |
protest, or without uttering the convictions of my
heart and conscience, with regard to the $6,000 |
vou have taken from Mr. Beers. And here, as a
minister of Christ’s Chureh, as a Christian man,
and as a member of this house, I do proclaim
the whole matter, from beginning to end, to be a
dishonest transaction.”

The whole house were moved by the force and
heartiness with which he uttered these words, and
as soon as he left his seat, the Bishop rose to deliver
the parting address to the Convention, when a |
large number, apparently nearly one-half of the
house, left their seats, turned their backs upon the
Bishop as he was speaking, and left the church. !

THE LADY ELGIN CALAMITY.
SEARCH FOR THE DEAD—TWENTY-FIVE
BODIES RECOVERED.
The search for bodies of victims of the Lady El-
gin calamity was prosecuted with vigor and suc-
cess on Saturday. The steamtug McQueen left at
five o’clock A . for a cruise along shore, and re-
turned about seven P. M. with twenty bodies; the
number was increased by four others washed ashore
at different points.

The total number of inquests thus far is one hun-
dred and five.

The search was to be continued on Sunday,which
being the ninth day, would bring most of the yet
unrecovered bodies to the surface. A special train
on Sunday over the Milwaukie road will bear to
that city those of the dead there belonging.

Up to this point but one of the Lumsden family
has been found, and none of the Garth family, nor
the son of Hon. Mr. Ingram, vor that of the la-
mented Mr. Hall, of Aurora, and the zealous search
by the friends of those and others, in private be-
half, is doing much to give completeness to opera-
tions.

As was necessary and proper from the state of
the bodies recovered, the scene of the labors of the
Coronor’s jury was on Satarday transferred to the
City Cemetery, the inquest being held in the build-
ing erected by the county for post-mortem exami- |
nations and such uses as of Saturday. |

The twenty bodies brought by the MecQueen
reached the cemetery just at dark, and were laid in
a ghastly row on the turf. Large fires were kin-
dled, and by the light of these, the many friends in
waiting, chiefly from Milwaukie, eagerly sought
marks for identification, successful in many in- |
stances. |

The condition of the bodies recovered on Satur-
day, furnishes the not unexpected warning that
the desire of these watchers cannot be fully satisfied
even in the case of those whose friends are recov- |
ered.

THE FUNERAL OF CAPTAIN JOHN WILSON. |

The obsequies over all that remains on earth of the !
gallant and lamented Captain of the ill-fated steam-
er Lady Elgin were held at the Wigwam. last even- |
ing, atsix o’clock. That capacious Hall, which 1
was selected for the mournful occasion because of |
its great capacity, was crowded in its every part
with our citizens.

At alittle before six o’clock the coffin was brought
in, followed by a numerdus procession of the Ma-
sonic fraternity, and placed in front of the pulpit |
upon a stand covered by the American flag. The
coflin is a metallic one, and upon it, on a silver
plate, is this simple inscription :

CAPTAIN JOHN WILSON,
DIED SEPTEMBER 8, 1860, |

The services were opened by a prayer by the |
Rev. Dr. Clarkson, of St. James’ Church, and the !
Rev. Mr. Pratt, of Trinity Church, then delivered
a most feeling and appropriate discourse.

Rev. Dr. Clarkson followed in a few brief and elo- |
quently appropriate remarks, and the services were
closed by a prayer by Rev. Mr. Pratt. The pall
bearers then transferred the coffin to the hearse,
which, preceded by the Light Guard Band, who |
played a solemn dirge, and by a long procession
proceeded to where the train that was to bear the
remains away was waiting. The coffin was boxed up,
placed in a baggage car, and taken in charge by |
Messrs. R. F. Mockridge and D. S. Harrington,
the Committee from Coldwater, Michigan, where
Captain Wilson resided, and where his remains will
be interred as soon as his wife arrives, she having
beenona v at the Sault at the time of the late
disaster, and being expected to reach Coldwater by
way of Detroit this evening.

Terursre TorNapo—The Air Full of Fire Balls.
—The town of Freusburg,in Chautauqua county, |
N. Y., was visited by a veritable tornado on the
7th inst. The Buffalo Fxpress says a singular sing-
ing noise preceded the hurricane; those out of doors
compared its advance to the fierce driving of many
lumber wagons. The lights in many houses were
all at once extinguished, without any visible cause.
Several houses were unroofed, others were moved |
from their foundations and others still were thrown
down and demolished. Trees were torn up by the |
roots and blown about like feathers. The roof of |
the Methodist church was carried away. The corn
crop was ruined, the gardens laid waste, and innu-
merable fences blown down. Fortunately, no one
was injured in the least. The tornado was not |
over thirty rods in width, and its duration did not |
exceed half a minute. It is impossible to estimate |
the damage. After the tornado, a family noticed |
the rain leaking down rather freely, took a light
and went up stairs and found the roof was gone.— |
So sudden was the blow, and so noiseless, that
they did not know that anything had happened.—
A Swede woman who was caught out in the storm |
lay down on the ground and held fast to a board |
fence while all sorts of missiles were flying around
her. She says the air was full of fire-balls. She |
was uninjured. The statement in regard to the |
balls of fire is endorsed by various other persons. |

HorripLe Tracepy.—A tragedy of a horrible
character occurred on Wednesday morning in Jer-
sey City. A man named James Gathrey, a Scotch- |
man, made an sttempt upon the life of his daugh-
ter, aged 14 years, striking her on the back of the
head with a hatchet, and then inflicted wounds
upon himself which will undoubtedly cause his
death. Tbe daughter alleges that he has on va-
rious occasions attempted to violate her person,
and that the last attempt was made just prior to
the commission of the double crime above stated.
She sustained a scalp wound some two inches in
length, but’the skull did not appear to be fractured.
A large number of people gathered around the
house, and upon the facts becoming known, much
indignation was manifested, and some of the wo-
men proposed to lynch Gathrey on the spot. This
proposition would probably bave been caried out
had there not been several officers present. Gath-
rey subsequently inquired if his daughter was
dead, and on being informed that she was not, he
replied that he was sorry.
