LOUD REN FREW INTHEI'MTED STATES

IIIS RECEPTION IN DETROIT AND
CHICAGO
DETROIT, Sept. 21.?From an early hour this

morning the streets in the vicinity of the Russell
House have been densely packed "with people, all
anxious to catch a glimpse of his Lordship, when heshould appear to take his departure for the cars.

Just before ten o'clock he made his appearance,
with two of his suite. He was also accompanied by
Mayor Buhl, the whole party intending to take a
drive through the citv before proceeding to the
cars.

A magnificent open barouche, drawn by four
white horses, had been provided for the interest-
ing occasion. The whole party seated themselves
in the barouche, when the immense crowd gathered
around and blocked up the avenues so thick Iu as to
make it next to impossible to proceed. Cheer after
cheer was given for his Lordship, and the wildest
enthusiasm prevailed.

The carriage was followed by immense crowds
on foot, many hanging to the" wheels, while the
streets and sidewalks on the route were literally
blocked up with people, who intercepted his Lord-
ship's party at every turn.

.Such a rabble and such a scene wa3 never wit-
nessed here before.

After driving through a few of the principal
streets, followed by the inevitable crowd at evet y
step, the party proceeded to the depot and took
their departure for Chicago, amid the firing of a
salute and other demonstrations.

CHICAGO, Sept. 21.?Lord Itenfrew and suite
arrived by the Michigan Central railway at
7.50 this evening, and proceeded to the
Richmond House, where they will stop during
their visit to Chicago. Arrived at the spa-
cious depot we found a throng inside numbered bv
thousands, while outside the rush was fair! v awful.
The police kept admirable order and the partv
were enabled to walk slowlv through a large open
space,giving all preuenl a flue view or tin Dilute.
In reply to the olt-repeated cheers, the Prince
gracefully raised his white beaver and returned the
\u25a0salutations of the multitude from side to side.?
The Duke remarked that the "cue was the most
imposing ho li.d set witnessed, aud they were nil
highly gratified at the enthusiastic but orderly
welcome.

The British Consul, who has been in agonies of
expectancy for a week, met the Prince at the depot,
escorted him to the carriage, and left hiin at the
Hotel, immediately after which they partook of a
good substantial dinner, and at ten o'clock were in
bed and asleep, like any other tired and worn-out
travellers.

To morrow the Mayor will present informally a
few prominent citizens, and then they will take a
drive through the city, preparatory to their trip to
Bt. Louis via a hunt alter prairie chickens, and a
Sunday on the Plains.

GIT V INTELLIGENCE.
MEETING INREGARD TO THE PURCHASE OF FEDERAL

HlLL.? Quite a large meeting of the property hold-
ers of South Baltimore, and citizens of other sec-
tions, was held on Saturday night at Montgomery
Hall, corner of Light and Montgomery streets,
with a view of taking some immediate steps for
the purchase of Federal Hillto bo used as a public
park.

The meeting was organized by calling George
Rndgers, Esq., to the chair, and appointing Mr.
Perry C. Orem secretary.

The first business in order was the report of the
Committee ou Memorials, appointed at a previous
meeting.

Mr. Brown, chairman of that committee, said
they had printed a number of blank memorials,
which were freely circulated in different parts of
the town, and they had now obtained some fifteen
or sixteen hundred signatures, among them some
of the most prominent business men of the city.

The meeting: was then addressed by Mr. John
Dukehart, who said that, although he was not a
resident of that section, yet he desired and always
had been in favor of securing: Federal Mill fr A
public park. It was one of the best sites in the
city, and possessed many natural advantages for
that purpose.

Mr. John W. Davis, chairman of the Committee
on Resolutions, reported a preamble and resolu-
tions, expressive of the sense of the meeting?that
Federal Hill is, of all others, the most suitable
place for a public park, and the only place con-
venient to the large aud increasing population of
South Baltimore?that immediate steps should be
taken to petition the Honorable the Mayor and
City Council to secure it at au early day.

The resolutions were spoken to bv Messrs. John
W. Davis, Bierbower, Sumwalt, liogers and E.
Thomas. In advocating the purchase of the Hill,
the latter gentleman said that, in conversation a
few days since, with one of the firm of Baker &
Bros., the owner of a portion of Federal Hill, he
stated that he would sell out at a very low figure,
and give himself SI,OOO towards the purchase of
the balance.

The resolutions were then adopted.
Mr. Dukehart moved that the resolutions be at-

tested by the officers of the meeting and banded to
the members of the City Council from that section,
who should present them to that body on Monday
afternoon. Adopted.

