Considerable uneasiness was felt at Paris in re-
gard to the collision between the French troops
and Garibaldi's legions. The hope was entertained
that more serious complications would be avoided,
chiefly founded on the expectation that the Pope
would shortly leave Home.

The Sacred College was exerting its influence to
induce him to seek an.asylum in Spain or Austria

if the Pope departs and the French follow his ex-
ample, the Sardinians would at once occupy Rome.

It is reported that Gen. Goyon's forces are to he
increased to 20,000 men.

The Times says that the Papal army no longer
exists, tor the forty thousand men besieged in An
cona may already be reckoned as Gen. Cialdini's
prisoners.

The London Herald says that the Papal army has
heen defeated, but not dishonored. Gen. Lamori-
ciero was evidently outnumbered. His forces, ili-
urganized and ill-formed, were no match for the
regular army led by able commanders.

The London Chronicle says that the effect of the
recent battle is to transfer to the King of Sardinia
the whole <>i the Roman territory except Viterbo
and Civita Veechia.

The accounts of the battle between General La-

moriciere and the Sardinians state that Lamori-
ciert-V troops commenced the battle. He had elev-
en thousand men.

Garibaldi, it. is said, demanded of the King of
Sardinia the dismissal of Carour and Farini from
the Cabinet, for refusing to send 30,000 Sardinian
troops to garrison Naples. The King had replied,

but the tenor of bis communication was unknown.

The Sardinian Ministry will submit Garibaldi's de-
mands to Parliament, and request ihe approval of
their conduct. Ifapproval should be withheld the
Cabinet will resign. If Garibaldi's request is
granted, the King will place himself at the head of
the nrmv and march for Naples.

The l'aris correspondent of the London Pant
pronounces the attempt on Napoleon's life as un-
founded.

Seventy-four Austrian vessels of war have been
ordered to rendezvous at the, Island of l.izzia, in the
Adriatic.

It is rumored that Connt Persigny will succeed
Count Thouvenel as Minister of Foreign Affairs in
the French Cabinet.

The Countitutionnel gives a categorical denial to
the statement that the islands Sardinia and Llba
will be ceded to France as an indemnity for the an-
nexation of Naples and Sicily to Piedmont,

it is reported that Mazzini is at Naples.
The Journal Armaria, of Florence, has been

seized at Paris for an at tide insulting to the Km-
peror.

It is reported that a manifesto by the Pope, an-
nouncing bis departure from Home, is alread}- pre-
pared.

ANCONA BESIEGED AND BLOCKADED.

?Sr. JOHNS, October 2.?The steamer Canada, from

Liverpool on the 22d, passed Cape llace last night,
and was intercepted by the news boat of the Asso-
ciated Press.

The steamer Prince Albert arrived out on the
21st ult.

The steamer Etna is advertised to sail for Halifax

and New York, on the 29th September.
The steamer Canada took the place of the Arabia,

in consequence of the latter damaging her wheel
in docking.

The Queen and Prince Albert embarked at
Gravesend on the 22d for Antwerp.

The news by this arrival is of interest, but there
is no material change in the general aspect of Ital-
ian all'airs.

The Papal army had become thoroughly disor-
ganized, and may be considered as virtuallydis-

: banded.
' Ancona was beseigea by land by the Sardinian

troops, and blockaded by the late Neapolitan lleet.
Garibaldi was actively preparing to march

against Capua, twenty miles north of the citv of
Naples.

Garibaldi lias again announced that he willonlv
proclaim the Kingdom of Italy from Rome!

The latest accounts of Garibaldi's movements
say that his troops had disembarked at the mouth
ot the river Gairgliano, and interrupted the com-
munication of the Royal troops ketween Capua and
Gaeta. Garibaldi had laetly visited Palermo, and
published a fresh proclamation to the inhabitants,
repeating as stated above, that he wilt only pro
claim at Rome the Constitutional Kingdom of"
Italy, and will not accomplish annexation at pre-
sent. it was expected that on his return to Na-
ples he would operate against Capua, and an early
capitulation of that important point was antici-
pated.

The Turin official journal formally denies the
reports about the letters of Garibaldi to the King.

General Pimoden died on the 19th inst. at Turin.
A Turin correspondent states the tenor of the

King's reply to Garibaldi, which is made without
consulting his Ministers, as it concerned theur. per-
sonally, to be as follows:?He declares that he can-
not comply with such strange pretensions, coming
from a man whose successes mislead him.

Sardinia has notified the foreign Powers of the
blockade of Ancona. and that the principlesof mar-
itime rights agreed upon at the Paris Congress
will be observed.

The Dublin Sacs had published a letter from an
Irish source, stating that a great battle had been
fought outside Perugia, which resulted ir. a Pon-
tifical victory; the loss of the Piedmontese being
over one thousand men. This however was prior
to the successful attack of the Sardinians on
Perugia.

Accounts from France say that the Paris Bourse
had advanced. The rentes closed at G5.55.

The Emperor and Empress had returned from
Algeria.

The Emperor of Austria and the Prince Regent
of Prussia were not to be accompanied by their Min-
isters to Warsaw.

FROM CALIFORNIA

ST. JOSEPH, MO., October I.?California news,by
pony express, to September 19, was received here
last night.

GENERAL NEWS.
The pony express from St. Louis, with dates to

the 4th inst., arrived at San Francisco on the 18th.
The British ship Meta, last from Hong Kong, has

been chartered to load grain for Liverpool.
On the 17th, a miner named Woodside, while

digging in a bank near Weaversville, found a piece
of gold worth SSOO. On the next day, while digging
near the same spot, he was instantly killed by the
bank caving in upon him.

Upwards of §35,000 are reported to have heen
taken out of the Mount Opliir claim, in Tuolotue,
on the 7th inst.

Major I'. It. Reading, of Shasta, has this year
harvested a large field of wheat yielding 45 bushels
per acre, liis barley field yielded 70 bushels per
acre. These crops are produced on land cultivated
for thirteen years.

Senator Latham starts to-morrow, with his
family, on an overland journey to New Orleans
and Washington, passing over the Butterfield route
to El Paso, thence going through Texas via San
Antonio. He has had a splendid easy carriage built
for the journey, the overland mail company furn-
ishing the requisite change of horses.

There is no State news of importance. The
quadrangular political canvass is progressing ac-
tively, with no new indications as to the probable
results.

OREGON.
News has been received overland from Oregon,

by telegraph from Ageka, the northern terminus of
the State line.

The Oregon Legislature met at Salem on the 10th.
The House organized by choosing Benjamin Hard-
ing (a Douglas Democrat, who at the last two
elections voted for Mr. Logan, the Republican can-
didate for Congress), Speaker; T. McP. Patten
(Republican), Chief Clerk: Mr. Allen (Douglas
Democrat), Assistant Clerk, and Mr. Leverage
(Republican), Sergeant-at-arms.

The Senatorial organization of the Assembly was
regarded by the Breckinridge members as an indi-
cation that a Douglas-Republican coalition was |
already formed to elect Col. Baker and S. W. Ne-
smith, United States Senators.

