Brown entered her house on Douglas street, near
Forrest, where he had a quarrel with her, and he
deliberately drew a knife and stabbed her in the
side. The wound it is thought willnot prove fatal,
although it isof a dangerous character. He was
committed to jailfor Court.

ARREST ON THE CHARGE OF MURDER. ?Yesterday

morning a man named William Lynch was arrested
on the charge of killinga woman named Weiting.
The affair occurred on the 7th of November, 1857.Lynch was a member of the Rough Skin club, and
a member of that club named Pearce had been
shot and killed while sitting in a drinking house
on the Causeway, and itwas supposed hv his friends
that the deed had been perpetrated by a member
oi the "Double Pumps" club, a rival rowdy organ-
ization, with Democratic prcclivilies. The Rough
Skins started in pursuit of the "Double Pumps"
for the purpose of avenging the death of Pearce.
The two club 3 came in contact with each other on
Bond street near Shakespeare street, and a terri-
ble fight ensued. Mrs. Weiting in company with
another lady was passing along the pavement,
when a party approached and drawing a revolver
fired three shots, which entered the body of Mrs.
Weiting, killingher almost instantly. Mrs. Weit-
ing saw the the man shoot and recognized hiiu.
She went up to himand told him that he had killed
the woman. She now testifies that William Lynch
is the man who fired the revolver. She identifies
him fullyand is positive that he is the man. Lynch
was committed to jail by Justice hiss to awaitthe action of the Grand Jury.

ARREST OF PICKPOCKETS.? Yesterday, while the
crowd was pressing to and fro at the Calvert street
depot, Deputy Marshal Gitford observed a young
man named Samuel J'eacock, who is well known to
the police of the city as an adroit pickpocket, cir-
culating among the crowd, apparently looking for
a victim. The Marshal ordered his arrest, and lie
was taken to the Central police station.

The Streets Thronged withPeople.

TI!S RF.CEPTION IX WASHINGTON.

The Prince of Wales and suite left Harrisburg
yesterday morning at half-past nine. Throng.? of
people crowded the streets, and he was frequently
cheered as he passed to the cars. Some slight de-
lay was occasioned at the Bridgeport junction,
when the train, tinder the control of Captain John

Vandaniker startod for this city. It swept along
the banks of the Susquehanna, where the beauti-
ful scenery wbich lines the sides of the river greeted
the eyes of Hie royal party, and called forth exprep.
sions of admiration; the first stop was made at York
naven, fifteen miles from Hsrrisburg; a supply of
wood and water was taken, wlien the train again
moved on, passing through the town of York with-
out stopping. Thousands of people had gathered
at this point, with the expectation that the train
would stop and they would have an opportunity of
welcoming the Prince. In this, however, they
were disappointed, and were compelled to be satis-
fied with the train alone.

As it passed through the borough the multitude
cheered lustily. After leaving York the speed was
increased, and the train went dashing along at a
rapid rate. At each of the stations crowds of the
country people had gathered, who cheered as the
train went by. At Parkton it stopped to renew
the supply of wood and water for the engine. At
this point many people had assembled, and mani-
fested their welcome by a round of cheers.

Itwas announced in the morning papers that the
Prince would arrive in this city at live minutes af-
ter one o'clock, but owing to the delay at Bridge-
port, the train was forty minutes behind time. Be-fore twelve o'clock the people commenced gather-
ingabout Calvert station. When the regular train
approached tho depot the cry was raised "coming,"
and the mass swayed to'and i'ro, pressed and jostled,
only to be disappointed. Some of them, and par-
ticularly the juvenile portion, could not be con-
vinced that the Prince was not on board. Finally,
a delicately formed youth, with a jaunty little cap
stuck on the top of his head, stepped from the car
to the platform, and the cry of "that's him," pro-
ceeded from half a dozen voices,and the crowd press-
ed around him*

A few steps, however, placed him in the Gilmor
House omnibus, and the vision of the Prince van-
ished. The crowd returned to their places on the
platform to wait for the extra train.

