NEW YORK, October 4.?The following additional
items of news by the steamer Connaught have
come to hand:

The King of Naples was supposed to be still at
Capua, which town was barricaded and armed.

It was reported that the King's troops and the
Garibaldians had exchanged shots at the outposts

near Capua.
The French Minister would quit Naples on tlie

27th.
Garibaldi, in his letter already referred to, de"

clares that there exists an irreconcilable difference

between his policy and that of Count Cavour.
It was reported that the quarrel between the

Sardinian Government and Garibaldi had arrived
at such a pitch that Y'ictor Kmmannel had de-
termined to proceed to Naples lor a personal inter-
view with Garibaldi.

The new Neapolitan Ministry had resigned, and
it was reported that Signor Conforti had been en-
trusted to form a new one.

The official bulletins of the battle of Castle Fidar

have been published, anil the details agree with the

previous statements. Among the six hundred pri-
soners taken there were over thirty officers?some
of high rank.

In consequence of the victory, tour thousand Pa-
pal troops, mostly foreigners, anil fifty officers of
the Guard ofLamoriciere, with six guns, ammuni-

tion, Ac., capitulated on the 10th, and laid down
their arms.

Gen. Cialdini conceded the honors of war to this
body, and permitted them to return home.

Nothing remained of Gen. Lamoriciere's army

except the troops shut up in Ancona, and about
two thousand dispersed inthe mountains.

Gen. Fanti's head-quarters are at Loretto.
The siege artillery had disembarked at the Sar-

dinian camp near Ancona.
The arrival of Gen. Goyon, it was said, had de-

termined the Pope to remain at. Rome.
An incendiary proclamation calling the people

to arms hail been introduced into Hungary from
Bucharest. All the garrisons in Hungary have
been placed on the war footing. Austria lias con-
centrated a great force on the River Po. It was
reported that the Prince of Prussia would not he at
Warsaw on the occasion of the expected meeting of
the Emperors of Austria anil Russia.

It was reported that the French commander in
Syria had given it ns his opinimi that Syria willre-
quire a foreign occupation for at least two years.

The ships Quebec and Emily A. Hall had sailed
for Savannah from Liverpool.

The steamer Fulton arrived out on the 26th.
Italian affairs remained unchanged.
Garibaldi had concentrated his army in the

heights of Volturno, and was preparing to attack
the Neapolitans who were defending Capua.

FROM ITALY".
At the last advices the cannonading of Ancona

continued from land and sea, but at intervals.
The Sardinians continued to advance in the Papal

States. The fortress of Santo Leo hail surrendered
alter some hours o! firing, and was occupied by the
Sardinians.

The Sardinians hail also occupied the fortress of
Castillon.

The official Roman journal contains Antonelli's
note, claiming the assistance of the Catholic
Powers.

The Garibaldians had met some reverses near
Capua, losing about 200 men.

Garibaldi, in a fresh proclamation, indicates that
he will join the Sardinian troops at Home, and
begin his march against Venice.

The antagonism between Garibaldi and the Sar-
dinian government continued.

The King of Naples has published a decree at
Gaeta, ordering a state of siege in all his provinces
where the revolutionary struggle exists, and cash-
iering all the officers of his Navy as guilty of trea-
son, except those on the vessel which went to

Gaeta.
The Republicans were gaining ground in Naples

and attaining influence over Garibaldi.
Cardinal Sporza had been expelled from Naples

by the Dictator's Government.
FRANCE.

It is positively asserted, notwithstanding the olli-
cial contradiction, that the Emperor Napoleon had
sought an invitation to attend the Royal meeting at
Warsaw.

STEEL-PLATED STEAMERS. ?The French papers are
making an ioiinonso Purification over the resultsof experiments made with the great steel plated
frigate La Gloire. The sides of the steel-plated
frigates bad been proved before to be impenetrable
to shot, hut rumors had been current that theFrench plated ships drew so much water as to ren-
der them useless in roagh weather, as the lowertier of guns were often rolled under water. The
late trial of the sailing qualities of the La Gloire,
and the effect of the batteries, have been so satis-
factory that the Patrie considers the problem solved.On a recent occasion she went to sea fully stored
and equipped as if proceeding on a cruise; and with
all the weight, she sank less in the water than her
engineers had anticipated. The Patrie exclaimsthat "henceforward the true ship-of-war exists in
France," and exultingly points to the fact thatEngland is adopting French modes of naval con-
struction. Probably John Bull will reply that it is
easier for England to imitate French ships than for
France to imitate English sailors.

