NOTICE TO THE POLICE.
TBY ORDER OF THE MARSHAL.]

POLICE DEPARTMENT?OPFICI OF TOE MARSHAL, )

Baltimore, October f, 1860. J
Attention is called to the following provisions and ex-

tracts from provisions of the several laws creating a Per-
manent Police, and regulating elections in the city b(

Baltimore.
1. Any citzen who may be required by the Board of

Police, or any judge of election, to aid in enforcing the
law on a day ofelection, and who shall refuse or neglect
to comply with such requirement, shall be subject to a
penalty of one hundred and fiftv dollars. Judges of elec
tions are, by virtue of their office, conservators of the
peace, and have full authority, upon every day of elec
tion, to commit to Baltimore city jail, on their warrants
respectively, any persons who may be disturbing the
peace, creating riot or disorder, or interfering withvoters

2. If any peace officer refuse or omit to comply with such
a requirement, he shall be liable to a penalty of fine hun
dred dollars; aud if any officer of the corporation of Balti-

more city shall prevent or forbid the reception or reten
tion in jailof any person so committed, he shall be liable
to a penalty of one thousand dollars for every such offence,
recoverable by the Board of Police,and also to sixty days'
imprisonment.

3. It shall be unlawful to keep open in the said city, on
any election day, any drinking establishment or bar

room, or any grog-shop whatsoever, or tofurnish any spir-
ituous or fermented liquor therein or therefrom, and any
person or persons who shall be guilty of violating this
section or of retailing or dispensing any spirituous or
fermented liquors on any election day in said city, shall,
on conviction thereof, forfeit his or their license, if he or
they shall have taken out any, and be disqualified from
taking out any other license for the sale of such liquor
for the space of live years thereafter, and shall moreover
be liable to a penalty of five hundred dollars, to be re-
covered by said Board of Police by civil action, in the

name of the State; and it shall be the duty of said Board,

and of the Sheriff and his deputies, and of all policemen,
constables and other peace officers, to take care that the
provisions of this section be complied with, and to inform
upon all persons violating the same, of whose offences
they shall have knowledge or information.

4 If any person shall prevent, or hinder, or attempt or
conspire with any other person or persons, to prevent or
hinder any voter from exercising his right of suffrage in

the city of Baltimore, by threat, intimidation, violence
or any other unlawful means, whether before or during
election times, or shall detain or imprison any person or
persons, with the view or intent of causing, procuring or
forcing such person or persons to vote illegally,or against
his or their will,or under compulsion, in any precinct in
said city, such person, so offending, and every person
who shall be guilty of wilfullyvoting, or offering to vote
illegally, or causing or procuring any other person to vote
illegally, in any precinct of the said city, shall, on con-
viction thereof, be adjudged guilty of felony, and be sen-
tenced to not less than two nor more thau six years' im-
prisonment in the Penitentiary.

5. Any two or more persons who shall, during any
election in the city of Baltimore, assemble, conspire or
combine together for the purpose of driving any voters

from the polls, or preventing or obstructing, or beating,
injuring,or intimidating any yoter or voters, in coming

to or returning from the polls; and any person or persons
who shall assault, wound, beat, or otherwise maltreat or
injure, or shall offer to maltreat or injure, or shall, by

menace or violence, or otherwise intimidate, overawe, or
control any voter while at the polls, or going to, or re-
turning from the same, or shall forcibly resist any police-
man or peace officer, or shall forcibly resist any order of
any Judge of Election under the provisions of this arti-
cle, shall be deemed guilty of felony, and be sentenced,

on conviction thereof, to confinement in the Penitentiary

for not less than three nor more than six years; or shall
seize, take, steal, mutilate or destroy, the naturalization
papers or certificate, or written evidence of naturalization
of any naturalized voter, or attempt so to do, either at or
near the polls, or while the said voter shall be proceeding
thereto, or returning therefrom, shall be deemed guilty
of felony, and be sentt need, upon conviction thereof, to

confinement in the Penitentiary for not less than three

nor more than six years.
6. Any officer or servant of the Mayorand City Coun

cil of Baltimore, or other person whatsoever, who shall
forcibly resist or obstruct the execution or enforcement of
any of the provisions of the law providing a permanent
police for the city of Baltimore, shall be subject to a pen-

alty of one thousand dollars for each and every such of-

fence, and be ever after disqualified from holding any
otliceor employment whatsoever under the Mayor and
City Council of Baltimore, or under this article.

