THE RECENT STORM IN LOUISIANA.
The amount of damage sustained by the storm of
the second instant, and which we referred to in our
Wednesday’s review, is as yet only partially
known, and it may be some time before the general
result can be ascertained, communication with the |
interior being so much delayed on account of the
impassable state of the Jackson Railroad, which |
has been flooded and considerably injured between
the city and Pass Manchac. Enough, however, is
already known to lead to the belief that the grow-
ing crops have been greatly injured. In several of
the parishes of this State, already heard from, the
damage has been immense. A large number of su-
gar houses, purgeries, and bagasse chimnies have
been either demolished or injured to such a degree |
as to render them useless until heavy and expen-
sive repairs are made, requiring much time also,
and this at a period, too, when the grinding sea-
son has just commenced. Whole fields of cane
have been prostrated, and great damage must re-
sult from this cause alone. The losses sustained
under these ciicumstances by the planting com-
munity must bz of a most serious character, and
hard to be borne, considering the bad crop of the
past, and the worst prospect for the growing crop
even before the coming of the late hurricane.

From the cotton growing region we have, so far,
but very meagre accounts, owing to the interrupt-
ed communication with the interior as noticed
above, but from the information received and the
large extent of country which the storm is said to
have visited, there must have been very serious
damaged sustained, particularly as the fields were
white with the opened eotton, much of which must
be ivevitably ruined. Beyond this, nothing can be
definitely said at present, for it would be utterly
preposterous to undertake to make even anap-
proximate estimate as to the amount of injury |
done. From information received from ship-
masters just arrived, and who were out on the Gulf
during the hurricane, we are happy tostate that
no apprehensions need be entertained regarding
the safety of vessels bound to this port from Europe
and the Atlantic cities, as the storm was searcely |
felt a short distance from the Passes. The Saper- |
iotendent of the Jackson Railroad having employed
a st to make ion with the road at Pass
Manchac, the wails and passengers will hereafter
be conveyed with regularity by that route until the
repairs on the road are completed.

The Senate,although withouta quorum,
accepted the invitation and went into convention
with the House. After twenty ballots without a

| choice, the convention adjourned sine die, ecach

branch of the Legislature retiring to its separate
organization. The House soon adjourned sine die
on the motion of Mr. Holbrook, Republican. The
Senate was keeping up its organizatition by ad-
Jjourning from time to time without a quorum.

The Oregon State Constitution contains a clause
which says that neither House should have power
to adjourn without the consent of the other, for a
longer period than three days.

The Senate refused to adjourn, and insisted that
the adjournment of the House was withont their
consent, and unconstitutional. On the other hand,
the members of the House claim that there was no
Senate to ask consent of, gs the Senate had been or-
ganized without a quorum.  Soon after the deter-

| mination of the Senate not to adjourn became

known, and after many of the members of the
House had left for their homes, the Speaker of the
Senate convened all the members of the latter body
that the Sergeant-at-Arms could possibly summon.
The House, as thus organized, proceeded to do
business for several hours, taking no notice of the
adjournment sine dic. Many of the members who
voted for an adjournment sine die took partin the
proceedings.

The House adopted a resolution appointing five
members to conler the President of the Senate and
Governor of the State, to devise some plan by
which the organization of the Senate may be per-
fected.

A later despateh, dated the 25th, states that the
six absent Senators who had tbus far prevented an
orgainization of the Senate, bad returned to Sa-
lem, and purposed taking their seats.

The Prince, dur-
ing a good part of the way, was on the deck of
the cutter and had a good view of the har-
bor.

His
horses were in readiness here, and at about three
o’clock he eame out and reviewed the troopson
the Battery, after which the procession was;formed
and marched up Broadway, through erowds of en-
thusiastic spectators, to the City Hall, and subse-
quently to the Fifth Avenue Hotel. The turn-out
of the people was the largest ever witnessed in
New York.

From Washington.

WasaiNgrox, Oct. 11.—As much interest has been
occasioned by the late events at Vera Cruz in con-
nection with the movement of the Spanish fleet, the
result of the inquiries at proper sources warrants
theassertion that there isnot theslightest foundation
for the statement, so widely published, that Capt.
Jarvis interfered in the affair which took place
some weeks ago between the Captain of the Spanish
brig Berenguela, and the Juarez Government.—
Nor did Capt. Jarvis send a note to the Spanish
Commodore, condemning his course, or act in any
other disapproving manner.

