GARIBALDI'S POSITION.

BOSTON, Oct. 12.?The steamer Etna, from Havre
on the 29th ult., has arrived. Her advices have
been anticipated by tho arrival of the Africa off
Cape Race, but her mails contain some additional
items of interest.

_ Garibaldi had consented to a deputation of Vene-
tians publishing a journal in Naples to excite the
people of Venetia to a general rising. He told
them that the present war was the only national
oni which could give them a country. Our bat-
tles are so many marches in our progress to theAlps, on the summit of which alone we will stop.

He authorized them to act as an association for
the purpose of raising subsidies for all kinds'of in
surrectional and war-making purposes.

The King's soldiers at Gaeta had demolished the
residence of the French Consul under a pretence
that tliere was a connivance between him and Ga-
ribaldi. He was absent at the time.

A formal order has been given to the Piedmont-
ese commanders to avoid a conflict with the F'rench,
and even the discussion of any point whatever with
tho French commanders.

It is said that F'arini is to retire from the Sardin-
ian Cabinet as a compromise between' Garibaldi
and Count Cavour's administration.

The Commander of the Fort of Baia, near Naples,
still resists, and threatens to blow up tho fortress

A SLAVE REMANDED TO HIS MASTER IN OHIO.? EX-

parte application of David Gibbs in the matter of
a habeax corpus issued to try the question of free-
dom of the boy Henson, about twelve years of age,
and alleged to" be illegally deprived of his liberty.
Lewis Bruce, in answer to the writ, stated that he
was the owner of the boy, and was taking himfrom
Virginia, his former residence, to Missouri; that
the boat on which he was traveling had stopped at
the Cincinnati landing and tied up to the shore,
against his wishes. Joltiffe argued tho case for ap-
plicant, claiming that the boy was found within
onr jurisdiction, and, as slavery could not exist in
Ohio under her Constitution and laws, he must be
declared free. Judge Gholson announced the de-
cision (the other members of the Court, Judge
Carter, Mallon and Collins, concurring), and held
that, although the jurisdiction ot our Courts ex-
tended for many purposes to boats on the Ohio
river, the citizens of Virginia and other States
bordering on the South had a right to the free nav-
igation of the river; that the stopping of boats and
tying up at the landing was a necessary incident to
the right of free navigation, and as such rested ou
a higher basis than the mere jurisdiction of the
river. In the course of the decision it was re-
marked that, while we should carefully maintain
our own rights, yet the Courts must also see to it
that the rights of our neighbors were not infringed.
Tho Sheriff was directed to return the boy to his
owner on the boat.

FOR SHIPPING INTELLIGENCE.

ANOTHER IMPORTANT NEWS ARRANGEMENT.?The
Associated Press having completed the lease of the
Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island tele-
graphic lines, over which a large proportion of the
European intelligence will pass after the first of
November, are now organizing extensive news ar-
rangements, near Fire Island and Montauk point,
on Long Island, where, by the aid of news yachts
and some of those terrible carrier pigeons which
Fog Smith and other would-be telegraph monopo-
lists have so frequently anathematized, the press
hope to secure the news from nearly all the inward
bound steamers and packet vessels. In carrying
out these arragements the press will, for the pre-
sent, avail itself of the new telegraph line, now in
course of construction by the American company
and the Long Island Railroad Company, from
Brooklyn to the eastern extremity of the island.
These facilities will often eDable the press to place
before the public the European and all other in-
ward bound news, one day earlier than heretofore;
and are, therefore, of no inconsiderable importance
to the commercial public and the press of the whole
country.

The Emperor Napoleon, in a speech at Algiers,
during his late visit there, gave his ideas of what
constitutes civilization. He said: "Providence re-
quires us to extend over this land the benefits of
civilization. Now, what is civilization? It is to
consider happiness as something, the life of man as
much, and his moral perfection a3 the greatest
good. Thus, to elevate the Arabs to the dignity of
freemen, to spread among them instruction, at the
same time respecting their religion; to ameliorate
their condition by raising from the earth all the
treasures which Providence has deposited there,
and which a bad government would leave sterile;
such is our mission, and we shail not fail in it."

