A RELIC OF THE HARPER'S FERRY RAID-

COL. WASHINGTON'S PISTOL.
Mr. Thaddeus Hyatt, who has been inthis city for

a few days past with a view to procure from the Ex-
ecutive a postponement of the sale of the New York
Indian reserve lands in Kansas, (proclamation 6G7,)
on account of the present starvinsr condition of the
settlers there, leaves this city to-day on a tour to
the North to raise funds for the relief of the people
ot Kansas. Mr. 11., after his release from the con-
finement imposed upon him by the Senate for con-
tumacy in refusing to trive information to the
Senate committee regarding the Harper's Ferry-
raid, went to New York for the purpose of collect-
ing from the agent the proceeds of the sale of the
John lirown photographs, with a view to their
distribution amongst the members of his family.?
Having succeeded in this object he proceeded to
North Elba, and attended in person to the appor-
tionment of the monev.

On his arrival there lie was waited on by many peo-
ple?friends and sympathizers of the Brown family

and incidentally mention was made of a pistol
in the possession of some member of the family.
Not having any idea what pistol was meant in the
cautious remarks which had dropped from time to
time from several persons, he made no inquiry
about it; but at last so much was said about this
pistol that he began to tax his mind in relation to
it, and finally it occurred to him that during the
raid upon Harper's Ferry a descent had been made
by Brown's followers upon the residence of Col.
Lewis Washington; that they had invaded that
gentleman's private armory, and taken possession
of a pair of pistols, revolutionary relics, and of in-
estimable value to the Washington family on ac-
count of their having been presented to General
Washington by Lafayette.

Further investigation into the matter convinced
him that the remarks bore reference to this same
pistol, the fellow to the one that had been recov-
ered from the insurgents at Harper's Ferry. Mr.
Hyatt expressed his indignation at the fact of
Colonel Washington having been thus pillaged of a
valuable family reminiscence, in a most emphatic
manner, and gave the family to understand that
whatever the object of the invasion had been, there
was no excuse for taking advantage of their posi-
tion there for purposes of plunder. Having dis-
charged his mind of the matter, he left North Elba
and proceeded to Kansas. On his return he stopped
over a day or two in Cincinnati, and while there a
stranger stepped up to him in the street, saying,
'?Hyatt, have you got that pistol yet7" Having
forgotten all about the incident about the pistol at
North Elba, Mr. H. could make nothing of the in-
quiry, and the man referred to what had been said
when Hyatt was last at North Elba, and informed
him that he wonld find Colonel Washington's pistol
at his house when he got home.

Mr. 11. proceeded to his house in New York, and
sure enough found that the weapon had been en-
closed to his address in a mysterious box, which
had excited no little apprehension in his household
of its being an infernal machine, containing any
quantity ofdeath-dealing missiles. He then hunted
up the published accounts of the John Brown raid,
and at length succeeded in finding the address of
Col. Washington, and gave orders to have the pis-
tol immediately sent to its owner. He then came
on to Washington, and the day before vesterday
received a letter from home stating that his orders
had been duly executed, and in all probability ere
this writing the pistol has been restored to its
place among the revolutionary relics of the Wash-
ington family.

world, contenting themselves with the satisfaction
of a few simple wants; cultivating with thlir own
hands their humble acres; rearing a few cattle,
and occasionally manufacturing a few barrels and
hogsheads for the wealthy planters. They are a
strange clannish people, resembling much in ap-
pearance and habits, the race of Gipsies."

In a
letter to President Buchanan be savs: Thousands
oi once thrifty and prosperous American citizens
are now perishing for want. Winter is upon them,
of clothing they are nearly bereft; food they have
not to last them thrnugh the cold season that 13 ap-
proaching, Of over a hundred thousand people
upon Kansas soil, six months ago, at least one-
fourth or one-third have left; of the remainder it is
safe to say that forty thousand at this moment see

, nothing but exodus or starvation at the end of the
sixty days now before them; from ten to twenty
thousand look with only despairing eyes upon No-vember; thousands cannot subsist a month longer
unaided; other thousands are living upon the littlewhich their neighbors deprive themselves of to give
to them?neighbors equally unfortunate, and with
whom starvation is merely a question of hut a few
days longer; while still other thousands, if not at
once relieved, must perish from hunger or the dis-
eases that follow in its train. Some have already
died, others are daily dying, while the hours grow
darker and the days wax longer for the liviDg to
whom relief comes not, and whose eyes are aching
with watching for the succor that delays.

