GENERAL JACKSON'S WIFE.
HER LAST HOURS,

The new volume of Mr. Parton’s “Life of Andrew
Jackson” has the following account of the death of
the General’s wife:

“On Monday evening, the ecvening before the
twenty-third, her disease appeared to take a deci-
ded turn for the better; and she then so earnestly
entreated the General to prepare for the fatigues
of the morrow by having a night of undisturbed
sle«p, that he consented, at last, to go into an ad-
joining room and lie down upon a sofa. The doe-
tor was still in the house. Habnah and George
were to sit up with their mistress. At 9 o’clock
the General bade her good night, went into the
next room, and took off his coat, preparatory to
lying down. He had been been gone about five
minutes; Mrs, Jackson was then, for the first time,
removed from her bed, that it might be rearranged
for the night. While sitting in a chair, supported
in the arms of Hannab, she uttered a long, lound,
inarticulate cry; which was immediately followed
by a rattling noise in the throat. Her head fell
forward upon Hannah’s shoulder. She never spoke
nor breathed again.

“There was a wild rush into the room of husband,
doctor, relatives, friends and servants. The Gene-
ral assisted to lay her upon the bed. ‘Bleed her,’
he cried. No blood flowed from her arm. ‘Try the
temple, doctor.” Two drops stained her cap, butuo
more followed.

“It was long before he would believe her dead.
ile looked eagerly into her face, as if still expecting
to see signs of returning life.  Her hands and feet
grew cold. There could be no doubt then, and they
prepared a table for laying her out. With a chok-
ing voice, the General said:

¢ ‘Spread tour blankets upon it. If she does come
to, she will lie so hard upon the table.”

“He sat all night long in the room by her side,
with his face in his bands, ‘grieving,’ said Han-
nah, and occasionally looking into the face, and
feeling the heart and pulse of the form so dear to
him. Major Lewis, who had been immediately
sent for, arrived just before daylight, and found
him still tbere, nearly speechless and wholly in-
consolable. He sat in the room nearly all the
next day, the picture of despair. It was only with
great difficulty that he was persuaded to take a lit-
tle coffee. d

“¢And this was the way,” concluded Hannah,
‘that old mistus died; and we always say that
when we lost her, we lost a mistus and a mother
too, and more a mother than & mistus. And we
say the same of old master; for he was more a
father to us than a master, and many’s the time
we’ve wished him back again to help us out of our
troubles.”

SPEECH OF GEN. LESLIE COOMBES.

A mass meeting of the anti-Lincolnites, or friends
of the Fusion movement, was held at the Cooper
Institute on Wednesday night, and was addressed
by Hon. Herschel V. Johnson, Gen. Coombs and
others. We take the following extract from the
speech of the latter:

Listen to an appeal from the dead to the living—
an appeal from Harry Clay in hisown handwriting.
We are in danger. 1 tell you, gentlemen, we are
in danger. Mr. Clay goes on to say:

“For God's sake, let all private di
ambitions, be merged in one nd :
save the republic. [Cheers.]

I make this appeal now to New York. I appeal
to the forty thousand candid for the fourscore
offices to be filled. Let all private ambitions, all
private difficulties, be forgotten. Let us all forget
that we are Whigs or Democrats, and run but one
man for each oflice. [Cheers.] 1f there be an old
Whig present, Lappeal to him in the name of Henry
Clay. Forget everything but your country, and,
forgetting especially your own private ambition,
stand by your country and sustain the candidates
who can beat these irrepressible conflict people.
Why, really, gentlemen, coming to New York,
hearing what I do and secing the papers, you re-
mind me of an incident in ancient history, when a
certain great city was besieged by a Roman army.
The Romans kept the inhabitants busy all day |
fighting on the walls, and by night they fonght each
other. So itis with you here. You are fighting
the Black Republicans by day and cutting each
others throats hy night. [Great laughter.]

A most threatening state of things existed in this
country in 1 but peace was at length restored.
Then the next time we had trouble was after the |
Mexican war. You know Mr. Clay lost his election |
in 1844, by the votes of the abolitionists in the State |
of New York. I know a good many of them. They
said they were opposed to the annexation of Texas
but 15,000 of them voted =0 as to annex her, They
voted for a side issue, and Mr. Clay was defeated
in the State of New York by a little less than 5,000
votes. But the effect of that was to give us a war
with Mexieo, resulting in a glorious victory—the
capture of the capital of Montezuma by that illus-
trious man now in your midst—the old, immortal |
General Scott. [Loud applause.] With the ter-
mination of that war we acquired an immense ter-
ritory of incalculable value, as we havesince ascer
tained it to be. Mr. Clay was most disturbed,
however, in reference tothat very bill for the ac-
quisition of that territory.

