THE LAST TRIAL.?The forthcoming experiment
in ballooning is likely to be a final one. ProfessorLowe is determined to start through the air for Eu-
rope, and there are not lacking those to furnishhim with the means for his experiment. We un-
derstand that this is to be the last trial, and that,
ifit now fails, the Professor must look for other
backers in any future experiment. From the char-acter of the present preparations, if Professor Lowe
does not now succeed he never can. Another bal-loon is being made, and with advantages of con-
struction that must result in success if success is
possible. The cloth for the balloon is a twilled jean,
made expressly for the pupose, and woven so closely
as to be almost air tight. It is now being sewed to-
gether, and will be thickly covered with a compo-
sition that is a vast improvement over the varnisb
used upon tbe former balloon. Professor Lowe will
start upon his voyage as soon as the balloon is com-
pleted, and before stress of weather or the action of
the gas can take effect upon the fibres of the cloth
or diminish its strength. The balloon is a little smal-ler than the former one, but will be immeasurably
Btronger. We yesterday conversed with a gentle-man who has interested himself in the Professor,
and learn that every aid will be furnished to the
aeronaut until he makes his trip or spoils the bal-loon. the perils that attended the former ascen-
sion, however, will this time be avoided.?Philadel-phia Aorth American.

NEAPOLITAN TERRITORY?THE NORTHERN

POWERS AND SARDINIA-
The Post's Paris correspondent telegraphs that

110 protest, in a diplomatic sense, has been made by
Russia, Austria and Prussia, against the entry of
ti.e Sardinian tronpa into Neapolitan territory.

THE FRENCH TREATY.
The Timet says the French Government is ques-

tioning the Chambers of Commerce throughout
France as to the advisableness of anticipating the
dates fixed by the treaty for the admission of the
reduced duties on various classes of British manu-
factures. Some are for maintaining the delay; but
others say a prolongation of the transition is injuri-
ous, and that British tnachinervßhd tools ought to
be admitted at the reduced rates forthwith, and all
other articles on the 31st of December. A majority
of the replies will probably be in favor of anticipa-
ting the period of complete operation of the treaty.

IMPORTANT QUESTION IN INSURANCE.
The insurance of Messrs. Goodbart, sugar refi-

ners at Limehouse, whose buildings were destroyed
on Wednesday, had not been paid. The extra pe-
riod of fifteen days, allowed to each office, had,
however, Dot expired. On the premium being ten-
dered, the offices, withtho exception of the Liver-
pool and London, refused it.

AUSTRIA.
The Paris correspondent of the Times remarks

that a movement of the Austrians need not take
persons by surprise. Austria considers herself re-
leased from all obligations contracted with the
French Emperor, and has good, reason to know
that that Government, bent on'exterininating her,
have prepared and probably brought to maturity,
their plans for an insurrectionary movement in her
provinces.

A private letter from Turin announces that a
large armament has been ordered by the Piedmnn-
tese government, and the day before the Sardinian
Minister's departure from Paris a supply of fifty
thousand muskets and eleven millions percussion
caps was granted by the French government to its
ally.

It is reported that the French army at Rome is to
be increased to sixty thousand men, and the garri-
son at Lyons put on a complete war footing.

ITALYAND FRENCH ANNEXATION.
The London Times in a leader, says free Europe

is tired of buying liberty of Napoleon pound bv
pound, and ifthe absolute Europe of Warsaw means
anything, it is rather tired of seeing him sell it.
Napoleon 111. is master of the destinies of Italy,
and we cannot prevent him lrom crushing her uni-
ty, or from ceding her to any Holy Alliance, if he
should see fit; but if we read the signs of the times
aright, what he does henceforward must be done
gratis.

THE BANK OF FRANCE.
PARIS, Ftiday?The Moniteur publishes the

monthly returns of the Bank of France, which
shows, as compared with September, an increase
in bills discounted not yet due of twenty-eight and
three quarter millions, an advance of two and one-
thirteenth millionfrancs in bank notes, a decrease
in cash on hand of ninety-one million francs; in
treasury balance of fourteen and four-fifths mil-
lions, and in current accounts of twenty-three and
one-half million francs.

