From Washington.

Wasaingron, Oct. 30.—As much has recently
been said in public prints about the re-coining of
gold dollars into pieces of larger denominations, it
may be st#®ed that orders for that purpose have
been issued from the Treasury Department in two
special cazes only, and they on representation that
the smaller coins occasion ‘much inconvenience in
the receipts and disbursements; for no sooner are
they paid out than they are again returned, in
business transactions, there appearing to be a re-
dandance of them among the commercial classes.

The Assistant Treasurer at New York was, for
the greater facility in counting, authorised to
have about two millions of them recoined, and the
Assistant Treasurer at St. Louis upward of one
hundred and fifty thousand for similar reasons.
This re-coinage, however, applies to the original
or earlier issues,which it isknown are smaller in cir-
cumference and thicker than the later and superior
coin. Of the former there are now nine millions,
and of the latter six millions in circulation.

While gold dollars are a great convenience in
small, it is considered that there is a redundance
of them for large transactions, and hence the re-
cent special orders in relation to the re coinage.
There does not seem to be any purpose so to re-
duce the amount of this deseription of coin as to
inconvenience the publie.

Crrcunar 1o THE Porice.—Marshal Kane has is-
sued a circular to the Captains of Police, in regard
to the enforcement of the regulations of the De-
partment. Therehave been complaints made to
| the Marshal that some of the officers were in the
habit of visiting drinking saloons, and using pro-
fane and vulgar language. The captains are di-
rected to be prompt in reporting any case of the
kind which may come to their knowledge. Atten-
tion is also called to the fact that some of the men
are negligent in dress. This is a violation of the
regulation, and those officers guilty of it will be
dismissed from the service. White linen, white
gloves, clean faces or neatly trimmed beards cost
but little, and each officer should feel a pride in so
appearing. The neglect to enforce these minor
regulations will, the Marshal contends, be sure to
lead to the demoralization of the force. Nothing
looks more absurd than to see men with a uniform
coat, gilt buttons, military cap and other insignia
of office, walk on duty with uushaven faces, and un-
combed bair. The Marshal in bis cirular is particu-
lar in regard to the appearance of the men
on the streets, and is determined that this
part of the regulations shall be strictly en-
forced. There should also, he says, be the utmost
uniformity of dress in the department, as nothing
adds more to the appearance of the men when act-
ing as a body. In regard to the relationship of the
officers and men, the Marshal observes, “that no
one is fit to be an oflicer who fails to exact from his
men the respect due his rank, nor can he command
the affection or confidence of those under him un-
less he enforces the rules of the service without
fear or favor. It is not necessary for an officer to
be overbearing or haughty to mark the difference
between himself and men. The position will draw
the line, and so long as the officer does not step
across it himself, it will remain.”” This circular
will no doubt have a good effect, and all praise is
due to the Marshal for his energetic efforts to make
our police force one of which every man connected
with it should be proud. It already stands deserv-
edly high in the estimation of all citizens, and com-
mwands their confidence and respect.  That it will
continue 50 to do we have no doubt, for the officers
are zealously bent upon keeping the corps up to a
high standard, and for every man who may be dis-
charged for insubordination, the Board can procure
the services of twenty, who are desirous of entering
the force, and fully capable of discharging all its

duties,

Tue Case or JonNy Basker, INpictep ror Mor-
per.—The Grand Jury yesterday ignored the bill
against John Basket alias John Sterrett, for the
murder of John Kavinno, on the ground that Ka-
vinno alias “Jocko,” did not die within a year and
a day after he received his wounds. It appears
that Kavinno survived his wounds some fourteen
or fifteen months, and as he survived more than a
year and a day, be is presumed in law to have died
from some other cause. The shooting of “Jocko”
was perpetrated on the 24th of July, 1857, and
from the account books of Mr. Hughes, cabinet
maker, on Broadway, it also appears that the coffin
of the deceased ““Jocko’ was ordered on the 1lth
of October, 1858, and Mr. Hughes believes that he
had died on that very day. It was paid for a few
days afterwards by the “Rough Skin Club.” In
the month of August, 1857, Basket was arrested in
one of the lower counties, but broke jail before the
Baltimore officers reached the place. This is the
first case in the recollection of Mr. Pinckney which
has gone off for the reason of lapse of time. The
Grand Jury yesterday presented Baskets for assault
with intent to wurder Kaviono.

STATE AGRICULTURAL FAIR.—FINE EX
HIBITION OF STOCK—LIST OF ARTICLES
ON EXHIBITION—POSTPONEMENT OF
THE TRIAL OF SPEED.

The weather yesterday morning was anything but
favorable for the commencement of the State Agri-
caltural Fair. During the night and morning much
rain had fallen, and at nine o’clock the sky was
heavily overcast with clouds, which threatened
rain every moment. The lines of omnibuses which
annually carry visitors to the Fair had taken their
positions on Calvert street, at Baltimere, and at
North street, at the Daily Exchange office. The
drivera and “‘barkers’” cried ‘“Cattle Show,” “[o
for the Cattle S8how, now starting,” but without
effect, and the busses did not fill. The weather gave
no fair promise, and the people preferred to remain
where they counld find shelter.

