known that those soluble or manipulated fetlilizers, suchas made by Fowle, Reese, and the Petersburg Company,
into which itenters as material,en joy a reputation and exert
an efficiency which no competing conipoutd l as been able
to accomplish without it. Thus it is that the real excellenceand highrepute of our Guano have provoked the jealousy
of the proprietor of the Nava9*, who seeks to divert atten-
