The Stock market has been an object of more than
usual interest to-day, everybody being apparently de-
sirious to ascertain the effect of the Presidential election
upon it. Those alarmists however who have been pre-
dicting a fearful panic to follow the announcement of
the election of Mr. Lincoln (for which result probably
nine out of every ten intelligent persons were prepared
in advance) have been disappointed, no evidence ofa
panic being apparent either in our own, or the New
York market. The market here was however weak, and

in Northern Central Railway shares and bonds there was
a considerable decline, bit the decline was occasioned
mainly by local causes. Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
shares and bonds on the contrary were very firm. No
thing was done in the bonds, but of the shares there
were 425 sold at SGO cash, and $69@69# for the opening'
and it closed firm at $69 bid regular way, and S7O bid
buyer GO days. Of Northern Central Railway there were
800 shares sold at from sl6 at which fignte it opened,
down to sls*, the latter figure being a decline of s2#
on the closing price ofyesterday. Most of the Northern
Central Rail way sold within the past few days has been
hypothecated stock, which was forced on to the market
by parties who have loaned money upon it. The bonds
of this road declined to-day 1 per cent. Sales were made
of $17,000 lSßs's at 61, $3,000 do. at GO#, $17,000 do. at
60, and they closed at 69# bid, 60 asked. The only sale
of Railroad bonds other than the above was one of SI.OOO
Northwestern Virginia endorsed third mortgage at 7G.

The agent was dissatisfied that the troops
were withdrawn, for fear of nn attack from tbo
Sioux, and it is understood that lie has applied to
Washington for a company of infantry to protect
him, and it is known here that the Sioux are also
on their winter hunt, as both tribes are hunting on
the Republican fork.

It is hoped that they will meet there and settle
their difference to the satisfaction of themselves
and tbe frontier settlements by using each other
up. Tbe people of this frontier are greatly dissat-
isfied that the Government should protect the Paw-
nees against the Sioux, when it is notorious it gives
license to the former to commit depredations on
the latter.

-7 he Pell Men Jubilant. ?The excitement which ex-isted on the night of the election had lost none of
its force yesterday. Towards midnight on Tuesday
night, straggling returns and rumors were received
from a number of the counties, which indicated
large gains for Mr. Bell, whereupon his adherents
claimed the State by several thousand majority.
Some ot the drinking houses which had been closed
during the day were opened to the knowing ones
after twelve o'clock, and the thirsty patriots grew
more enthusiastic as they were more and more
spiritualized, and in the different sections of the
city an occasional hurrah could he heard for the
different candidates throughout the entire night.
With the dawn of day that class ot politicians who
have the greatest interest in society, because they
have nothing at all to do, were abroad, running toand fro, wherever there was a slight proba-
bility of getting a morsel of news, and
as they heard it, gravely expressed their views
as to its correctness, and gave opinions of the lackBunsby character as to the result in the State.?The few ardentindividuals who had kept the stars
company, retired to rest with the rising of the
sun, and their places were filled with others of the
same stamp, who broke the monotony of the streetsby a hurrah for their favorite.

About eight o'clock the crowds commencedgathering around the newspaper offices, reading
the morning papers, and anxiously enquiring for
news. The telegraph office previous to that hour
had a numerous crowd around it, who were sorely
tried at the lateness of the hour (about seven
o'clock) at which the two lines were put to work.The wires, however, were, at that verv time, si-lently carrying the news to all parts of the coun-
try, but the sovereigns were not'aware of it. Ac-
cessions were received to the crowds around the
newspaper offices every minute, and they soon be-
came so large that the footways and even a por-
tion of the street were thronged to such an extentthat it was almost impossible for either "man orbeast" to pass along.

About nine o'clock scraps of news from thecounties commenced coining in, and the excite-
ment increased with each addition. AH interest
in the national contest had abated. i\o personspoke of the President elect except to say that "heknew it would he so." There was something, how-ever, which they did not know, and that was how*the .State of Maryland had gone. This question
absorbed the main one entirely, and the slightest
information IVoni the counties was greedily
seized upon. There were not so many Breckin-ridge men present as thronged the same loealitvat eight o'clock the night previous, and those whowere on the ground were very quiet, and but littledisposed to exercise their lungs. The Bell men
however, were in ashouting humor, and scarcely
five minutes elapsed without a hurrah. For thisclass the space in front of the American m\A Clip-
per offices was the dunghill on which they could
crow, and the morsels of intelligence were dealtout spariogly, for the purpose of keeping up the en-
thusiasm, and particularly the hurrahs. AH the fore-
noon the crowds continued, and when the dinner
hour ar 'yed but few thought of it. The returns
from tb Hinties Were not only very meagre, but
very cr> .adictory, and the results footed ifp wereas different as they were numerous.

