5. Now, upon what basis is it that this extraordinary
high value of Pork is predicated? is a most interesting in-
quiry just at this time, when thirty million dollars are
about veing invested in this article. If we understand
the prevailing sentiment, this basis is composed of
the following expectations: A largely increased de
mand from England for Bacon; an increased demand from
the Southern States, because of the failure of the corn
crop and the consequentimpossibility of feeding hogs or
cattle there; and last, but not least, a falling off in the
supply in those States which usually furnish the surplus
of the article. Now with regard to the fareign demand,
supposing itshould be fifty per cent. greater than that of
last year, it would be but equal to the product of 25,000
hogs; and then supposing the Southern demand should
increase ten per cent., this would be but equal to 35,000
hogs. Now, if there are stock hogs enough there is a
sufliciency of corn in Ohio and Indiana to fatten 20 per
cent. more hogs than were fattened in these States last
year, and thirty per cent. more in JTowa and Illinois,
which would make a total increase in those four States
of, say, in round numbers, 472,000 head. But in Ken-
tucky, Tennessee and Missouri, there will be a decrease
of, say, 120.000 head, to which add the above estimated
increase in foreign and Southern demand, which will
make 180,000 head, and this being deducted from the
above estimated increase, would leave a net increase of
292,000; that is, in case the scarcity of stock hogs does
not prevent it; so, then, the probability of sustaining
those high prices turns simply upon the question of a
searcity of stock hogs in the four States named.

New York, Nov. 9.—The steamer Quaker City
from Havana on the5th inst., has arrived. She
brings the crew of the ship China, from New Or-
leans for Liverpool, which was totally destroyed
by fire off Cape Carnaval, Florida. The crew
were taken off by the bark Ocean Bride and trans-
ferred to the steamer Quaker City. The ship had
a cargo of 2,200 bales of cotton, and was owned at
Portland.

The crew of the American bark Champion had
mutinied at Havana. The Capt. shot one of the
mutineers before order was restored. The evi-
dence exonerates the captain. The mutineers
had been sent to Key West for trial.

Tue New Uvitep States Couvrt HousE.—One of
the members of the firm of N. Osborn & Co., the
contractors for the building of the new United
States Court House, is now in the city, actively en-
gaged in furthering the erection of that edifice. A
temporary frame building has been erected on the
west side of North street, running from Fayette
street to the end of the United States property, to
be used for the preparation of the stone. This ar-
rangement will much facilitate the workmen, and
also prevent the street at that point from being en-
cumbered with stone and other material. On Mon-
day next the stone-cutters, from fifteen to twenty
in number, will commence work, and continue
throughout the winter. In a few dafa laborers
will be placed at work excawating the cellar, which
will be eight feet deep, and run under the entire
building, and under ordinarily fair weather the ex-
cavation will be completed by the beginning of the
year. The machinery necessary for hoisting and
conveving stone to the different parts of the build-
ing will be erected during the winter, and it is con-
fidently expected that at an early day in the spring
the work of laying the foundation will commence.
Twenty stone-cutters only will be employed during
the winter, but as soon as the erection is begun the
number will be increased to between one and two
hundred.

RaiLroap AccipeNt —Y esterday afternoon, asthe
passenger train on the Philadelphia, Wilmington
and Baltimore Railroad was passing near Canton,
an accident occurred, by which a horse was killed
and a boy named Marshall sericusly wounded. The
horse was attached to a cart, which young Mar-
shall was driving, and, as the car approached, the
animal commenced rearing, and, at the same time,
left the street for the track. When the locomotive
was within a few feet of bim, the horse reared and
fell directly across the track. The locomotive
passed on, cutting off all four of his legs. The
bumper of the car struck the cart, and the boy was
knocked off the seat to the ground. His head
struck a large stone, and a very severe wound was
inflicted. He was picked up in an unconscious
condition, and taken to his home, No. 169 Gough
street, where Drs, Evans and Dwinelle dressed the
wound. The horse was killed.

FIRE AT THE ASTOR HOUSE—LOSS OF LIFE.

This morning, about eight o’clock, a fire bro
out in the drying-room attached to the laundry of
the Astor House. The dryness of the material
around the fire enabled the devouring element to
make rapid headway, and before the arrival of the
firemen, it had extended its ravages on all sides,
and had worked its way for some distance between
the ceiling of the first and flooring of the second
stories of the wing on Vesey street, and aloag under
the rooms looking out into the square in the centre
of the several wings. The rooms directly over the
laundry were considerably damaged by the fire, and
from the progress made at its commencement, it
was thought that an extensive conflagration would
ensue, and that the entire building would be de-
stroyed. Had the fire occurred during the night,
there can be but little doubt that such a calamity
woulu have resulted. The firemen worked with
their usual commendable energy and perseverance,
and the fire was soon placed under control.

