From all we can
learn such a thing has never been contemplated by the
banks, who were never in a stronger position than they
are at present. We have heard within the last day or
two of some large amounts of specie having been brought
here, inconsequence of parties not being able to sell bills
on New York at par.

The reports from the South are on the whole more sat

isfactory to day. Sight exchange on New York is quoted
at %(a)% discount at New Orleans, and the hanks are
buying sterling hi.ls at 105^(a : If they had never
stopped buying they and their customers would have been
better off to-day. From Savannah, merchants write that
the pending political agitations willnot be suffered to in-
terfere withbusiness, as though confidence was a thing
that cculd be created or revived at will. At Charleston
business is suspended, but despatches state positively that
the Legislature has not passed the bill authorizing the
hanks to suspend specie payments, and that they willnot
suspend. From Mobile the letters are generally more
cheerful, and strong hopes are expressed that when the
South has had time for rtflection the disunion sentiment
will prove less powerful. From all sides, however,
the report is that slaves and cotton lands are declin-
ing in value. Southern men must not delude them-
selves into the belief that this disturbance can be got
over in a few days or weeks, or that a Convention, or any
number of Conventions, willcalm the troubled waters.?
The source of the trouble lies deeper than politicians
imagine. The election of Lincoln brought matters to a
head: but the elements of disturbance were in full opera-
tion before Lincoln was nominated, and they must work
out their appointed results, however the slavery and anti-
slavery parlies fettle their controversy. The Southern
States are going to have their revu'9ion, just as the
Western Stages had theirs in 1857. Cotton land and ne-
groes have been too high; there has been too much trading
on credit: too much buying of land and of negroes on
credit; too much expnmion of credit in every way at the
South; and now the bubble has been pricked, and the cot
lapse must conic. It is hastened, and the distress is ag-
gravated by the menaces of the politicians; but the
catastrophe must have occurred sooner or later in any

event, and all parties who have dealings with the South
should prepare themselves accordingly. The North and
West must suffer in proportion to the extent of their
dealings with the South.

The Tribune says:
The improvement exhibited in the stock market yester-

day continued to-day, and a much more hopeful feeling
existed among stock operators, which also extended to

the Money market The first session of the Board was
very excited, brokers contending as eagerly for purcha-
ses, as they did A few days ago for sales. The sitting was
not over until o'clock. The commission-houses had
an increased amount of orders, many of which were on
time, and could, inmost cases, not be txecuted. The
difference between cash and buyers 30 and GO days on the
leading fancies was 1 and 1)$ per cent, showing that
buyers have more faith than funds. The low points
touched yesterday also attracted the attention of
capitalists, and we hear in all quarters of
orders to buy for cash. These purchases went
far toward giving a firm tone to the market,
and to continue the upward movement, bringing in the
street operators and shorts as buyers. The bears operated
cautiously, few of them having much confidence in a fur-
ther fall, although they look for serious fluctuations, even
when the market assumes a permanently foiward move-
ment. Toward the close of the session some descriptions,
especially Western shares, were not firm, the reports of
November traffic being less satisfactory than those we
have been receiving during the past two or three months.
Between the Boards the market was irregular, and the
Second Board, which opened rather weak, became firm at
the close.

There was a much more cheerful feeling in the money
market to-day. The difference is very marked from yes-
terday, although rates for paper are still very irregular.
The high rates of interest quoted inthe journals tempted
some capitalists from their retreats, and whereas paper
could not be sold at all yesterday, to-day there is a mod-
erate currency for "gilt-edged" strictly at 8(5)10 per cent.
Very good names, however, are still selling at 12 per
cent , and some jobbing paper, especially if connected
withthe South, goes at 18(5 24 per cent. The banks are
rather disposed to contract, which throws more paper
upon the street.

I'almerston's son), to know my wishes as to the site
ot the monument, or statue, to be erected in Lon-
don, in commemoration, and for which Parliament,
at the close of last session, voted £2,ooo?the larg-
est sum ever voted on such occasion. Itwill proba-
bly be in Trafalgar square, under tbe shadow of the
great Nelson column."

THE CANADA AT BOSTON.

ADDITIONAL FOREIGN NEWS.

THE CAPTURE OP THECHINESE FI'RTS
IIYTHE AUI.IES.

BOSTON, NOT. 15.?Tbe steamer Canada, from
Liverpool via Halifax, arrived here this after-
noon.

Her advices were mainly telegraphed, as will bo

remembered, on the 13tb, but her files embrace
some additional particulars regarding affairs in
China.

Tbe dates from Hang Kong are to September 12th.
It was reported that Lord Elgin and Baron Oros,
the English and French Ministers, had gone to Pe-
kin as guests of the Emperor, under a small escort
of cavalry.

The conquest of the Chinese forts is described
as a dashing affair. The allies had a march of
twelve miles, and found the road strongly fortifi-
ed, indicating unwonted skill. The English cap
tured the first fort, and the possession of this
brought the allies within half a mile of the great
North Fort, the key to the whole position of the
enemy.

The attack on this fort was made on tbe morning
of the 21st, four English and four French gunboats
meanwhile drawing off' the attention of the forts
lower down. When the batteries were'opened,
the execution of the Armstrong guns proved tre-
mendous, the shells bursting wilhin the walls of
(he forts, producing an awful explosion which shook
the ground. Amid the ruins, the Tartars stood to
their guns, and as the field pieces of the allies ad-
vanced the riflemen got under the walls. The fire
from the forts was still hot, however, and
many were struck by rude missiles, and here
much loss wa3 sustained by the allies. The
resistance of the Tartars was at last over-
come, and they surrendered to the allies. The
other forts soon followed, not, however, without
some chicanery on the part of the Viceroy. The
loss sustained by the allies was severe?twenty-two
officers were wounded and two dangerously. The
44th British regiment had ten men killed and fifty
wounded. The C7th had six killed and forty dan-
gerously wounded. The total British loss is :
Killed and wounded, 161.

