By the mails of the Canada we have more than
one graphic account of the active operations of the
combined French and English forces in China,
and of the successful storming of the famous Tuku
forts. It was these same forts?as our readers
will probably recollect?that disputed the passage
of the allied flotilla in 1858, and which, in their
then comparatively weak state, were taken by
assault without offering any resistance of conse-
quence. As these forts constituted, at that time,
the only obstruction to the free navigation of
the i'elho, their capture enabled the English
and French Plenipotentiaries?Lord ELGIN- and
Baron GROS ?to sail up the river ss far as the pop
ulons city of Tien-tsin; the Ambassadors of
Russia and the United States?Count PCTIATIN
and Mr. REED?following closely in their wake.
The presence of the representatives of the Allied
aud friendly Powers, almost within striking
distance of Pekin, so quickened negotiations for a
peace, that every demand which was made was
finallyconceded, and the treaty of Tien-tsin beincr
concluded, hostilities ceased, the Plenipotentiaries
returned home -to report their success to their re-
spective governments, and nothing remained to be
accomplished in the future but to exchange treaties
within the time appointed for that object, and to
exact from the Chinese Government a strict observ-
ance of its engagements. So far as the treaties
entered into with Russia and the UNITED ST.vresare
concerned, we have every reason to believe that
the Celestials have acted in good faith. We ob-
jected at the time, and we still object, to the
undignified manner in which Mr. WARD was
treated at Peh-tang, anL during his journey
to Pekin, and particularly to the surveillance
to which he was subjected after reaching the
Chinese Capital. But, in all other respects, our Gov-
ernment has had no very serious ground of com-
plaint. The ports agreed upon were thrown open
to foreign trade, and the claims which were al-
lowed by the treaty to our citizens, for damage a
incurred by them, have been in uninterrupted
process of payment. With the English and the
French, however, the case has been wholly different.
The attempt of the English Minister, Mr! BRUCE, in
1859, to penetrate to Pekin, liy way of the Peibo
river, resulted most disastrously. The Taku forts,
which, in the meantime, had been strengthened
and re-occupied by Tartar troop3?the best sol-
diers in the Imperial service?opened firesuddenlv
upon tlie Euglish squadron; sunk several of the
vessels; successfully repulsed the heroic eflbrls of
Admiral HOPE'S storming parties, and would have
inflicted still more serious damage had it no 1
been for the timely assistance which our own
Commodore TATNALL rendered to the disabled
steamers, in towing them out of range of the de-
structive fire from the forts. Being tliu3 repulsed,
the shattered remains of the squadron withdrew
to the Southward, and there waited for fresh in-
structions from home. This wanton violation of
the provisions of the treaty, on the part of the
Chinese, was no sooner made known in Europe
than an agreement was entered into between the
English and French Governments to fitout a new
expedition. It was promptly but most inefllcien
1y organized, and consequently the squadrons of
the two nations met with many delays before they
were ready to commence offensive operalions.
The difficulties encountered arose principally from
the haste with which the French contingent had
been organized for distant service, and among
other things, from the want of horses for
their artillery, which had to ho purchased
in Japan. Several months were thus wasted;
hut at length all the preparations were completed,
and we have now intelligence ol the successful
landing of the troops on the delta of the
Peiho, and of the assault and re-capture of the Ta-
ku forts, after a sharp contest of four hours dura-
tion. The loss of the Allies in killed and wounded
is set down at four hundred and fifty men; that
of the Chinese at fifteen hundred. The Armstrong
guns were here put to a practical test for the first
time, and their destructive capacity is said to have
been most conclusively demonstrated. The capture
of the forts left the country once more open to the
advance of the Allies as far as Tien-tsin, and to-
wards that place they took up their line of march.
To those who know anything of Chinese charac-
ter, it will occasion po surprise to learn that the
signal defeat which the Imperial troops have suf-
fered, has induced the Government to despatch
Commissioners to Tien-tsin to enter anew into
negotiations for a peace. It is reported that Baron
GROS and Lord ELGIN would proceed to Pekin
accompanied simply by an escort of cavalry.
That some such proposition may have been made
to them we think is quite probable; but, con-
scious, as they must be, of the duplicity and
treachery which enter so largely into Chinese di-
plomacy, it is not at all likely that they will con-
sent to forego the advantages they have obtained
in deference to the wishes of a Court which has
already been guilty of a flagrant breach of faith.
From the firmness displayed by Lord ELGIN two
years ago, when pressed by the Chinese Commis-
sioners to withdraw his stipulation for a resident
minister at Pekin, we may conclude that what he
then considered an essential point will not now
be yielded, and that the journey of the Allied
Plenipotentiaries to Pekin will be rendered as im-
posing as possible by the presence of all the mili-
tary and naval force which is at their command.
However this may be, it is evident that the war is
closed : but whether the new treaty which will be
made will be better observed than the old, must be
left for the future to determine.

