Lawb informed Mr. Eaty, clerk of the Highland
Mines, (while the boat was coaling,) that he had
near 950 head of stock aboard, consisting nearly
as follows: 700 head of sheep, 30 head of cattle,
92 horses and 37 mules—most of this stock was in-
sured. After the boat had been at the landing
nearly one hour, a sheet of flame was dizscovered
by the engineer, about the size of a man’s hat,
among some hay that was stowed near the furnaces.
The engineer attempted to get the doctor at work,
s0 a8 to throw water on the flames, but was unsuc-
cessful, and he then let off the safety-valve, to pre-
vent the explosion.
