LATER FROM CHINA.
THE TREATY OF I'EACE DELAYED?THE ALLIES MARCH-

ING ON FEKIN.

Late advices from China state that it is reported
that the settlement of the negotiations for peace
had been delayed on a question of money and a
unity of understanding.

The allied army was marching; on J'ekin, where
Sang-KeeTinsin had a large force posted to defend
the citv.

Lord Elgin was to follow the troops on the Oth of
September.

The array reached Yang-tsin-yeh on the 10th.
The coolies were deserting, and carriage was difli-
cult.

Two thousand troops were left at Tien-tsin to
protect it from the rebels, who were inactive.

The Canton trade was obstructed by the rebels.
It was rumored in London that the British Gov- ;

ernment had received oflici.ildespatchesfrom China
that peace had been concluded at Pekin by the Am-
bassadors and the Emperor of China, but it was
generally supposed that the Government would not
withhold such intelligence if it had been received.

ENGLAND.
The Bank of England had raised the rate of dis-

count in consequence of the withdrawal of £300,000
for the Bank ot France, to be followed by £300,000
more.

The Consols closed at 93%@93*4 for money, and
93% @93% for account.

The steamer Arabii arrived at Liverpool on the
11th. The steamer New York put into Plymouth
on the 12th, short of coals.

The steamer City of Manchester arrived at
Queenßtown on the 13th inst.

The squadron bearing home the Prince of Wales
had not arrived.

The Bank of England raised the rate of discount
to 5 per cent, on Tuesday evening, and the Bank of

France had advanced the rate to 4% per cent.
ITALY.

Victor Emmanuel was to leave for Sicilr on the
nth.

There is no fresh intelligence respecting the ne-
gotiations for the capitulation of Gaeta. It is as-
serted that the garrison is composed of only a few
battalions.

The Austrian government denies that a circular
note ot the Warsaw interview had been addressed
to Rome, Naples, and the ex-dukes of Italy.

The Neapolitans had entered the Papal States
through their general's treachery.

It is stated that Gen. Goyon considers his posi-
tion untenable.

Gen. Garibaldi has issued a farewell address to
liis late army, concluding by tellinghis companions
in arms that an army of a million of men will be
wanted to tollow him again to afresh conflict,which
is likely to break out in Italy in March next.

The siege works before Gaeta aro actively con-
tinued, and if the garrison will not capitulate a
general bombardment will commence.

Francis had rejected the proposal to evacuate the
town, on the basis that he commands the troops,
13,000 in number, at Gaeta, and relies on the
strength of the fortress.

coln 250 majority, and Douglas is 6,000 behindBreckinridge. Three small counties are to be heardfrom, which cannot much vary the result.
The Extra Pony Express, with the result of the

Presidential election in the Alantic States, reached
Fort Churchill to-day and was published in the San
Francisco papers at *9 o'clock, in six days from St.
Joseph. Great enthusiasm was produced by the
news. The Republican Committee had issued an
address recommending a general illumination to-
morrow night.

Espinosa, a Lower California filibuster, has been
killed in a fight. His band was committing mur-
ders and robberies by wholesale on the Peninsula.
The citizens of San Diego have sent for relief to
the Governor of Lower California.

A letter from Walla-Walla, Oregon, dated Nov.
3d, says that Capt. Dent, who has been to the scene
ol the massacre of emigrants by the Indians, found
a dozen of them alive, subsisting on the dead bodies
of their companions. One family named Mvers,
consisting of a mother and five children, together
with a brother-in-law, were subsisting on the body
of the husband and father. Several had perishe'd
of starvation.

The Government is urged to take more efficient
means to protect the emigrants.

GITV INTELLIGENCE
MEETING OF THE SOUTHERN VOLUNTEERS

AT THE lIAI.L OF THE LIBERTY ENGINE
HOUSE.
A meeting was called at o'clock, last night,

at the hall of the Liberty Engine House, for the
enlistment of all who favored a union of the South
against the aggressions of the Northern States of
the Union.

Long before the hour above mentioned peoplo
commenced to congregate on Liberty street in
small squads. The talk was conlined entirely to
the question of right or wrong inraising, at the
present time, in the city of Baltimore, the Seces-
sion Flag of South Carolina. From the opinions
expressed by the parties on the street, it was evi-
dent that the movement consummated in the morn-
ing was repugnant to a majority ot the people in
the city.

The crowd increased as the hours advanced, and
by seven o'clock quite a large number of people
had collected outside of the Hall, and a dense
crowd was inside. The insiders, however, tvere

not of that class of persons who desire to rule "the
destiny of nations," but seemed to be present mere-
ly from curiosity, and anxious to see and hear what
the "Southern Volunteers" would do, sav or pro
pose, in regard to the present condition of national
affairs.

After the doors liad been thrown open for a con-
siderable time, the crowd became impatient, and
expressed their anxiety to proceed to business, bv
the stamping of feet, hurrahing and calling for
Rrooks. This continued for some time, when Mr.
Rodney R. Brooks arose, and rapping on the table,
said?"l willfirst state that our President willbe
here directly, when we will organize and proceed
to business." Voices?"Go it, old boss"?"Hur-
ray"?"Them's urn." The crowd again settled
down in talking, the room all the while getting
more crowded.

After a lapse ot about fifteen minutes, more un-
easiness was manifested, and the audience began to
cry out, " Organize, organize?put a temporary
President in the chair, and he can give up when
your President comes." Voices?"Here he is"?
" Cowan, Cowan"?but Mr. Cowan did not appear.
Mr. Rodney R. Brooks then arose and said, that in
the absence c f the President, he would propose as
President Mr. L. N. Price, one cf the Vice Presi-
dents.

Mr. Price then took the chair, and stated that
the first business in order was the reading of the
minutes of the last meeting, which were read by
Mr. Frank Brook, Secretary. [The last meeting
appointed a committee to draft resolutions, to be
submitted to the meeting last night.] After the
minutes were read the chairman remarked that he
might as well state that the organization was not
formed for the purpose of creating or encouraging
an unconditional secession of the Southern States;
but, in consideration of the issues now before the
country, both sections were looking to Baltimore
for an expression of opinion on the questions which
were now disturbing the people, and she was bound
to give to the world the expression of her senti-
ments. A committee was appointed at the last
meeting to prepare resolutions to bo read to night,
which willembody the sentiments of this associa-
tion.

The Secretary then read the following resolu-
tions:

Resolved , That we, the citizens of Baltimore, irrespcc*
tivc ofparty, and of a Southern State, having her inte r-
ests, her institutions and her honor at stake, do deeply
deplore the present crisis of our country, in the election
of a Black Republican President; therefore, be it

Resolved , That we do all in our power in assisting our
Southern sister States to oppose any acts of aggression
which may be committed agarnst them.

Resolved , That fiom past aggressions we recognize in
the so-called Republican party the sympathies of their
fanatics?such as the 44 John Brown Raid"?their object
being to war upon our domestic institutions.

