HANDS OF 1HE LiBERALS — DISTRACTED STATE OF THI
CouNTRY GENERALLY.

By the Tennessce, Capt. Forl from Vera
st inst., we have advices from Mexico
of the 17th. Guadalajara, after a long protracted
siege, hasfallen into the hands of the liberals, and
Marquez completely defeated. On the 30th ult. the
constitutionalists attacked the city with such vigor
that nearly 1,000 men on each side were killed or
wounded. Castillo demanded an armistice, which
wus granted; but he, treacherous as usual, profited
by the cessation ot hostilities to cast balls and col-
lect ammunition, and during the night of the 2d
November, retired with about four thousand men.
Closely  followed by the liberals, he was
abandoned by his troops, and made his escape
in the direction of Tepie, accompanied only by
thirty men. Rojas with a column of cavalry,
was immediately dispatched in pursnit. Miramon
bas decreed a contribution of $300,000, to be sup-
plied by the inhabitants of the city of Mexico, said
sum to be exclusively devoted to the defence of the
citv. The preparations being made by Miramon—
such as packing trunks, ete.—indicate that he in-
tends to take to flight, although he has issued a
proclamation stating that he will defend the city
to the last. He has seized upon the funds belong-
ing to the English stockholders—deposited at the
British legation—amounting to  $500,000. The
doors of the room containing the money were bro-
ken open, the seals of the legation were broken,
and $200,000 were taken.

The grester part of the shops and commission
houses were closed.

| occupied by the liberals, Miramon and Robles will
take refuge at the Spanish Fbassy, or the French
legation.

ACCIDENT AT THE CAPITOL.—One of the Large Pic-
tures Damaged.—The workmen at the Capitol for a
few days past have been engaged in the construction
of a temporary covering over the Rotunda, several
feet above the old roofing, which is to be removed
as soon as the other is completed. On Satyrday
last, while hoisting one of the main joists, just as it
had been elevated a few feet beyond'the lower roof,
it slipped from its fastenings and fell in a perpen-
dicular direction, until it reached the lower roof,
passing through which it slid oft’ obliquely, striking
the lower corner of the beautiful picture of the
‘““Embarkation;of the Pilgrims,” damaging the same
considerably.  We are happy, however, to be able
to state that a son of Mr. Weir, the artist, has vis-
ited Washington, and says he has no doubt but that
his father can repair the injury, and so as not to
make it at all perceptible. " In consequence of this
accident, a substantial plank covering has been
placed around each of the pictures suspended upon
the walls of the Rodunda, for their protection,—

them from the common federal territory.

Treading in the same path, the next step of
abandonment or perversion of the Constitution by
the sons was for the Northern States to assume to
confiscate the property and other domestic rights
of citizens of the South sojourning or in transit at
the North, the possession of which, during such
sojourn or transit, guaranteed to them by the

If such a Union,
with ‘such States, cannot coexist, then either one
set of States must propagandize, convert, conquer,
the other ; or else they must separate; and thatalso
is revolution. s -

Then, I say, you, the Republicans, with your idea

this fatal dilemma: Revolution on either hand in-
evitable—either revolution in the change of the
domestic institutions of the States by the action or
influence of the Federal Government, or, in default
of that, revolution by the separation of incompati-
ble States.
