We published 011 Tuesday a short ex-

tract from a speech made by the Governor
elect of Pennsylvania, at a dinner, which was
given in Philadelphia on Saturday, in honor of
Mr. A. K. MCCLCRK, the Chairman ofthe Republi-
can State Committee. We must again refer our

readers to what was said on that occasion, for the
speakers are gentlemen of influence and high posi-
tion in Pennsylvania, and their unwillingness to

look unpleasant facts squarely in the face, proves
that we have done the people of the North no in-
justice in asserting that they have endeavored to
avoid meeting the real issues before the country.
We remarked a few days ago that the Northern

press had resorted to quibbling and equivocating
rather than admit the character and object of the
Personal Liberty Bills, and the truth of our obser-
vation is proved by the fact that the Republic
can politicians who dined together last week in
Philadelphia, could not bring themselves to ac-

knowledge that Pennsylvania had ever attempted
by any legislation on her part, to interfere with
ttie enforcement of an act of Congress. The Gov-
ernor elect of the State, Mr. CURTIN, on the occa-

sion in question, asserted flatly that no laws "to
"contravene or obstruct the execution of any act of
"the Federal Government,'' had ever been "de-
signedly placed" upon the statute book, and he
strongly intimated that none are in existence
which will bear any such construction. Mr.
MCCLURE, the guest ofthe evening, said : "I can
"speak confidently when I say that I know Penn-
' 'sylvania is not obnoxious to the charge, of seek-
"in& to defeat, in any way, the faithful execution
"of the laws. It is charged that Pennsylvania
"has sought by her legislation to obstruct ren-

' 'dition of slaves. I have looked carefully and in
"vain for any such legislation." This allegation
is explicit and decided, and we are puzzled to un-

derstand how any man could have made it who
was really anxious to give to the complaints of
the South, a fair and impartial hearing. The law
passed by the Pennsylvania Legislature in 184 V
provided, we quote from PCRDON'S Digest,
that no judge, alderman or justice ofthateommon-
wealtli shall "have jurisdiction or take cognizance
"ofthe case of any fugitive from labor from any
"of the United States or Territories under a cer_
"tain act of Congress, passed on the 12th day of
February, 1793,, entitled, 'an act respecting fu-
gitives from justice, and persons escaping from
"the service of their masters;' nor shall any such
"judge, alderman or justice of the peace, issue or
"grant any certificate or warrant of removal of
"auy such fugitive from labor under the said act

"of Congress, or under at)// other law authority or act

"of Congress of the United States ." The law
further provides that "if any person or persons
"claiming any negro or mulatto as fugitive from
"servitude or labor, shall under any pretence of air

"thority whatsoever, violently and tumultuously
"seize upon and carry away to any place, or at-
"'tempt to seize and carry away in a riotous, vio-
' 'lent, tumultuous and unreasonable manner, and
"so as to endanger the public peace, any negro or

"mulatto within this commonwealth, either with or
"without the intention oftaking such negro or mu-

latto before any district or circuit judge," the per-
sons so offending shall be deemed guiltyof a mis-

demeanor, and punished by fine and imprison-
ment .

Is there any honest man, we ask, who has a

doubt about the true object of this law? Was it
not "designedly placed" upon the statute book
"to contravene or obstruct" the Act of 1793, or

any similar Act of Congress? Or can auy one af-
fect to misunderstand the force of its provisions?
It is worse than idle, at a time like this, to cavil
over technicalities or quibble about terms. Every-
body knows, and none better than the Governor
elect of Pennsylvania, that scarcely any effort
could be made to retake a fugitive slave in that
State, which would not he declared hy a jury to
he "violent, tumultuous and unreasonable;" and
they know, moreover, that the legislators who
drew the law intended to deter the slaveholder
from seeking the redress to which, under the Fed-
eral Constitution, he is so clearly entitled. Ifthe
Republican leaders who discussed this subject on
Saturday had approached it a little more frankly
we should have had much more confidence in their
pairiotic protestations. They avowed their deter-
mination to respect the lights of the South and to

advocate the repeal of "any act of the people of
"Pennsylvania" which interferes with, restricts
or limits the rights of any "State or man in the
"nation," hut we cannot possibly lie expected to

derive consolation from such a declaration when
those who make it tell us, in the same breath, that
such laws as Pennsylvania lias already passed do
not "obstruct the rendition of slaves," and that
the South lias nothing to complain of on that
score.

