Stocks here have fallen offvery considerably, and inNew
York they have declined within the past few days from
2# to 8# per cent. Money has through the week been
tight, although there has been a fair degree of currency
for strictly first class paper at from 1 to 1 # per cent, per
month. Bates are however tending upward, and were
there any large amounts of paper offering on the street
they would doubtless advance. New York funds Contin-

ue in demand and we quote them to-day at 2#@2# per
cent, premium.

A portion or the '
dullness of paper is accounted for by the fact that the two i
great Trust Companies, the New York and the United j
States, do not appear as buyers as usual. These two Com - i
panieshave written off two millionsfive hundred thousand 1
dollars of Bills Receivable; without replacing the amount.
On demand money is 7 per cent, on good collaterals, an I
moderately abundant. The offerings at Bank to-morrow Iare large, the difficulty of passing paper in the open mar Iket, throwing the whole strain upon the Banks.

The Philadelphia Ledger of to-day says:
Instead of any improvement in business, in credit, and jinconfidence in the future, each and all look daily more Idiscouraging. What is to make the bank borrowers bet ;

ter able to pay tbeir loans now, or in the future, than 1they were last week or last month? Credit is .more shattered. the rate of money is higher, or, rather, paper is !held in !ess favor, stocks and all other prices are lower;

FLORIDA.

lature of that State, announcing that upon learn-
ing at any time of the determination of Florida to
dissolve connection with the Northern States, he
willpromptly and joyously return home to support
the banner of the State to which he owes alle-
giance.

Col. Blackburn, Federal Marshal for the Northern
District of Florida, is closing up the business of his
oflice, preparatory to resigning.

The secession feeling in Florida is quite as uni-
versal as in South Carolina.

THE FEELING IN THE SOUTH.

We are permitted to publish the following ex-
tracts from a letter from a well-known citizen of
Baltimore, in the South. The let-
ter is dated Savannah, Ga., Dec. 3 :

"Of course you would be glad to hear something
of the feeling of the South in reference tounion" or "secession." I do assure you that
with very few exceptions, every man, woman and
child, south of Virginia, is a disunionist. It is
wonderful, it is fearful, to witness the deep-seated ha-
tred exhibited towards the North, and the unanimity
with which the people cry out for disunion. Some
are forseparate and independent action ofeachState,
while some others would propose an ultimatum to
the North, and await a reply before acting. Others
desire the fifteen Southern States to act iu concertand form a Southern Confederacy.

The United States flag is little regarded as a na-
tional emblem, whilst every secession banner is
hailed with the wildest enthusiasm, and I fear that
now, although every concession and every guaran-
tee might be ottered' by the North, it is too late to
prevent the dismemberment of our glorious Union

The writer then alludes to the general use of
Northern productions in the South, and mentions
the fact that even the meats, vegetables, and other
articles named on the hill of fare of his hotel, are
from the Northern markets, and then remarks:

"Ifcotton is king, his own people are very de-
pendent subjects, and vet they, with the full knowl-
edge of their dependence before thein, and reali-
zing, as i believe they do, the great sacrifices which
they will be required to make, are unanimous for a
dissolution of the Union,and unless God in his mercy
interposes to prevent, it willtake place as certain
as the rising of the sun to-morrow morning.

"Distrust and hate have done their work ef-
fectively; the heart of the South has already seceded;
the act "of legal consummation willfollow so surely
as night follows day. And who, oh I who can
comprehend the vast results? Shall it be said
that we have failed to solve the great problem?-
'ls man capable of self government ? ' Is it possi-
ble, that for the sake of the negro, this, the first
and greatest nation on which the sun shines, is to
be broken into fragments, which fragments will
wear each other out by their own abrasions until
we sink into insignificance?a by-word, a hissing,
a warning to all the nations of the world ? SureTy
there is no patriot who does not tremble for his be-
loved country, and lift up his soul in prayer in her
behalf."

LETTER FROM HON. A. 11. STEPHENS, TO A FRIEND IN
NEW YORK.

CRAWFOBDVILLE, Ga., Nov. 25, 1860.
Dear Sir: Your kind and esteemed favor of the

JUth instant is before me, for which you will please
accept my thanks. I thoroughly agree with you as
to the nature and extent of the dangers by which we
are surrounded, and the importance of united action
on the part ot our people, in the line of policy to be
pursued.

I know, also, that there breathes not a man in
Georgia who is more sensitively alive to her rights,
interest, safety, honor and glory than myself; and
whatever fate befalls us, I earnestly hope that we
shall be saved from the worst of all calamities, in-
ternal divisions, contentions and strifes. The great
and leading object aimed at by me in Milledgeville,
was to produce harmony on a right line of policy.

Ifthe worst conies to the worst, as it may, and
our State has to quit the Union, it is of the utmost
importance that all eur people should be united
cordially inthis course. This, I feel confident, can

effected on the line of policy 1 indicated.
compels me to say, that 1 ain not with-

out hopes that our rights may he maintained and
our wrongs he redressed, in the Union. Ifthis can
he done, it is iny earnest wish. I think also that it
is the wish of a majority of our people. If, after
making an effort, we shall fail, then all our people
will he united in making or adopting the last resort
?the " Ultima ratio regnm."

