ADDITIONAL PER STEAMER BOHEMIAN.

Tlio Pacific Telegraph.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.?The bill amendatory of

the Pacitic telegraph law, introduce! bv .Mr. Ely
in the House to-day, proposes to extend'the time
for the completion of the line to the Ist of Decem-
ber, 1863. It allows the company to remove or re-
build their line upon any railroad which may be
constructed by the U.S. Government from'any
part of the Mississippi valley to the I'acitic.
Should the company issue bonds, and sell tbe same,
the Government, If required, is authorized to par-
tite amount of subsidy to the telegraph c ni-
pany in discharge of the coupons to said bids.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
SINKING OF A SCHOONER?EIGHT I.IVES

LOST?A MAN SITS ON THE MAST-
HEAD ALL NIGHT.
A most terrible marine disaster took place yes-

terday morning about three o'clock, in the bay, off
FiveiFathom Bank. At that point the ship Noon-
day was lying loaded with guano, and the schooner
Richmond, of this city, was engaged in lightening
the ship, to enable her to come up to the citv. At
eight o'clock on Monday night the Richmond, Cap-
tain Cbiveral. commenced ioa'ding, and by two
o'clock, A. M., had one hundred t ins of guano on
hoard. She then left the side of the ship and had
moved about half a mile out, when she sprung
a leak, and sunk in less than five minutes.

Eight persons, among whom was Captain Cbiv-
eral,were drowned. There were twenty-four aboard
at the time. Fifteen of them were saved in a yawl-

boat, which was only sixteen feet long. The safe-
ty of the party in the boat was altogether owing
to the calmness and decision of Mr. John Stein, tbe
chiefof the stevedores. Mr. George Melville, pilot,
was on board and sought safety in the rigging,
where he remained for four hours, when he was
rescued by Captain Ireague, oT the steam tug Lion'
ess, which was bound to the ship for the put-pose of
towing her into port.

\\ hen the schooner sunk, a young man named
Y\illiam Hopkins, son of Capt. Hopkins, livingon
the corner of Gough street and Chappel alley, wa3
asleep in the cabin. One of the men attempted to
go below to wake him, but was driven back by the
water, which was rushing furiously into" the
apartment. Among the others drowned, were Jos.Seipher, John Wagner, Wiiliam Elsesser, Joseph
Kline, Spachholtz and Schriner, and a
man whose name is unknown. Capt. Cbiveral was
well-known as one of the most experienced pilots,
and was perfectly familiar with the waters of thehay. He owned the Richmond, which was
about nine years old, and was considered sea-
worthy. lie leaves a wife but no children. Several
of those who wore drowned were men of families,
which are left in destitute circumstances.

The following statements give a clear account of
the disaster:

JOHN STlNfi's STATEMENT.
Mr. John Stine made the following statement:lt was about half-past three o'clock A. M., when

Mr. George Melville came to where the captain
and 1 were standing, anil he remarked, "captain,
the schooner is sinking." One of the hands was
ordered below to coil away lines, and in an instant
he returned and reported that there was two feet
of water in the hold. A few minutes before this
discovery was made the pumps had been tried and
all was found right. The leak must have been ve-
ry large, as the water in the hold increased rapid-
y. The crew were called and we made aft, when it
was found that not a moment was to be lost, as thevessel was sinking fast. The men commenced
jumping into the vawl-boat, and in a few moments
it was filled,?no less than twelve were in it. At
this point tbe schooner lurched beavilv,
and the captain and myself, who we're
standing near each other, both stepped

from the deck. As I went off' 1 grasped the
schooner's painter, and, by it, swung myself into
the boat. Captain Chivral full directly into the
water. I grasped for him, but could not reach
him, and the waves carried him away. As be was
struggling in the water, be turned to me and said,
"John, bid my wife good-bye for me." He was
unable to swim, but managed, for a few moments,
to keep above water. I was extremely anxious to
save the captain, and tbe moment I got in tbe boat
turned tp get an oar to row towards him, but there
was not one in the boat. The current carried us
rapidly away from him, and I watched him strug-
gling in the water for a few moments, when he dis-
appeared. It was not more than three minutes
from the time the water was discovered in the hold
before tbe vessel sank. There were twenty-four
persons on the schooner,and when 1 swung into the
yawl-boat there were twelve in it. As the schooler
went down, 1 saw several of those who remained
on board spring into the water. Two of them
came within reach of the vawl-boat, and
I grasped first one and then the other,
and drew them into the boat. Their names
arc John Brun and Frank Elsesner. We drifted
rapidly from the wreck, and I fotrnd that unless
some steps were taken by which the boat could be
steered, we would all perish. In this emer-
gency I tore up two of the top boards of
the bottom of the yawl-boat for the purpose of
converting them into oars. This was done without
much inconvenience, and in a few minutes 1 was
enabled to give direction to the boat. The yawl
was only sixteen feet in length, and our weigh.t

almost buried it in the water. Not more than au
inch and a half of the top of the boat was visible.
The men generally were calm, but one or two of
them manifested a disposition todisobey my orders,
and instated that the direction of the boat should
be changed. 1 quieted them, however, by the as-
surance that unless they desisted 1 would throw
them overboard. 1 was determined that the lives
of all should not be imperiled by the clamors or
insubordination of one or two. We were about
ten miles from shore. The moon bad gone down
and the stars were hardly seen. There was but
little wind, bat the air was cold and biting.?
I ordered the men, with the exception of one
or two who 1 needed to assist me, to lay down in
the bottom of the boat. This precaution was tak-
en to keep steady ballast and thereby keep the boat
from dipping. The two men whom i dragged from
the water at the wreck, i placed forward. They
suffered intensely from the cold, but were cheerful
and hopeful, and neither murmured. In this man-
ner we rowed steadilv and as well as our means
would admit for shore. After the excitement
which had attended our imminent peril had died
away, and we were earnestly struggling with the
waves for our lives, a calmness and quiet almost
oppressive settled down on all. Minutes passed as
hours, and all through the dreary night we worked
as doomed men. At last Ihe East grew grey, and
morning came to our great relief. Our hearts
grew lighter; cheerful words were ex-
changed. The shore was within a few miles.?Onr arms appeared to grow stronger, and
we plied our oars with more vigor. When
within one mile of shore one of the men acciden-
tallykicked the plug out of the bottom of the boat*
The water gushed in, but in an instant one of the
men (Charles Heisner) ran his finger into the hole
and stopped the water until the plug was secured
and replaced. After four hours' labor and anxiety,
we reached shore at Sandy Point. Cold, wet and
exhausted, we sought a dwelling, occupied by a
widow lady named Jones, who received us in the
kindest nninncr and did everything in her power
to relieve our distress. After we were thoroughly
refreshed and dried we started for Annapolis, fif-
teen miles distant, which place we reached utiout
half-past eleven o'clock. On applying to the
steamer AY,it we got passage for this city, where
we arrived in the evening.

STATEMENT OF Ma. GEORGE MELVILLE.
1 was the first to inform the captain that the j

schooner was sinking; she went down very rapidly, :
and the captain perceiving the danger, gave orders 1
to take charge of the yawl-boat and not allow it to
be swamped by precipitancy in those endeavoring
to save themselves. This order was disregarded, \
and all who could get in the boat leaped into it at j
once. The captain, John Stine, and one or two I
others, were the last persons on deck. The moment !

