Nearly
every description shows an advance during the day, and
sales at the last moment were made, in some cases, high-
er than the annexed quotations. In State stocks there is
an improved feeling, but the improvement is checked by
the untimely bank legislation of 1llinois. Railroad bonds
are firm, but with moderate transactions.

There is a largely increased business in Treasury
Notes, which are taken by individuals and banks in the
absence of a sufficient supply of first-class commercial pa-
per and loans. The 12 per cents sell freely at 101%, and
the other descriptions to net the buyer about 10 per
cent. interest.

THE NEWS.

Our report of the Congressional proceedings of
yesterday is very meagre, owing to the failure to
receive the usual full report by mail from our cor-
respondent at Washington. In the Senate several
memorials were presented, praying the settlement
of our national troubles.

In the House, Mr. Sherman, of Ohio, endeavored
to introduce a bill for the relief of the Treasury,
but was prevented by the objection of Mr. Garnett,
of Virginia. The report of the Indian Bonds Inves-
tigating Committee was presented by Mr. Morris
of Illinois, the chairman. An abstract of this re-
port we publish elsewhere.

Our special Washington despatch informs us that
the committee on propositions of the Peace Con-
gress yesterday adopted the resolutions offered by
Hon. Reverdy Johnson. It is believed that the
committee will report to the Congress this morn-
ing.

The Southern Confederacy Congress was mostly
engaged yesterday with the consideration of reso-
lutions contem.plating the organization of the gov-
ernment. A resolution was adopted by which the
Provisional Government will take under its charge
the questions existing between the sovereign States
and the Federal Government, in relation to the
Forts, Arsenals, Dock Yards, &c., and the Presi-
dent of the Congress is directed to inform the States
ofits action. This action will relieve the country
of the apprehension of an attack upon Fort Sumter.

Hon. Jefferson Davis, Provisional President of
the Southern Confederacy, passed through Jack-
son, Mississippi, on Monday, on his way to Mont-
gomery. He addressed the people at the Capitol,

and said that if war must come, it must be upon
Northern and not upon Southern soil; but if the
North would recognize the independence of the
seceding States all would be well.

The State Convention of Louisiana have chosen
the following as the flag of their State:—A red
ground, upon which appears a single star of pale
yellow. The ground is crossed by bars of blue and
white, making of the three colors fifteen stripes.

A despatch from New Orleans states that five
United States vessels were reported to have been
scen oft’ Pensacola.

A fiendish, but, fortunately, unsuccessful at-
tempt was made to murder a whole family, at Law-
renceville, Pa., on Saturday last. The instrument
was an infernal machine, which was placed on the
outer sill of one of the windows of the house in
which the intended victims reside. So great was
the force of the concussion that all the side of the
house was torn open, and in every window in the
neighborhood glass was broken. No one was in-
jured.

On Sunday last a sad accident occurred to a
sleighing party in Mercer county, 1L, by which
seven persons lost their lives. The sleigh was
being driven across a stream, when the ice gave
way and precipitated all into the water. Three
persons were saved out of ten.

It 1s reported by telegraph that five United States
men-of war were seen off Pensacola on Tuesday
last.

The Virginia Convention meets at Richmond to-
day. The Mechanics’ Hall has been handsomely
fitted up for its accommodatinn.

The counting of the electoral vote for President
and Vice President takes place in the presence of
both Houses of Congress to-day.
Mr. Lincoln is pursuing his journey towards the
Federal Capital. He arrived at Cincinnati yester-
day afternoon.

ROMANCE IN REAL LIFE.

John North Fenwick, Bart., now of Fenwick
Hall, England, is the subject of a strangely roman-
tic story in the Chicago Democrat, from which we
condense an account of the fortunes and misfor-
tunes coonected with his wanderings through the
world. He is the child of Sir John N. Fenwick,
who in 1837 married Clara Seymour, a poor cler-
gyman's daughter, against the wishes of his two
sisters. The latter revenged themselves by falsely
accusing Lady Fenwick of infidelity with a certain
French count, whom Sir Jobn introduced to her at
Venice, during the homeymoon. Lady Clara
swooned at the charge, and her husband,completely
carried away by passion, and convinced that the
story told him by his sisters was true, ordered her
and the boy to be expelled from the hall, and im-
mediately hurried to the seaboard and embarked
for the continent. The unfortunate wife became
insane, passed some time in an asylum, ultimately
recovering under the careful kindness of Captain
O’Neil, who had long loved her, and now besought
her to leave ber cruel husband and share his for-
tunes,

