There is little or nothing doing in Clo-
verseed, nnd;prices range at $4.50@4.75 per bushel; prime
lots are generally held higher, and the only sale we hear
of is 100 hags from second hands at S cts. per lb.

PHILADELPHIA CATTLE MARKET, Feb. 11.?At

from $25 to S4O per head. The number of sheep disposed
of was 6,500; they brought from 4 to cts. per lb. gross
weight.

THE FISH MARKET.?We have been furnished a
comparative statement, showing the estimated amount
of white fish now on hand at Detroit, Toledo, Sandusky,
Huron and Cleveland, by which we learn that the stock
inmarket is but little more than one-half of last year's

figures. At the five points above named, the estimated
aggregate amount of white fish inthe hands of dealers
at this time is 14,050 bbls.. against 27,380 last year, show-
ing a deficiency of 13,380 bbls. So great a diminution in
the supply can but have the effect to advance the market
as soon as fish begin to move, and it is probable that sales
will begin earlier, inconsequence of the diminished sup
ply. The large demand at this port for fresh fish in thefail had the effect to so raise the price, that our dealers
could not safely pack largely. The amount of white fish
on hand inthis city, and at the islands destined here, is
estimated at 2,300 bbls. Upper Lake fish willbe received
hereafter the opening ofnavigation, but we are told that
the probabilities are that (lie market will be well drained
before they can arrive.? Sandusky Register.
