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THE NEWS.

By the arrival of the steamer Arabia at New
lork on Saturday evening, we have European
dates to the 3rd inst. Ths steamer Australasian
is safe. On the 20th of February she broke both of
the flanges of her screw, and made an effort to
proceed on her voyage under sail, but a heavy
gale from the westward came on and compelled
her to put before it, reaching Queenstown on the
3rd inst. It seems that the destination of the
Great Eastern is changed from Norfolk to New
York. The Duke of Sutherland is dead. The

Prince Napoleon, in a speech in the Senrte, opposed
the union of the temporal and spiritual power of
the Pope, but said that the independence of the
Pontiff'must be insured. Preparations were making
for the commencement of the seige of Messina. It
is stated by a Paris correspondent of a London
paper that Austria will not recognize Victor
Emmanuel a3 King of Italy, and that if the French
troops be removed, they will be replaced by
Austrian soldiers. Monetary in England and on
the continent are mostly unchanged.

The California Pony Express passed Fort Kear-
ney on Friday afternoon, with advices from San
Francisco to the afternoon of the 2d instant. The

steamer Cortez left for Panama on the Ist, with

the mails and passengers, and $689,000 for New
York. Politics engrossed the principal attention in
California. The Chairman of the Breckinridge
State Committee had issued a call for a meeting
of that body at Sacramento on the 20th, to consid-
er the condition of national affairs, lie accom-
panies the call with a series of resolutions to be
acted upon, looking to the eventual establishment
of a Pacific nationality. The Senatorial question
had not been decided by the Legislature.

We learn from Washington that the Southern
Commissioners entertain strong hopes of a peaceful

solution of our difficulties. It is not yet decided by
the Government to evacuat* Fort Sumter, but it is
expected that the order will soon be issued. The
report of the attack.on Fort Pickens is discredited
by well informed parties in Washington.

In the Confederate Congress on Saturday a num-
ber of appointments of Judicial oflicerY were con-
firmed, after which the Congress adjourned until
the second Wednesday in May.

In the Virginia Convention on Saturday, Mr.
Goggin introduced a resolution providing for the
withdrawal of the State from the Union, and re
commending a Conference of the Border States to
be held at Lexington, Kentucky, in May next.

From Galveston, Texas, we learn that tboUnited
States troops evacuated Fort Brown on the 12th
inst., and took passage for Fort Tortugas and Key
West. Msjor Maclin, U. S. A., had resigned and
joined the State troops. Nothing further is known
of Gov. Houston's position. Camp Colorado, on
the northern frontier, has been taken by the State
troops.

A Southern right's meeting was held at Louis-
ville, Ky., on Friday night last, which broke up
in a row.

The municipal election at Harrisburg on Fri-
day, resulted in the triumph of the Democrats. At
West Chester a conservative Republican was
elected over an ultra member of the same party.

Nothing of importance was done in the Senate
on Saturday. Mr. Douglas' resolutions will be
be taken up to-day. In executive session a large
number of nominations were confirmed.

FOREIGN GOSSIP.

No banker
or merchant willgive security to administer the
possible or probable effects of a bankrupt. By the
way, this is one of the many objections to the bill
now before our own legislature lor the relief of in-
solvents. Who will jewpard his own property for
the thankless task of settling the old debts of
another, with a crowd of creditors watching the
assignee, ready to pitch into him on every techni-
cality or mistake?

Queen Victoria, at her last levee at St. James's,
wore a train of black satin trimmed with black
gimp and rosettes; petticoat of black satin with
black lace and gimp; headdress, with emeralds and
diamonds. We presume this will interest the
Jenkinses who have recently taken to describing
the costumes of the ladies at the White House.

The late Mrs. Gore was the daughter of Mr.

It is possessed of excellent tracts of tim-ber, which are to be used in the construction of
French ships of war. Perhaps Monaco may one
day be a second Elba.

In consequence of the ill-construction and bad
ventilation of the school-bouses in and about
London, seven thousand children, between the
ages of five and fifteen years, annually lose their
lives from these causes alone.

LATER FROM EUROPE.

THE STEAMER ARABIA AT NEW YORK
SAFETY OF THE AUSTRALASIAN.

X'400,000 INSPEtIK.

NEW YORK, March 16.?The royal mail steamship
Arabia, from Liverpool on the 2d inst., via Queens-
town on the 3d, arrived at this port this evening,
bringing £260,000 sterling in specie.

The steamship Australasian arrived at Queens-
town on the same day that the Arabia left that
port, having returned in consequence of an acci.
dent. Her mails and passengers (but not her
specie) were transferred to the Arabia.

Capt. Hockey, of the Australasian, reports that
his steamer broke both flanges of her screw on
February 20th, when in latitude 30°, longitude
34°, but she continued on her voyage westward
till the 26th, under canvass, when a heavv gale
was experienced from the westward and sbopnt
before it, reaching Queenstown on the 3d. During
one day's sail, she made 280 miles under canvass.

The royal mail steamship Canada arrived at
Queenstown on the 2d instant.

The London money market was unchanged, with
an active demend. Consols were quoted on Satur-
day evening at 91%@91% for money. American
securities were dull and unchanged.

The French Senate had been spiritedly debating
the address to the throne.

GREAT BRITAIN.
In the House of Commons the Syrian question

had been under debate.
The conduct of the French troops in Syria was

generally condemned.
Lord John Russell, in his speech on the question,

admitted that the occupation by the French army
had been useful, but he thought it desirable that i't
shall terminate as soon as possible.

