OLIVER HIBERNIANFREE SCHOOL.

The annual distribution of premiums to ihe

scholars of the Oliver Hibernian Free School, took
place yesterday morning in the school building,

on North street, near Saratoga. The school has

never been in a more flourishing condition than at
present. The male department, under the charge
of Mr. Patrick Reardon, numbers one hundred and
fifteen scholars in regular attendance, while that

of the female, under the direction of Miss Mary
M. Fortune, numbers eighty-live. Roth of these
instructors are admirably qualified far their posi-
tions. The pupils in each department, on the late
examination, gave gratifying evidence of advance-
ment during the past year, reflecting great credit
on the teachers and the Roard of Managers. The
labors in each school, which are very onerous, are
discharged with fidelity, and the instructors merit
the confidence of those having the direction of the
will of the donator.

Yesterday the President of the Hibernian Hociety,
Jenkins, Esq., the Vice Presidents, Secre-

tarj', Treasurer, and other ollicers, together with
quite a number of lady and gentleman visitors,
were present, and the ceremonies were of an inter-
esting character.

MEETING OF THE POOR A SSOCIA TIOX?DES
TITUTIOX THROUGHOUT THE CITY?THE
MEAXS OF THE ASSOCIATION EXHAUSTED
?A FRESH APPEAL TO THE PUBLIC FOR
AID.

The regular monthly meeting of the Association
for Improving the Condition of the Poor took place
last night, in their room on Fayette street, near
Holliday. The report ot the agents exhibit an im.
mense amount of destitution throughout the city,
and although the distribution for the present
month has been large, the demands for help are
greater than ever. The following exhibits,
taken from the report ol'the agents, shows the la
bors of the month of February:

Number of families visited, 2,322; number of per-
sons in families, 10,568; of the families 1,231 were
American; 1,017 foreigners; 438 negro. Number
of visits paid 2,905; money expended, $4,329.23;cords of wood, 474; tons of coal 107. There were
sent to the public schools, 1 boy and 3 girls; to
sabbath school, 2 girls; employment found for 3
men, 2 woman, and 5 girls. Of the total num-
ber of families assisted 49 wore Baptists, 88 Epis
copalian, 22 Presbyterian,672 Catholics, 213 Metho-
dists, 8G Lutheran, and 1,536 of uo religious pursua-
sion.

The treasurer presented his monthly report,
which shows that there was in the treasury at thelast meeting 54.855.65; cash reccired since per
John C. Brune 5670; amount from ward commit-
tees $453 94?which gave a total of $5,979.59
means. The expenses for the last month were
$3,773.76. Balance in the treasury $2,205.83. The
total amount of receipts since the lirst of Novem-
ber, 1860, have been $14,918. The expenditures
Lave been 512,712.17.

Mr. Jesse Hunt made a statement i forming the
Hoard that the real estate bequeathed to the Asso-
ciation by Miss Ilebecca Monteith had come into
the possession of the society, and had been sold for
5'2,100. The first payment of $535.50 bad been
made, and the remainder will be paid in notes
bearing interest, at four, eight and twelve months,
respectively.

Mr. Hinkley presented a report giving a detailed
account of the present condition of the personal
eflects bequeathed by the same lady to the Associ-
ation. At this time it is impossible to get posses-
sion of any of the money now in the hands of the
administrator, Gen. John 11. Ing.

The Secretary read the detailed operations of the
Association for the last three months, (published
above,) and stated that the appropriations for the
month of March exceeded by SI,OOO the amount
in the treasury. The expenditures for this month
up to the lGth" inst., are greater than for the entiremonthlof March last vear.

Mr. Crichton moved that the paper read bv the
Secretary be published/and that an appeal be
made to the community in behalf of the poor, and
a statement of the condition of the Association be
given; adopted. The wards were called and thefollowing amounts reported as in the hands of the
managers: Ist ward, $11.50; 4th, sl7; sth, $25.38;
Bth, 9th, $5.08; llth, $80; 13th, S3O; 14th,
$34.66; 15th, $10.25. John C. Brune, Esq., sent
the Treasurer a check of Johns Hopkins for SSOO.
The total amount in the hands of the ward mana-
gers is 574G.79, which, added to the check of Mr.Hopkins, makes $1,246.79.

The subject of appropriations was then taken up.
Mr. Carter moved an additional appropriation of
SIOO to the second district. The agents were called
upon for statements as to the amount of money
now in their possession. The largest amount re-
maining unexpended in the hands of any agentwas a fraction over two hundred dollars, while"one
had but fifty dollars left. The appropriation for
each district was SBOO. The necessities of the
poor have been so great, that this amount has
nearly all been distributed, although the month
has but half expired. The agents state that they
have been called on for assistance by many per-
sons.who, in former years, were liberal contributors
to the I'oor Fund.

