Meeting of tlie Cnnnillnii Parliament.
MONTREAL, March 18.?The Canadian Parliament

met'at Quebec on Saturday afternoon. The speech
of the Governor contains very little of general in-
terest. He congratulates the members on the re-
turning prosperity of the country; alludes to the
visit of the Prince of Wales; recommending assim-
ilatinglaws in the two sections of the province; a
bankrupt law lor Upper Canada; and improvement
in the discipline of the prisons. He says that
great efforts willbe made to establish a sound sys-
tem of immigration, and promote the settlement in
the wild lands. He then makes a slight allusion
to the Anderson case.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
A DULL DAY. ?Yesterday was one of the dullest

days of the s?ason. Notwithstanding the excellent
weather, and the cool, bracing atmosphere, it was
a noticeable fact, that there were fewer people on
the streets, less business doing at the wharves,
more idle drays and laborers, and fewer corner
loungers than on any similarly pleasant day since
last November. It appeared that by general con-
sent the people had determined to remain in doors,
and consequently the slight stir and bustle which,
during the past three months have been exhibited,
seemingly for the purpose of reminding us that we
were a city, was nowhere to be seen. Drunken
men even were a scarce article, and the usual mis-
haps and odd scenes, which go to make up the city
news, is wanting. Under present circumstances
there is but little prospect that the monotony and
general prostration of business will give place to
activity and bustle. In other years, at this season,
the city, "with buyers and with sellers was human-

ity like a hive." The Southern merchants thronged
the hotels, and the wharves fairly groaned with the
weight of merchandize, seeking southern ports.?
Hut at present there are no crowds at the hotels,
and there is spacious room on the wharves. La-
borers stand idly at their drays, or lounge listlessly
in the sun, anxiously waiting, in Mr. Miccawber's
view, "for something to turn up." How long this
condition of things is to last, wiser men than those
who brought it about alone can say. If things
should continue, however, the duties of the Hoard
of Health will be greatly increased, providing it
belongs to its department to keep the streets clear
of grass this coming summer.

REGULATOR CLUB. ?Levi Hoffman, one of the mem"

bers of this once notorious club, it will be seen by
the proceedings of the Criminal Court, was yester-
day convicted on the testimony of Erasmus Levy.?
The party thus convicted was a witness against
Levy on his trial for the murder of Franklin Naff,
and testified most positively that Levy came to his
house immediately after the shooting, and acknowl-
edged having done it, and got the witness to reload
the discharged barrel of the pistol.

THE ADDRESS OF THE ITALIAN SENATE.?TWO inter-
esting documents reach us from Turin; one the
address adopted by the Senate in response to the

speech of Victor Emmanuel, the other the report
presented to the same body by Signor Mattenci, on
behalf of the committee to whom had been referred
the draft of a law decreeing to the King* of Sar-
dinia the title of King of Italy.

The address of the Senate reproduces in fervid
terms the expressions of.gratitudo and just admira-
tion which the royal address had uttered in regard
to France and its sovereign. It refers also to the
moral support afforded to Italy by England, and
the faith reposed by the Italian people in the sym-
pathies of the German. "Among gallant nations,"
the Senate remarks, "a good understanding is al-
ways easy."

With respect to the internal situation of the new
Kingdom of Italy, the Senate holds that a people
who have regained their rights, "willby that verv
fact be more resolute to respect the rights ofothers;"
and it also believes that Italy may hereafter "pur-
sue, with its inherent energy, the conquest of
all elements of order within, and of defence with-
out." s

The text of the bill lor conferring the title oT
King of Italy upon Victor Emmanuel, as proposed
to the Senate by the commissioners charged to ex-
amine it, was as follows:

Article 1. King Victor Emmanuel 11. assumes
for himself and his successors the title of King of
Italy.

Article 2. Ail Government decrees, and such
deeds as required to be headed witli the name of
the King, shall begin with the following formula:
Victor Emmanuel 11., by Divine Providence and the
votes of the Ration.

To the latter article the Minister of Grace and
Justice objected, stating that it would be best to
insert an article to that eflect in the bill which must
soon be framed regarding the form to be given to
public deeds. The article was accordingly with-
drawn, but an order of the day was moved and
passed, with the consent of the Minister, to the
affect that the bill alluded to should be brought in
as speedily as possible.

Senator Pareto made some objections to the title
of "King of Italy," which he thought resembled
the old feudal forms too much, and, therefore,
might be much more advantageously replaced by
the other form?"King of the Italians."

Count Cavonr, in reply, remarked that the
Queen of England was not called Queen of the
English, although the English were the nation
which understood liberty best; but if it were ob-
jected that the English are characteristically at-

tached to old customs and traditions, he would
quote an instance of a people that bad no feudal
traditions whatever?viz. the North Americans,
who called the Chief of their Government "Presi-
dent of the United States," and not "President of
the Americans."

