
CITY INTELLIGENCE.
) TENINa or HOLLIDAY STREET. ?Yesterday after-noon Major Brown sent to the City Council the

written opinion of I. Nevitt Steele, Esq., on the
power of the citv to repeal the ordinance directing
the widening and opening of Holliday street. The
opinion is very voluminous, covering some twenty
psges. The following is a synopsis of the opinion.
It will be seen that Mr. Steele believes that the or-
dinance can be repealed.

Ist. That the Mayor and City Council have the
power to repeal the ordinance of 1858 for the widen-
ing: and extending of Holliday street.

2d. That the receipts bv the city from some of the
property holders of the benefits assigned to them

creates no contract ou her part to go on with the
proposed improvement,and only imposes on her the
duty of returning what she has received, if the im-
provement should be abandoned.

3rd. That an assignment of damages bv the pro-
perty owners and its acceptance by the city, con-
stitute an agreement on her part to use the con-
demned property of the assignor, and to pay for
that use the damages allowed, setting off the ben-
efits a-ainst the damages, in so far as the latter
have been assigned.

4th. That this agreement willbe violated by the }
repeal of the ordinance for the widening and ex-
tending of Holliday street, and that the city will
be responsible to the property owner for the dam-
ages he may sustain by reason of this violation;
and that those damages ought in any judgment to
be limited to the loss of the rent or of the use of
the condemned property, or other losses of the
same character which may result to the property
owner in consequence of the city's agreement.

sth. That an assignment of damages by the pro-
perty-holder, in so far as it covers benefits as-
sessed against him, will not give the right to have
those benefits paid to him in money, in the event
of the repeal of the ordinance.

Gtb. 1 hat the contracts for the sale of ''materi-als and the residue of lots," made bv the Commis-
sioners, may be regarded as conditional, and will
not be violated by the abandonment of the proposed
improvement.

7th. That the city, having acted in good faith,
and without malice, in her proceeding in this mat-
ter, is not legally responsible for damages which
inay result from her action to those with whom
she has entered into no contract.

As this opinion is for the use of the City Council,
1 think it right to add what it would be superfluous
to mention if the opinion was intended for your-
self only, that the questions involved in this in-
quiry are full of difficulty and doubt, and that the
conclusions at which I have arrived ought to hetaken with that qualification.

NEW UNITED STATES COURT HOUSE. ?Messrs. N.
Oshorn & Co., the contractors for the erection of
the new United States Court House, have not al-
lowed the general depression in business circles to
interfere with, much less retard, their operations.
During the entire winter their stone cutters have
been hard at work preparing the granite, and
within the last few days their number has been in-
creased, With the purpose of pressing on the work.
There is at this time finished a sufficient quantity
ot granite for the basement and the first story.
The house which was occupied as the parsonage,
and which was allowed to remain until within a
few days, has been taken down, and the entire lot
is now clear of incumbrances. It is the intentionof the contractors to commence the work of exca-
vation this coming week, which will be no light
job. It will take a couple of months' labor to pre-
pare the basement to enable the masons to go to
work, and consequently the foundation willnot be
laid until about the first of June. This delay,
however, does not retard the work in the least, as
the preparation of the granite will go steadily on.
Each block is carefully designed and measured,
and when finished is numbered, so that no difficulty
willbe experienced in assigning it to its place in
the building. The quality of the granite is very
fine, and its color beautiful. It is remarkably

? hard and difficult to work, but finished with an ex-
cellent face. There are well on to a hundred per-
sons engaged on the work now, and as soon as the
excavation commences the number will be greatly
increased.

THE MARINE HOSPlTAL. ?Yesterday afternoon thePhysician to the Marine Hospital sent to the First
Branch of the City Council a communication, in
which he gave an inventory of the articles which
he found in the Hospital when he took charge of
it. The Doctor also complains that the dwelling
and Hospital buildings are in a verv bad condition
and need much repair. The fences around the
grounds have all been destroyed, and the cattle of
the neighborhood range at large over them. The
following is the inventory:

1 safe, 2 curtains, 1 table cloth. 1 dining table, 6 chairs,
(broken.) 1 cooking stove, 3 meat dishes, 2 vegetable do.,5 bowls and saucers, 4 tea cups. 5 mugs, 6 knives and
forks, 1 dozen table spoons, half dozen tea do. In thekitchen:?l water bucket, 1 milk do., 1 slop do. ,2 tables,2 broken benches, 1 stove, 4 fiat irons, and several tincups. In the wards of the Hospital:?43 single blankets,12 double do., 36 sheets, IS bed spreads, 30 bed ticks, (all

out>) 24 pillow cases, 4 towels, 3 stoves, 3 comforts,1H pillows, 34 iron bedsteads, 3 lamps, all in bad repair.

The FireDepartment were promptly on the spot, bnt their
services were not required. The damage was
small, principally caused by water, and is covered
by insurance. ?

SEVERE GALE? FataVAccident.? The bark Clifton,
Capt. Lewis, from Palermo, arrived in port yester-
day morning. The captain reports experiencing
a very severe gale on the 9ih inst. The gale com-menced from the southeast, and for twelve hoursthere was a terrific blow. The wind shifted to the
northwest, and for several houis the gale was al-
most as severe from that quarter. One of the crew,named Antonio Ferranta, an Italian, fell from themasthead, and was very seriously injured. He was
carefully provided for and attended to, until thebark reached this port, when he was removed tothe Lombard Street Infirmary, but bad scarcely en-tered the Institution, when he expired. Dr. Mil-holland, the resident physician, states that deathwas caused bv an injury of the spine and inflamma-tion of the brain. Ferranta was about 35 years ofage, and unmarried.

IAX ON PERSONAL PROPERTY. ?Yesterday after-noon .Mr. Nicholas, of the Committee of Ways and
Means, presented in the First Branch of the City

that the tax on real estate and that on personal
effects shall be kept separate, and that on personalproperty shall be payable within four months fromthe Ist of May of each year. He denied taking the money, but offered to refund
the amount it he was let oft. He was committedto jail for court.

THE CASE OF ERASMUS LEVY.? Our inquiry yes-
terday, in relation to the disposition of the ca'se of
Erasmus Levy, who was charged with assaulting
John R. English, with intent to kill, has elicitedfrom the State's Attorney the following explana-
tion:?The case was brought to the attention of the
Grand Jury early in September last, but before a
bill was found, Levy was presented and indicted for
the murder of Franklin H. Naff.