Mr. Sumwalt offered a resolution that the Presi-
dent of the meeting appoint a Committee of Citi-zens, who, with the President, should wait on the
members of the Council at the City Hall on Mon-
day and urge upon them the importance of the im-
mediate purchase of Federal Hill.

Mr. James H. Orem oflered a substitute to the
last resolution, that tne members of this meeting,
and such other citizens as desired, should meet at
Montgomery Hall at 4 o'clock on Monday after-
noon, and thence proceed in a body to the City
Hall. J J

Ihe substitute was adopted and the meeting ad-
journed until Saturday evening next.

FATAL ACClDENT? lnquest. ?About 7 o'clock on
Saturday night a young man, about 20 years of
age, named Thomas E. Randall, living with his
parents on Eutavr near Pratt street, came to a
sudden death under the following circumstances:?
A few days previous, the deceased had borrowed a
gun from an acquaintance named Samuel Brooks,
who is employed in the oyster-can factory of Mr.
Smith, on Lombard street. The gun was the
property of Levin Smith, the son of Mr. Smith,
who intended using it this week, and about the
time mentioned he, in company with Brooks, called
at Randall's house for the purpose of procuring it.
The deceased went into the house, leaving his
friends at the gate, and soou returned with
the gun, which he handed to Brooks. At this in-
stant, the gun by some means was discharged, the
load taking effect in the throat of Randall, severing
the windpipe and maiii arteries. The unfortunate
man was immediately carried into the house, and
Dr. Fulton quickly summoned, but upon his arri-
val he found the body pulseless, the deceased hav-
ing expired in two or three minutes after receiving
the wound. The muzzle of the gun must have
been inclose proximity to the head of the deceased,
when it was discharged, as the right side of the
neck, the jawand face were much burnt with pow-
der. The report of the gun drew a large crowd
about the premises, and various rumors were in
circulation inregard to the unfortunate occurrence.
Capt. Pettit, of the Western district, immediately
notified Coroner Greentree, who summoned ajury
of inquest. The evidence of Mr. Smith was in ac-
cordance with the facta stated above, merely add-
ing that when Brooks took the gun he said, "Is the
gun loaded ?" Randall replied "it is greased," and
at that instant the explosion took place. The jury
rendered a verdict of "death caused by the acci-
dental discharge of a gun in the hands of Samuel
Brooks." The deceased was a blacksmith by trade,
in the employ of Messrs. McCaulev A Foley, Paca,
near Pratt street. Brooks was arrested by Capt.
Boyd and Sergt. Crangle shortly after the occur-
rence, and confined in the Southern station, but
after the rendition of the verdict he was dis-

i charged.

There are several other servants,
who bad been sold in the same manner, on their
way to Baltimore from the same State.

THE GREAT STORM ON THE GULF?THIRTY LIVES
LOST?PROPERTY TJ THE AMOUNT OF $500,000 DE-
STROYED. ?The Mobile and New Orleans papers con-
tinue to give us details of the great equinox-
ial storm of the 15th, but the most important facts
relating to its destructive character were received
by telegraph and have been published. The loss of
property, including the cotton warehouses destroy-
ed by fire in Mobile, it is stated will amount to
$500,000. The most serious loss of life occurred at
Point a-la-Hache on the Balize, of which the New
Orleans Delta of Wednesday gives the following
account :

We are informed by the clerk of the steamer
Texas Ranger, which arrived last evening from the
Balize, that Mr. Gay, wife and daughter were
drowned in the Mississippi in front of their resi-
dence, a few miles below Point-a-la-llache, at a
place called the Jump. It seems that Mr. Gay con
sidering it too dangerous for his family to remain
in their dwelling, transferred them to his sail boat,
after having cut away her mast. Soon aftereffect
ingtheir removal, a large tree was blown imme-
diately over the boat, causing her to sink, and all
the inmates were drowned. Their bodies have all
been recovered by the friends of the deceased. A
fisherman was picked up last Monday evening at 7
o'clock from a skiff in the river by the Ranger. He
says that a party of thirty-three others and himself
were encamped near Bird Island at the time the
gale commenced. The first indication they had
was when the wind commenced blowing a hurri-
cane, and the water rose a foot and a half in a few
minutes: It then moderated for two hours, when
it recovered its fury with a greater forcethan ever.
The thirty-three men who were with him took to
their sail boat, called the Look Out, but were cap-
sized as ther were passing the place of Mr. Gay,
and all but three of the occupants were drowned.
He himself took a skiff, and was afterwards picked
up by the Ranger, as above described. From a
passenger by the same steamer, we learn that the
sugar house of Mr. Huff, three miles below Point-a-la-Hache, was blown down and completely de
molished.