The Constitution of Oregon requires two thirds
of all the members elected to each House to form a
quorum to do business. Upon receiving the news
of the organization of the House, six of the Breck-
inridge Senators bolted and left Salem early on the
morning of the 11th. The Senate was thus left
without a quorum, and in that condition it has con-
tinued up to the latest accounts. The names of the
Senators who withdrew are Messrs. Florence, Mon-
roe, Berry, McHenry, Fitzhugh and Shelby, the
latter being a son-in-law of Gen. Lane.

A resolution was passed by the Senate empow-
ering the Sergeant-at arms to compel the attend-
ance of the absent members, and to call to his aid
whatever force is necessary.

The President ol the Senate is Hon. L. L. Glkins,
and the Secretary Mr. People, both Douglas Demo-
crats. The Sergeant-at-arms, to whom has been
intrusted ttie delicate task of bringing hick the
absconding Senators, is of the same political faith.
The assistant secretary and the enrolling clerk are
Republicans. An attempt will be made bv the
Rreckinridge men to defeat a quorum in the House,
in order to prevent the election of Baker and Nes-
niith. This cannot be accomplished, and the want

of a quorum in the Senate willnot necessarily pre
vent the election of the Senators. It is probable
that the two United States Senators willhe elected
by a coalition between the Douglas men and the

Republicans. Col. E. D. Baker has received the
Republican nomination in caucus, and will he one
of the Senators, if there is any election at all.

This is generally conceded on all sides.
Both Houses bad adjourned till Monday, Sep-

tember 17th.
As the stage passed through Cornwallis on Fri-

day night, the 14th, the Sergeant-at-arms of the

Senate was there, with a posse of citizens, search-
ing for the absconding Senators. The latter, on
the arrival of the otlicer, had taken to the bush,
and scattered in various directions to avoid arrest.

They had all been stopping at Cornwallis ever
since leaving the Senate. One was arrested by a
deputy, hut subsequentlv escaped.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
ASWINDLER. ?On Monday the proprietors of Bar-

nutn's City Hotel were made the victims of a gross
swindle under the following circumstances: On
Saturday a person having ttie outward appearance
of a gentleman arrived at the Hotel and booked
himself as "\\. Campbell, Va." His travelling ac-
coutrements were all right, and he put on some
"airs." After a short stay in the room assigned
him, he sought the acquaintance of Mr. McLaugh-
lin, and in a general conversation about business,
Ac., produced.several letters addressed to mercan-
tile firms in the city, and inquired their standing.
Ho also mentioned names of gentlemen in the South
as friends, with whom Mr. McL. was also acquaint-
ed, and conveyed to him their regards and distin-
guished consideration. Mr. Campbell then disposed
himself quietlv in and ont of the Hotel during the
remainder of Saturday and on Sunday. On Mon-
day morning a letter post-marked Philadelphia was
received at the Hotel, directed to the proprietors,
which was opened. It was signed "A. Miller,"
and stated that a gentleman from Virginia,
named Campbell, would arrive at the Hotel
on Monday, with a request that Mr. Campbell
should be informed that, his wife would leave l'hila -
delphia that day, and desiring apartments to he got
ready. After the proprietor had read the letter, it
was placed in Mr. Campbell's box, who, at about. 10
o'clock, appeared at the counter and at once asked
for it. The letter being handed to him, 51r. Camp-
bell expressed some surprise at one of his letters
being opened, hut an explanation of the circum-
stances seemed satisfactory. About 12 o'clock Mr.
Campbell again appeared at the office, and after a
short conversation with Mr. McLaugtdin he drew
forth a draft on a New York Bank for SSOO, and,
turning to one of the clerks, asked him the favor to
get the cash for it. The clerk immediately wont
out and presented the draft at the hanking house of
Messrs. Josiah Lee & Co., for which the money was
instantly banded over, the paying teller having no
cause to suspect anything wrong. While the clerk
was absent, Mr. Campbell drew forth another
draft for $250, and requested Mr. McLaughlin to
pay him the amount, saying he had promised to
pay for a bill of goods at one o'clock. The money
was unsuspectingly paid Mr. Campbell, in the
mean time the clerk returned and handed the SSOO
drawn from the Bank to the Mr. 0., which gentle-
man, having now pocketed 5750, strutted about
the h:ilI and bar room for a while and then disap-
peared. About two o'clock a message was sent

irom the Bank to the effect that the draft for SSOO
was worthless. This was astounding news, and
when the §250 draft was submitted to inspection
at the Bank, it was pronounced as worthless as the
other. It was concluded that Campbell was a
"Confidence Man," and the City Hotel had heen
swindled. It is unnecessary to say, that Mrs. Camp-
hell did not arrive, that, the mercantile firms in Bal
limine knew nothing of him, and that "A. Miller,"
of Philadelphia, was a fictitious person. The mat-
ter is in the hands of the Detectives, who are now
after the bird.

JUDGES OF ELECTION. ?On yesterday and Monday
the Board of Police Commissioners were engaged in
sweating in the Judges of Election. On Monday
seventy took the oath, and on yesterday one hun-
dred and ten, making one hundred and eighty who
have qualified, and leaving sixty yet to swear in.
A number of the persons who were appointed have
made excuses and endeavored to avoid serving, but
the Commissioners are careful to compel all to as-
sume the position unless ill health or some other
equally good reason is offered against it. The fol-
lowing is the oath which is administered:

T, A. 13., do swear (or affirm, as the case may be,) that
I willsupport the Constitution of the United States, and
that 1 willbe faithful and bear true allegiance to the State
of Maryland and support the Constitution and laws
thereof, and that I will,to tin* best of my skill and judg-
ment, diligently and faithfully, without partiality or
prejudice, execute the office of Judge of Election accord-
ing to the Constitution and laws of the State, and that,
since the adoption of the present Constitution, I have not.
in any manner, violated the provisions thc.eut in rela-
tion to brioery of voter- or preventing legal or procuring
illegal votes to be given. I. A. It., do swear that I will
permit all persons to vote who shall offer to poll at the
election now to be he'd for the city of Baltimore, who in
my judgment shall, according to the directions contained

in the Constitution and laws, be entitled to poll at the

same election; and that 1 will not permit any person to
poll at the same election who is not in my judgment
qualified to vote as aforesaid, and will in all things exe-
cute the office of Judge of the said election according to

the best ofmy knowledge, without favor or partiality, so
help me God. I,A. 13., do swear that I willwell and
faithfullydischarge the duties by the fourth article of the
public local laws for the city of Baltimore imposed on me
or which may be assigned to me during the official term
by law.

INCITINGRIOT.?On Monday night, when the Sixth
ward union meeting, held at the corner of Fayette
and Ann streets, was progressing, a man named A.
C. Williams endeavored to excite a riot, and to dis-
turb the meeting. He finally drew a large knife
which be flourished in the air, and threatened vio-
lence to several who were in the crowd. Sergt.
Hall and policeman McUahn took him in charge
and conducted him to the Eastern district police
station, and yesterday morning Ju-tice Griffin com-
mitted him to jailto answer the charge at Court.
There was a time when Williams was a prominent
member of the American party. He was Presi-
dent of the "Red Necks" during the last campaign,
anil was a member from the Third ward to the
Third Congressional nominating Convention, in
which he voted for William Alexander, and was the
leader of his party. Williams, however, has fallen
from his high estate, lie is now a prominent
Black Republican, and is stilldetermined to give
exhibitions of the training he received while a
"Native of the Thomas" (Swann) School. 0i

BARON RENFREW. ?As previously stated. Baron
Renfrew and suite will leave Harrisburg this morn-
ing in a special train over the Northern Central
Railroad, en route for the National Capital. The
distinguished visitors will arrive at the Calvert
station about one o'clock I'. M. to-day, where
carriages willbe in waiting for them. The party
will then be driven out Calvert to Eager street,
along Eager to Charles, along Charles to Balti
more, to Hanover, along Hanover to Camden,
then to the station where a special train will be in
waiting to convey them to Washington. The Baron
is expected to return to Baltimore on next Monday
morning, when he willhe received by the Mayor
and City Council, and a militaryescort. The Baron
will be invited to take part in the ceremonies of the
inauguration of the new nark, which will take
place on that day, and will probably accept the
invitation.