A large number of people had gathered at the
Bolton depot, under the impression that the train
would stop there, and the Prince and snite take
carriages for Camden street depot. In this, of
course, they were disappointed, and as soon as they
discovered their error, they started en mom for
Calvert street. Allparts of the city sent hundreds
to the scene, many of whom were women, and the
crowd increased until several thousand people
were present.

Forty policemen, under command ofLieutenant
Grady, had been detailed for duty around the depot.
Previous to the arrival of the train a portion of them
were stationed on the platform, where the Prince
would alight. It was with difficulty that the crowd
could be kept off tho platform. Deputy Marshal
Thomas Gilford was on the ground directing thepolice arrangements, and his admirable disposition
of the force insured a quiet arrival.

At twenty minutes of two o'clock the train was
announced. The crowd redoubled its exertions to
press upon the platform, but the police performed
their duty, and itwas kept back. Among the first
to alight from the car was Baron Renfrew. His
appearance was hailed with rounds of cheers, in
acknowledgment of which he raised his hat and
bowed. Mayor Swann and other gentlemen were
then introduced. The Mayor, in a few remarks,
welcomed the Prince, and then escorted him to one
of the carriages in waiting, into which he stepped.
Just as the train arrived, the band attached to
Nixon's Circus struck up "God Save the Queen,"
which was followed by "Yankee Doodle" and "Hail
Columbia." As soon as the Prince was seated in
tho carriage, to the right of Mayor Swann, with
the Duke of Newcastle and Lord Lyons on the front
seat, the crowd again cheered, and pressed towards
the carriage, but a file of police bad been placed at
either side of it, who with much exertion succeeded
in preventing the people from thrusting themselves
against the vehicle.

Several cheers were given and the carriages pro-
ceeded ont Calvert street to Eager, up Eager street
to Charles, down Charles street to Baltimore, and
along Baltimore street to Eutaw, and thence to the
depot. Ailalong the line the windows of the
houses showed fair faces. The streets were lined
with people, and a vast multitude followed at the
side of the carriages.

Camden street station presented a lively appear-
ance. For hours before his arrival at that point
thousands of people had gathered in and around
the depot, anxiously awaiting him. Capt. Gard-
ner, of the Southern district police, was in atten-
dance with a posse of forty officers. He had the
same difficulty in keeping back the crowd that was
experienced by the officers at the Calvert depot
The people desired to occupy the platform, and the
orders to the officers were to keep it clear, conse-
quently some unpleasant incidents occurred, and
some who considered themselves aggrieved bv being
forced from the platform, went to tho trouble of
taking down the numbers of the officers lor the
pnrposoof reporting them.

When tho carriage containing the Prince arrived,
there was a tremendous rush for the front of the
Ofiice Building, on Camden street. With consid-
erable difficulty the Prince jumped from the car-
riage and was soon inside the building, giving
those who had thronged around him but an in-
stant to see bim. Once in the large nail of the
building lie was secure from the pressure and hid
from the view of the people. There was then an-
other rush for the south end of the office. The car
which was to receive tho Prince was brought to
withina few feet of the south door of the building,and
was one of beautiful finish and fitted up in the most

convenient manner. The party remained in the
hall but a few minutes, when the Prince made his
appearance on the platform, walkingbetween his
Honor Mayor Swann and John W. Garrett, Esq.,
the President of the Railroad Company. The peo-
ple cheered slightly, and the Prince, apparently en
gaged in interesting conversation with the gentle-
men at his side, walked along the platform until he
reached the south end of the car, when he entered.

At this point the excited thousands became un-
controlable, and the police regulations, which had
been carefully observed, were broken, and in an in-
stant the long platforms at either side of the train
were thronged with the mass. There were cheers
and cries for the Prince of Wales, and finally one
or two over-enthusiastic individuals attempted to
spring upon the platform of the car, but they were
caught by the police and pushed back. Not more
than five minutes elapsed from the time the Prince
entered the car until the signal whistle was heard
from the locomotive, and in an instant the train
was in motion.