THE GARIBALDI DEMONSTRATION.? The grand Ga-
ribaldi Festival, in aid of the cause of Italian lib-
erty, came oil'yesterday at Bellevue Gardens, West
Baltimore street. The day was rather unprnpitious
for such a demonstration, rain falling at intervals
most of the time, preventing such a concourse ofpeople from assembling as was expected to be pres-
ent. It had been announced that the procession
would form on Pratt street, the right resting on
Howard street, but the main body of the associa-
tions who intended joining met at MonumentBquare, the only body forming on Pratt streetbeing the company of Turner Riflemen, who
marched under command of the lieutenants to the
Square and formed into line. The procession was
not so large as anticipated, many associations
proceeding to the grounds as single companies.

About 9 o'clock the march was taken up from
Monument Square in the following order :

Chief Marshal Dominico Gatto, mounted and in
the uniform of the Garibaldi Guards; Assistant
Marshals Francis Ellenbrook, Captain Odenwaldand J. Frank, mounted, in citizens' dress.

Captain Feldtman'g Cornet Band.
'1 he Garibaldi Guards, a new military organi-

zation. The uniform, which is said to be similar to
that of the volunteers of Garibaldi, consists or blackcloth pants, red flannel shirt, trimmed with green,
black patent leather body belt, and black felt hat,
wilh an ostrich feather on the left side. They car-
ried tho American ensign, and also the Garibal-
dian flag.

Company of German Turner Riflemen preceded
by a drum corps often drums.

Officers and members of the Baltimore Singing
Association, carrying a banner of blue silk.Captain Smith's Cornet Band, followed by theGerman 'J urner Associations, the members appear-
ing in brown linen suits, rosettes, black felt hats
and red neck ties.

? Hie procession in this order marched around the
Battle Monument to Fayette street, to Eutaw, to
Baltimore, and along that street to the Gardens.Upon arriving at the grounds the procession was
received with loud cheers by the friends of thecause, who had congregated in considerable num-
bers. The procession, after listening to a few re-
marks Iroiu the marshal, and giving three cheers
lor Garibaldi, was dismissed. For a while the
crowd enjoyed themselves in various ways, untilthey were called to the stand to hear the addressesof the different speakers, amoug whom were Dr.
Einhorn, Guslav Stowell, Dr. Wilsner, WilliamRappo and J. B. Perroni. The speeches were de-livered in the English, German and Italian lan-
guages, aud were frequently responded to with
loud cheering. Mr. Feter Kedaith also recited anode to the Goddess of Liberty.

The garden was beautifully decorated. A pedes-
tal was erected on the highest part of the grounds,
beautifully hung with flowers, and bearing the na-
tional emblems of the United States, France, Italy
anil Germany. A bust of Garibaldi crowned the
whole. A subscription box was placed near the
pedestal, to receive the contributions of any wil-ling to give anything to the cause. In the after
noon the rain commenced falling so fast that all
out door amusements had to be dispensed with, andthe assemblage had to seek shelter in the ball-roomsand hotel. The crowd, in consequence of the
weather, dispersed early in the evening.

MEETING OF TIIEBREOKINRIDQE CITY CONVENTION.
Last night tlie Breckinridge Democratic City

Convention met in tlieir headquarters, Taylor
Building, Benjamin C. l'resstinan, Esq., President,
in the chair. \\ illiani J. O'Brian, of the commit-tee appointed to confer with a committee of the
Jackson Democratic Convention of Washington
city, relative to having a barbecue, to be held at
some point near the Annapolis Junction, stated
that he had corresponded with that committee,
and it mas determined that the barbecue should be
held, but the day has not been selected. Mr. Les-
ter, of the committee on the circulation of Mr.
Breckinridge's speech, reported that there would
he ten thousand copies of that speech sent on from

ashington citv tor distribution. Mr. O'Brian
ouered a resolution, declaring that the nomina-
tions purporting tobemadeby the Democracy inseveral ot the wards were irregular, and in viola-
tion ot a resolution of this Convention. Some dis
cussion ensued in regard to passing the resolution,
as it would have the appearance that the Conven-
tion was interfering with the municipal election.
A motion to lay the resolution on the table pre-
vailed. The Convention then adjourned.

BOBBING A STOREHOUSE. ?On Wednesday night,
the large warehouse of Martin Schneider & Co.,
importers and dealers in German and French pro-
duce, wines, Ac., No. 46 South Howard street, was
entered by thieves, and ransacked from top to bot-
tom, although nothing of much value was carried
off. Champagne baskets were broken open, their
contents drank or destroyed, cigars stolen andthrown about on the tloors, and other depredations
committed. The iron sate of the lirm was also
opened hut nothing obtained. Entrance was
effected through a hole in the wall of the house,
which had been partially cut bv the workmen on a
new building adjoining. The'robbers marked on
the floor with charcoal the following:?"Sir?We
paid you a visit last night, and was very much
pleased with our visit. Yours, Cross Boys." No
arrests have yet been made.