Referring to the foregoing, it Is hereby strictly enjoined
upon the several Captains commanding, to see thatall the

officers and men of the Permanent Police, and all of the
Extra Patrol and Detective force, appointed for the occa
sion of the ensuing election, within their respective Dis-
tricts, give special attention to their observance and en-
forcement, and cause to be immediately arrested all per-
sons offending against the same.

asked regular way. The sales of Railroad bonds include

SI,OOO Northwestern Virginia endorsed third mortgage

at 79, and $10,500 Northern Central lSßs's at from 68

down to 67. There has been a heavy business done this
week inCity 6's, some $37,000 of them having been sold,

mostly within the last day or two, at 100 for 1873'5, 101
for 1875'5, and 100*@100 for ISOO's.

The Tribune of this morning says:

The market was again shaken down this morning by
the sales of timid holders ofcontract stock, and the vigor-
ous hammering of the bears, who have worked the pass-
age of the Rock Island dividend into an argument against
the entire railway list. For a time this unexpected event

willhave its effect upon those who do not go beneath the

surface intheir investigations ; but intelligent men will

hardly come to the conclusion that because the Rock
Island passes a dividend, the entire railway system is a
failure, and the expectation ofgood business and remune-
rative profits a delusion. The bears, while apparently
anxious to sell stock, have been shrewd enough to buy in

quietly at the low prices, and the frightened shareholders
have thus supplied stock to meet their own contracts in
many instances. The business of the session was very

large, and prices were lower throughout, although in
several instances the closing rates were better than the
first rates. New York Central, after selling inthe start
at S7X* was in demand and up to 88 at the close Erie
opened at 38, but was quickly marked down to 37, at

which it closed heavy. The receipts of this road continue
very large?for the four last days reaching an aggregate
of $131,000. Hudson River sold at 62, and was finally
offered at 61 X, but after the call was quietly picked up by
the leading operator in this stock, and after the Board
was in demand at 62X*

The Western shares were very active, and opened at

lower prices, but except for Illinois Central and Rock
Island were firmer and better at the close.

A meeting of the stockholders and directors of the Ar-
tisans' Bank was held yesterday inthe bank parlor, when
the affairs of the bank were discussed, and a resolution
was agreed upon to appoint a receiver. Mr. Augustine
Smith, of the Nassau Bank, was designated, and that
gentleman asked for time to consider, in consequence of
which the meeting was adjourned.

THE AMERICAN BAPTIST BIBLE UNION.? The Anni-
versary meeting of this Society was continued on
Thursday at the First Baptist Church in New
York. Reports on the Epistles to Timothy, and on
the Siamese Scriptures were read and adopted;
also a report on_ the plan for circulating the re-
vised Scriptures. The report embodied the follow-
ing preamble and resolution;

Whereas, It was announced by our beloved Sa-
vinur, as a characteristic of His dispensation, that
the Gospel is preached to the poor, and this Gospel
is contained in the sacred Scriptures, which ought
to be communicated in their purity, therefore?

Resolved, That this UDion approves an effort to
make permanent provision for circulating the re-
vised English version of the Scriptures;, and that
for this purpose we shall endeavor to raise a fund
of one hundred thousand dollars, to be permanently
invested, the interest only to be nsed; and this in-
terest to ho employed solely in the gratuitous circu-
lation of the English Scriptures after they Bliall
have passed the Final Committee.