The relations between these two officers were of
the most cordial character, without reference to po-
litical questions, and Major Ancamago, when com-
ing to New Orleans on board the frigate Pocahon-
tas, was so gallantly treated that he expressed him-
self in the most complimentary terms toward the
officers of our Navy. It is further reliably ascer-
tained that the action of the Spanish Commodore
was suspended and the squadron withdrawn to Ha-
vana, in consequence of the pressing representations
of Spanish subjects in Vera Cruz, through the
French Consul, acting as Spanish Consul, to the
Captain-General of Cuba. A bombardment, they
stated, would not only destroy much of their prop-
erty, but peril their lives.

No further hostile demonstrations will be made
in the absence of advices from Madrid. It is also
known that the commander of our Gulf squadrongis
not left to his own discretion, but he will act under
the advice of Minister McLane, in the event of a
Spanish bombardment of Vera Cruz,and extend all
possible protection to American citizens and their
property, including the landing of Marines at Vera
Cruz for that purpose.

Corumers, Oct. 10.—A Convention of Western
railroad men met here to-day, at the Neil House,
for the purpose of agreeing upon uniform remune-
rative rates for Eastern bound freights. The meet-
ing was organized by calling J. S. Newman to the
chair, and appointing 8.

GREAT EXCITEMENT AT THE REPUB-
LICAN HEAD-QUARTERS.
TS
THE BELL AND EVERETT PARTY JOINING THE LINCOLN

ASSOCIATION.
e
Appointment of a Committce to Organize a
Wide-Awake Club—Cheers for Lincoln
through the Streets.
o

Last night the Republican party met in Indepen
dence Hall, corner of Gay and Fayette streets, for the
purpose of forming a “ Wide-Awale’” Club. Mr.
Emery, of the Border State (Republican organ),
was called to the Chair, and Wm. Louis Schley ap-
pointed Secretary. Soon after the meeting was
organized it was announced that a large number of
men  from Fell’s Point.ana other portions of the
eastern section of the city were on their way to the
meeting. This proved to be the case. Men to the
number of three or four hundred, who were here-
tofore identified with the American and Bell and
Everett parties,disgusted with the result of the mu-
nicipal election, had determined to throw off their
allegiance to that party and go over, bag and bag-
gage, to the Republican camp.

g Tuesday last they were the most earnest and
rabid of Bell and Everett men, but believing that
the more respectable portioa of that party had be-
trayed them on election day, and thereby assisted
in swelling the majority of Mr. Brown, they deter-
mined to be revenged, and thought that the best
and most eftectual way of doing 20 was to desert the
party. They gathered at different pointsin the
eastern section of the city, and then met on Balti-
more street, and proceeded to the Republican head-
quarters. All along the line of march, cheers were
proposed and given for Lincoln and Hamlin. On
reaching the corner of Gay and Fayette streets the
excitement was very great—there was a continual
uproar, and a constant shouting for the Republican
ticket. The party proceeded to the entrance of the
head-quarters, and as they ascended the stairs, the
cheering continued.

As soon as the bead of the procession entered the
door of the hall the Republicans, who had previ-
ously assembled, rose from their seats, and met the

ion with t | ppl In a few
minutes the hall was densely packed. Men were
standing on the seats, shouting and yelling for Lin-
coln, while Wm. E. Coale, Esq., was endeavoring
to gain the attention of the meeting. He wasstand-
ing on the platform, gesticalating violently, and in
vain endeavoring to make his voice penetrate to
the rear of the hall. The noise and confasion were
too great, and some minutes elapsed before quiet
was restored.  Mr. Coale then welcomed the new-
comers to the fold of Republicanism, regretted that
the quarters were so small, and prophesied that the
time was near at hand when Republicans could hold
a meeting in Monument Square. He was several
times interrupted by exclamations of “Oh, you
Hap-Hazards,” “Oh, you Little Fellows,” and
other equally significant terms.

At the close of Mr. Coale’s remarks a gentleman
(name unknown) took the platform, and com-
menced to explain the tenets of the Republican
party. He said it was all summed up in a few
words, “Free Speech—Free Press—and Free Ter-
ritory.” Such was the Republican creed. He
was about to elaborate his ideas, when it became
apparent that the crowd could not or would not
listen to any argument,and so he concluded by read-
ing what he called a dedicatorv ode for the Republi-
can headquarters. Thelode was of that class of com-
position known as ““machine poetry.” It was en-
thusiastically received and lustily cheered. Henry
Forrest, of the seventh werd, a yesterday American
Bell-Everett man, was next introduced. He said
he had been an American for the past six years. He,
together with the other straightout Americans,had
always faitbfully clung to their principles and their
nominees. The Bell-Everett party professed to be
the friends and supporters of Mr. Hindes, but their
professions were a cheat. They had basely betray-
ed him, and they must now reap the fruits of their
action. He was a Republican henceforward, and
bundreds of others stood in precisely the same po-
sition he did.