During the year ending April 30, 1860, there
were exported from China to the United States
31,661,426 pounds of tea. The export to Great
Britain for the same period amounted to 78,416,52
pounds.

Baltimore has been for some years past under
the rule of the political clubs, with names indica-
tive of their low associations and instincts. While
these disgraceful organizations prevailed, the elec-
tions were carried by force, and decent citizens
dared not attend the polls, except at the risk of
their lives. Every one of these clubs went armed,
took violent possession of tho election ground, and
knocked down or shot rt any voter who dared vote
any but the striped tickets prepared by the clubs.
The consequence was, the vote of that city was all
on one side. The Mayor elected by such influences
lavored the clubs, and the citizens were kept under
by a despotism as brutal as that of Naples. The
Legislature corrected this state of affairs, by pro-
viding for the citv which had so abused its power
a metropolitan police, and under the protection of
this body the municipal election on Wednesday was
conducted.

The "reign of terror" and of the "Blood
Tubs" was over, and the citizens once more breath-
ed freely. Exercising their privilege as freemen,
they went to the polls and cast a tremendous vote
against the old municipal administration, the ma-
joritybeingnearlv S.OOO for the Reform candidate,
out ot about 27,000 votes.

NEW INVENTIONS IN TELEGRAPHING.

A SPEED OF FROM EIGHT TO FIFTEEN THOUSAND WORDS
PER HOUR ATTAINED.

A very valuable invention in telegraphing has
been perfected by Dr. Bradley, of New York, for
which, with other inventions, all tending to thestiil
further development of this great science, we give
a description, promising, however, that the first in-
strument referred to is a partial infringement of
the Morse patent. Whether in view of the great
speed which has been attained in the transmission
of messages by means of this instrument it will be
accepted by the owners of the Morse patent re
mains to be seen.

Bradley's improved telegraph apparatus embraces
all the elements of the Morse instrument, together
with ingenious and simple devices for transmitting
and recording witli great rapidity by means of type
and composing sticks, operators who read by sound
having nothing new to learn in practising their
usual mode with this new instrument. Messages,
when prepared for transmission, can be communi-
cated and legibly recorded at the rate of from eight
to twelve thousand words per hour. On a short
circuit fifteen thousand have been attained. From
one thousand to two thousand live hundred is good
work on either the Morse or the printing instru-
ments now in use, which shows a large gain in favor
of that of which we are writing.

The preparation of the messages is performed by
setting them up in type, and when thus set the
types and composing sticks containing them are
passed through the instrument, where they meet
with such appliances as the opening and
closing of the circuit in such order as to produce
the record at the receiving office in the most regu-
lar and mechanically accurate manner. The record
is made on sheets of paper with ink, in regular
lines and pages, and as compact as closely written
manuscript.

The inventor has also conceived and constructed
a machine for making the type, by which he pro-
duces in a finished state from five to ten thousand
in an hour, each type having teeth on one edge,
either short or bread, to represent the dots and
lines of the common telegraph letters, with the
Roman letters stamped on the front, thus enabling
any one to set and distribute them, eyen should he
not be familiar with the telegraph letters. The
record is made with ink, in zigzag lines, producing
a complete fac simile of the types as they are set
in the composing sticks.

Dr. Bradley proposes to furnish fonts of type at
cheap rates to business men and familis, who can
set up their own despatches, take them to the tele-
graph office, where they will be passed through the
instrument and recorded at the place of destination
in such clear and legible characters that any one
can read them after having given a little attention
to the telegraph alphabet, liy these means any
two correspondents will bo able to communicate
with the greatest secrecy by simply changing the
penomination of the types and forming a cipher of
their own. It may be well to state that the record-
inginstrument can be constructed with four cylin-
ders, on which three copies can be taken, stopping
onlv one at a time, and changing tbe paper in such
alternations that the transmitting apparatus need
not be interrupted.