St. Paul de Loande, Africa, Aug. 7, 18G0. JM Y DEAR SIR :?We arrived safely at this place
on the 6th inst., after a passage of thirty-seven

went in the United States, 1 shall keep the photo-
grapb presented by you and look at it every morn-ing. 1 put it safe in my bureau, because I afraidsomebody steal it.

We were exceedingly pleased with our visiting;
and at this time, have" great talk about tile United
States; about everything we saw, patent officer;

PROCLAMATIONOF THE GOVERNOR OF SOUTH CAROLINA.

COLUMBIA, S. C., Oct. 12.?8y bis Excellency,
William 11. Gist, Governor and Commander-in-
Chief in and over the State of South Carolina.?
Whereas electors of President and Yice President
of the United States are appointed by the General
Assembly of South Carolina; and whereas an act
of Congress, passed in 18-IC, fixed tfie time when
these electors shall be appointed on a dav when the
Legislature of this State is not in regular session;
Inconsequence thereof, I, William H. Gist, in the
exercise of the authority conferred by the consti-
tution to convene the Legislature on extraordinary
occasions, do issue this my proclamation, calling
upon those Senators of the General Assembly
whose terms of office have not expired, and those
who have been now recently elected, and the mem-
bers of the House of Representatives who have
been now recently elected, to convene at Cf lnmbia
on the first Monday in November next, that they
may be present, on the Tuesday following, to ap
point electors of President and' Vice President, in
conformity to the Act of Congress referred to; and
also that they may, if advisable, take action lor the
safety of the State.

WHAT WE LEARNED BY THE LATEECLIPSE. ?The so-
lar eclipse ol July 17, 1860, was more thoroughly
observed than any other that ever occurred. In
addition to the great number of trained observers
who were scattered along the line of its path, from
the State of Oregon to Egypt, the new art of as-
tronomical photography lent its powerful aid to-
wards obtaining a complete history of the pheno-
mena. In former total eclipses, when the sun
was completely hidden by the moon, while still
brighter objects, appearing like protuberances,
were seen extending into the corona, there had
been much discussion among astronomers in regard
to these appearances, pome believing that they
were produced bv the action of the earth's atmos-phere on the sun's light, others attributing them to
the moon, and others still, to the sun. Hopes had
been for some time entertained that the eclipse of
this year would afford observations which would
settle these questions. These hopes have not been
disappointed. The corona is a luminous atmos-phere of the sun, brighter than the face of the
moon, gradually becoming fainter as the distancefrom the sun increases, till it fades away in the
fky without any defined limit, but visible at least
live hundred thousand leagues from the body of the
sun. Jbe red protuberances are luminous floatingclouds, floating in the shining atmosphere, all of
them pretty near the surface of the sun. It is a
curious fact that some of these clouds impressed
their image on the photographic paper, though
they could not be seen through with powerful tele-
scopes. This fact is explained on the supposition
that they may have emitted a deep violet light,
mostly composed of chemical rays.

DISAFFECTION IN GREECE?ALMOST A RE-

VOLUTION.
A letter from Athens in the Semaphore of Mar-

seilles gives the followingversion of the disturbanceof the 15th ult.:
"On the occasion of the anniversary of Greek in-dependence it is usual to erect a triumphal arch in(rout of the palace, but tho government would not