Mexico bad emancipated her slaves as early s
1824, Missouri was acquired with slavery already
there. Mr. Clay apprehended that the North
would claim all of Mexico as free territory, and |
the South would claim it all as slave territory.
Thus the slavery question would be revived, and
might, perhaps, lead to the disruption of the
Union. Under this state of things, he prepared
some resolutions for those assembled here this even-
ing [laughter], which he enclosed to me. I have!
them here in Mr. Clay’s own handwriting. [Ap-
plause.] Itistrue I have read them to other as-
semblages, for they apply as well to others as to
you. Mr. Clay felt that sectional parties would
grow up out of that agitation, and he wrote to me
in these word

My DEAR S1r—My object in writing to you now is one
of great importanc2, 1 I wish you would lead off in it
It will do the country good and do you good. Now is the
time for salutary action,and you are the man to act.

Mr. Coombs—Mr. Sumner is an educated g
tleman—a scholar. What does he say? He
says that “we are grinding flesh and blood,
groans and gighs, the tears of mothers and
the cries of children, into a cement of a bar-
barous political power.” That is the way he

talks of his brethren. He says, “Slavery must die,
as the poisoned rat dies, of ragein his hole.”” That
is from his speech in the Senate. “The free States,”
says, “are to become a belt of fire, girt about
States, within which slavery must die.”
That is a worse remedy than fire and brimstone.—
[Laughter.] He comparesus to rats—poisoned rats
in a hole. [Laughter.] And we are to be burned
out gradually. Why, it is worse than burning at
the stake by the Indians, for they only take a short
time to burn a fellow up. [Laughter.] I hadonce
myself the pleasare of being a prisoner among the
Indians, and though 1 was not burned at the stake,
I had to run the gauntlet, and that is rather dis:
greeable.  [Laughter.] But I would rather run
the gauntlet every day than to have a wall of fire
around me. From one voumight escape—from the
other it is impossible. Then there is Doctor Sew-
ard—[laughter and signs of diversion]—he has his
remedy.

He and I onee stood upon the same platform.—
We used to stand side by side. But he hasnow got
off the platform. Once hesupported Gen. Taylor,
who owned hundreds of negroes—so many that he
could have had a young negro for breakfast every
morning. [Laughter.] Now he can risk the hap-
piness of twenty million white men for the sake of
three million blac! Then he could not think of
anything of thesort. Then we went into Ohio to
stump it, but as I thought his speeches a little too |
rank I told him he had better go over to Giddings’
district, where he could talk as black as he pleased.
[Laughter.] And so we gave him a bottle of
brandy and started him up to that district. [Roars
of laughter.] I never saw him of but one color in
my life—always pale. And I tell you, geotlemen,
never attempt to drink down a pale man. [Great
laughter.] Take a fellow that shows it like a gen-
tleman, in the nose, and then you know you have
gothim. [Boisterous laughter.] 1 will reada few
extracts from Mr. Seward’s speeches to show you
what remedy he prescribes. In 1838, or there-
abouts, he said :

It is written, in violation of the Divine law, that we
shall surrender the fagitive sla Slavery can and must
be aboli 1, and you and I ean and must do it,

Now is he not an abolitionist? But I think there
is some doubt about that Divine law that he speaks
of, and I have one authority at least against him—
a classical scholar, and as well educated a gentle-
man as he is. 1 allude to St. Paul, who returned
the slave Onesimus to his master. Paul was edu-
cated to regard mewm and tuum. Ie didn’t put
another man’s money into his pocket. And when
he had converted a fugitive slave he sent him back,
like a good Christian, to his master. [Applause.]
And if you would all do the same we would have no
trouble on this subject. In 1855 Seward manl_e
another speech at Albany, in which he said thag this
nation was founded on the principle of the inaliena-
ble rights of all men, and that the Constitution was
based on the Declaration of Independence. And if
this be so, it is very remarkable that Washington
and Jefterson, and those other noble men among
our forefathers who organized our country and
founded the Constitation, did not prohibit slavery.

It is very remarkable that Massachusetts should
have voted down Virginia upen this very question,
and should have keptthe slave trade open for
twenty years, baflling with the question till 1808
[Applause.] Mr. Sumner says that all persons who
hold slaves are barbarians. According to this ab- |
absurd reasoning there must have been twelve bar-
barous States at the foundation of our Government, |
and only one in any way making a pretence to civ-
ilization. [Applause.] What do you suppose,
gentlemen, that we think on this subject? Not-
withstanding all these outrages of a sectional party
they turn around and tell us that we must not be
alarmed. They say we are not Abolitionists—we
are only Black Republicans. [Laughter.] We are
not to be called sectional men because we only run
our candidates in the free :\r;\l-s. ‘But after th_e
jrrepressible doctrines of Sen \'nr‘.\cw‘ar\l all this
is perfectly ridiculous. He [Gen. Coombs] had not
looked at the last cemnsus, but if any one were to
glance at it be would see that three-fourths of the
voters in Kentucky have the power to abolish slave-
ry, and if they had had any reason to do so they
would have abolished it long before this time.—

IMPORTANCE OF SALT IN AGRICULTURE.