SARDINIA AND NAPLES.
The Comtitutionnel contains an article signed by

M. Bonifall. He says it does not belong to any
foreign State, no more to Sardinia than Austria, to
intervene in Naples and Sicily. Between the inva-
sions of Garibaldi and of Sardinia there is a great
difference. Garibaldi came to raise and direct
revolution in the interior with his hands; be would
only communicate to them a proper spirit in their
struggle against an unpopular government. Sar-
dinian invasion constitutes a direct intervention of
one regularly constituted State in the affairs of
another independent State. Strange to say Sardi-
nian invasion took place without any declaration
of war, the representative of the King of Naples
still being at Turin. By the entrance of the Pied-
inontese troops into the Roman States, Sardinia
has violated the principles of neutrality. Count
Cavour gave it to be understood that the entry of
the Sardinian troops into the States of the Church
was principally directed against the influence of
Garibaldi; now on the contrary, it has become evi-
dent that they go to aid him. M. Bonifall deplores
the conduct of the Sardinians.

The Patrie says that Garibaldi has thanked the
seamen of the English ship Renown who served the
Garibaldian guns on the Ist. The men were that
da? on leave of absence.

Piedmontese troops were expected before Capua
on the 15th inst. It was anticipated that the Nea-
politans would evacuate the place before their ar-
rival and retire to Gaeta.

CITY INTELLIGENCE
DUOID HILL PARK ON SUNDAY? Thousand* of UT's-

itors.?The beautiful weather yesterday was very
opportune for those who desired to pay a visit to
Druid Hill Park, and not a few embraced the op-
portunity. At an early hour in the morning the
visitors commenced entering. Most of those who
went in the morning were pedestrians, and but few
were women. It was not until alter dinner that
the crowd pressed out and thronged the avenueleading to the entrance gate. It was a promiscuous
one indeed. Rich and poor, high and low, were
there. Gentlemen and ladies in their private car-
riages, with servants driving, and the laborer with
his one-horse carriage, crowded with wife and
children?fast young men, with fast horses, and
slow young men in York wagons, besides thousands
of all classes on foot. The road from Madison ave-
enue to the Park gate presented a most lively
scene during the entire afternoon. There was
a continuous stream of vehicles from one
end of it to the other, while the foot-
ways to the right and left of the carriage
road were crowded with pedestrians. This stream
continued unabated for two hours and a half, and
by five o'clock there were not less than several
thousand persons scattered over the Park. The
scene presented in the Park was beautiful. The"melancholy days" have cast their shadow over the
primeval trees, and now, robed in their variegated
colors?rich in autumnal beautv?they call forth
admiration to a greater extent than when all wore
simple green. As the pedestrian winds bv the foot
or carriage ways through the woods, the "sound of
dropping nuts is heard, though all the trees are
still;" and, with the exception of meeting those
seeking the same pleasure, there is nothing to dis
turb the quiet. The enjoyments of the people were
varied. Those who were in carriages drove around
the different roads, and finally brought up on the
top of Prospect hill, overlooking the villageof Wood-bury, and from which a most beautiful view of the
surrounding country is presented. Others who
were on foot wandered aloug the by-wavs and nar-
row paths, down the secluded glens and ravines,
or seated themselves in the shady arbors which na
ture herselt lias made. Others gathered on the
hill around the old mansion, where they sat to
wonder at the eccentricities of its late possessor,
or to congratulate themselves on their possession,
as citizens, of such a proud domain. There were
a large number of women present, who brought
with them their little ones. The children appeared
delighted, and groups of them were to be seen here
and there rolling through the beds of leaves
which rustled beneath them. One point particu-
larly visited was the family graveyard. It is situ-
ated to the Northwest of the mansion house, and
within a few rods of the house formerly occupied
by the late proprietor's grandfather.

It is a piece of ground about sixty feet square,
enclosed by a board fence which is rapidly falling
to decay. The tombs are, without exception, in a
lamentable condition. The masonry, on which the
marble slabs rested, has crumbled to the ground,
and with it, the memorials to the dead. Some of
the slabs are broken in two, and nearly all of them
defaced to a greater or less extent. Hundreds of
persons visited this spot during the day, after read-
ing the inscriptions on the slabs, eat with amaze-
ment wondering that a place so sacred should be so
little cared for.