The appearance of the Fair Grounds was any-

thing but bright. The rain had mellowed the
earth, and wherever vehicles or animals had
passed, was a mud pool. The track, which had
been prepared with much care, and which on the
day previous was in such excellent condition, was
soft, and would have been utterly ruined bad the
managers allowed the grand calvacade to take place,
Consequently, this interesting feature of the exhi-
bition was prudently dispensed with, and the gate
to the track kept closed. The trial of speed, which
was to take place at2 o’clock, P. M., was post-
poned until half-past one o’clock to-day.
During the early partof the day but little rain
fell, and at one time the rays of the sun forced
themse ves partially through the clouds, and the
afternoon bid fair to be pleasant. At this show of
good weather a number “of horses were led from
their stalls by the grooms, the blankets removed,
and they were taken into the enclosure with strict
injunctions to keep off the track. But a few min-
utes elapsed before the hopes which the moment of
sunshine had raised were dispelled. The clouds
thickened and without any warniog the rain com-
menced pouring down. There was a scattering of
the few people present to the different buildings,
and a hurrying of horses to their stalls. The rain
continued until nearly dark.

The display of stock this year, both in point of

numbers and quality, iz much superior to any e x-

hibition heretofore. The horses and caltle are

particalarly excellent. The Morgans, Vermont

Black Hawk’s, and other famous breeds are largely

vepresented, and for style, speed and general beau-

ty, are most creditable. The display of horses for
heavy and light draft and general utility is also
very fine. The array of cattle is very attractive.—

All the different breeds are fully represented and

the competition for the premiums will be great. The

lot exhibited by John Merrymen, Esq., (Herefords)
are all of the finest class. Most of these animals

have been exhibited at the Chicago Fair of 1859,

an i the Cincinnati Fair of this year, at each of

which they took premiums. Mr. Merryman has
placed the laurels (ribbons) which each avimal has
won onthe stall, with the date and name of the

Fair at which they were received.

The display of Messrs; Odin Bowie and Strandsburg

of Devons, is algo excellent. Mr. M. T. Goldsbo-

rough has a fat steer on exhibition, named John

Bell, which is one of the largest and heaviest ani-

mals that has ever been exhibited at the Fair. He

weighs 2500 pounds on the hoof, and competent
judges estimate that he wculd weigh 1700 pounds
meat. The breed is a cross of the Durbam and

Grade, and he is a most perfectly formed animal.

Mr. John Merryman also has a fat steer on exhibi-

tion. The exhibition of swine is also very good,

but not so large, comparatively, as of horses or cat-
tle. The ladies’, or household department, is also
very fine. The only point in which the Fair does
oot exceed any of its predecessors is in that of ma-
chinery and agricultural implements. There is
not such a great quantity of this class of articles
on the ground, but those which are exhibited pos-
sess the attraction of novelty. What is missing is
the machinery, which, as a matter of course, here-
tofore presented itself at each Fair, and which was

not attractive owing to the fact that every person
was familiar with its workings. Taken, however,

as a whole, the Fair is a great success.

Mr. Merryman, Major
Cockey, Mr. Sands and otbers of the ofticers have
been extremely active in their exertions to make
this Fair a memorable oue, and it only needs good
weather to ensure their success.

Later FroM MEeXico.— Probable Fall of Guadala-
jara.—The United States Mail steamship Tennessee,
from Vera Cruz the 2ist, arrived here yesterday.
From our files of Mexican papers we condense the
following:

The city of Guadalajara, which was defended by
some seven thousand men and thirty pieces of ar-
tillery, under the command of Generals Castillo and
Woll, has, it was rumored, fallen into the haunds of
the Constitutionalist forces under Generals Ortega
and Ogazon. There was no official announcement
of the fact, though it was generally believed at the
capital, the day the diligence left, the 17th instant,
that the city had tallen on the 11th instant. As it
was known, however, that the besieged were suffer-
ing for lack of provisions, and that their defensive
positions were reduced, it is highly probable that
the Constitutionalists have by this time carried the
city by assault, and that the besieged have capitu-
lated.

It is officially announced that General Degollado
is deprived of bis command for his seizure of the
late conducta, and that the treasure is to be re-
turned to its owners. The same officer has been
detected negotiating with the Miramon Govern-
ment for a peaceable settlement of the civil conten-
tions, on the basis of an abandonment (by the Con-
stitutionalists) of the Constitution of 1857. He
was ordered to Vera Cruz, to be tried by cour t-mar-
tial.

There i< nothing new from the capital. Marquez

and until definitely settled between them, that
British subjects have equal rights with American
citizens on the island, accompanied by a copy of
General Scott’s assurance to Governor Douglas of
his intention to instruct our commanding officers
on the island to allow no person claiming to be
functionary of Washington Territory to interfere
with any British subject residing or happening to
be on the same island whilst it shall remain in dis-
pute between our respective governments. In op-
position to these instructions, General Harney
removed Captain Hunt and substituted Captain
Pickett in his place, issuing at the same time to
Captain Pickett the following order: )

Third—Under the organic act of the Congress of
the United States for the establishment of the ter-
ritorial government of Washington,the first Legis-
lative Assembly of 1854 passed an actincluding the
island of SanJuan asa part of Whatcom county.
This act was duly submitted to Congress, and has
not been disapproved. It is, therefore the law of
the land. You will be obliged consequently to ac-
knowledge and respect the civil jurisdiction of
Washington territory in the discharge of your du-
ties in San Juan,and the General commanding is
satisfied that any attempt of the British command-
er toignore this right ot territory will be followed
by disagreeable results out of his power to con-
trol.

The Secretary of War disapproves this order of
General Harney, in violation of the order of Gen.
Scott, and of the agreement between the two goy-
ernments respecting the island of San Juan, which
might have been attended by disastrous consequen-
ces. At the same time, whilst expressing his di
approbation, he has no doubt of the good inten-
tions of General Harney in the premises; and from
his known high character and distinguished servi-
ces he is not disposed to be severe in his condemna-
tion.