During the latter part of the afternoon severalslight difficulties occurred, and a blow or two was
struck without injury to any one. These little
episodes were promptly stopped by the police, by
the removal of the active participants.

The arrival of the Eastern Shore steamboats was

large numbers of persons bad gathered on thewharves. W hen the boats got up there was a. rush

Dark found the pavements thronged
with the same patient crowd, which was
creasing in numbers and noise. Those who pro-
fessed to know how things stood exactly, made oili-
cial announcement that the State h. ' gone for
Bell. Carrier pigeons had no doubt br thenews from those counties which the .graph,
railroad and steamboats do not visit, and if was ex
elusive to no one knew who, hut somehow reached
some one. Ever and anon, however, some county
district, which had been received as correct, would
come in official, and then the wise ones found that
their calculations were slightly upset, ana they ac-
cordingly were compelled again to go to figuring.
After night, the Democrats, who had given theState up during the (lay, had thoir hopes enlivenedand prospects brightened, by the arrival of reliable
returns which, in almost all instances, were muchmore favorable to them than the reports. Penciland paper were put to work, and those emblems of

Captain Buckman's party of volunteers took sev-
enty horses and one scalp.

The Indians are sorely pressed on all sides, and
if they are ever to be chastised, now or never is
the time.

The Utahs had proved treacherous; after receiv
ing a large number of horses they put out with
them, declining to have any more to do with the
campaign. By their treachery the Indians recov-
ered 3,000 of the sheep that were taken from them.

NEW ANECDOTE OF BENEDICT ARNOLD.?The His-
torical Magazine has some interesting extracts
from the private journal kept by Mr. Nathaniel
Cutting, of Massachusetts, during his residence
abroad in the service of the United States. This
journal has recently fallen into the hands of Wil-
liam G. Brooks, Esq., of Boston, who prepared the
article aboved named. In 171)3, Mr. Cutting was
appointed by President Washington to proceed to
Uisbon with secret despatches to Colon 1 David
Humphreys, the American Minister, and to act as
Secretary to the Mission to Portugal. While Mr.
Cutting was serving in this capacity, he was an in-
timate acquaintance of Mr. Mattra, the British
Consul at Tangier. This English officer related to
Mr. Cutting the following story of Gen. Benedict
Arnold, "that despicable traitor to the cause of
American freedom." It reveals his odious charac-
ter in a new aspect of treason against his native
land. The statement stands thus recorded in Cut-
ting's journal :

"Several years since, as early as 1785, when Mr.
Mattra was in England, he became slightly ac-
quainted with Arnold, who, knowing bis situation
in Morocco, solicited an opportunity of proposing
to him a scheme of business that could not fail of
being lucrative. Mr. M. at length gave Arnold
the hearing. The plan he proposed was that Mr.
M. should, by his interest at the Court of Morocco,
procure commisions for sundry corsairs, which he
(Arnold) would came and lit out from Tangier.?
'But,' observed Mr. M., 'who would you cruise
against? The Emperor of Morocco has no mari-
time enemy; nor does he wish to provoke a rupture
with any of the European powers.' Arnold re-
plied, 'But the Americens have yet no treaty with
Morocco; I would capture their vessels; I know
very well the track where to find them; by such an
expedition we would soon acquire ample fortunes.'

' Arnold pressed the matter very seriously for
some time, but finding that Mr. M. rejected the ne-
farious scheme, and steadily refused to exert the
smallest influence toward obtaining the commis-
sions in questions, the arch renegade solicited thatho would assist himin procuring Algerine commis-
sions. Mr. M. heartily disgusted with such villai-
ny, assured Arnold that he had no interest and
scarcely any acquaintance at or near Algiers, and
therefore explicitlyexcused himself from participa
tingin such a diabolical pursuit. It was not only
once, said Mr. M., but perhaps a dozen times, that
Arnold seriously addressed him to the foregoing
purport."? Boston Transcript.