The boarders in the house were, of course, con-
siderably excited for a time, especially those in
the vicinity of the locality where the fire had its
commerncement. But the nature of the alarm and
the damage were soon understood, and calmness
and order restore: All the pguests on the Vesey
street side, who desired it,had their baggage re-
moved, but in half an hour after the first alarm
the assurance was given that the rooms on that
side of the building were in no danger. The rooms
directly over the laundry are used as a kitchen, and
the culinary arrangements of the hotel were thrown
into the greatest confusion. But, notwithstanding
the derangements in the cuisine, and the prevailing
excitement all around, the gunests of the Astor were
furnished with an excellent breakfast, albeit rather
late, in the dining room on the Barclay street side.

We regret to record the fact that the fire was at-
tended with the loss of life. Thomas Brady, an at-
tache of the house, was sleeping in a room near the
laundry when the fire broke out. He was aroused
and made aware of his dinger, and seemed inclined

went back to bed, and was so badly burned that he
died in about an hour after his removal from the
room. No other accidents to persons or individual
property came to the knowledge of our reporter.

The damage to the building is about $6,000.—
There has never been an insurance upor the house,
and the loss is therefore sustained by W. B. Astor,
Esq. The turniture, which belongs to Messrs. Stet-
son & Co., was injured to the extent of some $4,000.
This loss is covered by an insurance of $80,000,

The origin of the fire is amystery, for no fire
was used in the drying room. Hot water or steam
pipes werée used, and some of the firemen thought
the wood-work in some spot became charred from
the heat of the pipes, and this caused the fire. This
theory seems singular, but we believe such a cir-
cumstance has been known. From hot-air pipes
fires are quite common, buthot water or steam
pipes are generally considered safe.

The regular business of the hotel willnot be in-
terrupted by the casualty, but will go on as usual,
and the house will be repaired with all possibie de-
spatch.

SECESSION MOVEMENTS IN GEORGIA—EXCITEMENT

AGAINST A NORTHERN RESIDENT.

Augusra, Ga., Nov. 9.—The telegraphic live is
down from this point, south of Augusta. There is
nothing of consequence from Milledgerville.

Meetings are being held all over Georgia for
forming Minute Men corps. A meeting has been
called here for to-morrow night, to be maraged by
the most talented and conservative of our citizens.
It is expected that decided measures looking to the
secession of Georgia will be adopted.

A highly exciting scene occurred here this after-
roon. A Northern man named Thayer, a Homweo-
pathic Doctor, and a former resident, recently re-
turned here, and it is charged, was heard to utter
abolition sentiments. On Thursday night he was
ordered to leave the city, but refusing, was waited
on by a crowd this atternoon. Very soon the
crowd increased to several hundred persons, who
were addressed by several citizens, some urging
summary treatment and others a milder course.

Whilst the crowd was thus engaged, listening to
the speakers, Thayer was conveyed off from the
rear of the hotel, and escaped punishment. Citi
zens aid his safety in consequence of the entreaties
of his wife and children. It is presumed that he is
now safely off.

The feeling of hostility to the Yankees is gradu-
ally widening and deepening among all parties.

A military convention of the State is to be held
at Milledgeville on Tuesday next.

Governor Brown’s special message to the Legis-
lature has been approved. During its reading, the
sentiments and propositions of the Governor met
with unanimous applause.

Delegations of Georgians visiting South Car-
olina, and Carolinians ave visiting Georgia. Sedate
and conservative Georgians have mounted the se-
cession cockades, and from various indications the
South is evidently in earnest.

Tue LoNgesr VEs iNTHE WorLp.—We have
just received an official report of the performance
of a river steam vessel, or articulated train of bar-
ges, belonging to the Oriental Inland Steam Com-
pany, and intended to navigate the shallow rivers
| of the East, which possesses peculiar scientific in-
| terest from the fact of this composite vessel being
the longest vessel ever yet constructed, being near-
ly half as long again as the Great Eastern. It ap-
pears that on trial this great vessel or train was
found to be easily manageable, and attained a satis-
factory rate of speed; and its success solves the
important problem of how to carry a very large
cargo on a very small draught of water, against a
rapid stream. The train consists of a steamer and
five barges, of the collective length of 900 feet.—
But these barges, instead of being towed asunder
like common barges, are joined to one another by
circular joints, like a hinge, so that they constitute
one long, flexible vessel, with only one bow and one
stern. The purpose of this arrangement is to ob-
tain the necessary displacement with small resist-
ance, and without the risk of damage, should the
vessel get aground,and all these conditions are effec-
tually fu filled by the arrangements adopted. The
train is 30 feet broad, and about 7 feet deep. Ata
draught of water of 3 feet, it will carry about
3,000 tons of cargo. Such a vessel is greatly
needed at the present moment to carry up railway
materials in India, and to bring down cotton, flax,
and other articles of agricultural produce.—Engi-
neer.