The Emperor Napoleon,through his private Secre-
tary, accepts the proposal of an excursion of the
English volunteers to Paris, and says they will be
welcome.

Virginia? IThe Result in Virginia Still Uncer-
tain.

ALEXANDRIA, NOV. 15.?The Gazette has returns
from 147 counties which give Hell 472 majority.?
The remaining counties gave Letcher 178 majority.
This would seem to indicate that the State has
gone for Mr. Hell.

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE MARYLAND BAPTIST

While he was there an address
was published, charging him with complicity in the
treasonable designs of Brown. One of his first acts
on the recovery of his health, was to 'bring action
for slander against the newspapers and individuals
concerned in printing the charge, laying his dam-
ages at 550,000. In consequence of the following
letter, which we find in the Syracuse Journal, the
said suits have been withdrawn, the defendants pay-
ingcosts and counsel fees :

NEW YORK, October 25, 1860.
GERRIT SMITH, ESQ. : ? Dear Sir?About a year

ago there was published over the names of thirty-
one gentlemen, forming the Executive Committee
of the New York Democratic Vigilant Association,
an address which connected your name with a "Cen-
tral Association" for violent purposes, and with
the invasion which had occurred a few days be-
fore at Harper's Ferry, in Virginia. We are now
convinced that there was no ground for such con-
nection, and therefore take this oppor:unity to make
the correction and to express our regret for the er-
ror and for the wrong done to you. It seems proper
that we should also say that the address in question
was chiefly compiled from articles in the newspa-
pers, and that before its publication we were as-
sured that its statements were correct.

HOMICIDE IN KENTUCKY.? IThe Louisville Journal
of Monday says:?Wo have already announced the
sad fate of T. Hine Slaughter, who was shot at

Bardstown on Saturday last by Daniel Talbot, Jr.,
the son of the Mr. Talbot who was killed bv
Slaughter about one year ago. We have seen a
letter from a resnonsible source at Bardstown,
which details the circumstances connected with the
dreadful occurrence. Slaughter was walking up
the street before the affair occurred, and stepped
into Mr. Smith's store to avoid a meeting with Pen
Talbot, who is a brother of the young man whodid
the shooting. When Slaughter entered the store
he was confronted by Daniel Talbot, Jr. Not a
word passed between them. Young Talbot drew a
pistol and fired upon Slaughter, the ball taking ef-
fect in Slaughter's left eye and killing him instant-ly. The young man carefully put up his weapon,
stooped over and looked upon the dying form of
his victim, and, passing out of the store, walked
home with as little concern a3 if nothing of a
serious nature had occurred. Talbot was arrestedsubsequently, and is in jail awaiting an examina-
tion.

A MIDDLE REPUBLIC. ?The Memphis (Tenn) En-
quirer says that if "secession is to be a 'free thing'
a place may be found for three Republics with as
much propriety as for two. If the North divides
from us on the boundary of the Potomac and Ohio
rivers, and the South on the southern boundary of
North Carolina, Tennessee, and Arkansas, our cen-
tral and third republic might contain the interven-
ing States of Virginia, North Carolina, Kentucky,
Tennessee, and Arkansas, thnß being very respect-
able in point of territory and certainly in popula-
tion and wealth. We in the centre might dill'er
with both sides on the tariffand some other points,
sufficiently at least to make a show of an 'irrepres-
sible/ and thereupon declare that we could not
live and flourish together. Moreover, we have a
splendid list of talented gentlemen within our bor-
ders who might be induced to serve us in the way
of President, Central United Senators, Cabinet offi-
cers, Ac., and the dignity of our nationality would
not, under this arrangement, have to be lrittered
away among so many incumbents, and it would
therefore be more distinctive and gratifying."

MEETING OF THE BALTIMORE PRE BY-

TE RY? THIRD DAY.
This bod}* met yesterday morning at 9 o'clock,

and was opened with prayer by Eider Creesy.
Minutes of the previous day read. The examina-

tion of the Rev. Mr. Beecher, from the Presbytery
of Albany, New *ork, who has a call from Church
Hill congregation, resumed by Rev. Mr. McMullen.

After examination on Theology, Mr. Beecher
wished examination on Church History post-
poned for a short time, stating that he
had not for the past six months reviewed
the subject, and would like to be indulged
for a brief period of time before being question-
ed on that point. On other subjects he was ready.

Rev. Mr. McMullen suggested that the vote be
taken on examination on Theology, and that
examination on other subjects be postponed.

Mr. Lefevre thought it best to take no vote on
examination, but let the whole matter lay over un-
til the next meeting of the Presbytery.

Mr. Yeescber, addressing the body, said that if
the subject was postponed nntil the next meeting,
he would be prepared to answer all questions in tbe
examination.

After an expression of opinion by the Elders
on tbe subject, Mr. McMullen offered the following
resolution, which was adopted:

'?That in view of this examination, the Presby-
tery recommend that it shall take place at any
time that Brother Veescber may ask, and at the
same time the Presbytery kindly exhort him to use
greater diligence."