The Church of the Puritans, at New York, hasacquired an unenviable notoriety. Its pastor, Dr.
CHEETER, is a rabid Abolitionist, and in his at-
attempt to promulgate from the pulpit his extremeopinions on the suhject of slavery, has not only
drawn upon himself the opposition of a part of hiscongregation, but lias seriously curtailed the re-
sources by which the Cburoli was sustained. The
history of this particular Church, for the past two
years, is made up of a series of squabbles between
two Apposite parties contending against each
other for the direction of its affairs. The straight-
out Abolitionists stand by CHEETER, and have
managed, by not the most reputable means in the
world, to get possession of the Church offices. A
suit was commenced to oust the Cbeeverites from
the management, but the case, on coming up for a
hearing, was dismissed by the Court for want of
jurisdiction. Since then, the quarrel between the
Cheever and the anti-Cheever members has been
conducted with increased bitterness and animosity.
CHEEVER himself, finding that the most ardent of
his sympathisers are those who either have the
least to give, or who hold on to their money with
the most tenacity, left New York for England
some months ago on a mendicant mission for sup-
plies. When on the point of departure, the Inde-pendent published a charge against him, and sus-
tained it by the affidavit of certain persons con-
nected with the Church of the Puritans, which se-
riously assailed both his sincerity and veracity.The opposition members also drew up a protest
and sent it after l? m. Tlley emphatically deniedthe necessity for making any such appeal, andwarned all to whom CHEEVER might address him-
self against giving his mission either countenanceor assistance. He lias persevered, nevertheless
but, thus far, his success has been by no means
commensurate with his hopes. In some instances
he has met with cool rebuffs; in most but a luke-
warm reception. He has, however, made some
few friends abroad who are willing to help him
in spite of the equivocal position which he occu-
pies. A mRn who boldly assumes to be the cham-
pion of the anti-slavery cause in New York: who
declares himself to be persecuted, and cut off from
support because of his opinions, could scarcely
fail to unloose some purse-strings in a country
which has pushed its philanthropy for the
negro to the verge of Quixotism. . But, on
the whole, the CHEEVER mjBS j0n has not
done well. He asks for twenty-five thousand dol-
lars to buy out the ground rent of the Church of
the Puritans, an:) from present appearances, it is
questionable whether he will return, after all his
expenses are paid, with twenty-five hundred. His
meetings are, for the most part, thinly attended,
and the discussions do not always take a favorable
torn. One which was held last month at Radley's
Hotel, in London, indicates very conclusively the

who sympathized with Dr. CHKKVER, and the cause
I which he represented. Not more than forty per-j sons responded, and of these, before the close of

j the meeting, only thirteen remained. Whether
| the others were disgusted with the Doctor himself;

: with the history which he proceeded to give them
of the troubles of the Church of the Puritans, or
with his vehement denunciation of every other
minister of the Gospel in this country as recreant
to what he assumes to be their duty, it is impos-
sible to say. All that we know i 3 that they left