Resolved , That if the Northern NullifyingStates shall
not repeal their odious laws, in defiance* of the Constitu-
tion?and guarantee to us future protection for our pro-
perty?we feel in duty bound as a border State, to defend

our Constitutional Rights in common with our sister
States of the South.

Resoved , That we, living in a 44border State," having
suffered from the insults,taunts, and loss ofour property,
in common with our sister States of the South, from the
inroads of Northern fanaticism, that we can have no faith
in their administration-elect unless in the repeal of their
unconstitutional laws, and a guarantee of future protec-
tion to our property, in a Convention of all the States
assembled.

Resolved, That we invite the people of Maryland to
unite with us, and form "Minute .Men" throughout the
State, for the purpose of upholding our rights and oppos-
ing any coercion of our sister States by the Black Repub-
lican party elect.

Resolved, That we favor the calling of a
" General

Southern Convention," which shall make a formal and
ttltimate demand upon the North for a recognition of our
rights; redress of our wrongs, and give us a guarantee for
the future, upon the denial of which, we cast our lot with
our sister States of the South, and pledge "our live9, our
fortunes and our sacred honors" to uphold and defend
them (ifneed be) to the last extremity.

Each resolution was received with cheers, and at
the conclusion three rounds were given with a will.
Then followed loud cries for "Classen, Classen."

The President here introduced Mr. Jacob Classen,
who was received with three cheers.

Mr. Classen said this unexpected demonstration
quite overpowered him; he felt his reception in his
heart of hearts;he hoped there was not a dissenting
voice to the adoption of the resolutions. [Voice?

"Hur-ray."] Mr. Classen then went on to show
that the North would lose everything if the South
would form a Southern confederacy, when a voice
in the crowd sung out, "Oh, you git out."

The Speaker?"No, get out yourself; get out
quick as you can; are you out? If you don't get
out, I'll come over and d?n soon put you out."

A voice?" Hur-ray for the South."
Speaker?"Hur-ray for who you d?n please, 1

want to have a social, commercial and sublime chat
with the Americans of the South to night.

Voice?" Democrats 1"
Speaker?"What you say, sir? No sir."
Voices?"Set down, that's enough?Brooks,

Brooks?go it Classen, you're all right?make him
set down."

Speaker?all the time sawing the air with his
right hand?"Gentlemen, only one word more
we want you to sign your names to

"

Voices?"Oh, take him away?make him git."
Mr. Itodney Brooks here arose and said that the

sentiments of those who called the meeting were
honest, and that they did not intend that any per-
sons should attempt to ridicule their proceedings,
and that they would not submit to it.

Speaker?"Those are my sentiments."
Mr. B. then said that he had intelligence from

knowing ones at the North that when Lincoln was
inaugurated, one hundred thousand Black Republi-
cans would dance attendance, coming prepared to
avenge on the South the death of that miserable
skunk, John Brown. He had also received from
abolition quarters intelligence?now look out

Voices?"Oh ! put him down, put him down."
Speaker?"Just be quiet a minute."
Voices?"Brooks, Brooks; get down."
Speaker?to his friends, who were smoothing him

down?"o'n don't, I'llbring all back, if you'll be
quiet."

Stentorian voice?"Three cheers for Dougias."
At this there was a general rush in the Hali,pull-

ing, tugging, cursing and sweariDg?but only for a
few moments, as the police were soon in the room
and the disorderlies were hustled out. As soon as
quiet was restored, the Chairman introduced to the
meeting Mr. Frank Brooks, who went fully into an
exposition of the designs, principles and purposes
of the Soutern Volunteers.

At the commencement of Mr. Brooks' speech
there was a shout for Douglas and another general
row for a minute or so in the Hall, but the police
seized the disorderlies and they were ejected, ilr.
Brooks argued that Maryland had much at stake in
the present Southern movement, and in case the
Northern States did not retract some of their un-
constitutional statutes, she was bound to secede
with South Carolina and other Southern States.
Her sympathies were with the South, and the ef-
fect of this meeting would be to show that old Bal-
timore stood by the South, and was ready to secede
when it was known that the Northern States would
not repeal their unconstitutional laws.

At this stage ot the speaker's remarks, a person
cried out, "Don't you live an hour under the stars
and stripes." [Cries of "put him out, put him
out."J The individual, however, could not be
found. The speaker continued his remarks for
sometime in the same strain, and was frequently
interrupted by applause and opposition cries from
the audience.

When he had concluded, three cheers were given
for Brooks, Classen and South Carolina.

The resolutions were then read a second time.
A member proposed that the name "National

Volunteers" be inserted instead of "Minute Men."
Cries of "No, no."
Mr. Classen?"This ain't a political movement?-

withdraw that."
The member then withdrew his motion and the

resolutions were adopted almost unanimously, only
two or three nays being heard.

The Chairman then invited those who wished to
do so, to step up and enroll their names as "South-
ern Volunteers." About two hundred came for-
ward and signed their names, after which the
meeting adjourned.

THE PALMETTO FLAG. ?It was noticed in yester-
day morning's Exchange that a Palmetto flag wouldbe brought out from the old Liberty Fire Company
Engine House tbis morning. It was also an-
nounced that the Stars and Stripes would be un-
furled at the same time, which, however, did not
take place. About nine o'clock iu the morning a
crowd of persons commenced gathering on the
streets adjacent to the engine house. It was evi-
dent, from the animated conversations, that all
were not of the same opinion. Those opposed to
the display of the flag were largely in the ascen-
dant, and boldly and freely expressed their opin-
ions on the subject, condemning the act in unstinted
terms, and denouncing those who were engaged in
it. The State of South Carolina came in for a full
share of denunciation, and her present position was
the subject of much ridicule. Those present who

favored the movement were quick in defending it
and the intentions of those engaged in it. By ten
o'clock (the hour appointed for the display) be-
tween two and three hundred persons had gath-
ered, and no little excitement prevailed. A
few minutes elapsed when a man made bis appear-
ance in the cupola of the engine-house, and he was
followed by three others, one of whom held the flag
in his arms. The flag-staff was drawn in, and the

flag placed on the halyards, and in another moment
it was over the railing of the cupola. Rehire the
folds had time to catch the breeze, soma one in the
crowd proposed "three groans for the secession
flag," which was heartily respondtd to. One of
the friends proposed "three cheers for the flag;"
this met with a hearty response, but th' t e were
evidently fewer voices. The windows of the second
story of the engine house were thronged with the
Southern Volunteers, and they joined in the cheers
and waving of hats. There were cries then of
"take it down," "take down that d d white-
livertd flag," w It: 11 some one proposed "three
cheers for the Union of the States," which
brought forth hearty shouts. This was re-
peated. The Hag was only midway out on the
statt', and a voice exclaimed "they are ashamed
to put her to the peak, she is only at half-mast."
Some one then cried to " run her out," and it
was put to the end. At this time there were some
indications of a fight between an enthusiastic se-
cession man and a conservative. The conservative
expressed his dislike to the movement, when a
secessionist, told him to go home,whereupon Conser-
vative laid aside his conservatism, and manifested
quite a disposition to "pitch into" his more radical
neighbor. A policeman, however, stepped between
them, the law triumphed, and many persons were