The air ofBoston was not favorable to tbe Anti-
Slavery Convention which wa3 to have commenced
its session there on Monday iast. Tremont Tem-
ple was duly rented for the occasion, and the black
spirits and white w.ho are accustomed to meet

in solemn conclave to glorify JOHN BROWN and
anathematize the South, were on the ground, in
readiness io ventilate their fanaticism. Among
those present were REDPATH, of Kansas notoriety,
and, subsequently, the Haytien envoy of the
surviving members of BROWN'S family; SAN-
BORN, whose arrest and escape at Concord, during
the last session of Congress, our readers will pro-
bably recollect; PARKER PIIASIICRY, WENDELL
PHILLIPS and FRED DOUGLAS. All the rest were
of lesser calibre, but of the same kidney. The
avowed object ol the Convention was to commem-
orate the anniversary of the hanging of BROWN
and to take into consideration the best means of
abolishing slavery. Circulars had previously been
sent to notorious abolitionists throughout the coun-
try, inviting them to attend the Convention, many
ot whom excused themselves; whilst some ot them,
in so doing, took advantage of the opportunity to
express their views upon the question propounded
for discussion. Senator WILSON, whose occupation
of the seat which was once tilled by WEBSTER
is a blot upon the escutcheon of Massachusetts, in
reply to the Committee of Correspondence, reiter-
ates his abhorrence of slavery in every form, and
his readiness to use all constitutional means of
getting rid of it, hut objects to fighting in its
behalf. That arch agitator, GIDDINGS, is of the
opinion that the object can only be obtained hy
the advancement of Christian Civilization. He
does not exactly approve of JOHN BROWN'S mode
of setting things to rights, but he declares that
BROWN was justified in his foray by the action of
our Government, and labored for the liberation of
the slaves in# more Christian manner than did our
squadron when before Tripoli. The Rev. E. H.
SEARS, another shining light, suggests three modes
whereby "the stifled spirit of humanity" may find
release, to wit: by revolution; by peaceful separa-
tion of the States, or by peaceful action under the
Constitution and in accordance with its forms.?
The first he would oppose; the second he would
not object to; but the third is best of all. He
would "talk and vote, and preach and write, to
"promote the denationalization of slavery." The
Rev. HIGHLAND GARNETT can hit upon no stereo-
typed plan; but conjures his friends nevertheless to

'act in the livingpresent." The Rev. M. D. CON-

faction. But the Rev. COMVAT has another sug-
gestion to offer. "As the people of Massachus- i

"made if EMERSON, LONGFELLOW, or LOWELL,

So also did a number of others who had
no sympathy whatever with the object of (he meet-
ing, and were determined to break it up. As soon

as an attempt was made to organize, the opposi.
tion began to display itself. Cries of "order"
were responded toby hisses,and groans,and stamp-
ing of feel. At the height of the tumult REDPATH
and a number of his friends, rushed from the
platform to seize one of the most prominent of the
malcontents, when a scuffle ensued and they were

driven hack by the crowd. SANBORN, in the midst
of the noise and confusion, bitterly "that

this was "not the Boston lie had known, "?which it
certainly was not, hut another Boston alarmed at the
march of events in the South, and less tolerant of
auti slavery diatribes than of old. During the dis-
turbances that ensued, the opposition got posses-
sion of the platform, nominated RICHARD S. FAY as

Chairman of the meeting, and proceeded, in des-
pite of repeated interruptions from FRED DOUGLASS
and others, to pass a series ofresolutions denounc-
ing every man who sympathised with BROWN, his
aiders and abettors, in their foray upon Virginia,
and declaring a determination to abate, hence-
forward, as a nuisance which been too long
submitted to, the irresponsible persons and politi-
cal demagogues who were in the habit of misrep- |
resenting the popular sentiment of Boston, and of
disturbing the public peace. The contest for the
possession of the platform, which had commenced
early in the morning, wa3 persisted in
for several hours?every fresh attempt to ad-
dress the meeting being the signal for a re-