Even in that case, I should look with great ap-
prehension as to the ultimate result. When this
Union is dissevered, if of necessity it must be, 1 see
at present but little prospect of good government
afterwards. At the North, J feel confident, anarchy
it-illsoon ensue. And whether iv<> 1.0 oil'
at the South, will depend upon many things that Iam not now satisfied that we hare any assurance of.
Revolutions are much easier started than control-
led, and the men who begin them, even for the best
purposes and objects, seldom end them.

The American Revolution of 177fl was one of the
few exceptions to this remark that the history ofthe world furnishes. Human passions are like the
winds?when aroused, they sweep everything be-
fore them in their fury. The wise and the good
who may attempt to control tliem, will themselves
most likely become the victims. This has been the
history of the downfall of all republics. The selfish,
the ambitious and the had will generally take the
lead. When the moderate men who are patriotic
have gone as far as they think right and proper,
and propose to reconstruct, then will he found a
class below them, governed by no principle, hut
personal obi.-cts, who will be for pushing matters
further and further, until those who sowed the wind
will find that they have reaped the whirlwind.
These are my serious apprehensions. They are
founded upon the experience of the world and the
philosophy of human nature, and no wise man
should condemn them. To tear down and build up
again, are very different things; and before tearing
down even a bad government, we should first see a
good prospect for building up a better. Those are
my views candidly given. It there is one sentiment
in my breast stronger than all others, it is an ear-
nest "desire for the peace, prosperity and happiness
of our people?that peace, prosperity and happiness
which a wise and good government alone can secure.

I have no object, wish, desire or ambition beyond
this; and if 1 should in any respect err in endeavor-
ing to attain this object, it will be an error of the
heart and not the heart.

THE NORTH AFTER A DISSOLUTION.
The Albany Atlas and Aryus thus portrays some

of the results of a dissolution of the Union :

Separation is dissolution. There can he no such
thing as a Northern and Southern Confederacy.?
The Southern State 3 could not hold together; the
Northern States would not. Once establish a sepa-
ration, and New York would look out for itself.?
It would no longer consent to a system of political
inequality which reduces it to the level of the
smallest New England States. It would throw olf
the commercial restrictions which now hamper its
commerce, and terminate, not only for itself, hut
for all the producing States of the West, the pres-
ent protective system, which was devised for the
benefit of New England and Pennsylvania.

New York would at once be the head of a con-
federation reaching from the Atlantic to the Itockv
Mountains, embracing, besides its own State,
Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Wisconsin,lowa,
Minnesota, Missouri, Kansas and Nebraska, besides
other States to he formed out of the Western ter-
ritory, with half the population of the present
Union. These producing States would need a free
port of entry for their imports and exports, and
New York alone could furnish it. In the crash of
interests caused by the dissolution of the Confed-
eracy, she would be the first to regain her ascen-
dency.

Pennsylvania would lose much, New England all,
by such a breaking up. Their protective system
would be worthless to them, unless tbey linked in
with them a body of consumers in other States,
and realizing this, they would ultimately reach
free trade, through the dreadful ordeal of public
and private bankruptcy.

What the South would suffer under such a state
of affairs we need not speculate upon. It cannot
afford to live in a state of agitation or uncertainty;
nor its people, purely agricultural, afford to pay
the taxes which existing debts and prospective
burdens would impose.

THE POSITION OF UOV. HOUSTON.

So long as the Consti-
tution is maintained by "Federal authority," and

My locks have become
white in toiling, as I believe, for the liberties of
mankind. Were I young, that I might look for-
ward to the future, feeling that whatever danger
might come, my strong arm would be at hand to
defend my family, I should feel less anxiety than 1
do at present. The years that 1 willhave to endure
the misfortunes ot civil war are but few. If I
could feel that with the close of my career would
end the miseries of my race, I could share its mis-
fortunes with patience; hut to feel that the perils
ofrevolution must continue, that war with its at-
tendant horrors of bloodshed, rapine and devasta-
tion must still be visited upon it, would embitter
my last moments; and after living to witness the
demolition of the best Government that ever exist-
ed, I would sink to the grave without a hope that

freedom would be regenerated, or our posterity
would ever enjoy again the blessings with which
Ave had parted. Let us pause and ponder well be-

fore we take any action outside of the Consti-
tution.

ACCIDENT 10 THE CROTON WA-

-lEU MAINS?THE LOWER PART OF TUP
CITY WITHOUT WATER.
At eight o'clock last evening a break was discov-ered in the sth avenue Croton mains, between COthand 70th streets, directly over the Old Hospital.
hen hist discovered, the stream issuing from thebreak was inconsiderable, but it rapidly increaseduntil it became almost a river in volume. It wasno o clock this morning before the upper andlow-

ei connections of these mains were closed and the
. stopped. In the meantime a large

in,',.?..

escl , T2 lr at I2d street was almost entirelyemptied, a hike of respectable size being formed inthe vacant lots between sth avenue and the liarlem
railroad.