1 saw the eagerness which was manifested to get j
into the boat, 1 concluded there could be no safety
there. All the parties, with but one or two ex-j
ceptions, who took to tbeboat, were what is called \u25a0
"green ones." They knew nothing of its manage-
ment, were terribly excited, and the probabilities j
were, that it would be swamped. I was familiar [
with the deptli of the water, and knew that the i
mast would not be covered, and instantly left the (
deck and went to the mast-head. In a moment the !
schooner went down. 1 saw Capt. Chiveral and a \
boy struggling in the water, and then saw |
them go down. The boat with its human freight)
went drifting away, and was soon lost to sight. I
was alone on the "mast head, half a mile from the
ship, and tliree hours before there could be anv
probability of relief. I had taken off' my coat just
before the leak was discovered, and was in my 1shirt-sleeve?. The cold air soon commenced to af- j
feet me, and I went to work to keep myself warm, I
There was about nine feet oT the mast above the I
bead, and I began climbing to the top and then j
sliding back again. In this manner I kept up the !
circulation of blood, and felt the cold but slightly. !
For more than three hours T labored in this man- |
nor, all the while anxiously on the lookout for the 1tug-boat, which 1 knew would arrive early for the j
purpose of towing the ship to the city. Just a-
day com in need breaking, the tug hove in sight,
and the Captain observed me through his glass and
came to my rescue. 1 had no idea of being lost j
from the b ginning, as I knew that when davlight !
came I would be observed from the ship.

Mr.Melville was wrecked twelve years ago in the ibrig Sail lie, of Del., en route for Kio, and was in a
boat for five days and nights.

The Richmond is in live fathoms water, with her \u25a0mast and a portion of the rigging exposed. The
value of the guano lost is SG,OOO.

I all the elements of material wealth and prosperity around
us, shall have been broken up, and you may be the last
Grand Jury of these present United Slater which may
ever assemble in this district. We are in the midst of a

j revolution, and no mortal eye can now see clearly whither
| we are drifting. Regarding, as I have ever done, the
J Union of these Mates as the corner-stone of ail our pros-

J perity and glory as! a nation, my heart is sad?sad, in-
! deed, when there comes to us on every breeze the start-
! ling intelligence that it is in imminent peril. From the
j head of the nation to its humblest citizen, all seem to

I have lost reliance on the efforts of man, and to he turning
! their tearful eyes to the God ofour fathers.

This Government was formed with prayer, and 1 be-
) lieve, ifitis to be saved and preserved, it can only be

so by prayer. Let me, then, gentlemen,commend to your
' prayers the Union of these States, that it amy l<e saved
! from destruction and remain to bless and enrich us and

1 our children, and that God would remove all bitterness,
fanaticism and madness from the land. He rules and cm-

THIRTY-SIXTH riIMJRESS?SECOND SESSION.
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, December IS.?Mr. LANE offered
a series of resolutions, prefaced by a long preamble,
setting forth the resistance, in 1848,.t0 the Wilmot
proviso; the re-endorsement, by the election of Lin-
coln, oi that proviso, and the consequent imminence
of the dissolution of the Union. The resolutions
are as follows:

Resolved, That the several States he requested to send
commissioners as delegates to a convention to consider
on the changes which the present times require; and
whereas the Southern States, being in a numerical minor-
ty, complain of aggressions, previous and prospective,

from the Northern States, be it
Resolved, That the delegates of said Southern States be

requested to convene, first by themselves, to confer onthe conditions necessary for their security and peace, andsubmit their conclusions to the delegates of the North, rn
States, separately convened, or to a Convention of the
Northern States; and be it further

Resolved, That it is contrary and abhorrent to the reli-
gion and civilization of our age, and to the spirit of ourConstitution, to interfere in any way by force with suchsteps as any of the States feeling aggrieved may adopt;
and he it further

Resole*d, That the Federal (iovernment will abstain
from the employment of all or any force to prevent
or interfere witiiany State or Slates' which shall deter
mine by itself or themselves on any course for their own
prosperity and safety, which shall not be aggressive to-
wards the other States, and in any case where there may
be danger of collision between any State and the Federal
forces stationed there, the forces be promptly withdrawn.
Mr. DOUGLAS suggested that the resolutions
bn laid over, and referred to the Committeeof Thirteen. The resolutions were then laid
on the table, to he referred to the Committee of
Thirteen. Mr. CRITTENDEN offered a series
of resolutions that, whereas alarming dissensions
had arisen between the Northern and Southern
States as to the l ights of the common T rritories
of the United States, and as it is eminently desir-
able and proper that these dissensions should he set-
tled by constitutional provisions, which give equal
justice to all sections, whereby peace may be re-
stored; therefore

Resolved by the Senate and House, That the following
articles proposed be submitted as amendments to tin-
Constitution, which shall be valid a* part of tiie Consti-
tution. when ratified by the Conventions of the States.

First.?ln all Territories now or hereafter acquired,
north of latitude 36 degrees and 30 minutes, slavery orInvoluntary servitude, except as punishment for crime,
be prohibited; while south of that latitude slavery ishereby recognized as existing, and not to be interfered
witiiby Congress, but to be protected as property in all
of the departments of the territorial governments during
its continuance. In all Territories north or south of thatline, witiisuch boundaries as Congress may prescribe
when they contain population necessary for a member ofCongress, and witii a republican form of government,
shall be admitted into the Union on an equality of any
original State, witiior without slavery, as the Constitu-
tion of the State may prescribe.

Second?Congress shall have no power to abolish s'a '
very in the places under its jurisdiction, nor in States
permitting slavery.

Third?Congress shall have no power to abolish slavery
in the District of Columbia while it exists in Virginia
and Maryland, or ineither. Nor shall Congress at any-
time prohibit the officers of the Government, or members
of Congress whose duties require them to live in the
District of Columbia, from bringing slaves thither, orholding them as such.

Fourth?Congress shall have no power to hinder trans-portation of slaves from one State to another, whether by
land, navigable rivers, or sea.

Fifth.?Congress shall have power, by law, to pay any
owner who shall apply therefor, full value for the fugi-
tive slave in all cases when the marshal shall lie pre-
vented from discharging his duty by force, or rescue
made after arrest. In all such cases the United Statesshall have power to sue tire county in which sucli vio-lence is used or rescue made, and the county shall have
the right to sue individuals who have committed suchwrong, inthe same manner as the owner could sue.

Sixth ?Xo future amendments shall effect the pre-
cedins articles, and Congress shall never have power to
interfere withslavery in States where it is now permitted.
The last resolution declares that Southern States have a
right to the faithful execution of the law concerning the
recovery of slaves, and such laws ought not to be repeal-
ed or modified so as to impair their efficacy.

Alllaws which conflict with the fugitive slave law are
null and void. Yet Congress does not deem it improper
earnestly to ask the repeal of such laws. That the fugi-
tive slave law ought to he so altered as to make the fee
of the commissioner equal, whether it is decided in favor
or against the claimant; and aclause authorizing a p. rson holding warrant for lite summons "posse comitatus"
be modified so as to restrict it to cases where violence or
rescue is attempted.