For along time she resisted his appeals, but final-
ly, ascertaining that her husband had taken steps
to cbtain a divorce from her, and that Capt. O’Neil
was her only friend, she consented. They went to
Galway, Ireland, where they were married pri-
vately, and took up their residence. Her son, in
the mean time, manifested a desire to travel, and
his mother furnished him with one’ thousand
pounds, which she obtained by the saleof her jew-
els, and placed him on board the steamer Adriatic,
with instructions to sail to New Yerk, and from
thence to Texas, to visita cousin of her's named
Somerville, who resided there as a wealthy plan-
ter. Without any misfortune our youth arrived
at his cousin’s ranche, situated on the frontier of
Texas, where he received a cordial welcome. His
cousin had a daughter, named Estelle, of about
his own age, aud very handsome, with whom he
fell in love, and in whose society he passed six
months. But on one fatal night the ranche was
attacked by a party of Camanche Indians, his

off into captivity. He remained a captive for three
months, when, seizing a favorable opportunity and
a tomahawk, he killed the Indian with whom
be was, and made his escape to Brownsville,
Texas.

Aflter many subsequent adventures, he deter-
mined to return to Fenwick Hall, and claim bis
rights as son and heir of its lordly occupant. By
the aid of the British Consul at Chicago, he be-
came introduced to the Prince of Wales during the
latter’s stay in that city. The Prince took an in-
terest in young Fenwick, allowed him to accom-
pany him through the ﬂnes, and to return with
bim to England. The wanderer returned home at
a most opportune time—just as one of his aunts,
seized with remorse, had made a death-bed acknow-
ledgment of his mother’s innocence, thus establish-
ing his legitimacy. Sir John folded his long-lost
son to his heart, shedding tears of joy over him.
The health of Lady Clara greatly failed after the-
departure of her son for America, and Capt. O’ Neil
took her to the south of France, in the hope of re-
storing it. But she soon died, and not long after-
wards the Captain was killed in a duel. By a wiil
be bequeathed his property, which was of great
value, to his wife’s son, John N. Fenwick. The
young man is now in Fenwick Hall, whence be has
written to his American friends, thanking them for
their many kindnesses, and sending remembrances
to his former companions.

IMPORTANT TESTIMONY OF SENATOR BENJAMIN-—BUCHA-
NAN NOTIFIED OF GOV. FLOYD’S SYSTEM OF ISSUING

Mr. Benjamin, who promptly appeared at the re-
quest of the Committee, and testified with com-
mendable and courteous frankness, states that dur-
ing the first session of the present Congress, some
twelve or eighteen months ago, he was written to

gality of acceptances issued by Gov. Floyd to Rus-
sell, Majors & Waddell.
It was mentioned in the letter that these
‘‘drafts,” as they were then called, were offered
for negotiation with the assurance that they were
issued with the approbation of the President and
Attorney General. Mr. Benjamin visited the Pres.
ident and submitted the inquiry to him. The Presi-
dent replied that he Inew nothing about the matter,
that they had been issued without any knowledge of
kis, that he did not know by virtue of ‘what law they
had been issued, but that he (Mr. Benjamin) might
rely, if Gov. Floyd had issued them, he had issued
them properly, and that he had better apply to
(Gov. Floyd) to ascertain by virtue of what law he
was acting.
INTERVIEW WITH GOY.

FLOYD.
In pursuance of this su

ggestion, Mr. Benjamin
called on Gov. Floyd, and was informed by him
that the matter had not been submitted to the At
torney General, as was stated; that the drafts were

actually authorizing their issue; that he would in-
quire into it; that the acceptances were issued to

*“I suggested to him,” says Mr. Benjamin, “that
I'thought he was acting imprudently; that if any
accident should happen to these trains by attacks
by Indians, or any other cause, and they should
fail to arrive, it would be impossible for him to pay
the acceptances upon intelligence of that fact, and |
that that would give good reasons for complaints |
and investigations which would be injurious to |
him, and I urged him to discontinue the practice.
Two days afterward I received a note from him in-
forming me that he was obliged for the frank state-
ment I bad make to him, and that upon reflec-
tion he had determined he would accept no more.”