The Great Snip Company bad adopted the report
already published. The Great Eastern will proba-
bly be readv next month for another voyage to New
York.

The Duke of Sutherland was dead.
FRANCE.

During the debate in the French Senate on the
address to the throne, the Prince Napoleon justi-
fied the policy of i'iedmont, and uttered some sym-
pathetic words relative to Venice, though, as" he
added, he would deplore an untimely attack. He
opposed the union of temporal and spiritual power
of the Pope of Rome, but said the independence of
the Pope must be insured.

A pastoral letter by the Bishop of I'oictiers com-
paring the Emperor to Pontius Pilate had created
a great sensation throughout Prance, and the
Government was debating what measure to take in
tbis matter.

The Paris Bourse was dull but steady, Rentes
being quoted at 68f. 15c.

ITALY.
The siege of Messina, it was expected, would be

commenced in a few days.
The Sardinians had occupied the heights com-

manding the citadel.
It is said that the resistance offered by the Gov-

ernor of the citadel arose from the orders given him
by Francis 11.

The representatives of the foreign powers at
Messina had protested against the opening of hos-
tilities in consequence of the damage that might
ensue.

Fearful inundations had taken place at Galatz,
and hundreds of person? are reported to have been
drowned. Immense quantities of grain were lost.

RUSSIA.
ST. PETERSBURG. ?The Russian government an-

nounces that no government measure relative tothe peasantry will be published until the 2nd of
March.

AUSTRIA.
A Paris letter in the London Daily Ncice mentionsa rumor, which is accredited in official quarters

that Prince Metternich has just communicated to
M. Thoavenel an important note from the Court of
Vienna, wherein it is asserted that the Austrian
government will never recognize Victor Emmanuel
as King of Italy, and if France withdraws her
troops from Rome, Austria will immediately replace
them bv ber own army, and if the revolutionists
make the least movement in Venetia or Hungary,
she will cross the Mincio.

PRESS

SGSILOOO en route for New York

FORT KEARNEY, March 15.?The California pony
express passed this point at 4.15 this afternoon,
bringing the following summary of news:

Tbe steamer Cortez sailed for Panama on the Ist
iDstant, carrying 86 passengers and §729,000 in
treasure, $689,000 of which is consigned to New
York.

The ship Dashing Wave has cleared for New
York with a miscellaneous cargo, comprising 1,200
sacks of barley, 1,200 sacks of copper ore, 2,000
hides,3oo flasks of quicksilver, 140 barrels of tal-
low. 87 bales of wool, 1,500 bags of guano, etc.

The steamer Uncle Sam, with the New York
mails of February Ist, is now overdue some six
days, causing much anxiety.

The pony express, with dates from the Atlantic
States to the 15th ult., is telegraphed from CarsonValley to-day.

The Harrassetby case, for alleged defalcation in
the San Francisco Mint in 1856, is on trial in the
U.S. Circuit Court.

A. Austin & Co., retail dry goods merchants, re-
cently reported as having failed, have resumed
business.

Horace Smith, who killed the printer, Newell, in
San Francisco on the Ist of January, having been
refused a change of venue by the Court, petitioned
the Legislature for that purpose, alleging that hecould not have a fair trial in San Francisco, and
asking the passage of a special act removing his
trial to Placer county, his place of residence,"thus
virtuallyasking tbe privilege of selacting his own
judge and jury.

Both Houses of the Legislatures-anted the pray-
er of the petitioner by more than a two-thirdsmajority in each branch. There is some prospect
that the Governor willveto tbe act and throw the
responsibility on the Legislature of again passing
it by a two-thirds vote.

1 he Chairman of the Breckinridge State Central
Committee has called a meeting of that body at
Sacramento on the 26th, to consider the perilous
crisis in our national affairs. He urges the follow-ingdeclaration for the consideration of the meeting:
"Let us have the Union if we can, peaceable'disso-
lution ifwe must, but conflict never. If peaceable
dissolution comes, why should not California re-
main withthe free States? If a bloody separation,
why should she not establish a Pacific nationality?
Is she willingto be dragged into war against a
Southern Confederation of her sisters? Ifsuch a
confederation be irrevocably established, ought
not she to demand of the other free States to con-
sent to a peaceable separation, if any must come,
as the unyielding condition of her remaining with
them ? Does not Lincoln's foreshadowed policy of
executing the laws in tbe seceded States imply
force, coercion and war ? Are our people reailv to
plunge into anarchy and suffer the ravages of such
a war 1 These are the momentous questions to be
considered, and which, it is feared, will too soon
require action. Therefore a full meeting of the
committee is requested.

commending conciliation and concession rather than war,
and compromises rather than disunion.

She was due there on the 24th of February.

Marine Disaster.NORFOLK, March 17.?The schooner L. Waterbu-
ry> from St. Marks, bound to New York, with acargo of cottmi, went ashore at Lynn Haven during
the storm on Friday. Her cargo will be saved and
the vessel probably lost.

South Pacific Railroad.
LOCISVILLE, March 16.?The Southern Pacific

Railroad asks the stockholders to take one dollar's
worth of new stock for each slave owned by them.

ANOTHER BALTIMORE SENSATION.? The following
"highlyimportant" despatch was published in the
New York Herald of Saturday :

WASHINGTON, March 15.?From intelligence re-
ceived here this morning it is highly probable that
the first resistance to federal government will take
place in the city of Baltimore. It appears that
those men who favor secession have determined that
in the event of the appointment of any one of those
who voted the Republican ticket to any permanent
office, such as Collector, Postmaster or Naval Offi
cer, they shall not take possession of the office,
and that they will resist them to the last. Their
purpose is to bring on an "irrepressible conflict."