They have entered the homes of honest, industri-
ous mechanics, who never knew what want was
before, and have found the families destitute of
food and coal. Nothing to eat and no fire to warm
their trembling little ones. Those who were poor
last year are doubly poor now, and the want of
employment has added thousands to the number.
On hearing this statement Mr. 1). Carter moved
that an additional SIOO be appropriated to the
first and second districts each. Mr. Crichton said
that, if the funds were in the treasury, he was in
favor of increasing the appropriation to the last
dollar. Mr. J. Hunt suggested that money would
be needed for the summer months, and it would not
be prudent to exhaust the funds.

Mr. Crichton said that the summer should take
care of itself. Itmight be too late to appropriate
a month hence. The people would die of starvationbefore that time. Let the last dollarin the treasury
be appropriated,;and then let the Association go he-
fore the public demanding relief. There would be
a generous response community. Therewas no fear that the Association would lack for
means, if it did its duty, trusting in Him who has
declared that they whtnlfust with faith shall not bedisappointed.

Mr. Crichton amended tbe resolution increasing
the appropriation to S2OO to each of tbe districtsnamed, and thus amended passed. The subject of
the April appropriation was taken up, ' but th.re
were no funds to appropriate. It was determined
that the appeal directed should be made to the
public, and that the Association should adjourn
until Monday night one week, when the result of
the appeal will bs known. The body then ad-
journed.

ANNIVERSARY MEETING. ?The second anniversary
meeting of tbe Union Protestaat Infirmary was
held yesterday afternoon at 4 o'clock at the institu-
tion, which is" located on Division street, between
Mosher and McMechan streets. Quite a number
were in attendance and the exercises were of an
interesting and impressive character. Tbe Rev.
Mr. Purviance opened the meeting by reading a
hymn, which was sung by the audience. Dr. J.
C. Backus followed in prayer. Rev. Mr. Purviance
then read a portion of the 103 d Psalm, after whichDr. T. Stork delivered an eloquent and appropriate
address. The services closed by tbe singing of tbe
162 d h.vmn, which was read by Rev. J. M. W. Wil-
liams, who made a few remarks. Rev. Mr. Wilson
followed in prayer, when Rev. H. W. Brauns clos-ed with the benediction. Tbe institution is in a
flourishing and prosperous condition, and there are
about 40 patients under treatment, mostly forchronic diseases.

"Down East," in
Maine, specimens are not uncommon; rarely in
New Hampshire, and more frequently in Vermont,
one may by chance be encountered in some out-of-
the-way locality; but in the rest of New England,
New \ ork and the great Northwest, they practi-
cally exist no longer. In Boston the oldest inhabi-
tant can recall the memory of few indeed, if any
native born specimens, and we are not entirely sure
that one exists or has existed among us for twenty
years. To one accustomed to the sight of the bux-
om and bright eyed beauties of Kentucky and Ten-
nessee, if he walks on Washington street on a fine
day, it seems as ifall the hospitals in the world had
disgorged their female patients for a last prome-
nade through the chief thoroughfare of Boston.?
An evening party is like a soiree of convalescents,
where the painful sensation of pity for the delicate
creatures on every side nullities all the pleasure of
society. Buch at least is the effect upon a man who
has known woman in other lands, where, glorious
as God made her, she still enraptures the eye and
thrills the heart. With those who have grown up
in such associations, an artiticial taste may have
been formed for hollow eyes and chests, for hectic
bloom or yellow pallor, and these things be voted
intereetiiuj, but such a depravation is hardly con-
ceivable.

THE BOTTOM or THE SEA.? Our investigations go
to show that the roaring waves and the mightiest
billows of the ocean, repose, not upon hard or trou-
bled beds, but upon cushions of still water; that
everywhere at the bottom of the deep sea the solid
ribs ol the earth are protected, as with a garment,
from the abrading action of its currents; that the
cradle of its restless waves is lined by a stratum
of water at rest; or so nearly at rest, that it can
neither wear nor move the lightest bit of drift that
once lodges there. The uniform appearance of
these microscopic shells, and the almost total ab-
sence among them of any sediment from the sea or
foreign matter, suggest most forcibly the idea of
perfect repose at the bottom of the sea. Home of
the specimens are as pure and as free from sea sand
as the fresh-fallen snow-ilake is from the dust of
the earth. Indeed, these soundings almost prove
that the sea, like the snow-cloud with its iUkes in
a calm, is always letting fall upon its bed showers
of these minute shells; and we may readily ima-
gine that the wrecks which strew its bottom are,
in the process of ages, bidden under this fleecy
covering, presenting the rounded appearance
which is seen over the body of the traveller who
has perished in the snowstorm. The ocean, es-
pecially withinand near the tropics, swarms with
life. The remains of its myriads of moving things
are conveyed by currents, and scattered and lodged
in the course of time all over its bottom. This pro
cess, continued for ages, has covered the depths of
the ocean as with a mantle, consisting of organisms
as delicate as hoar-frost, and as light in the water
as down is in the air. The tooth of running water
is very sharp. See how the Niagara lias cut its
way through layer after layer of solid rock. But
what is the Niagara, with alt the fresh water
courses of the world, by the side of the great cur-
rents of ocean? And what is the pressure of fresh
water upon river beds in comparison with the pres-
sure of ocean water upon the bottom of the deep
sea? It is not so great by contrast as the gutters
in the streets are to the cataract. Then why have
not the currents of the sea worn its bottom away?
Simply because they are not permitted to get down
to it.? Allthe Year Hound.