After this explanation, Senator Pareto withdrew
his objection, and the bill as amended was voted
by 120 yeas against 2 nays, as already stated by
telegraph.

S. Fanner, Superintendent east of the Falls.?
Twenty-two Vice-Presidents were elected?six ofthem residents of the city, and one each from the
following counties: Frederick, Washington, Alle-
gany, Baltimore, Harford, Cecil-, Anne Arundel,
Worcester, Dorchester, Carroll, Kent, Queen
Anne's, Somerset, Howard, Montgomery and Car-

The various committees were also appoint-
ed Notwithstanding the embarrassments resulting
from the stringency of the tiroes, the prosperity of
the Society has been but slightly retarded, and its
affairs are in an encouraging oondition.

? CITY PASSENSER RAILWAY.? The contractors for
the construction of this road have, during the past
two days and nights, had a force of men engaged
in changing the switch at the intersection of
Hanover and Haltitnore streets, in order to enable
the cars on that route to make the circuit of South
Baltimore without occupying the track on Balti-
more street, save between Searp and Hanover
streets. By this management the residents of that
section of the city will have the advantage of more
frequent trips, for the present, at least. In the
course of a few days two cars will he put upon that
route in addition to the five already in use there.
The switch in nse is Wm. Horton, jr's, patent, of
Philadelphia, and has worked satisfactorily at all
points on the road. There are now about sixty-
five cars on the entire road, and all the various
routes are represented to be in good condition.

BALTIMOREAN DROWNED.? The Washington Star
of yesterday states that the body of a man named
Michael Purcell was found near one of the coal
wharves in Georgetown. It was evident that the
man had frozen to death, and a verdict to that ef-

fect was rendered by a coroner's jury. The de-
ceased, in company with a brother, left this city afew days since, for the purpose of working at "the
fisheries, and it is supposed that, reaching George-
town without means, he was compelled to seek
shelter for the night under the shed attached to the
coal yard.

ATTEMPT AT SUICIDE.?An elderly man named
Jeremiah Shadrick, residing in Wayne street, nearHoward, yesterday morning attempted to commit
suicide by swallowing corrosive sublimate. His
daughter, discovering his condition, immediately
dispatched a messenger for a physician, who, upon
bis arrival, administered a powe'rful emetic, whichhad the desired effect. He assigned as a cause for
the act, the tact of his being out of employment
and his inability to support his daughter and him-
self.

POLITICAL EXCITEMENT IN LOUISVILLE.
The Louisville Courier of Saturday furnishes the

following account tf the breaking up of the South-
ern Rights meeting held in that city the previous
afternoon. After the organization of the assem.
blage, a very large one, the Committee on Resolu
tions reported a series favoring secession. The
subsequent proceedings are thus reported by the
Courier;?

After Mr. Barbour closed his remarks, Mr. Gath-
right, Col. Duncan, and other gentlemen were
called for, and appeared on the stand; but by this
time the instruments and minions of those dear
friends of the people and of free speech, the submis-
sion leaders, had congregated inside and outside of
the hall in such numbers that they were enabled to
drown with their clamors the voice of the speakers,
and a scene of noise and confusion, at once humilia-
ting and disgraceful, followed, until the Committee
on Resolutions, through their chairman, Major
Thomas H. Hunt, appeared with their report. This
report was read amidst great clamor. But with
the conclusion of the report, the mob assumed such
dimensions as to completely put an end to any-
further business; and after an hour of the most
infernal and damnable demonstrations ever wit-
nessed out of hell, the lights were put out and the
meeting dispersed.

Thus ended a meeting which had been gotten up
under the auspices of several hundred of our true-
hearted and loyal and respectable fellow-citizens?-a meeting called for a specific and definite purpose,
and into which no gentleman would have intruded
with any view to disturbance or violence?a meet-
ing which would have had an influence direct and
positive for good on the business and best interests
of a city, which is suffering to an extent that can
only be appreciated by the business men here, and
by those who derive their support or profit from
the trade and manufactures which have flourished
here, and should prosper as the green bay tree atthe present and in all time to come. Its effect, wehave reason to believe, willbe beneficial in forming
public sentiment here to an extent little dreamed ofby those who hoped to crush a patriotic movementby conduct that will drive every decent man from
adherence to a cause which requires such support

Richard M. Hoe, of New York, was the inventor-but the nominal patentee, and one of the petition-
ers, was _ Mr. William Newton. Mr. Grove, thecounsel lor the petitioners, stated to the committeethe advantages possessed by this printing press
over the celebrated Applegarth machine. Both are
used by the Times, the latter, however, only as
"aids. He described the nature of the inventionand stated that one of Mr. Hoe's ten feeder ma-chines could print from 20,000 to 25,000 newspa-
pers in an hour. The efforts made by the patentee
had involved a vast amount of "industry and
skill.