FLIGHT (IF THE KING 1)F NAPLES CONFIRM EC

The London Shipping Gazette (2d edition) of
Sept. Btb, contains the following?confirmatory of
the rumored telegram to Queenstown :

MI'ORTANT FROM BULGARIA-SPREAD OF
THE REVOLUTION ON THE CONTINENT
OF EUROPE.
We have despatches from Bulgaria down to the

25th of August byway of Constantinople. Thev
describe the Christian population of that carta's
watching, with the keenest interest, the progress
of Garibaldi at Naples. "The calculation seems
to be, that should Garibaldi triumph at Naples, an
insurrection will at once spring up along the
coasts of Dalmatia in combination with a general
Croat movement. This would be immediately fol-
lowed by a universal upturning in Bosnia and the
Herzegovina; then a fierce insurrection between
Sophia and Nizza. Servia would support this
movement with all its power. The Wallachians
have a thorough understanding with the Hungari-
ans; at some places thev openly speak of Klapka
with enthusiasm. In the service of Garibaldi there
are some Greek officers, who, as soon as the mo-
ment shall arrive, would detach themselves from
their present service and hasten to the frontiers of
Thessaly. In these hurried lines I am giving you
the result of extensive observation £and of actual
conversation with the inhabitants."
*******

Mr. Y'ancey.?l say, then, that the South stands
by the Constitution, as a shield in this Union.
When that shield shall be taken from them by a
dominant sectional majority, who seeks to reducethis Government to the willof a mere majority forits own sectional purposes?who intend to make us

Lord Palmerston must have been perfectly
aware of what we now state to the public, at leastin great part, when he reiterated the assertion
that has been so frequently repeated for some
months?that Austria would not attempt an attack
beyond her frontiers; but he must have spoken
under the conviction that Austria would use suchconcessions and such reverses as would enable her
to fulfil the promises on which he relied.
IfGaribaldi were well advised, it is commonly

said, ho would not attempt to attack Austria in the
Quadrilateral; and, on the other hand, Austria
will be wise to let Maples take her chance in the
contest with Garibaldi, and not advance beyond
the Venetian proper frontier in Italy. This would
at least secure, in favor of Austria, the policy of
non-intervention. At the same time, the Pied-
montese government has agreed with the Western
Powers in desiring that Garibaldi should repel
every enticement to attempt the liberation ofVe-
netia. The reader will see, however,that there is no
question of the Quadrilateral, and that the military
preparations of Austria have their motive in very
partial reference to any Quixotic zeal for the King
of Maples.

HISTORY OF WALKER'S EXPEDITION. ?Thus ends
the last- expedition to Central America under Gen.
Walker, of which we have recently heard so much.
The lirst installment of it sailed from this port the
20th of April, and arrived at linatan Island the
31st of the same month. Gen. Walker himself,
however, did not arrive till the 15th of June, soon
after which the expedition was organized as follows:

Gen. Wm. Walker, General-in-Chief; Col. A. F.
Rudler, Colonel commanding; Major John V. Hoolf,
acting Captain of Company A; Major Thomas Do-
lan, acting Captain of Company li; Capt. J. S.
West, Chief of Commissary Department; Capt.
Small, Chief of the Ordnance Department; Lieut.
John Ryan, Chief of Quartermaster's Department;
Yoah J. Parsons, First Lieutenant Company A.
The sub-officers and rank in file numbered in all
some hundred men, from all parts of the Union.

On the 21st of June the entire party, with Gen.
Walker incommand, lelt Raatan for the Island of
Cozumel, oil' the coast of Yucatan, where arms,
ammunition and provisions had been collected.
Thence they sailed again on the 27th for Honduras,
but not direct. As before mentioned, the British
man-of-war Icarus was watching them, and over a
month was consumed in watching her in turn. On
the 6th of August, however, while the officers of
the Icarus were enjoying themselves at Belize, the
expedition quietly efiectcd its landing at Truxillo,
and tood possession of the city. The rest is too
well known to need reciting.