IMPORTANT ARREST. ?Yesterday a man known in
the Eastern section of the city as Hoggy, a notori-
ous rowdv, gave himself up, (a warrant having been
issued for his arrest,) on the charge of robbing the
same man that Jim Manly enticed into his house
and robbed. lioggv was one of the leaders in the
intamnus "coop" business of the last election, and
robbed Mr. Daily after he was thrust into the
"coop" at Manly'a. He was prominent in all the
rowdy and riotous demonstrations which disgraced
even the locality known as the "Causeway," and
was foremost in the outrages and indignities which
were perpetrated at and about the 2d ward polls on
the last election. George H. Hebner (who has
been nominated for the City Council by the Ameri-
can Bell-Everett party of the Ist ward) became his
bondsman for his appearance at Court to answer
the charge.

A HANDSOME COMPLIMENT. ?Last evening the full
Vollandt Band, led by Captain C. Vollandt, pro-
ceeded to the Entaw House and complimented the
proprietor, Col. B. B. Coleman, with a charming
serenade. All the pieces performed were new and
composed expressly for the Band. The serenade
had special reference to the return of Col. Cole-
man, aTter several months' absence at, Niagara, as
proprietor of the International. With characteris-
tic hospitality the Band was invited in and enjoyed
the good cheer of the house.

ARREST OF NEGROES. ?At an early hour yester-
day morning, a large number of negroes were act-
ing in a most disorderly manner in a houso on Clay
street, near Liberty. There was a ball going on,

and the negroes of bo'.h sexes were quarreling and
fighting. Capt. Gray, with a posse of officers, vis-
ited the place and arrested Lewis Clarke and 36
others, and took them to the Central police station.
Clarke gave security to answer the charge at Court,
and the 36 were committed to jail in default of
peace security.

FlßE.? About four o'clock yesterday morning,
lire was discovered in the dwelling of Mr. Yelling,
No. 52 North Baca street. It accidentally originat-
ed from a wood-lire, kindled upon the hearth in a
second-story room, The damage was inconsider-
able, the fire being soon noticed and extinguished.

TUESDAY, October 2.

FIRST BRANCH. ?Present Samuel G. Spicer, Esq.,
President, and all the members except Messrs.
Irons, Baugher and Bain. Mr. TAYLOR presented
a report from the Joint .Standing Committee on
Claims, witha resolution in favor of Teale A Gill,
directing the City Comptroller to pay to thpra $27
for work and materials furnished to the Eastern
fountain; adopted. Mr. EVANS presented a re-
port from the Joint Standing Committee on the
Fire Department, with a resolution in favor of

Spring lot; adopted. Mr. EVANS, of the Joint
Standing Committee on City Property, presented a
report with a resolution adverse to planting
trees in Lafayette Square; adopted.

A report from the committee on the final interment
of the remains of John McDonogh was received
from the Second Branch and read. Mr. SADDEN
presented an ordinance authorizing the Baltimore
and Towsontown Railroad Company to lay n siogle
track of railway along Belvidere, Eager, St. Paul,
Centre, Calvert", Fayette and Holliday streets; read
and ordered to be printed.

LA W INTELLIGENCE.
CRIMINAL COURT ?JuDOE BONO.

On the opening of the Court yesterday morning,
Charles 1.. Kraft, Esq., arose and said that he de-
sired to make a motion to the Court in the
case of Erasmus Levy, who was to be tried for mur-
der on Thursday. The counsel for the traverser
desired to have from the State the names of all the
witnesses who were to he produced upon the trial,
so that the defence would not he taken bv surprise,
and would have an opportunity to contradict or im-
peach any witnesses who were brought forward.?
The connsel knew that the Grand Jury had return-
ed the names'of certainVitnesses on the back of the
indictment, hut they had understood that other
witnesses would b" produced, who were not
on the indictment., and the traverser had an
undoubted right to know their names. The
accused had a right to confront his accusers, and
therefore, as one of the counsel of Levy, ho would
move the Court to pass an order requiring the
State to furnish the defence with the names of all
the witnesses in its possession. Mr. Kraft then
read the motion to the Court, which was filed.
Mr. lug, another of the counsel for Levy, made a
few remarks on the motion, claiming the right of
the traverser to have the names of all the wit-
nesses who were to be confronted against him.
Mr. Ing referred to the case of the negro hoy
Brown, indicted for the murder of voung Crozier,
in the United States District Court, where Judge
Taney had passed an order authorizing the
counsel for tlx? defence to converse, in the
presence of the United States District Attorney,
with ail tiie witnesses for the prosecution, so that
the accused could have an opportunity of meeting
all the testimony which might be brought against
him. Mr. Whitney said that in this case he de-
sired to adhere to the rule of the Court, and furnish
the counsel for the defence witii the names of all
witnesses within his knowledge. During (he pro-
gress of the trial, however, it might be necessary
to summon new witnesses, either for the State or
defence, to meet any new ptiasc which tfie case
might take. He had no desire to withhold any wit-
nesses from the defence; regardlessjof Ijany personal
abuse, he wanted to try this case fairly and impar-
tially, and would never place himself in a position
to be charged with persecuting a man, no matter
who he was or what his position. Mr. Whitney then
referred to the first arrest of Levy upon this charge.
He had been under arrest for ten days, and the
only knowledge of the fact he got was from the
newspapers. After ten days a note was left at his
residence, on a Sunday night, and handed to him
on Monday morning. This note was from Marshal
Kane, stating that an examination was to be held
in Levy's case that morning. He called at the Mar-
shal's office, and then stated that he was not pre-
pared to go into an examination of the matter at
that time?that he had only received official
notification of the arrest on that morning, and
suggested a postponement until Thursday morn
ing. when the Criminal Court would he in
session, desiring to have the whole mat-
ter before the Court for its action. He
also stated to the Marshal and to Mayor Swarm,
that the greatest difficulty the State had to encoun-
ter in the trial of sucii cases, was the course taken
at these preliminary examinations, where witnesses
were examined, and their testimony published, in-
terfering, in a great measure, with the case when
brought up for trial. The hearing was then post-
poned at. tiis (W.'s) suggestion until Thursday,
when the Court would meet. in the meantime,
application was made before Judge liartol for a
writ of habeas carpus, and he (Mr. W.) was notified
of the fact. He saw Judge Bartol and stated to
him that a hearing in the ease wa3 to
be had on Thursday, but the Judge, after
examining the Code, came to the conclusion that
it was imperative upon him to grant the writ. At
his ( Mr. W.'s) request then, the Judge made out a
blank subpoena for the summoning of " 't-ifo