The utmost precaution was taken by the Com-
pany to ensure a safe journey over the road. The
train containing the royal party had exclusive use
of the road between certain hours, and trains of all
descriptions had to keep clear of the track. Men
were stationed at all the crossings to gee that no
animals were near, and at ail the switches the em-
ployees stood with white flags, as signals that all
was right. Itwill be seen by the following despatch
that the Prince arrived safe in Washington city:

ARRIVALOF TUB PRINCE AT WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, October 3.?Lord Renfrew arrived

here at 4 o'clock by special train. About one thou-
sand spectators were at the station evincing intense
anxiety to obtain a view of his person, and in this
they were gratified, inanv greeting his appearance
with cheers.

Immediately on the arrival of the train, General
Cass was introduced to Lord Renfrew by Lord
Lyons, when the former said he had the pleasure of
welcoming his Lordship to Washington in thename
of the President, and withhis Lordship's permission
he would accompany him to the Executive mansion.
There were present with Mr. Cass Messrs. Henry
and Buchanan, nephews ol the President, each for-
merly his private secretary, and on this occasion
representing the President's family. Several car-
riages of tho President, together with those of
Secretaries Toucey, Cobb, Thompson, Cass and
Lord Lyons, were in waiting to convey the party to
the White House. Lord Renfrew rode thither in
company with Mr. Cass, Lord Lyons, and tho Duke
of Newcastle. ..

Arrived at the Mansion, where the President was
in waiting to receive him, ho was presented to him
by Mr. Cass, and received a cordial welcome.?
Lord Lyons then performed the ceremony of the
introduction of the suite. As these proceedings
were private, the gates of the President's grounds
were closed against intrusion, and guarded by
police otiicers. It is a noticeable fact that General
Cass, who, under the theory of the British Consti-
tution, was born a British subject, his nativity
being before the treaty of peace, received the
Prince in the name of the President; and besides,
he was present at the coronation of the Prince's
mother.

The dinner party at the President's to-night was
prolonged to 10 o'clock. There were present be-
sides the President's family and the Royal guests,
the members of the Cabinet and their wives. The
Marine Band was in full attendance, playing,
among other airs, the national ones of Great
Britain and America.

The President will to-morrow give a reception
from 12 to 1 o'clock in honor of Lord Renfrew.
THF. PRINCE IN lIARRIBBORG?ADDRESS OF WELCOME BY

GOVERNOR PACKER.
UARRISBOKQ, Oct. 3.?The Prince of Wales and

his party arrived here at & quarter past 11 o'clock
last night. At all important points of the road
large crowds collected to see the train pass; where
the train stopped the Prince responded to the
greetings of the people by showing himself upon the
platform at the rear of the car, much to the gratifi-
cation of the assembled crowds. In descending the
mountain the Prince and his friends rode upon the
locomotive in order to get a better view of the
magnificent scenery of the eastern slope of the
Alleghanies. All were much gratified with their
ride. At Altoona the party was welcomed by large
crowds amid much cheering and enthusiasm. They
passed down the valley of the Juniata, by the
light of the full moon. Arriving here they' were
again greeted by a large and enthusiastic crowd
and quartered for the night at the Jones' House.

The Prince was serenaded by the Capitol BaDd
during the night, and long before the hour when
the Prince was announced to leave the hotel, thou-
sands of people had congregated to get a glimpse
of him, a large proportion being ladies. In a con-
versation, the Prince and Duke of Newcastle ex-
pressed themselves as highly gratified with their
visit to America. Politics were thrown aside even
here in its headquarters to do honor to the nation's
guest. At 'J o'clock, the Royal party emerged from
the hotel and the thousands congregated in front
sent up shouts of applause, while the ladies waved
their handkerchiefs. The scene was animating in
the extreme.