CITY COUNCIL NOMINATION.?At a meeting of a
number of the voters of the 12th ward (new divi-
sion), held at Mount Vernon Hall on the 2d inst.,
for the purpose of nominating a candidate for the
City Council, Brantz Mayer, Esq., was called to
the chair. On motion, C. Sidney Norris, Esq., the
present member from the 20th ward, was unani-
mously nominated. A committee was appointed to
wait on Mr. Norris and inform him of his nomina-
tion, which was done, and Mr. Norris returned
with the committee. In a brief speech he accepted
the nomination, stating that he still occupied thesame position as he had done in the past, and could
give no pledge for his future aetioD other than hiscourse heretofore. His remarks were receivedwith approbation.

RRPCBUCAN MKRTINO.?A meeting of the Republi-
cans of Baltimore was held last night at Mechanics'
Hall, on Fayette street, near Kutaw. The Hall is a
room about one hundred feet deep by si.vtv wide,
and was pretty well filled by an audience who were
very orderly. The meeting was presided over hy
Mr. Emory, the editor or the " Border State," who
at about eight o'clock introduced to the audience
the Hon. David Kilgour, of Indiana, who was re-
ceived quite enthusiastically. After some prelimi-
nary remarks the speaker entered into an exposition
of the principles of the Republican party, and de-
fended thorn against the accusations of their oppo-
nents. He spoke for about two hours, and was
frequently cheered by his audience during the
delivery of his address.

Mr. Rapp, editor ot the " Ifecfcer," was next in-
troduced and delivered, appareutlv, a highly elo-
quent speech?in German?judging from the ap-
plause given by his countrymen, who were quite
largely represented.

LORD RENFREW IV WASHINGTON.
[ From the Washington Star of yesterday evening.]

THE BARON VISITS THE CAPITOL.
This morning, at 11 o'clock, Baron Renfrew and

suite, together with Lord Lyons, accompanied by
Secretary Floyd, paid a brief visit to the Capitol.
At the entrance to tho Eastern front of the Capitol
the distinguished party were received by Architect
T. U. Walter and Captain Franklin. Chief Engineer
of the Government works, and Captain C. W. C.
Dunnington, and were escorted through the build-
ing. Visitingfirst the library, the party passed by
a private staircase to the Senate Chamber and the
committee rooms, and thence to the rotunda, where
they passed round and examined with much inter-
est the various historical paintings, and thence
through the old Hall of the House ot" Representa-
tives to the new Hall of the House, where several of
tho party made many inquiries touching the ar-
rangements and regulations, such as inquiring
which side of the Ilall the Administration members
occupy, and which the opposition, and as to the
means of access to the floor and galleries by the
people at large, etc.

Tbey then passed through the Speaker's room,
and thence by a private stairway to the Agricultu-
ral and other rooms, the Naval and MilitaryCom-
mittee apartments, and offices of the Senate, andexpressed themselves highly gratified with whatthey saw. During the half hour that the Baron and
suite remained inside the Capitol building, a large
crowd of persons had assembled on and about the
steps of the East front, eager to obtain a peep at
the nation's distinguished guests. After taking acursory survey of the surroundings from the porti-
co of the East front, the party descended the steps,
entered their carriages, and returned to the Executive Mansion.

THE PRESIDENT'S RECEPTION THIS MORNING.
Notwithstanding the brief notice of the public

reception given by the President this morning at
the Executive Mansion in honor of Baron Renfrew,
there was an immense gathering present. The
doors were thrown open at 12 o'clock. The re-
ception was to have continued until 1 P. M., but
after the expiration of half an hour the Baron ap-
pearing considerably fatigued, it was deemed best
to have him retire.

This, of course, terminated the reception, to the
disappointment and regret of numbers, who had
not found it convenient to be present until after
that time. The Baron, however, afterward took
position at the central window of the Mansion,
where an excellent opportunity was afforded those
below ofbeholding him.

During the reception the Baron, with Lord Ly-
ons, took position at the President's right hand.?
The Commissioner of I'ublic Buildings, Dr. Blake,
officiated in making the presentations.

The Baron was dressed very much as on yester-
day, in a coat of blue, grey pantaloons, a badly fit-ting white vest, (he should employ an American
tailor,) and with hands ungloved". As the visitorspassed him he inclined his head to each in turn,
though very many of the ladies managed, by hook
or crook, to shake hands with him.

President Buchanan, who seemed in excellent,
spirits, wont through the usual hand-shaking ordeal
ol reception days with characteristic ease and cor-
diality, and the royal visitor doubtless got some
new wrinkles as to the democratic simplicitywhich
characterizes the intercourse between ruler and
people in the United States.

The police arrangements were defective, as by
them the crowd were compelled to make their en
trance and exit through a single door, and were

restricted to half the door at that; consequently so
much time was lost in waiting for those inside to
get out, that but a small proportion of the visitors
were enabled to effect an entrance before the
Baron left the East Room.