Rev. Dr. Hodge read a report of the Committee
on English Scriptures, congratulating the Union on
the effectiveness of its labors in that department.

Adopted.
The report of the Committee on the Epistle to

Philemon was read, but action upon it was post-
poned until the afternooD, when it was takeD up
and discussed.

The usual monthly meeting of the New York
Chamber of Commerce was held on Thursday. The
principal subject under consideration was a draft of
a memorial to Congress in regard to providing ad.

ADDITIONAL. BY OVERLAND MAIL.
SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 22 ?The clipper 9hip Pam-

pero has cleared for New York, with 14,500 sacks
of wheat, 0,000 hides, 350 bales of wool, and other
articles of merchandise. The exports of wheat and
flour from San Francisco, since June Ist, equal
172,000 barrels of flour. The ship David Brown is
loading with wheat for Liverpool, and will sail by
the close of the week, carrying 1,800 tons.

Eighteen thousand five hundred dollars' worth of
gold arrived in San Francisco on the 21st, being the
product of the previous eight days' operations of
Col. Fremont's quartz mills in Mariposa county.

The People's Reform Society of San Francisco
has decided to nominate a municipal ticket irre-
spective of politics.

The State agricultural fair opened at Sacramen-
to on the 20th, under very favorable auspices, and
the largest receipts on a single day exceed 54,000.

The best feature of the fair is said to be the dis-
play of blooded stock.

The Danish bark Steinwaider, arrived last even-
ing from Eastern Siberia, having left De Castres
Bay July I9tb. The American schooner Alert ar-
rived at De Castres Bay from San Francisco July
6th, and was discharging at Nicholeski a great
port of her cargo in a damaged condition.

The brig Orbit arrived on the 6th of July, and
sailed again August 4tli for San Francisco, via
Hakodadi, Honolulu and Albion River.

The brig Theodore and Julia, from Nicholeski,
which vessel had been frozen in for a long time, left
seven days previously for Shanghai with a cargo
of ice.

July 4th, tho Russian steam corvette America,
with Admiral Kaza Keaitcho on board, left De Cas-
tres to review other ports in the Uulf of Tartary.

Count Mouncrief Amoorsky, General Governor of
Eastern Siberia, was daily expected at Nicholeski.

The whole of the Siberian fleet had been ordered
to the Peiho.

By the arrival of the British steamer Termagant,
we have received Victoria dates to the Bth inst.

The recent auroral phenomena were distinctly
visible in British Columbia.

COMMERCIAL INTELLIGENCE.
Under the influence of a healthy and active demand

for goods from the country, and scant arrivals and advi-
ces of indifferent shipments from Atlantic ports, the mar
ket is assuming a degree of buoyancy that has not been
witnessed for a long time. Some speculative feeling is
evinced ; but generally the improvement is gradual and
mostly attributable to legitimate causes

As a rule, stocks of goods are ample for the fall and
winter trade, but being within bounds, importers are en-
couraged to hold for a remunerative market. Transactions
are not of an extensive character, though the demand by
the trade is steady, and the aggregate quantity of goods
moving quite liberal. Candles firm and quiet as last
quoted. Coffee more active and unchanged in rates. Coal
inactive but prices well sustained.

Dry goods dealers are having a fair trade. Fruits?a
speculative movement in currants; raisins move more
freely, but preserved fruits continue dull. Nails sell at
$4.75. Oils quiet and unchanged. Provisions are rather
slow. Meats unchanged. Pork quiet, and without change.
Lard inactive. Butter is greatly depressed and finds no
demand; the news of the shipments of the Ist September
from New York has caused a heavy decline; Isthmus sell 9
at3o@3i cts.; 800 firkins should arrive to-morrow, and the

effect willbe felt in still lower rates.

Coffee?ln Rio there is nothing doing, and the tendency
is downward.