At this stage of the proceedings two men entered,
carrying huge armfuls of campaign Republican
documents. They were handed out in bundles and
scattered all over the Convention; the men standing
on the benches sowed them over the people. There
was a seramble for these documents, and the confu-
sion became so great that Mr. Forrest had to pause
in his remarks. There were cries of “Throw the
truth this way,” “Give us a tract,” “Where's
Father Freeman?”’ A number of men here entered,
who said they were from the head quarters of the
“Minute Men,” and had come to Join the Republican
camp. At this, some one called for “three cheers
for Lincoln,” which were vociferously given. A
man standing on a bench moved that the meeting
adjourn to Monument Square. Cries of “No! no!”’
“We've come to form a Wide-Awake Club—let’s do
ikt

The President of the meeting called for ““order,”
and after considerable exertion, succeeded in ma-
king himself heard. He said that he hoped that
the meeting would be conducted in a respectful and
orderly manner. The reputation of the Republican
party in the city was at stake, and its friends
should be anxious to preserve it. The meeting had
been called for a specific purpose, and he hoped
that it would not adjourn until the business for
which it had been called was transacted. All the
eyes of the city and South were watching this Re-
publican movement in Baltimore, and a disreputa-
ble act would seriously injure it. He therefore
beggzed that the proceedings would be conduacted
orderly.

Thlsysprccl\ had the effect of restoring order, and
the President said he was ready for any proposi-
tions.

Taylor, Thos. Warden, H. J. Ford, M. J. Morgan,
Jas, McCrutcheon, John Bradywood, Thos. Garri-
son, and John Smith. The announcement of this
committee was hailed with cheers. A motion was
made to appoint a committee to procure a larger
room for the meeting of the club, which was
carried, and the President appointed the following
committee: William F. Coale, H. J. Hayer and
William Lookett.

A motion was made to adjourn to meet this
evening, the place of meeting to be announced in
the papers. Carried. Cheers were then proposed
for Lincoln and Hamlin, and given, and the crowd
commenced making its way to the street. Several
bundreds of people had gathered in Gay and Fa-
yette streets, attracted, no doubt, by the uproar
in the Hall, and as the Republicans gained the
street, they commenced cheering in the wildest
maoner. The outsiders, however, did not appear
to sympathize with the objects and aims of the
““Wide-Awakes,” and there were no responses nor
participation. For some minutes the throng kept
around the door, arguing with any one who
would argue with them on *he propriety of their
course. The Bell and Everett party were abused
on all sides, until finally the crowd dispersed.

Disorperiy,CasracTers.—Yesterday, about one
o’clock, a man named Charles Woods, an ex-police
officer of the old force, was acting in a very dis-
orderly manner at the corner of Baltimore and
Calvert streets. He insulted almost every person
that passed, and in some instances he seizeg gentle-
men by their collars and it was with difficulty they
could get clear of bim. Detective officer Gorman
happened to be in the vicinity, and his attention
was called to Wood’s behavior. Gorman went to
him and remonstrated with him but to no effect,
and be then arrested him. Woods resisted Gor-
man, but the latter succeeded in getting him along
Baltimore street, and into North street.

ARREST ON THE COARGE OF MurpER.—Yesterday
detective officer GGorman arrested Stephen Jury, a
notorions character, on the charge of murdering a
wan named William J. Smith, mate of the schooner
John Cooper, Capt. Hutching, of Vienna, on the
night of the 13th of October, 1859. There was a
double murder committed on that night—that of
Smith, and that of a young man named J. P. Huble,
who was shot at the corner of Front and Buren
streets. The schooner John Cooper was lying at
Willis” wharf, and about eleven o’clock at night the
mate and two of the crew were awakened from their
sleep by persons entering the cabin. The mate
sprung from his couch and demanded who was
there, and receiving no answer, fired a pistol at the
party of intruders, when one of them returned the
shot, the ball of which took effect in the neck of
Swith, from wh ch he died in a few hours. The
parties who committed the murder succeeded in
making good their escape.  Coroner Sparklin held
an inquest over the hody, and a verdict was ren-
dered of death from a pistol ball fired by a person
or persons unknown to the jury. Since the restora-
tion of order in our city, the friends of the deceased
man have exerted themselves to deteet the perpe-
trator of the murder, and it is now believed that
they will be able to prove that Jury fired the fatal
shot. Justice Hiss committed him to jail to await
the action of the grand inquest of the State. J ury
has frequently been arrested on charges of shooting
and stabbiog, and desperate assaults.