allow it this year, nor were the militarybands per-
mitted to play in the evening as usnal. in themorning various patrols traversed the city in all
directions, as if it had been in a state of siege. Af-
ter the Te Dcum the troops were kept within theirbarracks, and at nightfall the police closed all the
public establishments. About eight o'clock a
crowd, composed ehietly of students and young men
belonging to the best families of Greece, went to
the square before the palace, where some bonfireshad been lighted as usual, and raising cries of
'Garibaldi forever!' 'Down with the Austrian poli-
cy !' 'The constitution for ever 1' and others still
more violent. The military were soon on the spot,
and alter some little hesitation the fires were all
put out. This measure, however, only increased
the uproar, for those who did not shout when theplace was lighted did so in the darkness, Thecrowd went to the residence of Admiral Canaris,
close to the King's palace, uttering the same criesas well as 'Cana'is for ever 1' 'Down with the ty-
rant!' The troops and gendarmes, both horse and
foot, soon came up and dispersed tho crowd with-
out any bloodshed."

HEROIC CONDUCT OF THE PORE'S IRISH

BRIGADE AT SPOLETO.
There cannot have been much more than 700 or

800 men, if so many, in Spoleto, while the attack-
ingforce was at least 15,000 or 20,000 men. A
council was held, and, of course, instantaneous sur-
render was proposed by some as the most military
course in the face of such odds. O'Reilly, at least,
for the Irish in the garrison (two companies, 260*
men) utterly declined to lie a party to any such
proceeding, and declared that the man who would
take upon himself even to announce such a step tohis men would run the peril of his life. The coun-
cil, I can gather, was violently distracted on ' thepoint of capitulation or no capitulation; but ulti-
mately an express was sentoff to Rome, to the Min-ister of War, announcing that it was resolved to
defend the town as best they could, and that, comewhat might, the Irish companies were resolved to
hold the citadel till the courier returned, or blow it
into fragments.

In the morning the Irish at dawn went to mass,
and I believe every individual man among them
approached Holy Communion. In an hour or two
afterwards they were called upon to meet the foe.
The Sardinians poured in through two of the chief
streets, attempting at first nothing of a cannonade,
and evidently confident of carrying the place
against such a mere handful of men at the baronet's
point. They reckoned rashlv. For hou* they
were held at bay. Little, of course, could be done
in the streets by such a small body against 10,000
or 12,000 men; and, at last, pressed on every point,
O'Reilly threw himself into the citadel to make thelast stand for life.or death?for death alone I might
say?for w hen the outer gate crashed to, as the last
wounded but undaunted soldier passed into the
quadrangle, there was not a man in all the littleband who did not feel that he had taken his stand
there to die.

They threw themselves upon the walls, and from
the tattered loopholes rained "the leaden hail"
with deadly effect upon the besiegers. But those
old walls proved nriserible defences, and the ene-
my, alter a brief but deadly struggle of this kind,
soon, with cries that rent the air, dashed at the old
gate. A crash, a roar, and a petard blows it into
fragments. Then the struggle commenced indeed.
In poured the besiegers into the outer yard, which
I should mention does not appear to belong to the
citadel proper. However, a bloody reception met
them there. The Irish had two guns, loaded with
grape, planted inside in a position commanding the
entrance, and no sooner was the Piedmontese col-
umn seen through the smoke of the gateway than
a murderous fire was opened, nWwing them down
literally like corn before the sickle.

Again, again, again the besiegers dashed through
the gate; again, again and again a perfect hail of
grapesbot from the two pieces in the yard, and
musketry from the citadel walls behind, met them
from the Irish inside; while shouts that would stir
many a heart home in Ireland, plainly told that the
brave fellows felt but too well the honor of Ireland
wa3 on the awful slake of the day. Itwas midday,
and the outer-yard was still uncarried, and the cit-
adel itself behind untouched: but all this was not
fated to last much longer. The Piedmontese brought
up a piece or two themselves, and, after the first
discbarge, poured en masse through the gate. M v
informant asserts that of the heroic Irishmen who
fought those guns inside not one man escaped.
They asked no quarter and they received none,
they fought across the carriages of the pieces; they
were bayonetted at their posts. This, however,
was but the outer-yard, and the heavy price at
which it had been carried, suggested to the be-
siegers an easier and more certain way of dealing
with the citidel than risking another vain glorious
effort at assault or escalade.