'l[ .\vusr‘muld ask why so enormous a quantity of
this inestimable gift of =alt is distributed through-
out the earth; why three-fourths of the surface of
the planet designed for the home of man is covered
with it; the answer would be—in order to preserve
the work of nature, to enable man the more readily
to sustain himself, and to make him wealthier and
better. It has become an indispensable condition
for the existence of man and his civilization. In
all organic beings we meet with two processes—
that of life and that of decomposition—the latter
beginning its full activity after the former has
31(‘]m,-\'»-d its end, at the moment when organic be-
ings are dissolved into those constituents from
which the plant was formed and nourished.

If, however, we intend to check, or at least de
lay decomposition, we must employ acids, for we
know that the Creator formed of the sea-salt a
mighty barrier against the immeasurable mass of
water becoming putrid; we know that our stocks
of flesh, grease, &ec., are preserved by the applica-
tion of salt; that cabbage-water, acids in general,
and kitchen-salt, are the means employed by the
agriculturist against septic diseases in our domestic
animals, and against diseases of the mouth and
feet. The separation of milk and deposite of meat
will be increased by the application of salt, thus
forming an essential means for the promotion of
cattle-raising. By the application alt, the
fruits, especially wine, will become much better;
and even the ancients were in the habit of throwing
salt on their grounds, their vineyards, and fruit
trees. Agricultural chemistry informs us that the
simplest combinations through which nourishment
is conveyed to plants consist in acids, alkalies, and
alkaline substances. Animal chemistry shows that
free muriatic acid and kitchen-salt form the princi-
pal constituents of the contents of the stomach.

In a French prize paper, by Dr. Desaive, on the
manifold advantages of the use of salt in agricul-
ture, the following results have been laid down by
the celebrated French veterinary surgeon, Gro-
gniez:

Common salt serves as a preventative of the fer
mentation and heating of hay, which has been
heaped up in large stacks during wet weather.
Forty quintals of hay require fifteen pounds of salt,
to be strewn among it in alternate laye This
effect is much better shown in straw, which, if in-
tended to be us as fodder, by being moistened
with salt water may be preserved for a long ti
when it can be given to cattle instead of hay—a
method in use among the ancients. Leaves of
trees, when put in ditches with salt, may be pre-
vented for a long time from putrefactive fermenta-
tion, and will even make good forage. Intelligent
farmers of the Mont d’Orlyonais are in the habit of
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! thus preserving their vine leaves as fodder for goats.

Fodder of inferior quality, for instance straw, or
other kinds, soaked and bleached by rain and sun,
cured too late, or become woody, m’x\y be rendered
more palatable and easy of digestion by being
salted. A pound of salt in three quarts of water
required for a quintal of bad h The sharp ta
which the milk of cows usually assumes in conse-
quence of beets, turnips and white cabbage being
continually fed to them, can be removed by salting

those vegetables. In Flanders, common salt is
strewn on new and wet oats, to be fed to horses,
and thus prepared will not be dangerous to the

ey

animals. The same application may also be made
to hay newly harvested, to prevent injuries when
it may become necessary to feed such hay, the mois-
ture of which hasnot been fully evaporated.

Though the bad qualities of du muddy, or
mouldy fodder, after having been washed or thresh-
ed, are not entirely removed, yet, by giving a
sprinkling of salt water, they will be diminished to
a considerable degree. This fact wiil be of advan
tage to the & v be in want of
appropriat er. By means of salt, such water
as otherwise could not be used for cattle for drink
ing, will be rendered proper. The great advantages
to be derived from common salt with regard to the
health of cattle, have been clearly shown by many
experiments made by that learned and celebrated
agriculturist of Als 3 i
by being fed with salt, receive
skin, their digestion and appetite
der, and they increase in flesh and strength, Cows
thus fed yi-ld much milk, while those treated othe
wise have dull skins, with rough hairs, exhibit less
appetite, produce a smaller amount of flesh, and
yield not only inferior quantity, but also quality,
of milk.  Manure from eattle fed with salted fod-
der is aiso ofa better quality.  Finally, manuring
with salt will banish and hurtful parasitical