The order which prevailed during the day was
excellent. Visitors appeared to appreciate the
tact that the Park WB9 to be the great resort of the
masses, each of whom was alike interested in it;
and on entering at the gateway, coldness was
thrown aside, and all seemed socialable and genial
without violating the rules of good breeding. It
was not until late in the evening that the general
crowd commenced to turn homeward, and then the
roads were again thronged.

On Saturday afternoon there were also a large
number of visitors. The band of music furnished
by the city passenger railway association, played
from three to five o'clock, and afforded great pleas-
ure to those in attendance. The visitors on Satur-
day were of all classes?rich and poor?great and
small. The millionaire was there in his splendid
equipage, and the poor, who had no "turn nut,"
came in less expensive style. A son of the Green
Isle presented himself at the entrance gate with
his vehicle and asked if one of the people could
enter, to which the keeper said certainly, and in
went a dray laden with children, whose faces were
as radiant with joyas the driver's with manliness
and truth. He drove his dray load of family
wealth to a position near the mansion, where he
turned the little ones loose, and allowed them to
romp and play for an hour, when he again loaded
up and returned to his home. The Park is popular
with the people?it is what they have wanted, and
having it now, they are determined to enjoy it, a
the crowds who visited it yesterday amply attest.

The meeting was
organized, on motion of Mr. C. W. Lentz, by elect-
ing Wm. Woodward, Esq., as President; 'Daniel
Millerand Charles A. Grinnell, Esqrs., as Vice-
Presidents; and E. George Matthews, Esq., as Sec-
retary.

Mr. Lentz stated, for the information of those
who were not present at a previous meeting held
by a number of merchants, that their object was
to get up a grand parade and demonstration of the
citizens on Thursday night next, in comjunction
with the "Minute Men." Taking the result of the
recent Reform victory in this city, the Breckin-
ridge party had claimed Baltimore as giving a
large majority for their candidates. This demon-
stration was intended to disabuse the minds of the
friends of Bell and Everett, who would be here
next week from the counties in attendance upon
the Agricultural Fair, and all other persons
of this idea. Another object they had in
view was the procuring of a spacious
room, where nightlymeetings could be held during
the coming week, and when the citizens could lis-
ten to addresses to be delivered by eminent speak-
ers, and where strangers could "resort and meet
with their old Whig friends, and interchange opin-
ions.

William 11. Young, Esq., said he did not think
that either party could claim the victory at the lateelection, as it was certainly no party contest. He
had voted for George Witliam Brown, Esq., but
was nevertheless a Bell and Everett man. He had
no doubt the Bell and Everett party would roll up
a large majority for their candidates at the next
election.

Mr. Lentz said that in looking aronnd the room,
he noticed a number of gentlemen who had acted
prominently with the Keform party, among whom
was William Woodward, Esq., who was President
of the Convention of that party, but who now oc-
cupied his poper position a3 President of a Bell
and Everett meeting. His friends, Messrs. Millerand Grinnell, also acted with the Reform party.
He had no donbt that a majority who voted with
that party at the last election would be found do-
ing good service to the Bell and Everett party at
the November election.

Mr. William A. Dean, Chairman of the Commit-
tee of Arrangements, appointed at a previous meet
ing, reported that the Committee held a meeting
during the week and selected a Committee of Fi-
nance and a Committee to select a sustable place
for meetings of the citizens.

ABOLITION RESOLUTIONS. ?At the meeting of the
Pennsylvania Anti-Slavery Society, held at Centre,
on Friday last, the following resolutions, presented
by Miss Mary Grow, were adopted :

Resolved, That we regard with great satisfaction
the agitation that is now rocking the country to its
centre on the question of slavery, confident that its
effect will be such an enlightenment of the public
mind and change of public heart on that momentous
issue, as must eventuate in the overthrow of thesystem.

Resolved, That io the action of the various eccle-
siastical bodies of the North, we see indubitable
evidence of the power with which the anti-slavery
sentiment of the community presses upon them:
sometimes extorting from them faint and unwilling
testimonies against slavery, and sometimes eliciling
hearty denunciation thereof; and that, in thecourse of such clergymen as Dr. Cheever, we see
indications ot a regenerated and purified church,
against which anti-slavery societies can have no
controversy.