On motion of Brother Lefevre, Rev. Dr. Dixon
and Mr. Coulson were appointed a committee to
inform Mr. Veescherof action of Presbytery.

Mr. J. Harman Brown moved that the Fifth
Church he dissolved, and that the members of tbe
same be requested to join the Central, or any other
church which thev may prefer.

Rev. Dr. Smith stated that he had had a conversa-
tion with Judge Giles on the subject, and that gen-
tleman had recommended that this matter should
lay over for one year.

Rev. Mr. Purviance then made a motion in ac-
cordance with the recommendation of Judge Giles,
which was seconded by Mr. Lefevre and carried.

Rev. Mr. McMullen called up tbe subject of the
Church debt at Belair. He stated that the Pres-
bytery had ordered the Treasurer to pay S4OO for
the parsonage at Belair, and on faith of this order,
a member had kindly advanced the sum, which is
now greatly needed. He hoped some action would
be taken on tho subject.

Mr. Lefevre stated that he could not see that the
Presbytery had anything to do with the matter.
It was a subject which concerned the Treasurer and
the Church at Belair.

Mr. McMullen, upon this, withdrew his sugges-
tion.

Mr. Cole, of the Third Church, stated that the
condition of the Church warranted its sale, and
suggested that it be sold, and another church be
built in the northwestern part of the city, where it
would obtain such a congregation as to bo self-
supporting.

Mr. Brown moved that this subject bo referred
to a committee, consisting of Dr. Dickson, Dr.
Backus, and Mr. Cole. Adopted.

Rev. Mr. McMullen moved that the congregation
at Harmony, Harford co., be empowered to supply
their pulpit until tho next meeting of the Presby-
tery. Adopted.

A similar motion was made and adopted, relative
to the Second church.

Rev. Dr. Smith asked for a certificate of removal
to Transylvania Presbytery. Granted.

Captain Trippe moved that a committee he ap-
pointed to express the feelings of this Presbytery
to Dr. Smith for his valuable services in the minis-
try, and that a copy of the report be sent to tho
Transylvania Presbytery. Adopted.

Dr. Backus and Dr. Dickson were appointed the
committee.

The body then adjourned.

MEETING OF THE DOUGLAS DEMOCRATIC
STATE CENTRAL COMMITTEE?ANADDRESS
PRESENTED FOR PUBLICATION DISA-
GREEMENT OF THEBODY, ANDREFERENCE
OF THE ADDRESSTO A COMMITTEE OF FIVE
?PROPOSED CALL FOR A STATE CON-
VENTION.
Yesterday, the Douglas Democratic State Central Com-

mittee met at Darnum's Hotel. There was a very full at

tendance of the Committee, besides a number of the most
prominent members of the Douglas party throughout the
State. The meeting was called in accordance wiiha reso-
lution which was adopted by the Committee at its last
meeting, immediately preceding the Presidential eiec.

The resolution requested the members of the Committee
to come prepared to give their views on such matters as
might he proper to embody in an address to the Democ
racy of the State, respecting the Douglas Democracy and
their future intentions. The members of the Committee
representing Baltimore city were particularly enjoined to
prepare an address to be presented to this meeting for its
action.

At 12 o'clock M., Col. Edward Shriver. of Frederick,
called the Committee to order. Ceneral Hammond call-
ed upon the Baltimore delegates for the address.

Chas. F. Mayer, as Chairman ofthe Committee,said that
they had prepared an address which embodied the views
of those who believed in the righteousness and ultimate
success of the cause?in reference to the Union?in ref-
erence to the pretexts of those who sought to make a
treasonable assault upon the Union, and in reference to
the triumph of the Democracy in the late contest, had it
not been for the ambition ofmen who sought the destruc-
tion of the Democratic party; each and all were carefully
considered. The Committee have approached the subject
with a due appreciation ol the responsibilities which rest-
ed upon them, and have labored with an earnest desire to
meet the emergencies of the times. Mr. May was in pos-
session of the address.

Hon. Henry May then rose and said that it was con-
ceded on all hands that an address giving the reasons for
the faith and trust of the Democracy in their future sue
cess should be published. The Baltimore Committee had
performed the duty which was incumbent upon it, and
presented their views with honesty and truth. In
the Committee there were several points upon which
there was a division of opinion, which, however,
had been happily reconciled. He then proceeded
to read the address, of which the following is a
synopsis:?The Presidential election is passed and
all deplore its results. A President has been elected
by a particular section of the country?an event which
had never before taken place in the history ofourcountry.

This deplorable result has been brought about by the
divisions inthe ranks of the Democracy. Had the Demo-
cratic party been a unit, to-day Judge Douglas, or some
other equally as pure a patriot and statesman, would
have been the choice of the people of the United States
for President.

The men who seceded at Charleston, and from the
Front Stteet Theatre, are alone reeponsible for the pres-
ent imminent and perilous condition of things. By their
action they have destroyed the Democratic party, and
forced the country to the very verge of ruin. It is our
djity as patriots to denounce these bad men and their vile
schemes of ambition. Hereafter let these men be discard-
ed as leaders and foremost men in the party. Let the
people determine that the intrigues of a Cabinet, and the
wretched concoctings of a Senate caucus, shall not in the
future deceive them.