I him in the midst of his harangue, and that the
resolution which was subsequently offered by the
thirteen who had the patience to sit out the two
hours discourse, so clearly covered an implied cen-
sure upon the Reverend Doctor, that his Secretary
urgently solicited its withdrawal,and when this was
done, oflered himself a resolution as a substitute,
which, we are told significantly, "did not take.'
Finally, however, a modification of the original
resolution, expressive of sympathy for Dr. CHEE-
VER, and also for the Church of the Puritans, was
adopted, only five of tho3e present voting for it ;
"the remaining eight not voting at all." Now.
the moral of this story teaches several thing 3 that
are especially worthy of note at this present junc-
ture. The Church of the Puritans wa3 not only
well attended, but was liberally sustained during
the earlier years of the ministry of Dr. CHEEVER.
and no disputes arose between himself and the
members of his congregation until he persisted in
giving constant vent, from the pulpit, to his radi-
cal opinions on the subject of slavery. Then it
was that the schism took place which alienated
many persons whose views on the subject were
either more moderate than were those of their pas-
tor. or who objected to his making the slavery
question the staple of his sermons. By these an-
tagonisms bis usefulness as a religious teacher was
sensibly weakened, and from the partizan fettd3
which grew out of this diversity of sentiment, the
prosperity of the church was destroyed. I)r.
CHEEVER now seeks foreign aid to sustain him in
lb= mlntqtry. He asks it explicitly, on the
ground that it i 3 necessary to establish,
on a firm basis, an anti-slavery church
in the city of New York; but where he confident-
ly expected to be able to accomplish promptly his
object, he ha 3 discovered that the cause which lie
has espoused has fewer supporters than he im-
agined. The truth is, that English sentiment in
relation to slavery has undergone a remarkable
change since the day 3 of WILBEBFORCE and BUX-
TON. Emancipation in the British West India
Islands has not worked well, and the conscious-
ness of this fact has not failed to have its influence
upon a people who expended fifteen millions of
dollars upon the experiment. The extraordinary
increase in the manufacture of cotton within the
past quarter of a century, employing as it now
does, directly and indirectly, one-sixth of the
whole population of Great Britain, has also had a
sensible effect in modifying the views which were
formerly entertained there in regard to slave la-
bor. It is partly owing to these causes, and partly
also, without doubt, to the unfavorable leports
which have gone abroad concerning Dr. CHEEVER,
that the latter ha 3 found it more difficult than he
expected to raise the sum he has gone to England
to seek. The sarcastic allusion to the CHEEVER
mission which was made by one of the few gentle-
men who were present on the occasion referred to,
is the best commentary that we have seen on the
character of that mission. ''How happens it," said
the speaker, "that with such an able and faithful
"minister as Dr. CHEEVER, and with such a noble
"cause, so small a sum as the principal of fifteen
"hundred dollars"?the annual ground rent
"could not be raised in New York, or in the
"UNITED STATES, even if the Church of the Puri-
"tans were unable to do it?" The only answer
vouchsafed by Dr. CHEEVER was an augry retort.
In view, then, of the ground upon which he bases
his claims to the liberality of the English people;
the wanton aspersions he has cast upon other
ministers of the Gospel, and the prejudices which
he seeks to excite against his own countrymen,
we trust that his mission may prove a signal fail-
ure. It is owing to the fanatical teachings of
such men as he, that our sectional differences have
been exasperated to the very verge of disunion, and
it is only by indignantly diseonntenancing them
that the peace and union and harmony of the
Confederacy can he secured.

Frazer is at Mr. Henderson's house, and hishands arc very badly burned, from his efforts (as
he stated) in putting out the fire. As far as wecan learn up to the present time, Miss O'Brien ex-culpates him from crime, suspicion resting strong-
ly upon him. An investigation is now taking

steamers which hare long been missing, viz : the
Edinburgh, iron screw steamer, 800 tons"belonging
to Leith, outward bound to Cronstadt; the Moscow"

also an iron screw steamer, 600 tons, of London,
bound to the same port; the Viscount Lamton,
steamer, belonging to Sunderland, and the Thor,
from Copenhagen tor Hull, It willbe rememberedthey started on their voyage a day or two prior to
the outbreak of the terrible storm which swept the
North Sea and Baltic on the 3d, 4th, sth and 6th,
when so many vessels were wrecked. With the
exception of the Moscow, nothing has been heard
of them from the period of their sailing, and fromquantities of wreckage and cott n that have been
met with in the North Sea it is inferred that thewhole of the ships in question must have foundered

longing to them met with a watery grave. TheEdinburgh, which was a superior class iron ship,
was rated in Lloyd's Register, A 1, ior twelveyears. Her crew consisted of Captain Steel andtwenty-seven officers and men. It Is on recordthat a great many vessels have been lost, withtheir crews,in consequence of carrying heavy deck-
loads.