sorely disappointed. The crowd stili lingered
about the engine house, expressing opinions in
regard to the matter. There was some little talk
of tearing it down. Two gentlemen sworo that
they would be of a party (if it could be raised)
who would shred the flag. While many expressed
the wish to see it taken from the flag-staff, the two
gentlemen referred to were the only ones who
proffered their services in the matter. The crowd
generally (these who were opposed to the affair)
were satisfied with expressing the opinion that it
should be taken down, while the advocates of it
"only wished that an effort to that effect would be
made," to afford an opportunity to defend it. Had
there been such an attempt, it would, no doubt, have
proved unsuccessful, iffrom no other cause, from
the fact that Marshal Kane had a strong body of
police stationed in the immediate vicinity. The
crowd appeared loath to disperse, and at intervals
groans or cheers were proposed and given. When
ever a man of either class was imprudent enough
to discuss the propriety, pro or con. of the exhibi-
tion, he was sure to gather a crowd around him,
when the feeling would be again aroused, and the
hooting and cheering renewed. All the day the
pavements of the streets near by were thronged
to a greater or less degree with persons attracted
to the spot from curiosity or favor. The flag is
about eight feet long and six feet wide. The ground
is white. In the centre is the Palmetto tree,
around the trunk of which is entwined the rattle-
snake, with head raised to strike. Immediately
over the tree, in a quarter circle, are fifteen red
stars, corresponding with the fifteen Southern
States. It is not a pretty flag, and when compared
for beauty with the Stars and Stripes, is nowhere.

About eight o'clock yesterday morning quite an
excitement was occasioned on Fell's Point by the
display of a Palmetto flag from the mast of the bark
Isabella Jones , Captain Woodburn, lying at Cor-
ner's wharf. It was entirely unexpected, and when
run up there were no persons present. The news
spread rapidly, and in a short time the wharf was
thronged with people. No flags were displayed
from the adjacent shipping, but as soon as Captain
Jerome I'iggot, of the ship Annapolis, and Captain
Andrew Wilson, of the ship Juniata, observed the
Palmetto hoisted on the Isabella Jones, they gave
orders to run up the stars and stripes, and in a few
moments the national flag was floating proudly in
the breeze. The exhibition of the Palmetto met

with but little favor on Fell's Point, and with but
few exceptions the action of Capt. Woodburn was
condemned.

Mr. E. A. Gibbs is now engaged in manufactur-
ing four Palmetto flags and one Colonial Hag for
this city, two of them are for private individuals
and three for branch associations of the Southern
Volunteers, lie is also making eight others, which
go to the Southern States, four of them to Alaba-
ma. The demand for cockades is large. Both Jlr.
Gibbs and Mrs. Sisco state that they have disposed
of large numbers within the past few days. Par-
ties purchasing them, in a large majority of cases,
do not do so with the intention of wearing them,
but merely as curiosities. Mrs. Sisco as yet has
not received any orders for the Palmetto Hag.

THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT. ?lt will be seen, by
reference to the advertising columns, that the Board
of Health give notice that from this date the gar-
bage carts will call but once a week, or, at mosj,
twice a week, instead of daily as heretofore, for the
garbage. This step has become necessary on ac-
count of the exhausted means of the department.
On a consultation between the Mayor, the Comp-
troller and the Health Department, it was deter-
termined that the regular business of the street
department should cease, and only such work as is
absolutely necessary be done. The cost of the
department for the year 1859 was $50,700; and
when the Health Commissioners made.their esti-
mate for the year 18C0, they stated that it would
require $50,000 to carry on the department. In
this estimate, there was no allowance made for the
increase in the salaries of the men of the depart
ment. The Council thought proper to reduce the
estimate to $40,090, and at the same time increased
the salaries of the employees 25 cents per day each,
which makes an aggregate of SO,OOO for the year.
This left the department but 534,000 to accomplish
more work than was done the year previous at a
cost of 550.700. Just previous to the adjournment,
the Board made known to the last Council the fact
that the appropriation for the department was ex-
hausted, and stated that it would require SIO,OOO
for the remainder of the year. The Council appro-
priated $5,000, and that amount is now exhausted,
and the department is compelled to restrict their
operations. The amount of money received from
the sales of the manures during the year 1859 was
$2,400, and the amount will not much exceed this
the present year. Under the present ordinance,
the sale of the manures is left entirely with theSuperintendents of Streets, who dispose of it to
whom they please, and at such prices or conditions
as they may determine. They pay the amount

received directly into the City Treasury, none of it
going to the Health Department. There is no
doubt but that more money would be realized from
the sale of the manures if the department had the
power to dispose of it, and not the Superintendents
of Streets, and an ordinance should be introduced
placing the control of this matter in the hands of
the Commissioners. The Health Department of
the city costs less, by nearlyone-half, tban does the
same department in "any city of the Union of the
size of Baltimore.

IG7 passengers. There were 12 deaths on the voy-
age, and the ship is now in quarantine.

A LETTER FROM SOUTH CAKOI.INA.

The following extract from a business letter of a
prominent member of the Legislature of South
Citiolina has been placed at our disposal:

W INKSBORO'I S. C., Nov. 21, 18G0.
There is no hope, my good friend, for the Union.

Your view would have sufficed for a time, if carried
out last year, but it is now ton late. I send vou an
abstract of my remarks, ntade on Monday, to my
constituents. You wellknow me to be among the
moderate men here. Perhaps after reading them
you will be surprised to learn, that my popularity
and position in the *Statc, have undergone a tempo-
rary eclipse?because too moderate?l hope only
temporary. Quiet talk of iffis sort finds no favor
at the Capitol or at home.

We are hostile people, surely. Instead of your
plan, to provide new guaranties, which inigbtliave
answered before, our only plan now is to have
these Northern people proffer them, and come into
our Union, if at all, upon our terms. IftDeborder
States were firm as the cotton States, we could
command our own terms, without compromising
our institutions. These, though, are hasty views,
expressed to my good friend,by his, sincerelv, !!.

NOMINATIONS TO TIIE GEORGIA CONVENTION.
AUGUSTA, NOV. 26. ?Hon. A. 11. Stephens and

Dr. Perkins have been unanimously nominated by
acclamation, for members of the State Convention,
to represent Talliaferro county. Mr. Stephens
made a characteristic conservative speech.

GREAT SECESSION MEETING IN GEORGIA.
COLUMBUS, NOV. 24. ?The demonstration made

here to-dav was the greatest ever seen in Western
Georgia. Allthe merchants closed iheir stores and
joined in the procession. Flags and banners were
suspended on the streets, the militaryand SouthernGuard paraded inprocession, and cannon were fired
as a salute to the Southern confederacy, Messrs.Yancey and Rice spoke in the morning "to a crowd
of five thousand people. John Cochran, of Ala-
bama, speaks to-night, with Senator Iverson and
Mr. Crawford.