newal of the tumult and a general scuffle. The
police v. ere called in several times and attempted
to preserve order, hut the lull in the storm was
only temporary. In a few minutes the disturban-
ce would recommence. During one ofthe person-
al collisions that ensued, SANBORN and a Dr. KNOX
were forcibly ejected from the platform. Later in
the day DOUGLASS and those who rushed to his
assistance were still more roughly handled, and
finally the riotous demonstrations were of such a

character that the Chief of the Police received or-

ders from the MAYOR to dismiss the meeting and
clear the Hall. The opposition triumphed; but it
is questionable whether the method which they
adopted to "abate the nuisance'' can he regarded
as justifiable under any circumstances. That it

will prove effectual in checking the growth of the
abolition sentiment in the Eastern States, we by
no means believe. The fanaticism, whether of re-
ligion or morals, which meets with nothing but
silent contempt, soon dies out, for lack of suste-
nance; whilst persecution give 3 to it that notoriety
which is the primary condition of its existence,
and the main source of its strength, and power,
and influence.

ABRIDGMENT OF THE

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY OF WAR.
WAR DEPARTMENT, J
December 3,1860. J

Sl? The authorized and actual strength of the array
reiuains substantially the same as last year. In conform-
ity witlithe policy which Iannounced to you in my last
annual report, the troops available for service against the
hostile Indians, and others that have become so since that
time have been engaged in campaigns of the greatest ac-
tivity. This year the army lias been constantly in the field
and upon an active war footing.

The department of Texas lias been restored to tranquil-lityand relieved iroiu all apprehension of invasion or mo-
lestation hy the armed and marauding bands on the Mex-
ican frontier. It lias heen found necessary to occupy,
with a sufficient force, the commanding posts on and near
the Rio Grande; so we have that frontier well protected,
from Fort Fillmore to Fort Brown. These important
movements have not been made without much toil and
fatigue; and whilst looking mainly to defences upon the
Rio Grande, an important consideration was also to hold
in check the Camanche Indians of that frontier, and to
protect the settlements from their marauding parties.?
The hostilities of last year with the Kiowa and t'amancheIndians upon the head waters of the Arkansas and theCanadian have not yet been brought to a close. A very
active campaign has been carried on against them, anii
they have been met and chastised on several occasions.In one of these engagements, towards the head waters ofthe Republican Fork of Kansas river, a large body ofthese Indians was encountered by Captain Sturgis, of theFirst Cavalry, and severely chastised. They havfc heenbroken and dispersed in every direction, but, being en-tirely nomadic, they may concentrate and again makehostile demonstrations somewhere within the boundariesof the immense region over which they roam.

In New Mexico the outiages and depredations of theIndians have been very daring and numerous, and nearly
the whole territory may be said to have been infested by
them throughout the season. To make an effective cam-
paign against these Indians, and to chastise them in an
exemplary manner, it became necessary to take a large
part of the troops stationed in Utah southward to New
Mexico. This march was performed in a very creditable
manner and in good time. The troops, after accomplish-
ing a march of six hundred -miles through a trackless
wilderness, were yeadv, after a short halt, to make a
movement of one hundred and fifty mites more, and pro-
secute a campaign against the numerous and powerful
tribe of the Navajoes. There is little doubt but that
these savages willmeet with the chastisement which hasbecome necessary in order to bring them under controlagain.

The Pa-Utes, a powerful tribe of warlike Indians, about
the region of Carson Valley, in the territory of Utah,
broke out into hostility to the whites, very suddenly, this
summer, and committed many atrocious murders. A
party of volunteers from the vicinity of Washoe silver
mines,was organized, under the command of Mr. Ormsby,
for pursuit. The Indians, who were very numerous, suc-
ceeded in drawing this party into an ambuscade, driving
them back with considerable loss. Amongst the killed in
that unfortunate affair was the leader, Mr. Ormsby , him-

self.
Before, however, the United States troops could reach

the spot, the people of the country determined to organ-
ize a force of sufficient strength to pursue and chastiseeffectually the savages. A few days were sufficient forthe purpose, and a considerable number of active, daring
entc prising men rallied under the command of the cele-
brated Texan ranger, Colonel J. C. Hays, and, after
equipping themselves as best they could, they set out in
pursuit of the Indians. At no great distance they were
overtaken by these volunteers, in conjunction with a de-
tachment of United States troops, who joined them.
They commenced at once the attack. The Indians were
very powerful in numbers and strong in position, and
were assisted greatly, ifnot commanded, by white men.
But the practised eye of the cool and daring leader ena-
bled him to lead the assault with such skill that the
vastly superior number of the Indians availed them
nothing. They were driven from their strong position
after a severe conflict, and, finally, put to complete route.
The Indians dispersed inevery direction, as their custom
is, nor have they since rallied or given much cause for
uneasiness to the settlers.