At the former grade of the upper portion of sth
avenue the Croton mains lay seven feet beneath the
surface. Hut that part of the street has been re-
cently re-graded, at an elevation of 15 feet, leaving
the mains embedded about twenty feet. The water
percolating from a small leak undermined the
pipes, leaving them unsupported beneath a heavy
superincumbent mass. They of course gave war,
and the most serious break ever known in the his-tory ot the Croton Department has been the result.

The extent of the damage can scarcely be ascer-
tained. Superintendents of the repair state that
the work will not bo completed find the pipes re-opened before Saturday night. There is a large
body of workmen employed upon the break, and
the Croton Board are now doing their utmost to
facilitate repairs. In the meantime, what are we
to do for water? There are four mains connecting
the upper and lower reservoirs.

Two thirty-six inch mains in the Fifth avenue,
and two thirty-inch mains, one in Third and the
other in Eighth avenue. As both mains in Fifth
avenue are implicated in the break, our sole supply
of water for the next four days will be from the
Eighth and Third avenue mains. It will be seen
that three-fourths of our usual supply of water is
cut oil". Bv shutting off the Croton from the fac-
tories, by locking the dock hydrants, and using
water for the ordinary domestic purposes as if it
were selling at Sahara desert prices, we may sur-
vive this accident without material danger.

Itis well to know that in eases of emergencv
there are large wells in the city, which the own-
ers would without doubt throw open to the public.

Our greatest danger is from fire, against which
wo cannot take sufficient precautions. We under-
stand that the insurance companies, at their com-
mittee meeting this afternoon, will make arrange-
ments to double their force as a safeguard against
tire.

Notwithstanding Hie seriousness of the disaster,
there is much that is laughable in the present Cro-ton panic. The great army of the unwashed re-
ceived large accessions from the avenues this morn-
ing, and philosophers of the teetotal school, if
they have done any heavy drinking to-day, have
done so at the nearest restaurant in the shape of
beer.

A crowd of men, women and children, to thenumber ot hundreds, charging like Zouaves upon acommon street pump, and a policeman, stern re
presentative of justice, seeing that no one got more
than his halt pail ol the limpid beverage, is a singu-lnr sitfht, to JI city that ordinarily turns a river
into its sewers.

not despairing of the Republic, because not pre-
pared as yet to deny to our countrymen a capaeitv
for the enjoyment of that rational and regulated
liberty which has been distinctively called "Amer-
ican," alike from its peculiar character and its
wide territorial extension, we to-day invoke the
attention ot the Southern people, and (ifwe thought
a voice so humble as ours could reach them, we
would add) of their Representatives now in Con
gross assembled, to a proposition which we make
only alter mature deliberation and under solemn
sense of public duty. * * * *

With the view, therefore, of arresting the hands
already uplifted for the piecemeal dismemberment
of our body politic, and to the end that our fellow-
citizens and compatriots of the .South may seek a
solution of our present politicalcomplications in a
spirit of unity, and by a method which shall rise at
least to the dignity of the occasion, we venture to
recommend the assembling, at an early day, of a
Convention or Congress of Delegates, who shall ho
appointed by the several slaveholding States, in
such number and in such away as shall be deemed
most expedient for the purposes of mutual consulta -
tion in respect alike to the dangers believed to be
impending, and the remedy deemed most adequate
to avert them.

A state of suspenso and uncertainty is, of all con-
ditions, the least adapted to inspire a sense of se-
curity, as it is the least propitious to the consum-
mation ofautrht that involves deliberation in coun-
sel or vigor in action. While the apprehensions
that now disturb the reposo of the Southern people
find vent in vague repining, the evil of the day
grows only more and more inveterate,under circum-
stances the least available to operate for its cure.
Where obscurity and division of opinion prevail
with regard to the nature and extent of the causes
that inspire solicitude and of the wrongs which call
for redress, it is apparent that the people of the
Northern States, however disposed they may be to
accommodate the outstanding ditlerences between
the two sections, are in no position to understand
the basis on which an adjustment may be reached
that will assuredly and finally satisfy their South-
ern brethren. * * + * * *

It' the representatives of the Southern States
should meet in Convention for the mutual inter-
change of the sentiment prevailing in each, we
believe the voice of wisdom and of deliberate valor
would drown the cry of passion and of impetuous,
hnnnucA hot and resentful rniirago. Acting under
a sense of their high responsibilities, and conscious
that the eyesof the whole country of the civilizedworld were lived upon them, the members of such
a conclave could not afford to compromise their
position by advancing assumptions incompatible
with Union, because trenching on the just rights of
their Northern brethren. We believe they wouldseek to discover a basis of fair and honorable ac-
commodation between the two sections, long ar-
rayed against each other, as we firmly believe,
more from a mutual misunderstanding of each
other's opinions and tendencies, than from any

antagonism either of principles or -interest*. The
social, moral and religious principles of each, so
lar as they are diverse, find fullscope for develop-
ment within the limits of their respective States,
without coming at all in necessary contlict; while
nature, acting in concert with thoe varieties of
industrial pursuit which beget relations of reci-procal benefit, has made the bond of our Union no
less a civil necessity than a perennial source of pub-
lic welfare.