The laws for the suppression of the African slave tradeare to be more effectually enforced.
Mr. CRITTENDEN' said that he believed that
these resolutions were the solid foundations for
bringing peace to the Union. We were in the
midst of great events, and we must elevate our-
selves to the level of the great occasion. There
should be no petty warfare of party, for all were
as dust in the balance when compared to the inter-
ests of the Union. Was itnot better that the line
should be adopted which for thirty .years the
people of both North and South had looked on as a
settlement of the question which caused this agita-
tation ? Ifsomething were not done he delared
that it was bis solemn conviction that before six
months we should be a divided people.?
You, (turning to tbe Republicans,! can con-
tinue the existence of this glorious Union. The
greatest you could do would be to divide the Ter-
ritories among the North and South. This would
be the cheapest price that such a blessißg as the
Union could ever be purchased at. It was thought
that this agitation might pass off, but it was a mis-
take; it was spreading, and might swallow old
Kentucky, as loyal and true a State as there was
in the Union. [Applause.] He referred to the
concessions made by the South in the earfy davs of
the republic, when all of the Southwestern territo-
ry was ceded to the North by Virginia, whereby
the North became much larger in the
extent of its square miles than the South.?
lie alluded to this to show that these facts appeal-
ed to the North. But old Kentucky would stand
by. the Union. She had always been devoted to
it; and is this day attached to it. He did not de-spair of the Union when he saw Senators of so
much talent sent here as the guardians of the State.?On concluding, Mr. GREEN called up the Kansas
bill, which was made the special order for to-day.
and on his motion it was postponed until Monday
next. Mr. COLLAMEK trusted that the bill
would be considered on that day, and not post-
poned again. Mr. HALE said lie did not desire
to make anv remarks on the resolutions pre-
sented by the Senator from Kentucky, (Mr. Crit-
tenden.) Whatever might be the wisdom, the expe-
diency, the practicability of these resolutions, no-
body would doubt the purity of the motive, the
dignity and the fervor of the patriotism of the
Senator. But he was in doubt as to whether the
resolutions of the Senator from Kentucky, or the
able and eloquent speech?for in some respects it
was able and eloquent?of the distinguished
Senator Irom Texas, (Mr. Wigfall), represented
the demands of the South. Both were widely
different. Those ot the Senator from Texas rep-
resented in liis able and erratic speech, were ex-
plicit. He did not desire those Senators to answer,
but lie wished to know which of the demands thathad been made, represented the Sonth. He
would not flatter himself that the people of
New Hampshire would acceptor either of the prop-
ositions. He had no right to speak for-them, but it
was due to candor that the Union and Disunion
sides here?if there were any of the latter?should
state their demands. Mr. SAULSBUItY said
that he accepted the propositions of tbe Senator
from Kentucky, as a Union man; and he would now
ask the Senator from New Hampshire, if those
were the only ones before the Senate, if he would
accept them and recommend them to his people?

Mr. HALEsaid that with all of their present
extent he could not accept the resolutions. There
were many things which were to be com-
mended, while others were not. He had so long
listened to the denunciations of a geographical
line that he had not much laith in it. lie
did not believe in any new constitutional guar-
antees or new compromise lines. There was
enough already written to secure peace iffaithfully
carried out. He hoped that his State would look
this matter all over, fairly, calmly and dispassion-
ately, and ifthere were any just demands, he be-
lieved that she whould comply with them to the
letter. He wanted no new compacts. They were
the mere daubing of the wall with untempered mor-
tar. The vote on the original resolution of Mr.
Powell, referring so much of the President's mes-

sage as related to the condition of the country to a
committee of thirteen, was then taken, and agreed
to. The yeas and nays were not taken ??On
moti- n of Mr. FITCH, the Vice President was or-
dered to appoint the committee.??The reso-
lutions of Mr. Johnson for amending the
Constitution were taken up, when Mr.
JOHNSON, of Tennessee, addressed the
Senate. He said he was opposed to secession, and
was in (avor of maintaining the rights of the South
within the Union, and his State did not intend to
be driven out. He proceeded to argue against so
cession, citing several authorities against it. iri
alluding to revolution, under the name of secession,
lie cited the personal liberty bills of the Northern
States as being eases of nullification or revolution,
and referred to the law of Vermont. Mr. C'OL-
LAMEIIsaid that the law alluded to,and called the
"personal liberty bill" of the State,was passed four
years prior to the adoption of the fugitive slave
law, and was not passed, therefore, to nullifythe
fugitive slave act. He proceeded to state its quali-
fications, and without concluding, Mr. Johnson
gave way to an adjournment, retaining the 11 onr to
finish to morrow.

jected to. 'ihe resolutions ot Mr. Florence, of-
fered yesterday, were referred to the Committee ofThirty-three. Mr. FLORENCE presented the
resolutions of the citizens' meeting in Philadelphia,
and desired that they should be referred to the
same committee. Mr. BURNETT called for the
regular order of business. The Philadelphia
resolutions, by* unanimous consent, were read.Mr. EDGERTON, of Ohio, objected to t'neir refer-
ence to the committee. Mr. FLORENCE asked,
in the name of Philadelphia, that they be heard,
and that they be sent to the committee for their in-
formation. Mr. EDGERTON persisted in his ob-
jection and the resolutions were not referred.
The regular order of business, being the resolu-
tion of Mr. Crawford, of Georgia, offered yester-
day, was taken up and read, as follows:

Mr. SMITH, of Virginia, stated
that Mr. Rives, of the Globe, was ready to do the
work at the prices now paid. Mr. DUNN, of
Indiana, presented certain resolutions adopted at a
Union meeting at Madison, Indiana. The House,at 4 ]'.M., adjourned.

REV. W. 11. CHAMBERLAIN'S LECTORF..?The fol-
lowing, which we cut from the Family Journal,ex-
presses in just terms the admiration universally
felt by those who heard the recent lecture of the
Rev. W. 11.

not so unjust as to fail to recognize merit win r ? itreally exists, or to deny that occasionally even in
these degenerate days one is favoVed with a dis-course full of freshness, strength, and originality,
and which truly subserves a great purpose in the
tconomy oi public instruction. It was our good
fortune to hear a discourse of this character at the
Maryland institute, a few evenings since, on thesubject ot "The Common and the Uncommon," and
we never before so fully realized the efficacy of this
kind of desultory inst ruction, or the power of a
lecturer by originality, newness, and beauty of
thought to charin and improve the minds and
hearts of his hearers. This lecture was, in our
judgment, everything such a discourse should be;
it abounded in new thoughts, and in quaint and
uselul deductions drawn from old ones: it touchedby its unique grace and spirit the springs of idea,
serving as a stimulus to mental activity, as well as
affording food for after-reflection. And when a
public lecture does not serve this purpose, it notonly fails o(' its end, but proves a great publicbore,
and the sooner those having charge of our public
institutions, and to wliorn is entrusted the duty of
procuring lecturers, realize this fact, the better.Should they neglect to perceive it, they will find
that the whole system willnot only prove a failure,
but fall into entire disuse."

CONSERVATIVE MOVEMENT IN MASSACHUSETTS.

[Special Despatch.]
WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.

There is said to have been a considerable row in
the caucus of the Ohio delegation last night, grow-
ing nut uf differences of opinion between the con-
servative and ultra Republicans. It is reported
that Senator Pugh endorsed the positions of his
colleague, Mr. Wade.