GOV. FLOYD CONTINUES HIS OLD HABIT.

It has been shown that, contrary to the asser-
tion of Governor Floyd, no practice of issuing ac-
ceptances had ever prevailed in the War Depart-
ment previous to its introduction by himself; that
he issued these acceptances indiscriminately, and
without reference to instalments, or the arrival or
departure of trains, and without regard to money
which was due.

One would naturally expect to find that Governor
Floyd, having been admonished by one whose po-
sition and legal learning gave authority to his ad-
vice, having confessed the illegality of his proceed-
ings, and expressed a determination to make no
further acceptances, would have proceeded there-
after with great caution and circumspection, even
if he did not entirely discontinue his previous pol-
icy. It appears, however, that—supposing the
note to Mr. Benjamin, before referred to, to have
been written a year ago—there have been issued
by Governor Floyd, since that time, acceptances to
the amount ot $2,163,000, viz: In April, $40,000; in
May, 250,000; June, $350,000; July, $95,000; Au
gust, $235,000; September, $125,000; October,
$270,000. To this amount must be added the $798,-
000 of unconditional acceptances, of which there is
no registry, and the grand total is as above stated.

Having had his error and its consequences dis-
tinctly pointed out—having expressed his intention
to refrain in future from the commission of similar
acts, he still per:ists in his former course, and ac-
tually issued an acceptanca for $135,000 jat a date
so late as the 13th of December, 1860.

Whether this manifest contempt of counsel, diso-
bedience of law and violation of a solemn promise,
can be reconciled with purity of private motives
and faithfulness to public trusts, is for the House to
determine. It is the opinion of your committee
that they cannot.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR NEW LEGISLATION.
Your committee have now reported, so far as as-
certained, all the material facts connected with the
abstraction of bonds from the Interior Department,
and with a series of transactions unprecedented in
their character, and remarkable for alternate exhi-
bitions of fraud and folly.

As one of the results of the examinat
bave made, they submit a bill to provide
more certain and effectual punishment of crimes,
such as those that have been brought to their no-
tice, and also amendatory of the second section of
the act of Congress, approved January 24th, 1857,
entitled, ““An act more effectually to enforce the
attendance of witnesses on the summons of either
House of Congress, and to compel them to disclose
testimony.”

They also beg leave to suggest that the fluctua-
tions of the stock market, and the delay and un-
certainty in the collection of the interest on the
bonds, seem to demand some further legislation in
regard to the Indian Trust Fund, as a measure of
obvious justice and humanity to the Indlans.

All of which is respectfully submitted on behalf
of the committee.

The Commissioners have noticed with surprise and re
gretin the daily papers of Monday last, a statement of a
report made on the new jail, to the Council, from your
Joint Standing Committee of Policeand Jail. In it are the
most sweeping cha inst the contractors who per-
formed the work on t ail, and against the commission-
ers who superintended it,and made to by your committtee
ex parte—without, we think, giving the matter that fair
consideration which a sense of justice to citizens, gross-
ly assailed by the inferences and conclusions of your
committee, so imperatively del ded. We were not even
invited by your committee to t the jail with them, to
explain the character of the contract, or the quality of the
work; with no opportunity to go before your committee on
the subject, the first notice we received of the displeasure
of your committee was the report assailing not only our
capacity, but our integrity.

A duty devolves upon me which is, perhaps,
greater than that which has devolved upon any
other man since the days of Washington. He
never would have succeeded except for the aid of
Divine Providence, upon which he at all times re-
lied. Ifeel that [ cannot succeed without the
same Divine aid which sustained him, and in the
same Almighty Being I place my reliance for sup-
port.

[ hope you, my friends, will pray that [ may re-
ceive that Divine assistance without which I can-
not succeed, but with which success is certain.—
Again I bid you all an affectionate farewell.—
[Loud applause, and cries of “We will pray for
you.”]

PLE.