It is understood that the President has been in-
formed of this determination.

Gov. Hicks expresses considerable uneasiness as
to the result of the intrigues of the secession sym-pathizers in Maryland.

ODIST EPISCOPAL CHURCH, INSESSION
AT STAUNTON.

THIRD DAY.

STAUNTON, VA., March 15, 18G1.
The Convention met at 9 o'clock, with the ma-

jority report under consideration.
Mr. Hoffman, of Fredericksburg, Va., desired

each member to express his opinion of the desire of

the people he represents, previous to the considera-
tion of plans and propositions.

It was resolved to limit debate to twenty min-
utes.

The Committee on Credentials reported on the
contested elections of East Fairfax circuit. They
informed the Convention that at a quarterly con-
ference on said circuit, J. VV. Lnckwood was elect-
ed with the proviso that should Mr. L. decline,
then Revs. B. N. Brown, Presiding Elder, and Dr.
W. E. Magruder, preacher in charge, be empow-
ered to give a certificate to such person as in theirjudgment would be a proper delegate. Rev.
Messrs. Brown and Magruder selected It. Stockett
Matthews, of Baltimore, and he having presented
the proper certificate, the committee recommend
him to the Convention as the regularly authorized
delegate.

The Convention sustained the decision of the
committee, and Mr. Matthews took his seat in the
body.

A letter was received by the President and read
to the Convention, from" Rev. B. N. Brown, re-
questing copies of all the papers which were in the
possession of the Convention from E. Fairfax cir-
cuit. The request was refused.

Mr. Gantt offered an amendment to the majority
report, asking that the Conference repudiate the
new chapter, reprint the Methodist Discipline with-
out the chapter being inserted, and await ademand
for redress from the General Conference.

Col. Ridgeley, of Baltimore, joined issue with
Mr. Gantt, as to his assertion that the Methodist
Episcopal Church is an anti-slavery Church, and
that all slaves are, necessarily, chattels. Never
until 1860 did the Methodist Episcopal Church nm.
claim to the world the sin of slaveholding.

Remarks were elicited from other speakers, but,
without arriving at any conclusion, the Convention
adjourned to 3 o'clock this day.

THE SOUTHERN COMMISSIONERS ENTERTAIN STRONG

HOPES OF PRESERVING PEACE.

WASHINGTON, March 17.?1t is said, on good au-
thority, that Messrs. Crawford and Forsyth, tbe
Confederate State Commissioners, entertain tbe
strongest hope of preserving the peaceful relations
between the two Governments. There is no doubt
their diplomacy is judiciously conducted.

Governor Roman, one of the commissioners, tele
graphs from Wilmington, N. C., that he will be in
Washington to-morrow. He was detained by in-
disposition.
It is not yet ascertained that any order has been

issued bv Presidential authority in regard to the
evacuation of Fort Sumter, an event, however
which it is stillconsidered willsoon inevitably occur
from circumstances beyond executive c >ntro I.
From what is known, a formal surrender of the
fort is not anticipated.

Those best informed relative to Southern move-
ments totally discredit the report that Fort Pick
ens willbe attacked, or that such an act will be
likely to occur at present.

MONTGOMERY, March 16, I', M.?Congress ad-
journed to-night, to meet again on the second Mon-
day in May.

Important from Texas.
GALVESTON, March 15.?The steamer Rusk re-

turned here this morning from Brazos with 300
State troops. The Federal troops evacuated Fort
Brown on the 12th. They go on the steamer Daniel
Webster to Key West and Tortugas. Several
hundred State troops have enlisted for Bix months
to serve on the Rio Grande in occupying the
various forts.

The State Convention is discussing measures of
military defence.

Major Maclin, of the U. S. Army, has resigned,
and tendered his services to the State.

Camp Colorado,on the Northern frontier,has been
taken by the State troops. Capt. Sayne, of the
Confederate States Army, has armed to mu3ter a
regiment of Rangers for service on the frontiers by
order of President Davis.

There is nothing further relative to Gov. Hous-
ton's course.

Gen. Porter chartered the steamer Rusk to trans-
port some 2,300 federal troops to Tortugas and Key
West, and re-embark them for the North.

Virginia Convention.
RICHMOND, March 10.?A series of Union resolu-

tions wrapped in an American flag, from the peo-
ple of Norfolk county, were presented in Conven-
tion to-day and tabled. Antf secessiou resolutions
were also offered and tabled.

Mr. Goggin offered an amendment to the report
of the iederal Committee, proposing secession witha view to eventual re-construction. It was order-
ed to be printed.

Mr. Randolph, of Richmond, to-dav made a
speech against the peace propositions', favoring
secession. Without concluding the Convention
adjourned.

RICHMOND* March 111.?Mr. Goggins* proposed
amendment to the report of the Committee on
hederal Relations before the State Convention,
provides for the withdrawal of the State from the
Union, and without determining its future associa-
tion, recommends a conference of the Border States
to be held at Lexington, Ky., in May next, to pro-
pose apian for constructing a government to be
formed by said States, and the Confederate States
of America. Said plan not to be binding till rati-
fied by the State Convention, which shall adjourn
over to await the result. He declares that the
Union can only be restored by an amendment to
the Constitution, emanating from the non-slave-
holding States, tor the security 6f their rights.
He urges a pacific policy throughout.