IHE NEW FRENCH CANNON. ?The following are
further particulars relative to the mortar cannon
to which Ialluded on the 21st ult: The tube or
barrel is formed of several cylinders or rings of
cast or wrought iron, its longitudinal cylindrical
parts affording the means of uniting the rings.?The interior of the tube is rifled by means "of a
number of projecting spiral rods, shaped in tri-
angular prisms. The tube can be lengthened atpleasure. The breach of the gun is. a mortar, to
which the tube is attached, and from which it may
be detached, either for the purpose of loading it at
the breech or of making use of it as a mortar. It
is alleged that this cannon cannot become heated,
that the process of cleansing after each discharge
is unnecessary, except as regards the breech, and
that it may be fired four or five times during the
space now required to fire any other gun once.?
Another consequence said to follow from the non-
heating of the barrel of the gun is, that there is
no danger of bursting, either from defect in the
metal or from overcharge. The gun may other-
wise be lengthened or shortened at pleasure. The
inventor states that a gun throwing a shot of 120
lb. weight may be taken to pieces and conveyed on
the back of a horse or mule over roads impassable
for carriages. He shows that there is a considera-
ble saving in the construction of this gun in conse-
quence of the tube being of open work, and of iron
in place of bronze. It may be as light as is con-
sistent with the resistance which its weight must
necessarily oppose to the recoil produced by its
discharge. The inventor expects that this gun
willsupersede mortars, and that every cannon
mounted on a ship's deck may be used both as a
cannon and a mortar, and that a ship which car-
ries 40 guns may be said to carry 40 guns and 40
mortars.? Pari* correspondence of the London
Times.

IRON SHIPS or WAR.? Mr. Scott Russell has pub-
lished a reply to Sir Howard Douglas's recent
pamphlet on the comparative value of iron and
wooden ships of war. Sir Howard's opinion is
"that ships formed wholly, or nearly so, of iron,
are utterly unfit for all the purposes and contin
gencies of war, whether as fighting ships or as
transports for troops." In opposition to this, Mr.Scott Hustell submits:?l. That iron steamships-of.
war may be built as strong as wooden ships of
greater weight, and stronger than wooden ships of
equal weight. 2. That iron ships of equal strength-
can go on less draught of water than wooden ships.
3. That they are more durable. 4. That they are
safer against the sea. 5. That they are safer
against tire. (1. That they are much safer against
explosive shells. 7. That they are much"safer
against red-hot shot. S. That they are much safer
against molten metal. 9. That they can be madeimpregnable even against solid shot. The following
resume of Mr. Scott Russell's pamphlet is taken
from the Mechanics' Magazine:?

As Sir H. Douglas had attacked the construction
and sailing qualities of the Great Eastern, his op-
ponent first disproves his assertions and predictions
regarding her, and then states the facts regarding
iron war ships which have been ascertained by acN
ual experiment. Experience has proved, first that
"when the thickness of a vessel's side is not more
than half an inch, shots tired obliquely haveglanced
off'the iron vessel which would have penetrated a
wooden ship; second, that shots fired directly havepassed through both sides.nf the ship, doing less
damage to the .ship directly and less damage by
splinters, than would have been the case in timberships; third, that the shot holes have been as easily
stopped, and more expeditiously and less expensive-
ly repaired than in wooden ships; fourth, that theirplates of wrought iron, even five-eighths of an inch,
are proof against shells; that plates two inches
thick are impenetrable, even to the pieces and
fragments of shells; that iron plates four Inches and
a half thick are nearly impenetrable to shot fired
from the heaviest nature of guns; and finally, that
plates six inches thick are practically impenetra-
ble."

GENERAL MOREAD'S DEATH-BLOW BEFORE DRES-

of amputating both legs was performed by theEmperor's BurgeoD, Wiley. Moreau bore it as a
soldier, and during the whole day kept a cheerfulserenity that proved the possession of extraordina-
ry powers of mind,?

It is made both ball proof and shell-
proof, and this is accomplished bv its peculiar form
and an outside covering of iron of only one inch
thickness, this being made snfliei-nt by the peculiar
material underneath it, and the shape of the vessel.
The great advantage claimed for this invention is
its simplicity and consequent cheapness, retaining
all the advantages of the late style of iron war-
ships, which cost about ten times as much, and
possessing tbe additional excellencies of being com-
paratively light and a fast sailer.