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THE SOUTHERN PACIFIC KAILROAD.?At a meeting
of the stockholders of the Southern Pacific Kailroad
yesterday, Mr. V. K. Stephenson, President of the
road, took the floor, and gave an account of his re-
cent visit to Europe with a view to closing a con-
tract with the French company to construct the
road across Texas and possibly clear to California,
which negotiations were suspended until the polit-
ical differences in this country were settled?either
by a reunion, or permanent secession is established.
He spoke of the positive success of the scheme, and
stated that in interviews with the Emperor and his
ministers he was assured of their sympathy with
The project and with the South. The Etnneror
stated that the North seemed guided by England's
influences, and that France sought the trade and
friendship of the South. He purchased on his own
responsibility 1,000 tons of railroad iron from
George Peabody, which was now in New Orleans,
and which the company could take or not, as it
chose, not being liable for any part of it.

He also alluded to the work that had been done
upon the road, by which 20 miles of the 50 necessa-
ry to be finished before the company could avail
itself oi the guaranteed assistance of .Texas, had
been graded and only required the iron work to be
finished, when the company would have a paying
line of 93 miles and 800,000 acres of land as a basis
of credit. He closed by appealing to the stock-
holders to come forward and subscribe the $1 per
share?half cash, halt six months benee?and save
the company from being crushed and destroyed.?
He appealed to them to do this to save their pres-
ent investment and brilliant prospects for the fu-
ture. Unless the debts of the company were paid
the road must be sold.? Louisville Journal of Fri-
day.

STATISTICS OF THE BURTON BREWING TRADE.? The
quantity ot inalt brewed In Burton in the year end-
ing with last June, was about 315,000 quarters,
which cost more than £1,200,000; which paid
£340,000 duty; which required more than GO, OOO
acres of land to produce it. The quantity ot hops
brewed in the town was about 40,000 cwt., at a cost
of about £240,000; this quantity is equal to nearly
half the estimated produce of England in I860; and
at the prices of the Ist November, 1860, taking the
consumption to be half new and half old bops,
would cost more by £45,000 than the samequantity
cost last season; the additional value of tbe malt
would exceed £BO,OOO. Bass & Co. employ 1,050
men, of whom 130 are coopers and 200 malsters.?
The coopers, at new steauiwork, can get 68s. per
week. The largest earnings, at steam work, for
one man and a boy of 16, are £4 per week. The
wages earned by jobbing coopers are £3 per week.
The steam cooperage turns out 1,400 hogsheads per
week. They employ at Burton 100 dray horses.?
They have 19 steam engines at work, from 40 down
to 1-horse power, of which last there are two.?
They consume over 20,000 tons of coal per year.?
Their premises and Messrs. Allsop's each occupy
about 40 acres. The foregoing statistics afford a
general view of the extent of the operations at Bur-
ton, which, it will be seen, are very important.?
The small breweries in Burton are managed with
the same attention to detail as the larger ones, and,
generally speaking, produce an article equal in
quality to their more popular rivals.

FRIOIITFUI. CASE OK HYDROPHOBIA.? We have just
heard, from one of our citizens, who returned
from Arrarat, l'a., about twelve miles south of
Susquehanna depot, of a singular and distressing
case of hydrophobia. The factß of the case are as
follows: About two years ago, Miss Sarah Low,
the daughter of Lewis Low, a respectable farmer,
started to visit a neighbor across the fields, a short
distance, and after going a little distance was furi-
ously attacked by a large dog, (afterwards ascer-
tained to be mad,) who tore nearly all the clothes
oil' her; but reaching a stone fence, Miss Low suc-
ceeded in getting over, and the dog, in attempting
to follow, pulled down a large stone, which, falling
on his foot, held him fast, and Miss L. escaped, as
she supposed at the time, without being bitten.?
A few months ago Miss Low was married to Mr.
Townsend, and on Sunday, the 3d inst., while her-
self and husband were riding in a carriage to her
father's house, Mrs. exhibited signs of hydro-
phobia. Mr. T. hurried on to their destination,
and during the night Mrs. T. was attacked with
spasms, and was so violent that it required several
men to restrain her?she attempting, during the
spasms, to bite any one within her reach. She
continued in the same way up to the time our in-
formant left, (Friday morning, 9th inst.,) and it
was supposed that she could not survive much
longer. It is believed by her friends that when
attacked by the mad dog, two years ago, there
must have been some abrasion of the skin," not ob-
served at the time, through which some virus from
the mad dog penetrated the system.? Binnhampton
(-V. Y.) Republican.