The Beyrout correspondent of the Daily News,
writingon the 22d August, says: I mentioned that
the number of Christians massacred in Damascus
during five or six davs that the reign of terror last-
ed amounted to 5,500 men, women and children.
This has now been ascertained to be correct. Thetotal number of persons killed in cold blood by
Druses and Moslems since the disturbances first
commenced at the end of May, including the vari-
ous towns on the Lebanon, Sidom, Damascus and
elsewhere, amounts to the fearful number of 12,000,
besides those who fell in open fight, when as yet
the war was a mere sectarian outbreak. The
amount of property plundered, burnt, destroyed
and otherwise swept away during the same period
?not counting the consequent losses to trade, but
simply the actual loss of money, jewels, houses, fur-niture, horses, cattle, silk cocoons, silk factories,
mulberry and olive trees, vines, oil. wine, grain,
flour, and (a very considerable item) church plate,
has been very carefully calculated, and has been
found to represent no smaller a sum than between
fourteen and fifteen millions sterling. The number
of villages destroyed amounts to IC3. The churches
burnt are more than 220. Of convents, large andsmall, seven have been destroyed, and nearly 200priests have been butchered in various parts.

Mr. Yancey?l believe that the God of Liberty,
to whom it is our duty at all times to pray, He who
holds in His hands the very destinies of nations,
willso turn the hearts of our people that such an
event shall not happen.

A Voice?Amen!
Mr. Yancey?The Union is much to the South;

we prefer to have it as it is, and we will deprecate
dissolution. But if it is dissolved, it shall not be by
the South. It shall be dissolved by those who are
warring on the South and seeking to dissolve the
Constitution and the Union. Let Northern men see
to it that they preserve that Union, if they want to
preserve their commerce, if they wish to preserve
their manufactures or power, and if they wish to
preserve the South as the best mart for the sale of
their products, the fruits of their industry and their
commerce. If we of the South are driven to sup-
port ourselves we are independent of the world: wc
have the great peace-maker, King Cotton, within
our midst. [Vociferous applause.] We willtell the
millions of the world that we feed ourselves and
clothe the world. Unless these, therefore, want to
be naked [laughter], and show their nakedness (re-
newed laughter), they had better come and solicit
the support of our cotton planters.

Now then, fellow-citizens, I beg you to excuse
me from saying anything further,

0

and for the de-
sultory character of the remarks I have at this time
submitted. I close them by telling you that the
South loves the Union, respects the Union, has all
respect for the Constitution, and will stand by and
preserve that instrument intact, and is deter-
mined that every other section shall so preserve it,
against the attacks of the Wide Awakes, the sleepy
abolitionists, and everybody else.

The speaker retired am"id vociferous applause.
Secretary Cobb then briefly addressed the assem-
blage, after which the crowd repaired to the resi-
dence of Hon. Jeff. Davis, and after serenading
that gentleman they retired.

MISSOURI BRECKINRIDGE CONVENTION.

Cor.. KUDLER OR RUDLER. ?Very little seems to

expeditions, and finally participated in hi 3 fate.?
He was regarded as a brave, honorable and gener-
ous gentleman, and enjoyed the respect of all who

knew him.

A^KES ' STEAM PLOW A FAILURE.?During the
Illinois State Fair,at Jacksonville, Fawkes' steamplow was again submitted to a practical test in a
forty-acre field, and proved a bad failure. It was
tested last year, but it was thought its failure thencould be remedied by some improvements of themachinery. Alterations antl improvements were
made in Cincinnati, but perfection has not been at-
tained. Of tbe performance at Jacksonville the
correspondent of the Harrisburg Press writes :

"Mr. Fawkes began plowingat 11 o'clock, draw-ing six plows; steam 130 degrees; ran 14 minutes;
stopped steam at 80; stopping 10 minutes; started
again; ran the whole of one minute, and actually
plowed 456 yards; furrows six and one half
feet wide; stopped; started again; steam 130 de-grees; ran one minute; stopped; steam at 100.

A STRONG SAFE. ?There is a bank safe on exhibi-
tion at the National Fairin Cincinnati which really
deserves more than a passing notice. It is eight
feet high, made of the best boiler iron, and the lin-ing is also made of boiler iron. The space between
the outer wall 3 and the lining is tilled with a pecu-
luiar substance, which becomes as hard as the hard-
est granite, and always remains dry. But the lockis the great point. Across the outer door extends
a heavy bar of iron, sunk into the surface of thedoor, and fastened by a combination lock. Under-neath this bar lies concealed the kevhole of the fa-mous English llrama lock, which being unlocked, a
double door three inches thick, made of solid steelplates, opens, and discloses, not the interior of the
safe, but another pair of doors of equal strength,
fastened by the patent Tumbler lock. N'or is this
all. The last-named door 3 being opened, we see a
third pair of steel plate doors. Here then we have
locks without keys or keyhole, capable of a million
different combinations, and which can only be
opened by the one who closed them.