the State, el.;<li was given by birn to Marshal
Gilford, with a request that lit; would furnish Ihe
names of witnesses .to the Sheriff. The hearing
came off on Thursday, I lie day of the meeting of
the Criminal Court, and he had requested Mr. I'ink-
ney, the deputy, to attend the examination?which
had been the custom for a quarter of a century?-
he being obliged to he present in the Criminal
Court. After bearing the case, Judge Bartol did
not consider the testimony sufficient to hold
the party to bail, and lie was discharged.?
After having done all this, Mr. Whitney said, a
statement was made by a gentleman, inthe papers,
that I wanted to suppress the testimony in the case,
when 1 can establish the fact by competent tes-
timony. that Marshal Kane had stated that lie
wouldn't furnish the testimony in his possession
because he hadn't confidence in ino. As to the
names of the witnesses now in his possession, be
would give them to the counsel for the defence,
willingly,and would say, "all that I have, 1 freely
give unto thee." Mr. Kraft said that Mr. Whit-
ney had stated that for which the counsel
for the defence had been induced to make this de-
mand. They bad reason to believe that there was
another party in this prosecution, behind the scenes,
one who had undertaken to conduct this prosecu-
tion; one who had said that he had no confidence in
the State's Attorney, and therefore would not fur-
nish the names of witnesses, who was the Assistant
State's Attorney, self constituted. Mr. Ing said
that he had learned that parties had been arrested
in the city, taken to the station-house, and incar-
cerated, because it was believed that they knew
something in regard to the affair, and were only re-
leased because they had sworn themselves to be
utterly ignorant of anything connected with the
transaction, it mightbe that there were now per-
sons confined in the station-houses who would
be sprung upon them at the hour of trial.??- .
The Court said that so far as the right of the
prisoner to be confronted with his witnesses was
concerned, lie had the undoubted privilege of
knowing them; it had always been the practice in
this Court to furnish the defence with tiie names
of all returned by the Grand Jury. As to certain
statements made by counsel in regard to witnesses,
and the action of other parties in the case, the
Court would say that it can only see and know one
prosecutor in the Court. Mr. Whitney is the
State's Attorney, the prosecutor lor the Court,
and he is the sole one to prosecute here. If any
one else undertakes to prosecute a case, he cannot
prosecute it in this Court. This Court is intended,
not for the purpose solely of convicting parties,
hut to see that they have a fair and impartial trial
when indicted. As far as Mr.Whitney was concerned
in the question now before the Court, he could he
controlled by the Court, but the Court had no con-
trol over Marshal Kane, who held office under a
law of the State, it lies in the discretion of Mr.
Whitney, if he received the name of a witness from
Marshal Kane, to say in his discretion whether he
would use the witness or not. If the Mar-
shal lias withheld the names of witnesses from
tiie State's Attorney, sueli a course is unjustifiable,
in the Court's opinion. As to the statements made
in regard to the conduct of the State's Attorney in
the case, the Court has heard nothing. The Court
must look to the State's otlieer alone in the prosecu-
tion. Whether such charges are true or false, the
Grand Jury is here to investigate them, and until
they do so or indict Mr. Whitney, as they have the
power to do, the Court knows no other officer but
him. The Court will therefore pass an order
on Ihe State's Attorney to furnish the names
of all the witnesses within his knowledge.
State vs. Emanuel Irons, indicted for the murder
of John Witz, by shooting him in the left side with
a gun loaded with shot, creating a wound from the
effects of which the ssiu John Witz instantly died.
The offence is alleged to have been committed on
the night of the 11th of August last. J. Morri-
son Harris and Charles L. Kraft, Esqr?., for the de-
fence. The selection of the Jury was commenced
at 11 o'clock. The special panel was called, and
each member questioned on his voirdire, when the
following Jurors were selected: Enoch Pratt, John
Curlett, Win. E. Woodyear, J. P. llartman, Win.
Hanna, C. R. Hodges. T. K. Turner and C. A.
Gambrill. There being eight Jurors selected,
and the prisoner having nine more challenges,
theSherifl was directed to summon twenty talesmen.
Upon the return of the venire by the Sheriff, the
following jurors were selected, who completed the
special panel: Alexander 'Gaddess, Wm. S. Justis,
John Dukehart and C. W. Humiickhouse. After
the jury had been duly sworn and charged by the
clerk, Mr. Whitney made the opening statement,
reciting what the State expected to prove and ex-
plaining the law and the different distinctionsmade
by the laws of Maryland in regard to the crime of
homicide. The counsel for the defence declined
making any statement at this stage of the trial,
remarking that they would defer it until after the
testimony for the prosecution was gone through
with. The following witnesses on the part
of the State were then examined William
Witz, sworn.?Reside in East Fayette street,
near Broadway; John Witz was witness' broth-
er; he was 26 years of age; he was married,
kept house in Castle alley; know the prisoner;
married his daughter; on Saturday, the 11th day
of August, started from the store where witness
worked in company with Mr. Kirbv; went down
Broadway and met John Witz; went along Lom-
bard street with them towards Mr. Irons' house;
witness left them ar.d went to Mr. Irons', where
Irons and he had a conversation together; Mr.
Irons abused witness very much; called him a liar
anil said witness had poisoned his family; he
caught witness hv the throat, and struck him;
witness returned the blow and knocked Irons down;
witness was then set upon by two nephews of the
prisoner, Robert and Lewis Irons; he was fighting
both of them on the ground for some time, when
Mr. Irons went into the house; just at this time
John Witz and Mr. Kirbv came up, when Irons
came out with a gun; John cried out to separate
those fighting with witness; Kirby cried out to
John to run, as that man would shoot; Irons raised
the gun anil fired at John; witness was on the
ground between John and ITODS; Irons fired and
shot John, and then made at witness and struck
him with the butt end of the gun over the jaw and
fired at him; witness next saw John lying on the
lot at the end of Irons' fence; he was dead; helped
to take hitn home to bis family; John was
retreating when he was shot by Irons.
Cross-examined?When witness went to Mr. Irons',
he went there with friendly feelings; have always
been friendly towards Mr. Irons; always tried to be
friendlv; never indulged in threats towards Mr.
Irons of bodily harm; knows John Hammond; never
had any conversation with him in which witness
indulged in any threats towards Mr. Irons; never
said to Hammond that he intended to wind up Mr.
Irons' chronometer; had conversations with Eliza-
beth Fairbanks; never used any threats towards Mr.
Irons then; had conversation with Elizabeth IroDs,
butnever made any threats against Mr. Irons; never

told her that he would poison the whole: knows a Mr.,
Freeherger; never had any conversation with him
about Mr. Irons; struck irons only after lie struck
witness; Lewis irons knocked witness down, with
his head towards the house and feet towards the
gutter: Lewis got on top of witness; suppose Irons
was in the house just at that time; witness had
turned Lewis when Irons came out of the house
with the gun; witness' former wife was standing
on the pavement, and cried out to Lewis to kill
witness: in going to Mr. Irons ntet a young man
named William Hopkins, and asked him to accom-
pany liiin to Irons'; told Hopkins he wanted to have
an explanation: know Charles ITorney; never
threatened to killirons before him; have threat-
ened my former wife, and also Horner; have car-
ried pistols for lliem; never threatened Mr. Irons
before Charles Montague, Henry Durkee, Mr. Sta-
pieford or Mr. Freeherger; never had Mr. irons
bound over; never told Mr. Sapp that he had Mr.
irons where he wanted him; did not hear Kirby or
John cry out?You've got, him now, give it to him.By Mr. Whitney? Witness had friendly feel-
ings towards all of the Irimses except his
former wife ; liai made threats against
her and Horney ; carried a pistol for
Homey, and would have used it if had met him.