The Prince was driven in an open carriage drawn
by four beautiful greys, the property of an enthusi-
astic Irishman. The party, consisting of thePrince,
Mayor Kepner, the Duke ol Newcastle, and Lord
Lyons, drove through Front street on the banks of
the Susquehanna river, to the Capitol, followed by
other carriages containing the committee of recep-
tion. They alighted at the Capitol and paid a visit
to the Governor in his private apartments. Gover-
nor Packer made an appropriate address of wel-
come, as follows:

LORD RENFREW : It affords me infinite pleasure to wel-
come your Lordship to the capital of the commonwealth
of Pennsylvania, one of the oldeßtof the thirteen colonies
that originally acknowledged allegiance to the Crown of
Great Britain; and notwithstanding that allegiance has
been severed, your Lsrdship willperceive by a glance at
that long line of Colonial and State Governors [pointing
to the portrait* which adorn the Executive Chamber]
that we still havh a very great veneration and regard for
our anelent rulhrs. That line of portraits is almost a
perfect type of mtat of our American tallies, We can-

not follow our ancestry more than a few generations hack
without tracing the line to a British "red coat." Ag.inwelcoming Lord Renfrew and his suite to Pennsylvania
the Governor expressed an ardent desire that their pro'
gress through the United States might inctease in inte-
rest and pleasure to his I.ordship, and he hereafter pro-
ducltreof lasting benefits to boths nations.

The Prince briefly replied, expressing his sinceresense of the high honor conferred upon him in thecapital of the great State of Pennsylvania, liethen, in company with the Governor, visited thecapitol building, and after viewing the scenes front
the dome of the capitol she party started for Wash-ington.

for some time been an invalid, the latest news of his
condition authorized the hope that he would soon bepermanently restored to health and to his position
of usefulness, as the clerk of this Court. The an-

unexpectedly, as well aspainfully, and it is lit thatwe should pause at once in the business in which
we are engaged, to express our regret at his lossand our respect for his memory. In the death of

His
qualifications for thepost he occupied were of a high
order. To great natural intelligence and much ac-
quired knowledge of the forms and details of the busi-
ness of the Court, he added habits ofpatient, steady
industry, and an equanimity of temper and cour-
tesy of manner which peculiarly fitted him for the
active discharge of the duties of his ollice.?

have heard with deep regret the announcement of
the sudden death of Geo. W. Sherwood, the clerkof this Court. From an intimate acquaintance with
him for several years in connection with the busi-ness of the Court, 1 can bear testimony to his manv
excellent qualities, both in his social and official
character. Entirely familiar with all the duties of
the office that ho filled, he discharged them with a

as a public officer, and they cannot fail to regard
his death as a public loss. These excellencies in

The London Times observes that "both men meanthe same thing, and are endeavoring to obtain the
same object, But Cavour recognizes difficulties
which have to be avoided, while Garibaldi believes
he can ride down all obstacles, sword in hand. Ga-
ribaldi's impulsive system is admirable against hisown countrymen, but Cavour's will be indispensa-
ble to Italy as an antagonist for France and Austria.

There was a vague report in Paris that Napoleon
would attend the imperial meeting at Warsaw.

The submarine cable intended to connect Algiers
and Toulon will be landed at Minorca, to establisha communication between Algiers and Paris viaSpain.

INTERESTING FROM NAPLES.CASORTA, Sept. IS. ?Garibaldi has appointed
Signor Saffi pro Dictator of Sicily.

Baron Brenier will leave Naples on Thursday
next.

It is reported that Mazzini has arrived at. Naples.
Garibaldi will leave to-morrow for Capua.
Lamoriciere's defeat will hasten the departure

from Gaeta of the King of Naples.
TURIN, Sept. 20.?The journal Armoriu, of Flor-

ence, has been seized for publishing an article in-
sulting to the Emperor of the French.

AFFAIRS IN ROME.The London Herald's Paris correspondent is in-
formed that a manifesto by the Pope, announcing
his determination to withdraw from Rome, is al-ready prepared.

The London Times quotes from a Turin letter ofthe Btli, that Garibaldi persists in attacking Rome.
While the French and the Pope are there the Gov-
ernment of Victor Emanuel will repulse the attack
in concert with its allies, no matter what may bethe consequences.

The same letter also says that complete anarchy
reigns in Sicily, and administrative disorder at
Naples.
THE BATTLE BETWEEN LAMORICIKItE AND

CIALDINI.
The battle of the 18th between Lamoriciero and

Cialdini lasted six hours. After the battle the
greatest portion of the Pontifical army capitulated.
The foreign troops will return to their respective
countries.