Messrs. Philip A Solomons, stationers, after the
reception ceremouies were over, presented to Lord
Renfrew a largo and magnificent photograph, takenby special permission, from Rossiter and Mignet's
painting ot the "Home of Washington," tastefully
tramed. Also, a copy of "Lossing's Illustrated
Mount \ ernon," bound in royal blue, with elabor-
ate gilding, containing a beautifully engrossed pre-
sentation leaf, bearing the arms of the Baron. This
wa3 intended as a memorial of his visit to Mount
Vernon.

In the course of the afternoon his Lordship visitedthe Patent-office, attended by his suite, under the
escort of Secretary Thompson. .Subsequently the
party, in company with Miss Lane and Mrs. Secre-
tary Thompson, passed nearly two hours at Mrs.
Smith's Institute for young ladies.

Lord Renfrew has frequently whilst here ex-
pressed himself as much pleased with the country
and the courteous attentions and deportment of thepeople.

The Marquis and Marchioness of Chandos, who
had followed in the Royal train, arrived here to-
night. At the President's dinner the Diplomatic
Corps and the represetatives of the Army and Navy
were among the guests. The grand display of
fireworks to-night a) the President's grounds in
honor ot the Royal guest, notwithstanding the
moist atmosphere, was witnessed by thousands.?'ibe Executive mansion was also thronged with
spectators, a thousand cards of invitation having
previously been issued.

THE NEW YORK DEMOCRATIC STATE COMMITTEE? FOR-

MATIONOK TIIE UNION TICKET.

The Douglas Democratic State Committee of New
York met at Albany on Wednesday to deliberate
upon the proposed fusion with the Breckinridge wing
of the party. After considerable talk it was agreed
to substitute Greene 0. Brnnson for elector at large
in place of Air. Walworth, and to appoint six dis-
trict electors in place of the same number already
on the Douglas electoral ticket. Wm. 0. Crane
was also substituted for Win. F. Allen, as candidate
for Lieutenant Governor. The effect of this fusion
movement remains to be developed. The proceed-
ings of the Committee will he found in the follow-
ing despatch :

ALBANY, Oct. 3.?The Democratic State Com-mittee met at 1 o'clock. Samuel F. Butterworth
attended on behalf of the Union men of New Y'orkcity, and Alderman Daylon, of Brooklyn, repre-
sented the Union men of King's county.

The proposition for placing six Union electors on
the Douglas ticket to till vacancies, and for putting
Henry S. Randall on for elector at large, appears
perfectly acceptable to the State Committee, pro-
vided that the parties then placed on the ticketwill accept and declare themselves favorable totusiOn.

It is rumored that Mr. Randall relused to acce Dtformally, but states that he willnot decline on theground that he cannot prevent any persons who
choose from voting for him. As this leaves him inreality in an antagonistic position to the Union, andstill identified with the Green electoral ticket, itwillprobably be considered for refusing to accept
his name. In that event Air. Brnnson'"name will
be substituted.

Messrs. Brady, Green and Miers, of the Greene or-ganization, are here, meeting very*privately. They
are said to be anxious now to make a proposition forunion on the State ticket, and to come into the
Union on the electoral ttcket. It is proposed thatAir. Crane, ol Herkimer, be nominated for Lieut.
Governor, and that Mr. Brady shall withdraw.
No proposition will be made openly by them until
the tinai result of the Union question is known.

There seems little doubt that a union will he ef-
fected, with Mr. llronson as elector at large, and
Alessrs. Brewer, Westervelt. Butterworth, and
three others, on the electoral ticket.

THE GREAT CITIES.

Ihe population of nearly all the American citieshas been over-estimated. The census returns have
made sad work with the pretensions ol Cincinnati,
Chicago, and other western cities, and now those
of the East are coming down. Philadelphia, for
which 650,000 inhabitants was claimed, will have
less than 600,000. New York, which has been
claiming from 900,000 to 950,000, is likely to have
but little over 800,000. We arrive at this conclu-
sion by a simple arithmetical calculation, based
upon partial return of the census, as follows :

In eleven wards of New Y*ork, the actual popula-
tion is 351,194. At the city election last winter,
"'hen the total vote was 78,270, these same wardshad a vote of 33,843. This enables ns to make, by
the rule of three, the following proportion :

This gives New York quite as large a population
as could reasonably be claimed, and enough to ex-
ult over, though it falls short of the calculations of
the over-sanguine.