Sugars are improving steadily; refined are a good deal
excited; 300 bbls. crushed sold in lots this morning at

14* cts.

Domestic Spirits have an improving tendency. Pur-
chases have been made to arrive, prices and quantities
not transpiring. Foreign brandies exhibited greater
buoyancy. Peas were more wanted, though still at low
rates. Wine unchanged.

Foreign advices have given an impetus to the demand
for wheat. Prices favor sellers, hut a change is scarcely
quotable.

Purchases are necessarily limited by the lack of facil
ities for export. The supply of tonnage is totally inad
equate.

The returned missionaries from Africa and Syria
spoke?the last describing the scenes of massacre on
which he had looked.

The Lord's Supper was administered in the af
ternoon in four churches. After this service the
officers of the past year were re-elected.

Hon. W. S. Southworth was added to the Pru-
dential Committee.

Three addresses were made in the morning by
officers representing other missionary societies, all
tendering their sympathy and congratulations to
the Board at the present stage of its career.

Marked interest and excitement was occasioned
on a discussion which arose relative to slavery.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
ANNIVERSARY OF THE EARTHENWARE BOARD OF

TRADE.? The annual meeting of the Earthenware
Board of Trade took place on Thursday night
at their rooms, at Allen's, Light street.?
There was a full attendance, and on the
Board being called to order, the President
stated that the first business was the election
of officers for the ensuiDg year. The ballot pro-
ceeded and the following gentlemen were selected:
President, George YV. Herring, Esq.; Vice Presi-
dent, William S. Wonderly; Secretary, George M.
Bokee; Treasurer, Robert Cook. Some other busi-
ness of minor importance was transacted, when
supper was announced, and the company repaired
to an adjoining room, where tables fairly groaning
with the delicacies of the season awaited them.

As soon as the company were seated around the
table, George W. Herring, Esq., the President,
arose and delivered his annual address. He con-
gratulated the Board on the prosperity of the past
year, and referred to the fact that the trade had
maintained its position as one of the essential
branches of commerce to the city, and that its im-
portations had been steady and uniform. During
the year many questions of importance to the
trade had been settled,and of those still unadjusted,
that of direct trade between this port and Conti-
nental Europe was the most important. He re-
ferred to the action which the Board had taken in
the matter, and stated that he had written to the
secretary of the Belgian Trading Company, an an-
swer to which had not as yet been received, but was
daily expected. He referred to the importance of
this subject, and hoped that the interest which had
been awakened would continue to increase, until
the objects aimed at would be secured. He spoke
of the advantages which Baltimore offered as a
port for direct trade, and the facilities afforded for
conveying emigrants to the Western country as
surpassing those offered by any other city. He
next spoke of the importance of nursing and watch-
ing the Southern trade, and of identifying the in-
terests of Baltimore with those of the South. The
business men of the city should indignantly frown
down all attempts, from whatever quarter they
may come, having a tendency to place Baltimore
in an antagonistic position to the South. He
closed by again reverting to the rapidly increasing
demand for their wares, and the general soundness
of the trade in the city.

After full justice had been done to the ample
supply of good things, the cloth was removed and
the evening was spent in the delivery of speeches
sentiments, songs and anecdotes. It was a most
happy anniversary, and the hours were short-
lived indeed. Mr. William Shirley, at whose
home the Trade have spent their happiest festive
hours, was present, and in reply to complimentary
remarks made an appropriate speech. A letter was
read, signed "Renfrew," in which that gentleman
expressed his deep regret at not being able to be
present, and also adverted in unmistakable terms
to the livelyinterest he felt in the prosperity of the
trade. The reading of this letter was greeted with
applause, and "Renfrew's" health was drunk,stand-
ing. The festivities were kept up until the "wee
short hours ayont the twal," when the company
dispersed.

OPENING OF DRUID HILL PARK.? The commission-
ers of the park have adopted the following order of
proceedings for Monday next, on the occasion of the
inauguration of Druid'Hill Park.