Ovtrace Usper Coror oF Law.—On the day of
the election the notorious James Manly, now under
indictment for robbing a man, obtained a warrant
from Squire Welch, on the Point, against a youog
man acting as an employee of the police to " point
out the roughs who might come from Washington,
and proceeding to the house of the mother of the
person referred to, accompanied by a man named
Richardson and Mr. Talbott, of the City Council,
dragged him from his mother’s table, choked and
abused him and took him to the office of Squire
Welch, on Bond street, by whom be was seat to
jail. Manly and Richardson are both conslables,
elected in 1859, but when the character of the par-
ties and the desperate outrages with which they
have been connected are taken into consideration,
it seems most astonishing that any writ should be
put into their hands by which a citizen would be
placed in their power.” The offence charged against
the young man'is that he pointed out to the police
certain roughs who were in the city, as not being
residents.

CRIMINAL COURT—Jupae Boxb.

State vs. Erasmus Levy, indicted for the murder
of Franklin H. Naff by shooting him with a pistol
on the night of the 26th of December last. Messrs.
Kraft, Ing and Whyte for the defence. This case
had been set for trial yesterday, and as it attracts
a good deal of interest, the Court room was very
much crowded. After the Grand Jury had re-
tired, the names of the talesmen summoned were
called by the clerk. The State’s officer then de-
sired the names of witnesses for the prosecution to
be called, which was done with the following re-
sult: John English did not answer; Levi Hoffman
present—(as soon as Hoffman answered he was
taken into custody by order of the Court and locked
up); Wm. G. Jones did not answer—returned
summoned; James Cordery, Alexander Thompson,
Joseph Reilly, James McCann, Henry P. Duhurst,
officer Stapletord, Charles Carroll, Thos. MeDer-
mott and R. Stockett Matthews were present; John
Morgan, Elias King, John W. Cowles, Chas. W.
Walter, Daniel Broderick, Dr. Baxley, Wm. Con-
way, John D. Calwell, Joshua Mully, Henry Cla-
ridge and William Walters did not answer. Mr.
Whitney said that some of the witnesses for the
State were returned non est. English was at Court
on the last day when the case was called, and after
answering to his name had left the Court-house
and was not seen since. An attachment had been
issued and given to the Marshal of Police, who was
deputized by the Sheriff to serve it, and it had been
returned endorsed non est,——The Sheriff stated
the same to the Court, Mr. Whitney said an-
other witness, Mr. Elias King, did not answer, but
he was under security of $2,000 to appear here. He
thought it strange that Mr. King should have been
put under bond, in such an amount, when English
was allowed to1oam about without any security
being required of him.——Oflicer Gorman, who
had the attachment against English, was sworn,
and stated that he was an oflicer of the police de-
partment; he had made diligent search for Eng-
lish; had not seen him, and did not know where
he was. He had received anote from English last
week, dated Baltimore, Oct. 6th, in which English
announced that be would leave town on Tuesday;
the note did not say where he could be seen, or
anything else. Mr. Whyte said thathe under-
stood Mr. King was sick in the country with
erysipelas.——The Court inquired of Mr. Whitney
if he could go to trial. Mr. Whitney said
that the State could not go trial without these
witnesses; as to Mulley, he could be brought to
the court-house in a hack; as to the witness Wm.
Walters, he had never been summoned; hehad never
been seen in town since the occurrence; as far as
Mully was concerned, he could go to trial and take
the chances of his being breught here, but he could
not proceed without the others,.——Marshal Kane
was then sworn, and stated that he did not know
where English was; he had made diligent search
for him, but he could not be found; as to William
Walters, another witneas, he had not been able to
procure him yet, but he thought he could do o in
a short time; he believed Walters was a witness to
the murder. The defence desired the Clerk to
call their witnesses, nearly all of whom answered.
——Mr. Whyte then said that the defence was
ready for trial. Their witnesses were herenow for
the second time, and for the second time the pris-
oner was ready. He was entitled to a speedy
trial; it was his right. The Court had already'given
the State one week alter the trial day to get its wit-
nesses.-—-Mr. Whitney remarked that the State had
done all it could do to get the witnesses. The State
was not in a condition to go to trial ——Mr. Kraft
objected to a postponement, asalso did Mr. Ing.——
After considerable discussion by the State’s At-
torney and counsel for defence, Mr. Whitney said
that he had been informed that the Marshal could
get the witnesses in a reasonable time.——Mar-
shal Kane was again sent for, when the Court,
in a few remarks, said the prisoner was, under
the constitution, entitled to a speedy trial; if
the State, however, had not the witnesses,
and had used all diligence in procuring them,
it was ground for postponement—the State had
used the process of the Ceurt to obtain the
witnesses in this case., The prisoner, however,
ought to be tried during the term when the in-
dictment was found. The State has no right to
keep the prisoner inearcerated from term to term,
and not go to trial. The Court desired to give a
speedy trial to the prisoner, but if it received in-
formation from the State’s officer, no matter from
what source it came, as to the probability of get-
ting these witnesses here in a reasonable time, the
Court was bound to consider the information. The
Court desired to know what the information was
that had jost come to the knowledge of the
State’s Attorney; if it was not sufficient
te postpone to a certain future day, then
the Court would consider the propriety of taking
bail in the case. Marshal Kane again came into
Court, and after some conversatioh with the State’s
Attorney, that officer remarked that itwould be
impossible to tell upon what day the witnesses
could be brought up. He would propose to post-
pone the trial generally.——Mr. Whyte—That
course would be very unjust to his client.—The
Court after hearing some few farther remarks from
counsel, said that it would postpone the case until
Thursday, the 1st of November; if then the State
was not ready to go on, it would consider the pro-
criety of bailing the party. In reply to Mr.