'1 hey drew oil, and in an hour opened tiro from
their heavy artillery, planted on the small hillsoutside, at a distance at Avhich the old metal in the
fortress was utterly unable to even so much as re-ply. In less than half an hour two breaches were
made. A measago wag sent by the Piedmontese
commander, offering them the honors of war ifthey surrendered. O'Reilly made his answer in the

-fi/o"a"" w? were obliged to consider the citvol Maltimore as in a hopeless condition, in respect
to its municipal politics. It appeared to have beencompletely given over to rowdyism and the spiritot misrule. The power of the police and all muni-cipal law and order had been completely prostrated, the elective franchise and all the most valuedand sacred privileges of citizenship had been tram-pled under foot, and riot and violence reignctl su-preme. Adesperate and lawless set of men, with-
out political principle, instigated bv selfishnessand controlled by the worst passions', had effectu-ally set all legal restraints at defiance, and by vio-lence and bloodshed and murder, had secured tothemselves, or to the party of which they constitu-ted the chief aid and support, the entire mastery ofmunicipal authority. Under existing laws, every
etlort at. reform had been ineffectual. Tho pollswere in the hands of the inob, and the whole ad-ministrative power of the city, to say the least, in
the hands of a inob-favoring party.

We are happy to perceive that the work of re-form and regeneration has at length been most
successfully commenced. Anew election law de-signed to secure the integrity of the ballot-box,
which had been so shamefully abused, imposing

severe penalties for obstruction of the polls, and
establishing such police regulations and powers as
should secure the entire freedom of elections?-was procured by a great effort at the last sessionof the Legislature; and under this law a municipal
election has just been held, which has resulted in acomplete triumph of the reform partv. This im-portant initiatorystep has been taken, as it shouldhave been, with a scrupulous disregard of political
party distinctions. A Mayor, eminently fitted, by
Ins political antecedents and his social and moralstanding in the community, to carry out the de-
signs of the party ofreform, and an entire munici-pal legislature, ol differing sentiments in nationalpolitics, hut sympathizing fully in the work of re-
form, have been chosen by a popular vote su Hi -
ciently strong to guarantee the success of the un-dertaking. For the first time in many years theright of franchise ha 3 been unobstructed,' and the
ejection been conducted quietly and peaceably,
the bludgeon and the pistol, which have long
characterized the reign of terror, have disappeared
from the polls and rowdyism, such as prevailed
without parallel in this country, has succumbed to

the majesty of the law.
We congratulate our sister city that the reign of

terror, which has so long disturbed its peace, and
retarded its social, political and commercial pros-
perity, has apparently ceased. The friends of lawand order have happily regained the municipal
power, their ultimate success will depend "ofcourse, upon the wisdom and discretion, and faith-fulness with which they shall exercise it.

EXTRA SERVICES CLAIMS.? In respect to the claimsot officials lor payment for services outside of the
duties of their regular office, the Attorney General
decides the important matter in the case of Mr.
Hunter, Chief Clerk of (he State Department, asfollows :

"It stems that while Mr Webster was Secretary of
State, he was absent during several protracted periods
from the Department, and that at those times Mr. Hunterwas the acting Secretary of State, lias he a right to hepaid? The opinions heretofore given by me would answer this question in the negative. The plain words or
the acts of Congress, as 1 read them, made tlic conclusionat which 1arrived inevitable. Though two of my prede-cessors ami one of the Judges of the Supreme Court, havehad the same point before them, and have given a con-struction to ttie act of Congress which compels me to
yield up the.doctrine I formerly held, my private judg-
ment remains unconvinced. lintprivate judgment mustsurrender to that public wisdom whose organ is thelib'hest judicial tribunal of the country. There is nolhin"inthe law, as itnow stands explained, which forbids ".Mr.Hunter from receiving bis pay, provided that there heany appropriated fund out ofwhich lie can lie legally snt-

Under the above decision of the Attorney Gen-
eral, Mr. Hunter willget as additional compensa-
tion for acting as Secretary of State, the difference
between his pay as Chief Clerk of the State Depart-
ment, and that of the Secretary.