Resolved, That as long as the fugitive bondman
may be recaptured and re-enslaved on Pennsylva-
nia soil, Pennsylvania cannot be called afree State;
and that for the honor of our Commonwealth, for
the sake of justice to the slave, for the love of the
absolute Right, we will earnestly strive to obtain
from our Legislature the enactment of a law which
shall protect the personal liberty of every humanbeing on its soil, when that liberty bas not been
forfeited by crime.

Resolved, That the experience of a quarter of a
century of anti-slavery labor has confirmed our
faith in the principles on which our enterprise is
founded, in the wisdom of the measures by which
we have sought its accomplishment, and in the cer-
tainty ot its fiaal triumph; and that, thus confirm-
ed and strengthened, we commence the labors of
anoiher year in abounding hope that, at its close,
we shall rejoice in its success, as we rejoice, to-day,
over the results of the past.

DISUNION RUMORS.

The Washington correspondent of the New York
Times furnishes some additional disunion rumors.
Writing under date of the 2Gth, he says.-

It is currently reported to-day, on what is be-
lieved by many to be reliable authority, that seve-
ral Southern States, acting through a secret com-
missioner, have already obtained a pledge from Na-poleon to protect Charleston as a free port in case
of secession.

Many conservative men here, who have hereto-fore treated the apprehensions of disunion withlevity, now admit their serious fears, and some
have surrendered all hope. Great excitement pre-
vails here. Senator Wigfall called on President
Buchanan yesterday, and notified him to make up
his mind a3 to what course he would pursue in the
event of secession, as he would have to meet the is-sue nolens volens. The venerable President exhibitedevident alarm, it is said, and will advise with his
cabinet at once on the subject.

Ihe Washington State s and Union of Saturday
evening says :

The indications of great trouble at the South
enould Lincoln be elected increases hourly. It isimpossible to disguise the fact that the government
is in extreme danger, and that sixty days may find
us in the midst of a revolution. We entreat con-
servative men at the North to pause before tbey
permit an event to be consummated the announce-
ment of which, we fear, will be the tocsin of dis-union and civil war. Never before were the South-
ern States in such a volcanic condition. Madnessrules the hour. The organizing of Minute Men,
the purchase and collection of arms, the fixed air
ot sullen determination, augur a gloomy future.In the interest of a common country, aye of hu-
manity itself, we again beg conservatives at the
North to defeat the election of a candidate whose
elevation willserve as a pretext for the saddest di-
saster that has over befallen Christendom.

I he Charleston Mercury of Friday says:

In various portions of the great Empire State ofthe South we find the people rising up in their
might, and proclaiming, unmistakably, their re-solve never to submit to Black Republican domina-tion. An immense meeting, composed of citizens
irrespective ot party, was held in Jiuena Vista, Ma-
rion county, Ga., on the 17th instant. The friendsol Douglas, Bell and Breckinridge were numer-
ously represented, but partizan preferences were
laid aside, and all concurred in the necessity of im-
mediate secession in the event of the election of
Lincoln. The following resolutions were adopted :

Resolved, Ist. We regard the election of Abraham Lin-
coln to the Presidency, and Hannibal Hamlin to the Vice
I residency, as an overt act of hostility upon the part ofthe North, and as a declaration of war upon the rights of
the South.

2d. We recommend thepeople of Georgia, upon the elec-
tion cf Abraham Lincoln being known, to meet immedi-ately inconvention, to determine the mode and manner
of redress.

The Washington correspondent of the -BeraWsays:
Letters received here from distinguished conser-

vatives in different parts of the South, men who
are no alarmists, express intense apprehension of
disaster to the Union in the event of Lincoln's elec-tion. The disunion excitement, which has been
hitherto attributed to politicians only and slave-holders, is becoming general among non-slavehold-
ers, white workingmen and mechanics, the impres-
sion prevailing that the republicans, if successful,
will aim to destroy caste between negroes and
themselves by elevating the negroes to their rank.
Several conservative and highly respectable gentle-
men called upon the President on Friday, and hada conversation touching the state of affairs. Mr.
Buchanan expressed himself quite unreservedly tothe eflect that the skies looked threateningly, but
in noway intimated what course ho would pursue
in ease of secession.