Abraham Lincoln has been elected President of the Uni-
ted States strictly within the provision of the Constitu-
tion providing for such elections. It is ourduty asgood
citizens to support him. It is the office and not the man
which demands our snpport, and should receive it.?
When he goes too far and violates any of the provisions
of the Constitution, it willbe equally our duty to resist
him to the last. Therefore we should watch with a pa-
triotic suspicion his several acts. TlrfTbtngers which now
surround and threaten the Union are of such a charac-
ter as to excite the liveliest fears for its stability. Fanat-
icism North and South is ruling the hour. The fires
of Northern aggression must be trodden out, and at the
same time the demon secession of the South must be put
down; the provisions of the Constitution inboth sections
must be carried ont. To do this public opinion must

back executive authority.
In this country it is impossible to carry out any law,

when the popular feeling is adverse to it. It is also folly
to rely on Executive authority when such authority is
cerrupt or weak. As an illustration of this fact the report
points to the failure incarrying out the fugitive slave law
in some of the States, and charges that it is owing to the
weakness and corruption of the Administration, as welt
as the adverse opinions of the communities in the North.
The report next refers to the causes which have created
the excitement in the South. In the North the press, the
pulpits, the State governments, are continually heap-
ing abuse upon the South. They have elevated to the
Senate of the United States a person who disgraced his
position (Sumner) by his vile, false and unprovoked as-
saults upon the South. And recently one of the States
(Massachusetts) has selected as her chief magistrate a
man who gained his position by sympathizing with the
outlaw, John Brown.

The South has done nothing to deserve this abuse.
They have their institution of slavery, and keep it to
themselves The North feels none of the effects of it, ex-
cept to reap the benefits of its productions. And yet there
is a ceaseless clamor against the institution?an incessant
hue and cry against those who uphold it. Should this
state of affairs continue, disunion must fallow as a legiti-
mate consequence. There is but one way of settiDg the
question at rest forever, and that is the adoption of the
principle of non-intervention. The principles as advocat-
ed by the Democracy (Douglas) during the late canvass,
are the only ones whicli can give peace and security to
the country. The principles arc the same, precisely, as
those involved inthe Compromise measures of 1850.

The patriots, Clay, Webster, Cass and Douglas were
willingto rest the peace of the country there, and why
should not patriotism throughout the land he willing to
leave the question to settle itself ? Leave it to soil, cli-
mate and necessities to regulate this vexed problem, and
quiet would be restored. This settlement would have
been agreed upon by the people of the country, had it not
beer, for the dissolution of the Democratic party. The re-
peal of the Missouri Compromise?a measure which had
been passed for patriotic purpn-es, but which has been
pronounced unconstitutional by the Supreme Court?was
necessary for the successful operation of the principles
of non intervention, and followed as a consequence of
the passage of the Compromise measures oCthe year ISM).
Northern sentiment was rapidly acquiescing to the prin-
ciple, when designing, intriguing, bad men, bent on a
dissolution of the States, by creating a revolution in the
Cotton States. These men have been working for these
results for years, and, to be successful withtheirschemes,
found it necessary to destroy the Democratic party, and

the secession from the Convention took place. During the
past canvass, the friends of Mr. Douglas have strictly* ad-
hered to this principle of non-intervention, and it is their
duty to stand steadfastly by it.

The address then proceeds to dissect the vote cast in

the late election, to show the relative strength hetween
Mr. Donglas and Mr. Breckinridge, and it is proven that
Mr. Douglas polled almost three to one for Mr. Breckin
ridge of the popular vote. From this fact it is argued
that Mr. Douglas was the choice cf the Democratic party,
and the principles of which he is the representative are
the true faith of the Democratic party, rite constitution-
al right of the people to regulate their own affairs is next
referred to, and it is contended that the people of a Terri
tory have alone the power to regulate their domestic af
fairs. The principle of non-intervention is advocated as
a policy, but the report recommends a faithful submission
to the decision of the Supreme Court, should that tribunal
decide contrary to the rights of the people of a Territory.

It then refers to the fallacy of secession and nullifica-
tion, and pronounces both as in direct conflict with the
Constitution of the United States, and powers which by-
no possibility could belong to any community. To sus-
tain this view of the question, quotations are made from
the writings of Mr. Madison, where that statesman denies
the right to do either. The right of revolution is con-
ceded, but it is a right which should only be exercised
when evils become insufferable. Should the South at-
tempt this now it would be the folly of madness. If a
Stite has the power to secede at pleasure,where is the ne-
cessity of Constitutions' And if South Carolina should
secede now,with what ground could she ask for confidence
in any Constitution which she might adopt? There could
he no stability in a government founded on such a the
ory.

If secession takes place now, could those engaged in it
call on the Supreme Ruler of the universe for the recti-
tude of their intentions. We, the people of Maryland,
protest against any such step. What do they suffer that

we do not? Are not our grievances greater than theirs?
Yet we desire not revolution, for the evils of revolution
are greater beyond all comparison than those we suffer
under now. The people of the South must not judge us
recreant. We willresist oppression where it is necessary,
and, as evidence of the truth of this, without boasting,
we point to Cowpens, Eutaw Springs, and other sacred
places.

The people of the North have been false to her obliga-
tions to the Union. They were nullified insome instan-
ces by the fugitive slave act, while at the same time men
can be found in the South willingto violate the law in
regard to the African slave trade. Obligations must be
fulfilled in both sections. Let the conservative men of
the North meet and and determine that this agitation of
the slavery question shall cease, and if attacks must
come from that quarter let it only be the frenzied fanat-
ics who indulge in them Let the conservative men
throughout the lanu agree to this, and peace willfollow.