Nine-tenths of the people?men, women and chil-
dren?wear the disunion cockade.

The secession feeling seems to pervade all classes.
IMPORTANT FROM CHARLESTON.

CHARLESTON, NOV. 24.?The money pressure con-
tinues unabated to-day. The South Carolina Rail-
road discharged one hundred hands.

The banks are sustaining each other, and will
not suspend tillthe telegraph announces that the
New York banks have suspended.

It is rumored, on good authority, that the Mili-
tary Committee will report to the Legislature a
bill' appropriating four hundred thousand dollars
for the purchase of ordnance; also a bill empower-
ing the Governor to call out the State troops im-
mediately in case coercion is attempted.

Letters received from Georgia say that Alexander
11. Stephens expresses the opinion that Georgia will
undoubtedly follow South Carolina in secession; he
steadfastly opposes such a course.

Senator Toombs writes that the secession move-
ment is daily gaining ground. It grows stronger
and stronger in Georgia.

THE GOVERNOR OF SOUTH CAROLINA.
The Charleston Courier of Saturday says:
We find before us, in an exchange usually well-informed, a list of the Governors of the States for

1801, and among them Gov. \V. 11. Gist, for South
Carolina.

Gov. Gist's term will expire early in December,
and the office willbe tilled by election during the
approaching regular session of the General Assem-
bly, to be opened on Monday, 2Gth inst.

It is probable that one of our late Senators will
he elected, but, at all events, a good and true man
will be called to the post, in view of the present
attitude and fixed determination of the State.
Whenever men have been wanted, South Carolina
has found them.

THE KEELING IN TENNESSEE.
NASHVILLE, Nov. 24.?A call upon tite Governor

has been published, asking him to convene (he Le-
gislature, to provide for a conference by convention
with the Southern States.

John Bell, by request, is preparing for publica-
tion an expose of his views upon the present crisis.
It is to be published on Monday or Tuesday.

FROM NORTH CAROLINA.
RALEIGH, N. C., NOV. 26.? Mr. Clingman has

beqn nominated by the Democratic Legislative
caucus for United States Senator, and Hon. M. E.
Maniey has been elected to the Supreme Court.

There is considerable talk among the members of
the Legislature about secession.

MESSAGE OF THE GOVERNOR OF NORTH CAROLINA.?HE

RECOMMENDS A CONVENTION OF THE SOUTHERN STATES. "

The message of the Governor of North Carolina
has been received. In this document the Governor
treats,first of the domestic concerns of bis State?-
its financial affairs, its public works, and its agri-
cultural, educational, and revenue systems?all of
which appear to be in a flourishing condition. lie
then devotes a large portion of his message to the
exciting political topics of the day, commencing
thus:

"I would that I could, consistently with a due re-
gard to the public interests, conclude this commu-
nication with a reference simply to our domestic
affairs. It is impossible, however, to close the eyes
to the perilous condition of the Confederacy, grow-
ing out of the agitation that has for many years
been kept up against the institution of African sla-
very, as existing at the South.

"The Republic has at last fallen upon those evils
against which the Father of the Country so solemn-
ly warned us in his par ting advice; it is distinctly
and widely divided by 'parties founded upon geo-
graphical discriminations.'

"The great body of the people of tire Northern
and Southern States entertain diametrically oppo-
site opinions upon the subject of African slavery?-
the former that it is a social and political evil and a
sin; the latter that it is a system of labor eminently
well adapted to our climate and- soil, right and
proper withinitself, and so far from being a sin,
its establishment among us is one of the providen-
ces of God for civilizingand Christianizing that be-
nighted race.

"Were these sentiments entertained as abstract
opinions merely, they would occasion but little dis-
turbance to the Government. It is far otherwise,
however. This sentiment, with the people of the
North, has assumed the form of a bold and aggres-
sive fanaticism, that seeks the annihilation of sla-
very in the South at all hazards and regardless of
consequences. That such is its aim, the object and
the end of its daily and hourly labors, can no long-
er be the subject of a doubt. Impelled by this
spirit, the Northern States have violated our rights
to an extent that would scarcely have been borne
by any other people on earth."

The Governor then briefly recapitulates the of-
fences of a portion of the people of the North?-
their organization of anti-slavery societies, their

obstructing the execution of the Fugitive Slave
Law, and their recent election of a President on a
purely sectional issue?and concludes with the fol-
lowing recommendation:

"In view of the perilous condition of the country,
it is, in iny opinioD, becoming and proper that we
should have some consultation with those States
identified with us in interest and in the wrongs we
have suffered; and especially those lying immedi-
ately adjacent to us. As any action "of ours would
of necessity materially affect tbem, it would be but
consistent with the amicable relations that have
ever existed between us to invite them to a consul-
tation upon a question that so deeply affects us all
From a calm and deliberate consideration of the
best mode of avoiding a common danger much good
might result, and no evil could, in thus proceed-
ing we would show to the world a disposition to
exhaust every peaceable remedy for the solution
of our difficulties, and a firm* determination to
maintain our rights, 'in the Union if possible, and
out of it ifnecessary.' Such a step, too, would be
but a becoming mark of respect to that considera-
ble portion of the people of the non-slaveholding
States who have ever been disposed to acknowledge
us as equals in the Union, and who have on many
occasions gallantly struggled to secure our consti-
tutional tights.

"1 therefore respectfully recommend that you
invite the Southern States to a conference, or such
ol them as may be inclined to enter into a consulta-
tion with us upon the present condition of the
country. Should such a conference be found im-
practicable, then I would recommend the sending
of one or more delegates to our neighboring States
with the view of securing concert of action.

"I also think that the public safety requires a
recurrence to our own people for an expression of
their opinion. The will of the people once ex-
pressed will boa law of action with all, and secure
that unanimity so necessary in an emergency like
the present. I therefore recommend that a con-
vention of the people of the State be called, to as-
semble immediately after the proposed consultation
with other Southern States shall have terminated."
TNE PROCLAMATION OF THE GOVERNOR OF LOUISIANA.

The following is the proclamation of Gov. Moore,
ofLouisiana, convening an extraordinary session of
the Legislature:

EXECUTIVE OFFICE, BATON ROUGE.
Whereas, the Constitution of the State of Loui-

siana authorizes the Executive to convene the Gen-
eral Assembly thereof on extraordinary occasions;
and whereas, the election of Abraham" Lincoln to
the office of President of the United States bv a
sectional and aggressive anti-slaverv party, whose
hostilty to the people and the institutions of the
South has been evinced by repeated and long con-
tinued violations of constitutional obligations and
fraternal amity, now consummated by this last in-
sult and outrage perpetrated at and through the
ballot-box, does, in my opinion, as well as that of a
large number of citizens of all parties and pursuits,
furnish an occasion such as is contemplated bv the
Constitution; and whereas, some of our sister
States, aggrieved like ours, are preparing measures
for their future security, and for the safety of their
institutions and their people, and both patriotism
and the necessity of self-preservation require us to
deliberate upon our own course of action:

Now, therefore, I, Thomas O. Moore, Governor
of the State of Louisiana, do herebv convene the
Legislature of this State in extra session, and do
appoint Monday, the 10th day of December next,
at 12, M., for the meeting of both Houses of the
Legislature at the eapitol, in Baton Rouge.