I send herewith the report of this expedition, furnished
by Colonel Hays to the Governor of Utah, and by hira
sent to this department. Great credit is due to this gallant
officer and the men under his command for this timely and
efficient defence of the inhabitants of that remote portion
of our territory. The United States troops, after a veryrapid and every way creditable march,reached the neigh-
borhood of these transactions just in time to engage inand do good service inthe action, and, by their presence
afterwards, effectually to quell every symptom of hos-
tilityamongst the Indians. The interest and number of
our citizens in that region were deemed by the command-
ing officer of the department of sufficient importance to re-
quire the establishment of a military post there, which
has accordingly been done

The Snake Indians in Washington territory, on the
road recently opened from Fort Bridger to Fort Walla
Walla, have been hostile during the past season; aud al-
though a campaign was undertaken and prosecuted with
vigor against them, it did not result inreducing them to
subordination. Since the troops have been withdrawn
from active operations in the field, a large body of emi-
grants were attacked, almost on the borders of the settle-
ments, and many of them murdered. Efficient measures
will be taken to chastise these Indians.

It should be borne in mind that, whilst appropriations
have been made to sustain our army upon a peace footing,
it has been called upon to prosecute an active and t-an-
guinary war, for a distance extending from the thirty-
fifth to the forty-sixth degree ofnorth latitude, with very
numerous tribes of hardy and warlike Indians It shouldbe remembered, also, that the scenes of these operations
have been over the wildest and most remote regions ofour BMuntlnou territoriei lying betwetn the plaini on

the eastern slope of the Rocky Mountain chain and the
Pacific ocean. Under these circumstances, ithas required
the greatest watchfulness and care to keep the expendi-
tures for the year within the appropriations for it. A sum
not less than half a million dollars has been required for
these movements, the necessity for which was not and I
could not be foreseen in this department.

INDIANBUREAU.
I feel no hesitation now in bringing to the notice of

Congress the importance of restoring to the War Depart- j
ment the superintendence and control of the Indians. It
is quite impossible to impress upon these savages the idea j
of obedience by any means than military power.? !
They respect nothing but a strong military force, and its I
proximity to them is therefore essential. For efficiency
and economy, there is no doubt, in my opinion, about \u25a0
the propriety of putting the Indian Bureau under the j
charge of the War Department.

QUARTERMASTER'S BUREAU.
Ipoint withgreat satisfaction to the manner in which

the disbursements for the Quartermaster's Bureau have
been made within the period since I came into this de-
partment. This Bureau disburses all the moneys for the
transportation of the army?for their clothing, barracks,
quarters, and all other of the multitudinous outlays inci-dent upon the occupation'and maintenance of our numer-
ous military posts. Within the period spoken ofmore than
tweuty-four million dollars have been disbursed bv abouttwo hundred and three officers and agents. These expen-
ditures have been in strict conformity to law and the reg-
ulations of the Department, and all this large amount has
been fullyaccounted for and settled, except about $24,000,
which has been suspended against disbursing officers?-
probably the whole of which willbe credited them upon
further explanations of their payments. A stricter ac-
countability or a more faithful disbursement it would be
difficult to secure.

MARCH FROM ST. LOUIS TO OREGON RIVER.
It was, in my judgement, a matter of the first import-

ance. in a military point ofview, to ascertain the practi
cability of moving bodies of men from the thickly popu-
lated parts of the Mississippi valley to the Pacific coast,
within such a space of time as to make them available
for service there. I took active measures to have
a road constructed, with the appropriations for that pur-
pose, from Fort Walla Walla, on the Oregon river, across
the mountain ranges to Fort Benton, on the head of the
Missouri river. At an early period last season a detach-
ment of recruits, amounting to three hundred men, em-
harked at St. Louis on the 3d day of May, on two steam-

boats of light draught, and with all the necessary appli
ances for such a march, set out on the journey. The sea-
son was the least propitious ofany for some years, as the
water was very low from failure of rains in the spring,
and of the usual quantity of snow dining the winter
amongst the Rocky Mountain range.