The withdrawal of Reuben Davis, of Mississippi,
from the Pacification Committee, yesterday, grew
out of the fact that by a vote of 16 to 13, the com-
mittee determined to consider the resolution of
Mr. Davis, of Maryland, in regard to an amend-
ment of the fugitive slave law, which Mr. Reuben
Davis considered to involve a concession on the
part of the South. The Southern members desired
to take up the territorial question first,as being the
most important and least easy or settlement. The
Republicans, however, fearing; that the territorial
issue might break up the committee, desired to les-
sen the grievances of the South, as far as possible,
in case of such a contingency* happening.

I learn that to-day- the committee made consid-
erable progress, and will probably reach the Ter-
ritorial question, where the fight will be-
gin. The Southern men generally wish
to run the Missouri line to the Pacific, with
protection to slavery s >uth of the line. The Re
publicans will nev.r grant such protection, and
upon this being refused, the Southern men will
probably withdraw, except Mr. Davis, of Mary-
land. The North is willingto run the line and let
slave!y* take its chance in the Southern section
while in the Northern, slavery will be prohibited.
The proposition of Mr. Sherman to jump the Ter-
ritorial question by dividing the Territories at once
into States, is objected to on the ground that the
sparse populations in tiie Territories cannot sup-
port State Governments.

An article in the Richmond Enquirer, urging
Virginia and Maryland to seize the Capitol and pre-
vent the inauguration of Lincoln, causes much ex-
citement amongst Republicans. Many of the lat-
ter are fully persuaded that trouble will occur here
on or before the Ith of March, and I hoar that
persons high in authority share the apprehension.

THE SELECT COMMITTFE OF THIRTY-THREE?PROPOSI-
TION FOB A MIDDLE CONFEDERACY.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.? The House Select Com-
mittee of Thirty-three to-day referred to a sub.
committee, consisting of the members from the
border slave States, the amendments proposed
from the Southern side, to the Fugitive Slave
Law.

It is said in usually reliable circles, that a strong
movement is going on in the border States, upon

both sides of Mason's and Dixon's line, for a great
middle confederacy, to be called the Central Uni-
ted States, or the Federal Republic of Washington,
including New Jersey, Pennsylvania, and the
Northwest upon the one .-ide, and Delaware, Mary-
land, Virginia, North Carolina, Tennessee, Ken-
tucky anf Missouri upon the other. Men hindi in
position and intluence favor it, and it is also said
that it will be soon suggested officially bv the
Executive of one of the chief States concerned.

The Democratic members of the Ohio delegation
at the conference last night, took particular pains
not to commit themselves to any measure contem-
plating coercion , believing that this would result
in civil war; nor to the support of Mr. Lincoln. ?

They say the conference was not devoted to the

consideration of measures of adjustment to save the

Union, as they had been led to expect.
SOUTH CAROLINA STATE CONVENTION.

EVENINGSESSION.

COLUMBIA, Dec. 17. ?The Convention re-assem.
bled at 7 o'clock, President Jamison in the chair.

Mr. Inglis offered a resolution that a committee
of members be appointed to draft an ordinance
suitable to be adopted by tills Convention, in
order to accomplish the purpose of secession.?
Also,

Resolved, That individual members, desirous of sub-
mitting for the consideration of the Convention any
draft or scheme, be requested to hand the same in with-
out delay to the said Committee.

Resolved, That the acts of the Genera! Assembly of
this State, providing for the assembling of this Conven-
tion, he referred to the same committee with instructions
to report thereon.

The Chair named a clerk, messenger, and door-
keeper.

Ex-Governor Adams then introduced the Com-
missioners from Alabama and Mississippi.

They were received with much applause in the
galleries.

Mr. Elmore, of Alabama, then addressed the Con-
vention, and was followed by Mr. Hooker, of Mis-
sissippi. Both speeches were moderate, the speak-
ers stating that they acted by the authority of the

Governors of their respective States, and in accor-
dance with the desires of a majority of the
people.

The resolutions of Mr. Inglis were then voted
on. The first was adopted?yeas lt-9, no navs. On

the second resolution Mr. Gadsbury moved to fill
up the blank with twenty-one.

Mr. Rhett moved to amend by inserting other
matters for consideration of the committee which
may be presented to them.

Mr. Barhwell?The committee will have the

right to report on the whole subject. Everything
should first be submitted to the committee.

Mr. Inglis?The object will be accomplished
without the amendment.

Mr. lthett?That committee can originate any-
thing with itself; for instance, an address that
comes from any one of this body willhave a fair
consideration.

Mr. Cheves.?The great aim and object is to
avoid every side of the question in which there
may be a division. We have proved tli>3 evening
that there is but a single dissenting voice in the
State of South Carolina. The business of the Con-
vention will be expedited by confining it to seces-
sion. Our first aim is to break the chain of this
Union. The next point will be to study rhe direc-
tion.

Mr. Havne?The proposition as 1 understand it
is that a Committee of Twenty-one be appointed to
take into consideration the various measures that
may be introduced for the consideration of this
Convention: that they shall receive all schemes,
from whatever quarter they may come, and shall
have the privilege to do whatever pertains to the
business of the Convention, with a view of recom-
mending to this Convention whatsoever action they
may see proper for its consideration or proposi-
tion for discussion.

So far as ourseparation is concerned, simply the
secession of South Carolina from the present Gov-
ernment, 1 take it that there has been a sufficient
expression of opinion hero upon this occasion toguide that committee. Secession is a subject upon
which all agree unanimously. Let the committee
be composed of greater intellect.

Mr. Brady?Let there be separate work for sepa-
rate committees, and a separate committee for the
Consideration of the questions : What is the Execu-
tive authority? What are the requirements of
citizenship, Ac.? It is necessary to have the mass
of the Convention actively at work?each commit-
tee at its peculiar province.

Mr. Calhoun ?The committee itself must be di-
vided. The Convention will have enough to do to
put things in proper shape. Bv referring them to

different committees there would he a clashing.
Mr. Middieton?ln Charleston it would, be more

difficult to obtain a majority of a large committee
than a majority of a sniali committee. lie trusted
the amendment would not be agreed to.

Mr. Hudson moved to lay the amendment on the
table.

Mr. Cheves moved to lay the motion on the
table.

Mr. Withers?Some of the members of this Con-
vention are better adapted for one part than an-
other. The agriculturalist will not do to examine
commercial statistics and bearings, and vice rerun.
It is important that there should be a sameness in
the proceedings.

It it is the intention to convert the Convention
into a debatiug society, I do not. agree with the
plan. If it is the object to consider how to pull
down the Government and build up another; to de-
termine our foreign and domestic relations, and
matters about changing the' Constitution of South
Carolina, itis certain that a Committee of Twenty-
one?no matter how able?cannot consider every-
thing. 1 ask whether it is prudent for us to sub-
mit to the dictates of anyone committee ?

Mr. Gregg, said committees were appointed to
expedite business. They are necessary to prevent
the Convention from becoming a debating society.
He advocated the amendment.

Mr. Ward moved to amend, by making the com-
mittee consist of seven.

Mr. Wardlaw moved for twenty-one members.
Mr. Ward's motion was carried, and the resolu-

tion adopted.
Mr. Maniqualt offered a resolution earnestly re-

questing the Commissioners from Alabama and.
Mississippi to meet the Convention at Charleston.
Carried.

Mr. Pope moved the thanks of the Convention to
the Baptist denomination for the use of theirbuilding. Carried.

The credentials of the Commissioners were or-
dered to be spread on the minutes.