We republish the speech of Mr. Lincoln at In-
dianapolis, with some important corrections, as we
find it in the New York papers :

“ellow-citizens of the State of Indiana~—I1 am here
to thank you much for this magnificent welcome,
and still more for the very generous support given
by your State to that political cause which I think
is the true and just cause of the whole country and
the whole world. Solomon says, “There is a time
to keep silence;” and when men wrangle by the
mouth with no certainty that they mean the same
thing while using the same word, it perhaps were
as well if they would keep silence. The words
“coercion” and “invasion” are much used in these
days, and often with some temper and hot blood.
Let us make sure, if we can, that we do not misun-
derstand the me2ning of those who use them. Let
us get the exact definitions of these words, not
from dictionaries, but from the men themselves,
who certainly deprecate the things they would re-
present by the use of the words. What, then, is
‘‘coercion ?””  What is “invasion?” Would the
marching of an army into South Carolina, without
the consent of her people, and with hostile intent
towards them, be invasion? I certainly think it
would be *““coercion” also if the South Carolinians
were forced to submit. But if the United States
should merely hold and retake its own forts and
other property, and collect the duties on foreign
importations, oreven withhkold the mails from
places where they were habitually violated, would
any or all these things be “invasion” or ‘‘coer-
cion?” Do our professed lovers of the Union, but
who spitefully resolve that they will resist
coercion and invasion, understand that such things
as these on the’part of the United States would be
coercion or invasion of a State? If so, their idea
of means to preserve the object of their great
affection would seem to be exceedingly thin and
airy. If sick, the little pills of the homeopathist
would be much too large for it to swallow.. In
their view the Union, as'a family relation, would
seem to be no regular marriage,but ratber a sort of
“free love”” arrangement, to be maintained on pas-
sional attraction. By the way, in what consis
the special sacredness of a State? I speak not of
the position assigned to a State in‘the Union by the
Constitution, for that is the bond we all recognize.
That position, however, a State cannot carry out
of the Union with it. I speak of thatassumed pri-
mary right of a State to rule all which is less than
itself, and to ruin all which is larger than itself.
If a State and a county, in a given case, should be
equal in extent of territory and equal in number
ot inbabitants, in what, as a matter of principle,
is the State better than the county? Would an ex-
change of names be an exchange of rights? Upon
principle, on what rightful principle, may a State,
being no more than one-fiftieth part of the nation
in soil and population, break up the nation and
then coerce a proportionably larger sub-divizion of
itself in the most arbitrary way? What myste-
rious right to play tyrant is conferred on a district
of country with its people by merely calling it a
State ? Fellow-citizens, I am not asserting any-
thing. Iam merely asking questions for you to
consider. And now allow me to bid you farewell.

DEPARTURE FROM

TELEGRAPHING BY Swoke.—Capt. Marcy, an Ea-
glishman, has recently written a work, entitled—
“The Prairie and Overland Traveller.” Init he
suggests for the use of the army a system of tele-
graphing by smoke, which he discovered to be in
use among the Indians. For example, when two
columns are marching through a country at such
distances apart that smoke may be seen from one
to the other, their respective positions may be
made known to each otber at any time by two
smokes raised simultaneously or at certain pre-
concerted intervals, Should the commander of
one column desire to communicate with the other,
he raises three smokes simultaneously, which,
if seen by the other party, should be responded to
in the same manner. They would then hold
themselves in readiness for any other commu-
nications. If an enemy is discovered in small
numbers, a smoke raised twice at fifteen
minutes’ interval would indicate it; and if inlarge
force, three times with the same intervals might
be the signal. Should the commander of one party
desire the other to join him, this might be tele-
graphed by four smokes at ten minutes’ interval,
Should it become necessary to change the direction
of the line of march, the commander may transmit
the order by means of two simultaneous smokes
raised a certain number of times to indicate the
particular direction; for instance, twice for north,
three times for south, four times for east, and five
times for west; three smokes raised twice for north-
east, three times for northwest, &e., &c. By mul-
tiplying the combinations of signals a great variety
of messages might be transmitted in this manne
but, to avoid mistakes, the signals should be writ-
ten down and copies -furnished the commander of
each separate party, and they need not necessarily
be made known to other persons.