SECESSION IN YIIIGINIA.

RICHMOND, March IG.? Meetings in Wythe, Bote-
tourt, Appomattox, Bedford, Craig and Shenan-
doah counties, have adopted resolutions calling for
the immediate secession of Virginia. The students
at Roanoke College have passed similar resolutions.
Resolutions have also been passed in Lunenburg
county to go with "the South, tbe whole Southand nothing but the South." Resolutions have
been presented in the Convention at Richmond by
the delegates from Northampton, Mecklenburg and
Pulaski counties, repudiating the Peace Confer-ence propositions and favoring secession. The
students at the University of Virginia are with
but one exception in favor of seceding at once.

Tbe majoty of the Union party has been' re-
duced to nine. Five delegates are expected to
change their votes by Monday, which will give
the secessionists a majority of one, when they wiil
at once take prompt action. They confidently as-

THE MILITARYMOVEMENTS OF THE SOUTHERN CONFEDE-
RATION?OCCUPYING THE FORTS, 40, AC.

MONTGOMERY, Alabama, March 10.?This new
government is working wonderfully. The Cabinet
of President Davis is a very able one; there is no
common man in it. Energy, ability and work
characterize it. The business department is, of
course, that of War. The Secretary, Hon. L. P.
Walker, although new in this sphere of life, works
con amore, and thus far has proven the President's
foresight in selecting him. He is never seen out of
the department and rarely there. I have been herea week and have not yet laid my eyes on him.

But 1 have learned some of his movements. lie
l>ks very quietly, and, as he no doubt thought, se-
cretly too, reinforced Fort Morgan with a thousand
tnen, Fort Pulaski with a thousanf men, Forts
Jackson and St. Philip with a thousand, and has
five thousand additional troops stationed at Pensa-
cola, under the command of "a little more grape,Captain Bragg." This Captain Bragg is now abrigadier general, and a splendid artillerist. Hehas also snperseded the South Carolina authoritiesand transferred the command of Charleston hatbor
to Major Beauregard, of the engineer service, now
a brigadier general, and the best officer in thearmy. This you willsay is pretty good work for
otic week, done, too, by a man who as yet has no
organized department. Let Lincoln look out. Some
fine morning he will wake up from a comfortable
snooze, made safe by the presence of Gen. Scott'sbody guard, and find Forts Sumter and Pickens inthe hands of the rebels.

The truth is, Greeley A Co. can never be made
to understand these Southern people. They are
called idle, and so they are when they have noth-
ing to do. But give them an object, and the devil
himself is not more industrious. They are a unit,
too?there is no division amonst them. Recon-
struction is thrown overboard, and with RUGII a man
as Jeff. Davis at the head of the new confederacy?-
clear-sighted, calm, resolute and firm?in twelve
months it will be firmly established as one of the
Powers of the earth.

THE PERPLEXITIES OF THE ADMINISTRATION.

"Independent," the correspondent of the Phila-
delphia North American, writes as follows to that
journal:

WASHINGTON, March 15.?Powerful efforts are
making in certain quarters here to exasperate the
public teeling of the North against Major Anderson,
on the ground that while he has been pretending to
serve his government faithfully, he has really been
playing into the hands of the seceders. The most
urgent charges against him are, that he allowedthe fort to become purposely reduced both as re-
gards men and provisions, knowing full well that
the result would be bis withdrawal and the surren-
der of the fort to the South.

The Administration is sorely perplexed about the
whole matter, and the Cabinet was again in sessionfor several hours to-day, discussing the aucstion as
to what should be done. Gen. Scott was a partici-
pant in their deliberations, and if his advice is heed-
ed, an order for the evacuation of the fort will be
speedily issued.

At the same time the ultras are besieging the
Administration in the most earnest and threatening
manner; their argument is that nothing can begained by undue haste, as the party has every thing
at stake in the surrender. To abandon the
strong language of the inaugural so soon after its
delivery, they contend, would weaken the Govern-
ment hey-ond all hope of repair. It is useless to
deny that these arguments bear forcibly upon the
President and a portion of his Cabinet, and it is
theretore with the most extreme reluctance that
they can be ioduced to yield to the "militaryne-
cessity" argument of Gen. Kcott; a day or two,
however, must determine the question, as each hour
adds to the straitened condition of Major Anderson
and his men.

WASHINGTON RUMORS.
[From the Cor. of the Northern Journals ]WASHINGTON, March 16. ?Startling rumors are

in circulation here, to the effect that a collison has
occurred at Pcnsacola.

It is reported that the United States forces under
command of Lieutenant Slemmer have been at-
tacked by tbe Florida rebels, and that a serions
conflict ensued.

There will be no premature discussion of the pol-
icy of the Administration towards the seceding
States, and the attempts of Douglas and his friend's
to force a declaration will be frustrated.

Reports received here from the Republican legis-
lative caucus of Ohio show that there will proba-
bly be no choice of a Senatorial successor to air.
Chase during the present session of the legislature.

It is said that the appointments of Naval Agents
will all be withheld for the present.

Messrs. Blunt, Dunning and Hodge are mentioned
as candidates for tbe Superintendency of the Assay
Office in New York.

Benjamin Welsh is strongly pressed for the New

The President is reported as having said that the
New York appointments will not be considered for
a week to come.

The main object to
be accomplished by Gov. Corwin will be tbe con-
struction of the great railroad across the Isthmus
of Tehuantepec, in regard to which there has been
much litigation and discussion since the last treaty
with Mexico. Mr. Corwin has not yet been con-
firmed, but doubtless will be.