SHORT CROPS INENGLAND.? In the British Parlia-
ment on the 28th ult., Mr. Caird called attention to

the serious deficiency of last harvest, and the con-
sequent necessity for increased economy inthe pub-
lic expenditure. He described the failure as having
extended to potatoes as well as the cereal crops,
and the prospects of the future harvest as not
much better. With the best weather, not more
than an average crop could be expected. He
said :

"He found that whilst last year, in the six
months ending February, we imported from the
United States 140,000 quarters of corn, amounting
to £318,000, in the corresponding months last
season, we imported 2,195,000 quarters, at a costof £6,250,000, or nearly twenty times as much.
From Russia and Prussia we had also imported
much greater quantities, and from France we had
imported nearly six times as much grain. The
total increase of imported grain might be estimated
at upwards of £12,000,000, as compared with the
six months ending February, 1860. This would
plainly show the cause of the pressure which was
at present felt in mercantile circles, but, at anvrate, there was the satisfaction of knowing that
there would be no general deficiency, and there
was also reason to hope that this season of difficulty
would soon pass over."

CHINA.-?The Shanghai Herald , December 22d,
states that the Chinese had given offence to the
British authorities, by laying an additional duty
on opium. 'I he Chinese had ordered the servants
of the foreign merchants to disclose the transac-
tions of their employers, for the purpose of collect-ing this duty, and offered bribes for the fulfilment
of this duty and threats for its non-performance.
A watch of disguised Chinese had also been placed
about the doors of the stores of the foreign mer-
chants. The consul had notified the Chinese au-
thorities that these things must cease. At Wang-
chow, two Englishmen had been imprisoned, strip-
ped nearly naked, and otherwise ill-treated, with
manacles, chains, and the hooting of a crowd, being
charged with defrauding the government of the
salt tax. Two American missionaries had made a
visit to Hang Chow. They were not allowed to
enter the city, but two of their servants were, and
reportod it in ruins as far as they went, a mile from
the gates, but well guarded, the Chinese saying, by
40,000 men. On their return by the grand canal,
they passed several towns abandoned to the crows.
About forty miles from Hang Chow they suddenly
and unexpectedly came upon a rebel army, which
opened on the right and iett to capture them, but
as soon as they discovered them to be foreigners,some cried, "foreign devils," and others "foreign
brethren," and, dropping their flags and spears,
burst into a hearty laugh.

IMPORTANT TO NORTHERN BOOK PUBLISHERS. ?The
Marietta (Ga.) Advocate tells us that, in case Lin-coln and his Administration choose war with the
South, one of the first steps in Southern enterprise
willbe the issuing of school books and other works
that have been copyrighted by Northern men.?
From this source alone an immense profit has been
annually drawn from the Southern people. Another
measure would be the establishment of works for
the manufacture of Northern patented articles. A
sewing machine for which the Northern patentee
receives SSO, can be made for $lO. The Southern
maker can sell for $25, and realize an enormous
profit. So with the Colt's pistols or Sharp's rifles,
or agricultural implements, and a hundred
other things. And this would be as nothing com-
pared with the cutting up of Northern commerce by
privateers. The Southern people can stav at borneand destroy the North. They now stand "on the de-
fensive. They wait an invasion. But, when itcommences, they will strike the North in every vul-
nerable point.

PROSPECT OF RECONSTRUCTION.? The most miserable delusion that ever entered into the minds of
men, is that of the return of the seceded States to
the Confederacy. An intelligent Virginian, who
has thoroughly traversed these States, expresses
the opinion that there is About AS much prospect ottheir return is there was of the return of theBritish Colonies to Great Britain, after the Battleof Yorktown. What should thev return for? Who
will bring them back? The Border States, whichhave deserted them in their hour ot trial? Nowthat they have worked out their own salvation, andsolitary and alone established their independence,
will the Border States, who have hung all the
while as a mill-stone upon their necks, be able to
coax them back to their own yoke of bondage?
They would better try it.? Richmond Dispatch.

THE SOUTHERN LOAN.? The Atlanta (Ga.) CON-
federacy pays : A distinguished politician of the
North came on to Montgomery last week with offersfor the whole of the fifteen million loan at par, the
bid being made by English capitalists. We learnthat Mr. Memminger declined the negotiation,
preferring to give domestic capitalists the refusal
of the bids. Since this offer was made, we harebeen told that New Orleans takes ten millions, anda Georgia house fire, all at par ! Indeed, at 8 per
cent., with the hypothecation of the export dutieson our cotton, the Confederate States would notfind the least difficulty in receiving offers for one
hundred millions in ninety days.