SEIZURE OF CHURCH PLATE IN MEXICO.?Since our
last we have been shown a number of private let-
ters from Mexico, in reference to the recentdemand
of theMiramon Government that the church plate
bo placed at its disposal to raise money for the de-
fence of ihe capital and the continuance of the
civil war. To the honor of the clergy be it said, it
was in most cases refused, and at the last accounts
received at Vera Cruz, only a paltry sum had thus
been raised. Itis stated, moreover, that in nearly
every case where the plate has thus been taken and
sold, it was by force alone. And among those who
were most active in this work of sacrilege was
Robles Pezuela, late Minister to Washington, now
commanding at Puebla, who was daily packing up
such pieces as ho was able to put his hands on, and
sending them oft' to Mexico. ?A r. 0. Picayune,

MR. SCOTT RUSSELL AND THE GREAT EASTERN.?
The friends of .Mr. J. Seott Russell willbe pleased
to hear that the arbitration between that gentle-
man and the Great Ship Company has been brought
to a conclusion, and that an award has been given
in Mr. Russell's favor. The arbitrators were
Messrs. Fowler and McLean, with Mr. llawksliaw
a3 referee. These three gentlemen arc at the head
of the Engineering profession in England, and in
every way qualified for snch an office. They were
to decide any difference arising between Mr. Rus-
sell and the Company, as to fulfillment of contract
to lit out the Great Eastern to a specified extent,
and tbey have, after nearly twelve months' pro-
tracted sitfing, at length declared that Mr. Russell
has fulfilled that contract, and that £52,000 .or
SI 10,000, is due to him.

THE KicnTs OF FRENCH NATURALIZED CITIZENS.?
The decision of the French Tribunal inthe case of
l'uyoou, a naturalized French citizen of the United
States, goes further than was first reported. The
impression was that he was released by the French
Government from military service because, at the
time he emigrated from France, the service was
not due. Rut the decision rested upon the law of
France that the quality of a French citizen is for-
feited by naturalization, and that foreigners cannot
serve in the armies of France, it makes no dfffer-
ence, therefore, whether a Frenchman emigrates
before or after military service becomes due; so
soon as he becomes naturalized in a foreign coun-
try, he ceases to be a Frenchman, and the French
Government has no claim upon him.

FALL OF A BITILPINO.?in Philadelphia on Friday
morning, about 7 o'clock, a three story brick store
and dwelling, at Thirty-sixth and liaverford streets,
West Philadelphia, occupied by John T'ravilla and
family, fell to its foundations, seriously injuring
several members of his family, lie and his wife es-
caped with a few bruises. The family were about
to sit down to breakfast at the time, and it is won
derful that all were not crushed to death. All the
furniture was demolished.

THE EQUlNOX. ?i'rof. Loomis stated before the
American Scientific Association, that there is not
always a hoary storm at the time of the equinoxes,
for statistics show that such seasons are more often
marked by fair weather than foul. lie accounted
for the popular opinion by the fact that the change
from warm to cold weather, or the reverse, wasgenerally attended by great storms, which fre-
quently occur near the time of the vernal and au-
tumnal equinoxes.

TWENTY 11101 SAND DOLLARS MISSING.?A package
of promissory notes to the amount of $20,000 was
recently mailed from the Tanners' Bank at Catskill,
Greene county, to the Union liank, .Yew Vork, but
has never been received. A search was instituted,
when it was found that the package contained also
43 letters from'Catskill, none of which have been
received. It is supposed to have been carried
through to some distant office, and that it will yet
come round all right.

WHIPPING A YEGBO. ?The Charleston Courier, of
Tuesday, says: A man named William S. McClure,
hailing from the State of Maine, was on Saturday
whipped by a negro at Grahamville, for tampering
with slaves in that vicinity. McClure was then
placed on the cars of the Charleston and Savannah
railroad, and arrived in the city yesterday, and
given into the charge of the Mayor, who will ship
him by the first conveyance to the Yorth.

MOM. MARIETTE, the celebrated Egyptian anti-
quarian, writes of a new discovery in Egypt as fol-
lows : "The excavations made at Memphis have
brought to light a metal founder's workshop. We
have already discovered his tools, about forty
pounds of unrefined silver, gold medals, twenty
silver medals never seen before, and other objects
destined to the crucible."

OLIVER WENIIEI.I.HOLMES vividly describes death
thus: "By the stillness of the sharpened features,
by the blackness of the tearless eye, by the fixed-
ness of the smileless mouth, by the deapening tints,
by the contracted brow, by the dilating nostril, we
know that the soul is soon to leave its mortal tene-
ment, and is already closing its windows and put-
ting out its fares."

A muzzle-loading gun, of large dimensions,
weighing about live tons, lias been received at
Woolwich, from Sir Wm.