James 11. Kirby, sworn.?On the day of this
occurrence, witness hoarded with William Witz;
on the alte-rnoon went to the store with our work:
met John Witz; went out Lombard street; met
William Hopkins; witness and John went on to
Chester street; William Witz stopped to talk toHopkins; afterwards he came up and went over to
Mr. Irons'; witness and John remained on Lombard
street for some time, and started for Irons'house;
heard a rumpus; went to Mr. Irons' house and
there saw two men on the ground, one of these
men was William Witz; went up and tried to pull
them apart; witness called on Robert Irons to part
them; just then saw a man in his shirt sleeves
come out ol the house with a gun and
level it; witness commenced to retreat, and told
John to run, as that man would shoot; witness
turned his head as he retreated, and John Witz
turned round to look at his brother, when the gun
was fired; John said "I am dead," and fell on his
face; the man with gun when lie came out, said,
Anu sons of b s I'll make you leave; witness, after
John was shot, [yd liiui towards the fence, when lie
fell on his face ; Irons stiil cainc towards witness,
and exclaimed, that lie would make the sons of
b s leave; witness retreated, hut came back,
when Mr. irons fired at William Witz; witness
turned Johnjiver and found tiiat he was dead; did
not know the man at the time who fired
the gun, as witness'eve-sight is verv bad; it
was near eight o'clock when witness was there.

half intervened between the two discharges; Irons
was standing in front of his door when he fired; he
did not raise tiie gun to his shoulder, he brought it
about, up to his hip.

'i he Court at 3 o'clock took a recess for one hour.
On the reassembling of the Court, Mr. Whitney

remarked that the State would rest, except to rebut.
Mr. Kraft, on the part of the defence, went into

a statement of what they expected to prove in ex-
tenuation nfthe deed committed by Emanuel Irons.
The following witnesses were then'examined on the
part, of the defence : Robert Irons, sworn.?A in
the brother of the prisoner; was present at the
house of Mr. irons on the night of tiie shooting; it
was between 7 and 8 o'clock when William Witz
came to Mr. Irons' house; witness and son were
sitting on the pavement infront of the house; Eman-
uel had just come home from riding; Witz came to
the corner of the fence and called Irons; witness
asked if he wanted him, and he said No; Witz
then said he wanted Emanuel; Emanuel went to
Witz and said, "I don't want everything heard
out here between us, come in:" the two went down
the yard; witness then heard them talking, andheard Witz calling hi? wife all the d?d wh?es lie
could lav his tongue to; they then came up towards
the arbor where witness was sitting; Emanuel said,
"Are you never going to let me up?" Emanuel
told Witz that lie had poisoned him. Witz denied
it; Emanuel called him a liar, when Witz knocked
him down; witness' son then came up to Witz and
said, "You shan't hurt him;" witness' soti and
William Witz then got into a tight; Witz
was knocked down, and they were both on
the ground, when John Witz, Kirby and
another man came up; William Witz said, "aintI got. any iriends;" John Witz said, "now you've
got him, give it to him," when they came up; but
when they saw it was not Emanuel whom Witz was
fighting, they asked witness-to part theiu; Emanuel
had gone into the house then, and afterwards came
out with the guu and fired; he did not raise the gun
to his shoulder; lie was not able to do it; he was a
cripple, and is crippled now; he has been paralyzed:
witness knows that Emanuel was in dread of Win.
Witz; witness has seen Witz lurking about Irons'
house on many occasions, in the day and night
time, and had told liiin for Christ's sake to go
away, knowing that Emanuel was in dread
of him, and knowing tiie crippled condition
of Emanuel.?Testimony to show that Irons always
labored under the belief that Wiiliam Witz had
poisoned him, w as here desired to be introduced by
tiie defence. Objected to by the State Objection
sustained.-?Omss-oj.-auiined by Mr. Whitney.?
Woo examined before the coroner's jury; some cir-
cumstances witness neglected to tell at that time,
which he recollected after that; witness did not see
the first shot iired; saw Emanuel with the gun;
John Witz asked witness to part William and Lewis
Irons; Emanuel was driving when he went out
riding. By Mr. Harris.?Emanuol's horse is
very gentle; in driving lie wraps the reins around
his hands. By Mr. Whitnev.?Did not say a
day or so after the shooting that lie
could have stopped the affray. Dr. In-
loes, sworn?Have been Mr. Irons' physician
for eighteen months; in the spring lie was taken
with a severe attack of rheumatism, which was
followed by symptoms of paralysis; he suffered
greatly, hardly knowing a night's rest for a long
time; his extremetics were perfectly helpless?his
arms and legs being ina cold state, as if asleep: his
sufferings were calculated to make him irritable;
his nervous system was especially affected; in the
state of his arms and hands, under the paralysis,
he would not have been able to feel the touch
of a trigger, or to know if he pulled it, and
would not have been able to point a gun
in a direct line; he drove his horse by ty-
ing the reins around his bauds and arm.?-
By Mr. Whitney.?Don't tiiink lie could have
pitched quoits; lie might have held them and got
the power from the shoulder and tossed them in a
bungling way. Charles Horney, sworn.?Know
William Witz; he lias threatened bodily harm of-
ten to Mr. Irons; he has told witness that Irons was
the cause of ail his troubles, and he would settle
the s?n of a b?h whenever lie got a chance;
witness communicated this to Mr. Irons; this was
on March Ist,when Witz was arrested on the charge
of having poisoned Mr. Irons' family; witness met
Mr. Irons near the Point watch-house; Irons told
witness then that he came down to get Witz se-
cured; that he was in danger of his life; that Witz
had been seen about his house with a rifle; that lie
would pay for an officer to guard his house if the
captain could not send one; that his house might
he set on fire, and in his condition he might be
burnt up; Irons was then walking on crutches;
Witz had always been friendlv towards witness; he
met Witz often.-?-By Mr. Whitney?Witness had
not spoken to William Witz for six months before
the shooting; not since the poisoning; Witz
made then threats on five or six occasions,
but. he only communicated it to Irons once.
Alfred Stapieford, sworn?[Testified to threats of
Witz against prisoner.] Thomas W. Griffin.
sworn?Am a magistrate; think that William Witz
was not bound over by Emanuel Irons; he was
bound over by his wife; witness took a deposition
from Mr. Irons, in which lie stated that lie was in
fear of bis life from Wm. Witz, and wanted him;
put under security to keep the peace. John
Hammond, sworn?[Gave testimony which was
afterwards ruled out.] William Sapp, sworn?
Know Win. Witz; was sitting in Lombard after the
shooting; witness asked Witz, who came along at
the time, how his brother was; Witz replied he was
dead, and that he had the d d scoundrel fixed
where he wanted him; he meant Mr. Irons. Wm.
King, sworn?Know William Witz; his reputation
is not very good; would not like to believe him on
oath. By Mr. Whitney?Have lived in his
neighborhood,when Witz lived at Mr. Irons'; don't
know where he lives now; never heard any good
spoken of him; can't give the name of one person
who has spoken of him; hoard liiinspoken of gene-
rally. in consequence of some of the witnesses
for the defence not being present, on account of a
mistake in the date of the subpoenas, the Court was
compelled to adjourn at 7 o'clock. The jurywere
kept together.