The followingofficial despatch had reached Turin:
IESI, Sept. 18.?Latnoriciere, with 11,000 men,

attacked to-day the position lately taken bv Cial-dini at Castle Fidaldo. The fight was short hut
desperate, with the following results: The junction
of Lamoriciere's corps with the remainder of his
troops at Ancona is prevented; six hundred prison-
ers have been made; six pieces of artillery and a
flag were taken; only the wounded, among whom
was Gen. Peinodeni, fell into the hands of Cialdini.
The loss of the enemy is considerable.

A column of six thousand men made a sortiefront Ancona and took part in the tight, hut was
compelled to retire, and is being pursued by the
Sardinian troops. The Neapolitan fleet opened lireagainst Ancona.

Laruoriciere, with a few horsemen, succeeded
in reaching Ancona.

Outside of Ancona there is not a single Pontifi-cal battalion.
The London Time*' city article, dated on the

evening of the 20th saysOn the news of the de-
feat of Lamoriciere, the English funds opened this
morning at a further fractional improvement,
which was uphold throughout the day, notwith-
standing the near approach of the end of the quar-
ter. No gold was bought by the Hank to-day.

After the official publications of Cialdini's victo-
ry Turin was an fete. The illuminations were gene-
ral.

The six hundred prisoners of war taken at Spo-
leto are Irishmen. The Sardinian government
wished the British Minister to take charge of and
send them home, but he declined, saving he could
not regard them as British subjects.

No foreign Minister, except the French, had been
ordered to quit Turin.

IMPORTANT DEMANDS OF GARIBALDI.
Advices from Turin assert that a letter had been

addressed by Garibaldi to Victor Emanuel, demand-ing the immediate dismissal of Cavour and Farini.lie also demanded thirty thousand Sardinian sol-
diers to garrison Naples. Garibaldi's letter is
couched in respectful but energetic terms. The
above conditions are specilied by Garibaldi as a
nine iiun noil of good understanding between him
and Piedmont. The King immediately despatched a
note to Garibaldi, but the contents are not known.
The Ministry will communicate to the Sardinian
Parliament the demands of Garibaldi, and request
its approval of their conduct. Should this approval
be witheld, the Cabinet will resign. If Garibaldi's
request is granted, the King will place himself at
the head of his army and march for Naples. Much
agitation prevailed at Turin.

Seventy-four Austrian vessels-of-war, mounting
nine hundred guns, are ordered to rendezvous off
the island of Lizza, in the Adriatic.

The Austrian protest against the invasion" of the
Roman States had reached Paris. Austria will
not interfere at present, unless Venetia is attacked,
but holds lierseiftree to choose her own time of at-
tacking the revolution.

SUMMARY PUNISHMENT IN SYRIA.
Militaryoperations in Syria would commence

after the hot weather. Achmet Pacha, Osman Dey,
and Mustapha Bey, who betrayed the Christians at
Ilaskya, and Osman Bey, who commanded the
troops during the massacres, were shot at Damas-cus on the Bth.

FRANCE.
The Paris correspondent of the London Pi,si

telegraphs that the statement of an attempt on
the life of the Emperor Napoleon is totally un-
founded.

A rumor was current in Paris that Count Per-
signy will shortly follow M. Thonvenel in the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

The Paris Constitntionnel gives a categorical de-
nial to the report that the Islands of Sardinia and
Elba are to be ceded to France as indemnity for
the annexation of Naples and Sicily to Piedmont.

The French Monileur JSArmce says that there is
nothing in the state of European politics to pre-
vent the usual six months' furlough being given on
the Ist of October.