In Philadelphia the average number of inmates

to a house is about seven; in New York it is about
fifteen. The nnmerous "tenement houses" of New
York, in which hundreds of people are crowded,
are unknown in Philadelphia, where nearly every
lamily has a distinct domicile of its own. The facts
we have stated show that while New York lias the
larger population, Philadelphia has much tbolarger number of houses. This explains the supe-
rior comfort and salubrity of Philadelphia, and
shows that for people nt moderate means it is
greatly preferable, as a place of residence, to New
York.

THE TOBACCO TRADE.

The last annual report on foreign commerce from
the State Department gives very full and explicit
information upon the subject of "the growth, manu-
facture and consumption of tobacco in foreign
countries, where we have also a market for tobac-
co. The low prices of the wine crop for some years,
and also the failures of that crop, induced "many
large owners of vineyards in Germany to convert,
at great expense, their vineyards into tobacco
fields?tobacco then bearing good price. Rut the
last two or three years have proved excellent wine
years, and the prices of tobacco have been consid-
erably reduced. So the tobacco fields are being
turned back again into vineyards.

German tobacco has been bought bv American
speculators and exported to the United States,
w here it is manufactured into cigars and re-export-
ed to Europe as American tobacco. The American
traders found after awhile that they were not buy-
ing even German tobacco, but beet and turnip
leaves, with which it is extensively adulterated.German cigars, mad partly of beet and turnip
leaves, are also exported into the United States and
other countries. Belgium and Holland and the
Zoll \ erein are the chief consumers of the beet and
turnip leaf tobacco, and the article stands in the
way of the consumption of the pure American to-
bacco. The quantity of German tobacco now on
hand, including the beet and turnip leaf crops, is
represented as immense. It is held back for higher
prices. One single house has 500 quintals of leaves
on hand, waiting for a rise in the leaf market.

"lhe American tobacco which is manufactured
into snutl is mixed with five per cent, of German
tobacco, in consequence of which all snuff manu-factured at Bingen, etc., is subject to a transit duty
when exported to Northern Germany. Thus the
American tobacco, which has already paid duty,
pays duty a second time.

In this report there are fifty Consular dispatches
respecting the tobacco trade of the United States
in various parts of the world. The tariffs upon
tobacco and the monopoly regulations concerningit, and laws affecting its price to the consumer, are
given inthis report with much detail.

AN OLD MAN.

FROM EUROPE.
ARRIVAL (IF THE ARAGO AND SAXONIA.
MAILDATES TO THE I9TH ULT.

The United States mail steamship Arago, Lines,
commander, from Havre, 5 P. Al., Sept. 19th, ar-
rived at New York on Wednesday.

The Arago has experienced a succession of strong
westerly gales during the entire passage. She
brings 221 passengers and 300 tons merchandise.

The Arago brings us our usual European files to
the 19th ult., four days later than those received
hy the Peisia, though we have later telegraphic in-telligence via St. Johns.

SARDINIA AND ROME.
The following abstract from the circular ad-

dressed by the Sardinian government to its repre-
sentatives abroad, states the reasons that led the
government of Victor Emmanuel to order its troops
to enter the Papal States. Commencing with thopeace ot VillaFranca, Count Cavour passes in re-
view the harmonious development of the idea of
Italian unity, which subsequently took place in the
liberated States, and dismisses thequestion of Vene-
tia with the quiet but significant declaration that,
"it must be solved before Europe can enjoy a solid
peace."

He ascribes to the despotism exercised by the
King of Naples, in defiance of friendly advice and
protestation, "that prodigious revolution which
has filled Europe with astonishment, and excited its
admiration for the illustrious warrior whose glori
ous exploits recall all that poetry and history can
relate."

The circular proceeds as follows:
As soon as Sicily and Naples shall form an inte-gral part of the great Italian family the enemies ofThrones will notonger have any powerful argumentto bring" forward against monarchical principles.

Revolutionary passions will no longer find a theatre
where most insane enterprises had chances of suc-cessor at least of exciting the sympathy of allgenerous-minded men.

One might, then, be authorized to suppose thatItaly may at last enter a pacific phase of a nature
to dispel European anxieties it the two great re-
gions of the North and South of the Peninsula
were not separated hy provinces which are in a de-plorable state.

Tho Roman Government having declined to tako
any part whatsoever in the great national move-
ment, having on the contrary, continued to oppose
it with the most lamentable obstinacy, has for a
long time placed itself in open hostility with the
populations which have not succeeded in throwing
off its yoke. To keep them down, to prevent them
from manifesting the national sentiments which an-
imate tliein, ho has made use of the spiritual power
which Providence has entrusted to him for an ob-
ject far otherwise great than that assigned to thepolitical Government.

By presenting to the Catholic populations the con-
dition ol Italy under false and sombre colors, by
making a passionate appeal to feeling, or rather to
fanaticism, which still holds so much sway in cer-
tain unenlightened classes of society, he has suc-
ceeded in gathering money and men from every
corner of Europe, and in forming an army consist-
ingalmost exclusively of strangers, not only to the
Roman States, but to tho whole of Itily.