The Park will be thrown open at sunrise on the
morning of the Bth inst. Citizens with their fami-
lies as well as visitors in the city are cordially in-
vited to attend. Seats will be provided for ladies.
Carriages will be admitted and the present drives
open to their use. The public school children will
be conveyed to and from the Park free of charge by
the City Passenger Railway. Several bands of
music will be inattendance during the entire day.
Any part of the grounds can be used for pic-nic
parties, and therefore those persons who desire to
spend the day can do so. The various cricket and
base-ball clubs will be present, together with the
German Turners, and different French and Italian
societies will attend. Ample accommodations will
be prepared for the ladies near the main stand.?
The military will be assigned positions by their
commander. Tables for the sale of confectionery
and other refreshments will be allowed, bnt ail
sp'ritous liquors will be positively prohibited.?
Complete arrangements will he made for the preser-
vation of order.

1 the building next to the north-west corner of
Baltimore and Howard streets. The premises were
iu the occupancy of Messrs. Wingerd, White &
Swope, dealers in boots, shoes, hats and caps.?
This firm also occupied the large building on the
corner of Baltimore street, and the upper stories of
the warehouse No 3 Howard street. Smoke was
seen issuing from the building next to the corner
by some gentlemen on the opposite side of the
street, and when the alarm was given, the room
where the fire originated was all in a blaze. An
attempt was made to subdue the flames by closing
up all the ( oors and passages connecting the build
ings, and in a measure this plan was quite success-
ful, as the fire was principally confined to the
house where it originated. The fire department
was soon on the ground, and the flames were sub-
dued in a very short time. The warehouse on the
N. W. corner of Baltimore and Howard streets,
which was stocked with a large quantity
of goods, was damaged somewhat by fire, but
considerable damage occurred from the im-
mense bodies of water, which it was necessa-
ry to throw, to prevent the fire from spreading
through the building. The stock of the firm was
insured to the amount of $45,000, as' follows ;
$5,000 in the Associated Firemen's Co., of Balti-
more; 55,000 in the American of Baltimore; $5,000
in the North American in New Y'ork; $5,000, How-
ard of New York; $7,500 in the Market, N. Y.; :
£7,500 in Connecticut Co., New Haven; $5,000 in
Belief, N. Y'ork; $5,000 in Continental, N.York.Webb & Richardson are agents for the foreign
offices. The amount of loss sustained has not been
ascertained, but the insurance willcover the loss.
The building was the property of Messrs. Robert
Garrett & Sons, and is fully insured in the Equita-
ble, of this city. The adjoining house, No. 1
North Howard street, is occupied below by
Messrs. J. A. & C. S* Shriver, dealers in fruit
and confectionery and manufacturers of candies.
The principal loss sustained by these parties is by
water. Thev have an insurance of $2,500 in the
American office on the stock, and SSOO on the shop
fixtures, Ac., in the same office. The building be-
longs to Robert Taylor and is insured in the Equi-
table office.

The house adjoining (No. 3) is occupied on the
first floor by Messrs. Montell & Htine, dealers in
cigars and tobacco. Their stock is considerably
damaged by water and smoke. They have an in-
surance of $2,500 on the stock in the Howard In-
surance Company, which will cover their loss.?
The origin of the fire is attributed to accident.

A MAN ENTICED INTO A DEN OF PROSTITUTION AND

FIRST BRANCH. ?Present Samuel G. Spicer, Esq.,
President, and all the members except Messrs. Irons
and Baugher.

FRENCH WINES.