Vhyte, the Court further stated that it would con-
fine the State to strictly legal objections—if will
bave to proceed if there is no legal excuse.——
Several witnesses were then taken in their own
recognizances to appear on the 1st of November.—
Hoffman was required to give $2,000 security to
appear.——The Court adjourned at 1214 o’clock,

POLITICAL.
YANCEY AT THE COOPER INSTI-
TUTE, NEW YORK.

Animmense gathering of the people took place
at the Cooper Institute, New York, on Wednesday
evening, to hear an address from the Hon. Wm.
L. Yancey, of Alabama, on the pdlitical issues
of the day. A question was put to Mr. Y. as to
what the South would do in case of Lincoln’s
election, to which he replied as follows :

MR.

This question thatis put to me is a speculation
on the future. It is what I consider would happen
in the event of something else happering. I hope
to God that that will never happen, and that the
speculation will never come to a head. [Applause. ]
I am no candidate for the Presidency, my friends,
who wrote these questions, though some of you
seem to have thought so, judging from the manner
in which you have treated me and Mr. Breckin-
ridge. I am no candidate for any office, and I do
not want your vote. Bat I would like to advise
with you, and get you to vote for a good man—for
any man, I do not care who it is, excepting one of
lllu- irrepressible conflict men. [Uproarious ap
plause.]

In the first place there is no such thing as the
South seceding. I do not know how she would go
about it. [Cries of “Good,” and loud cheers. ]
There is such a thing as a State seceding; but the
South seceding is a thing which I cannot compre-
hend. 1 do not know how the South would go
aboutit. I do not think it could ever happen; and,
therefore, I have got no answer to give as to what
the South should do. Now, then, I am a citizen of
the State of Alabama. I am what is called a States
Rights man. Ibelieve in the rights of my State. The
Constitution «f my country tells me that certain
powers were given to the general government, and
that all which were not expressly given, or were
not necessary to carry out the powers granted,
were reserved to the Statesand to the people of the
States. My State has reserved powers and reserv-
ed righte, and I believe in the right of secession.
[Excited cries of “(iood.”]

Virginia and New York were parties to that
compact. When the question was presented, the
State of Virginia expressed her willingness to join
under the compact. The State of New Y ork also
did so through her convention. It was provided
that if nine States assented, it would be a govern-
ment for those nine and for all the States that would
sign the compact. Therefore, the compact was a
compact between States mutunally assenting, wil-
lingly assenting. If any dissented there was no
proposition to force them into the Union. There-
fore I believe in the right of a State to go out of the
Union, if she thinks proper. The State of Alabama,
in her last General Assembly, passed a law requir-
ing the Governor, in the event of a Black Republi-
can being elected President of the United States, to
convene, within so many days after he ascertained
that fact, a convention of the people of the State,
for the purpose of considering the question which is
here presented to me. It is a question for the de-
cision of my State—I cannot decide it. As one of
the citizens of Alabama I shall abide by the decision
of my State. If she goes out, I go with her. If
she remaius in, I remain with her. I cannot do
otherwise. [Laughter and cheers.]

It is a grave question for any citizen to congider,
whether he will dissolve, or aid in dissolving, the
bonds which connect his State with this govern-
ment. It is a grave question, but one which I hope
God, in his providence, will keep me from consid-
ering, by the safety of this government in the elec-
tion of some man opposed to this ““irrepressible
conflict” party. [Cheers.] But when the time
cou.es for me to make up my mind, I will have de-
liberate consultation with my fellow-citizens in Al-
abama. You in New York have nothing to do with
it—nothing. Whatever deliberation you choose to
have, as citizens of New York, on the fate of your
State, will be for yourselves. I bave no interest
in that question, except incidentally, and have no
right to advise with you or say anything to you
about it. But upon this Presidential question I
have a common interest with you, because it is one
to administer the government for the next four
vears—for my State as well as for yours. There-
fore it is a common question, about which I ean
censult with you.