By another decision of the Attorney General, it
?eems established that all oilicials who discharge
the duties of two offices, or perform extra serviceoutside of that pertaining to their regular office,
can receive compensation therefor under the deci-
sion ot the Supreme Court.

SHALL WE I'LOW INTHE FALL ??AlMands, except
light loams and sandy soils, are benefited by fall
plowing, unless they are exposed to washing. Steep
side hills should never ho plowed in the fall, un-
less you sow them immediately with grain or grassseed, to furnish roots for holding the soil in place.
Hut all heavy loams lying Hat, and clays, are great-
lybenefited by fall plowing- The teams'.are gen-
erally in the best condition for plowing at this sea-
son. They have had good pasturage through the
summer, and, as a rule, have less to do than in the
winter and spring. It puts the spring work very
much ahead to have ail the green sward turned
over in the fall. However much of this inay be
done, the teams will have enough to do in the
spring, in carting manure, cross-plowing, harrow-
ing, and getting ready for sowing and planting.

in the tall, the lands that are most benelited by
plowing, are generally in the best condition for the
operation. In the spring, they are often so wet
that they cannot be plowed until Mayor June.?
Now they are dry, and will crumble'as they are
turned over. By plowing now, they are prepared
to receive the full benelit of the action of frost, rain
and snow through the winter. There are no disin-
tegrators like the elements. Stiff clays and hard-
pans are made loose and friable by these exposures.
The more rough and broken they are left by theplow, the better. Then, there are rough pasture-
swards full of brush and rank weeds, and reclaimed
swamps with a thick turf of swamp grasses, that
are best subdued by tearing them up now. They
freeze and thaw through the winter, and little life
is left in them by spring.

Besides this, plowing lias an important influence
upon insect life. Many insects burrow in the earth,
and if left undisturbed, come fortii with new life in
the spring. Plowing disturbs their winter ar-
rangements, and kills myriads of their larvm. At
this season the soil may be safely plowed deeper
than in the spring. The inch or two of yellow soil
will undergo important changes- before spring.?

"Wheat is hardly a moiety of the grain trade,
even when we include with it the receipts of flour.
Thus, reducing llour to wheat, our total grain re-
ceipts, from the opening of navigation to the close
of last week, have been 2C,504,270 bushels. We
estimate the year's receipts of grain at this port,
at not less than 32,000,000 bushels o( cereals."

Moncane, the poor, crazy English sailor, who made
the disturbance as Lord Renfrew was riding down
Filth avenue, New York, on Friday morning, died
on Tuesday, at Ilellevuc Hospital. He was arrested
on Saturday for being intoxicated, and was deliv-
ered to the Commissioners ofPublic Charities. An
attack of delirium tremens followed, and he was
sent to the Hospital, where his disorder proved
fatal.

HEUARKACLK MOVEMENT IN TURKEY. ?The J//s-
--vionaryHerald for April contains a letter from Dr.
Shaufller, dated Constantinople, 16th November
last, which speaks of a remarkable religious move-
ment among the Turks. A new sect has started
up, under the lead of a doctor of Mahometan the-
ology and lecturer Hn a theological school, which
holds doctrines closely resembling those of Protes-
jant Christians. The sect already numbers about
10,000, and thousands sympathize with them who
have not actually joined them.

VIRGINIANS JOINING GARIBALDI.?The London pa-
pers give an account of the sailing of eight hun-
dred filibusters from England, raised and com-
manded by William Deßohan, with arms and mu-
nitions to aid and assist Garibaldi.

SUSPENDING DISCOUNT.? The Columbia (S. C.)
Guardian, noticing the suspension of discount br-
ibe State Bank of North Carolina, in view of the
"troublous times," says that in Charleston, Au-
gusta and Savannah, some of the Banks have re-
fused to discount cotton drafts on New York, pay-
able alter the Ist of November; and adds, "this is
the first fruit of the "Irrepressible Conflict.' "

We learn from Morris Co., N. J., that a snow-
storm occurred on Sunday night in the vicinity of
Budd's lake, and extended for many miles in every
direction from that point. The ground was cover-
ed to the depth of two inches, and trees were bend-
ing under the load, presenting a brilliant and novel
spectacle.