The attempted fusion of the Bell and Douglas
forces in Georgia, reported from Augusta by tele-
graph, only indicates to those acquainted with
Georgia politics, the strength of Breckinridge in
that State.

Mr. Justice Wayne, of the Supreme Court of the
United States, also a citizen of Georgia, left on
Saturday for home. He is very guarded, as be-
comes his position, in expressing his views of politi-
cal affairs, but be has no alarm, though certainlyas much interested in the preservation of the
Union as any man in the South.

EX-OOVERNOR WISE's RESOLUTIONS.

The following are the resolutions ofi'ercd by Ex-
Gov. Wise at the Democratic mass meeting in
Princess Anne county, Va ,

Wednesday, and adopt-
ed "by acclamation :"

Ist. To appoint "committees of safety," as in
Revolutionary times, to consist of six persons from
each magisterial district, a majority of whom for
each district may act. They shalfdevise and con-
trol measures of police for our safety, and for en-
rolling and organizing a body of "MinuteMen," for
whom in all respects they shall provide. And
quarterly, or oftener at such times as they may ap-
point, the respective committees of the districts, or
their representatives, shall assemble, in whole or in
part as they may direct, as a general council for
the county, which shall sit under a chief of Minute j
Men, to be elected by the several councils and re- I
movable at their pleasure. The Minute men shall
execute the orders of the district committees, and
of the general council; and shall, when necessary,
be provided with the proper means.

2d. That, it be recoAnmended to every county inthe Commonwealth to organize in the same or asimilar manner, and to publish the same as we now
order for notice to our friends and co-operators.

3d. I hat the moment the election returns are
made known, and it is ascertained that Abraham
Lincoln is elected President of the United States,the general council of this county shall select onedelegate from each district to meet such delegates
as may be appointed by other counties to assemble
in convention at Richmond, to determine upon
measures for protecting our own safetv and honoras a people, for defending the Constitution of theUnited States, for saving our rights in the Union,
and for obtaining the sanction of the Sovereign
State of Virginia.

4th. That these proceedings he published at
Norfolk and Richmond, and copies be sent to each
county in the Commonwealth; and that the Presi-
dent and Secretary of the meeting be ordered tosee this duty executed.

sth. That a committee of five be appointed by Ithe Chair to conduct correspondence in this and
other States; and a committee of five, in each dis-
trict, be also appointed to raise funds to defray any
expense of printing and distribution and correspon-
dence.

That meetings be held ineach magis-
terial district, within a week, for the purpose of
organizing according to the first resolution.

THE PROSPECTS IN NEW YORK.
The Washington correspondent of the Philadel-

phia Rcnnsylvanian, says :
"Ihave seen private, and believed in high quar-

ters to be reliable estimates, in regard to the vote
of New York, which foot up seventv-five thousand
majority for the Union ticket in that part of theState below Albany, including only the river
counties, New York, Brooklyn, Ac. This, you
know, of course, is where the flemocratic majorities
always come from; but the estimates count upon alarge increase over those usually given, while the
leaders at Albany say they will reduce the usual
Republican majorities West. I do not, myself,
profess much confidence; but I know that these
estimates come from one of the most careful of cal-
culators, and his estimate reaches me in such a
shape as to preclude the idea that it is given out for
effect. I can add simply this: If New York does
not vote against the rail-splitter, disunion is as
certain as that the sun will rise the day after elec-
tion.

MONTGOMERY, Oct. 27.?Mr. Toombs spoke here

last night to some two thousand people. lie urged
"resistance to the death" in the event of the elec-
tion of Mr. Lincoln.

THE FUSION IN NEW JERSEY.
TRENTON, Oct. 27.?The Union Electoral ticket

has been finally settled. It contains the names of
three Douglas Democrats, two Breckinridge Demo-
crats, and two Bell men. All the other tickets of
these parties have been withdrawn.