What has Maryland to gain in adissolution? Nothing,
but everything to lose. Can any benefit result to Balti-
more from disunion? None. Is it plausible to suppose
that the South willbe willingto build an emporium in a
State so near the border? Would they be willingto locate
their commercial wealth in a vicinity which would make
it an easy and rich prise to an invader? Certainly not.
Her commercial emporium will be built in the South,
where the security or distance would be gained. Would
there be any probability of the flare wealth of the State

The South under a separate confederacy would be com
pel led to prohibit or place restrictions on emigration, for
come from what quarter it might, they would bring with
them principles inimicable to slavery It is madness for
the South to calculate on greater security outside than in-

side the Union. There is no safety for her in disunion. If
the threatenings which now surround us bring with them
the distraction which now exists in commercial, financial
and other relations, what a dire condition of tilings would
result from dissolution! But the "Union must and shall
heprtterved ." This is our aim, and we call on all patriot-
ic meh of every party, who seek the perpetuity of our in-
stitutions, and the continuance of the blessings which
are ours, to join with us in our efforts in the establish-
ment of principles which will set these questions to rest
forever.

Mr. May said that it was proper he should state that
the reference in the address to the m .nner in which Bal-
timore and Maryland would be affected in case of disso-
lution , was not made withthe impression or understand-
ing that the value of the Union would be counted in dol-
lars and cents. The Committee could entertain no such
idea. Another point which the Committee would call at-
tention to, was the language used towards Senator Sum-
ner and Gov. Andrew. Some of the Committee had
thought the language too strong, but it wa9 for the Cen-
tral Cammittee to determine.

Gen. Hammond, of Howard county, thought that time
had better be taken in the consideration of the address.
There was much in it which received his hearty and cor-
dial approval, but there were some parts to which he
could not give his approbation. He was in favor of leav-
ing out entirely the constitutionality of the question of
intervention in the Territories by Congress. It wa3 en-
ough for the Democracy to abide by the doctrine as a
question of policy, and say nothing about the decisions
of the Supreme Court. As a question of policy it was
strong enough. As to the question of secession, it could
not exist as a right. It was the right of revolution, and
nothing else. Thos£ who claimed any other right were
mistaken. This question should be put boldly to the
people ofMaryland, and let them decide whether the con-
dition of things was such that revolution would benefit
them, ne did not like that portion of the address which
referred to the dollar and cent losses in case of disunion.
He was in favor of calling a State Convention, and invit-
ing all men, of all parties who desired to participate,
to join in sending delegates to it.

Mr. May contended that it was necessary for the Dem-
ocracy of the State to announce that they would abide by
the decision of the Supreme Court on the question of
territorial power. Until that decision it was a question
of policy. He again reverted to the fallacy of the doc-
trine of secession, and quoted from Mr. Madison and theDeclaration of Independence, to prove the untenable po-
sition of those who advocated it. The platform of the se-
cession party was only intended to last until the 6th day
of November. It was a scheme gotten up by designing
and ambitious men to usurp the rights of the people at
the ballot box. The first object was to divide the Demo-
cratic party, with the hope that Mr. Douglas would have
strength enough to carry the State of New York or some
other States, and thereby throw the election into the House
of Representatives, and failing to secure an election there,
to take it to the Senate, and thus continue themselves in
power. It was the scheme of the Senate hacked by the
Fresident. Mr. May said that he had referred in the ad
dress to the effect dissolution would have on Baltimore for
the purpose ofreaching those men in the community who
could not be reached through their hearts and brains,but through their pockets. It was well to undeceive
them now.

Dr. Fitzpatrick said he was in favor of more considera-tion, and therefore moved that a committee of one from
each county be appointed, to whom the matter of an ad-
dress should be referred.

Jervis Spencer seconded the motion, holding tho same
opinions.

Mr. Maflit, of Cecil, moved as a substitute that a com-
mittee of five he appointed, to whom the address should
be referred, with directions to publish the same, as soon
as possible.

Mr. Devecmon, of Allegany, opposed the issuing of an
address.

Mr. May offered a resolution directing the Committee to
whom the address should be referred, to call a State Con-
vention of the friends of tho Union to meet in this city on
a day to be hereafter named.

The substitute of Mr. Maffitt and the resolution of Mr
May were adopted, and the Convention adjourned.

COLUMBIA, NOV. 15.?Last night there was a
grand torchlight procession here, embracing 600

Mr. Orr made a speech espousing secession, and
Mr. Keitt ancPothers followed in the utterance of
similar sentiments.

MILLEDGEVILLF, NOV. 15.?Leading men of all

The bill will now pro-
ceed in the -egular order, and the Senate willpass
the bill.

A bill was introduced suspending the collection
of debts till 1861.

A resolution was introduced giving power to the
Governor, in case of Federal coercion of the seced-
ing States, to employ the available militaryforces
ot the State of Georgia to resist coercion. This re-
solution will pass.

Senator Toombs made a powerful secession
speech last night, and Mr. Barton, of Savannah,
followed, urging the establishment of a Southern
Confederacy with sovereignty in the federal power,
and all State lines to be obliterated.

ALABAMATO HOLD A CONVENTION.
MOBILE, Ala., Nov. 15. ?The Governor of Alalia,

ma has decided to issue his proclamation calling a
State Convention, and urging the people to pre-
pare for secession. The proclamation will be issujd
on the Cth of December, and the election of dele-
gates will take place on the 24th.

CHARLESTON, Nov. 14.?There is much animated
discussion in regard to the proper mode of selecting
delegates to tbe Convention which will meet at
Columbia on the 17th of December. Several
prominent gentlemen who have been named as del-
egates, have declined.