In testimony whereof I have hereunto set my
hand and caused the great seal of the State to be
aflixed, at the city of Baton Rouge, the seat of
Government of this State, on this 19th day of No-
vember, A. D. 1860, and of the independence of
the United States of America the eightv-lifth.

THOMAS O. MOORE,
Governor of Louisiana.

The delay has
arisen from causes beyond the control of the Mar-
shal, and has no connection with political affairs in
South Carolina.?

VIRGINIAAND SOUTH CAROLINA.

The Charleston Mercury will "take nothing" by
its impudent allusions to Virginia. Our State,

THE EXCITEMENT IN TEXAS.

A correspondent of the Galveston Civilian wiites
as follows from Austin, on the 13th:

Gn Sunday we had much excitement and many
rash declarations were made. A Lone Star flag
was put out of the hotel window by a stranger; and
during the day one raised on the avenue by a num-
ber oi persons, Major Johns, comptroller, partici-
pating.

There was some talk of putting the Lone Star
flag on the capitol, on Monday.

Much diversion of sentiment was apparent on
Sunday, and towards night it was clearly to ba seen
that rash measures would not be countenanced by
any respectable number of persons.

On Monday morniDg no flags were seen, nor have
any been raised since.

Yesterday evening a handbill, issued by the Ga-
zette office, appeared, calling a meeting of those in
favor of petitioning the Governor to call the Legis-
lature together, that they may submit the question
of submission or resistance to tho people.

To-day acall for a militarycompany is posted up.
The people here are saddened, and most of them

silent. Political leaders find that party lines are
broken up, and a number who voted for Breckin-
ridge have already declared against disunion. Themeeting on Saturday willdevelop the secession
feeling; but it is clear that a numerous party here
willoppose it.

Even those in favor of secession are divided,
some for the Lone Star, some for a Southern con-
federacy.

I find the old citizens counselling moderation and
calmness. The Union men are pursuing a concilia-
tory course, and while they express opposition to
convening the Legislature, endeavor to allay ex-
citement.

NORTH ?'. SOUTH CAROLINA.

The Raleigh lieyiettr, of Wednesday, asks what
claim South Carolina has on the co-operation of
North Carolina, and adds:

It is manifest that in her secession move South
Carolina has taken counsel only of what she deems
her interests, and has not paid any or the slightest
attention to the interests of other States. She
wants/rec trade and cheap negroes, and she secedes
that she may get them. As far as North Carolina
is concerned, we do not remember to have seen her
name mentioned in any of the speeches and proceed-
ings in South Carolina. It is "Carolina " and the
cotton States alt the time, and the existence of
North Carolina as a member of this confedet acy has
been ignored by her arrogant and pretentious
neighbor. Why, then, should North Carolina
tuck herself to the tail of the great (!) nation of
South Carolina, and share the fate which her enor-
mous follies will bring on her? North Carolina,
we apprehend, is not so enamored of either free
trade or cheap negroes as to leave tile Union to get
to them. Her interests are exactly the other way
in every particular, and if the great nation of (!)
Carolina consults her interests, why may not her
more modest, and unpretending neighbor consulther interests?

RETORTS FROM WASHINGTON.
Letters from the South and Southwest continue

to pour in upon every man of position and influence
here, freighted with the hopes and fears, the wishes
and determinations, of the people of those sections.
Would that 1 were permitted to spread before the
readers of the Herald the expressions of devotion to
the Union which come up from the hospitable homes
there, all breathing prayers and confident hopes
that those whom the people of the United States
have entrusted with their government, in the dif-
ferent branches thereof?legislative, judicial and
executive?may remember the obligations imposed
unon them, and not be diverted from the discharge
ot iheir duties by any temporary excitements, or
by the persuasions of men gangreened bv State
jealousy, or moved by personal ambition, and, least
of all, by the ebullitions of adventurers,who, with-
out any acquaintance with our national or State
politics, undertake at this time to speak for the
South. The forwardness of this latter class de-
serves a more formal rebuke than the Herald bas
yet given.

Virginia does not at all accord with South Caro- jlina. The indiscreet article of the Charleston Mer- !
cury, to which 1 referred in a former despatch, has
had the effect of turning thousands, in every part
of the Old Dominion, against the whole secession
movement. If South Carolina wishes to make her
separation cause reputable in the eyps of men who
acKnowledge her wrongs and sympathize with her
titles to redress, the sooner she discards the Mercu-
ry and all of its crazy counsellors, the better.
They are as bad as the Garrisons and Wendell Phil-
lips'of the North.

Notwithstanding tho conservative and Union-
loving tone of the letters alluded to, I regret to add
that our hotels are filled with a herd of politicians
who seem bent on forming a Southern confederacy.
Their talk is of nothing but the power of South
Carolina, Georgia, Alabama, Florida and Missis-
sippi, the fitness of these States to form a Southern
government, a nucleus around which all the slave-
holding border communities must inevitably clus-
ter. The disunion sentiment is evidently growing
among these excited children of the sun, who de-
light in banners, blue cockades, Palmetto and Lone
Star emblems, rattlesnakes, Ac., Ac.

Three Bell electors in Georgia?Law, Douglas
and Wright?have yielded to the current, and
changed from Union men to secessionists.

From Alabama there comes a voice of hope for
the Union. The Hon. J. L. M. Curry, who won
at the last session a reputation for judgment and
information worthy of the best davs of the repub-
lic, has taken the stump, and will oppose tbe se-
cessionists.

From Tennessee there come the strongest re-
monstrances against secession. General Pillow's
plan, however, receives little favor. He is not ex-
actly qualified by talents, education or statesman-
ship to be an adviser at tbe present crisis, and the
restless vanity which his gratuitous letter disclosed
has not been propitious to his plan. He is better
qualified for farming on Duck river than for coun-
selling the nation.

From Kentucky all we receive is conservative.
The Lexington Statesman, the organ of Mr. Breck-
inridge, says, emphatically: "The secession of five
or six States would be an act of egregious folly and
gross ingratitude."? Herald Correspondence.

OUR TRADE WITH BRAZTL. ?A course of lectures
recently delivered before the Historical Society of
New York on the subject of the Empire of Brazil,
has drawn some attention to the policy of material-
ly extending our commercial relations with her.
Great Britain appears to enjoy the principal share
in supplying the Brazilians with manufactured
articles; indeed, she last year cleared a profit of
ten millions of dollars in the Brazilian trade alone.
To correct the present state of things, the estab-
lishment of a line of steamers to place us in direct
communication with Brazil is advocated, and vhe
necessity of a reciprocity treaty is obvious. At the
present time we have in fact no treaty at all.
France has one by which she claims, on any of her
citizens dying intestate, to administer on their es-
tate; but whenever an American dies in Brazil his
estate is administered by Brazilians. Again, we
take three-fourths of Brazil's great staple, coffee,
and admit it to our ports duty free, while she
exacts upon our flour an import duty of about 51.25
per barrel, charging at the same time an export
duty on her coffee? Neiv Orleans Bulletin, Nov. 23.