But, notwithstanding this disadvantage, the expedi-
tion made good progress, reached Fort Benton by the 2d
day of July, without any material hindrance, and took
up their line of march for the Pacific. Transportation
had been provided f<>r them, and although there was some
little delay in its reaching the command, itcaused no ma
terial detention and resulted in no inconvenience. After
a prosperous march of less than sixty days, from Fort
Benton, the command arrived insafety and good condi-
tion at Fort Walla Walla. This march covering a dis-
tance of three thousand miles l>y water, and six hundred
by land, has been made in the space of five months, (dur-
ing one of which the troops were halted,) through an un-
known and wilderness country, with no great additional
expense beyond that of an ordinary march, ami without
any ocrio.w accident.

ORDNANCE, ARMS AND EQUIPMENTS.
The accompanying report from the Colonel ofOrdnance

is referred to for information in detail respecting military
supplies of this kind, which have been procured by fabri-
cation and purchase, and which have been furnished to
the army and to the militia of the States. The experi-
ments for the improvement of these supplies, which were
stated to be inprogress in my last report, have been con-
tinued with valuable results?have greatly improved, if
they have not perfected, the fabrication of sea-coast and
garrison gun-carriages of iron, the models and mode of
casting of heavy cannon, and the finality of metal for the
same. The same is true as to the manufacture ofcannon
powder, particularly for guns of large calibre, whereby
the endurance of such guns has been much increased
without any diminution of their effectiveness. But it is
particularly in regard to rifle cannon and projectiles that
such experiments have been satisfactory and valuable.

The report of a Board of Ordnance and Artillery Offi-
cers, who have been occupied during the past summer
and fall in experimental firing with rifle cannon,
leaves no doubt that tire accuracy and effectiveness of our
artillery may be vastly increased at comparatively small
expense, without discarding from use the good and ser-
viceable cannon of our present models; requiring only
that they be ritle-grooved to adapt them to use as rifle
cannon.with James' elongated expanding projectiles. This
easy and cheap mode will convert the smooth bored into
rifle cannon, throwing nearly double the weight of metal
without increased strain to lessen the durability of the
guns, or endanger the safety of those serving 'them.?
Arrangements have been ordered to he made for rilling a
portion of our cannon oa this plan, which is the best, in
all respects, that has so far been brought to notice. The
procurement of a proper supply of the projectiles is essen-
tial, butitcannot be effected without authority of lawora
special appropriation, in consequence of the prohibition of
the "purchase of any arms or military supplies whatever
which are of a patented invention."

An appropriation of about fifty thousand dollars for ex-
periments for the improvement of arms and militarysup-
plies is highly desirable, and there is no doubt that such
application of that amount, or as much of it as may be
needed for the purpose,would be a profitable expenditure.
The law before referred to, which prohibits the purchase
ofany arms or military supplies whatever which are of a
patented invention, is too general and comprehensive in
in its terms,embarraitees the operations of the war depart-
ment, ami is, in some respects, injurious to the military-
service, both as regards the army and the militia. It
should be repealed as to all articles used inthe quarter-
master's department.

I again call attention to the existing law forarming and
equipping the whole bodv of the militia of the United
States, which was passed in 1808. The provision then
made for the purpose remains the same now. It is entire-
ly insufficient for its effectual accomplishment,as is shown
by frequent requisitions and urgent applications from
States and territories tor advances of arms and equip
ments beyond their regular quotas.

The want of a national armory for the fabrication of
cannon has long been felt, and the expediency, indeed
necessity, of proper legislation to secure its establishment
lias been repeatedly urged upon the national legislature.
The improvemeiits of late suggested, and verified so far
as the limited means at my disposal would permit, in the
models and mode ofeasting cannon,and in the adaptation
to them of the rifle principle, can only be fully developed
and successfully carried out by having the proper means
under government control for preparing and treating the
materials and for perfecting their fabrication. The adop-
tion of these improvements so as to apply them most suc-
cessfully, which is essential to the highest ellicienev of
our artillery arm. furnishes now an additional argument
to the many heretofore advanced in favor ofhaving them
fabricated at such an armory as Is spoken of.