Mr. Keitt then moved that the Convention ad-
journ. Agreed to-

And at 10.22 the Convention stood .idjonrned to
Tneet trt Charleston to-morrow.

THE SOUTH CAROLINA EOVEREIGN STATU CONVENTION

?ARRIVAL AND RECEPTION OF THE DELEGATES AND

MEM REI S OF THE LEG I LATERE AT CHARLESTON.
CHARLESTON, Dec. 18.?The South Carolina State

Legislature and "Sovereign Convention," reached
this city to-day at 1 o'clock, and were greeted at
the depot by a salute of fifteen gun? by the Marion
Artillery, who had two pieces of cannon planted
at the station. This company was in line in two
and a half hears after the first member received
notice of the intended parade. The fifteen guns
were for the Cotton States.

'.link wo should submit to it? No, not for- a mo
merit.. And do you believe that your Southernbrethren aimless sensitive on this subject than you
are, or less jealous of their rights? Ifyou do, let
me tell you that you are mistaken! And, there-
fore, you must see that if this sectional partv suc-
ceeds, it leads inevitably to the destruction of this
beautiful fabric, reared by our forefathers,cemented
by their blood, and bequeathed to us a precious in-
heritance.

"I tell you, my friends, that 1 feel deeply, and
therefore 1 speak earnestly on this subject, (cries

of "You arc right!"] for Ifee! that you arein dan-
ger. lam determined to make a clean breast of it.
1 will wash my hands of the consequences, what-
ever they may be; and I tell you that we are tread-
ing upon the brink of a volcano that is liable at
any moment to burst forth and overwhelm the na-
tion."

THE RICHMOND ENQUIRER AND THE CRISIS.

The Richmond Enquirer of yesterday, concludes
an article on the crisis as follows:

Negotiation should be commenced immediately,
and by the Northern States. They should invite
conference and provide for all the States upiting in
consultation. If the Northern people really desire
the preservation of the Union, let them move in
this matter of negotiation; let them say to Mr.
Lincoln, remain away from Washington city; you
shall not precipitate civil war, by presenting youf-
self to an outraged people; remain at home until
the States have restored p< ace by calm negotiation.
And, if Mr. Lincoln should then attempt to be in-
augurated, let the consequences be on his head and
those of his friends who may come to witness the
scene. The States can alone remedy the evils that
now threaten the country with ruin. If they will
act promptly they may restore peace and union;
but every day of delay, not only postpones peace,
but tends to civil war.

ITEMS FROM THE SPECIAL WASHINGTON
CORRESPONDENCE OF THE NORTHERN
JOURNALS.

In the depot, the battalion of State Cadets, un-
der Major Stevens, were drawn up with open ranks
through which the delegates passed. Major Ste-
vens mounted the platform of the car and greeted
the President of the Convention as follows:

Mr. President: Ou learning that the Convention of
South Carolina was about to visit the metropolis of
the State, as an officer of the State, I could not re-
sist the impulse of my heart tobring young South
Carolina, as represented by the battalion of Stale
Cadets, to do honor to the sovereignty of the State
to joinwith us in this testimonial of respect. You
have been welcomed by the guns of the Marion Ar-
tillery, which are as ready to defend the rights ot
the State as they are to eseortyou, as the repre-
sentative of the Convention, to your residence.

Having concluded his remarks, Major Stevens
said to the President: General, take my* arm. The
battalion then shouldered arms and saw the Presi-
dent to a seat in his carriige. The Cadets and the
artillery then escorted him to the Mills' House. He
was accompanied in the carriage by Judge Ward-
lav; and after the soldiers had formed in line, Gen.
Jamison alighted from bis carriage. The battalion
presented arms, ar.d the General, uncovered and
turning, said:

"Major Steven?, allow sue, in the name of the
Convention, to return you my profound acknowl-
edgments for the honor which you have conferred
upon me and the Convention in this escoi t. You
will at once perceive the propriety that on this oc-
casion I should say no more than this?that in
coming to your ancient and honored citv the Con-
vention comes prepared to sign an ordinance which
is to rflake the State free and independent."

Three cheers were given for the Convention,
three for the General and three for the Cadets.

SSEMELINC! OF TIIF. CONVENTION

[Second Despatch.]
CHARLESTON, Dec. IS.?At 4 o'clock this after-

noon, the Sovereign Convention re-assembled at
Institute Ha!!. About one hundred and fifty mem-
bers were present. The galleries were crowded
by some seven hundred spectators.

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Mr. Farlan.
Mr. Rhett offered a resolution, that a committee

ot members be appointed to prepare an ad-
dress to the people of the Southern States, which
was amended by* filling the blank with seven, and
adopted.

Senator Wade's speech is received as the text ofRepublican faith and fidelity. It is denouncedby the South, including many Union men, at the
head of whom is the Vice President of the United
States, as the gloomiest production that has yet
appeared front the Republican party. It closes
forever any hope of pacification, and, as was de-
clared to-night by one of the most prominent
of the Southern representative men, it willunite
the South within twenty days. The threat of
colonizing Mexico and Central America with free
blacks is deemed so insulting to Southern pride
and repulsive to Southern feeling in all grades of
society, thrat they will, with one voice, unite in in-
dignant denunciati in of the sentiment and appeal
to arms rather than submit to it. The tone of dis-
satisfaction among them is more decided aqd more
compact, general and revolutionary, if possible,
than heretofore.

The speech will produce vehement excitement in
the Southern States, and at Columbia, S. C.,where
the seceding Convention is being held, it will not
fire the hearts of the delegates, but, it is feared,plunge them into rash measures of retaliation.?
While there is but one voice among Republicans in

favor of thespeecb, there is but, one among the
Southerners and Democrats generally in condem-
nation of it.

Mr. Middleton offered a resolution that the Pre
sident be authorized to appoint an assistant clerk.
He s ,id that it was apparent that it would be im-
possible for one clerk to do the business.

Mr. Adams?l don't think it proper. The Con-
ventions oi 1832 and 1850 had only one. It* it be
really necessary, he would be willingto have two.

Mr. Simmons was unfavorable to the multiply-
ing of officers. The resolution was then tabled.

Mr. Orr moved that the Charleston delegation
be requested by the Convention to secure a more
suitable Hall. Carried.

Mr. Hutson offered a resolution that there be four
standiug committees for this Convention, each con-
sisting of seven members, as foltows:

First?A Committee on Relations with the Slave-holding States of North America.
Second?A Committee on Foreign Relations.
Third?A Committee on Commercial Relations.
Fourth?A Committee cm the Constitution of the

State.
Mr. Richardson moved that it be printed and

made the order for to-morrow at 1 o'clock. Car-
ried.

Mr. Quatlebaum offere 1 a resoluti in that a com-
mittee of three be appointed to receive proposals
for printing the proceedings, and to report as early
as possible. Carried.

Judge Magrath off-red a resolution,that so much
of the message of the President of the United
States a - relates to what be designates as the pro-
perty of the I . S. in South Carolina, be referred to
a Committee of ?, to report of what such property
consists?bow it was acquired,and whether the pur
pnses for which it wasso*acquired can be enjoyed by
the United States after the State of South Carolina
shall have seced d, consistently with the dignity
and safety of the State; and that said committee
furthermore report the value of the property of the
United States not in South Carolina, and the value
of the share thereof to which South Carolina
would be entitled upon an equitable division there-
of among the States. [Applause in galleries.]