Mr. Holioway, of Indiana, was yesterday ap-
pointed Commissioner of Patents. He ia the friend
of the Hon. Caleb B. Smith, the Secretary of the
Interior, and is said to be singularly well qualified
for the place.

Evidences of demoralization in the army are
daily received at the War Department, until it is
difficult to say who can be trusted. Col. Cooper
distinctly states that he was prompted to resign
by family considerations, probably stirred up by
bis brother-in-law. Senator Mason.

There is no doubt that the Administration is
desirous of appointing Mr. Crittenden to the va-
cancy on the Supreme Bench; but, before doing so,
it willbe necessary that he can be confirmed by
the Senate. Up to this writing, two votes are ne-
cessary to secure his confirmation.

Charleston exults in the possession now of a steam
lire engine, the manufacture of her own mechanics,
Messrs. Cameron & Co. Upon the experimental
trial, steam was got up in six minutes, and with
about forty pounds of steam a steady stream was
played through, an inch and l-16th nozzle, which
lasted over an hour. The distance thrown varied
from 130 to 160 feet.

have been concentrated on the east face of this
work, to bear on Cumming's Point; it is possible,
however, that some of these could be brought to
bear in the direction of Moultrie, if mounted on
traversers.

UNITED STATES SENATE?SPECIAL SESSION.

WASHINGTON,March 16.?Mr. RICE, rising to a
question of privilege, caused to be read the brief
supplemental report of the House Select Commit-
tee on the Indian Trust Bonds, in which they say
there is not the slightest suspicion that that Senator
was implicated in their abstraction, and that any-
thing of a seeming reflection upon him in their
main report was entirely the result of a misappre-
hension. The committee unanimously further say
that when the facts came to be known, they were
satisfied that Mr. Rice had labored with energy
and zeal to aid the Government, and is entitled to
the tbanks of the House and of the country for it.
He said he had no remarksto make. Mr. DOUG-
LAS' resolution, calling for information as to the
Southern forts, etc,, was taken up. Mr. WIL-
SON moyed to lay it on the table.-?Mr. DOUG-
LAS hoped the vote would he permitted to be taken
on the resolution. Mr. WILSON said he did not
wish to suppress debate. He merely made the mo-
tion as a test question. Mr. DOUGLAS said he
had heard it intimated that one or two Senators
desired to speak. At the suggestion of Mr.
Powell, the consideration of the resolution was
passed over till Monday. Mr. HUNTER in-
quired of Mr. Fessenden when it was probable the
Senate would be enabled to adjourn. Mr. FES-
SENDEN bad no knowledge on the subject. He
did bear a member of the Cabinet had said, in a
very few days. Mr. MASON moved that the
Senate proceed to the consideration of his resolu-
tion relative to quartering troops in Washington.

Mr. FESSENDEN moved to go into Executive
session, which prevailed?yeas 27, nays 10, after
which the Senate adjourned.

CONSTITUTION OF THE CONFEDERATED
STATES-THE CHANGES INTRODUCED.
We have already alluded to the fact that tbe

Confederate-States have adopted as their organic
law the Constitution of the United States. Thev
have followed implicitlythe arrangement of the
old Constitution, not only as to the mode of di-
vision into articles, but also its sequence; the sec-

tions and clauses as far as possible, being the same

in both and numbered in a similar manner. There
are, however, certain modifications made and some
new clauses introduced, which for the information
of our readers we here append. By comparing
the clauses of the old Constitution with the follow-
ing extracts taken from the instrument as adopted
by the Southern Confederacy, the differences be-
tween the two will readily bo seen.

ARTICLE I?SECTION 2.
Chap. 3 **** The number of Representatives shall

not exceed one for every fifty thousand, but each State
shall have at' least one Representative; and until such
enumeration shall be made, the State of South Carolina
si/all be entitled to choose six?the State ofGeorgia ten-
the State ofAlabama nine?the State ofFlorida two?theState of Mississippi seven?the State of Louisiana six,and the State of Texas six.

SZCTION 8.
The Congress shall have power?-
1. To lay and collect taxes, duties, imposts and excises,

for revenue necessary to pay the debts, provide for the
common defence, and to carry on the government of the
Confederate States; but no bounties shall be granted from
the treasury; nor shall any duties or taxes on importa-
tions from foreign nations he laid to promote or foster any
branch of industry; and all duties, imposts and excises
shall be uniform throughout the Confederate States.

3. To regulate commerce .with foreign nations, and
among the several States, and with the Indian tribes; hutneither this, nor any other clause contained in the con-stitution, shall ever be construed to delegate thepower to
Congress to appropriate money for any internal improve-
ment intended to facilitate commerce; except for the pur-pose of furnishing lights, beacons, and buoys, and other
aids to navigation upon the coasts, and the improvement
of harbors and the removing of obstructions in river nav-
igation, in all which cases, such duties shall be laid on
the navigation facilitated thereby, as maybe necessary
to pay the costs and expenses thereof.

4. To establish uniform laws of naturalisation an ! uni-
form laws on the suhject of bankruptcies, throughout theConfederate States, but no law of Congress shall dis-charge any debt contracted before the passage of the
same:

7. To establish post offices and post routes; but the ex-
penses of the l'ostoffice Department, after the first day of
March, in the year ofour Lord eighteen hundred and six-ty-three, shall be paid out of its own revenues:

SECTION 9.
1. The importation ofnegroes of the African race, from

any foreign country, other than the slave-holding States
or territories of the United States of America, is hereby
forbidden; and Congress is required to pass such laws asshall effectually prevent the same.