The ex Speaker replies from South Carolina to
Amos Kendall's letter thus:

You would greatly oblige me by a full exposi"
tion of your opinions, as well as the remedy to bo

Subsequently, as Roonev was leaving
Pollock's Pavillion, he was, it is said, attacked by
a party of the Red Jackets, one of whom clubbed
him with a musket and knocked him down. The
others kicked and stamped upon his head, and some
struck him with stones. The report of the occur-
rence reaching the Wren Guard, who were then
tiring at the target, a large number of the com-
pany and outsiders rushed up and lired a volley at
the Red Jackets. A regular melee then occurred,
and stones flew like hail.

A boy about twelve to fourteen years of age was
shot in the mouth, the ball passing out through bis
check, and carrying away several of his teeth. It
is also reported that one of the Red Jackets was
shot inthe stomach. Some live or six persons are
supposed to have been injured with stones. The
officers of the several companies finally succeeded
in quelling the tight, and in inducing tlicir com-
mands to return home peaceable*. At the com-
mencement of the fight, the spectators fled in all
directions, fearing that a stray ball or unlucky
stone might terminate their mortal existence.?A'.

As lie is
too old to shake hands with everybody, he is to be
publiclyexhibited at Music Hall on the 9th, and
the crowd kept at a respectful distance. He will
be escorted by the Ancient and Honorable Artil-
lery.

I SKETCHES OF THE SARDINIAN AND PAPAL
GENERALS.

GENERAL CTALDINI.
He is a native of Modena, a soldier of fortune,

and has risen almost from the ranks to the command
of the fourth division of the Sardinian army, being
promoted to the grade of Lieutenant General on the
field of battle. Being compelled to leave his native
country from political causes, he went to Spain,
where he espoused the cause of the liberals, lie
commenced as a lieutenant, and was there for sev-
en years, and fought so bravely that he was pro-
moted to the rank of Colonel, and received from the
Queen the order of "Isabella the Catholic." In 1848,
returning to his own country, he engaged in the
struggle against Austria in the quality ofa Colonel.
He was dangerously wounded at Vicenza, in a battle
with the Austrian?, and for a time his life was in
great danger. In 1840, at Mortara, at La Sporzes-
ca, and at Novara, he covered himself with glorv,
charging at the head of his regiment, though still
suffering from his severe wound.

On the breaking out of the Crimean war his ser-
vices were again called into requisition, and again
he distinguished himself, first as Brigadier Colonel
and then as Major General of Division, to whichrank he was promoted by Victor Emmanuel for thebravery displayed in the several encounters of bis
division.

GENERAL LAMOKICIEJIE.
This French General, whose name lias of late be-

come familiar to the public in connection with mili-
tary operations in the Papal States, was born at
Nantes on the sth of February, 1800. Receiving
his education at the Polytechnic School, and com-
pleting his militarystudies at Met/, he entered the
corps of Engineers and became a lieutenant in 1830.
Like many of the French generals, lie owes his
early advancement to the African conquest, in
which lie first served as captain of the Zouaves.
He participated ineighteen campaigns, rose rapidly
from grade to grade until 1847, when, as was sup-
posed, lie completed his military career by a suc-
cessful strategy which resulted' in the capture of
Abd-el-Kader, and the Grand Cross of the Legion
of Honor was conferred upon him. In 1848 lie'was
sent to the Chamber of Deputies as the representa-
tive of St. Calais, in the department of the Sartlie.
He took his seat on the opposition benches, and wasthe intended Minister of War in the combination
proposed by Thiers, Mole and Barrot, in the event
of the success of the overthrow of Louis Philippe.

This scheme, however, did not prove successful -
On the 24th of February, presenting himself at,
the scene of the revolt, in the uniform of a colonel
of the National Guard, lie proclaimed the abdica-
tion of the King and the regency of the Duchess of
Orleans; but his horse was killed, himself wounded,
and he was only saved by the intervention of some
workmem, who protected him from the furv of
their comrades. He refused the post of War Min-
ister under the provisional government. During
the terrible days of June he fought under Gen.
Cavaignac against the insurgents, and on the 28th
of that month accepted the jmrtfcuille of the War
Department, which he held for six months. He
remained faithful to Cavaignac and attached him-
self to the most moderate faction of the democratic
party. lie oll'ercd but little opposition to Louis
Napoleon on his accession to the control of govern-
ment as President of the republic, hut disapproved
of the course of events then transpiring in itaiy.
Afterwards, becoming one of the representatives of
the people in the General Assembly, he was one of
the staunchest defenders of the republican consti
tution.

In July, 1849, at the moment of the intervention
of the Russian arms in Hungary, he was sent upon
an extraordinary mission to the Court of St. Peters-
burg, where, notwithstanding the defeat of the
Hungarians, he was well received by the Czar; but
on hearing of the dismissal of the Odillon
liarrot ministry, he demanded his re-
call. From this time all his power in the
Assembly, of which he was several times Vice
I'resident, was employed in counteracting the de-
signs of Louis Napoleon. On the morning of the
2d December, on the occasion of the famous coup
d'etat, he was accordingly arrested, and confined
for a time in the fortress of Ham, hut subsequently
was transferred by the police to Cologne. Refusing
to take oath under the new constitution promul-
gated by the President, he became an exile, and
from that time resided in Germany, Belgium and
England, down to 1857, when, on the death of one
of his children who had remained in France with
his wife, the Emperor granted him permission to
return.

Ilis connection with the Papal army is a matter
of more recent date, and is consequently familiar to

our readers, it appears that he received the pro
forma consent of the Emperor to accept the com-
mand ottered bv his Holiness, and he has since acted
in that capacity.

STRANGE OCCURRENCE ?A MURDERER
WANDERS SIX YEARS AND AT EAST GIVES
HIMSKEF UP TO JUSTICE.
The St. Paul Pioneer, of the 2'2d September, re-

lates the following:
Thursday afternoon a man eainc to the jail in

this city, and inquired for the Sheriff, and ori being
told that he was confined to his bed, (on account of
his late accident,) he went away, but returned
again before dark, and finding Deputy Sheriff Mil-
ler, he told him that he was charged with the com-
mission of a murder some gix years ago in Virginia,
and that since then ho had been a wanderer, and
desired to deliver himself up, and to have notice of
his detention forwarded to the ollicers of the law in
Virginia- Alter having his interview with the
sheriff, his request was complied with, and the
sheriff' wrote yesterday to Virginia, notifying the
proper officers. He came into town with a "small
Red River cart, drawn by a yoke of small steers,
which, together with his gun, he desired the sheriff'
to sell to the best advantage, th:>' he might have
the proceeds to pay his bo.ufl, in case he was not
sent. for. and for bis defence in case he should fie
'ried in Virginia for the offence acknowledged to
have been committed.