THE DEPARTURE OE THE SICILIAN CHAHCIE D'AF-
FAIRES.?The Chev. I'. Massone, the Sicilian Minis-
ter, has just left Washington for New York, in
order to sail for Europe. The removal of this di-
plomat fi om the mission which he has so satisfac-
torily filled near our Government is not caused by
the revolution which has recently taken place in
the Neapolitan kingdom, as certain journals have
announced. The Chev. Massone had made his ar-
rangements to leave Washington in consequence of
a decree of his Sovereign, dated August 10, as-
signing to him other and higher duties. This in-
formation was communicated by Mr. Chandler to
the Department of State, who announced that Mr.
Alisse Barbolani, Neapolitan Charge d'Affairea
near Bio Janeiro, would be sent hereto take the
place of the Chev. Massone. It would be difficult
adequately to express all that might with justice
be said with regard to a gentleman so generally es-
teemed as Mr. Massone. His personal qualities
have procured for him the regard and affection
not only of our society, but also of our Govern-
ment. His departure is indeed universally de-
plored, and by all classes of persons, for such and
so great was the amenity of bis manner and kind-
ness of heart that he sought not only to benefit his
countrymen to whom ho might be useful, hut all
who approached him were alike received with the
most amiable courtesy. The parting interviews of
Mr. Massone with his Excellency Gen. Cass and
oilier members of the State Department marked
fully, by their expressions of regret, in how high
estimation the accomplishments and conduct of
this gentleman are held by our Government.?
When Mr. Massone called 'to take leave of the
President and Miss Lane, he was much touched by
the kindness and interest expressed in his behalf.
We wish (for him a favorable voyage, and for his
beautiful country a speedy adjustment of the diffi-
culties which at present seem to menace the tran-
quillityof Europe.? National Intelligencer of Wed-
nesday.

Loss OF A SHIP. ?The Savannah Xe<n* of Monday
says: The bark Java from Santa Cruz, arrived at
Tybee Friday night, bound to Doboy, Ga. She
had on board fifteen seamen, belonging to the ship
Kverland, bound from Liverpool fur Calcutta, load-
ed with coal and salt, which was lost on the 28th
of July last, about 2CO miles W. N. W. of Madeira
Islands. We learn from the crew, who arrived in
the city Saturday last, that the ship left Liverpool
on the 14th of July, and during a gale on the 28th
sprung a leak and went down. They were com-
pelled to put to their boats?the Captain taking
the life-boat with fifteen men, and the mate the
long boat with twelve. They were ont eight days
in their boats. The boat in which the mate and
his men were, was capsized on two occasions and
were picked up by the bark Lady Mac Nort and
taken to Santa Cruz, Teneriffe, where they arrived
on the 4th of August. The captain with his boat
arrived the samejiay, having lost throe of his men.

NOVEL DIVORCE CASE. ?An odd divorce case wasdecided in the Supreme Court, in New York, on
Wednesday, adverse to the fair plaintiff, who had a
fancy that she could never marry a man who had
been divorced from his wife, but did so, finally,
without knowing it. The Judge held that she had
a right to indulge this fancy, but it does not follow
because she was deceived and induced unknowingly
to marry a divorced man that she should be in-
dulged in such a fancy afterwards to the extent of
having her marriage judiciallydeclared void. lie
could find neither precedent nor principle for de-
claring such a marriage void.

FAILURE OF THE ARTISANS' BANK, NEW

YORK.
The recent tribulations of the Artisans' Bank of

New York, had partially prepared the public for
the reception of the announcement of its liquida-
tion. Ihe Post, of Tuesday afternoon, says:

The doors of the Artisans' Bank were closed to-
day, an event which has not taken the community
altogether by surprise. It was chartered in August
or September, 1856, with a capital of 3600,000.
Harvev Burdcll was one of the original directors,
and held his office up to the time of his mysterious
murder in Bond street. Nathan C. Piatt, of the
firm of I'latt & Brother, was the first President,
and has remained in office until the present time.
Charles T. Leake was the first Cashier, and R. A.
Tooker the last one.

Hardly had the organization been effected whenthe panic of's7 came upon Ihe community. By
some means tliia baDk survived the pressure, but it
was at a cost that entailed continued troubles andconstant difficulties,from which it never recovered.
Charges were made in its management, but an
active hostility seems to have sprung up to cripple
and finally close it.

Some months ago Mayor Wood appointed Mr.
1 latt chamberlain of the city, although that officewas not vacant. Hereupon arose an expensive liti-
gation and a newspaper warfare, which, as the Bank-
was interested to the amount of the deposites of thecity lunds, it is fair to presume was conducted and
paid for by the institution. Mr. Piatt was sureess-
lul and the bank had the business; but the eom-
rnenls of the press upon the whqjp matter hadfrightened depositors and dealers.