It has been reserved to the Roman Stales to offer
in our century the strange and sad spectacle of a
Government reduced to maintain its authority over
its subjects by the means of foreign mercenaries,
blinded by fanaticism or enticed by the bait of
promises which could not bo fulfilled, except by
throwing whole provinces into distress.

Such facts provoke, in tho highest degree, theindignation of the Italians who have achieved their
liberty and independence. Full of sympathy for
their brethren in Umbria and in the Marches, they
manifest on all sides the desire of helping to put an
end to a state of things which is an outrage to the
principles of justice and of hnmanity, and which
wounds deeply the national sentiment.Although sharing this painful emotion, the Gov-
ernment of the King thought it right hitherto to
prevent any disorganized attempt to deliver thepopulations of Umbria and of the Marches from
the yoke which oppresses them. But it could not
dissimulate that the increasing irritation of the
populations could no longer be contained withouthaying recourse to force and to violent measures.
Moreover, the revolution having triumphed at
Naples, conld it be stopped at the frontier of the
Roman States, where it is invoked by abuses not
less serious than those which have irresistibly
drawn the volunteers of Upper Italy into Sicily"?

By the cries of the insurgents of the Marches
and of Umbria the whole of Italy was moved. No
power can prevent thousands of Italians from rush-
ing from the centre and from the North of the I'e-
ninsula to the aid ot their brothers threatened with
disasters similar to those of Perugia.

It the Government of the King remained passive
amid this universal emotion, it would place itself
indirect opposition with the nation. The gener-
ous outbursts which the events of Naples and of
Sicily have produced in the masses would degener-
ate at once into anarchy ami disorder.

It would then be possible and even probable that
tho regular movement which has hitherto taken
place might suddenly assume the character of vio-
lence and passion. "Whatever power the idea of
order may exercise over the Italians, there are pro-
vocations which the most civilized people cannot
resist. Assuredly they would be more to bo pitied
than blamed iffor the first time they gave way to
violent reactions, which would lead to the most la-
mentable consequences. History informs us that a
people who are now at the head of civilization have
committed under the Empire the most deplorable
excesses for less serious causes.

Should it expose the Peninsula to similar dan-
gers, the govarnment of the King would he culpa-
ble towards Italy; it would not be less so towards
Europe.

The King would he wanting in his duties towards
the Italians, who have always hearkened to the
counsel of moderation which" he has given them,
and who have intrusted to him the high mission of
directing the national movement.

He would he wanting in his duties towards
Europe, for he has contracted toward it the
moral engagement of not allowing the Italian
movement to degenerate into anarchy and dis-order.

It is to fulfil this double duly that the Govern-
ment of the King, so soon as the insurgent popu-
lation of the Marches and of Umbria sent him
deputations to invoke his protection, granted it to
them at once. At the same time he sent a diplo-
matic agent to Rome to ask the Pontifical Gov-
ernment to send away the foreign legions which
could not serve to suppress the manifestations of
the provinces which touch upon our frontiers with-
out forcing us to interfere in their favor.

On the refusal of the Court of Rome to comply
with that request, the King has issued an order to
his troops to enter Umbria and the Marches withthe mission of re-establishing order there, and of
leaving a free field to the populations for manifest-
ing theirsentiments.

The Royal troops will scrupulously respect Rome
and the Territory that surrounds it. They would
lend their support, should it ever be wanted, to
preserve the residence of the Holy Father against
any attack or menace; for the Government of the
King willalways know how to conciliate the great
interests of Italy with the respect due to the au-
gust chief of religion, to whom the country is sin-
cerely attached.

In acting thus it has the conviction of not hurt-
ing the feelings of enlightened Catholics who do not
confound the temporal power with which the Court
of Rome has been invested during a period of its
history with the spiritual power which is the eter-
nal and immovable basis of his religious authority.

But our hopes go still further. We have the con-
fidence that the spectacle of the unanimity of the
patriotic sentiments which now burst forth through-
out the whole ot Italy will remind the Sovereign
Pontiff that he was some years ago the sublime in-
spirer of this great national movement. The veil
which counsellors, animated by mundane interests,
had placed over his eyes, will tall, and then, recog-
nizing that the re-generation of Italy is a decree of
Providence, he will become the Father of the Itali-
ans, as he has never ceased to be the august and
venerable Father of all the Faithful.
THE TROUBLE BETWEEN CAVOUR AND GA-

RIBALDI.
The Turin correspondent of the Constitutionnet

writes as follows, under date of Sept. 15 :
The Parliament is convoked for the 2d of October.

The convocation was decided on yesterday at a
Council of Ministers.