At present there are some twelve or thirteen
thousand vineyard proprietors. The vine-growing
districts are divided into the Coteaux, the Graves
and the I'alus. The Coteaux are the mountain
slopes, often so steep that they could be applied to
no other purpose, and generally composed of marl,
chalk and argillaceous substances, so badly mixed
near the summit as to offer very serious impedi-
ments to cultivation. The Graves are plains of
diluvian origin, consisting of sand, pebbles and
gravel, intermixed as if by the rapid action of a
current of water. The I'alus are deep, fat soils,
apparently the slow-formed sediment of standing
water, and the wines made in these show a remark-
able fitness for transportation, and are sent in
large quantities to India and America. Many of
the communes have a European celebrity. The
Medoc district lies between the Gironde river and
the Gulf of Gascony, and is devoted exclusively to
the production of the finest qualities. The com-
mune of Blanquefort is noted for a delicious, dry,
white wine, and the red wines of this region are
free from that earthy flavor which is the common
defect of wines raised on the plain. The neighbor-
ing canton of Cantenac is also famous for the soft-
ness and bouquet of its wines, and to the South lies
Margaux, on a flinty gravel, where about 1,000
tur.s are raised. annually.

The celebrated estate of Chateau Margaux pro-
duces rather more than 100 tuns, and is eagerly
welcomed all over the Continent. The Champagne
district comprises the Ardennes, Maine, Aube and
Haute Marne. In the Marne, the product of the
arrondissement of Epernay is calculated at the
value of three million francs per annum?that of
Reims at six million?that of Vitry at nearly a
million and a half. The best red wines go to the
Low Countries, Prussia, and the Rhenish Provinces
?the Sillery comes principally to England. Here
the greatest caro is necessary; every imperfect

grape is excluded, and every rough motion guard-
ed against. The must, having been pressed, is
turned into a vat for some hours to deposit its
grosser lees; it is then allowed to ferment, and by
Christmas, when the fermentation is well over, and
the weather dry and frosty, the wine is racked and
lined. These processes are repeated at different in-
tervals, according as the wine is intended to be
mou/uteux or still. The process of bottling is ex-
cessively troublesome. In the first place the wine

i 3 very capricious about becoming effervescent.?
Sometimes the desired change takes place in a
fortnight, sometimes not for many weeks. Some-
times, when it has obstinately withstood every at-
tempt for a length of time, it will become spark-
ling without the least apparent reason. The bot-
tling is done by workmen in sets of five, called ate-

liers, each man having his own portion of the task.

M. Moet, atEpernay, has seldom less than half a
million bottles to be thus tilled, and often ten af-
liere at work at the same time.

The bottles, when filled, are carried into vaults
excavated in the chalk rock, and here numbers ex-
plode from the formation of carbonic acid gas.?
Sometimes, in July and August, the explosions
have been known to range as high as 40 per cent,

of the whole number. The proprietor generally
acquiesces in the loss of 8 per cent., but after that
stage the gas is considered to be becoming "furi-

ous," the bottles are taken down, placed in alower
cellar, flooded with cold water, and sometimes un-
corked. In September the breakage ceases, and
in October another process is commenced. A de-
posit has by this time formed in the bottles, and to
get rid of it they are placed topsy-turvy for some
days, and slightly tapped at intervals. This dis-

engages the deposit, and makes it fall on the
A clever workman then cuts the fastenings, lets ofi
the cork, which carries the deposit along with it,
and a fresh one is then inserted before the wine has
time to escape. If wine is kept long, it is some-
times subjected to several of these dcgagemcnts,

whereby greater purity is obtained, and its costli-
ness of course seriously enhanced.

The only other district we can notice is that of
Drome, which is the native soil of Hermitage.?
Real Hermitage is made from the Scyras, a Per-
sian grape, and is found on the hills from St. Val-

lier to Tain. It goes on improving for ten or fif-
teen years, and is generally not bottled tillit is five
or six years old. The white Hermitage is made
from the Roussanne grape, and is extraordinarily

slow in the process of fermentation. The annual 1
vield of real white Hermitage is probably not more
"than 120 casks of 210 litres apiece. Itwill keep
perfectly good for a century, though, after thirty
years its perfume and taste are slightly modified.?
The straw Hermitage is the best.of the French vim
de liqueur. The most perfect grapes are chosen
and laid to dry upon stiaw for five or six weeks;
they are then plucked from the stems and carefully
pressed. Little of it is made, and its price is enor-
mous, from the frequent failures against which the
manufacturer has to contend, since it is only when
the grape i 3 in a particular stage of maturity, and
the weather precisely suitable, that Ermitage-
Paille can be successfully produced.