But whether my State or any other State will
go out of the Union is a question which it will be for
that State itself to determine. Itisnot to be de-
termined by arguing it before the election. It
would be a grave matter for me to commit myself
here, to a crowd in New York, to any policy that
might be influenced by after events, by surround-
ing circumstances, by the expressed sympathies of
large majorities of the people of New York or oth-
er States with the South. For me here, merely to
gratify some political antagonist, to express any
opinion on that poiat would be folly; it is the wild-
est folly to expect that [ will. That opinion will
be rendered to the people of my State whenever

they ask for it. [An individual on the platform—
“Three cheers for the answer.”] Now, I am asked
one other question. Tam asked whether if any
portion of the South secedes, T will aid the gov-
ernment in maintainiog the integrity of the Union.
Yee, my friend, the integrity of the Union.—
[Cheers.] I am now struggling for it; I shall
struggle for it to the day of election. The integ-
rity of the Union I shall struggle for with my life’s
blood if required. [Enthusiastic cheers.)

But if this questioner means by the integrity of
the Union the preservation of an administration
that shall trample on any portion of the rights of
the South, I tell him that I will aid my State in
resisting it to blood. [Great cheering]. The
common rights of resistance to wrong which be-
longs to the worm—those rights are not the rights
that were meant to be secured by our fathers in
the Declaration of Independence,  when they cut
themselves loose from despotism and the despotic
ties of the old world. The serf of Russia has got
the right of revolution. The hog has got the right
to resist if you try to put a knife to his throat.
[Cheers and laughter.] The right of revolution is
the poor serf’s right. It isno right at all. It is
only the last expiring throe of oppressed nation-
ality.  [Tumultuous cheering.] ~ Yes, gentlemen,
there is the poor, degraded people, that for centu-
ries has groaned under the armed heel of a power-
ful despotism, that know no rights in the masses
save the privilege of rendering up their hard
earned earnings, in order that the masters might
revel in infamous and criminal luxury and wealth.
Poor italy is trying to raise up her bleeding and
bruisea body, and is now, perchance, on one knee,
and with manacled hands, is yet struggling for the
great right of revolution. [Cheers. | s

Have our fathers provived no better fate for us *
Yes, they have. They have made this a govern”
ment existing upon the will of sovereign States—
a compact between sovereign States, not made
States by force, not made consolidated masses by
the conquering march of a hero, with his army at
his back and his sword thrown into the scale,
where the will of the conquered is not consulted.
That is not our form of government. Ours is a
form of government that the people have willed.—
It is self-government. Itis a government where
States have willed to make a compact with each
other; and, whenever that compact is violated,
who is there higher than the States? Who is
more sovereign than the parties to the compact
who have reserved rights guaranteed to them ?7—
There are rights reserved to these States; the Con-
stitution itself guarantees them; and there is the
geeat right that rises above revolution—because
it is the right of humanity, the right of civiliza-
tion, the right of an intelligent public opinion,
the right of freemen—and that js, that when gov-
ernments become oppressive and subversive of
the objects for which they formed, then, in the
language of our fathers, they have the right to form
new governments. [Cheers.] Governments should
not be changed for light or transient causes, but
whenever the whole property of an entire com-
munity is swept away by a policy that undermines
it or deals it a death blow directly; when the social
relations of an enlightened, virtuous, Christian
people shall be utterly destroyed by a policy which
invidiously underinines them and produces inevita-
bly a contest between castes and races; when these
rights are touched upon and the people see that the
attack upon them is coming, they will not wait until
the policy is clinched upon them. The very mo-
ment their equality is destroyed in the government
under the Constitution, then, in my opinion, it be-
comes the duty of the State to protect its people by
interposing this reserved right between the acts of
the general government and its people. And when
it does that, if Abraham Lincoln, or any other man
who aids Abraham Lincolu, or any other man in
the Presidential office, shall undertake to use fede-
ral bayonets to coerce a free and sovereign State
in this Union, (I answer that question as an indi-
vidual because it does not involve my State), I
shall fly to the standard of that State and give it
the best assistance in my power. [Great cheering. ]

LT OF THE OHIO ELECTION.
Wasningron, Oct. 11.—A private despatch re-
ceived here from Columbus, Ohio, says that the
Democrats gain four Congressmen as far as heard
from, and bold their own everywhere in the State.

THE LOSS OF THE (‘(;N.\'VA\l'(ill’l'—’l‘llli PAS-
SENGERS.