THE REPUBLICAN PARTY IN MARYLAND.
At a Republican mas 3 meeting in New York on

Thursday night, Wm. E. Coale, Grana Marshal of
the Wide Awakes of Baltimore, was introduced and
received with three Wide Awake cheers, waving of
hats, Ac. Mr. Coale proceeded to speak of the
prospects of the Republican party in Maryland, and
said they had lately received an accession of 2,000,
openly inthe field.

Mr. Coale, in the course of his remarks, made
some interesting and important disclosures in re-
gard to the Bell and Everett party of the State of
Maryland.

Mr Coale said:
"They proposed to the Republicans of Maryland

that they should fuse with them. The proposition
was made that the Republicans place a certain num-
ber of their men on the electoral ticket, and that
these should be a Union party to work against the
Democracy.

flow," Ac. The occasion is Bpoken of by those
who participated, as one of the most striking and
intensely interesting that has ever occurred at
Mount Vernon?reflecting credit upon the Synod,
and indicating the patriotic devotion of the rever-
end clergy for their country and their country's
cause.

WASHINGTON NEWS.
DESPATCHES roil CHINA?MISCELLANEOUS.Despatches have been received from Flag Ollicer

Stribling, commanding the Hartford, which are
dated at Shanghai, stating that Minister Ward
would embark on board his ship and proceed to the
Peiho. The country around Shanghai, he states,is in the hands of rebels, and there is reason to sup-
pose that they will attack the place, as they can do
so without fear of encountering the English and
French forces stationed there for the protection of
foreigners. ''When we leave here," says the Com-
modore,"our countrymen willbe entirely dependent
upon the allies for protection in the event of any
difficulty with the imperialists or rebels. This is to
be regretted, considering the importance of our in-
terests here, but cannot be avoided at present, as 1
consider the orders of our government to Mr.
Ward and my instructions to constrain me to ac-
company him in tbisship to the GulfofPechile". It
appears that the Russian Ambassador accompanied
our Minister to the Peiho. The report that an en-
gagement had taken place, and that the Allies had
been repulsed by the Chinese, is considered hereas premature.

Thaddeus Hyatt is here again, this time to deny
the late statement, counter to bis own, that thepeople ofKansas are not starving. He avers that
he has information that their condition 13 truly
deplorable, and is preparing a lengthy statement,
to be sworn to by himself, and to he accompanied
by affidavits setting forth facts, all of which are to
he presented to the President, for the purpose of
procuring a postponement of the land sales.

Notwithstanding the heavy appropriations of last
session, the estimates for the coming year fall but
a trifle below those of last. However threatening
the skies look, the wheels of government are appa-
rently not destined to suffer for want of the proper
auriferous lubricating.

Advices just received here, represent matters inSonora and the neighboring Mexican States to hein a deplorable condition. A bloody revolution is
progressing, and American citizens and property
are at the mercy ot the relentless and unprincipled
leaders of the various factions, all of whom areinimical.

The pension bureau has changed its quarters tothe new vying of the patentottice building, and pro-
gresses in the same old beaten path which it has
followed for years. The work of this department
necessarily grows less every year, and the dav is
not far distant when it will be reduced to a very
small affair. It continues to be subject to fraud,
and requires the most vigilant inspection of cases
to prevent it. There have been several ferreted
out during the past year, but many more undoubt-edly exist.

The capitol is undergoing its usual renovation
preparatory to the ensuing session. The benchesin the House have been removed?the English plan
abandoned?and the desks and chairs replaced.?
The change to the new and then back to the oldplan has involved large expense?but what is
money compared with the comfort of our legisla-
tors 1

The old Senate chamber has been completed into
a judicial hall, and is now occupied bvthe Supreme
Court. Chief Justice Taney has personally super-
intended the change, and has been very particular
that the work should be done within the appropri
ation. He ordered the carpenters not to drive a
nail whieh would cause an excess of a cent beyond
the limit. The accommodations for the Court are
excellent, the robing rooms and consultation hallsbeing fitted up with every convenience. The Courtresumes its sessions on the first Monday in Decem-ber.