It is generally conceded that there will be but
one ticket in the field in each district, and that
pledged for secession.

This is no
time for the gratification of anv desire for advance-
ment. The place should seek the men, and not the
men the place. None should be eager, and none
should refuse."

The Legislature meets again on the twenty sixth
instant. Some Committees will not dissolveduring
the recess. The Banks are going on as usual, this
morning. The officers will probably decide this
afternoon in regard to their future course. The
opinion gains ground to day that they willsuspend
specie payments before Saturday.

The returning members of the Legislature were
received last night with a salute of artillery and
willbe honored with a grand ovation to-morrow
night at Institute Hall, which it is supposed willbe
the largest turn-out ever witnessed in Charleston.

A meeting of the Hayne and Meeting street whole-
sale merchants was held last night, to take into con-
sideration the suspension of specie payments. They
unanimously determined to pay all debts due North
as long as they could raise money to do so.

The "Clinch Rifles," of Augusta, telegraphed to
the "Washington Light Infantry," of this city?-
"We are ready to go with you." The Minute
Men of Norfolk, Va., have written to this eity for
a pattern of the Palmetto flag. Three hundred
men are ready in that city to move?paying their
own expenses?to the assistance of any State that
the federal government may attempt to coerce into
submission.

CHARLESTON, NOV. 14? Ten o'clock.?A meeting
is now being held in Institute Hall, to make ar-
rangements to give the members of the Legislature
a formal reception to-morrow. There will be a
grand demonstration.

A large number of citizens have gone up to the
depot to receive those who return at 11 o'clock to-
night. The firemen in this city, who number about
1,500, have organized themselves into military

companies, and drill nightly.
The Washington Light Infantry is a volunteer

corps. A number of citizens solicited the Mayor
to afford adequate protection to the United States
Arsenal, as the Federal force was not able to do so
in case of a sudden outbreak. The Mayor detailed
a detachment of this company to take charge of it
for the present. There is a large quantity of arms
and ammunition stored in the Arsenal.

CHARLESTON, Nov. 14?12 P. M.?The feeling m
favor of secession hourly grows stronger. Many
openly express the fear that Alabama or Georgia
willsecede before South Carolina holds her Con-
vention, and thus rob ber of her long-coveted glory.
Some even express the hope that it will not be a
peaceful secession, but desire blood to be spilt to
cement it forever. The German Artillery had a
grand celebration this afternoon; several officers of
other companies were present in uniform, and all
expressed themselves in favor of secession and ea-
ger for the fray. A despatch has been received from
New Orleans to tb#effect that a meeting had been
called to sustain the secession movement in South
Carolina.

A despatch from Milledgeville, the capital of

CHARLESTON, NOV. 14.?The bitterness of feeling

against the North seems hourly increasing.
Some days ago the Charleston and Savannah

booksellers returned Harper's monthly and weekly
publications, because they were tainted with aboli-
tionism. Now a general movement is contempla-
ted to return all Northern books, except from pub-
lishers known to be sound.

The popular feeling runs ahead of legislative ac-
tion.

All Tankees are viewed with suspicion.

Some foreign consuls here are only waiting a
formal separation to open favorable negotiations
with the State. It is understood they have already
full authority to do this.

Mayor Macbeth to day notified the agents of the
Northern steamship lines that he would not hence-
forth permit the landing of steerage passengers
unless the steamship companies guarantee to main-
tun them in case they become vagrants. The
agents here have accordingly telegraphed North to
refuse such passengers. This movement i 3 an exe-
cution of an ordinance hitherto a dead letter, but
now revived, because it is feared that in the midst
of anticipated destitution next winter at the North
crowds of paupers willflood the Southern cities.

Minute Men organizations are spreading fast, and
palmetto branches are swinging in the streets in
all directions.

I'lace no confidence in rumors that the secession
feeling is subsiding. It is on the increase, and is
hourly growing stronger. Over nine-tenths of the
people are ready for immediate secession.

South Carolina willnot be in tbe United Statesafter the Ist of January next. If the Convention
which meets on the 17th of December should pro-
long their action any unreasonable time, the peoplewill take the matter in their own hands and secede
from the Union. You can rely upon this as a fixed
fact.

SOUTH CAROLINA LEGISLATURE.

The bill to arm the State was not passed by the
Legislature, but was referred to the regular ses-
sion, which is to convene on the fourth Monday of
the present month. We copy from the Charleston
Courier the final proceedings in relation to the bill:

Mr. Trenholra called for the snecial order, which
was the resolution in relation to the election of a
sectional President.

The third and fourth of the series were with-
drawn, and the following proposed: That the Com-
mittee on MilitaryAffairs, of the Senate and House,
be instructed to sit as a jointcommittee during therecess,and prepare a plan for arming the State and
for organizing a Military llureau, and report by
bill to each House at the regular session; that the
Committee of Ways and Means be instructed to sit
during the recess with the Committee on Finance
of the Senate, and prepare a scheme for raising the
necessary supplies and carry into effect the meas-ures recommended bv the Committee on Military
Affairs.

Mr. Trenholm thought the resolutions so plain
that it was hardly necessary to sav anything in

recommendation. The members ought to have
more time to examine the features of the bill offer-
ed by the Committee on the Military. He said
there was $150,000 already in the hands of the Gov-
ernor. The propriety of raising $400,000 on bonds
did not make itself apparent to him. It misfit be
necessary to raise $250,000 by taxation. Italways
had been the practice of the Committee of Ways
and Means, in issuing bonds, to consult with tbe
President of the Bank of the State, reviewing withhim in detail, and arrangiug the matter to suii the
convenience of that institution.