THE RESULT OF THE CHIRIQUI EXFEDITIOX.?A gen-
tleman connected with the Chiriqui Expedition
writes to a Panama correspondent of the New York
Times as follows:

Y'ou may set it down as certain that the attempt
to find.a practical route for a railroad across the
Isthmus, between Chiriqui and the Gulf of Dolce,
has proved an entire tailure. Lieut. Morton left
his party at a point which he took to be tbe sum-
mit, and then started off' to find some other route,
traversing a large tract of country cut up by many
streams, but which, from the length of the route,
would not be feasible for a road. In the meantime
it was ascertained that Morton's summit was not
less than 2,200 feet below the real one, and when he
returned, unwilling to give it up as a complete
failure, he was at or near that point at the last
news from him, hoping to still find a lower pass,
but without the remotest probability of success.

SECF.SSION BONNETS. ?The Charleston Mercury
gives the following description of a bonnet worn by
a South Carolina ladv:

"The bonnet is composed of white and black
Georgia cotton, covered with a net work of black
cotton, the streamers ornamented with Palmetto
trees and Lone Stars, embroidered in gold thread,
while the feathers are formed of white and black
worsted."

What would our Lincoln ladies think of a distinc-
tive bonnet of Connecticut corn cobs, trimmed with
pumpkin vines, and ornamented with wooden nut-
megs?? Hartford Paper.

The first skating of the season in this vicinity
was enjoyed this morning on the meadows and low
lands in Lexington, which were flooded by the re-
c.nt rains. The shallowness of the water render-
ed it safe for lads and misses to venture on the thin
ice, and they were having a merry time of it this
forenoon. The ice first formed on Wednesday night,
and the cold northwest wind of yesterday prevent-
ed the sun from melting the surface, and last night
the ice increased in thickness so that it would bear
an adult to-day.?

DISTRESSING FATALITY.?The family of Mr. Galla-
tin Bibb, consisting of himself, wife and seven
children, living near Elon, Amherst county, Va.,
has been afflicted with a most distressing mortality
in the last few weeks. Since the 4th of November,
four of the children have died of diptheria, while
the other three children, together with the father
and mother, are dangerously ill with the disease,
and none ol them expected to recover.

His original band has prob
ably been largely reinforced by men recently driven
from the New York Indian lands, and rendered
desperate by want. Further intelligence is expect-
ed to-night.

General Harney and Governor Medary willarrive
here to-morrow.

The force at Fort Leavenworth is ready to march
at a moment's warning.

WARSAW, Mo., Nov. 24.?C01. Snyder, with some
four or five others, left Bolivar yesterday afternoon
tor Nevada City and the borders of the State, to
ascertain, if possible, the state of thiDgs in that
section. He lett the Poik County Rangers in readi-
ness to march immediately upon the receipt of or-ders from him.

We may soon expect later and reliable informa-
tion from the scene of disturbance.

A gentleman just in from Osceola states that the
citizens of that section are in a great state of ex-
citement. apprehending that Captain Montgomery,
with his band ot Jay Hawkers, would push on to
that place, for the purpose of taking possession of
the Bank there, and its contents, which could be
easily effected in the present unarmed condition of
the people.

The last news of Montgomery's movements was
that a portion of his band was at Boll's Mills, only
25 mites from Osceola, and it was feared that he
was about to march on the latter place.

A small independent company of Minute Men left
here this evening, well armed, for the scene of ac-
tion.

For some lime past we have been publishing re-

ports from the southern portion of the Territory,
which indicated that serious trouble was brewing
in that quarter. Our accounts were from various
sources, and we have given them without com-
ment, because we have preferred to wait lor full
advices a3 to the cause of the difficulties and their
true nature, before expressing our views thereon.
We have now further and more definite intelli-
gence from the locality in question than has yet
been given to the public.

Our readers are familiar with the transactions in
which Montgomery and his men played so promi-
nent a part in '57-' SB. The Amnesty Act, which
was passed by the Legislature in 'sß,'was intended
to dispose of all the old differences between the
Federal authorities and those who were under in-
dictments from the United States Courts. Afterthe passage of that bill, Montgomery and hi 3 con-
federates expressed themselves ready to yield sub-
mission thereafter to the legal tribunals, and to
aid, ifnecessary, in the arrest of all off enders.

The difficulties of which we speak originated in
the unfortunate struggles in the early history of the
Territory, and, at first, the divisions of the con-
tending parties were purely political ones. But in
the progress of the border warfare, rascals of all
kinds arrayed themselves around eacn banner, and,
under the cover of Free State or Pro-Slavery
movements, indulged their propensities for plunder
and every speci'es of villainy. Captain Montgome-
ry had attached a lot of such characters to himself,
but when peace was restored, it was believed that
he would dissolvo all further connection with them.

Lately he seems to have been engaged in organiz-
ing them into a company, and adding thereto a
large number of honest but misguided men, who
had suffered personally or through their friends
the outrages of the border ruffians, and were ani-
mated by a fanatical zeal inopposition to everything
pro slavery.

Several months ago, Montgomery returned from
a trip to the Eastern States, where he was engaged
in procuring assistance to carry on his marauding
enterprises. At that time, he made an inflamma-
tory speech at Mound City, after which ho proceed-
ed to collect and arm his men.

Under the cover of anti slavery pretences, his
band have recently committed various depreda-
tions, to which they were partly incited by the
action of some Missourians who still retain the old
spirit. The first important feature of the present
excitement was the trial and execution of one
Ilines, by a number of Montgomery's men, headed
bv Dr. Jennison, his lieutenant. It was alleged
by those who composed the mob-court that ilines
was a notorious character who had been ordered
to leave the Territory in '57; but the immediate
charge against him was that he had spirited away
a negro from Kansas into Missouri. Whether the
negro was tree or slave, we are unable to say, as
our accounts of the transaction differ on that
point?one being to the efiect that the darkey was
free, and was sold by Hints for gain; and the other
?that Hines was a respectable citizen, and that he
merely returned a slave to his rightful owner.

The same crowd who were guilty of this unjusti-
fiable outrage then proceeded to make further ar-
rests. They went to Mapieton and arrested the
Postmaster there, for his complicity in some trial
which took place in 1857 or 1858. They acquitted
him,and then turned their attention to two persons,
named Smith and Moore, who were sleeping to-
gether at the hotel. The former gave himself up
to them immediately, but the latter sprang out of
bed as soon as they entered the room, and refused
to surrender. Jennison, the leader of the partv,
at once tired his revolver, and the shot took effect
in Moore's neck, fatally wounding him. In order
to show that the attempt of Montgomery & Co. to
excuse their proceedings on anti-slavery grounds is
all a sham, it is proper to state that Mr. Lester I).
Moore, the murdered man, was a Republican, but
was strongly opposed to the lawless acts of the gang
aforesaid. While these events were transpiring at
Mapieton," Montgomery was stationed at Hudson,
one mile off, and his aids were constantly riding be-
tween the two places, carrying his orders and fur-
nishing him with accounts of what was being done
by his "lieutenant."