A large quantity of condemned stores, amongst which
were many old muskets, have been sold during tlie year
to make room in the arsenals formodern arms.

BREECH-LOADING ARMS.
Very frequent and numerous experiments have been

made under my direction of breech loading arms, and in
ventions for this purpose are wonderfully numerous.?
Many have been rejected, but some plans for breech load-ing have been approved, after very numerous expert
ments, and are now conceded by all who are familiar
witlithem, and capable of judging, to be by far the mostefficient arms ever put into the hands of intelligent men.
Immediate steps ought to be taken to arm all our light
troops withthe most approved of these arms.

EXPLORATIONS.
During the last four years explorations have madeknown the character of that singular river, the Colorado

of the West, and its suitableness for navigation; the na-
ture of a iaige portion of the belt of country, hitherto
unknown, between that river and the settlements of New-
Mexico, and Nortli of the thirty-fifthdegree of latitude,
across which roads are impracticable, from the extraordi-
nary character of its surface.

Kurthey north they have resulted inthe establishment
of a new route across the Great Basin from Salt Lake City,
and in ascertaining the impracticability of other lines of
communication between important settlements in the in-
terior. They have opened a new, shorter and better route
between the settlements of Great Salt Lake and those of
Oregon and Washington, on the Oregon river.

They have developed the general character and re-
sources of the extensive region north of the Platte, and
between the Missouri river and the Pacific divide of the
Rocky Mountains, have shown the existence there of
several practicable wagon routes, valuable in connec-
tion with military operations, and the emigration to thePacific.

In each division of country explored, the general tnpo
graphy and hydrography have heen obtained, lines ol
barometrical level have heen carried across t lie character
istic features, geographical positions have been determin-
ed, the climate lias been observed, and ttie genera! geo
logy has heen ascertained.

WEST POINT.
The militaryacademy has heen progressing in its usual

course, except that the course of study and discipline has
been extended from four years tofire. This was coasid
ered at the time to be necessary, owing to the low stand
aid of proficiency for entrance to the school.

STEAMER FOR PUOET'S SOOXP.
The settlements on l'uget's Sound and the adjacent

waters are exposed to the incursions of warlike Indians
from the British and Russian provinces. These Indians
come down in large canoes, which carry from fifty to one
hundred warriors, and move witli great speed. There
can be no warning of their approach, and pursuit with
ordinary means is of course out of the question. It is
very necessary, therefore, to have a steamer for that pur-
pose. The Massachusetts, a ship with an auxiliary steampower, belonging to the Quartermaster s department, has
been, and is now used for this purpose; but it is not at
all suitable, and is expensive. It is proposed to sell
her and substitute a suitable steamer. She should he a
good strong sea boat, ofHfht draught -about six foot-
not large, and of considerable speed. She would be very
useful as a transport, as well as for the purpose mention-
ed. and ought to be constructed specially for the service.

1 cannot refrain from making special mention
of the manner in which, under very unfavorablecircumstances, the work has been executed at
Fort Wise. This post is situated in the region of the Ca-
manchesand Kiowas, and towards the gold discoveries ofPike's Peak. It is necessary for the protection of the
crowds of our people moving continually in that direc-
tion from the lawless and hostile bands of Indians alrea
dy spoken .f. Without any of these facilities so essential
to substantia! and cheap construction, Major Sedgwick,
with his troops alone, and almost without tools, except
those of the rudest sort, has been able to construct
stone houses of the most substantial character and in suf
ficient numbers to shelter all the stores necessary for his
command, which consisted of six companies?four of
horse and two of infantry. The quarters are all comfort-
able for the troops, and the sheltering is excellent for all
the horses. Great credit is due to this officer for his ener-
gy. activity and economy in constructing this post,
which, in the present state of affairs inthat region, is a
very important one.

I call .attention particularly to the importance ofhaving
the Accounting Ollicer for the War Department, directly
under the control of the Department its-If. It is quite
inconvenient and troublesome to have the Accounting
Officer, whose business is so intimately and constantly
connected withthe War Department, detached from it en-tirely. and subject to the orders and direction of anotherdepartment exclusively. The War Department
should settle and adjust its own accounts fully and en-
tirely: and itis enough that the result of snch settlement
should be sent to the treasury.