Mr. Adams said he should certainly make a motion
to have the galleries cleared if any more such dis-
turbance occurs. This is a deliberative body.

i he President said.?The Chair takes occasion to
say that, by a rule of this body, it is bis dufv to sup-
press every disturbance whatever in the galleries
or lobbies. It is manifest that this Convention
cannot act with due deliberation where its proceed-
ings may be disturbed by tokens of applause or cen-
sure. The Chair relies on the propriety of a
Charleston audience, and lie trusts he will have no
occasion hereafter to allude to the subject. This
rule must and will be enforced.

Mr. Moore moved that the resolution he the spe-
cial order for to-morrow at 1 o'clock. Carried.

Two members presented their credentials.
The Chair stated that he had received document

after document yesterday, at Columbia, which pur-
port to be addressed from a portion of the Georgia
Legislature, addressed to this Convention.

ACTION OF THE BORDER STATES?LETTER FROM A. O. T.
NICHOLSON.

Mr. Nicholson, of Tennessee, General Jackson's
friend and editor, and at present Senator from Ten-
nessee, discusses the question of secession in a let-
ter to the Nashville Union. He admits the nroba-
bilitv of a dissolution of the Union, by the 4th
of March, regarding it as certain that South Caro-
lina, Florida, Georgia, Alabama and Mississippi
willhave seceded before that time. He then pro-
ceeds to show that on the 4th of March. 1861, when
the new administration is installed, the majority of
the Senate willbelong to the party which elected
Mr. Lincoln. On the first Monday in December
1861, when the next Congress meets, the Republi-
can partv will, in all probability, have a majority
in both Houses of Congress. This result will have
been produced by the secession of the Cotton
States.

In view of these facts, the action of the middleand border Southern States becomes, in the opin-
ion of Mr. Nicholson, a momentous subject for con-
sideration. lie contends that the influence of
these States should he so exerted as to prevent a
collision between the seceding States and the Fed-
eral Government, and adds:

"I take for granted that our State does not pro-
pose to join the Cotton States, in the effort to con-
summate her secession at the same time that they
shall have consummated theirs. If lam not mis
taken in the sentiment of Tennessee, our people re-
quire an honest effort to be made to save the Union
bv demanding additional guaranties, and it is only
when this effort shall have failed, that they propose
to resort to secession. If lam right in this under-
standing of the sentiment of Tennessee, I see no
necessity for any hasty or inconsiderate action.?
Let us move in the perilous crisis with firmness and
determination, but not with hot haste."
THE ISSL'E OF 1860 FORESEEN?SFEECH OF EX-PRESL*

DENT FILLMORE,

ilr. Fillmore fully recognized the difficulty of a
saetional rule, even if it be a majoritv rule, when
be proclaimed the following sentiments in the Pres-
idential campaign of 185G:

"We see a political party presenting candidates
for the Presidency and Vice Presidency selected for
the first time from the free States alone, with the
avowed purpose ofelecting those candidates by the
suffrage ot one part of the Union only, to rule over
the whole United States. Can it be possible that
those who are engaged in such a measure can have
seriously reflected upon the consequences which
must inevitably follow in case of success? Can
they have the madness or folly to suppose that our
Southern brethren would submit to be governed by
such a Chief Magistrate ?

* * * Suppose that the South, having a ma-
jorityof the electoral votes, should declare that
they would only have slaveholders for President
and Vice-President, and should select such bv their

i suifrages to rule over us at the North. Do you

The public should understand that the Crisis
Committee sit during the meetings- of the House,
and are excused from voting, for which reason
their names do not frequently appear in the pro-
ceedings. The committee met late on Monday and
were insession three hours, without reaching any
materia] conclusion. The principal discussion was
in regard to the order of business, the South in-
sisting that the question which they regarded as
most vital should be taken up first. Finally it was
decided to consider Mr. Winter Davis' proposition
to amend the fugitive slave law, which was discuss-
ed and then laid aside, During the course of the
proceedings, Mr. Rust presented what he called the
ultimatum of the South, viz: the extension of the
Missouri Compromise line to California, with the
recognition and protection of slavery south of it.

The indications were decidedly unfavorable to
its adoption, even in the committee, which reilect3
the most moderate sentiment of the Republican
side. -Vo action was taken on Mr. Davis' proposi-
tion. Several of the delegations are conferring
to-night, but withno probability of any better re-
sult than attended the experiment of the New York
consultation last night.

Twenty-two members of the Ohio delegation,
including Senator Pugh, assembled on Monday, to
deliberate upon the present state of affairs. "Mr.
Corwin in tne chair.

With two or three exceptions the delegation
Were ready to unite with Gov. Corwin in a resolu-
tion that there exists no real cause for secession.

This resolution iva3 supported by Mr. Howard,
Democrat, lie w:t3 met by Senator Hugh and Mr.Vallandigham, who took opposite grounds. Their
opposition defeated the object of the meeting so
far as harmony was concerned, and it adjourned
without accomplishing any result. Gen. Scott's
presence here is salutary, and may lead to good
results. He regards all coercion at this moment as
madness. He believes that the troubles that dis-
tract the country may he amicably arranged; and
lie is ready, with all good patriots and conserva-
tives, to unite in sincere efforts to bring about so
blessed a consummation. Fanatics in and out of
Congress affect to treat the excitement with con-
tempt, and advise Republicans to keep a still'upper
lip.

It is stated on good authority, to night, that the
I'resident and General Scott have received posi-
tive assurance from the Governor of South Caro-
lina, that the lorts will not be interfered with, and
that South Carolina will commit no act requiring
the presence of the Federal troops. All her griev-
ances can be settled by diplomacv.

Mr. Toombs, ot Georgia, has arrived. His pres-
ence gives assurance of the good faith in which lie
desires to take the opinion of leading public men,
on the pro;?Tislfpwte and suggestions contained in
his letter, referring to the fifth article of the Con-stitution.
Il is not apprehended here that there will be

bloodshed. Should the ready men of South Caro-
lina demand a surrender of Fort Moultrie, Major
Anderson's instructions are deemed to be such as
will enable him to retain an honorable position.

It is expected that the South Carolina Commis-
sioners willarrive here on Thursday, headed by
Laurence M. Keitt, to negoiiate with government
for Fort Moultrie and Fort Sumter. The govern-
ment hare no property to sell in South Carolina.

The feeling of Congress is against the usual ad-
journment over the holidays, because of appre"-
hended possibilities in \u25a0 the South which may re-
quire its presence.

Judge Slosson and Mr. Van Allen left here on
Monday afternoon for Springfield, it is supposed
with a view of getting an expression from Lincoln
of some conservative opinions in regard to the
present crisis.

The Ilonse delegation from Xew York will caucus
again on Wednesday evening.

The House has assigned Wednesday and Thurs-
day next for Territorial business, when Mr. Grow,
from the Committee on Territories, will bring for-
ward four bills to organize Idaho, Nevada, Dacotah
and Arizona Territories. The anti-slavery proviso
will be inserted in each hill, but if the South is
strong enough to strike itout, the Republicans will
nevertheless vote for the hills without the nigger
in them. By this move the members North and
South will be able to preserve the political record,
and then unite their forces in organizing the Terri-
tories, some of which are at present controlled by
mob law.