2. Congress shall also have power to prohibit the in-
troduction of slaves from any State not a member of, or
territory not belonging to, this Confederacy.

4. No billof attainder, or expnst facto law. or law de-
nying or impairing the right of property in negro slaves
shall be passed.

SECTION 10.
2. No State shall, without the consent ot the Congress,

lay any imposts or duties on imports or exports, except
what may be absolutely necessary for executing its in-
spection laws; and the net produce of all duties and im-
posts,laid by any State on imports or exports, shall be
for the use of tile treasury of the Confederate States; and
alt such laws shall be subject to the revision and controlof Congress.

3. No State shall, without the consent of Congress, lay |any duty of tonnage, except on sea-going vessels, for the Iimprovement of its rivers and harbors navigated by the !
said vessels: but such duties shall not conflict with any itreaties of the Confederate States with foreign nations; |
and any surplus of revenue, thus derived, shall, after Imaking such improvement, he paid into the common j
treasury; nor shall any State keep troops or ships of war
in time of peace, enter into any agreement or'compact;
with another State, or.with a foreign power, or engage
in war, unless actually invaded, or in such imminent
danger as willnot admit of delay. But when any river
divides or flows through two or more States, they may !
enter into compacts with each other to improve the navi- I
gation thereof.

ARTICLE 11.?SECTION 1.
1. The Executive power shall be vested in a President

of the Confederate States of America. He and the Vice
President shall hold their offices for the term of six years;
but the President shall not be re-eligible. The President
and Vice President shall be elected as follows:

7. No person except a natural born citizen of the Con-
federate States, or a citizen thereof, at the time of the
adoption of this Constitution, or a citizen thereof born in
the United States prior to the 20th of December, 1860,
shall he eligible to the office ofPresident. * * *

SECTION 2
3. The principal officer in each of the Executive De-

partments, and all persons connected with the diplomatic
service, may be removed from office at the pleasure of
the President. Allother civil officers of the Executive
Department may be removed at any time by the President,
or other appointing power, when their services are unne-cessary, or for dishonesty. incapacity, inefficiency, mis-
conduct, or neglect of duty; and when so removed, the
removal shall be reported to the Senate, together with
the reasons therefor.

4. The President shall have power to fill all vacancies
that may happen during the recess of the Senate, by
granting commissions which shall expire at the end of
their next session: hut no person rejected by the Senate
shall be reappointed to the same office during their ensu-
ing recess.

ARTICLE IV.?SECTION 2.
1. The citizens of each State shall be entitled to all the

privileges and immunities of citizens in the several
States, and shall have the right of transit and sojourn in
any State of this Confederacy, with their slaves and other
property; and the right of property in said slaves shall
not be thereby impaired.

2. A person charged in any State with treason, felony,
or other crime against the laws of such State, who shall
flee from justice, and be found in another State, shall, on
demand of the Executive authority of the State from which
he fled, be delivered up to he removtd to the State having
jurisdiction of the crime.

3. No slave or other person held to service or labor in
any State or territory of the Confederate States, under
the laws thereof, escaping or lawfully carried into
another, shall, in consequence of any law or regulation
therein, be discharged from such service or labor; hut
shall be delivered up on claim of the party to whom
such slave belODgs, or to whom such service or labor may
be due.

SECTION 3.
1. Other States may he admitted into this Confederacy

by a vote of two-thirds of the whole House of Represen-
tatives, and two-thirds of the Senate, the Senate voting
by States. *#**#*/.*

3. The Confederate States may acquire new territory;
and Congtess shall have power to legislate and provide
governments for the inhabitants of all territory belong-
ing to the Confederate States, lying without the limits of
the several States; and may permit them at such times,
and insuch manner as itmay by law provide, to form
States to be admitted into the Confederacy. In ail such
territory, the institution of negro slavery as it now ex-
ists in the Confederate States, shall be recognized and
protected by Congress and by the territorial government;
and the inhabitants of the several Confederate States
and territories shall have the right to take to such terri-
tory any slave, lawfully held by them inany of the States
or territories of the Confederate States.

4. The Confederate States shall guarantee to every
State that now is or hereafter may become a member ot
this Confederacy,a republican form of government, andshall protect each of them against invasion; and on ap-plication of the Legislature (or of the Executive, when
the Legislature is not insession) against domestic vio-
lence.

ARTICLE V.?SECTION 1.
1. Upon the demand of any three States, legally as

sembled in their several Conventions, the Congress shall
summon a Convention of all the States, to take into con-
sideration such amendments to the Constitution as the
said States shall concur in suggesting at the time when
the said demand is made; and should any of the proposed
amendments to the Constitution be agreed on by the Con-
vention?voting by States?and the same be ratified by
the Legislatures of two-thirds of the several States, or by
Conventions intwo-thirds thereof?as the one or the other
mode of ratification may be proposed by the general Con-
vention?tliey shall theucelorward form a part of this
Constitution. But no State shall, without its consent, be
deprived of its equal representation in the Senate.

ARTICLE VI,

1. The Government established by this Constitution is
the successor of the Provisional Government of the Con-
federate States of America, and all the laws passed by the
latter shall continue in force until the same shall be re-
pealed or modified; and all the officers appointed by the
same shall remain in office until their successors are ap-
pointed and qualified, or the offices abolished.

5. The enumeration inthe Constitution ofcertain rights
shall not be construed to deny or disparage others re-
tained by the people of the several States.