By the favor of the sheriff we had an interview
with ttie prisoner yesterday. He is about five feet
eight inches in height, weighs about one hundred
and forty pounds, dark, sallow complexion, black
eyes and black whiskers and moustache, and is
dressed like a lumberman. He said his name was
Samuel Stanley, and that he is charged with
murdering a Mr. Peyton, in Cable county, Virginia.
He tacitly confessed the homicide, in stating that
it was caused by his having discovered Peyton in
criminal connection with his wife, and by saying
that he did not think his punishment would exceed
a short term in the penitentiary. He stated that
he had worked on the Black and Chippewa rivers
in Wisconsin, and bad been in Minnesota three
years, although he was a native of Ohio, and had a
residence there when ths murder took place. He
had worked in Dower Sauk Rapids, on the Red
river, at Peuibina, and in many other places.

Without manifesting much contrition for the
crime, or fear of punishment, he imagined, wherc-
ever he lived, that everybody looked upon him as a
murderer. The, elements even whispered it in his
ears, when he had adandoned the society of men
and lived alone in the depths of the forest. Conse-
quently he has had no abiding place for six years,
but has roamed through the country from Texas
to Minnesota, suffering as he says, "more than a
hundred deaths." At last, almost worn out, he
came to the conclusion to deliver himself up, that
after the sentence of the law had been executed,
he might again live among t his friends, or make a
home where he would be undisturbed by its
terrors.

The tale of his wanderings is strange and inter-
esting?so strange that it occurred to us his mind
was not sound, but we could detect no evidence of
mental aberration, and nothing in his conduct that
could not be reconciled, in view of the awful crime
he had committed.

MELANCHOLY AFT',UIT?A VOUNO LADY SUOOTS

HERSELF. ?About o}4 o'clock on Sunday evening a
tragic and lamentable occurrence took place at the
residence of Mr. Enoch Griffith, No. 221 West Thir-
ty-sixth street. Recently Josephine Clifton Dynes,
a young lady 18 years of age, applied to Mr. Grit-
fifth for protection, and requested permission to re-
main temporarily in his family, till she could find
another place of abode. In explanation, Josephine
stated that she was so badly treated at home as to
render it impossible and unsafe for her to remain
there. Mr. Griffith listened to the appeal, and for
the sake of humanity allowed the sorrowing girl to
come and live with his family.

While Mr. Griffith and wife were seated in their

parlor on Sunday evening, they were startled by
bearing the report of fire-arms in the room imme-
diately above tliem. .Mr. Griffith ran up stairs,
and on entering the sleeping apartment of Jose-
phine, discovered her prostrate upon the bed, with
a revolver across her breast, and the blood gush-
ing from a wound in her bosom. The alarm was
instantly given, and Captain McKelvey, of the
twentieth ward police, was quickly on the spot.?
Drs. llurdick, Pardee and Carnocban, were at once
summoned, and did all in their power, but the
wound i 3 of such a dangerous nature as to almost

preclude the possibility of her recovery. Josephine
was able to converse, and in answer to some ques-
tions propounded by Captain McKelvey and others,
stated that her father was formerly ingood circum-
stances in this city, but misfortune overtook him,
and swept away all his property.

This had a disheartening effect upon him and his
family, and from that time her home was made un-
pleasant. Her father wished her to be bad and to
do bad, (so she states,) and finding it impossible to
maintain her self-respect and remain at home, she
sought refuge in the family of Mr. Griffith. Seeing
nothing but a life of misery before her, she deter-
mined to die by her own hand, and so she shot
herself as above stated. It is said that the father
of the victim has brought an action against Mr.
Griffith for kidnapping or abducting his daughter,
claiming $25,000 damages, but Josephine perempt-
orily denies that Air. G. had used any undue iriliu-
ence over her in any respect. She still remains at
the house of Mr. Griffith, but it is not probable that
she can long survive. The wretched girl declares
that if she recovers from her present injuries she
will renew the attempt upon her life.

ARMY AND NAVY INTELI.IUENCE.? Officers writing
from the West still complain of suffering among
the horses of the mounted troops, owing to the
scarcity of fodder. Several companies are to
proceed very slowly to their destinations, that the
already worn-out animals may be preserved until
food becomes more plentiful.

The United States corvette Vandaha is to be
equipped for sea forthwith. Orders have been re-
ceived at Brooklyn to have her ready for her offi-
cers and crew on the first of-November without
fail. The Vandalia, it is understood, is to reinforce
our squadron in the Chinese seas.

Four sloops-of-war, the Jamestown, German-
town (for the home fleet), Saratoga (for the Coast
of Africa), and Vandalia, are to he nllicered and
put in commission this week, and will be at sea
before the middle of November.

The Board of Officers employed in examining
sailing vessels for "conversion" into steamers, ar-
rived in New York on Saturday, having concluded
their business at Portsmouth, S T . ID, and Boston.?
On Alonday they commenced investigations into
the condition of the Brandywine (Dalavette ship),
the Vandalia, Potomac, and others, at Brooklyn.?
The report of the Board will be submitted to theNavy Department in a few weeks.

The United States brig-of-war Bainbridge, re-
cently detached from the Brazil squadron, will
soon be due at Boston. The Bainbridge commen-
ced her present cruise on the Coast of Africa, but
was subsequently ordered to join the Paraguay ex-
pedition in the La Plate, where she has remained
ever since. Her term of service exceeds twoyears
by several months. She was on the coast of Brazil
in 1855, commanded by the famous Alrasado Hun-
ter.

WALKER IN HONDURAS. ?By details published in
the New Orleans papers, it appears that General
Walker, between his evacuation of Truxillo on the
21st of August, and his surrender to the English
on the 4th of September, fought two engagements
with the natives, beating them on both occasions,
and killing a large number. His own total loss
was about twenty. When the British appeared,
the Filibusters were entrenched in an adobe house
which they had fortified. The English party to
whom Walker surrendered, numbered between two
and three hundred marines.

THE EMPEROR NAPOLEON AND GEN. WALKER.?
I The Montgomery (Ala.) Mail publishes an account
I of an interview of the editor with Gen. VVm. Walk-

er before his departure for Nicaragua. Among
other startling statements, the editor says: "Gen.
Walker stated (in conversations held during both
visits, hut with most emphasis, and particularly
during the last,) that 1m had assurances of assist-
ance from the French Government, ifhe should be
able to regain the control of Nicaragua. He al-
leged that there was a perfect understanding be-
tweed that Government and himself, that if he
would establish the institution of slavery, bv law,
IU Nicaragua, the French Government would see
that the Trench commercial marine should bring toNicaragua as many slaves from Africaas could be
profitably carried there. Ho expressed to us theutmost confidence in this arrangement, and to Col.Riggs' question, 'lf the Emperor of the French had
himself signified his approval of tho arrangement?'
he answered distinctly,'Yes, the Emperor himself
has been approached, and I have guarantee'?or
words precisely tantamount. He did not, of course,
indicate the channel through which the arrange-
ment had been made; but that he placed absolute
faith in it, was obvious to any one who knew him.
We believe that he added, to us, 'that there were
details of the arrangement, which it was needless
and would he improper to,mention.' " Thestorv is
a strange one, hut it hears upon its face many evi-
dences of probability. Either Walker was deceivedin Napoleon, or Napoleon deceived the lillibuster
in his most trying hour.