A lew weeks ago the associate banks refused to
exchange with them, and yesterday a run was madeupon it for specie. At a quarter of three the doorswere closed.

1 lie misfortunes of the institution are wholly
traceable to the opposition of other banks and indi-viduals, and to political opposition. Yesterday aheavy drain was made for specie, and at a late houra check for 313,000 was presented, but as there wasnot enough specie on hand to meet it the directors
thought best to go into voluntary liquidation, pay
all outstanding claims, and at a proper time resume
operations. The City Chamberlain business hasgained many opponents to the bank, and the news-
papers have helped to keep up the excitement.?
Ihe assets are more that enough to meet the liabil-
ities. All the funds entrusted to the care of theCtty Chamberlain have been transferred to the Park
Bank. As soon as the matters are settled satisfac-torily the bank will go on again.

The Express says : The Artisans' Bank has closed
its doors, declining to pay even trifling warrantsdrawn by the city. Its last statement at the Clear-
ing House stands thus:

EXCITEMENT AMONG DEPOSITORS ANDCHRCIC HOLDERS.

[From the Herald.]
The suspension of payment by the Artisans' Bankon Monday morning last created uo little excite-

ment in the city yesterday. Large numbers ofworking men and persons who had deposited theirmoney in this bank continued to besiego the place
from the opening to the closing of the establish-
ment. The cashier's and tellers' offices were closedto the public, and written notices to that effectposted on the windows anil doors of the bank.
Within the usually busy interior of the establish-ment everything appeared dull and drear}' except
the officers and clerks, who seemed to look upon abank stoppage as one of those pleasant incidentsthat servo to vary the routine of their ordinarily
monotonous life, and went on moving about their
desks and writing in their books as if nothing in
the world had occurred to disturb public equanim-
ity. Not so with the bearers of checks, who everynow and then dropped in, expecting to realize a
little ready cash. The startling announcement,
" e are not paying anything at present, sir," did

not strike their eara in any very harmonious strain,and we saw several men who walked in very
briskly crawl out very slowly. Many of those whopresented cheeks, it was clear, did not know any-
thing of the true state of atliiirs; but on hearing
the sad tidings they retired witb anything but
smilingfaces. Others who already knew the worst
still persevered in the desperation of a last hope to
draw out whatever tlrev had on deposit; but it was
no go any way. The managers and cashier wereinexorable, and eyery feint to take them by sur-
prise failed to produce the desired effect. At one
time an applicant who had failed to obtain the cashfor his cheek, and who seemed to take his disap-
pointment in rery good part, on coming out of the

Frank P. Blair, a Republican member of Con-
gress elect from St. Louis, Missouri, made a speech
at Philadelphia on Tuesday night, io course of
which he said:

"The true and only peaceful solution of this
momentous slavery question is the entire separa-
tion of the white and negro races. It conforms to
the real interests of the entire community, and of
both races now and in all future time; and for the
simple reason that it is the interest of all, it only
needs that an outlet should be provided?a place
ot abode in the congenial regions of the American
tropics to which the negroes now free, and those
that may hereafter become free, can go, under the
protection of our power, and with a guaranty of
their rights, in order that this scheme shall realize
itself. The free negroes will go there, becausethey will have every motive on earth to induce them
to go, and nothing "to induce them to remain. The
non-slaveholders of the South will compel the en-
franchisement of the blacks for their own interest
and safety; they lend the only force to the slave-
holder which enable him to hold his slave, because
they dread the 'social and political equality,' the
raw head and bloody bones of the demagogues
everywhere; but this force will be as readily ap-
plied in a contrary direction, when tho non-
slaveholders understand that emancipation involves
the removal of the negro, and a deliverance from
the competition of slave labor. Every passion and
every motion of the human heart, except thecupidity of some, and the pride of dominion in
others, will conspire in the execution of the
scheme, and no power on earth can resist its tinal
accomplishment and peaceful triumph."
MAINE BRECKINRIDGE AND LANE STATE CONVENTION.

BANGOR, Me., Oct. 2.? Tho Breckinridego and