Count Trecbi, aide de-camp of Garibaldi, and
Dr. Rrambilla, in whom the Dictator of the Two
Sicilies appears to place unlimited confidence, ar-
rived yesterday evening at Turin from Naples.?
They are bearers of a letter from the famous Gen-
eral to the King. The audacious warrior in this
letter traces the same programme as that developed
in the proclamation to the people ofPalermo?that
is to say, that he shall not regard his mission as
terminated until he has arrived at Rome and Venice,
and that, despite his ardent desire for immediate
annexation, the interests of the continuation of his
enterprise are opposed to that measure.

Garibaldi concludes his letter by saying that he
has no confidence in M. Cavonr, and that that is
the reason lie cannot listen to advice sent him from
Turin.

This letter, which is not known to the public, and
of which 1 can guarantee the most perfect authen-
ticity, has produced a great sensation in official
circles. As yet, nothing has been decided as to the
terms in which the King's reply is to he couched.

M. do Ravneval, first Secretary of the Embassy,
has been appointed Charge d'Atlaires during the
absence of M. de Talleyrand.

PARIS, September 17. ?In addition to the memo-
randum explaining the entry of Sardinian troops
into the Papal States, addressed by Count Cavour
to the diplomatic agents of Sardinia, for communi-
cation to tbe respective foreign Courts, the Cheva-
lier Nigra, Sardinian resident Minister at Paris,
communicated a confidential despatch to M. Thouve-
nel the day before yesterday.

In this despatch Count Cavour is said to have en-
deavored to show that the occupation of the Marchesand Umbria was indispensable in order to prevent
a collision between Garibaldi and the French troops
occuping Rome.

This despatch is also said to state that Garibaldi
has given Piedmont to understand in a peremptory
manner, that if she does not immediately disperse
the foreign volunteers of the l'apal army, he would
proceed from Naples to Rome in order to pursue
and accomplish the task himself, and that he would
only respect Rome on the condition that the Mar-
ches and Umbria were occupied bv Sardinian troops.

WILL THE POPE LEAVE ROME7
The foreign journals all more or less speculate

upon the expected departure oftbePopefrom Rome.
The Constitut ionnel (semi-official organ) publish-

es an article, signed by M. Grandguillut, against
the extreme party, which, after having counselled
the Pope to follow a policy without concessions,
now advises him to take to night without honor.
M. Grandguillot recalls that as long as the French
troops are at Rome the security of the person and
the authority of the Pope are guaranteed.

M. Grandguillot expresses an earnest desire that
the Pope should not quit Rome, and continues thus:"In expressing these wishes we have only in view
the interests of the Papacy, for that which at pre
sent complicates the position of France is the pre-
sence of her array at Rome, and if this occupancy
could cease all would be simplified, at least in a po
litical point of view. It is not Rome that we occu-
py, but it is the Papacy which we defend. Our oc-
cupation could inno case assume a political charac-
ter. Tbe first consequence of the flight of the
Pope would be the evacuation of Rome by the
French, ami in leaving we should carry with us the
great uneasiness respecting the future of the tem-
poral power of the Pope."

The Times correspondent adds: It was reported
in Paris that a special excommunication, in which
he would be named, is about to be launched against

Victor hmmamiel; also that Prussia and Spain are
about to withdraw their Ministers from Turin.Letters from Rome assert that the i'ope is aboutto issue a manifesto, calling upon Catholic Powersfor assistance.

By the steamer Osceola, which arrived yesterday Iat Batabano from Truxillo, we bave received letters 1
that give us an account of the tragical end of the I
great filibuster. We insert them below; and it is
highly satisfactory to note the Christian death of
the celebrated filibuster. It is a great pity that a
man capable of such sentiments should have led a
lile during which he caused so many disasters to
humanity.

It is not less satisfactory to us, to see how merci-
fully disposed the authorities of Honduras were to
the gratuitous disturbers of the tranquillityof the I
country. The gift of life conceded to the second in icommand is an eloquent demonstration of the noble !
spirit which prevailed there, as is also the humane
and generous treatment shown to tho officers and
soldiers of the expedition. The writers who daily
insult these countries?for which they cannot tind
epithets sufficiently hard?may here learn all that
there is respectable and honorable in the senti-
ment ot which the authorities of Honduras havejust, given proof.

Here are the letters:
TRUXILLO, Sept. 18, 1800.?The capture of Wal-

ker and some seventy individuals of his party hav-
ing been effected by Gen. Alvarez, who, with two
hundred men, pursued them in connection with the
steamer Icarus, I am about to narrate to you, cir-
cumstantially, the particulars of the entrance andexecution ot the chieftain.

Oil the sth inst., at the moment that Gen. Godoy,
with the auxiliary troop of Guatemala, set sail
with two vessels to'join Gen. Alvarez, the schooner
Correo came to anchor in the fort, bringing back
the expedition of Gen. Alvarez himself. Thelcarus
remained behind from motives of convenience, butthe also came to anchor during the night.