A PERILOUS RIDE. ?The Tribune of yesterday,
says: Last night, shortly after ten o'clock, as the

Philadelphia train arrived at the Jersey City de-
pot, it was discovered that two little boys had se-
cured a free ride from Newark by stowing them-
selves away on the cross-pieces of the brakes, under

the body of a car, to whioh they must necessarily

have clung with considerable tenacity to maintain

their position. One of the little fellows narrowly

escaped being killed by running out from under the
car while they were entering the depot. The other
boy being larger, was found snugly wedged be-
tween the cross-piece of the brakes and the bottom

of the car, from whioh he was extricated without
having sustained any injury further than an un-
comfortable squeezing. The youths, aged re-
spectively 9 and 10 years, are residents of Newark,
and came up to pay a short visit to New York, for
what purpose they were not inclined to state.

small number. The Republicans certainly havenothing to boast of. One of the main features of
the parade was a dilapidated looking phaeton,

were very remarkable. Two of them were "ladies"
?one lady was clad in a garb similar to that once
donned by "Joan of Arc." But her face was par-
tially covered by a metallic mask, which veiled her
virgin beauties from the dirty torchlights. The
other "lady" was attired as a "Columbine"?but
lacking somewhat in modesty of arrangement, the
dress being remarkably low in the neck. Worn by
a woman of "easy virtue," it would have subjected
her to immediate arrest. The remarks of the lady
observers who crowded the route, were not at all
complimentary to this pair of feminine Wide-
Awakes.

WHAT IS TO BECOME OF THE POPE T ?We are often
asked this question, and forced to reply that he
will be in the hands of God. We do not proless to
have any knowledge of European affairs beyond
what we gather from tho journals. At our last
advices Sardinia was threatening the Papal do-
minion on the North, and Garibaldi was in Naples
with a wavering Neapolitan army between him
and its confines on the South. It seemed likely
that after a show of fight, the Neapolitans would
surrender and Garibaldi would march on to Gaeta
and thence into the Roman Territories by Velletri.
The French Emperor had given orders to his
troops in Rome not to prevent an outbreak but to
protect the person of the Holy Father. Lamori-
ciere had look-out posts along the Tuscan frontier,
and in all, was said to be commander of about 30,-
000 men.

If no delay has occurred, Garibaldi is by this
time, doubtless within the Papal territory, march-
ing on towards Rome. The delays which are pos-
sible are, first, the Neapolitan army may fight, in
which case tho hero-brigand will be obliged to
pause, and gather troops, perhaps incur a defeat;
second, the troops sent by Sardinia to "restore
order" may arouse the jealousy of the Murat. party,
and cause Louis Napoleon to conclude that revolu-
tion has gone far enough already, and the curtain
would be drawn over Garibaldi's career; third,
Lamoriciere may make head for a time against the
hordes of the Red Revolution; and fourth, the
storm from the North may break before Rome is
again desecrated. By the storm from the North
we mean the league of Austria, Prussia, Russia
and perhaps England against Napoleon and Sardi-
nia. But should it be the will of God for the Holy
City to be again in the hands o{ Hjjenemies, lie
will see ibnt n>> harm befalls the Church. What
has happened to many of his predecessors, may
happen also to the amiable, gentle, disinterested
and Holy Pius IX; but, ifso, faith will be stronger,
devotion more tender throughout the whole Church
with the blond of a martyr warm upon it.?Catho-
lic Telegraph.