STATEMENT OF CAPT. JOHN WIL
MINNIE SCHIFFE

At the time I discovered the Connaucht’s signals
of distress my vessel was heading N. N. W., under
light canvass. T was the first person on board the
brigantine who saw the signals of distress. Iim-
mediately bore down on the steamer, and soon got
within hailing distance, or as near as two hundred
yards of the steamer. This was about 2 o’clock,
P. M. I had only six men on board, four
of whom were Spaniards, and could speak scarce |
one word of English. When the small boats !
touched the brigantine, a portion of the steam-
er’s crew soon hurried on board, after the pas-
sengers, and attempted to conceal themselves
among the passengers on deck; it was only with
the greatest difliculty that I could force them to
return to the steamer to save the lives of those
who still remained in danger; the officers of the
Connaught deserve the highest praise, but the
sailors the greatest condemnation for the cowardly
manner in which they acted; some of the men
stowed themselves away down in the forecastle; I
had to fight them outof it and force them into
their boats. For the passengers of the steamer 1
could procure but few provisions and less water;
the unfortunate passengers mostly subsisted on
raisins, a portion of which they brought on board,
and the rest formed part of my cargo. The women
behaved admirably; they appeared to have more
nerve than the men; 1 believe they were the least
afraid of the two parties. Although the occur-
rence has caused me considerable trouble, still I
feel happy to have saved the lives of so many of
my fellow creatures.

THE VERY LATEST.

Bosrox, Oct. 10.—When the Minnie Schiffer ar-
rived at her wharf, immediate steps were taken by
Nazor Bros. & Sweeney, agents of the Galway
Steamship Company in’ this city, to relieve the
wants of the passengers. They were furnished
with food and clothing of every description at once.
These bound out of the city were freely furnished
with railway tickets to their destination, and those
remainiog here, with boarding houses and money.
Everything that was possible was promptly and
cheerfully done by the agenta.

The passengers of the steamship Connaught have
held a meeting and passed resolutions warmly com-
plimenting Capt. Leitch, his officers and crew, and
also Capt. Wilson and his erew for their noble con-
duct.

Nearly $300 bave been subscribed for the aid of
the wrecked passengers of the Connaught remain-
ing in the city. Nazor Bros. & Sweeny, agents of
the line, have acted with the most commendable
liberality.

The reason that no boat from the brig took part
in the removal of the passengers and crew of the
Connaught was because she had only one small boat,
which would not have lived a minute in the rough
sea that was rolling at the time.

At Boston Captain Leiteh ordered dinners for all
the passengers at a hotel, and made arraugements
for having them all forwarded to their respective
destinations.

It happened most fortuitously that the tire broke
out where it did, as the wreck was then in the
track of many coasting and foreigh bound vessels.
Had she sailed from any other port in Europe but
Galway, she would not |have been more than half
way from St. Johns to Boston, and the chances are
that she might have burned away and all her pas-
sengers been lost, and her fate would have been as
uncertain and disastrous as that of the Pacific and
other steamers,

It was rumored that four persons were lost in re-
moving the passengers from the Connaught to the
brig; but this is contradicted by all the passengers,
none of whom are reported missing. Some three
or four persons did fall overboard in being re-
moved from the Connaught to the boats, but they

were all seen picked up again by every one who
saw them in the water.

Captain Wilson, of the Minunie Schiffer, is a na-
tive of Baltimore, his wife residing in New Orleans,
where he makes his home when not at sea. He is
about 50 yearsof age, and in his social relations,
no less than among his sea-faring acquaintances,
he is distinguished for his urbanity and great kind-
liness of character. With his employers he has
always stood very high for his integrity, his only
fault being, they say, that he is so unselfish and
liberal that he saves nothing for himself. Having
no children of bis own, he has adopted and brought
up several orphans. Though he has been devoted
almost constantly to his profession, he has suceeed-
ed in accumulating only a very moderate share of
this world’s goods.

Tue Passesaers or Tue ConNavant 1N NEw York
—At 9 o’clock this (Wednesday) morning, the
steamer Empire State, from Boston, arrived at pier
No. 3, North River, bringing on board a number
of cabin and about two hundred steerage passen-
gers of the ill-fated Connaught. A large number
of their friends, consisting principally of Irish
servant girls, awaited their arrival on the pier, and
as soon as they landed they distributed themselves
throughout the city. They were most of them
young people of the humbler class, and some, in
three or four cases exhibited no symptoms of desti-
tution. Forty of them were conveyed to the office
of the Irish 'line of packets company, 54 South
street, from whence they were at once ‘transmitted
to their various destinations throughout the coun-
try. Three of the passengers—two young men
and one young girl—are at Castle Garden, The
young woman has had money left there for her by
her friends, and will be sent on to them; but one
of the young men, named John Rubbery, a native
of the county of Galway, Ireland, isin a deplora-
ble state of destitution, and says he has not tasted
food for twenty-four hours.” Mr. Cassidy, how-
ever, says that all who are destitute will be taken
care of. —N. Y. Erpress, Wednesday evening.