Mr. Wilson, Commissioner of the General Land
Office, certified and submitted to the Secretary of
the Interior on Thursday, an additional list of lands
enuring to the State of Florida under the Congres-
sional grant of May 17,1856. Said list embracesan aggregate area of five hundred and sixty-five
thousand six hundred and eighty-three acres, Iving
principally in Western Florida, and being applica-
ble to the construction of the road from St. John's
river, at Jacksonville, to Pensacola, traversing the
entire extent of the State, from the waters of theAtlantic ocean to those of Escambia bay on theGulf of Mexico.

THE BILLIARD TOURNAMENT.

rEOORESS OF THE OAME3.

The long-talked-of Billiard Tournament com-
menced yesterday afternoon at Lynch's Billiard
Rooms, Fourteenth street, Union square. The
prize?a splendid gold-mounted jointed cue?is ex-
liibited in the spacious saloon where the contest is
going on. A double platform for the spectators
has been built around the table, which is in the
centre of the arena. There were probably be-
tween three and four hundred persons present
during the afternoon. The idea of having a Bil-
liard Tournament in the United States originated
with Mr. Phelan, about two years since, who was
then in correspondence with Monsieur Berger and
Mr. Roberts, the champion billiard player of Eng-
land, with a view of inducing those great players
to visit this country and engage in the great "con-
test.

Mr. l'helan's project was not then successful, and
it has now been resuscitated, in consequence of the
extraordinary number of professional and amateur
billiard players who are now in New York, and
who have been drawn here to witness M. Berger's
astonishing performances. This fact, and the ad-
ditional one that public attention has been so large-
ly enlisted instudying the more scientific points of
this game, has induced Messrs. Phelan and Collen-
der to give the Tournament. Mr. Bird, of Phila-
delphia, having been taken sick, Mr. Geary, of
Chicago, has been substituted, at one day's notice;
nevertheless, he made the mo3t difficult and bril-
liant shot of the day. lie accomplished M. Ber-
ger's serpentine shot, or what is known to Ameri-
can billiard plavers as the "kissing shot." The
programme of the Tournament is as follows : Five
hundred-point games. Friday (yesterday(?Gea-
ry of Chicago and White of New York; Kavanagh
and Lynch of New York. Saturday?Kavanagh
and Geary; Tieman ofCincinnati and White.?Mon-
day?White and Kavanagh; Tieman and Lynch.
Tuesday?Lynch and White; Tieman and Geary.
Wednesday?Lynch and Geary; Tieman and Ka-
vanagh. Thursday?Mr. Phelan against the win-
ner, 500 points.

Since the advent of M. Berger, American play-
ers have practised with great success his style of
drawing the balls together, and Messrs. Kavanagh
and Lynch were very successful 4 in using the prin-
ciple while making their brilliant runs. Popular
as this style of play has become since M. Berger's
arrival, the bringing of the balls together had long
been practised by Mr. Phelan, and was one of the
elements of his great success as a billiard player.?
The gatr.es commence every afternoon at 2 o'clock.
The first one, yesterday, was won by White, who
exhibited some nervousness. Ilis principal runs
were : 94, 48,24, 34, 28, 27, 23. His average in the
500 points being in 40 innings.

Geary made 331 points, in which were runs of 22,
30, 21, 23, 31, 30, 30.

The game between Lynch and Kavanagh was the
most brilliant public game ever played in New
York. These players played a home and home
match of 1,000 points some years ago, in which
Kavanagh won two out of three; but that was a
four-ball carom game on a pocket-table, and was
not to be compared for brilliancy with the present
game, in which the balls were brought together a
la Berger or Phelan, and were then nursed by the
finest of touches. The splendid run of Lynch for
129 was made mostly by caroms on the white and
red balls. Mr. Lynch was not very well, and, con-
sequently, labored under some disadvantage.

Kavanagh's play throughout was brilliant; his
runs and figures were as follows :

Kavanagh led?Bo, 33, 42, 55, 18, 38, 113, 4, 5, 4,
5, 10, 3, 4,31, 57. Total, 500.

Lynch's play was?o, 129, 56, 35, 15, 10,12, 3, 45,
0, (the only one in the gime,) 35, 9, 15, 17. 10, 8.
Total, 399.

Repeated applause was given to both players,
and the most closo attention given as some shots
were made.

Messrs. Tiffany & Co. also deny the report, so far
as their establishment is concerned.