Mr. Coffin was unwillingto return to his constit-
uents without having done something, and having
ordained a Convention that would shortly carry
the State out of the Union, it was necessary to
place ourselves in a position in which, if attacked,
we could meet force byforce. He thought no time
was to be lost, as it might be necessary to get arms
and ammunition from Europe. He was unwilling
to purchase them from the North. It would take
time to issue bonds and make remittances. He
thought there was very little diilerence between
the resolutions and the bill of the Committee. In
making postal arrangements, providing for minis-
ters to foreign courts, additional judges, we would
require the means, and it might be necessary to re-
sort to additional taxation.

As there was 5150.000, it might do for such pur-
poses and not raise taxes; but, if need be, the peo-
ple of South Carolina will not shrink from paying
any amount to defend their honor and secure peacei
safety and happiness to their posterity. His plan
is that the President of the Bank of the State be
authorized to advertise until 23d November for
sealed bid 3 for 8400,000, no amount to be issued
under par value, State bonds and stock. He had
assurances from friends in Charleston of no diffi-
culty in raising the amount. It had been proposed
to raise the interest to 7 per cent. He was opposed
to it, and was authorized by a friend to say that he
would be willing to take 810,000 at 1 per cent pre-
mium. The reason why he would name the 23d of
November for having the bids opened, was to al-
low the President of the Bank to report to the
Legislature the result. If8100,000 was not taken
lip then, the Legislature was to determine
what was ihe best mode of raising the amount.?
lie hoped the resolutions would not pass.

Mr. Cunningham thought Mr. Collin's argument
conclusive. The Committee en Military had al-
ready reported a bill for arming the State. If the
resolutions were adopted they could only report to
the House the same bill next session. It would take
time to raise the money and events are pressing us.
Suppose the Convention carry South Carolina out
wf the Union, should she not be prepared ifcoercion
was attempted?

Mr. Mullins favored the resolutions. The Gov-
ernor was authorized to purchase arms, that would"
be enough until the regular session. One regiment
had procured its own arms. The bill ought to be
solemnly considered. With regard to finances, he
thought we should have a thorough examination of
our resources, and gain all the information we can
from the wisest military men.

The discussion was continued at a great length
by Messrs. Cunningham, Read, McGowan, Screven,
Coffin, Edwards and Maciarlan, and finally the res-
olutions, slightly amended, were agreed to.

THE BILL FOR TIIE RELIEF OF THE BASKS.
As itseems that there are considerable differences

of opinion among telegraphic agents relative to the
Bill passed by the Legislature for the relief of the
Banks, we publish it entire:
A Dill In postpone the operation of the third section of

an Act, entitled an 11 Actfor the suspension of cer-
tain sections ofcertain Acts, and for other purpos-
es," ratified on the Ticenty-first day of December,in the Year 1857.
SEC. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of

Representatives, now met and sitting in General
Assembly, and by the authority of the same, That
the operation of the third section of an Act, entitled
"An Act for the suspension of certain sections of
certain Acts, and for other purposes," ratified on
the twenty-first day of December, in the year
eighteen hundred and fifty-seven, as amended by
the sixth section of an Act entitled "An Act to re-
gulate the mode of electing Directors of the Bank
of the State of South Carolina, and for other pur-
poses," ratified on the twenty-first day of Decem-
ber, in the year eighteen hundred anil fifty-eight,be, and the same is hereby postponed until the first
day of January, in the year of our Lord one thou-
sand eight hundred and sixty-two.

SEC. 2. That the second section of an Act enti-
tled "An Act to provide against the suspension of
specie payments bv the banks of this State," passed
on the eighteenth day of December, in the year of
our Lord one thousand eight hundred and forty, be,
and the same is hereby suspended until the first
day of January, which will be in the year one
thousand eight hundred and sixty-two.

SEC. 3. That the fifth section of an Act entitled
"An Act to re-charter the Planters and Mechanics'
Bank of South Carolina, the Union Bank of South
Carolina, the Commercial Bank of Columbia, South
Carolina, and to incorporate the Exchange Bank of
Columbia, the Farmers' and Exchange Bank, and
People's Bank of Charleston, the Bank of New-
berry, the Bank of Chester, the Bank of Sumter-
ville, the Planters' Bank of Fairfield, and theWestern Bank of South Carolina, at Anderson,"
passed the sixteenth day of December, in the year
of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and tiftv-
two, and all sections of other Acts containing the
like provisions, be, and the same are hereby sus-
pended until the first day of January, which will
be in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hun-
dred and sixty-two.

There was a lively debate on the merits of the
Bill, which was participated in by Messrs. E. Rhett,
Palmer, Garlington and Wilson.

Mr. Bryan moved to recommit, which was lost.
A motion to calendar until the Regular Session

was lost.
Mr. Marshall moved to strike out the second sec-

tion. Lost.
The Bill then passed, and was sent to the House

TILE RIGHT COURSE.
The following is from the New York Journal of

Commerce:

The first thing to be done, if we would cure adisease, is to remove the exciting cause. The Northhas broken faith; has violated its compacts, and
persists in doing so, after repeated remonstrances.
A few days ago we presented a summary view of
the legislation of sundry Northern States on the
subject of fugitive slaver. Instead of surrendering
them to their masters, as required by the Constitu-
tion, numerous States impose heavy fines and im-
prisonment upon any of their citizens who assist in
surrendering such persons; and not only so, but de-
cree similar penalties against masters who come
within their limits to reclaim fugitives. A more
palpable and flagrant violation of the Constitution
could not be devised. The provision is an impor-
tant one to the South; so much so that without it
the Union could not have been formed.