The killingof Monro took place on Wednesday,
on Thursday Montgomery appeared at Mound Citv,
and made a flaming speech, in which he declared
that his object was to free the negroes along the
Missouri and Arkansas borders, and that be would
extend his operations down to Texas, and assist the
Free State men who were driven out of that State.
He said he was not doing the bidding of any party
?that he belonged neither to the Democrats nor
the Republicans, and that the latter might as well
understand that he asked no favor at their hands,
and that ho was an Abolitionist. He announced
his determination to drive out of the Territory all
who opposed him, no matter what party they were
members of.

Montgomery has now an equipped and mounted
gang of 150 men. They are armed each with a
rifle, two of Colt's large-sized navy revolvers, and
a sabre, and they thus constitute a splendid fight-
ing corps, fullyposted in every species of guerilla
tactics.

Yesterday intelligence reached this city that they
were preparing for an attack upon Fort Scott.?
They have taken advantage of the indignation of
the people at the foray of the Indian Agent upon
the Cherokee Neutral Land settlers, and at the re-
fusal of the President to postpone the land sales,
and under cover of Wis fee line: it was their inten-
tion to seize upon the I,and Office and destroy it.
They must also have designs upon the records of
thetJnited States Courts, and the Government
stores, arms and ammunition. Nothing would be
easier than for them to accomplish their purposes.
The people of that section are maddened almost to
desperation by the wrongs which they have suffer-
ed from the Administration, and would rather be
disposed to ene urage than to discourage such pro-
ceedings.

At our latest advices from Fort Scott, Crawford,
McDonald <fc Co., and Mr. Wilson, merchants, were
moving their goods out of town, and many persons
were leaving, in anticipation of an attack. The
town was to have been taken on Sunday night
last.

Marshal Colby and Mr. Rice, of tbis place,
have gone down to Fort Scott. The Marshal had
53,000 in his possession, with which he was in-
tending to pay the expenses of the United States
District Court.

We have thus given all that has reached us up to
the time of writing this article. Reports which we
have previously published have been from those
who were strongly prejudiced in favor of Mont-
gomery & Co. Our present information comes from

gentlemen whose prejudices are strongly the other
way, but we have every reason to believe that, in
the main, their statements are correct. We believe
that our account of the origin and present aspect
of these troubles will be found to be substantially
true.

We counsel every good citizen to do all in his
power to aid in the arrest of the reckless crew who
seem to be the source of these outbreaks. Nothing
can be alleged in justification of such acts, and the
perpetrators of them should speedily be brought to
justice. All unnecessary excitement on the subject,
however, should be repressed, or it may be impos
sible to tell where the difficulty will end. By
prompt action on the part of the proper authori-
ties, the disturbers can be put down, and peace and
auiet be once more restored.
"

LATER.?By telegraph to Kansas City last even-
ing, we learn that Hoflhagle, postmaster at Maple-
ton, the released prisoner, came through on the
stage to that point yesterday, and will be here to-
day. Marshal Colby was at Mound City on Sun-
day. The express agent from Fort Scott declines
to furnish any further intelligence, saying that
Iloffoagle will give full particulars on his arrival
in Leavenworth.

He has now suddenly
arisen under arms, with some 500 men, driven the
people away from Barnesville, murdered Lester
Moore, a grand juror, Samuel Scott, formerly
sheriff' of Bates county. Mo., Mr. liines, and other
gentlemen of the highest respectability, merely be-
cause they had acted as jurors, witnesses, Ac., in
cases where Montgomery's men wore implicated;
driven others from the Territory; has driven out
the judge, clerk and officers of the United States
District Court; has encamped at Fort Scott, and
has possession of it to prevent the land sales on the
3d of December next. He has also driven out other
citizens who were respectable and law abiding, and
remains there in supremo control. Montgomery,
after taking Fort Scott, the Judge is informed,
said that he had formerly been fighting for free-
dom in Kansas. He said that he bad now com-

menced the war that would not cease until
slavery was extinct in Southwest Missouri;
that he had now ample means and force to ac-
complish it. A messenger of undoubted veracity

had arrived, stating lhat on yesterday near 100
men had entered Missouri fully armed, and passed
down the Osage lo Ball's Mill, 20 miles over the
line, with four negroes, proceeding in advance with
coils of rope, &e.. all aimed. He did not advise the
people to go to Kansas, hut to protect themselves
within the border. The people cannot defend them-
selves in the border unless help is sent to them.?
Peace cannot be restored until these fellows are
subdued. He wished not to produce unnecessary
excitement, but experience has proved to him satis-

factorily there exist 3 a deliberate design by these

men and their aOettors throughout the Luion to
bring about a civilwar.

Peru claimsthat Chile and trance sustain the decision of herown courts in the condemnation of the LizzieThompson and Georgians, and insists that the
United States, being an interested party, cannotdecide the controversy, but should select some
friendly third Power as arbitrator, to whose deci-
sion she (i'eiu) will bow. Mr. Clay was expected
at Panama on the 20th inst.

We have intelligence of another invasion of Bo-
livia by Belzu, and the commission by him of a
most dastardly and cruel act, which will mostlikely
precipitate a war with Peru. In such an event,
what with two wars?with the United States and
Bolivia Castilla willhtivo his hands full.the cargo ot the brig Winthrop has been seized
at Santa Marta, and appropriated to government
purposes. Also $5,000 ; Q ape eie belonging to
American citizens.

Mr. Foster, an American citizen, has been ar-
rested for travelling to Carthagena without a pass-
port, though he had one from our Consul.

From New Granada we learn from the interior
that Mosquera was marching on Bogota, that Gen.
Herran had resigned the command in chief, and
that conspiracy was rife against President ILpina.
In fact, ail the news is unfavorable to the govern-
ment; but, considering that the mail from Bogota
had to come down the Magdalena river and pass
through the rebellious States, it would be as well
to receive it cum granoaalis. It is said thttt some
money belonging to British merchants was seized
by the government authorities.

The coming Presidential contest in Chile is ex-
pected to be very animated. The present incum-
bent seems unwilling to lay down certain powerg
with which he was invested two years ago, in a
time ot public trouble, and a proposal made by
him that Congress would again confirm and contin-
ue those powers, has created some excitement and
a suspicion that bo aims at holding the office for
lite. The project of a grand confederacy between
all the South and Central American States is again
on the tapis, aud seems to be gathering strength.

The only news from Ecuador is that there was a
severe shock of an earthquake felt there.