WENDELL PHILLIPS' ADDRKSS AT MUSIC

HALL,BOSTON?EXTRAORDINARY SCENES
FOR A NEW ENGLAND SABBATH?THE
I'OLTCE ON DUTY AT A "PLACE OF WOR-
SHIP."
Sunday forenoon, the Twenty-eighth Congrega-

tional Society (Theodore Parker'3 Fraternity)
held their usual Sunday meeting in Music Ilall. It
having been rumored for the past few days that
Mr. Phillips was likelv to be mobbed and assaulted,
a large detachment of police were in attendance at
the hall at. an early hour. Before the services
commenced, large numbers of the police were sta-
tioned in two small rooms anj lining the platform.
Others were stationed in various parts of the hall
and building.

Mr. Phillips, in commencing bis address, said :

"You will ailow me to request you, that to-day we
preserve our usual decorum of this place and this
hour; and listen, even if you do like anything I
say, in silence. About a fortnight ago, certain
men, supported by the Mayor, broke up an anti-
slavery meeting. I propose to consider that move-
ment as illustrating American education. .Some of
you may think that everybody talks now of slavery,
free speech and the negro. That is so. Itwill
probably bo a long while, a very long while, before
the needle ot our politics willmove free from these
disturbances." lie proceeded to comment on tbe
right of free speech, self-government, tbe forming
of our government, our past history, and alter
making some lengthy remarks, relative to all men
being eligible to public oliice, and commenting on
the press in general in the most unfavorable terms,
he proceeded "to examine of what material the
inob was composed that invaded tbe TremontTemple."

Scarcely -had lie commenced speaking on this
part of his theme when his ears were saluted with
strong and continued hissing. On referring to those
w lio organized the meeting at Tremont Temple,
hissing and applauding again commenced, and
was continued at intervals. The speaker, in at-
tempting to show that Richard S. Fay did not un-
derstand parliamentary rules, was regularly hiss-
ed and applauded. He again called Mr. Fay the
ringleader of a mob. [Voice, "No ["?stamping and
applauding.] I'hiliips?" Profound logician, Mr.
Fay." [Derisive laughter. Slight confusion.]
Phillips?"Mr. Fay was observed to tremble and
grow pale." [Laughter.]- The speaker, on mak-
ing some satirical remark, created much laughter,
and hissing, and applauding, and a single cry of
"ail up." lie referred in uncomplimentary terms to
J. Murray Howe, and afterwards said the shameless
Mayor closed the scene. /Ilisses long and loud.]

After some further hissing and applauding, he
commented on our city government and the police
department, and elicited several times subdued
cheers, accompanied with applause and hisses.?
About this time a man in one 0! the galleries com-
menced to whistle quite softly, but soon ceased.?
He attracted but little attention, as considerable
noise existed in the ball at the time. Phillips?-
"We have not had a decent Mayor for ten years."
[Strong hissing and faint applauding.] Phillips?-
"Richard S. Fay and the Mayor broke up the
meeting

" [Hissing.] On the speaker referring to
John Brown as having created by his name and acts
a sensatio'n in Europe, he was salute! with a long,
loud, derisive laugh from one of the galleries, and
afterward with hisses. The address was concluded
amid hisses and applause at intervals.

As soon as Mr.Phillips had concluded, the audi-
ence immediately arose, and the greater nart pre-
pared to leave the hall immediately, while Mr.
} hiliips was surrounded by many of his personal
friends. At length he prepared" to leave the hall,
but could make slow progress, as he was tightly
wedged in between his friends and a number of
gentlemen who consented to act as his body guard
for the occasion.

Just previous to this, the police, in long files,
left the places of their concealment and took up
positions in various places in the lower part of the
building. The police were so dressed that they
could not have been known to the general public
were it not for their peculiar glazed caps.

After considerable delay, Mr. Phillips and his
bodv guard and friends got clear of the platform,
andfwere borne out of the hall into the passage-way
along with the dense crowd. He was somewhat
hurried down stairs and out into the passage-way
leading from the street into the hall. Here an at-
tempt was made to get at him, but the police
rushed in and prevented all serious consequences?-
bnt not without much effort, for the crowd was im-
piense and greatly excited, and part indignant.?
Mr. Phillips was closely surrounded by the police
and many of his friends. In this manner he was
conveyed home in the middle of the street, amid
cheering, hooting, yelling, threats, and all maener
of noises. Some called him a "white negro;"
others said, "bite his head oil;" "down with the
Abolitionists," and the like. The scene was un-
precedented in the annals of Sunday proceedings in
Boston.

Snt: ihe Queen, my august sovereign, has com-
manded that the earliest opportunity after the re
turn ol the Prince of Wales to England be taken
to convey to the President of the United States the
expression of her Majesty's thanks for the cordial
reception given to his Royal Highness during his
late vi.-it to this country, by the President him-
self, and by all classes of the citizens.

One of the main objects which her Majesty had
in view in sanctioning the visit of his Koval Hlgh-
m.-s -vas to prove to the President and citizens of

10 United btatea thesincerity of those sentimentsof esteem and regard which her Majesty and all
classes of her subjects entertain for the kindredrace winch occupies so distinguished a position in
the community of nations. Uer Majesty has seen
with the greatest satisfaction that her feelings and
those of her people in this respect have been met
with the warmest sympathy in the great American
Union; and her Majesty trusts that the feelings of
confidence and affection of which late events have
proved beyond all question the existence, will long
continue to prevail between the two countries to
their mutual advantage, and to the general inter-
ests of civilization and humanitv.

accompanied him in every step of his progress.

Her Majesty has justly recognized that the visitother son aroused the kind and generous sympa-
thies of our citizens, and, ifI may so speak, has
created an almost personal interest in the fortunesoi,'; oyaa y which he so well represents.

The President trusts that this sympathy and in-
terest toward-the future representative of the sov-
ereignty ol Great llritain is at once au evidenceand a guarantee ol that conciousness of common
interest and mutual regard which have in the
past, and will in the future, bind together more
strongly than'treaties the feelings and the fortunes
01 the two nations which represent" the enterprise,
the civilization, the constitutional liberty of the
same great race.

INTERESTING CORRESPONDENCE.
To the lion. E. G. Killoum, Speaker of the House ofDelegates :

DEAR SIR:?In the present extraordinary and alarm-ing crisis, it appears to us to tie very desirable that thevoice of Maryland should be heard, and thatshe should be in a position to act efficiently
and promptly, for the preservation of our Unionfrom the impending dangers, if that be pos-sible, and for the vindication of her constitutional rights,
under all circumstances and at every hazard; and for
this purpose it has been suggested that there should hean extra session of the Legislature, the principal objec
tion to which appears to be that th e members were elect
ed more than a year ago. with a view solely to the locallegislation of the State, and cannot oe supposed to rep \u25a0
resent correctly the sentiments of the people of Mary-
land in regard to the present unexpected state of ourFederal relations.

As members of the present ITouse of Delegates, weare not unwilling to assume any responsibility that may
properly devolve upon us; hut if the Legislature is to lie
convened, we think it highly important?and, in fact,due to our constituents?that their representatives should
eonie fresh from the people, and be elect-d withrefereuce
to the new and important questions which are now at is-sue. tVe therefore respectfully suggest, through vou, to
our fellow-members i f the House, that we all resign ourplaces and join in a request to the Governor-to order anew election and call au extra session.