6. The powers not delegated to the Confederate States
by the Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the States,
are reserved to the States, respectively, or to the people
thereof.

ARTICLE VII.
1. The ratification of the conventions of five Statesshall be sufficient for the establishment of this Constitu-

tion between the States so ratifying the same.
2. \Y hen five States shall have ratified this Constitu-tion, in the manner before specified, the Congress under

the Provisional Constitution, shall prescribe the time for
holding the election of President and Vice President; and,
for tlie meeting of the Electoral College; and, for count-
ing the votes, and inaugurating the President. They
shall, also, prescribe the time for holding the first election
ot members of Congress under this Constitution, and the
time for assembling the same. Until the assembling of
such Congress, the Congress under the Provisional Con-
stitution shall continue to exercise the legislative powers
granted them; not extending beyond the time limited by
the Constitution of the Provisional Government,

TERRIBLE SCENES IN CHINA?2OO BANDITS

BEHEADED.
FOOCHOW, NOV. 23, 1860.

The entire community here, native and foreign,
has been thrown into a state of great excitement
during the last few days, the cause and progress of
which I shall try to give you as briefly as F can.

Von are always aware that for some years past a
feud has existed between Cantonese and Chinchc-
loite sailors Rnd lorchamen. This broke out afresh
during June of this current year, and in a more
formidable form than it had previously assumed.

By a wily policy the warlike lorchas, numbering
some 23, were enticed to leave this river. As soon
as this was managed, the local authorities deter-
mined hereafter to confine ail Canton lorchas and
West Coast boats to the anchorage at Quantow,
about 10 or 12 miles below the Pagoda station.
To carry out this resolution, a large body of na-
tive militia and marines were collected, chiefly
from Quemoy and Amoy, several war-junks and
armed pullaway boats were fitted up, and the en-
tire force was put under the.command of Commo-
dore Woo, a brave and fierce fellow, dreaded by
his own clan as a man of war, and hated by Can-
tonese as a savage villain.

Commodore Woo has been on the watch, fullyanticipating the move that this outside foe would
make to bolt past his station and ascend the river
in a collected body. They attempted this on last
Monday, the 19tb, but found their match in the
Commodore. There sailed past his guard post 3,some say 10, Canton lorchas and tymoons: others (
hanging on outside in case this detachment suc-ceeded. They were attacked by the mandarin
force: three were burnt, two ran up to take refugeat the Pagoda anchorage, and the rest made outto sea as fast as tbey could. The remainder of thatday was occupied in pursuing and capturing the
fugitive pirates who had escaped on shore. Next
morning, the 20th, the Mandarin armed boats were
"in pursuit of the two boats that had escaped up the
river.' They came up with them about noon, lying
in shore at the Pagoda. There they were attacked,
their crews dashed into the stream to swim ashore,
and while floating on the water some 40 or 50 were
speared and shot; a fine sight to be seen for foreignseamen and residents! Early in the morning of |the 21st, it was evident, from the packed thrones
on the great bridge and the hubbub around, that |
something strange and novel and exciting had oc- !curred.

| About nine o'clock, some of the Mandarin war
boats had come up with two prizes and two hun
dred captured pirates. The latter, they commence
to land, each man under the guard of at least fourmarines, bearing drawn swords, spears, matchlocks
°. 1" sporting gay flags. The captives were in a ter-nblo plight, stripped and naked, hands tied with
awful tightness behind their backs, and feet scarce-ly able to walk, while they were driven along withthe most barbarous savageness. Eight or ten hadiieen beheaded on their way up the river, and two
ot three just as they were shoved on shore, forshowing tight and their reluctance to move on.?
ihe heads of these unfortunates were slung onpoles, and swung lecfore the eyes of the remainderas a token of what awaited them verv shortlv.?\\ hen all had been landed, they were marchedacross the bridge to the Northern end, and on theway, as if to gratify the public gaze, the heads of
four were deliberately chopped oft,and their corpsesllung into the river below.

But we were surprised in seeing, when it was !supposed all had crossed the bridge, a large band !
of captives returning post-baste. They were stowed
away again on board these war junks, bound and
tied with double fury, several hands tied together. \
No mercy was shown to any. A boy of 10 waspushed in with a naked sword over his head. An '
aged wretch failed to creep back to his boat, and ;was flung on hoard to expire as best he could. Al-
most all had their wrists so tightly tied that the jflesh was eaten into, and the spectacle brought
vividlyto mind the torture 3 inflicted on our conn- !tryinen in the North, over whose cruel fate there, is !
no one that does not mourn. These armed boats,with a cargo of 170 Canton pirates, shoved off" to go 1back to Quantow, to have them decapitated there; 1the remaining 30 having been carried on to the j
North Gate execution grounds.

Upon this announcement the thick crowds moved
away, aud the thronged streets and bridges were
cleared. But that mandarin move was found, after
all, to be a dodge. At 9 o'clock the crowds hadbeen thickening, and it began to be apprehended
that the large Gaston population here might rise Iand attempt the rescue of their countrymen, who ;
were treated, before their very eveq so mercilessly
and brutally. The manoeuvre succeeded in thin- ining the streets, and at a signal the boats were
moved hack to their position as i . the morning,
the unfortunate victims were at once landed, and,
with the same guard, they were hastened along a
street of two miles in length at double quick time,
to the parade ground outside the South gate.