- TUB MARQUIS OK CUANDOS.?This nobleman, who
has accompanied Lord Renfrew on liis tour as far
as Cincinnati, but who now i 3 passing over the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad on a tour of inspec-
tion of that great work, is tho eldest son of tho
Duke of Buckingham, a man whose extravagan-
cies and indiscretions involved him deeply in debt.
Then Lord Chandos did one of the noblest deeds on
record; he joined bis father in removing the entail
of the estates. Tho property passed absolutely
into the hands of his creditors?the Duke went into
housekeeping on £1,500 a year, and his son literal-
ly went into business. The Marquis is now Chair-
man of the London and Northwestern Railway
Company, the most powerful and richest railroad
corporation in England, and considering the cost
of British railroads, probably the most costly in
the world. It is said that the noble Lord's visit to
Canada had some connection with the Grand
1 runk Railway. After visiting the principal places
ot interest in tho colony, lie applied himself to an
examination ot the trade and the capabilities of
Canada. lie has spent some time about Ottawa,
made himself thoroughly acquainted with the de-
tails of the lumbering business, tasted life in the
woods, and visited the manufactories, some of the
farms, and the gj'eat engineering works connected
with the canals. His Lordship being a member of
the British Parliament, and a most industrious
committee-man, much importance is attached to
his visit and the investigations he lias made.

SENATOR SEWARD'S ARAB HORSES. ?Two of these
now somewhat noted steeds, passed through Rome
the other day, on their way to the Senator's sta-
bles, and furnished the editor of the Sentinel with
an opportunity of appreciating them. He gives

FUOMJ AI'A.N. TL New York Timet has corres-
pondence fioiu Japan extending to the llßh of

July, at which time the fi.reign community were
enjoying a comparative season of quiet?ait fears
of an attack from the natives having passed away.
Hopes were entertained that no lurther trouble
would occur, and that the distrust with which the
government had been disposed to treat all foreign-
ers had been overcome. The greatest trouble grew
cut of the currency question, which was again be-
ing agitated?the limit of the treaty by uiiieh the
government exchanged foreign coin into Japanese
having expired. The value set upon the Mexican

-dollar was twenty-five per cent, below its actual
value. Trade had fallen oil' considerably within
three months, though a temporary briskness was
caused by the presence of the British and French
naval forces in the waters. Some three thousand
horses had been purchased from the Japanese Gov-
ernment. and were being transported to the seat of
war in Gliina. 'The news of the arrival of the Ja-
panese Embassy in Washington had not yet been
received.

THE DISTURBED STATE OF AFFAIRS in the kingdom
of the Two Sicilies has brought a great number of
the Neapolitan aristocracy to Paris, and the style
in which some of them appear on the promenade of
the Bois de Boulogne justifies the iuference that
they liavo not left their native land with empty
pockets. Conspicuous among them is the Count of
Aquilla, the King of Naples' lincle, who seems to
endure exile with much philosophy, and to be dis-
posed to make himself as comfortable as circum-
stances and a tolerably good income permit. His
fortune, said to he derived chiefly from his wife, a
Brazilian Princess, is stated at an enormous figure.
The Paris papers confirm the report of his purchase
of a large, fantastical villa, situated about half way-
down the Avenue do I'lmperatrice?a most com-
plete residence, it appears, fitted up in princely
style, with winter gardens, hothouse, icehouse,
aviary, an artificial lake in extensive grounds?a
mansion, in short, in which even a prince might
find banishment endurable.

DIRECT TRADE WITH EUROPE. ?The Hon. Joseph
Barhiere, who was sent to Europe in June last, as
Commissioner from the State of Tennessee, on the
question of Direct Trade, was a passenger by the
Adriatic, which arrived at New York on Wednes-
day. So far as the initiative is concerned, the
mission is a complete success. Mr. Barbiere visited
over two hundred and fifty manufactories in Bel-
gium and Germany, aud succeeded, by personally
presenting the subject to the manufacturers, iu
inducing them to make a trial shipment. Accord-
ingly, the Henry leaves Antwerp this month for
Savannah, Georgia, with a cargo of assorted goods
of Belgian and German manufacture. These fab-
ries willhe exhibited at. a fair to be held in Decem-
ber next at Macoti.? Norfolk Herald of Oct. 1.

THE Iti.v. PATRICK BRONTE, of Haworth, Eng-
land, now eighty-three years of age, preached his
last sermon, not on the 31st of August, 1800?as
has been incorrectly stated in late journals?but on
the 30th of October, 1850, and ha 3 not been in the
church since. For some months past the venerable
gentleman has not quitted the parsonage-house,and
i 3 almost confined to his bed. The Lord Bishop of
liipon held a confirmation at Haworth recently,
and during the day his lordship visited the octoge-
narian pastor in his bed room, where he was con-
fined to his bed. The statement as to the successor
o the incumbency is also altogether premature.

SPONTANEOUS COMBUSTION.?A disastrous fire re-
cently occurred in Long Acre, London, caused by
spontaneous combustion of lamp-black. It is said
that hut a few drops of linseed oil in a cask of
lamp black will cause combustion. IT this is so, it
is a fact important to be known, that it may be
guarded against. Merchants and others, who ship
tarpaulins prepared with oil and lamp-black, should
be certain (hat they are thoroughly dried and sea-
soned before packing.

LEGITIMACY IN EUROPE. ?According to a St. Pe-

tersburg letter, the principle of non-intervention
in the affairs of Italy is now admitted by Russia.?
Prince Gortschakoff, while flatly refusing to guar-
antee the possessions of the King of Naples, is re-
ported to have said: "The halcyon days of legiti-
macy and absolute solidarity are over; we have
saved Austria, helped Prussia and defended Ger-
many. It is now time that we should think of our-
selves."

Among the many literary men now in Scotland
is Thomas Carlyle. He is enjoying the quiet rest
and fresh air which Thurso has to give. According
to rumor, it will he some months yet before the re-
maining volumes of "Frederick" are ready for pub-
lication.

Fourteen dead bodies have been recovered from
the ruins of the terrible fire which occurred in New
Orleans on Friday, the 2lst ultimo. The deceased
were nearly all members of the Fire Department,
and were killed while in the discharge of their du-
ties.

The scheme of cheap living, under the name of
the "Unitary Household," which two years ago
was in the high tide of successful experiment in
New York, occupying four first class houses thrown
together, has lately burst up, leaving its creditors
minus some thousands of dollars.

An endowment fund of twenty thousand dollars
having been raised for the University of the Pa-
cific, San Jose, California, the three professors in
charge ran away with it recently for the Sandwich
Islands.

Recent experiments show that a Minie-rifle ball,
which will pass through a thick board or a bag of
oakum, at a distance of five hundred yards, is

flattened into a shapeless mass in a bag of sand at
three hundred yards.

A small brass cannon has been found at the hot

torn of a deep well of the Castlede Cluey, in rranee,
with the date of 1258 upon it. The date ot the in-
vention of cannon has historically been assigned to
the year 1524?sixty-six years later.

Cornelius Clements died recently at Rutherford,
North Carolina, lie was in his 104th year, had
served in the battle ot King's Mountain, and al-
ways took delight in telling of the skirmishes of his
early days.