The next day, at four o'clock in the afternoon,
three great launches (the very ones used by the in-
vaders,) were , brought alongside of the steamer to
receive the prisoners, who came ashore under
guard of the marines of the Icarus.

Upon disembarking the marines marched first;
the Hondureno troops came next, marching in hol-
low square, with the prisoners in the centre.

With the exception of a few all the party
looked like corpses, and some ol' them were
apparently in the last agonies. With their sad
and languid looks, they appeared to curse the
leader who had brought them to such dire extremi-
ties.

The march at the entrance was slow and solemn.
Walker, at the head of his people, marched to the
tap of the drum, and was the observed of all ob-
servers.

As soon as Walker entered the prison lie was
heavily ironed, and asked ifhe wanted anything.
He only asked for water. He then sent i'or the
Chaplain of this port, and protesting his faith as
a Roman Uatliolic, he was seen thereafter almost
constantly kneeliDg at the feet of the priest in front
of a small altar on which by the dim light of the
tapers the image of Jesus was distinguished.?
Among other things he once said to the Chaplain?-
"/ am resigned to die; , nit political career i*eon-

eluded."
On the 11th inst., at 7 o'clock F. M., Walker was

notified of his sentence of death; and to this start-
ling message the only reply lie made was to ask at
what hour it would bo executed, and whether he
had time to write.

On the 12th, at 8 o'clock A. M., the culprit
marched to theplaeo of execution. He walked with
a crucifix in his hand, upon which lie bent all hisregards, looking neither to the right hand nor to
the left, but listened piously to the psalms which
the priest recited in his ear. He entered the hol-
low square formed by the soldiei v in the place of
execution, and there, full of resignation, he pro-
nounced the following words: "I am a Roman
Catholic. The war which I made upon Honduras
in accordance with tho suggestions of some Rua-
tanoes, was unjust. Those who accompanied ine
are not to blame. 1 alone aui guilty. 1 ask pardon
of the people. 1 receive death with resignation?-
would that it may be for the good of society."

Walker died with remarkable fortitude. His re-
mains were received into a tomb, and rest in peace
for a perpetual example.

One day after the execution of Walker, the Ame-
rican schooner John E. Taylor, with reinforce-
ments and arms for the filibusters, anchored in the
port, but she soon afterwards disappeared, having
recognized the forces of the republican power. The
immediate arrival of an American man-ot'-war
steamer is announced, and it is considered very pro-
bable that other vessels, with reinforcements for the
unhappy expedition, will arrive, as the promoters
thereof inthe United States are ignoiant of the fate
of Walker.

TRUXILLO, Sept. 18.?The band of marauders
which the buccaneer Walker commanded with the
title of General having been captured, the Com-
mander of the port I>. Norherto Martinez, proceed-
ed to try by court-martial Walker anil bis second.
F. A. Rudler. The case was referred to the chief
of the restoring force, General I). Mariano Alvarez,
who after having heard the criminals in their own
behalf sentenced the first to capital punishment,
and the second to four years' imprisonment, both
being satisfied with the sentence.

The defence made by the criminals themselves
does not contain any attempt at exculpation; and
on the contrary, Col. ltudler, tho second incom
mand, has handed to Commander Martinez, through
the medium of the English Consul, a communica-
tion manifesting his gratitude to the Republic for
the mercy with which he had been treated. The
rest of the expedition?some seventy odd?have
been pardoned under the condition and oath that
they would never enlist again for any similar van-

dal expedition against any republic in Central
America.

Walker was shot; anil suflercd the penalty inthe
old Plaza de Armas, which communicates with the
mole on which he disembarked on the morning of
August Gth. 'l'hosc who have been pardoned still
remain in Truxillo, while a vessel is preparing to
take them back to the United States. They are
very well treated, and even ladies of the highest

ranis, forgetting the fatigues of their recent llight,
assist the sick and wounded. The forces of the
Government comport themselves with so much
propriety, that even foreigners admire their sub-
ordination.

RIGHTS OF SETTLERS ON THE Pontic LANDS.? The
General LandOHice has issued a letter of explanation
in which itsays : The law protects a settler upon the
public lands from the moment he enters thereon and
does any act manifesting his intention to pre empt
it, and follow up his settlement by performing
all the conditions and requirements of said law. A
person, then, who purchases the tract alter an
inchoate right has attached on the part of the set-tler, under the doctrine of careaf emptor, does so athis own risk, It would be unjust and oppressive to
force a settler to incur the expense of notice to, and
litigation with a person whs has purchased his
claim" after the pre-emption right had attached.?
The rule heretofore adopted will, therefore, not
be disturbed.