THE COOLIE TRADE VS. THE SLAVE TRADE.?The
New York Herald of yesterday says:?We are in-
formed that by the next steamer the round sum of
$367,000 will be sent in drafts to England, to char-
ter vessels to go to China and take coolies for Ha-
vana, according to the recent permission granted
by the Spanish Government. Said amount of mo-
ney came into this country with the express object
of chartering vessels; but as the contractors have
seen the fate of the vessels going to the coast of
Africa, they became afraid and decided at once to
go to England. Our informant states that it is im-
possible to obtain a convenient vessel for the coolie
trade, which will not be confounded by the author-
ities with a slaver; and of course no one wishes to

be in trouble in our ports when it is so easy to

charter good sailing ships in Great Britain. We
supposed that it was a matter of little moment to
ascertain tho difference between a legal and an ille-
gal cargo, but tho rules being founded on the ap-
pearance of it, the classification depends entirely on
the eyes of the inspector. It such is the case, an
established standard should be had in this import-
ant matter. The authorities are irresponsible for
the damages they cause by the detention of vessels;
and the bona fide merchants prefer, as in the pres-
ent case, to go somewhere else ratber than to ex-
pose themselves to loss in our ports. This matter
should be looked into by Exeter Hall.

THE CAPTURE OF PERUGIA.?A Turn lettsr
gives the following particulars respecting tho
taking of Perugia by General Fanti:?"The
town was defended by about 3,000 men, who
fought with great resolution. The garrison had
raised barricades in all parts of the town, and oc-
cupied the houses, from which they fired upon the
Sardinians. Every street was the scene of a con-
flict, but the assistance afforded to General Fanti
by the inhabitants made the struggle much shorter
than it would otherwise have been. A considera-
ble portion of the Pontifical carbineers, contrived
to escape out of the town, the others retired to the
citadel, which could not hold out long. Towards
evening the fort capitulated, and the whole of the
garrison, consisting of 1,600 men, were made priso-
ners, as well as General Schmidt, who commanded
them. He is the worthy chief of the adventurers
whom the Italians so cordially detest. Switzerland
refuses to acknowledge him. He was one of the
heroes of that impious war of the Sonderbund
which caused so much bloodshed in the Swiss can-
tons. He was subsequently exiled, and if he is
again sot at liberty he certainly will not find a
refuge in Switzerland.

RAILROAD COMPETITION AT ran WEST. ?The Chica-
go Democrat says that the competition between
the several railroad and steamboat-lines connecting
that city with St. Paul, Minnesota, has again cul-
minated in an open war. Rates of fare have been
put down to the absurd figure of five dollars and a
half for first-class passage from Chicago to St.
Paul, which is less than a cent a mile; while from
St. Paul to Chicago the passenger can make his
own terms, being taken for three dollars, or for

nothing, as he chooses. The steamers! charge
nothing from St. Paul to Dunleith, or to the other

railroad termini on the river. This information
will be of valuo to many of our readers.

FROM VENEZUELA. ?lly the arrival of the brig T.
B. Watson at New York on Thursday, we have

news from Porto Cabello, Venezuela, to the 19tb
ult. Gen. Paez had been appointed Venezuelan Min-
ister Plenipotentiary at Washington. The Spanish
Minister had demanded and received his passports,
and sailed for St.Thomas. It is affirmed that Spain,
under the pretext of seeking satisfaction for inju-
ries to certain of her subjects, seeks the reconquest
of Venezuela, and that the withdrawal of her Min-
ister is but the prelude to an attempt to recover her
ancient American possessions.

FREMONT'S INCOME.?The income of John C. Fre-
mont, from hi 3 gold mines, is set down at two

thousand dollars per day. His establishment is
something immense. He runs eighty-eight stamp-
ers by water power, night and day, crushing ninety ,
tons of quartz every twenty-four hours, which is .