LATER FROM MEXICO—DIFFICULTIES WITH
SPAIN AND GREAT BRITAIN,

The schooner Potomae, Capt. Arnet, from Vera
Cruz the 18th ult., arrived at this port last evening.
She had the misfortune to encounter the late gale
in the Gglf in its greatest severity, which accounts
for her long passage. Sherode it out bravely,
however, and sustained no material injury. She
brings the following:

MEXICAN POLITICAL INTELLIGENCE.

The news by the Potomac conficms, in full, that
we have published before, in regard to the condem-
nation and confiscation of the Spanish bark Maria
Concepcion, captured the last winter as a part of
the Marin expedition. The Vera Cruz Progreso,
of the 18th, thus formally announces it:

We understand that the Supreme Court, on the
last appeal, has confirmed the decisions of the Dis-
trict and Circuit Courts, which declared the Maria
Concepcion to be a lawful prize, modifying these
decisions only in reference to the disposition of the
vessel and cargo, which will be confiscated to the
Supreme Government, instead of being divided
among the captors, as at first decided. The ques-
tion is, therefore, entirely dizposed of, and already
belongs to history.

The decision is said to be in full harmony with
the Spanish law, which, indeed, was so clear on the
subjeect that no other judgment could be rendered.
Copies of the proceedings were taken by the Span-
ish representatives at Vera Cruz and transmitted
to Havana, by the Velasco, whence they will be
sent to Madrid.

In the meantime, it is stated that the Spanish
Minister has received the most urgent advice from
the authorities at Havana to treat the Constitution-
al government with the greatestrespect.

Of the reputed action of Capt. Jarvis, in regard
to the threatened bombardment of the city of Vera
Cruz, we hear nothing further and have reason to
doubt that affairs had proceeded, on either side,
to that extremity. In all probability the dispatch
of a Spanish squadron to Vera Cruzwas only to
overawe the Constitutional Government, pending
the adjudication of the seizure case, but that final-
ly decided, they had nothing to do bat return
home again.

NEW DIFFICULTY WITH ENGLAND,

Meantime anew difliculty has sprung up be-
tween the Miramon Government and the British
representative at the capital. The Vera Cruz
Progreso, of the 18th, thus states it apparently on
official information :

A letter from the capital, from a perfectly trust-
worthy source, says that the English representa-
tive (Mr. Matthews) has passed a communication
to Miramon, to the effect that his government can-
not continue to recognize the reaction, on account
of its illegal exactions, and the excesses its oflicials
have committed against English citizens, giving
him, at the same time, to understand that the Eng-
lish Government will consider the employment of
the monster Marquez as an insult,

From this it would appear that the English Gov-
ernment contemplated an entire suspension of di-
plomatic relations with the Miramon Government
if it has not done so already. The General Mar-
quez alluded to, it will be remembered, was the
principal author of the butcheries at Tacubaya,
and the robber of the English conducta at Guada-
lajara. B :

A private letter from Vera Cruz, written the day
before the above news came to hand, says also that
the British representative, Mr. Matthews, had
again proposed the mediation of his government for
the restoration of peace, but that this proposition
had been rejected. e 4

It is possible, therefore, that, deapairing of ever
receiving justice or seeing peace restored in this
distracted country, the British Government has at
last decided upon some more decisive and energetic
course.

Meanwhile, things would feem to be tending to
still further complications. The treasary of the
Constitutional Government is entirely exhausted,
and to use the words of a letter, ““‘the payment of
the English convention debt has been suspended.”
By this, we understand that the portion of the
revenues of the port of Vera Uruz_ which was set
apart for the fulfillment of this national obligation,
has been diverted, in the impoverishment of the
Government, to other purposes,

quest on the body of Matilda Marx, a native of Ger-
many, 26 years of age, who died on the previous
night from the effects of poison taken for the pur-
pose of self-destruction. The deceased was the wife
of a young butcher, and had been married about
eight months, Her husband was taken sick some
time since, and has been confined to his bed for sev-
eral weeks. In consequence of his inability to labor,
he was reduced to extreme poverty, and he and his
wife suffered many privations. This so weighed
upon Mrs. Marx that it made her exceedingly de-
spondent, and finally drove her to smg:dq. 0:3 Mon-
day afternoon she went to a painter’s in Fourth
street, near where she lived, and procared a quan-
tity of eock-roach powder, composed of arsenic and

of it in a glass of water, and drank it. She then
went to the bedside of her husband, and told him
that she had taken poison, and w_oul.d soon be dead.
She said that in consequence of his sicknees, she
saw nothing but poverty and privationbefore them,
and rather than see him suffer and she unable to
relieve him, she had resolved to die. The hu_sbaml
of the unfortunate woman immediately sent for as-
sistance, but it arrived too Iate, as she was then be-
yond restoration.