Then again, Northern thieves steal great num-
bers of slaves in the border slave States, and either
harbor tbem at the North or send them off to Can-
ada. And, although this fact is notorious, and even
gloried in, not a government at the North inter-
poses for the protection of the rights of the masters,
and no public sentiment protects them; but, on the
other hand, the thievery is winked at, to use a
mild expression, both by governments and by peo-
ple. There are yet other causes of complaint on
the part of the South, but the above will suffice for

our present purpose. What is wanted, then, In
order to heal the alienation at the South, and res-
tore the friendly relations formerly existing be-tween tbe two sections, is, to persuade the North to

fuljilthe stipulations of the Constitution. And this is
to be effected, not by appeals to the South, but to the
North. If any influence can be exerted to induce
the governments and people of the Northern States
to repeal their laws, and to place
themselves in an latitude of friendship instead of
hostility to the South, that will present an easy
solution of the present difficulties. But if, on the
other haDd, the misconstruction of motives andacts, and generally the vilification of tho South,
through a thousand pulpits and presses, shall be
continued, and if unfriendly and unconstitutionallegislation at the North is to take the place of thatbrotherly feeling and.action which ought to exist
towards their fellow-citizen 3 of tho South, it re-
quires no prophet's ken to foresee that wo shall
soon cease to be a united people. Neither a family
nor a nation can long live together in continual
strife. The discomfort and wretchedness of the con-
dition will lead them to separate.

down a reactionary movement, but being attacked
by a much larger force of Neapolitans, Mario andhis men lost the day. Out of the party of onethousand only forty survived, and Mario" is notamong them. The deceased was a descendent of a
noble family of Venice, and early compromised
himself by his liberal movements. He took an
active part in the revolution of 1848, but escaped
the hand of Austrian tyranny, and went toEngland.
After his marriage to Miss White, who had become
quite celebrated from her efforts in behalf of the
Mazzini faction in Italy, and especially by her shortincarceration at Genoa, Signor Mario came to this
country, where his wife gave a series of lectures
on Italian affairs, while he himself spoke a few times
before the Italians of this city. Since his return to
Europe, Mario has contributed some noticeable
articles to Mazzini's journal, Pensiero ed Azione,
and has actively served under Garibaldi. He is
well-known to many in this city, who will regrot
his untimely fate.? N. Y. Post.

for their greater strength and security, under the
title of the Republic of Central America, and offers,
for his part, to lay down all his authority at the
feet of a central government.

COTTON COMING OVER THE VIRGINIAROUTE. ?The

Bristol (Va.) News, of Friday, says:
"Some forty car-loads of cotton, comprising

1,250 bales arrived at the Tennessee depot in this
place, the past week, and 4s detained here in con-
sequence of the break in the Virginiaand Tennessee
Railroad. This is the first shipment of the season
from Memphis to Norfolk, and is but an earnest of
the immense amount of cotton which will probably
seek transportation over this route."

Goiso SOUTH. -The number of young men who have
left Quebec during the last few days for : he south-
ern States, according to the Chronicle, is positively
astonishing, and surpasses by far the number of
those who were in the habit of seeking their for-
tunes in the South during the winter of former
vears. The figure will scarcely fall short of six
hundred. They nearly all belong to the working
classes connected with the shipping, and are bound
for Savannah, New Orleans, Mobile, Pensacola and
other southern ports.

THREE CAR-LOADS of provisions arrived at Atchi-
son, Kansas, on Monday, for the relief of the set-
tlers of the territory, making six car-loads within
the past week, and each car-load ranging from six
to eight tons. Teams are waiting to be loaded,
from Greenwood, liutler, Breckinridge and Otto
counties. Supplies are given to those only who
have proper credentials from the neighborhood
from which they come, and are duly authorized bv
the Relief Committee to receive them.

A PAID FIRE DEPARTMENT INRICHMOND.? The City
Councils of Richmond, Ya., have paised a bill to
reorganize the tire department, upon the paid sys-
tem, and to employ a limited number of steam-
engines in connection with the hand machines. ?

The department is to consist of a principal engi-
neer, four commanders, four foremen, and seventy-
two liremen; also, one engineer, one fireman, and
one hostler, with one steam tire engine,three hand-
engines, one book and ladder truck, reels, hose,
and other apparatus attached.

COMPRESSED IRON. ?We understand, says the Phil-
adelphia Ledger, that some interesting experiments
have been made by Merrick & Sons, in this city, as
to the strength of iron, compressed by cold rolling.
A test made upon iron, cold rolled in Pittsburg,
gave a strength of about 110,000 pounds per square
inch for iron, which, before being thus rolled, bore
but about 65,000 pounds. Iron thus rolled is being
used by another firm in making divided axles for
city railroad cars.

A Goon PLACE TO LIVE IN.?The county of Isle of
Wight, Va., is one of the healthiest regions in the
world. The last census taker reports that only
two persons were sick in the county when the cen-
sus was taken, and that during the present year
only one death has occurred in the town of Smith-
field, the county seat, having over one thousand
inhabitants.

A merchant in Portland paid a singular election
bet on Friday. He peddled forty bushels of charcoal
about the city, was dressed like a charcoal man,
and had the honor of being photographed in his bi-
zarre costume.