We glean the following from the" San Francisco
papers:

ADVENTOBE9 OK THE JAPANESE EMBASSY.?We
learn by pony express that the frigate Niagara on
her voyage carrying the Japanese Embassy to Jed-no, was obliged to put into Loando, on the coast ofAtrica, to obtain supplies of coal and water. From
the 2d to the Gth ot August, neither tea nor cofleo
could be made, a'serious deprivation to the Asiatics.After the departure from Porto Grande, for fifteendays, a gallon of water was allotted to each person,
and on the 2d day of August the allowance was re-
duced to two bottles. The water was miserable,
having been taken from the reservoirs of the Navy
yard, at Brooklyn, instead of from the Groton, or
Kidgewood. Notwithstanding these. annovances,
the health of the Embassy continued good.

FROM OREGON.? By the arrival of the United
States steamer Shubrick, Commander Bloggs, we
are in receipt of Portland papers of the 18th and
20th. The Advertiser fears an Indian attack upen
the mining settlements, and calls for the establish-
ment of military posts. Also asks for the passage
ol an act for an election for Congressmen?deeming
the election of Mr. Sheit illegal. The Legislature
is considering a bill to substitute the viva voce
system for the ballot in general elections; it has
passed to a third reading in the House. The rainy
season has commenced there much after the fashionof ours.

A SCHOONER SHIPWRECKED. ?The San Joaquin
Republican says that as the steamer Helen Henelcy
was coming up the San Joaquin, about 2 o'clock
on Thursnay morning, when about sixteen miles
below Stockton, at a place called the Black Slough,
the steamer ran into the schooner Emily Howard,
which was crossing the river in tacking. The Hens-
leg had just come around the bend, and discovered
the vessel too late to stop her headway. The schoon-
er was struck square amidships, and sank in about
two minutes in twelve ieet of water. The Emily
Howard had on board 1,100 sacks of wheat, which
it was freighting to San Francisco. It is thought
that the vessel can be raised.

COL. LANDER. ?Wo understand that Col. F. W.
Lander will make his permanent home in San Fran-
cisco. His residence will be in Hawthorne street.
He proposes to go East soon on a visit, leaving Mrs.Lander here.

HONORS TO GARIBALDI.?The Sardinian flag was
displayed on numerous Hag-stall's, in honor of the
continued successes of Garibaldi.

A TOBACCO TREE. ?Among other freaks of nature
in this strange climate of California, she has
changed the tobacc > plant into a tobacco tree. An
instance exists, it is said, in this city, where a piant.
has increased in size until it has become more tree
than plant.

Coso SlLVEß. ?Additional discoveries ofgold andsilver ore, of incredible richness, have recently
been made in the Coso district. A largo number of
placer miners will winter in that region, where the
climate admits of prosecuting mining all the year.
A splendid crushing mill is about being taken to
Silver Hill, which will be in operation probably in
January.

WASHINGTON NEWS.
Private despatches yesterday announced that the

Senators and Members from Mississippi had met
at Jackson and unanimously agreed upon secession
and a Southern Confederacy/ They did not state,
however, who gave them any authority to decide
the question. That State emphatically voted such
a scheme down in her Convention of 1851, and re-
buked tlie Legislature for an attempt to supersede
an expression by the people.

The President has determined to withhold actionupon all resignations of Federal officers in South
Carolina until further developments are made. Af-
ter that State passes her ordinance of secession
some of the incumbents willrefus to perform theirofficial functions, whether (he President accepts
their resignation or not.

The Attorney-General has received official ad-
vices from tiie United States Marshal of South Ca-
rolina that it is impossible to hold a Federal Court,
and that lie has notified the jurors summoned to the
term which was to have been commenced on Mon-
day next, that their services willnot be required.

Mr. Breckinridge is expected here this week, andwill have foil opportunity of understanding the
President's policy in his message, and of deciding
whether he willsustain it.

The game ofsonic of the leading managers of the
secession scheme is to take the Cotton States out
unitedly, and to leave the border States in as nego-
tiators for their re admission under new guarantees.

Every one here is now looking with deep interest
to Northern manifestations, and a repeal of all ob-

i noxious legislation is eagerly anticipated. This is
regarded a3 the lirst step necessary to arrest the
threatened revolution and disruption.

A gentleman of distinction from Florida, who
arrived here this afternoon, says that the kidnap-
ping of free negro sailors by parties in that State
has aroused great indignation among her citizens.
Strenuous efforts are being made to trace the ne-
groes and bring the guilty parties to punishment.

It is now confidently asserted that Mr.Buchanan,
in his fortcoming message, will take strong ground
infavor of a convention of delegates, to be elected
by the people of all the States, for the purpose of
securing additional guarantees to the South.

Senator Latham having arrived, the Pacific re-
presentatives are to hold a meeting, with a view to
issuing a jointaddress to their constituents, urging
a separate Confederacy, including California, Ore-
gon, Washington, Utah, and New Mexico.

Disbursing officers of several departments have
sent in their requisitions for the funds necessary to

pay the clerks with at the close of the month, but
have as yet received evasive answers at the Treasu-
ry Department. Fears are apprehended that the
clerks must take Treasury notes, which are at a
discount, and will soon b; only worth 95 per cent,
of what they call for.

Georgetown Corporation notes, a current circu-
lation heretofore, redeemable in Virginia bills, are
now sold at 12 per cent, discount. The money
market is, however, easier, and the banks discount
good paper freely.

General Harney will have two companies of the
second dragoons, two light batteries, and three
companies of the second infantry?in all, over five
hundred men, half of them well mounted. Among
his otiicers willbe Captain J. W. Hawes, a gallant
Kentucky dragoon; Captain Steele, of New York;
Captain llayden, cf Florida; Major Martin of North
Carolina, who lost his right arm at Cherubusco,
and others, who will render ellicient aid in putting
a stop to marauding.

Mr. Cobb stated, on Saturday, that there would
be enough money in the Treasury to pay all de-
mands up to about the middle of January, or the
first of February, and anticipated no doubt that
all of the ten million loan that had been subscribed
would be paid in.

The agricultural in-
telligence from the sugar-growing districts of the
South, and especially from Louisiana, is rather
discouraging. The process of sugar-making ou
many of the plantations wa3 progressing slowly.?
The cane is not improving, although the quality of
the sugar being made is very superior. It is fear-
ed that the harvest will not exceed more than half
the usual crop. Many of the parishes had been visited
with rains during the past few weeks, and hopes
are freely expressed by the newspapers of interior
Louisiana that there will be a speedy improvement
inthe yield of the cane.

The government of Canada has issued a procla-
mation, exhorting the people of that province to
"observe reverentially and devoutly" the Bth day
of December proximo as "a day of'gcneral thanks-
giving to Almighty God" for His many mercies
and manifold blessings.

The city of Charleston, S. C'., according to the
census recently taken, has a population of 40,100,
of whom 23,327 are whites, 13,000 slaves, and 3,257
free colored. Compared with the census of 1850,
this shows an increase in the white population of
5,026, and a decrease of 184 in the free colored.

The entire population of Nashville, Tenn., and
suburbs, is 23,757. The population of the city in
1850 was 10,165, and of South Nashville 1,353, ma-
king 11,518, which compared with the present pop-
ulation of the city and suburbs, shows an increase

of 12,197 in ten years.