This course appears to us to be so reasonable and
proper, that we can scarcely doubt its adoption; and we
beg that you will take some method of ascertaining the
views of other members, so that we may have theircounsel and concert of action in the matter. There are
now eleven vacancies in the ITouse, which can only be
filled by a special election, and an election for the whole
State might be held at the same time without any addi-
tional delay, cr mucii more trouble and expense. The
trouble and expense we should count as nothing in com
parison witlithe high and important Interests involved.It is not merely for the purpose of calling a State Con-
vention that the Legislature should he convened. There
may he other duties for it to perform, requiring an accu-
rate knowledge of the popular will, and the best talent
and purest patriotism the State can furnish. Propositions
may he made by Congress for amendments to the Consti
tution, which will have to be submitted to the l.egisla
tures of the several States for their adoption or rejection,
and it is to he hoped that there is moderation and wisdomand patriotism enough in Congnps, to devise some plan
by which the present controversy may be adjusted andharmony and good feeling restored. But that hope'may
fail. It is to be feared that partisan spirit, embitteredfeelings, fanaticism and rashness may thwart all the
.efforts of the wise and good, and then the salvation of theUnion and the security of our constitutional rights mustdepend mainly upon the course of Maryland and theother border States, and when thev speak through theirconstituted anthorities, their will ought to he and willbe respected, both by the North and South.The questions involved in the present controversy be-
long, in fact, almost exclusively to us, because in every
aspect our interest in them is ten-fold greater than thatofStates remote from the border; who lose no fugitive
slaves, who are exposed to no inroads, and incase ofdis
solution are Tar away from the scenes of strife which arelikely to ensue. What willsecure our rights, will securethe rights orall the South, and what willsatisfy us oughtto satisfy even South Carolina. If our border States shall
then act promptly, and in concert, withmoderation andfirmness, asking nothing but what is clearly right, noth-
ing but what is plainly guaranteed to us by the Constitu-tion, and secureil by the laws as expounded by the courts;
if without heeding the clamor of demagogues, or thespeeches or writings of fanatics, in or out of office, we
make our appeal as States, to our sister States of the
North, and ask them to respond through delegates elected
withreference to this question, may we not hope to bring
about an amicable adjustment of this whole controversy?

\ ou willperceive f,om these remarks how important
it is in our opinion that those who shall he called upon to
speak for Maryland and define her position, should be se-lected specially for the purpose, and he specially instruct-
ed by the people in regard to their duties. Hoping thatyour own views willcoincide with ours, thus briefly andinformally, but earnestly expressed, we are your obedient

GENTLEMEN: ?Youi letter post-marked the 17th inst.,

has just coire to hand, and is so important a comniunica
tion, that I hasten to reply to it. I agree most lieartiiy
with 3'ou, gentlemen, in the sentiment expressed by you,
that in the present extraordinary and alarming crisis, it
appears to be very desirable that the voice of Maryland
should be heard, and that she should be in a position to
act efficiently and promptly for the preservation of the
l'nion, if possible, and for the vindication of her con-
stitutional rights, under all circumstances, and at every
hazard. Therefore, I agree with those gentlemen who
suggested to the Governor that an extra session of the
Legislature ought to he immediately called by him, and
dissent fiom ail the reasons assigned by him for not com-
plying with their request. Maryland did not need the
President's Message nor the action ofVirginia, to direct
her course, as suggested by the Governor; she is of full
age?one of tiie old thirteen, competent to speak for iter
self, responsible for the exercise of her own judgment,
influence and power.

You say. also, gentlemen, that the principal objection
to an extra se-sion of the Legislature is that the present
members were elected more than a year ago, with a view
solely to the local legislation of the State, and cannot he
supposed to represent correctly the sentiments of the peo
pie of Maryland in regaid to the present unexpected
state of our Federal relations, and therefore propose a re-
signation of the present members, with a view to a new-
election and an extra session of such newly elected mem-
bers. Suppose I should concede that the present mem-
bers would not correctly represent the sentiments of the
people of Maryland, in regard to the present great issues
?which 1 do not admit?still other insuperable objections
oppose your proposition for a universal resignation of the
present members. Such a result would he improbable in
the extreme ifattempted, if not impossible to he accom-plished. Besides, in times like these, who can desert his
post withhonor? Again, what assurance have we, that
if every member of the Legislature should resign, the
Governor would not repeat his objection to an extra ses-
sion. because of the special elections that wouhl then he
necessary "at this inclement season of the year."

The latest advices from the Governor, by the way of
Philadelphia, indicate that he docs not intend to call an
extra session at all. much less to order new elections in
case members should resign

The Governor might thus become the sole official loenl
representative of the State during the most perilous pe-
riod of her existence. While we are approaching, with
fearful strides, the borders of a disruption of our Federal
Government, and the period of the possible overthrow of

our State institutions; and while the people all over this
State admit, as you admit, that the voice of Maryland
ought to he heard, no session ofher Legislature is called
to express it, or to aid the Governor in devising a mode
by which it could be expressed.

The Constitution of the State wisely provides for a
perpetual existence of its Legislature?either in session
or ready to be called into session whenever there may
arise an extraordinary occasion for its services, and such
an interregnum as you have proposed is not contempla
ted by that instrument,and would at this crisis he whollv
unjustifiable. Shall the State of Maryland be abandoned
by her representatives and left solely" to the Governor at
such a time as this ? Wise and prudent as he may be,
bis refusal to call an extra session of the Legislature by
which a Convention fresh from the people migiitbe prop-
erly called, who wouhl then in a measure supplant theGovernor and the Legislature in the consideration of the
great.uestions of the day, and in devising ways and
means to-utter the voice of Maryland, inclines me to tiie
opinion that some of his advisers do nouwant to hear it
But it must and will be heard.

Entertaining the views above expressed, gentlemen, I
cannot consent to become the instrument through whom
a general resignation of the members of the Legislature
shall be solicited. But I agree with you that the voice of
Maryland ought to be heard, and her position defined, so
that our sister Southern States may know it, and we may
know theirs, and the Union, ifpossible, be preserved. Bu
ifseparatlbn must come, we ought to be prepared for it
In that event, a L'nion of all the fifteen States, whose in-
stitutions and rights have been assailed, may command
the peace, or make successful war.

In the courage, power and -union of the whole South,
under the providence ofBod, peace and safety may yet be
found. I look to no other sources for the protection ofm vhousehold and fireside. I take no counsel with those who
dare not demand our rights, nor with traitors who would
betray them. Let the true voice of Maryland be heard?-
let it roll on and mingle in harmony and unison with the
voices of those who demand justice and equality among
the States, and who willnot submit to wrong and degra-
dation

Mhile I am aware that the questions involved in the
present great controversy are vital to Maryland and the
other border States, yet I cannot agree with you that
they belong almost exclusively to us. On the contrary,
I am well aware that the cotton growing States have as
much interest involved as we can have in the issues of
the day. They ha"e in greater proportion the elements
upon which the Abolitionists rely to bring on a servile
insurreotion. Butl willnot enter into a comparison of
the relative interests of the respective slave Stales in

these questions. The peace, safety, honor and happiness
of every one of them are involved. ,

The great principle of equality among the States anil
Constitutional rights of the most vital character have
been violated, and are to be further violated it we sub-

mit These facts justify and demand of every brave
mail a prompt, bold and decided resistance. This Ibe
lieve is the voice of Maryland, the voice of the South,
and T trust it is also the voice of many patriotic men of
the XortU.