Here some of the principal officials were seated
at 3 o'clock, at a tribunal, which, without trial or
mercy, was to hurry more than 150 of their fellows
into eternity. The work was short; one after the
other the whole lot were beheaded, and in half an
hour the judges, troops, and staring mob were
dispersed. Among the captives there were twoyouths of 10 and 12; for one of them seven mer-
chants advanced their guarantee,and he was saved.
The other died unheeded and uncariDg under the
executioner's knife. The executioners, of whom
there were several, vied to see who could do the jlargest amount of work; one succeeded in cutting '
off C 3 heads, for which he would receive what he
would consider a handsome douceur, as 500
cash is given for each caput. Commodore Woo,
the hero of tbe day, went to the tribunal with a
blue button, but returned to his fleet with a red
one, honored and applauded by all his co-man-
darins.

It is worthy of note that those brigands that
made the d spprate effort to break the blockade
against Canton lorchas, did so just after the John
Adams, U. S. inan-ot-war, left the port.

OPERATIONS OF THE SOUTHERN TARIFF
LAWS.

[ From the Nashville Banner, March 7. ]
We have been favoruM with copies of two letters,

lately received here by one of our commercial
friends from his agent at New Orleans. In thefirst, dated February 25, 1 SGI, the writer says:

" I am informed, upon reliable authority, thatthe enforcement of the new tariff laws of ibe'South-
ern Confederacy will take effect on and after the4th of March, 1861; and that all boats arriving
from the interior will be subject to the same laws,
expenses, forms, Ac., as European and other for-
eign vessels now taking clearance and permit at
this port."

The effect on business and commerce here must
i be apparent to you without further comment.

lii the second letter, dated February 27, he gives
his correspondent the following instructions:?

"Tell the boats to have, bv the time they reach
Vicksburg, two manifests of the cargo made up,
and stop and enter at that point, having endorse-
ment made on back of manifest by Custom House
officer, sending one by express from that point
here, that consignees may have their entry made
by the time the boat arrives, so as to save delays
here. Otherwise serious delays will necessarily
follow on the arrival of boats in this port."

This is the free navigation of the Mississippi,
which some of the secession conventions promised
to the inhabitants of the valley of that river; and
we would ask some of our readers in general and
our commercial friends in particular, whether they
feel disposed to permit their Southern neighbors to
exercise tho unconditional control of this great

the ocean.
The Tariffact of the Southern Confederacy is to

go into operation on the Ist of May. It levies du-
ties as follows : "Distilled spirits, wines, manufac-
tured tobacco, and glass 25 per cent; fancy articles
generally, 20 per cent; malt liquors, earthenware,
iron, copper, wood, cottons, hemp, flax, and sub-
stantial manufactures, 15 per cent; coal, drugs,
jewelry, woollens and iron rails, 10 per cent; ice
§2 per ton; sailing vessels, steamers, munitions of
war, arms, works of art, traders' tools, beef, pork,
flour, corn and coffee, free."

COMMERCIAL CHANGE?. The Boston Traveller
says : "We begin to sec changes in the commerce
of Boston, most of which have occurred within a
very short time and were not looked for even by
our shrewdest business men. And first, is the di-
version of quite a portion of the Calcutta trade
from this port, its ancient seat, to the Southern
cities, and to New York. (Tunny cloth, which con-
stitutes the most bulky portions of Calcutta car-
goes, is now carried direct to Savannah, Mobile
and New Orleans. Then, great changes are now
taking place in our domestic trade. We are re-
ceiving more goods by railroad, propellers and
coastwise steamers, and iess by sailing vessels. At
this time of the year, in previous seasons, we have
had a large fleet of heavy ships on the way from
New Orleans, laden with cotton, flour, pork, pro-
visions, hemp, sugar and molasses. Now ail these
articles, except the cotton, (and even a largequan-
tity of that,) is transported across the country, or
via the lakes. Instead of ships to New Orleans,
Mobile, <fcc., we have barks and brigs, but chiefly
immense schooners."

KOBDEUY or THE UFFIZZI GALLERY AT FLORENCE.?
An important theft has recently been committed in sthe Uffizzi gallery at Florence." Among the stolen \
jewels was a ring which belonged to Cosmo de Mo- i
dicis, of the value of 250,000 trancs. This ring is |
an enormous topaz. It is asserted that the stolon j
articles amount in value to a million. The keeper ;
of tho hall has been imprisoned. The false key
which forced the locks of the gallery has been found. !
About two hundred rings were thus stolen. The !
most precious was a ring attributed to Benvenuto \
Cellini. The famous onyx vase was not broken,the !
thieves contenting themselves with taking away the ;
silver gilt ornaments with which it was surround-
ed. The celebrated casket of Clement VII,of rockcrystal, the work of Valerio Belli, is uninjured, as !
well as the cup of Diana de Poicters, attributed to
Cellini. The police are actively engaged in theirsearch after the robbers.

INTERIOR CUSTOM HOUSES.? The Montgomery Con-
gress propose to impose a duty on cotton "going
northward out of the Confederacy by railroad.?
The Augusta Chronicle wants to know how is that
duty to be collected if custom house ofiicers are not
to be tolerated, except at seaports? So far from
diminishing the number of those officials, it will be
found necessary largely to increase them, at least
to have them stationed at the intersection of rail-

roads. There is likely,it appears, to be a double
set of interior custom houses, one on the Southern
borders, to collect the Southern export duty, and
one on the Northern borders, to collect duties of
foreign goods imported duty free through Southern
ports. These will be new obstructions to trade
which willbe found very inconvenient in practical
operation.
